Editorial Notes

It is with deep regret that we inform you of the sudden passing of Dr. Addm
Bence Balazs, a member of our Editorial Board. He will be remembered as
an exceptional researcher and a warm and kind person. We are grateful for
his valuable contribution to our journal.

The academic journal International Problems completed 2025—a turbulent
year in every respect—as the highest-ranked national academic publication in
the field of international relations that publishes articles in the Serbian language
(NITRA 2025, 28). This once again confirmed the Journal’s high impact, citation
rate, and relevance at the national level.

Before you is the first fully bilingual issue of the academic journal
“Medjunarodni problemi/International Problems”. The transition to full
bilingualism reflects our efforts, on the one hand, to respond as swiftly as
possible to the recent amendments to the Rulebook (Pravilnik 2025), thereby
more reliably preserving our long-established category (M23 — International
Journal). On the other hand, we are simultaneously striving to consolidate the
Journal’s high ranking through continuous training and applications for indexing
in additional international databases. This year also saw the establishment of
cooperation with the Centre for Evaluation in Education and Science (CEON),
resulting in inclusion in SCIndeks, access to the journal editing platform (SCindeks
Assistant), the use of plagiarism detection software (iThenticate), as well as other
options that contribute to greater visibility and qualitative improvement of the
Journal’s work (IMPP 2026).

In light of new responsibilities in the domains of organization, translation,
and manuscript review, certain policies, as well as the Instructions for Authors,
have been adjusted (International Problems 2026). As of 2026, the Journal
accepts submissions exclusively in English, while accepted manuscripts are
translated into Serbian (Cyrillic script). In doing so, the enduring importance of
the domestic academic audience is acknowledged, as it has relied on the Journal



for decades as a source of credible data, analyses, and explanations of relevant
issues in contemporary theory and practice of international relations.

On the other hand, the Journal continues to provide a platform for extensive
and scientifically grounded dialogue on dynamic international political processes
at the international level. The research presented in this issue reflects this com-
mitment, as it brings together contributions from authors affiliated with aca-
demic institutions in the Republic of Serbia, as well as from Hungary, PR China,
and North Macedonia. The contributors critically examine and elucidate con-
temporary international phenomena, such as the relevance and purpose of the
European Political Community in regional and national contexts (Dr. Christina
Eva Griessler, Dr. Srdan Mladenov Jovanovic), the prospects of the “Open Balkan”
initiative (Dr. Mare Ushkovska), the limits of Serbia’s strategic non-alignment and
the operationalisation of the “four pillars” doctrine (Dr. Nevena Stankovi¢ and
Dr. Dragana Dabic), as well as the theoretical framework through which the IMF
is analysed in the context of financial crises (Dr. Ognjen Dragicevic).

These research problems reflect not only the broad thematic range, but also
the wide disciplinary scope of International Problems, which makes it one of the
most recognisable and most frequently cited academic publications in its field
in the Republic of Serbia.
