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ABSTRACT

The work on a great number of research projects began from
the very establishment of the Institute of Architecture and
Urban & Spatial Planning of Serbia (IAUS) as an independent
scientific research organization. On the basis of an insight into
the archival materials, this paper will present the first seven
Scientific Research Papers (SRP). This paper will give the basic
data for each SRP project (title of the theme, names of authors
of the project and their collaborators, project orderer, research
project duration), titles of papers published in journals, titles
of monographs with the scientific projects results and the
list of archival numbers of boxes containing the existing
documentation.

INTRODUCTION

The Institute of Architecture and Urban & Spatial Planning
of Serbia was established in 1954 within the Faculty of
Architecture, University of Belgrade, and it was formed as an
independent scientific research organisation in 1961. From
its establishment in 1954 until today, numerous scientific,
research and professional projects have been realised and many
important scientific and professional events have been held. In
parallel with the scientific and professional work, the Institute
has also developed the publishing activity.

With the establishment of the Institute as an independent
scientific research organisation, an internal organisation of the
institution and the scientific research work within it was carried
out. The Institute was divided into two departments (sectors):
Department of Professional Work and Department of Scientific
Work (Spasic, 2001). The following standing commissions were
formed within the Department of Scientific Research (Lojanica,
1966) according to the type of research:

The task of each commission was to specify issues, contents of
issues, scope of and time for data processing and to determine
the number of collaborators and financial costs, as well as to
assess the collected and systematized materials. Given that
the committees covered wide fields of research, and due to a
large scope of work, some commissions had a certain number of
sub-commissions. By the Decision of the Managing Board and
Scientific Council of the Institute of Architecture and Urban &
Spatial Planning of Serbia dated June 17, 1966, the commissions
were changed into committees, and sub-commissions into
commissions. In the period that followed, the Institute was still
divided into two departments: the professional and scientific
ones. The Department of Scientific Work was divided into 5
committees: Committee on the Study of Functional Processes
and Properties in Architecture (three commissions); Committee
on Regional Studies, Programming and Planning (without
commission); Committee on History and General Theory of
Architecture (without commission); Committee for Improving
the Techniques and Industrialization of Building Construction
(5 commissions); Committee for Terminology of Architecture,
Urban Planning and Building Construction (5 commissions).

,From 1963 until mid-1980s, the Scientific Council of the
Institute took the decision on forming the so-called SRPs
(scientific research paper) of projects, that were mostly
financed from the Fund for Scientific Work of the Institute.
“About 100 projects were formed in this period” (Maric, ur.
2014). This paper will present the documentation collected
for the first seven Scientific Research Papers (SRP), from
SRP 2 to SRP 8. The elaboration of the SRP 4 theme titled
Serbian Architecture between the Two World Wars (1918-
1941) and the SRP 5 theme titled Serbian Architecture of the
19th Century (1815 to 1915) was managed by the Committee
for History and General Architecture. Uros Martinovic
was the Project Manager for the SRP 4 titled Serbian
Architecture between the Two World Wars (1918-1941) and
Bogdan Nestorovic was the Project Manager for the SRP
5 titled Serbian Architecture in the 19th Century (1815 to
1915). The Committee on the Study of Functional Processes
and Properties in Architecture was in charge of the SRP
2 project titled Hygienic and Technical Norms in Industry
and SRP 6 project titled Criteria and Standards in Housing
Development. \lojislav Damjanovic and Svetislav Licina were
Project Managers for the SRP 2, while Bogdan Nestorovic
was the Project Manager for the SRP 6.

Branko
Maksimovic was the author of the SRP 7 and Oliver Minic
of the SRP 8. Djordje Simonovic and Prof. Branislav Kojic,
PhD, were the authors of the SRP 3 titled Programming
and Concept of Construction of Public Utility Facilities and
Industrial Buildings, while the data on the Committee in
charge is unknown.
Due to the lack of space, on February 9, 2011, the Institute of
Architecture and Urban & Spatial Planning of Serbia signed an
agreement with the “Data Outsourcing Centre”, the company
providing the warehousing and keeping services for business
documentation. All documentation was archived in boxes
that were marked with unique barcodes. As the collected
documentation necessary for investigating the mentioned
projects was not keptin one place inthe Institute of Architecture
and Urban & Spatial Planning of Serbia, the materials related
to the specific theme were not archived in one box, but were
scattered amongst several boxes. In order to make the access
to the documentation easier for future researchers, this
paper will quote the marks on the boxes in which the exiting
documentation for each project is archived, next to the title
of the theme, names of the authors and their collaborators,
project orderer, period in which the research was conducted, as
well as other necessary data.

The completed paper was submitted in two copies on
September 5, 1967. The review' of the paper titled Hygienic
and Technical Norms in Industry was performed by Prof. and
Architect Branislav Kojic, , on October 25, 1967, and the paper
was adopted at the meeting of the Scientific Council on October
28,1967~

During the investigation and processing of data on the theme
Hygienic and Technical Norms in Industry, a voluminous amount
of documentation material was collected and archived in the
“Data Qutsourcing Centre”. All materials were archived in four
boxes marked 14760, 15096, 15116, 15227.

During the scientific research work on the theme titled Hygienic
and Technical Norms in Industry that was performed in the
Institute of Architecture and Urban & Spatial Planning of Serbia
in the period from 1963 to 1967, the text was published in
journal, published by the Institute of Architecture and Urban &
Spatial Planning of Serbia, in the column “Previous information
on scientific research papers”:

According to Vojislav Damjanovic and Svetislav Licina, in spite of
their efforts, they could not manage to make a contact during
their research with the then institutions dealing with similar
issue. For this reason, the authors were of opinion that certain
deficiencies out of the domain of architecture and technics
in general would probably emerge in the presentation of the
results.

After analysing the documentation materials for the scientific
research paper on the theme titled Hygienic and Technical
Norms in Industry, the research results were presented in the
publication Saopstenja in the article titled:

Primena higijensko-tehnickih normativa u Jugoslovenskim
industrijskim preduze¢ima (The implementation of the
hygienic and technical norms in the Yugoslav industrial
enterprises) / Vojislav Damjanovic // Saopstenja.

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Within 183 enterprises that were included in further analysis,
almost all branches of industry were represented save for the
facilities of energy industry (thermal power stations, district
heating plants and hydroelectric power plants). Amongst these
183 enterprises, the industrial buildings builtin three important
periods were represented in almost the same number: industrial
buildings built before and after the Second World War, then
those built in the period from the liberation until 1955 and
the industrial buildings built in the period between 1955 and
1965. However, the number of the reconstructed or adapted
industrial buildings was not negligible. Bearing in mind the
diversity of buildings compared to industrial activities, period
in which they were built and, finally, the number of adapted
buildings, the obtained research data provide a general picture
of the implementation of the hygienic and technical measures,
primarily from the architectural engineering aspect.

The results obtained through the analysis of data were
divided into three categories according to the periods in which
industrial buildings were built, while the total results for the
entire Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia and the
singled out data for the Republic of Serbia were given for each
period separately.

As a result of conducting the surveys, and later the analysis
and processing of data, it was concluded that, at least on the
basis of the analysed buildings, the Yugoslav industry, thus
also the industry in Serbia, did not have satisfactory working
conditions from the aspect of hygienic and technical protection
of workers and it was almost impossible to single out any of the
industrial plants out of 183 analysed ones that could satisfy the
contemporary architectural engineering concepts in all aspects.
This also refers to those industrial buildings that were built
several years after the research was conducted.

Based on the previous regulations on the construction of
industrial buildings, and after studying all materials collected
for the needs of the scientific research paper on the theme
titled Hygienic and Technical Norms in Industry, a new proposal
for investigating the architectural engineering norms in
construction of industrial buildings was given.

During the scientific-research work on the theme titled Serbian
Architecture between the Two World Wars (1918-1941), which was
carried out in the Institute of Architecture and Urban & Spatial
Planning of Serbia in the period from 1963 to 1968, the text was
published in the serial publication Sapostenja, published by the
Institute of Architecture and Urban & Spatial Planning of Serbia,
in the column “Previous information on scientific research
papers”:

Arhitektura Srbije izmedu dva rata 1918-1941(Serbian
Architecture between the Two World Wars (1918-1941)) /

Giving his view of the Serbian architecture before the
First World War, and then also his opinion on the interwar
architecture (1918-1940), Uros Martinovic pointed out the role
of the individual in these periods, mentioning the names of
the first educated architects of the second half of the 19th and
early 20th centuries: Jan Nevola, Aleksandar Bugarski, Kosta
Sreplovic, Mihajlo Valtrovic, Vladimir Nikolic, Kosta Jovanovic,
Svetozar Iveckovic, Jovan llkic, Dusan Zivanovic, Milorad Ruvidic,
Dragutin Djordjevic, Milan Kapetanovic, Andra Stevanovic,
Dimitrije Leko, Danilo Vladisavljevic, Milan Antonovic and
others, and then also the important achievements of a group
of architects who marked the third and fourth decades of the
20th century: Milan Zlokovic, Branislav Kojic, Jan Dubovi, Dusan
Babic, Dragisa Brasovan, Erest Weissmann, Momcilo Belobrk.

Aware of the fact that this period was not seriously researched,
Uros Martinovic was of the opinion that certain realized
architectural works should be recorded and their place in the
history of the Serbian architecture determined, mentioning
that the already scarce documentation was more and more
unavailable and that there were less and less living witnesses
and participants.

He also mentioned difficulties and problems he encountered in
his research, but also the fact that, in spite of all this, the work
on the systematization of documentation and original materials
was brought to an end and that it would be presented as an
introductory volume of a publication, which would initiate a
work on an analysis of a series of aspects of architecture of
this important  groundbreaking period in the modern Serbian
architecture.

The publication in which a complete documentation would be
presented has never been published. However, using only a part
of the collected materials related to the architecture of Belgrade
between the two world wars, collected during his research
conducted in the period from 1963 to 1966, Uros Martinovic
published a monograph in early 70s:

In the article, the author wrote that the research encompassed
urban architecture developed in Serbia in the period from its
liberation after the Second Serbian Uprising until the First World
War. In the period from 1815 to 1950s, most of architectural
monuments included churches. The schools built in this
period have unfortunately not been preserved. The more solid
construction of schools started only in the second half of the
19th century, but the only preserved school buildings date from
the last quarter of the 19th century, when first administration
buildings were also built: municipal and county buildings with
courts. Hospitals and military barracks were built in many
towns throughout the 19th century, while the residential
building construction in the period between 1815 and 1915 was
represented in all towns. These residential buildings ranged
from the most modest family houses to castles.

In spite the fact that all European styles interwove in the
hundred-year long architecture of modern Serbian state, the
author said that ,in the general and comprehensive sense, the
design style of Renaissance, calm, modest Renaissance, was
accepted in the 19th-century Serbian architecture relatived to
the modest financial resources of the just liberated nation and
just liberated country...”

The book titled Serbian Architecture in the 19th Century was
published only in 2006 by Art press. It is written in the note
on the first pages of the publication that the Monograph was
produced according to the Bogdan Nestorovic’s manuscript
stored in the Archives of the Serbian Academy of Sciences and
Arts (SASA) under number 14410. The book also contains the
reviews by Arch. Ivan Zdravkovic (performed on December 12,
1973) and Academician and Professor Branislav Kojic, architect,
(performed in November 1970). In his review, amongst other
things, Branislav Kojic wrote:

,~The Institute of Architecture and Urban & Spatial Planning
deserves recognition because its work plan included the
research of the recent history of Serbian architecture and
because it gave the initiative for and supported the carrying out
of this task as it fills a great gap in the knowledge about our
cultural history.

Borko
Novakovic, submitted the assessment of the paper on the theme
Overview, Analysis and Assessment of Urban Planning Activities in
the Socialist Republic of Serbia in the period from 1944 to 1964 to
the Scientific Council of the Institute of Architecture and Urban

Council adopted the paper at the same meeting."

During the investigation and processing of data on the theme
Overview, Analysis and Assessment of Urban Planning Activities in
the Socialist Republic of Serbia in the period from 1944 to 1964,
a voluminous amount of material was collected and archived
in the “Data Outsourcing Centre”. All documentation materials
were archived in the boxes marked 14760, 15096, 15099, 15110.

During the scientific research work on the theme titled
Overview, Analysis and Assessment of Urban Planning Activities in
the Socialist Republic of Serbia in the period from 1944 to 1964,
which was carried out in the Institute of Architecture and Urban
& Spatial Planning of Serbia in the period from 1965 to 1966,
the text was published in the serial publication Saopstenja,
published by the Institute of Architecture and Urban & Spatial
Planning of Serbia, in the column “Previous information on
scientific research papers™:

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In his text, the author indicated the problems in urban activities
in the period from the liberation until 1945. The first move after
the war, actually in 1946, related to the establishment of the
Urban Planning Institute within the Ministry of Construction. In
1947, the Office of the Chief Architect of the City of Belgrade was
formed. In the next period, the Urban Planning Institute was
reformed and several architecture and town planning ateliers
combining the architectural and urban design were also formed
by the members of the Institute.

Until late 1960s, Belgrade was the only centre for urban planning
activities in which, besides the Urban Planning Institute of
Serbia and, later, architecture and town planning ateliers, there
were also the Urban Planning Institute of Belgrade and Society
of Town Planners of Belgrade. The local town planning institutes
were being established throughout Serbia only before the end
of the seventh decade of the 20th century. The condition for
the development of urban planning theory and practice and
the aggregation of urban planning activities in the Republic of
Serbia was created only by the establishment of the Institute
for the Public Utility Activities as an independent institution in
1961.

In very delicate social and economic circumstances, the urban
planning activities also had their ups and downs, while town
planners, the participants in these events, had a few things to
record and document, and exactly the research on the project
of Overview, Analysis and Assessment of Urban Planning Activities
in the Socialist Republic of Serbia in the period from 1944 to 1964
was aimed to fill this gap.

The collection of data during research was carried out through
interviews and written questionnaires, citation and study of
daily newspapers and journals, field visits and reconstruction of
events based on observations and recollections.

The idea of the project holder and his collaborators was to
present the parts of the collected materials in the form of
graphs and tables, and to create studies on demographic
trends in Serbia, economic aspects of urbanization and status
of infrastructure in towns on the basis of the obtained results.

CONCLUSIONS

Out of the seven presented scientific research papers, six were
completed and adopted at the meetings of the Scientific Council
of the Institute of Architecture and Urban & Spatial Planning
of Serbia. For the SRP 3 titled Programming and Concept of
Construction of Public Utility Facilities and Industrial Buildings,
except for the documentation archived in the box marked
15096, no other materials or any published text related to
this scientific research paper were found. Out of the published
papers, the results of four scientific research papers were
published soon after their adoption. The overall results of the
SRP 6 titled Criteria and Standards in Housing Development and
SRP 7 titled Investigation of Functional Values of Open Spaces
within the Residential Complexes were presented, while after
processing and analysing the data collected for the SRP 2 titled
Hygienic and Technical Norms in Industry, the results related to
the architectural norms in construction of industrial buildings
were presented in the publication. As for the SRP 4 titled

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Serbian Architecture between the Two World Wars (1918-1941),
the publication contains only documentation collected from
the territory of Belgrade.

Due to the lack of funds, the remaining two important research
studies relating to the history of architecture and urban
planning were unfortunately not published at that time (Spasi¢,
20071). Only four decades later, actually in 2006, the book titled
Arhitektura Srbije u XIX veku (Serbian Architecture in the 19th
Century) was published by Art press, and eight years later, in
2014, the 2nd edition of the monograph was published. Both
editions were created according to the Bogdan Nestorovic's
manuscript archived in the Archives of the Serbian Academy
of Sciences and Arts (SASA) under number 14410. Bogdan
Nestorovic started and completed his research in the Institute
of Architecture and Urban & Spatial Planning of Serbia.
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
