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The eternal and always current topic with which architects
and urban planners are faced when designing and planning
contemporary urban areas is blending in new buildings with
the existing urban structures, interpolation, with regard to
context, relation between history and currentness, “vestiges
and legends woven into the memories of the city and its
contemporary architecture, its language and spirit of the new
age”. This is also the main motto of the text by Dijana Milasinovi¢
Mari¢, which presents the project by architects Milan and
Vladimir Lojanica, the commercial and hotel complex “Rajiceva”
in Belgrade. Reconstruction of protected zones is a unique
challenge, especially regarding very attractive downtown
locations. The honoring of the context, the spirit of the place
and historical layers of the city, in which new technologies and
the requirements of today’s users are blended, are visible both
in the exterior and interior of this building.

Renowned Serbian architects, such as Svetislav Licina, Spasoje
Krunic, Branislav Mitrovi¢, Goran Vojvodi¢ and Jelena Ivanovic,
have all been faced with similar challenges and each of
them spoke of this in the interview Designing Interpolations
(Projektovanje interpolacija) by Djordje Alfirevi¢ and Sanja
Simonovic Alfirevi¢. The works of these architects, as stressed
by the interviewers, are considered to be the most significant
examples of Serbian architecture. The readers receive answers
to skillfully formulated questions regarding the impact on the
surroundings, applied creative methods of interpolation, but
also regarding their unique thoughts and ability to face these
challenges and successfully overcome them.
