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ABSTRACT

The paper presents the research based on an analysis of
bibliometric indicators with the aim to indicate the main
characteristics and importance of the scientific journal
Arhitektura i urbanizam. The paper provides a timeframe for
the publication of the journal in the period 1994-2018, as well
as a list of editors-in-chief and technical editors. It also points
out an increasing visibility of articles available in the electronic
databases in a format of a full-text, as well as the significance
of electronic publishing. The data on the number of published
papers, categorization of papers, number of authors, affiliation
of authors, average number of references per paper, keyword
frequency, as well as language in which articles were published,
were analysed for the period between 2009 (from issue 26) and
2018 (to issue 46), and the obtained results are shown in the
accompanying tables and graphs. In the considered period, 250
authors, out of which almost all were from Serbia, published
139 categorized single-authored (49.64%) and co-authored
(50.36%) papers. The average number of references per article
was 22.27. The analysis of keyword shows that the most
frequent themes dealt with in the articles were in the fields
of architecture, climate change and sustainable development.
The research was carried out through a direct insight in all
journal issues, thus achieving the authenticity of the presented
data. The obtained results, as well as the categorization of the
journal by the Ministry of Education, Science and Technological
Development of the Republic of Serbia, confirm the role and
importance the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal has amongst
the researchers in the fields it covers, but also point to the need
for bilingual publication of articles, thus providing a greater
international visibility, enabling the inclusion of reviewers from
abroad and attracting a greater number of foreign authors.

From the oral conveyance of information, then the conveyance
of written and later printed information, today, with the
development of modern technology, most of information,
and thus also scientific results, are conveyed electronically.

paper for many years, with the emergence of computers and
Internet, the electronic publications are becoming increasingly
important source of information due to their accessibility
(Filipi Matutinovi¢, 2013). The number of scientific journals in
the world, whether printed or in electronic form, is constantly
growing. However, the ever growing number of journals dealing
with different scientific disciplines does not guarantee their
equal quality. This gives rise to the necessity for researchers to
choose the most influential journals which have an important
role in the transfer and exchange of information, on the one
hand, and a great role in evaluating the achievements of
researchers and their advancement in scientific titles, on the
other hand (Jacimovi¢, Zivkovi¢, 2010). For this reason, the
assessment of the journal’s influence based on the objective
indicators is important for the scientists themselves, but also
for the Editorial Board of the journal.

The bibliometric analysis is a useful tool for describing and
promoting the scientific productivity. By including a certain
number of available bibliometric indicators, it is possible to
make an objective assessment of the journal’s quality, its
importance, role and influence in the scientific environment.

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The purpose of this paper is to present the importance of
the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal in the relevant scientific
environment through a bibliometric analysis, because this
journal, like all other scientific journals, is a promoter and
driver of scientific work, on the one hand, and the basic means
of communication in which authors publish the results of their
research and based on which their scientific and academic work
is evaluated, on the other hand (Martek, Sute, 2010).

ABOUT THE ARHITEKTURA | URBANIZAM JOURNAL IN THE
PERIOD 1994 - 2018

The proposal for launching a new scientific and professional
journal was made in early 1990s when the initiative to start
a scientific and professional journal Arhitektura i urbanizam
was considered within the Agenda item 2 at the meeting of
the Editorial Council and Editorial Board of the Institute of
Architecture and Urban & Spatial Planning of Serbia (hereinafter
referred to as the “Institute”) held on 28th March 1991. Given
that in the meantime the two serial publications, the Collection
of Papers and the Contemporary Urban Themes, ceased, first in
1975, and the other in 1981, and given that it was proposed
to cease the publication of the journal Communications in
1990, the meeting adopted the opinion that it was necessary
to launch a new journal which would have a character of a
national, scientific and highly professional journal. The meeting
of the Editorial Board of the Institute was convened on 19th May
1992, at which, amongst other things, it was envisaged to select
articles for the firstissues of the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal.
Since the idea about launching a new serial publication was
not realized in the following period either, the last double issue
(22/23) of the journal Communications came out in 1992, while
the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal was awaiting publication for
another two years.

In the period 1994-2018, the total of 46 issues, or 39 volumes,
was published. Out of the said number of copies, 32 were single
volumes and the remaining 7 were double volumes (Table 1). In
this period, the total of 569 different articles and 4 unrelated
contributions were published in issues 1, 2 and 9.

Two geographic maps were published as a supplement to the
first issue: the Spatial Plan of the Republic of Serbia: the use
of space: infrastructure systems and the Spatial Plan of the
Republic of Serbia [Cartographic materials] : the use of space
: the purpose of areas. The supplement to the second issue
was published on 6 pages: Lexicon of Serbian Architects in
the 19th and 20th centuries: Encyclopaedia architectonica.
The supplement to the ninth issue was published on 28 pages:
On New Methodological and other Standards in Planning: the
(ase of the Master Plan of Belgrade 2021 by Miodrag Vujo3evic
(Vujosevic, 2002).

Since 2009, Arhitektura i urbanizam journal has been a top
national journal in the fields of transport, urbanism and civil
engineering, entered in the list of Ministry of Education, Science
and Technological Development (MESTD) of the Republic of
Serbia and classified in the M51 category.

The journal is published in Serbian language and deals
with themes in the fields of architecture, urbanism, history
of architecture, spatial planning, interior, transport, civil
engineering, the rational use of energy, energy efficiency,
the use of renewable energy sources in building construction,
etc. This is one of the rare journals which publish theoretical,
research and analytical papers of both affirmed and young
authors in the mentioned fields. The group of the young, still not
affirmed, authors is mostly composed of the doctoral students
out of which some are holders of the scholarship of the Ministry
of Education, Science and Technological Development (MESTD)
(Gaji¢, 2015; Brankov, 2018). The possibility to publish their
results in the leading national journal at the very beginning of
their careers is an important stimulus for their further scientific
work.

The collaborators and members of the Editorial Board, as well
as carefully selected reviewers, include the well-known names
in the world of architecture, urbanism, spatial planning, art
history and other scientific fields represented in the journal.

For the scientific journals, the electronic publishing, i.e. their
electronic version, is increasingly important, not because the
printed version is less valuable, but because an insight in its
title is more difficult to access by readers when in the printed
form (Gordic, 2018). For this reason, the scientific workers and
researchers ever more often use the electronic version in their
research work and in finding and reading the literature, because
they can read them on smart phones, tablets, computers and
electronic devices designed primarily for the purpose of reading
e-books (Nedeljkov, 2016). The Law on the Obligatory Copy of
Publications (2016) specifies that ,electronic publication” is
a publication published in the electronic format as a separate
physical entity (floppy disc, (D, DVD, etc.), a publication which is
available on the Internet and a publication prepared for printing
in a format which is in accordance with the international
standards for the universal accessibility of information”.

Accordingly, the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal is also
accessible in electronic format on the Internet to which the ISSN
National Center Serbia 2011 assigned e-ISSN (2217-8074), while
in the same year, from journal issue 33 on, all scientific and
professional papers published in the Arhitektura i urbanizam
journal are assigned the DOI name (Digital Object Identifier), a
persistent unique identifier of objects. Such alphanumeric mark
is an international standard number for the digital documents
enabling a direct link to the desired paper regardless of possible
change of web address.

Starting from 1st February 2013, the Editorial Board of the journal
has begun to apply online system of electronic editing called
ASEESTANT (aseestant.ceon.rs/index.php/a-u/), developed by
the Center for Evaluation in Education and Science (COEN). The
CEON. ASEESTANT is a part of the SEESAME international system
intended for the domestic and southeastern European journals.
The use of the ASEESTANT service enables a continuous progress
in the influence, quality and internationalization of papers
published in the journal.

The Act on Editing of Scientific Journals, adopted on 9th July
2009, particularly regulates the layout of journals as a whole
and layout of articles as its integral part. ,According to this Act,
a journal is a periodical publication which scientific status is
recognized in the categorization procedure set forth by the Law
on Scientific Research Activity (“Official Gazette of the Republic
of Serbia”, No. 110/2005, 50/2006-corr., 18/2010, and 112/2015)
and the Rule Book for Evaluation and Quantitative Expression of
Scientific Research Results of Researchers (“Official Gazette of
the Republic of Serbia”, No.24/2016, 21/2017 and 38/2017). The
journals that are previously put in the Repository of the National
Library of Serbia in electronic form for permanent keeping are
subject to categorization.” The Editorial Board of the journal
adopted all guidelines specified by the Act and started to
strictly implement them from the issue 26 (2009). Since that
time, all published professional and scientific papers have titles,
abstracts and keywords in Serbian and English, followed by
an introductory paragraph presenting the subject area of the
paper, tables, graphs and illustrations accompanying the text,
research results, list of used and cited literature, categorization
of paper, the receipt and acceptance dates for papers, UCD
number, and since 2011 also the DOl name. All scientific papers
require two, while the scientific papers only one, anonymous
and positive reviews (Milinkovic, 2016).

Allissues of the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal are accessible in
full text (in .pdf format) via website of the Institute, while the
papers published in issues 9 (2002) to 46 (2018) are accessible
in the full-text format via SCIndex (Serbian Citation Index),
ASEESTENT and in DOAJ (Directory of Open Access Journals).
The open access regime enables access free of charge with the
obligation of authors to accurately cite the used papers. Such
visibility of papers contributes to the affirmation of authors
and the journal itself both at the national level and at the
international level”.

In spite of the greater representation of electronic journals, the
printed sources still occupy an important place in conveying the
scientific information. Precisely for this reason, many scientific
journals, such as the Arhitektura i urbanizam scientific journal,
also have both printed and electronic versions.

In the period 1994-1999, Zoran Manevi¢, PhD, was Editor-in-
Chief of the first six issues and since 2000, from issue 7, Mila
Pucar, PhD, has been Editor-in-Chief until nowadays. In this
period, and in addition to two editors-in-chief, several technical
editors and one editor of the issue were also engaged (Table 2).

The Sample and Research Methodology

The classification method used in selecting the texts for this
research was based on the set criteria and descriptive research
method for describing the data and results. The criterion for
determining the coverage of papers analysed in this study is
a time period from the full application of rules and standards
specified in the Act on Editing of Scientific Journals until 2009.
The papers and contributions from all volumes from issues 29
to 49 were singled out on the basis of the set criterion. All data
analysed in this research were entered in the Microsoft Excel
where the graphs and tables with the obtained results were
made. The direct insight into all published issues ensured the
authenticity of the collected data and obtained results.

This research used the types of analyses and examples of
tables and graphs from the papers published in the world and
in Serbia and the surrounding countries, which dealt with the
evaluation of the scientific and professional journals in many
different scientific fields. The analysis comprised and presented
the data on the categorized journals, number of papers and
their categorization, number of authors per paper, affiliation
of authors, average number of references per paper, keyword
frequency, and the language in which papers were published.
Allmentioned analyses comprised 139 scientificand professional
papers, while 127 non-categorized contributions were classified
according to the type of text, and were numerically presented.

In the authorship analysis, the total number of authors includes
each appearance of an author regardless of the number of
published papers within the given period.

Categorized and non-categorized papers

QOut of 266 articles (Table 3), 139 papers were reviewed and
categorized, while 127 contributions were not categorized.

The categories of scientific papers in the journal are: original
scientific paper, review scientific paper, short and previous
communication and scientific critique or polemics, while a
special group of categorized papers includes the professional
papers.

Out of the total number of categorized papers, 108 are scientific
papers and 31 remaining papers are the professional papers.
Within the category of scientific papers, most of them are
review papers (75), original scientific papers (23), 6 papers are
in the group of short or previous communications and 4 paper
are in the category of scientific critique or polemics (Table 4).

Itis important to highlight that a great number of the analysed
scientific and professional papers is a result of investigations
carried out within the scientific projects funded by the Ministry
of Education, Science and Technological Development of the
Republic of Serbia. Even three current scientific projects (TR
36035 ,Spatial, Environmental, Energy and Social Aspects of

Developing the Settlements and Climate Change — Mutual
Impacts”; TR 36036 , Sustainable Spatial Development of
the Danube Area in Serbia”, and Ill 47014 ,The Role and
Implementation of the National Spatial Plan and Regional
Development Documents in Renewal of Strategic Research,
Thinking and Governance in Serbia”) are currently implemented
in the Institute. The results obtained within the international
project TURaS (Transitioning towards Urban Resilience and
Sustainability), funded under the EU's Seventh Framework
Programme for Research are also presented. This data certainly
supports the fact that the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal is
publishing the cutting-edge research results.

Other contributions (non-categorized) published in the said
period include interviews (11), overviews of awards, prizes and
exhibitions (21), book overviews (49), awarded student papers
(39) and obituaries (7) (Table 5).

Since 2001, after a years-long pause, the Institute has renewed
the tradition of awarding the prizes for the best bachelor’s thesis
papers, master’s thesis papers and doctoral dissertations in the

fields of architecture and urbanism and spatial planning. Every
year the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal publishes in its first
issues within a calendar year the overview of the mentioned
papers written by the mentors of the awarded candidates.
Besides the fact that the papers of the young authors are
published, this is yet another way to help and enable the
affirmation of the young researchers.

In addition to these overviews, the Arhitektura i urbanizam
journal also publishes in each issue some overview of books
in the fields of architecture, urbanism, history of architecture,
spatial planning, interior, transport, civil engineering, rational
use of energy, energy efficiency and the use of renewable
energy sources in building construction, design, etc., that
were published in the previous or in current year, compared to
some other journals which have, in a certain moment, ceased
publishing the book overviews (Kozlowski, et al., 2017), or to
those which do not have such practice at all (Milinkovi¢, 2016).

The importance and role of the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal
as a mediator in conveying the scientific and professional

information is reflected, amongst other things, in the diversity
of the published articles: scientific and professional papers,
interviews, overviews of exhibitions and awards and prizes,
book overviews and overviews of the awarded papers (Joki¢and
Zauder, 2013). The overviews of contemporary achievements in
architecture and urbanism in Serbia and in the world are also
occasionally published with a tendency to have such articles in
each journal issue.

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Authorship Analysis

Number of authors

Until 1920s, it was customary that the published scientific
papers had only one author, while lately more and more
papers have two or more authors. This could be the result of
the fact that research in science is more often a team research,
but also the result of the possibility that a greater number of
authors add their names on papers in order to gain references,
thus adapting themselves to the criteria based on which
they are evaluated (Mitrovi¢ and dr., 2015). The Rule Book
(2017) specifies the “Minimum quantitative requirements for
acquiring a scientific title, which implies a minimum number
of points required for the election into a higher scientific title,
which a researcher gets based on the rank of the journal in
which his/her paper is published”. As further stated in the
Rule Book ,the theoretical papers in the fields of the natural,
medical, technical/technological and biotechnical sciences,
as well as the original papers in the fields of social and
humanistic sciences, with no more than three co-authors shall
be recognized as the papers with the most points... and the
papers with up to five co-authors dealing with the numerical
simulations or results of collective field investigations, or a
complex experimental research in the technical/technological
and biotechnical sciences... the experimental papers in the
fields of the natural and mathematical, technical/technological
and biotechnical sciences, or the scientific lexico-geographic
and linguo-geographic papers with up to seven co-authors
shall be recognized as papers with full weight”. The papers with
more than the mentioned number of authors are scored, where
the correction of points is made according to the appropriate
formula given in the Rule Book.

Based on the authorship analysis of 139 scientific and
professional papers, it can be noticed that there is an almost
equal number of single-authored paper (49.64%) and co-
authored papers (50.36%) (Table 6). Out of the total number of
the co-authored papers, 34 of them have two authors, 33 papers
have three authors, while only 3 papers have four authors
(Table 5). It can be concluded from the authorship analysis that
there are oscillations in relation to the single-authored and co-
authored papers in the mentioned period. In the period 2011-
2013, the single-authored papers prevailed, from 2010 to 2018
the number of single-authored and multi-authored papers has
been the same, while during the remaining years, the papers
have been written by several authors (Graph 1). Although it can
be concluded that there is a slight increase in the number of
co-authored papers, this number is still negligible and certainly
does not confirm the assumption that this is a consequence of
the need for a greater production of scientific articles in order
to achieve a sufficient number of points for the advancement
in scientific titles. Similar relationship between the single-
authored papers and the co-authored papers is also noticeable
with some other scientific journals (Hussain et al., 2011; Jena et
al., 2012; Abdi et al., 2018, Khanna et al., 2018), although there

authored papers (Jaéimovi¢, Zivkovi¢, 2010; Udo-Anyanwu,

Affiliation of Authors

Given the fact that the researchers employed in the Institute
mostly hold the bachelor’s, master's or doctoral degrees of
the Faculty of Architecture of the University of Belgrade and
the Faculty of Geography of the University of Belgrade at
which there is a Department of Spatial Planning, a separate
investigation into affiliation of authors was carried out for
these two institutions, as well as for the Institute itself, while
the data on authors from other institutions in Serbia are given
cumulatively.

The analysis of the categorized papers shows that there were
the total of 250 authors out of which 244 from Serbia and 6
authors from abroad (Republic Srpska, France, Switzerland,
Oman). In the analysed period, there were 90 authors from
the Institute, 50 authors from the Faculty of Architecture and
2 authors from the Faculty of Geography. The analysis of the

regarding the authors from the Institute and from the Faculty
of Architecture. There were the total of 119 authors from these
two institutions, while the number of authors from the Faculty
of Geography was unexpectedly small (Table 7).

The authors from other institutions in Serbia, which accounted
for 28.80% of the total number of them, have recognized the
efforts of the Editorial Board of the Arhitektura i urbanizam
journal to achieve and maintain the level of the leading national
journal. It should be emphasized that many of this authors work
as lecturers and researchers at universities and in prestigious
scientific institutions throughout Serbia. Although this study
has not identified the exact number of such institutions,
some of them should definitely be pointed out: the Ministry
of Construction, Transport and Infrastructure, the Faculty of
Geography, the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering and the
Faculty of Political Sciences in Belgrade; the Geographical
Institute “Jovan Cvijic” of the Serbian Academy of Sciences and
Arts; the Faculty of Technical Sciences, the Faculty of Philosophy,
the Faculty of Geography and the Faculty of Natural Sciences
and Mathematics of the University of Novi Sad; the Faculty of
Civil Engineering and Architecture of the University of Ni$; the
Faculty of Technical Sciences in Kosovska Mitrovica, and many
other, which indicates a high scientific level of the published
papers. The percentage of authors who were not employed in
time when their papers were published or who worked within
private architectural practice (12.00%) is also not negligible
(Graph 2).

The fact that majority of authors are from the institutions
in which they work or from the institutions which publish
the journal is not unusual, especially if papers are mainly
published in mother tongue, which give the journal a national
character (Martek, Sute, 2010; Joki¢, Bartulovi¢-Barnjak, 2014).
Such practice also exists with bilingual journals in which the
representation of foreign authors is almost 30% (Jacimovic,
Zivkovi¢, 2010), but also with journals which publish articles
only in English language and in which the representation of
foreign authors is also almost 30% (Milinkovic, 2016).

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The most frequent keywords

Metadata is a ,set of data that describe, explain, locate or
in some other way make it easier to search, use, or manage
some information source.” (Petri¢, Milinkovi¢, 2017). Types of
metadata, amongst other, are: descriptive metadata, structural
metadata, and administrative metadata. The role of the
descriptive metadata is to discover and identify the contents
of a document, while keywords are one of the elements of this
group of metadata (Trtovac, 2016).

The Act on Editing of Scientific Journals (2009) defines
keywords as terms or phrases for the purpose of indexing and
searching. The Act considers them one of the binding elements
of a scientific paper which are given in the same language of the
abstract. Keywords follow after the abstract.

The analysis of keyword was performed on the sample of
139 reviewed and categorized papers. In all these papers,
556 different keywords were found. Out of this number, 489
keywords appeared only once, 46 keywords appeared twice,
11 keywords appeared three times, and the remaining ten
keywords appeared several times and their frequency is
graphically presented (Graph 3). The keywords often clearly
indicate the profile of a journal (Merigd et al., 2017), whichis, in
this case, and except for the title itself, clearly noticeable by the
most frequently appeared keywords. They also indicate other
themes which are, due to their topicality and interdisciplinarity,
also equally represented in other scientific journals. Climate
change and sustainable development are amongst nine most
frequently used keywords in the SAPTIUM journal which is also
published by the Institute (Milinkovic, 2016). The representation
of these terms is also noticeable in the journals in many other
scientific fields and disciplines, which is easily noticeable
when searching the citation indexes and databases such as the
SCIndex and Scopus.

Overview of references

The relationship between the published papers with the
literature cited sections and papers without the literature cited
sections is an important indicator of scientific quality, i.e. the
maturity of a scientific paper (Jacimovi¢, Zivkovic, 2010). Out

of the papers published in volumes from issues 26 to 38, only
one professional paper published in issue 38 did not have the
literature cited section (Table 8), while this has been a more
frequent practice in the period 2014-2018. One paper from the
category of professional papers in each of the issues 40, 41, 42
and 44 did not have a list of the used literature, while there were
three articles inissue 45, the two professional and one scientific
critique, which did not include references to the used sources
(Table 9). Out of 139 categorized papers, 2917 citations were
used in 131 articles, or 22.27 references in average (Table 10).

The age of references and the relationship between the
citations, co-citations and self-citations, as well as the type of
cited literature, was not comprised by this analysis, but the very
fact that a great number of authors consulted a voluminous
literature and that 94.24% of articles have references certainly
indicate the scientific foundation of the published papers.

Languge of papers in the journal

Although it has already been mentioned that the articles in
the Arhitektura urbanizam journal are published in Serbian

language, the attention should be drawn to several categorized
papers that were published bilingually, in Serbian and English.
There were 16 such papers in the mentioned period 2009-2018.
One bilingual paper was published in each of the issues 31,
33, 37, 39, 40, 43, 45 and 46, while two bilingual papers were
published in each of the issues 32, 34, 41 and 42 (Table 11).

Although an increasing number of journals both in Serbia and in
the surrounding countries publish papers either only in English
or bilingually, there s still a certain number of journals in which
the number of articles written in mother tongue with occasional
bilingual text prevail, like in case of the Arhitektura i urbanizam
journal (Mitrovi¢, Romi¢, 2018). Unfortunately, the number of
bilingual papers is still negligibly small (11.51%), which is the
result of a personal choice of the author. The tendency of the
Editorial Board is to increase their number, with an ambition to
start publishing the journal bilingually as soon as possible.

All categorized papers published only in Serbian have titles,
abstracts, keywords, names of figures, tables and graphs
written in both languages.

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CONCLUSIONS

The quality of the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal is confirmed
by: the affiliation of majority of the authors who mostly work
at faculties, in scientific institutions and other prestigious
scientific and educational institutions; the selection of
reviewers based only on the possession of adequate knowledge
for assessing the manuscripts; citation of literature by the
authors; presentation of results of research within the current
scientific projects funded by the Ministry of Education, Science
and Technological Development; clearly defined editing policy;
international representation of the Editorial Board members;
strict implementation of the guidelines set forth the by the Act
on Editing of Scientific Journals; and an exemplary layout.

By publishing the research results of already affirmed
researchers, but also the papers of young authors, providing
the information on the prizes awarded at the competitions,
providing the overviews of student papers and the recent
scientific monographs, the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal
fully justifies the role of a mediator which is typical for the top
scientific journals in the relevant scientific and professional
environment.

The introduction of the online journal editing system,
assignment of the DOI names to all scientific and professional
papers and indexing into the Serbian Citation Index and
Directory of Open Access Journals are certainly some of the
preconditions for achieving the tendency of the Editorial Board
for the Arhitektura i urbanizam journal to be referred and in
some leading world database such as the Scopus and Clarivate
Analytics (former Thomson Reuters).

However, to achieve this tendency and better results, it is
necessary to insist that all scientific and professional papers
should have the cited literature they refer to as a confirmation
of the scientific quality and that these references should be
topical and relevant. It is also necessary to remove the language
barrier. The publishing language has a significant impact on the
visibility of papers in a wider scientific community, as well as
on their citation rates, while the bilinguality of papers would
definitely increase the interest of authors from abroad, enable
the inclusion of foreign reviewers and indicate the openness of
the Editorial Board to the international cooperation.
