The participatory process of selection of relevant national
territorial attractiveness indicators resulted in the creation of
the online GIS platform called TAMP — Territorial Attractiveness
Monitoring Platform, at two spatial levels:

National TAMP (N-TAMP), which covers every country
participating in the project (the Serbian page is http://tamp.gis.
si/serbia/), and

Common TAMP (CO-TAMP), which covers all Danube Region
countries participating in the project (11 countries, http://
cotamp.gis.si/attractive_danube/).

These platforms allow interested users to access territorial
attractiveness indicators with the aim of supporting the
decision-making process in strategic planning and territorial
development management at all levels of governance in

Given that every territory has unique potential for development
that should be used to position it in relation to the competitive
environment of other regions, the system of territorial
attractiveness indicators is a tool for making decisions based
on facts, which will improve the attractiveness of the Danube
Region as a whole, and of its individual member countries.

During the final year of the project’s implementation, a
handbook for using TAMP platforms will be prepared, with
recommendations for their application in the decision-making
process. This will allow for continuous monitoring of the
dynamic territorial development of the Danube Region and
improve its attractiveness.
