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Architecture and urbanism, like rarely any branch of science and
creativity, have always been a specific mirror of the time and
social circumstances in which they emerged. Everything can be
read from them, from the technological progress, through new
shifts in the engineering and creativity, to the cultural, social
and economic conditions, understanding or non-understanding
of persons in power, adjusting or non-adjusting of creators to
the challenges and the tasks assigned to them. The history of
human spirit, rise and fall of civilizations, cultural and spiritual
values and their changes have been woven into the history of
architecture and urbanism throughout centuries, but are also
present today.

Analysing the papers published in this journal issue, we have
come to the conclusion that the common thread linking almost
all papers speaks about a wide spectrum of themes and
openness of the journal to a large number of fields of authors’
interest.

The social problems ever more occupy the attention of
researchers in different fields. As the social circumstances
are becoming less humane at the global level, the interest of
researchers in the themes in the domain of everyday human
needs, along with many citations from the past whether it
comes to the historical or cultural or social context, is growing
almost by arithmetic progression. This is particularly present
in the field of housing, whether it comes to the spatial, social,
economic, management or political discourse.

A similar phenomenon is noticeable at the level of public space.
The values of public spaces do not dwell only within the physical,
aesthetic or technological solutions, but they are getting new
attributes such as the sociological, dialogical and participative
spaces which stimulate social responsibility and impact the
quality of life in a local community. And, as the authors of the
article published in this issue which deals with the dialogical
and public spaces emphasize: ,The public participation in the
planning and design of such spaces is considered as the basic
emanation of democracy”.
