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The previous period has challenged us all in specific ways,
causing us to adjust our daily and, above all, work routines to
living in isolation and with distancing. At the same time, we
have witnessed the many possibilities of digital media, which
have served as important tools (or weapons) in the battle
against an ‘invisible enemy’. Thanks to such possible forms of
communication between the editors, authors and reviewers,
who have continually worked this entire period, the June issue
of the journal ‘Arhitektura i urbanizam’ has been prepared and
published within the expected deadline.

Moreover, the journal has switched to a new version of the
online journal editing service — SCIndeks ASEESTANT (version
3.1). This entails changes to the appearance and functionalities
of the service, as well as to the procedures in the editing
process. The authors registered in the old version of the service
are automatically recognized in the new one. In case of any
difficulty in adjusting to the changes, the journal’s team is
at disposal. The application of ASEESTANT service facilitates
constant progress regarding the influence, quality and
internationalization of articles published in the journal.

This issue also presents a wide diversity of scientific-research
topics: housing and sustainable communities through
analyzing the co-living concept; expression and communication
of architectural ideas through innovative media; constitutive
elements of early Christian sacral architecture; energy
optimization of buildings via visual programming; the
competition practices and urban planning during the transition.
In addition to the theoretical contributions, examples of
architectural and urban design practices have been shown.
Traditionally, in the June edition, in the Current Affairs section,
we have presented the works of the recipients of the annual
IAUS awards for doctorate and master’s dissertations: ‘Milorad
Macura’ - for architecture and urban planning and ‘Dimitrije
Peridi¢’ - for spatial planning, as well as the competition
results for the international award ‘Ranko Radovi¢’ and the
annual award ‘Aleksej Brkic'. One of the buildings that received
recognition from the Union of Architects of Serbia, Villa Pavlovi¢
on Zlatibor Mountain by the team of authors ‘Neoarhitekti’ is
featured on the coverpage as well as in the section Architecture.

As previously announced, the changes in editorial roles will
come into effect from this issue. In the past 20 years, dr
Mila Pucar has run the journal and, thanks to her enduring
commitment, contributed immensely to its high scientific
status. We are pleased that she will continue to contribute as a
member of the Editorial Board. | am grateful for the opportunity
of being entrusted with the role of the Editor-in-Chief and hope
that teamwork will continue to meet all the expectations for
maintaining and improving the quality of our journal.
