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In the process of total reconstruction and extension of the
existing building in Juzni bulevar, architects from the Biro VIA,
led by Goran Vojvodi¢ and Jelena Ivanovi¢ Vojvodic, designed
the office building according to requirements of modern
business. The building is characterized by a simple form with
glass curtain wall, an accentuated rhythm of opening, and an
emphasized colonnade of the access zone, which establishes
a dialogue with the environment and users. Functional and
decorative lighting composes different ambiences in the
interior, and the change of shades and intense colors gives
emphasis to the colorful anemia of facade and interior finishes.
Among numerous awards and recognitions, the authors of this
work won the prestigious award in the category of Architecture
at the 41 Salon of Architecture.

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The office building at Juzni Bulevar 10 in Belgrade is the result of
many years of design and construction efforts to form a modern
office space. This was achieved by totally reconstructing,
extending and converting the existing, almost completely
devastated, twenty-year investment failure.

The jury of the 41 Salon of Architecture in Belgrade explains
“... the building on Juzni Bulevar rehabilitates a long-neglected
building, while its appearance generates a counterpoint to its
previous state, providing a new quality to the environment. The
arcades on the ground floor interact with the street level, and
the reflective surfaces of the higher floors communicate with
the wider surroundings”. The author’s concept of introducing
public space by expanding the pedestrian zone at sidewalk level
and opening the roof terrace is a continuity of the principles of
the modern movement in architecture.

The office building was designed in accordance with the
needs of the investor, as well as the latest modern business
trends in terms of its multidisciplinary mode of operation and
adaptability to rapidly changing commercial requirements. A
new volume was formed around the existing central vertical
core, which consists of a block of elevators, staircases, toilets
and service facilities, with a series of independent floors and
a common entrance zone, along with facilities on the ground

floor.The functional organization of the building includes a
basement floor with service, technical, and warehouse facilities,
and a fitness zone, above which is the ground floor followed
by five independent floors, with the possibility of additional
divisions being made within them. The basement is joined by
the garage of the adjacent integrated plot, forming the largest
possible parking capacity for vehicles, which together with the
above-ground floor amounts to 40 parking spaces. The ground
floor is designed as a zone with common facilities — an entrance
hall, a multifunctional hall for lectures and conferences, and a
VIP lounge in the extension of the cafe, with a covered terrace at
the back of the building. The open roof terrace is partly behind
the glass facade that forms the regular cube of the building as
a whole, and together with the corner colonnade in the access
area along the street front, builds reference motifs in terms of
form, materialization, and especially the colour (white). In that
way, it connects the inner and outer space of the building with
the immediate urban surroundings.

Using this approach, the authors have produced an architectural
work that, with its expression, continues the character of
residential buildings from the period of the modern movement,
from the 1960s and '70s.

The building is characterized by a simple volume, almost a
regular cube, with unambiguous materialization - glass wall
curtains, with a potentiated rhythm of opening. The only step
forward, avoiding the trap of using recognizable elements and
materials, is the emphasized colonnade of the access zone,
with the author’s idea to establish a dialogue — first with the
surroundings and then with the users. In addition to enabling
transparency of access, this entrance zone, situated between

the exposed colonnade and the withdrawn glazed plane,
provides the necessary privacy for the ground floor facilities.

With functional and decorative lighting, an interesting
revelation was achieved, namely the modeling of different
ambiences in the interior, contrasting the shades and intense
colors of corporate identities within the anemic shade of the
facade and interior finishes. The entire interior was designed and
functionally simplified in a minimalist manner, emphasizing the
visual recognizability and flexibility of open space and closed
office facilities.

This design approach, which emphasizes contemporary
aesthetics in the design of the interior and architecture of
the existing building, but also the space in the surroundings,
has resulted in a number of awards: Award in the category of
Architecture at the 41 Salon of Architecture (2019); the Zavod
Big See Architecture Award 2020, Office Building Roaming Group,
Ljubljana, Slovenia (2020); and recognition in the annual Aleksej
Brki¢ Award of the Association of Architects of Serbia (2019). The
jury explained that the Aleksej Brki¢ Award was “Recognition
for a successful intervention involving the total reconstruction
of a neglected structure in a contemporary building, with a
simple, reduced expression and unambiguous materialization,
where a special quality is seen in the consistency of shaping
the architectural detail from the exterior to the interior, thus
equipping the organizational models of functional schemes of
office spaces..”
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
