Only months after the
initial publication, the second edition came to the bookstores.

Authors presented Zagreb architecture with 100 buildings
that stand out with the undeniable architectural value, urban
and cultural importance and spatial and creative influence,
which shaped both the city and subsequent creators. Authors
presented various architectural types of profane and sacral
buildings, which represent different architectural epochs,
ranging from the oldest Early-Romanesque layers preserved in
the city center to the modern concepts from the beginning of
the 21st century, usually located in the outer regions of the city.

Book authors, dr Zlatko Karac and Alen Zunic, are the
kind of architects that passionately focus on the research,
comprehension and interpretation of the architecture of historic
buildings. Dr. Zlatko Karac, a scientific adviser and an associate
professor at the Department of Urbanism at the Architectural
Faculty in Zagreb, built his career around applied technical
urban design, academic research and pedagogical work. His
fruitful life work that is mainly focused on the examination
and preservation of cultural heritage (both in academic and
technical field) was recognized and bestowed upon with a
“State Science Award” in 2012. Alen Zunic is one of the best
students at the Faculty of Architecture and a laureate of “Rector
Award” of the University of Zagreb for 2012. Alongside with the
active practice in architectural design, Alen Zunic is dedicated
to the academic research field, writing and publishing technical
and academic papers. He is a graduate student in the Theory
and Philosophy of Architecture program at the Graduate School
of Design at Harvard University.

Zagreb Architecture Guide — 100 Selected Buildings is structured
in eight sections that comprise buildings categorized by the
topographical relation. At the beginning of each section, Upper
city and Kaptol (34), Lower city — eastern part (downtown and
Medvescak) (40), Lower city — western part (center and Crnomerec)
(58), Trnje (22), New Zagreb (18), Northern parts of the city
(Podsljemensko area) (38), Western parts of the city (Tresnjevka,
(rnomerec, Podsused) (10) and Eastern parts of the ity (Pescenica,
Maksimir, Dubrava, Sesvete) (16), there is a regional map,
followed by the descriptions of individual buildings. Each
building is presented in two pages using a strict methodological
approach. Building name and catalogue number are followed
by the topographic coordinates of the building, address and
tourist information. In the case of a valuable historical building,
presentation is enhanced with a code number from the Register
of protected monuments. Beside this factual data, description
also contains information about the construction and history
of the building, purpose (current and past), and information
about the authors and builders. Descriptions are enriched with
the vivid photo-documentation and illustrations, excerpts
from the various projects, archives and other documentation.
Since the descriptions are based on the interpretation of
the available archives (concerning construction, renovation,
reconstruction or upgrade of the building, information about
the owners, authors and builders), each section contains a
list of sources with the data about the original document
and institution where the document is held. The number of
buildings that define architecture of Zagreb is much larger
than the selected one hundred, so each building is followed
by a list of important buildings in its vicinity. At the end of the

Special value of the book comes from its simple, eloquent and
unpretentious language, clear and specific methodology and
modern graphic presentation designed by Matea Bronic, as well
as high-quality photographs, created mostly by authors.

Zlatko Karac and Alen Zunic promoted fundamental corpus
of the most valuable buildings in Zagreb, one which can be
widened and supplemented, especially with the publications
of specialized guides that focus on different epochs, styles,
spatial forms and authors. Karac and Zunic further appended
the architectural presentation of each individual building
with the additional material, comparative analysis and holistic
presentation of sources - documentation, listings of materials,
and retrospective bibliography, lifting this book from a guide-
like genre and giving it an encyclopedic character. Authors
themselves define a book as a hybrid of genres. Although
intentionally conceived as a pioneering guidebook of Zagreb
architecture, Zagreb Architecture Guide — 100 Selected Buildings
undeniably identifies iconic architecture of Zagreb and
interprets its creation and integration into the urban, spatial,
cultural and social context. For this reason, this book positions
itself with the greatest pieces of the Croatian architectural
historiography. | recommend this book not only to the experts,
but also to the architecture enthusiasts with hope that it will
not be remembered only as a technical manuscript, but also as a
guideline for the creation of similar publications and books. The
issue of lack of material of similar genre in domestic literature
and bibliography can be overcome by adopting this book as a
guideline for creating architectural guides for cities of Belgrade,
Novi Sad, Subotica and other.
