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ABSTRACT

The building is located in a part of the city that has been
characterized by a process of intensive urbanization over the
past decade, where a semi-urban environment with traditional
family housing is evolving into a modern multi-family and
combined residential and business environment. The building
consists of three parts, which together form a unique functional
and design entity with a recognizable architectural identity.
The integration of new construction into the established
structure of the suburban settlement was considered on several
architectural levels. The architectural and urban design solution
stems from the irreqular shape of the plot and its position at
the intersection. By adopting the concept of the so-called
“interrupted row”, the building is integrated into the existing
urban matrix, with the different architectural morphology of the
neighboring streets. This approach enabled the discontinuity of
the frontage towards the street with single-family homes and
the formation of a continuous frontage towards the street with
multi-family and commercial buildings. The residential floor
is designed as a corridor structure. All apartments are clearly
zoned, with dining and living rooms united into a single space,
and spacious open areas. The apartments on the top floor also
have access to large private roof terraces with swimming pools,
summer kitchens and green areas, thus functionally connecting
to the surrounding amenities. The basic volume of the building
is made up of a monolithic white mass with emphasized dark
lines and randomly arranged balconies, which gives the entire
composition a dose of dynamism. The dissected crown of the
building reinterprets the rhythm of full and empty, taken from
a row of family houses on the opposite side of the street. The
building responds in an original way to some typical spatial,
organizational and aesthetic challenges of contemporary
housing construction and represents another of the author’s
striking multi-family housing buildings in the city.

The territory of the Pantelej municipality, in which the project
site is located, had for decades been of a mixed character—
partly suburban and partly traditionally rural, with the
exception of several settlements containing multi-storey
residential buildings. Suburban areas, including the one to
which this site belongs, were characterised by a semi-urban
context, dominated by the typology of detached single-family
houses, low building heights, and low population densities. At
the beginning of the 21st century, a process of urbanisation of
these parts of the city began, which over the past decade has
assumed a particularly intensive character. As a result, suburban
areas have been modernised and rapidly transformed into
urban environments, increasingly dominated by multi-family
housing and mixed-use residential—commercial buildings.

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The PD27 building consists of three lamellae, constructed
in phases at the corner of Pane Dukica Street and Hadzi
Prodanova Street. Despite their phased realisation, the three
lamellae together form a coherent whole, with a recognisable
architectural identity and a balanced relationship to the
immediate surroundings. Particular attention was devoted
to integrating the new development into the already
partially formed structure of the suburban neighbourhood.
This integration was considered across several interrelated
architectural layers—urban, functional, and formal—aesthetic.
The objective of this approach was to fit the new architectural
ensemble into the existing spatial and morphological structure
of the settlement, while at the same time contributing, through
its contemporary expression, to the enhancement of the visual
identity and spatial quality of the wider context.

The architectural and urban design concept derives from
the specific, irreqular shape of the plot, characterised by
one elongated street frontage, as well as from its position at
the intersection of two streets. By adopting the concept of
the so-called “interrupted row”, the building is thoughtfully
integrated into the existing urban matrix, which is defined by
differing architectural morphologies along the adjacent streets.

housing predominates, and the formation of a continuous
frontage towards HadZi Prodanova Street, characterised by
larger-scale multi-family residential and commercial buildings.
The placement of the buildings along the building lines defined
by the planning documents made it possible to create a more
intimate shared courtyard, shielded by the building itself from
noise, pollution, the views of passers-by, and other negative
street impacts.

The ground floor of the building is intended for parking and
commercial uses. In addition to the ground floors of two
lamellae, parking is provided in the basement level and partially
on the unbuilt portion of the plot. The site also includes an area

Typologically, the residential floors are organised as a corridor
system, with naturally lit vertical communications and
apartments arranged on both sides of a centrally positioned
corridor. Smaller apartments (one- and one-and-a-half-
bedroom units) are designed with single-sided orientation,
facing either the street or the courtyard, while larger
apartments (two- and three-bedroom units) benefit from dual
orientation across the corner, towards the open part of the plot
or the street intersection.

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a clear distribution of space into functional zones, enabling
household members to engage simultaneously in diverse
activities without compromising privacy. Living areas are
conceived as unified spaces, connected to the kitchen on one
side and opening onto an outdoor area on the other. This linking
of spaces intended for compatible activities not only enhances
the perception of spatial generosity but may also contribute
to strengthening the sense of togetherness among household
members. Owing to the generous dimensions of the loggias and
balconies, the associated outdoor spaces are suitable for a wide
range of residential outdoor activities.

A significant number of apartments on the top, sixth floor
are provided with access to spacious private roof terraces
intended for rest, recreation, and socialising. In addition to
paved areas, these terraces include predefined zones for
greenery, while some apartments feature swimming pools and
summer kitchens. By introducing into multi-family housing
characteristics that are almost exclusively associated with
single-family houses, the author responds to the context at the
level of functional organisation. Referencing the surrounding
single-family housing not only demonstrates the author’s
excellent understanding and “reading” of the context, but
also significantly enhances the quality of living. Furthermore,
these apartments are designed with double-height living
spaces, an approach that is uncommon in contemporary
housing construction, which is typically constrained by market
demands. The spatial solution, involving the expansion of part
of the apartment beyond two adjacent floor slabs—namely,
the allocation of increased storey height to spaces intended for
daytime activities—constitutes a strong architectural element
that introduces spatial dynamism and positively affects the
quality of inhabitation. This feature is also more characteristic
of single-family housing than of standard market-driven
residential buildings.

In formal terms, the building is characterised by a restrained
and carefully considered architectural expression, reduced in
colour and form, yet visually strong and effective. The primary
volume s conceived as a monolithic white mass intersected
by pronounced dark lines running across its entire surface,
creating the impression of facades clad in panel-like elements.
These elegant joints form an irreqular geometric grid which,
despite the uniform rhythm of facade openings, contributes
to the liveliness of the facades. By recessing the facade planes
at the locations of vertical communications, the main volume
is articulated and broken down into smaller units; together
with the introduction of loggias of varying widths, this further
mitigates the robustness and compactness of the building,
visually reducing its mass and lightening its appearance. The
monotony of long facade planes is disrupted by the irreqular
arrangement of balconies, generating visual dynamism, while
the introduction of greenery on them aims to further animate
the facade fronts. Vegetation on the exterior of the building not
only emphasises the connection with the natural environment,
but also introduces visual warmth into the architectural
expression, enriching the building’s appearance and creating a
more pleasant atmosphere.

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The volumetry of the top floor is shaped as a composition
of smaller, solid and void-relieved cubic forms, seemingly
randomly placed above the main volume. Through this
composition, a fragmented and dynamic roofline is formed.
With this gesture, the author reinterprets the rhythm of
solid and void derived from the row of single-family houses
on the opposite side of the street, once again confirming a
commitment to respecting the context and the values inherent
within it. Thus, the units on the top floor, in addition to their
functional and spatial qualities, also formally reference single-
family housing in the immediate and wider surroundings. From
an aesthetic perspective, this treatment enhances the visual
recognisability of these residential units, while the ensemble
as a whole acquires a distinctive and recognisable expression.

Although programmatically conventional, the PD27 building
responds in a highly original manner to several typical spatial,
organisational, and aesthetic challenges of contemporary
housing construction.  Through the straightforward
functionality of the apartments, an elegant architectural
expression, and a restrained colour palette, the author has
created another striking and valuable example of multi-family
housing in the city.
