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Urban renewal, cultural and natural heritage considered
in the context of climate change is one of key themes of
this issue of the journal. Earth’s climate change and the
global, ecological and energy crises that resulted from an
uncontrolled growth of cities, industrial expansion, inefficient
technologies and excessive use of fossil fuels, represent some
of the greatest problems of the post-industrial society in this
millennium. The investigation of possibilities and ways to
innovate planning, an insight into the current legislation that
introduces the climate change issues into practice of planning
the natural and cultural heritage, as well as setting standards
in accordance with climate-responsible attitude towards the
environment, contributes to the enhancement of the quality
of life, conservation of resources, preservation of urban and
natural environment, and also to the better management of
the human settlements development and construction. The

The future of
sustainable development in the context of the current economic
crisis is @ motive for organizing the local community around the
idea about urban renewal. Such local initiatives can be models
for sustainable local economy that is particularly important in
situations of crisis. The proposal for repurposing the properties
given in this journal is in accordance with contemporary
experiences and trends in the field of urban renewal, taking into
account the principles of sustainable development and climate
change issues.

The protection of space because of its particularity and specificity
is an important instrument of a policy for the protection of the
cultural and natural heritage. The increasingly present and
topical climate change issue also requires an adequate response
in the context of innovating the legal framework for the natural
and cultural heritage protection and management in the
Republic Serbia.
