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This Journal issue primarily contains scientific papers in the
architectural history field. The original research studies move
between the phenomenon of space, time and trends, as well
as the relationship between the traditional and contemporary
elements in the architectural history and practice. New
possibilities of the eternally present issues of architectural
fitting into the exiting environment and the adaptation to a
given context are being investigated, as well as the complex
ways of establishing the spatial relationship and creating a
cultural setting in which architecture finds the reasons for its
existence.

In his interview entitled “Imagination without scientific
knowledge is not sufficient”, Philippe Rahm stated his
opinion that the issue of ecological architecture is most often
approached to from the technological and scientific aspect,
while the typology in architecture and design methods remain
unchanged. He advocates the reconsideration and redefinition
of forms of relationships between architecture and nature,
typology, as well as the architectural design methods in
accordance with the contemporary ecological approaches.

The initiated investigations on the Brutalist aesthetics and
appearance of the Brutalist trends in Serbian architecture deny
the established opinion present in the Serbian historiography
and critique according to which the Brutalism did not have
a significant influence on architecture in Serbia. In its next
issues, this Journal will continue to deal with this insufficiently
investigated theme.

Two books in the field of architecture and urbanism that have
certainly marked year 2015 are presented in this Journal issue.
The first book entitled “Vision of the City: international urban
planning competition for Belgrade 1921-22” by Zlata Vuksanovic-
Macura is a first prize winner in the category of publications at
the 24th Salon of Urbanism.

The other book entitled “The Modern and the Mediterranean.
Tracing the Steps of Architects Nikola Dobrovic and Milan Zlokovic”,
by Ljiljana Blagojevic, is a Ranko Radovic Award winner in the
category of theoretical texts on architecture, urban planning
and city. In the explanation of the Jury of this prestigious award
it was said that ,..the analytical approach applied, but also
the author’s presentation skill, resulted in a text that meets
the highest standards of a critical, theoretical and scientific
paper growing into a very picturesque and interesting piece
of reading, in the best tradition of the Ranko Radovic writing.”
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
