Casopis Artefact je umetnicko-naucno-stru¢ni casopis Fakulteta umetnosti
Univerziteta u NiSu koji objavljuje naucne i strucne radove iz oblasti muzicke, likovne,
primenjene i dramske umetnosti, filozofije, psihologije, sociologije, estetike, teorije
I istorije umetnosti, antropologije, rezultate pedagoskih i psiholoskih istrazivanja
u umetnosti, kao i prikaze monografskih publikacija i projekata u umetnosti. Kao
Sto umetnicki artefakti, metaforicki re¢eno, oblikuju istoriju i portretisu proslost,
tako je i ovaj Casopis namenjen naucnicima, umetnicima i prosvetiteljima
i njihovoj razmeni znanja, iskustava i informacija kroz medij pisane reci.

Casopis Artefact zamisljen je kao oblik komunikacije koji autorima omogucava
da svojim studijama ozive pazljivo planirana, osmisljena, metodoloski i koncepcijski
zasnovana istrazivanja, a sama ideja Casopisa jeste da se oslanjanjem na
nauku prikazu i pokazu svi slozeni i raznovrsni oblici umetnosti unutar razlicitih
drustava i raznovrsnih istorijskih trenutaka. Otuda i potreba za ovim ¢asopisom
koja ima za cilj da omoguci istrazivacima da najsiroj mogucoj publici prenesu
vazna nova saznanja iz ¢itavog spektra relevantnih naucnih perspektiva putem
neobjavljenih rezultata naucnih istrazivanja i empirijskih iskustava.

Nas cilj jeste da budemo interdisciplinarni, podsticuci dijalog sa naucnicima
koji delaju u okvirima umetnickog, performativnog ili humanistickog domena,
istovremeno pruzajuci istrazivacima iz razlicitih naucnih tradicija koje su se
primenjivale na umetnost priliku da uce jedni od drugih. Ukratko, cilj nam je da
objavimo istrazivanja iz svih onih perspektiva i disciplina koje mogu doprineti
rasvetljavanju umetnosti nau¢nim pristupom.

Casopis Artefact je od 1. juna 2016. godine zapoceo sa primenom onlajn
sistema e-Ur: Elektronsko uredivanje (http://ceon.rs/index.php/sr/), koji je
razvio Centar za evaluaciju u obrazovanju i nauci (CEON). U skladu s tim, nacin
dostavljanja radova (Clanaka i recenzija) je promenjen, odnosno sve potrebno
se dostavlja preko sistema e-Ur.

Strogi zahtevi koje jedan ¢asopis treba da ispuni kako bi odrzao i unapredio
status naucnog casopisa od nacionalnog znacaja, postavljeni vaze¢im Aktom
o uredivanju naucnih ¢asopisa, donetim od strane Ministarstva prosvete, nauke



i tehnoloskog razvoja Republike Srbije, nalaze se i pred Artefact-om. Time je
uspostavljen vazan osnov za kategorizaciju nauc¢nih casopisa — stepen
usaglasenosti sa uslovima koje postavlja Akt o uredivanju naucnih ¢asopisa.

0d 1. juna 2016. godine Artefact primenjuje i novi servis za onlajn uredivanje
¢asopisa pod nazivom ASEESTANT (http://aseestant.ceon.rs/index.php/artefact/
login), koji je razvio Centar za evaluaciju u obrazovanju i nauci (CEON). ASEESTANT
je deo medunarodnog sistema SEESAME, i namenjen je domacim ¢asopisima
I Casopisima zemalja Jugoistocne Evrope. Zasnovan je na iskustvima CEON-a i
domacih ¢asopisa koji su ukljuceni u program e-Ur od 2011. godine. Novi sistem
predstavlja bitno unapredenje, posebno u funkcijama namenjenim osiguranju
kvaliteta ¢lanaka. Pored onih funkcionalnosti koje su razvijene, proverene
i usavrsene u okviru e-Ur-a, ASEESTANT obuhvata i slede¢e novorazvijene
funkcionalnosti:

— podrzava onlajn prijavljivanje, recenziranje, pripremu za Stampu i publikovanje

radova,

— obezbeduje opremu DOI oznakom (CrossRef) i prevenciju plagijarizma

(CrossCheck/iThenticate).

— poluautomatsko formatiranje referenci, proveru ta¢nosti i kompletiranje

referenci u skladu sa odabranim stilom citata (RefFormatter),

— dodelu kljucnih reci ekstrakcijom iz re¢nika/tezaurusa po izboru urednika

(KWASS) i

— automatsku proveru saglasnosti citata u tekstu rada i citata u popisu

referenci (CiteMatcher).

Casopis Artefact je od 13. jula 2017. indeksiran i dostupan u direktoriju
Casopisa otvorenog pristupa DOAJ (Directory of Open Access Journals —
onlajn direktorij koji indeksira i obezbeduje pristup kvalitetnim i recenziranim
naucnim ¢asopisima otvorenog pristupa https://doaj.org/toc/2406-3150).
Time je korisnicima, uz internet konekciju i veb-pregledac, omogucen besplatan
pristup sadrzaju ¢asopisa bez ogranicenja i/ili registracije. Autori koji objavljuju
u Casopisu Artefact zadrzavaju potpunu zastitu autorskih prava na sve svoje
materijale, a Casopis ne predvida naknadu za autore.

Odlukom o kategorizaciji nau¢nih ¢asopisa koji izlaze u Srbiji, ministar
prosvete, nauke i tehnoloskog razvoja Republike Srbije, na predlog Maticnog
naucnog odbora za istoriju, arheologiju i etnologiju, Zakona o nauc¢noistrazivackoj
delatnosti, bibliometrijskog izvestaja o Casopisima, kao i na osnovu Pravilnika o
postupku i nacinu vrednovanja i kvantitativnom iskazivanju naucnoistrazivackih
rezultata istrazivaca, utvrdio je kona¢nu listu ¢asopisa za 2018. godinu (http:/
www.mpn.gov.rs/wp-content/uploads/2018/11/knc-2018.pdf).

Na osnovu konacéne kategorizacije, naucni ¢asopis Artefact predstavlja ¢asopis od
nacionalnog znacaja, sa dodeljenom kategorizacijom domaci novopokrenuti naucni
casopis (M54) (http://kobson.nb.rs/upload/documents/MNTR/Kategorizacija_
casopisa/2018/MNTR2018_istorija_arheologija_etnologija.pdf).

Journal Artefact is an artistic-scientific-professional journal of the Faculty of
Arts of the University of Ni§ which publishes scientific and professional papers
in the fields of the arts (music arts, visual arts, applied arts and dramatic arts),
philosophy of art, art psychology, sociology of art, aesthetics, theory and history
of art, anthropology, pedagogical and psychological research in the arts, as well
as reviews of monographic publications and projects in the arts. As artifacts,
metaphorically speaking, shape history and portray the past, so is this journal
intended for scientists, artists and enlighteners and their exchange of knowledge,
experience and information through medium of written words.

Artefact journal is conceived as a form of communication that allows authors
to revive by their studies carefully planned, designed, methodologically and
conceptually based research, and the very idea of the journal is to, relying on
science, present and display all complex and diverse forms of art within different
societies and various historical moments. Hence the need for this journal, which
aims to enable researchers to convey important new findings from the entire
spectrum of relevant scientific perspectives to the widest possible audience
through unpublished results of scientific research and empirical experience.

Our goal is to be interdisciplinary by encouraging dialogue with scientists
working within the framework of an artistic, performative or humanistic domain,
at the same time providing researchers- from different scientific traditions
applied to art-the opportunity to learn from each other. In short, our goal is to
publish research from all those perspectives and disciplines that can illuminate
understanding of art by scientific approach.

Since 1t June 2016, Artefact journal has started using the online e-Ur:
Electronic editing system (http://ceon.rs/index.php/sr/) developed by the
Center for Evaluation in Education and Science (CEON/CEES). Accordingly, the
method of submission of papers (articles and reviews) has been changed, i.e.
everything needed should be submitted via the e-Ur system.

The strict requirements laid down in the current Act on editing of scientific
Journals, which a journal should fulfill in order to maintain and improve the



status of a scientific journal of national importance, adopted by the Ministry of
Education, Science and Technological Development of the Republic of Serbia, are
in front of Artefact. This established an important basis for the categorization
of scientific journals — the degree of compliance with the conditions set out in
the Act on editing of scientific journals.

From 01. 06. 2016. Artefact has also been applying a new online editing
service called ASEESTANT (http://aseestant.ceon.rs/index.php/artefact/login),
developed by the Center for Evaluation in Education and Science (CEON/CEES).
ASEESTANT is a part of the international system SEESAME, intended to domestic
journals and journals of the Southeast Europe countries. It is based on the
experiences of (CEON/CEES) and domestic journals that have been included in
e-Ur program since 2011. The new system represents a significant improvement,
especially in the functions intended to ensure the quality of articles. In addition
to functionalities, which have been developed, checked and improved within
e-Ur, ASEESTANT includes also the following newly developed functionalities:

— Supports online registration, reviewing, prepress and publication of papers,

— Provides equipment with DOI sign (CrossRef) and Prevention of Plagiarism

(CrossCheck/iThenticate),

— semi-automatic formatting of references, accuracy checking and completion

of references in accordance with the chosen citation style (RefFormatter),

—assigning key words by extracting from the dictionary/thesaurus on editor’s

choice (KwASS) and

— automatic accordance checking of citations in the paper text and citations

in the reference list (CiteMatcher).

The Artefact journal of 13" July 2017 is indexed and available in the open access
journal directory DOAJ (Directory of Open Access Journals- an online directory that
indexes and provides access to quality and reviewed scientific open-access journals
https://doaj.org/toc/2406 -3150). This allows users with an Internet connection and
a web browser to have free access to the contents of the journal without restrictions
and/or registration. Authors who publish in Artefact journal retain full copyright protection
for all their materials, and the journal does not provide for authors' compensation.

By the Decision on the categorization of scientific journals that are published
in Serbia, the Minister of Education, Science and Technological Development of
the Republic of Serbia, has determined the final list of the magazines for the year
2018, at the proposal of the Main Scientific Committee on History, Archeology
and Ethnology, the Law on Scientific Research activity, the bibliometric report on
journals, as well as on the basis of the Rules of Procedure and Mode evaluation
and quantitative expression of scientific research results of the researchers
(http://www.mpn.gov.rs/wp-content/uploads/2018/11/knc-2018.pdf).

Based on the final categorization, the scientific journal Artefact represents a
journal of national importance, which is categorized as a domestic novel scientific
journal (M54) (http://kobson.nb.rs/upload/documents/MNTR/Kategorizacija_
kasopisa/2018/MNTR2018_istorija_arheologija_etnologija.pdf)
