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The study entitled Privatization of social enterprises in Kosovo and
Metohija under the auspices of the UNMIK administration: overview,
evaluations, conclusions (/Ipusamusayuja Opywmeenux npedyseha na
Kocosy u Memoxuju noo oxpuwem YHMUK aomunucmpayuje: npeeneo,
oyene, 3axmyuyu), as the subject of presentation, remained, in our opinion,
unfairly neglected by the professional public. The first (Davidovi¢ et al.
2017) and this second edition from 2018 are the result of the author's
collaboration with the Office for Kosovo and Metohija of the Government
of the Republic of Serbia (1aBunosuh, 2018, pp. 7-9). Sandra Davidovic's
research identifies as a common place the intention of the Western political
power centers to use the policy of conditioning the Republic of Serbia
during the negotiations between Belgrade and Pristina. Western capitals
have been making efforts for years to make every aspect of the negotiations,
including the economic one, serve the construction of the so-called state of
Kosovo, and not a politically sustainable and compromise solution
acceptable to both negotiating parties ([laBumosuh, 2017, p. 239;
Hasumosuh, 2018, pp. 119-121; MaBunosuh, 2019, p. 187).

Sandra Davidovi¢ presented the results of the first edition at the
Conference on Internal Dialogue organized by the Government of the
Republic of Serbia. The second edition from 2018 comes as an attempt to
once again understand the given issue, to understand it more deeply and
comprehensively, to look at (p. 5). In the Preface (/Ipeozosop) of the
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second edition (pp. 10-11), it is stated that the privatization in Kosovo and
Metohija (further: the Province) is a unique case in economic practice,
since it was conducted by UNMIK for many years, and not by the
authorities of the home state. This is followed by the Index of terms
(Pecucmap nojmosa) (p. 12), List of tables and graphs (Cnucax mab6ena u
epagurona) (pp. 13-14) and Abstract and key words (dncmpaxm u kwyune
peuu) in two languages (pp. 16-19). In the Introduction (Vso0) (pp. 20—
21), the geographic characteristics of the Province, its historical and, above
all, economic development, with an emphasis on property relations, are
presented in the most basic terms. In the section Subject and goal of the
research (Ilpeomem u yuwn umpasxcusarna) (pp. 22-25), the authors
emphasize the need to bring the issue of privatization to the attention of the
international public for reasons of national interest. The topic, they believe,
is scientifically justified because in domestic science it is mostly
insufficiently and superficially written about, and foreign literature tends
to simplify the issue by treating privatization as one of the procedures in
"building the state".

The authors in the section Kosovo and Metohija in the
constitutional, legal and political order of the SFR Yugoslavia (Kocoso u
Memoxuja y ycmaenonpasnom u norumuuxom nopemxy COP Jyeocnasuje)
(pp. 25-37) give, first of all, a retrospective of the economic development
of the Province. Until the collapse of the country, the Province remained
economically underdeveloped, although the state and the Socialist
Republic of Serbia allocated large sums of money to change that. Planned
investments were made in the development of industry, mining and
agriculture, concluding that an even and sustainable economic
development was insisted upon. Enviable social development has been
achieved compared to earlier times, as evidenced by numerous parameters
(number of pupils, students, schools, centers of culture, doctors, health
centers, hospitals and others). Albanian historiography denies the fact that
it was during the socialist period that the Province experienced
comprehensive development, primarily due to the economic assistance of
the Socialist Republic of Serbia and other parts of the country through the
Fund for the Accelerated Development of the Underdeveloped Republics
and the Province of Kosovo. It was also ignored that the Province was
privileged in the use of international loans that is, the fact that the funds
intended for the Province in the federal budget were constantly increasing
was ignored. After the dissolution of the SFRY, the Republic of Serbia also
implemented planned economic measures in the Province, but in much
more limited circumstances (wars, sanctions, Albanian separatism), which
is why the results had to be weaker than before. Albanian science, however,
believes that Serbia systematically destroyed the provincial economy,
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especially the Albanian private sector, in order to marginalize the
Albanians politically. The data, however, show that there were between 1.5
and 2 times more small and medium-sized enterprises in the Province in
1998, during the war, than in 2014, in the era of so-called "independence”.

The specificity of privatization after the war events of 1999 is
reflected in the existence of a larger number of companies in the social
sector as the subject of ownership transformation. This issue is discussed
in the third section, Peculiarities of social property and the process of
privatization of social enterprises (Ocobenocmu opywmeene ceojune u
npoyec npusamuszayuje opywmeenux npeoyseha) (pp. 38-45). After the
war, the separatist authorities began the privatization of existing social
property, as well as property that had already been privatized before the
departure of the Serbian administration in 1999. Namely, in the fifties of
the last century, almost all property in the Province was converted into
social (except for some state and private), while the federal law on
privatization in 1990 marked the beginning of the transition from a socialist
to a market economy and the transfer of social enterprises to private ones.
However, the UNMIK administration disputed Serbia's right of ownership
over the property available for privatization.

Such politicization of an economic issue deepened the dispute
between the temporary Pristina institutions and the Republic of Serbia as
the owner of the property. This issue is the subject of the fourth section,
International legal status of Kosovo as a specific legal framework for
privatization (Mehynapoononpasnu cmamyc Kocoea kao cneyugpuuan
npaenu okeup npusamuszayuje) (pp. 46-65). The authors analyze the key
international legal acts on the status of the Province after the war and the
acts of the temporary international administration. The most important
international legal act that regulates the status of the Province is United
Nations Security Council Resolution 1244, which establishes UNMIK as
an international administration body, giving it an essential role in the
Province. UNMIK further constituted the PIS (Provisional Institution of
Self-Government), composed primarily of Albanian representatives. The
United Nations has taken it upon itself to appoint a special representative.
The third and fourth pillars of the post-conflict period are the OSCE
(Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe) and the EU
(European Union). Privatization did not take place without the influence of
interested Western powers, and the result of their compromise with the
United Nations in 2002 was the establishment of the so-called Kosovo
Trust Agency, independent from UNMIK, with the function of independent
management of public and social enterprises and privatization, i.e., the so-
called Special Chamber of the Supreme Court of Kosovo, responsible for
resolving disputes arising from the work of the aforementioned agency.
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This agency was responsible for the process of determining property
owners, where the interests of Serbia and those of its citizens who were
property owners through earlier privatization were most directly ignored
due to UNMIK's dominant position on previous discrimination against
Albanians under Slobodan MiloSevi¢'s regime. That is why, during the
privatization process, the legislation of Serbia was improvised and adapted
to the economic and political interests of the interested Albanian subjects.
The fifth section, Process of Privatization of Social Enterprises in
Kosovo and Metohija (/Ipoyec npusamuszayuje opyuimeenux npedyseha na
Kocosy u Memoxuju) (pp. 66-90), seems to be an essential part of the
research. The authors note that three models were used during privatization
(most often classic spin-off, special spin-off and liquidation). The agency
determined a list of strategically important companies based on the number
of workers and available capital and redistributed the funds obtained from
privatization into a special fund, from which 5% went to administrative
costs, 20% was distributed to workers, and 75% to creditors and owners.
Privatization was almost as a rule carried out according to a pre-designed
system of "agreements" of agency and criminal structures, so serious
foreign and Serbian investors were denied participation. The American and
British sides, however, hurried the privatization, thus legalizing the
discrimination against Serbian rights. Actual privatization started after the
initial legalistic period and lasted until 2002, so that in 2005-2008 it
intensified. The Republic of Serbia has constantly warned the relevant
authorities that its property rights are being ignored. Under favorable
conditions, the Albanian diaspora was the largest buyer of property, and
official Belgrade fought to prevent the sale of the largest companies and,
especially, the arrival of Albanian investors in the remaining areas with a
dominant Serbian population. The matter became even more complicated
in 2008 with the declaration of independence of the so-called Kosovo, by
creating the so-called Privatization Agency of Kosovo and the arrival of
the European control mission EULEX. As the so-called state, Kosovo "got"
legitimacy for privatization, in this case, an outrageous robbery, so such
privatization continued in the following years with known shortcomings.
In the section Economic aspects of privatization and the economic
justification ~ of  "independent Kosovo" (Exonomcku — acnexmu
npueamuzayuje u ekoHoMcka onpagoanocm ,,nezasucroe Kocoea ™) (pp.
91-112), the authors point to the low productivity of privatized companies
and very often the loss of remaining jobs through the non-imposition of a
contractual obligation on the buyer to retain workers. So it very often
happened that the buyer sold off the property for a much higher price than
he bought the company and then liquidated it, leaving the workers without
a job. As the main problems in the economy of the so-called independent
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Kosovo, the authors recognize poverty, unemployment (especially among
young people), political instability, high bank interest rates, a foreign trade
deficit, business conditions, partocracy, crime, insolvency, etc. As an
example of clear corruption, they cite the case of the highway from Pristina
to Tirana, a job that an American company won in a tender. Official data
show that the price of the contracted 400 million euros for 102 km of road
in the final amount reached 838 million for 77.4! The so-called Kosovo is
condemned to "survive" from modest public investments, foreign loans and
remittances from abroad, especially since these revenues rarely end up in
the development of key economic branches. The social and health systems
as a consequence of economic underdevelopment are at a low level of
development.

The seventh chapter is entitled Political and Social Aspects of
Privatization (IToaumuuxu u coyujarnu acnekmu npuseamuszayuje) (pp.
113-122). The authors recognize the commercialization and restructuring
of companies with undefined ownership, that is, the usurpation of private
Serbian residential property, as possible issues in the dialogue between the
two parties. In the following, the interests of the Serbian side (Serbia, the
mentioned Fund, private persons) are enumerated. Apart from the Republic
of Serbia, whose rights are directly affected, the process of privatization
was criticized by the Albanian public and from international addresses. The
rights of workers of social enterprises in the form of monetary
compensation after privatization, respected to a certain extent for
Albanians, were very often denied to Serbs and other non-Albanians
through various discriminatory acts. That is why there have been court
cases initiated by injured parties for years, which is discussed in more detail
in the section Perspective on the Protection of Property Rights
(ITepcnexmusa 3awmume umosunckux npasa) (pp. 123-146). The authors
clearly recognize that the mechanisms for the protection of the Serbian state
and private property have failed: the European Court of Human Rights, the
so-called Special Chamber of the Supreme Court of Kosovo, the so-called
Kosovo Ombudsman and others.

In the penultimate chapter Position of the Republic of Serbia
regarding privatization in Kosovo and Metohija (/Tosuyuja Penybauxe
Cpbuje y noenedy npusamuzayuje na Kocosy u Memoxuju) (pp. 147-154),
the emphasis is on privatization as an important argument of the Serbian
side in the dialogue. The authors state that there was a lack of a unified and
continuous institutional policy of the Republic of Serbia regarding the issue
of privatization since it was conducted in accordance with the current
political interests of the changing authorities, not the state. However, the
provincial debt to foreign creditors was regularly paid, despite the fact that
the Republic of Serbia has not exercised its rights in this territory since
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1999. Serbia did not significantly use either the property or the debt issue
as a possible trump card in the negotiations. In the Vienna negotiations and
Marti Ahtisaari's plan, which was rejected by the Republic of Serbia, it was
proposed that its property be legally transformed into Kosovo's, thereby de
facto legalizing the existing situation. In the later Brussels negotiations, the
issue of property became relevant again. Pristina's interim authorities
continued with property usurpation through privatization even after that.
Thus, in 2016, "Trepéa" was appropriated, and in 2017, the remaining
immovable property was registered in SFRY, Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia and Serbia. Belgrade declared these to be legally null and void
decisions.

In the Conclusion (3axwyuax) (pp. 155-157), the authors
summarize the key features of the implemented privatization, appealing to
the relevant political factors to raise this issue in a dialogue. In essence, the
Albanian side understood privatization as strengthening its own
"sovereignty”, since the question of property is a question of state
sovereignty, not respecting the interests of the Republic of Serbia. The
authors note that UNMIK, whose "peace-building mission", as it was
officially presented, became a "state-building mission", but also note the
inadmissible passivity and weakness of the Republic of Serbia.

List of literature and sources (/1onuc rumepamype u uzsopa) (pp.
158-166) refers to the literature and sources used, in both cases mainly of
economic provenance. After the section Note about the Authors (Ferewra
o aymopuma) (p. 167), documents from the period of establishment and
work of the UNMIK mission in the Province are given as an attachment,
which testifies to the rich heuristic basis of the research.
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
