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VIDEO SURVEILLANCE IN THE FUNCTION OF CRIME
PREVENTION IN OPEN URBAN PUBLIC SPACE

Summary

The problem addressed in this paper is related to the role that video surveillance plays in
preventing security breaches, and primarily in preventing crime in open urban public spaces.
Therefore, the basic assumption is that video surveillance has a positive effect on the prevention
and reduction of crime in the above-mentioned spaces — which are generally available to all, un-
limited and free of charge, and which are ,,covered” by video surveillance. Based on the analysis
of the content of relevant literature, the author researched and presented the relevant concepts
of open urban public spaces, and pointed out key security issues, especially undesirable and/
or sanctioned acts that may endanger the security, public order and/or peace of these spaces.
Further, the mechanisms for the prevention of security breaches were presented, and especially
video surveillance conducted by public institutions and the private sector. The use of video sur-
veillance brings both benefits and limitations that the author noticed, and presented as also an
important goal of this paper. Considering all the above, the expected result of the work is a clear
presentation of the role of video surveillance in open public urban spaces, and a clear distinc-
tion of what are the benefits and what are the limitations that this type of surveillance brings.
