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NATURAL DISASTERS AND THEIR
IMPACT ON CRITICAL INFRASTRUCTURE
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Abstract

Climate change is one of the main challenges facing the population around
the world. The consequences of these changes have been manifested for
decades in various ways, creating disasters that threaten the lives of an
increasing number of people. This paper analyses the consequences of
the floods that hit the United Arab Emirates on April 16, 2024. After
any natural disaster, this flood also calls into question the approach,
preparedness and response to this challenge, questioning the success of
managing critical infrastructure. This is an important question given that
in the last two decades the United Arab Emirates has encountered several
floods of a more serious scale. In line with the further development of
the consequences of climate change and in response to the challenges
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they bring with them when it comes to the United Arab Emirates, the
authors also propose specific guidelines for the relevant institutions as
a way of improving critical infrastructure. A significant area would
be to focus on the latest technology in creating superior public-private
partnerships that would become modern, national-integrated emergency
management systems. The authors used the Risk Management Theory,
suggesting ways in which preventive responses can be made. The authors
also used content analysis, as well as the observation method.

INTRODUCTION

The United Arab Emirates (UAE) was established in 1971, and
seven emirates comprise the UAE. Those are Abu Dhabi, Ajman, Dubai,
Fujairah, Ras Al Khaimah, Sharjah, and Ras Al Khaimabh. It is located
in the Arabian Peninsula, which is a tropical desert that has very hot
summers and warm winters, and rain is very scanty; where research has
shown that fog and dust usually contribute to the deterioration of visibility
in the summer months (Aldababseh and Temimi 2017). However, it is
also a country that is very close to the Zagros Fault, which is not as safe
from natural hazards as one might think.

This paper will discuss the flooding that happened on 16 April 2024,
the settings of the critical infrastructures that are in the UAE, and how
the event has taught the government, citizens, and their residents how
systems and processes could be improved through the effectiveness of
Critical Infrastructure Management during natural disasters (Al Ruwaithi
2019). Critical infrastructure refers to the essential assets and systems
that are truly critical for the country’s economy, safety and public health,
and these can be meant as simple as communications systems, water
supplies or even transportation networks. However, a country’s critical
infrastructure has always been vulnerable to cyberattacks, terrorism,
or even natural disasters such as earthquakes, hurricanes or flooding,
and many developed countries have made sure that they implemented
measures to prevent and mitigate all the risks mentioned (Hemme 2015).

Countries worldwide are prone to crises and challenges that
will affect the government, the well-being of their people, and their
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development. Negative connotations or impacts are presented by natural
disasters, diseases and wars that can make the effect challenging and
complex (Al Ruwaithi 2019). With global warming and climate change,
natural disasters are more prone, increasing the threat to the country’s
people and communities. Countries and governments must examine
preventive processes and measures (Wen et al. 2023). Some natural
disasters may be avoided before occurring, such as moving a community
to a higher land if they know a tsunami is approaching, and impacts from
a natural disaster or emergency can be dramatically reduced through
readiness; however, there are still some that are difficult to predict and
avoid and usually, the only way to move forward is mintage through the
damages, implement recovery efforts so that the people and the country
can return to normalcy (Dhanhani, Duncan, and Chester 2010).

The United Arab Emirates seems to be a country that has
experienced natural hazards over the years. They suffered an Al Qurayah
Flood in 1995, the Masafi earthquake in 2002, the Al Tawaian Landslide
in 2005 and the Sharm Flash Flood in 2009 (Fujairah 2008). The United
Arab Emirates has been dealing with natural disasters promptly. However,
16 April 2024 was record-breaking as the country witnessed a record-
breaking rainfall in 24 hours, surpassing the meteorological data since
records began in 1949 (Al Ruwaithi 2019). Dubai was hit the hardest
as they received a year’s worth of rain within 12 hours; this affected
and caused significant disruptions to daily lives. The weather had left
the whole country in widespread flooding, cancellations of flights and
impassable roads due to high water levels. The Mohammed Bin Zayed
University of Artificial Intelligence decided to investigate with a satellite
where they studied specific areas in Dubai and the impact that was
caused by the rainfall. It was found that there was a significant rise in
water levels, disrupting social activities and majorly affecting the roads,
as well as critical infrastructure hospitals and schools (Mohamed Bin
Zayed University of Artificial Intelligence n.d.). This also led to Dubai
Airports temporarily rerouting inbound and outbound flights.

There were news reports from all over the world mentioning that
the cause of the rainfall was extreme cloud seeding, but this was caused
by climate change, where low pressure at the surface created conditions
for a thunderstorm that powerful. Global rising temperatures have led
to extreme weather conditions, including intensive rainfall (Dhanhani,
Duncan, and Chester 2010). Rainfall has become heavier as they can
now hold more moisture in the atmosphere, although this was misled to
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cloudseeding. The United Arab Emirates has set up a supreme national
council under the name of NCEMA, National Emergency Crisis and
Disaster Management Authority where they classify the decree into the
following subsections with a disaster causing extensive damage and
would need the cooperation of the government and communities coming
together to achieve recovery and this might even include the assistance
from other international countries (United Arab Emirates: The Supreme
Council for National Security: National Emergency Crisis and Disaster
Management Authority [NCEMA] n.d.).

The following subsection is preparedness, where the government
would preempt situations and have resources, plans and manpower
ready for the response to any emergencies or crises that were to occur.
This stage would include training and developing plans and processes.
Prevention and protection as the following subsection; this is to remove
the cause of the disaster and reduce the probability of it, which involves
several actions proposing important legislation and undertaking any
preventative measure (Dhanhani, Duncan, and Chester 2010). The
response is a procedure taken due to a crisis or disaster, mitigating its
effects and offering aid (Hemme 2015). The following subsection is
recovery, where actions and procedures were taken after an emergency
or crisis aiming and rebuilding the affected places and infrastructure
and attempting to return lives to normalcy (Wen et al. 2023).

In this great categorization of infrastructure,
there is a subgroup known as critical infrastructure (Miles 2011). Those
resources or systems are so essential that their loss or destruction would
have a debilitating impact on the ability of a nation to defend itself,
maintain economic stability, or otherwise perform societal functions.
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For this reason, the current research will go a long way in explaining
interdependence regarding infrastructure, the possible risks from natural
hazards, and the vulnerabilities of hosting critical infrastructure within
the UAE. It defines infrastructure and its role in maintaining social order,
economic stability, and national security. It stresses how significant
the CI is in fast development in the UAE. Later, we identify the basic
infrastructure hazards associated with the most common natural disasters
afflicting the UAE (Grandi 2021).

Additionally, we go over CI vulnerabilities associated with those
natural disasters, demonstrating how even the most resilient systems
can malfunction in extreme circumstances and providing guidance on
how the UAE will best safeguard its vital infrastructure assets in the
face of growing environmental danger. Linking the three domains will
allow deeper detail toward the future with the UAE’s opportunities and
challenges in infrastructure preservation within a growing, increasingly
unsure environment full of challenges.

CONTEMPORARY ENVIRONMENTAL
AND CLIMATE CHALLENGES

Every nation is vulnerable to crises and difficulties impacting its
development, government, and citizens’ well-being. Natural disasters,
illnesses, and wars might have unfavourable implications or effects
that can be difficult and complicated to deal with (Al Ruwaithi 2019).
Natural disasters are now discovered to be increasingly common due to
climate change and global warming, which has increased the hazard to
the nation’s citizens and communities (Wen et al. 2023).

The United Arab Emirates is well known for its quick expansion
and urbanisation. This vast desert was transformed into a global economic
centre quickly. No success factor can make a nation like the UAE more
susceptible to natural calamities. Seismic and volcanic activity, while
uncommon and rare, are beyond the UAE’s purview (Alteneiji, Ahmed,
and Saboor 2020). Nevertheless, the nation is vulnerable to other unique
natural hazards, such as heat waves, sandstorms, floods, and—more
and more—the effects of climate change, which could jeopardise vital
infrastructure and, in turn, jeopardise not only the nation’s population’s
safety and security but also its economic stability and international
standing.
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Natural disasters have affected the UAE throughout the years. They
have experienced several natural disasters, including the 1995 Al Qurayah
Flood, the 2002 Masafi Earthquake, the 2005 Al Tawaian Landslide, and
the 2009 Sharm Flash Flood (Fujairah 2008). The United Arab Emirates
has demonstrated its ability to respond swiftly to natural calamities.
However, on April 16, 2024, the nation experienced unprecedented
rainfall daily, exceeding all meteorological data recorded since 1949
(Al Ruwaithi 2019). The other significant result of climate change in
the UAE is related to the temperature rise. Though the temperatures in
this country are very hot and usually beyond 40°C, peaking in summer,
some climate projection models forecast that at this century’s end, the
average temperature in this region should increase by 2 to 4°C. It also
has several significant infrastructure implications in the context of energy
demand. A valid assumption would be that the hotter it gets, the more
air conditioning and other cooling equipment must be used. This can
put an inordinate strain on the nation’s electrical grids (Krishnamurthy
et al. 2016).

The remaining repercussions include sea level rise, to which coastal
towns like Dubai, Abu Dhabi, and Sharjah are particularly vulnerable.
These estimates by the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change
consider that, contingent upon the amount of greenhouse gas emissions
in the future, the global sea level could rise as much as one meter at the
end of the century (Hegde 2010). Even a moderate rise in sea level would
have huge impacts on coastal infrastructure, from costly developments
such as Dubai’s Palm Jumeirah to any form of infrastructure installation.
For example, rising sea levels may exacerbate the high rate of coastal
erosion, flooding, and saltwater intrusion into freshwater aquifers,
impacting ecologies and structural components (Al-Mutairi et al. 2021).
These increased coastal protection measures, such as seawalls and other
costly urban design techniques that make communities resilient enough
to prevent damage to valuable assets, are unquestionably necessary.

UAE’s MANAGEMENT STRATEGIES FOR CRITICAL
INFRASTRUCTURE IN NATURAL DISASTERS

Climate change is one of the chief concerns of the twenty-first
century (See Stankovic¢ i Topalovi¢ 2022). During this period, it is evident
within the arid regions of the Middle East. The United Arab Emirates
belongs to nations highly prone to the different vagaries of climate
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change. These have manifested in increased temperatures, rising sea
levels, and extremities in weather, such as floods and droughts. It severely
damages the infrastructure of the major coastal cities, such as Dubai
and Abu Dhabi. This area is home to most of the nation’s population
and generates a significant portion of its economic activity. The UAE’s
authorities have not lagged behind their counterparts in creating plans
for climate adaptation aimed at reducing the effects of these changes on
their infrastructure (Beecham 2020). This is evidenced by how general
infrastructure exposure of the UAE to the impacts brought about by
climate change is highly vulnerable. It has included some of the most
critical heat, flood dangers, and rise in sea level. Several adaptive measures
against these risks have been addressed by the UAE, which has included
critical infrastructure protection in pursuit of long-term resiliency.

Sea level rise is one threat that is quite obvious. By 2100, it is
predicted that sea levels in the Arabian Gulf would have risen by up to
0.5 meters, which would have the potential to inundate low-lying coastal
communities and disrupt several vital infrastructures, including airports,
water desalination facilities, ports, and opulent beachfront residences
(United Nations Environment Programme [UNEP] 2022). In this regard,
the UAE has initiated the implementation of coastal defence systems,
also forcing the recently built infrastructure to consider the consequences
of sea level rise. The UAE defends its coastlines to safeguard vital
infrastructure for its economy and populace.

Increased flooding risks are some of the most visible signs of
climate change in the United Arab Emirates. These days, the country
has gone through flash flooding in several parts, including Fujairah and
Sharjah. Besides buildings, this also causes colossal losses in roads and
bridges, bringing daily life and other economic activities to a grinding halt
(Khaleej Times 2024). For instance, the torrential rains of 2024 flooded a
great area and thus exhibited that this region is too unpredictable about its
weather patterns. The UAE has hugely invested in various management
systems related to flood and stormwater control policies, thus reducing
the chances of disaster. These cities are implementing underground
drainage systems, and dams with reservoirs are also being constructed
to enhance the potential of water retention to avoid further destruction
due to flooding (Dhanhani, Duncan, and Chester, 2010).
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UAE MANAGEMENT STRATEGIES FOR

These technologies aid in identifying and
repairing weaknesses in transportation, energy, and water distribution
networks before they become serious issues. Artificial intelligence and
data analytics are used in power distribution networks as part of Dubai’s
Smart Grid Strategy, which will result in energy savings.

One of the most decisive factors in this respect has been the
relationship between the public and private sectors. In this case, the
UAE developed Public-Private Partnerships to build and secure critical
infrastructure. In such a way, the private sector had the opportunity to
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explore means through which it could invest in mega projects, mainly
within the energy, water treatment, and transport industries (Al-Saadi
and Abdou 2016). While these partnerships made the region’s transport
system one of the most extensive, especially in advanced incorporations
of modern technologies, the same system has also emerged as one of the
most efficient, for instance, the partnership which introduced the Dubai
Metro. This will also contribute to infrastructural resilience in general in
the UAE against different levels of physical and cyber threats. Substantial
numbers focus on resilience against natural catastrophes, building rules,
and regulations especially targeting designing new projects in coastal
cities such as Dubai and Abu Dhabi. This would put the necessary
perspective into place about critical energy-related infrastructure projects,
desalination plants, and oil refineries reliant on this area concerning
disrupted operations due to natural calamities (United Nations Office
for Disaster Risk Reduction [UNDRR] n.d).

Therefore, the UAE’s intention to deal with critical infrastructure
encompasses an ensemble that includes collaboration, technology
development, and an attitude towards risk management. With the ever-
increasing incorporation of smart city technologies into its economic
blueprint, robust models of public-private partnership, and an enshrined
structure as magnificent as NCIPP, the UAE has saved first rank in the
region concerning security and resilience in infrastructures (Okem et al.
2024). Therefore, these tactics will play a significant role in ensuring its
vital infrastructure is strong and supportive enough to achieve its goals
of being a major global economic centre while seeking more expansion
(Chandra, Sharma, and Liaqgat 2019).

Resilience, adaptation and challenges
of critical infrastructure

The United Arab Emirates has invested highly in infrastructures
resilient against extreme weather conditions, such as flash flooding. In
contrast, for example, to the critical levee collapse in the United States
during Hurricane Katrina. Adequate Government Coordination. There
was effective coordination by the UAE government during the disaster
response. These resulted in good mobilization of resources and, at the
same time, a rapid rebuilding of damaged infrastructure. On the other
hand, the reaction by the US federal government to Hurricane Katrina
was wholly criticized as it was prolonged and uncoordinated (Yereseme,
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Surendra, and Kuntoji 2022). During the recent crisis caused by heavy
rains due to climate change, the UAE took an exceptional approach
in dealing with the situation to minimize the damage caused to His
Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid, ordered that all the duties and
needs assigned to stricken families be catered for, to contain the crisis,
as well as their transfer to safe shelters in coordination with government
agencies and specialized teams (Evans 2024).

In the case of UAE, one might observe how the government is
working for continuity regarding working remotely within different
educational and governmental institutions for more thickness and build-
up in infrastructure. In addition, some flights have been suspended from
providing their service according to the given order so as not to have any
casualties among the population, keeping life and safety among its people.
It involves neither human safety in priorities taken and courses taken by
the state nor states that these are under equal protection (Evans 2024).

THE ROLE OF THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT
AND PRIVATE INSTITUTIONS

We must consider that all government agencies and private
institutions participate in crises that harm their interests. The priorities
and responsibilities of the government and governmental organizations
are to protect national security and their interests in crises, which are
reflected in protecting national security by implementing laws and
legislation and implementing the constitution within its legitimate limits,
in addition to preparing and putting in place appropriate measures and
responding to various crises (World Health Organization [WHO] 2019).
His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Zayed called for a comprehensive
review of climate preparedness and supporting those affected. In addition,
His Highness Sheikh Hamdan bin Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum,
Crown Prince of Dubai and Chairman of the Dubai Executive Council,
directed management companies and developers to provide alternative
housing and basic and necessary needs promptly. Moreover, to ensure
that the Department of Lands and Properties works to rebuild damaged
homes to restore them to their normal condition (WAM 2024).

The UAE faced the crisis with outstanding professionalism due
to the extensive damage to the country’s infrastructure. Roads, vehicles,
buildings, public facilities and housing units were also affected, and
required resources to restore, repair and recover from the damage
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(GuyCarpenter n.d.). However, in light of the development of the
UAE’s infrastructure in communication between governments and
private institutions, it urged, as a private company, the Surplus provide
humanitarian aid to families affected by the heavy rains more than
3,000 people to meet their basic needs through direct communication.
Awareness among people and helping each other on the streets. It is
known that people’s cohesion in crises increases away from the clash
of cultures (Abdulla 2024).

The UAE government lessened the damage of the 2024 floods
quickly and efficiently. After that, the police did not waste any time
dispatching rescue services to succour the bedraggled citizens, thus
enabling the evacuation of people besides clearing blockades from
the roads. The government had also erected temporary shelters for the
displaced families besides promptly restoring electricity and water
supplies to the affected areas (WAM 2024). It had been able to respond
relatively quickly because it had already set up disaster management
plans, invested sizable amounts in resilience hardening, and upgraded
the catchments-most significantly in the stormwater management systems
and the flood barriers (See Cvetkovi¢ and Radovi¢ 2022) because the
alert and communication mechanisms of the government had kept the
casualty number low along with the infrastructure damage contained
(Eyimoga et al. 2024). This realisation furthered the work that needed to
be done to improve urban drainage systems and stormwater management,
given the unpredictable nature of the climate.

These rains led to traffic disruptions, which led to the closure of
schools and businesses. Thanks to the efforts of the UAE government,
preventive measures and the strength of the UAE’s infrastructure, work
from home was activated for students and employees to ensure business
continuity (The United Arab Emirates’ Government portal n.d.). It
is the general scheme and principles of the government, institutions,
organizations, and persons for managing their difficulties and critical
situations to reduce casualties, return their lives to normal, and receive
complete recovery as soon as possible (Goodman Lantern n.d.). From
this standpoint, the UAE has developed a proactive plan to deal with
various crises to overcome their consequences so that life can return to
normal within 24 hours. It is also considered an exceptional challenge
and a unique experience, yet it overcame these challenges with minimal
damage compared to other countries (JBA Risk Management n.d). During
the crisis, people and residents joined forces to provide humanitarian
aid to those affected. In addition, restaurants in the country volunteered
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by giving free meals to those affected by the storm (WAM 2024). The
UAE takes into account that a proactive strategy is of utmost importance
to mitigate the damage caused by floods, and it also includes various
economic, tourism and technology sectors, in addition to investing in
infrastructure to enhance the management of natural disasters and future
risks resulting from them (Safi 2024).

The government of the UAE never ran away from standing for
its people when there was a time of great need. The best example is the
compensatory project it undertook after the flood of 2024 within the
country’s borders. That is to say, it freed up cash for the families whose
houses or business places were either damaged or destroyed by the
flood, directly converting into an emergency shelter, food and medical
supplies were provided. In that way, the compensation delivery project’s
effectiveness in mitigating the long-term economic impact was reduced.

CONCLUSION

The UAE should be committed to continuously building more
infrastructures related to climate change in areas most vulnerable to
sea-level rise. A design to enhance coastline resilience shall be pursued
with nature-based solutions that could restore mangroves as a robust
barrier against erosion and flooding along these beaches. The authors
suggest the following: a) Establish Tighter Guidelines for Critical
Infrastructure Design (consequently, natural disasters became more
violent and unpredictable; hence, the UAE Government would revisit
the rules and standards related to the design of infrastructure projects to
ensure that every new undertaking comprises disaster resiliency in its
design. The transport networks, water supply networks, and electricity
grids will be made lousy weather-resistant with no disruption); b)
enhancing Public Awareness and Community Preparedness (apart from
these technical and governmental initiatives, much has to be done by
the UAE in terms of creating public awareness campaigns that highlight
citizens’ preparedness against these catastrophes. The more prepared
people and communities are, the more resilient and better equipped
they are in the case of disasters); ¢) More investments in intelligent
infrastructure (in the case where UAE places innovative city agendas, it
would be an assurance that in the event of a natural disaster, all the key
infrastructures would be managed well. In situations where governments
increase investments in emerging technologies such as blockchain, big
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data analytics, and artificial intelligence, the development and recovery
response times and predictability of catastrophes could be facilitated);
d) Regional cooperation and information sharing: it is highly relevant
that the UAE develops closer ties with other GCC members apart from
other international organizations dealing with issues related to disaster
planning and response. This will ensure more of a regional approach,
culminating in better disaster management- particularly for hazards that
transcend a country’s borders and often affect several countries at one time.

This is a projection of what study into the risks that natural
disasters pose to the critical infrastructures in the UAE and elsewhere
in the world may have if there is a prediction of increased vulnerability
for both developed and developing countries. The United Arab Emirates
has made significant progress in safeguarding its infrastructure from
the aftermath of natural calamities. Furthermore, the UAE’s adoption
of a strong risk management framework and innovative city programs
have expanded its capability for monitoring, quickly responding to, and
recovering from such calamities. The same is well evidenced by the test
of infrastructure preparedness about the 2024 Flood in Fujairah. Quicker
response and recovery are how UAE lives by the same, showcasing
successful technocrats of disaster management.

Other violent natural disasters such as flooding, storms, and even
wildfires may prove to be more likely due to all the processes of climate
change that enhance the frequency and violence of natural disasters. This
has created a difficult task for the world’s vital infrastructure, particularly
where systems are either ageing or inadequately maintained and built to
withstand more frequent calamities. The critical infrastructure sectors
of electricity, transportation, water, and communication networks are
especially susceptible. The devastating effects of natural catastrophes
on life safety, economic security, and recovery are compounded by
cascading failures within any one of these.

Countries throughout the globe are realising that interconnected
infrastructure systems need to be developed with resilience. That is where
a strategic UAE approach to investment can make much difference. The
prime area would focus on the latest technology in creating superior public-
private partnerships. Most important would be the modern, nationwide
integrated emergency management systems, which would go long towards
that. While UAE has up till now focused on flood management and
excessive heat, similar mechanisms for multi-geographically bordered
natural disaster risks can be taken up.

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Abstract

This paper will highlight an interview’s definition, phases, classification
and characteristics as a qualitative method. Although planning and
preparation are essential phases of an interview, the most crucial phase is
interviewing due to various questions, such as introductory, informative,
assessments and closing questions. We will stress the importance of
assessment questions because by observing the verbal and non-verbal
answers of the respondents, it is possible to assess their credibility with
a certain degree of accuracy. In an interview with observation, we
will indicate verbal and nonverbal signs of a spoken lie, which include
a variety of body movements and postures accompanying a verbal
response. Well conducting an interview, especially the Peace and Reid
model, may prevent and detect various crises such as financial fraud,
terrorist attacks, and others.
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INTRODUCTION

After comparing different methodological views, whether an
interview is a qualitative or mixed method, we will point out that the
interview is a mainly used method of research and data collecting. Among
many criteria of interview classifications, we would like to consider
classifications based on the requirements of conducting an interview
and upon criteria of preparation; we can differ from unstructured, semi-
structured and structured interviews.

Although all phases of the interview are necessary, such as planning
and preparation, the appointment of interviewers, and the final phase
is to conduct the interview, many argue that the last phase is the most
important due to the variety of questions, such as introductory, informative,
assessments and closing questions. We will stress the importance of
assessment questions because by observing the verbal and non-verbal
answers of the respondents, it is possible to assess their credibility with
a certain degree of accuracy. During the interview, it is essential to
determine whether the respondent is telling the truth.

We will point out two leading interrogation models, the PEACE
and REID models, for preventing and detecting various crises, such as
financial fraud, terrorist attacks, etc.

DEFINITION, CLASSIFICATION
AND INTERVIEW PHASES

There is an ongoing debate about interviews as a qualitative or mixed
method. Some methodologists argue that an interview is a qualitative
method in which the “researcher conducts face-to-face interviews with
participants, telephone interviews, or engages in focus group interviews
with six to eight interviewees in each group” (Creswell 2014, 239; Arezina
2021, 280). Other methodologists argue that the interview is a mixed
method, combining some elements of a questionnaire as a quantitative
method. “While questionnaires can provide evidence of patterns amongst
large populations, qualitative interview data often gather more in-depth
insights on participant attitudes, thoughts, and actions” (Harris and
Brown 2017, 9-10; Kendall 2008). Also, interview is considered as well
as techniques of interrogation method (Milosavljevi¢ i Radosavljevi¢ 2013,
505-512) or method for data collection (Kljaji¢ 2016, 24). The interview
mainly uses the qualitative method, which is applied when we want to
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expand our basic information or knowledge about specific processes
or phenomena through the participation of individuals. Therefore, an
interview provides a better understanding compared to questionnaires
and other quantitative methods of certain social or security phenomena
such as crises (Mijalkovi¢ 2018; Staji¢, Mijalkovi¢ and Stanarevic¢ 2013).

An interview is a mainly used method of research and data collecting.
If we compare the interview and observation methods, an interview has
a more significant application. The observation method can provide
information only about ongoing phenomena or processes. In contrast, an
interview can give information about phenomena or processes in the past,
present, or which will happen in the future. Among other characteristics
of an interview, it is a suitable method to research sensitive topics
(Vucini¢ Neskovi¢ 2013, 142—143) when participants are shy or don't want
to talk about specific issues in a group. However, some disadvantages
of an interview include incompetent respondents and false and biased
responses. Besides, if an event has happened long ago, respondents
may forget some vital information. Therefore, especially in personal
interviews, we can apply observation methods to provide information
about non-verbal communication. Among the general characteristics
of an interview, we will point out the advantages and disadvantages of
different classifications of an interview. Kljajic points out more than ten
criteria for interview classifications (Kljaji¢ 2016, 74—S81).

Upon criteria of conducting an interview, there are personal,
telephonic, e-mail or web interviews. Personal or face-to-face interviews
are mainly used types because questions are direct, especially about
sensitive topics such as crises or other security issues (Mijalkovi¢ 2018;
Milosevi¢ i Stojadinovi¢ 2024; Arezina 2010).

The examiner can make a list of questions; if necessary, he can
explain them to the respondent. Also, the examiner can make notes
regarding the respondent’s answers or his body language regarding non-
verbal communication. The main disadvantage of this method is that
it is expensive, as it requires trained employees, offices and much time.
Telephonic interviews are widely used in many social sciences because
information is provided quickly and cheaply. Still, respondents mostly
don't want to answer unknown numbers or about sensitive topics. Email
and web page interviews are expanding, and they can almost conduct
personal interviews by using some platforms with video calls. They are
the fastest in obtaining and processing data, but personal interviews are
best to get information on sensitive issues.
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Beside, upon criteria of preparation, there are unstructured, semi-
structured and structured interviews. Unstructured interviews are
conversation between examiner and respondent upon underlying subject,
but without preparation. They are also called mild and in-depth interviews
because the examiner is making a bond with respondents with initial
questions and uses mostly open-ended questions (Creswell 2014, 239-240;
Vucini¢ Neskovi¢ 2013, 140). Examiners need skills and knowledge to
gain information about the respondent’s actions, knowledge, experiences,
motives, and body language. Unstructured interviews provide data on
certain subjects but offer many different views of respondents (Creswell
2012, 535). If the examiner is inexperienced, the absence of guidelines
or a standardized set of questions can be a disadvantage. In most semi-
structured interviews, the examiner has guidelines and a list of questions,
but they are not standardized, and he can ask follow-up questions to get
more information. Although semi-structured interviews are flexible,
at the same time, it is their disadvantage because two questions will
not have the same structure and, therefore, can't be compared as well
as different answers. Structured interviews have a standardized, pre-
decided set of questions, closed-ended or open-ended, but according to
a specific subject. Therefore, the examiner has a rigid form and has to
maintain uniformity in the interview, but the procedure is easy due to
standardization (Milosavljevi¢ i Radosavljevi¢ 2013, 509). A predefined
set of questions, especially closed-ended ones, can provide the accuracy
of different answers that can be analyzed collectively, especially using
some data processing programs.

The interview can be divided into the planning and preparation
phase, the appointment of interviewers, and the final phase is to interview
in the desired direction.

Before starting the interview, due to various crises, including those
caused by financial crime, it is necessary to find out as much as possible
about the case itself, that is, as much as possible to gather facts about
the criminal act, the respondent and to determine the time and place
for conducting the interview. Accordingly, the preparation and planning
phase, one of the most critical phases of the overall interview process,
must consider the determination of the respondents, the time and place
of the interview, legal issues and who should be the participants in the
interview. When planning and preparing for the interview, the examiner
should consider the respondents’ characteristics, including age, religious
beliefs, cultural background, family, neighbourhood and professional
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circumstances, and other characteristics (Kljaji¢ 2016, 100-102). It is
essential to determine enough time and not to accept any suggestions
from the respondent to change the interview process in an undesirable
direction.

The second phase is to appoint the interviewers. For example, in
a case of financial crime, then ultimately the financial forensic scientist
should be ready to interview the respondent anywhere and at any time.
Collecting data and evidence (Risti¢ 2016, 186—193; Mijalkovi¢ and
Arezina 2024, 26-35; Arezina 2023, 209-210) is relevant to determine
the truth in court proceedings. However, the ideal ambience would be a
room with little or no objects that could distract, such as large windows
overlooking interesting objects or surroundings, photographs and objects
that attract attention, etc. The goal is to create an environment in which
nothing distracts the respondent from the conversation with the examiner.

An interview is conducted in rooms specially intended for that
purpose. There, the examinee occupies a unique position towards the
examiner, expressing a particular relationship with his physical attitude.
Thus the position and space that the examinee occupies about the
examiner serves as a symptomatic sign. Besides, specific legal issues
must be considered when the examiner, during the interview, asks the
respondent for recognition to have committed criminal acts to avoid
possible risks related to defamation lawsuits and violations of legal
norms. During conducting interviews (Vucini¢ Neskovi¢ 2013, 158—
169), for example, in the case of a criminal act, it is best for two people
to conduct the interview and for one interrogator to ask questions while
the other takes notes. Of course, examiners can switch roles, but another
examiner should first and foremost observe the respondents’ behaviour
and consider what questions would suit such behaviour. When examiners
work together for extended periods, they learn conversation patterns
from each other.

Also, we can divide the interview into several phases, such as the
initial contact, establishing trust, asking specific questions, obtaining a
statement and ending the conversation.

For initial contact, it is very important that the examiner state
his identity, position and who he represents and clearly explain the
reasons for which the examination is required and the objectives to be
achieved. Usually, use a phone, unannounced arrival or an official written
call to make initial contact. Making initial contact by phone is a quick
and convenient way to avoid wasting time and resources. Still, it is risky
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because a respondent can refuse an initial conversation for many reasons,
such as questioning the respondent’s identity, justifying the purpose and
reason for calling, and others. The initial contact significantly differs
by the examiner, so if it is a criminal inspector, he has legal powers and
status that vary considerably from the internal or external auditor.

At the beginning of the conversation, the examiner, with his verbal
and non-verbal behaviour, should establish a relationship of trust with
the respondent, which can be of great importance for later obtaining
information and eventual recognition if the respondent has committed
a crime. At this stage, important are questions to prepare the respondent
for a more significant phase of the conversation but questions that may
cause discomfort or threat should be avoided. Therefore, at this stage,
the examiner should break the ice concerning the respondent to gather
all the information and data relevant to the procedure.

ASSESSMENT AND OTHER QUESTIONS
IN THE INTERVIEW

The examiner can ask five types of questions in the questioning
phase: introductory, informative, assessment questions, final questions
and recognition questions (S. Albrecht and C. Albrecht 2004, 183).
When conducting interviews with persons without basis for suspicion
that they have committed criminal acts and who are willing to provide
information that may be relevant in a case, usually are used introductory,
informative and concluding questions. On the contrary, if the examiner
reasonably suspects the respondent is dishonest, he approaches the
assessment questions. Finally, if the examiner assesses that there are
grounds for suspicion that the respondent has committed a crime, in that
case is possible to ask questions that require the recognition of the crime.

Although introductory questions in informative interviews are
often considered optional, a preliminary interview can be key for building
trust between respondents and interviewers (Kljajic 2016, 180). Once the
examiner establishes a relationship of trust with the respondent, barriers
fall, confidence grows, and a free exchange of information follows. In
many cases, the examiner and the respondent had never met before.
In that case, it is necessary to consider certain guidelines regarding
conducting a preliminary interview and to ask introductory questions
(Vucini¢ Neskovi¢ 2013, 142—145). Those questions relate to establishing
physical contact, informing about the purpose of the interview, avoiding
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conversations with more than one person, conducting interviews without
other people, asking questions that are not too sensitive nature, encouraging
the respondents to cooperate during the interview, making a transitional
statement, seeking permanent consent and preserving body space.

The primary purpose of informative questions is to collect impartial
data and facts, and they are not accusatory or confrontational. These
questions should not provoke a defensive attitude or hostility in the
respondent but must be open and honest, leaving enough time for the
respondent to answer. For informational questions, it is appropriate to
help the respondent recall the event without giving suggestions to the
respondent regarding the answers. To remember and provide answers,
examiners should provide respondents copies of documents, data and
available information (Creswell 2014; Termiz, Milosavljevi¢, and Arezina
2010, 97-98). Informative questions can be repeated or reformulated to
ensure the examiner understands their essence. The examiner should
also determine whether the respondents present their knowledge based
on personal experience, called first-hand (Mijalkovi¢ i Arezina 2021,
10—11) or whether they have heard information from someone else. The
goal of informative questions is to get answers to specific questions,
such as understanding the system of accounting controls, material and
financial documentation, and collecting information regarding business
transactions and events. Informative questions can be divided into six
categories: open, closed, quoting, double negative, complex and attitude
questions (S. Albrecht and C. Albrecht 2004, 194).

If the examiner believes the respondent is deceiving, he may ask
specific hypothetical non-accusatory questions. By observing the verbal
and non-verbal answers of the respondents to such questions, it is possible
to assess their credibility with a certain degree of accuracy (Mijalkovi¢
i Arezina 2021, 19-21); assessment questions are applied only when
the examiner considers that the previous statements or answers of the
respondents are inconsistent due to deception and lying. The assessment
determines a phenomenon or process’s quantity, frequency, diffusion,
probability, and value. Assessments and assessment questions are made by
a defined procedure, where comparison is critical. Therefore, assessments
are prognostic (Arezina and Spasojevic 2020, 128—129).

If the respondent has to answer all the important questions regarding
the event, the examiner has reason to believe that the statements are not
factual. Still, with the intention of deception, he should ask assessment
questions. The transition to asking these questions should be inconspicuous
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with the frequent use of phrases such as — if vou don’t mind, I would
ask you a few more questions. However, the examiner can successfully
formulate and use assessment questions. Still, it is necessary to understand
the physiological aspects of the lies told, the standardization technique,
and the methodology of asking assessment questions.

At the end of the interview, the interviewer should conclude it
in a positive tone and leave the door open for further contact. This
is especially important in financial fraud investigations because it is
common further to clarify certain circumstances, clues and evidence
of business documentation, even after the interview.

The ultimate and only goal of asking the confession question is
that the respondent who committed the criminal act, legally and ethically,
admit the guilt. When asking those questions, the examiner must take a
confident position that gives credibility to the respondent’s guilt. This is
important because if respondents have committed the criminal act that
is the subject of the conversation, they will very rarely voluntarily admit
the commission of the crime, especially if they believe that the examiner
himself is not convinced of their guilt. Therefore, the examiner must
convey the absolute conviction of the respondent’s guilt when asking
the question of seeking recognition, even if he is not entirely sure of it.
That is why someone asks demanding recognition questions such as Why
did you do that, instead of Did you do that? Innocent respondents who
have not committed a criminal act do not accept the premise of such
questions. At the same time, the perpetrators are often silent, denying
responsibility that can be a link to violent reactions, listing the reasons
why they were unable to commit the criminal acts charged against them.
Innocent defendants often react with absolute shock and even anger,
vehemently denying committing a criminal act. We want to emphasize
that when asking questions of confession, the examiner should not
express contempt, insult or moral condemnation regarding the conduct
of the person he accuses because respondents under such conditions will
almost never admit to committing an act. In addition, the examiner has
to use milder qualifications and avoid emotionally charged words such
as theft, fraud, or criminal behaviour. On the contrary, it is desirable to
offer a morally acceptable reason for the behaviour of the respondents,
and we must not characterize him as a bad person.

The examiner should try to prevent the respondent from denying the
commission of the crime because it is challenging to master that position
afterwards. Guilty and innocent people will undoubtedly object and try
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to deny the accusations. Still, it is essential that when the examiner is
convinced of the respondent’s guilt, he should stop the denials in the
conversation. Procrastination tactics are an effective way to stop or stop
the denial, and one should not quarrel with the suspect but rather try to
postpone the complete denial. Mainly, innocent people will not allow
to examiner to interrupt their denials.

Once the examiner has made accusations against the respondent,
repeat them and stop the respondent’s denial. It is necessary to offer
the respondent a morally acceptable justification for the act committed,
which enables the respondent to harmonize his criminal actions with his
conscience. The question of choice or soft charges technique is used for
that. When using the choice question technique, the examiner presents the
respondent with two rationalizations, good and bad, and encourages the
respondent to choose one. Once a respondent has confessed to a criminal
act, the confession has to be substantiated with a detailed description of
the suspect’s actions and motives. At that stage, the examiner can try to
obtain additional information regarding possible accomplices or other
criminal acts committed by the respondent.

If the respondent does not understand the questions, his answers
will be useless or incorrect. When compiling the questions, it is necessary
to consider several characteristics and the nature of the respondents.
People of different ethnic, educational and social backgrounds will have
different vocabularies, values and behaviours. As a rule, the simpler
the question, the better. The examiner must be sure that the respondent
understands the words or manner of the respondent. Local idioms, phrases,
unusual words, trade expressions, regional accents and specific linguistic
constructions can result in misunderstanding (Arezina 2016, 298-300).
Therefore, we have to point out that good questions are short, simple and
limited to one topic; they are straightforward and easy to understand,
good questions avoid sensational words, and it is necessary to use milder
terms that will not provoke strong emotions, good questions are precise
and require a narrative answer (Djori¢ 2022; Howard et al. 2000, 237).

VERBAL AND NON-VERBAL COMMUNICATION
TO PREVENT AND DETECT CRISES

During the interview, it is important to determine whether the
respondent is telling the truth. The history of the discovery of lies dates
back to the beginning of humanity. Before scientific achievements took
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precedence, many peoples and cultures had specific methods of detecting
lies based on the knowledge that when a person lies, he usually changes
his behaviour. In ancient China, for example, a suspect was allowed to
chew rice during interrogation. After a few minutes, the suspect spilt
the chewed rice (Krsti¢ 2007).

The first scientific experiment of instrumental detection of lies was
in 1875 when Italian physiologist Mosso began to research the influence
of emotions, especially fear, on blood circulation and respiration. Moss'
sleeping collective went down in history in 1910. On such a balanced
table, the subject lay face down to monitor more efficiently the registration
of the direction of blood flow under the emotional stimulus from the
body to the brain or from the brain to the body. This delicate balancing
table was so sensitive that it oscillated by the breathing rhythm. Later,
we use a polygraph, known as a lie detector, which is a device that
measures several physiological indicators such as pulse, blood pressure,
skin conductivity and respiration while answering a series of questions
(Krsti¢ 1989). These changes in the human body are automatic and self-
regulatory and are a consequence of some emotional states.

There is no common approach to determine that a person is lying
because there is a wide variety of non-verbal behaviour. So, not all liars
show the same behaviour in the same situations. However, this does not
mean that each individual’s behavioural differences cannot be noticed
when he tells a lie concerning the behaviours when he tells the truth.
That is why the examiner should constantly observe the examinee to see
the patterns of his behaviour (Mijalkovi¢ i Arezina 2021, 11-12), i.e. a
symptomatic picture that is a consequence of deep psychophysiological
processes in the body when a lie is told. The more severe the lie, the
more strongly the symptomatic picture manifests itself, influenced by
the general characteristics of the individual, as well as the conditions
in which he lives and works, i.e. his social environment. However, the
practice has generally shown that certain verbal and non-verbal signs
the respondent sends during the examination may indicate a lie.

Verbal signs of a told lie can be very numerous, and some of them
can be emphasized like changes in the way of speaking (the person either
speeds up or slows down the speech or speaks louder). Secondly, he
repeats questions more frequently to answer them because of selective
memory. People prone to deception often have an excellent memory of
insignificant events, and it seems they cannot remember important facts.
Besides, they may have objections due to the office, furniture, whether
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it is too hot or cold, etc. Third, insincere people often apologize more
for various reasons (they are always nervous) and add oaths to their lies
(they swear to God, etc.). Fourth, persons who do not tell the truth often
require the examiner to check some of their claims with others (to ask
his friend, wife, brother, etc.). When accused of illegality, some persons
prone to deception overreact servile to the examiner, with an unusually
high expression of respect. On the other hand, dishonest persons are
often inclined to deny illegality less; after repeated accusations, the
denial of dishonest persons becomes weaker to the point when it finally
subsides; they often avoid emotionally provocative expressions such as
theft, lie or crime. Instead, they prefer soft expressions such as loans,
mistake, omission or misdemeanour. Dishonest people usually have
tolerant attitudes towards criminal acts; dishonest people often try to give
the impression of nonchalance and carelessness and adopt an unnatural,
careless attitude.

Non-verbal signs of a told lie include a variety of body movements
and attitudes accompanying the verbal response. Those are complete body
movements — usually moving away from the examiner, or anatomical
physical responses — the body’s involuntary reactions to fear, such as
increased heart rate, shallow or difficult breathing or excessive sweating.
They may move their hands to enhance the expression of thoughts during
speech. People who do not tell the truth often cover their mouths with
their hands or fingers while telling lies, which seems subconsciously
to cover up the deception, or use manipulations, so-called moving or
relocating activities to reduce tension and nervousness (Navaro 2020,
113—129). Those manipulations are removing small objects from suits
(feathers, dandruff, minor dust, small pieces of fabric, etc.) or playing
with objects (pencils, papers, etc.). Finally, many other body movements
interrupting speech flow are associated with stress, such as tight mouth,
biting lips and tongue, licking lips, chewing, etc.

INTERVIEW MODELS FOR PREVENTING AND
DETECTING A WIDE RANGE OF CRISES

The two leading interrogation models in police services for
preventing and detecting a wide range of crises, such as financial fraud,
terrorist attacks, and others, are the PEACE and REID models. The UK
Home Office has implemented the PEACE model, while the REID model
has been implemented in North America.
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The PEACE interview model provides a structure that may be used
for all types of interviews and with all kinds of respondents — witnesses,
victims or suspects (Sebek 2016). The acronym PEACE stands for five
stages in the interviewing process: planning and preparing, engaging
and explaining, giving testimony, clarifying and disputing, ending an
interview, and evaluating. This model also pays special attention to
adequately establishing relationships with the respondent through the
acronym SOFTENS. Although not directly related to the PEACE model
of conducting interviews adopted by the British police, the English court
in R v. Turnbull and others in 1976 recommended that all officers apply
several criteria during an informative interview with witnesses. The police
adopted these recommendations, and according to them, the acronym
ADVOKATE is created, composed of the initial letters of words that
explain what the questions are about and which will help in the ongoing
investigation. Finally, from the experience of experienced examiners, the
British police believe that the conversation should end with respect for
the principle of 3P — polite, positive and possible (Sebek 2016).

The REID model, designed by John E. Reid, is questioning suspects
to verify their credibility and is widely used by criminal services in North
America. The examination process in this model is conducted in three
phases: fact analysis, behavioural conversation analysis, and examination.
In the Reid model, interrogation is the process of making accusations in
which the examiner tells the respondent that there is no doubt in his guilt
in the form of a monologue and not in the form of a question-answer
technique. The examiner’s conduct during the examination should be
with understanding, patience and without humiliation. Furthermore,
the goal of the interviewer who uses this model is to make the suspect
respond more relaxed over time during the interview. It can be achieved
by providing various psychological constructions to the respondents that
justify their behaviour.

CONCLUSION

As a qualitative method, interviews provide a better understanding
of certain complex social and security phenomena, such as crises. Some
disadvantages of an interview are incompetent respondents and false and
biased responses. We have pointed out characteristics of unstructured,
semi-structured and structured interviews. Mostly, the unstructured
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interviews applied to the underlying subjects, but without preparation
or with guidelines and a list of questions in semi-structured interviews.

Although an interview has several phases, we identified preparation
and conducting as the most important. In the preparation phase, especially
regarding various crises, including those caused by financial crime, it
is necessary to gather facts as much as possible about the criminal act
to determine the respondents, the time and place for conducting the
interview, and legal issues. It is necessary if the respondent is asked
during the interview for recognition to have committed criminal acts
to avoid possible risks related to defamation lawsuits and violations of
legal norms. During conducting interviews, for example, in the case of a
criminal act, one interrogator should ask questions while the other takes
notes. Of course, examiners can switch roles, but another examiner should
observe the respondents’ behaviour. When examiners work together
for extended periods, they learn conversation patterns from each other.

Also, in conducting an interview, there are various questions
such as introductory, informative, assessments and closing questions.
Assessment questions are applied only when the examiner assesses that
the previous statements or answers of the respondents are inconsistent
due to deception and lying. We have pointed out the importance of
assessment questions because by observing the verbal and non-verbal
answers of the respondents, it is possible to assess their credibility with
a certain degree of accuracy. In interviews with observation, we have
indicated verbal and nonverbal signs of a spoken lie, which include
a variety of body movements and postures accompanying a verbal
response. Verbal signs of a told lie can be very numerous, and some
of them can be emphasized like changes in the way of speaking (the
person either speeds up or slows down the speech or speaks louder).
Non-verbal signs of a told lie include a variety of body movements and
attitudes accompanying the verbal response. Those are complete body
movements — usually moving away from the examiner, or anatomical
physical responses — the body’s involuntary reactions to fear, such as
increased heart rate, shallow or difficult breathing or excessive sweating.
Also, non-verbal signs include removing small objects from suits (feathers,
dandruff, minor dust, small pieces of fabric, etc.) or playing with objects

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Resume

The strategic concept of extended deterrence emerged in the post-Cold
War period by expanding the content of the Cold War concept of nuclear
deterrence of the allies of the great powers. Therefore, modern extended
deterrence implies the use of all instruments of national power to deter
rivals from taking malicious steps against allies or partners. This paper
deals with the consideration of the historical experience of the Serbs in
the application of this concept, as well as with the analysis of the foreign
policy means used and the outcomes of their application. The basic
hypothesis of the paper is that during the existence of an independent
state, the Serbs applied extended deterrence with support from the
diaspora and that this concept should be applied in the future but with an
emphasis on so-called soft deterrence. It will examine certain events and
processes during the Crimean War (Serbia as a vassal principality), the
Chetnik movement and method of warfare (Kingdom of Serbia), and the
strategic actions of the Serbs during the wars for the Yugoslav succession,
in which patterns of Serbian extended deterrence are characteristic.

SERBIAS MILITARY NEUTRALITY IN A
CHANGED SECURITY ENVIRONMENT"™

Resume

The war in Ukraine has caused significant changes in the security
environment of the Republic of Serbia. Following Russia’s military
intervention in Ukraine, relations between the West and Russia have
reached the level of open political and economic conflict, with the
dangerous potential for such a confrontation to escalate into military
and nuclear confrontation. Russia has been subjected to unprecedented,
comprehensive sanctions. The geopolitical conflict between the West
and the Russian Federation has also caused significant changes in the
security and defence policies of the European Union and NATO member
states, significant increases in their military budgets, the accession of
Sweden and Finland to NATO, a historic increase in NATO’s military
presence on its eastern borders, and significant military, humanitarian,
and financial assistance to Ukraine’s war efforts. In the energy sector,
the process of energy “De-Russification” of Europe is in its final stages.
Smaller European countries still importing Russian oil and gas will be
forced to rapidly diversify their supplies to mitigate the potential economic
consequences of interrupting Russian oil and gas imports. The war in
Ukraine initiated and intensified a tectonic process of political, security,
and economic realignment in Europe and the world, as a result of which
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the military neutrality of the Republic of Serbia was exposed to serious
pressure from key international actors to side with one of the parties
in the aforementioned conflict. The military neutrality of the Republic
of Serbia represents a legitimate security and defense option. However,
the uncertainties regarding the legitimacy of the military neutrality of
the Republic of Serbia create space for exerting political, security, and
economic pressure because this important defense interest is conditioned
by the vital national interests of the Republic of Serbia, in particular the
aspiration towards membership in the European Union, the preservation
of territorial integrity, as well as the preservation of energy security.
The war in Ukraine has caused a deterioration in Serbia’s geopolitical
position, which has been exploited in the process of aggravating relations
and escalating the conflict between Belgrade and Pristina to establish
firm political and security control over the territory and the local Serbian
population and gradually abolish the remaining elements of Serbian
institutions in the north of Kosovo and Metohija. At the same time, the
“stabilization” of the situation in Kosovo and Metohija significantly
reduces Russia’s ability to use the “Kosovo precedent” to justify military
intervention in Ukraine. On the other hand, the escalation of the conflict
between the West and the Russian Federation in the energy sector seriously
threatens Serbia’s energy security, as it has limited possibilities to diversify
its supply relatively quickly. The recent introduction of sanctions against
the company “NIS” represents one of the biggest challenges to the energy
security of the Republic of Serbia. However, the persistent refusal to
impose sanctions on the Russian Federation may negatively affect Serbia’s
European and economic prospects, given the level of foreign trade with
the European Union. On the other hand, the Republic of Serbia is making
obvious efforts to preserve its status of military neutrality by politically
balancing between the warring parties. The war in Ukraine is turning
into a protracted armed conflict of attrition. In this new, global, and
exhausting “war of materials” and the tightening of political, security,
and economic relations, the Republic of Serbia will have a challenging
and complicated foreign policy position, given its persistent efforts
to maintain good relations with the West, but also with the Russian
Federation, which is integral to its policy of military neutrality. One of
the key problems of the sustainability of Serbia’s military neutrality is its
connection with the issues of preserving Kosovo and Metohija and the
prospect of membership in the European Union, vital national interests
that, in the tense geopolitical circumstances, can hardly be reconciled.
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On the other hand, any alignment or non-alignment about sanctions
against the Russian Federation will have serious consequences, both for
resolving the problem of Kosovo and Metohija and for the energy and
economic security of the Republic of Serbia. The research methodology
is based on the analysis of relevant sources and literature.

Resume

Private military companies are part of a fairly developed private security
sector, present all over the world and engaged in various jobs. Apart from
participation in war conflicts, which are most often associated with them,
the services offered by private military companies are different: from
the provision of energy sources to the collection of intelligence data, but
also the training of military personnel, military logistics and the supply
of armed forces with assets. This paper examines the history of private
military companies’ existence and the use of mercenaries in war conflicts.
The moral and material circumstances of their engagement, the achieved
results and their impact on geopolitics and global security, as well as
the international legal regulations of their engagement, are considered.
Also, the work examines the “grey zone” of activities of private military
companies, accusations of mistreatment and murder of civilians, tax
evasion, drug dealing and human trafficking, for which they are most
often accused. However, although their work is always accompanied
by numerous scandals and accusations of the aforementioned crimes,
court epilogues are usually absent. The paper looks at the participation
of private military companies in the conflicts in FR Yugoslavia, as well
as their presence in AP Kosovo and Metohija and its consequences.

Resume

In this paper, the author will analyze the role of digital propaganda and
disinformation generated via artificial intelligence (Al) in the ongoing
Middle Eastern conflicts, with a focus on the escalation of conflict
between Israel and Palestine, as well as the overthrow of the President
of the Syrian Republic Bashar al-Assad. In this geographical framework,
the author will examine how technologies based on Al, and primarily
the generation of deepfake materials, have a use value in conflict zones,
tracing the first steps of use of such tactics for war purposes in the ongoing
Russia-Ukraine conflict. By confirming the presence and influence of
this type of cyber operations through the analysis of two case studies,
the author will confirm the hypothesis, which states that contemporary
digital propaganda, aided and generated via Al, significantly complicates
the course of ongoing events, thus leading to inevitable conflict escalation,
making it difficult to distinguish the truth from lies, in both military and
political context. With the use of the content analysis method, focused
on the identification of instances of placement of Al-generated digital
propaganda, this paper will present a comprehensive analysis and study
of individual cases of [srael/Palestine and the Syrian Republic to create
a framework of possibilities and influence of such content on classical
armed conflicts, as well as on political crises in the Middle East.

Humanitarian interventionism, a hallmark of the unipolar era following
the Cold War, has been widely debated as a mechanism for addressing
alleged human rights violations and safeguarding global security. Rooted in
principles such as the Responsibility to Protect (R2P), these interventions
have often intersected with the strategic interests of dominant powers,
particularly the United States. This paper examines the evolving dynamics
of humanitarian intervention within the shifting geopolitical landscape,
focusing on the implications for US-China relations during President
Donald Trump’s second term in office. Building on historical precedents
and theoretical frameworks, the study analyzes how the US might invoke
humanitarian intervention as a dual-purpose tool — asserting moral
leadership while countering China’s growing influence in regions of
strategic interest. It further explores the challenges of applying lessons
from interventions in the unipolar era to a world increasingly defined
by multipolarity and strategic rivalry. By contextualizing Trump’s
assertive foreign policy stance and examining potential justifications for
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interventionism, the paper offers critical insights into how humanitarian
motives might align with or mask broader geopolitical objectives.
Consequently, this analysis sheds light on the security implications for
US-China relations, contributing to the wider discourse on the intersection
of ethics, power, and global governance.

INTRODUCTION

Humanitarian interventionism emerged as a defining feature of
global governance in the unipolar era, particularly under the leadership of
the United States during the 1990s and the first decade of the 21st century.
The dissolution of the Soviet Union left the US as the unchallenged
global hegemon, allowing it to act as the principal arbiter of international
norms, including the promotion of democracy and the protection of
human rights. These interventions were frequently framed within the
normative principles of Responsibility to Protect (R2P). However, the
ethical justifications often coincided with strategic and geopolitical
considerations, underscoring the dual-purpose nature of such actions
(Wippman 1995). The unipolar structure provided both the justification
and capability for the US to engage in interventions, often circumventing
the complexities of multilateral decision-making while consolidating
its strategic influence in regions of interest. Key cases, such as NATO’s
aggression against Yugoslavia in 1999, in Afghanistan (2001), and the
US-led invasion of Iraq in 2003, highlight how proclaimed “humanitarian’
motives were deployed to rally international and domestic support. While
these interventions aimed to address pressing human rights issues, they
also served broader objectives, including reinforcing US hegemony and
establishing strategic footholds in pivotal regions (Kerton-Johnson 2010).
This interplay between ethics and power projection became a hallmark
of the unipolar era, shaping global security dynamics and setting a
precedent for using humanitarian rhetoric in foreign policy.

From the post-Iraq invasion period to the late 2010s, the
global landscape for military interventions experienced significant
transformations. The disillusionment with the prolonged engagements in
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Iraq and Afghanistan, coupled with the perceived failures of interventions
in Libya and Syria, catalyzed a reevaluation of the role of military force
in achieving humanitarian objectives. Under the Obama administration,
a shift towards multilateralism and reliance on airpower, exemplified
by the “leading from behind” strategy in Libya (2011), indicated a
cautious recalibration of US interventionist policies (Chesterman 2011).
Despite this, the enduring use of drone strikes and targeted operations
underscored the persistence of interventionist tendencies under the
guise of reduced direct engagement, blending technological superiority
with ethical narratives of precision and minimal civilian harm. By the
time of the Trump administration’s first term (2017-2021), US military
interventionism had entered an era of pronounced unpredictability. While
Trump publicly criticized the failures of past interventions, his policies
often demonstrated a transactional approach, where the rhetoric of non-
interventionism clashed with actions that prioritized strategic interests,
such as increased military activity in the Indo-Pacific or the assassination
of Qassem Soleimani in 2020. The administration’s selective use of force
reflected an evolving narrative that combined traditional justifications
of national security with appeals to restoring American strength. This
duality signalled the enduring relevance of interventionism, albeit
reshaped to fit the contours of an increasingly contested and multipolar
international order.

The US withdrawal from Afghanistan in 2021, culminating on
August 30, marked the end of a two-decade military engagement that
began in response to the September 11 attacks. The decision to withdraw
was influenced by a combination of factors, including the diminishing
American national interest in Afghanistan, as articulated by President
Biden, who emphasized the need to “refocus resources on countering
global threats rather than attempting to reshape Afghan society into a
modern democracy” (The U.S. Mission to the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization China [US NATO] 2021). Critics argue that the withdrawal
was executed hastily and without adequate planning for the security of
both US personnel and Afghan allies, resulting in a chaotic evacuation
and a resurgence of Taliban control over the country. With the re-
election of Donald Trump in November 2024, efforts to explain and
predict humanitarian interventionism enter a new phase, reflecting the
complexities of an emerging multipolar world. Trump’s approach to
foreign policy during his first term — characterized by assertiveness,
unilateralism, and overt rivalry with China — offers critical insights into
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the potential evolution of US interventionist policies. While Trump’s
rhetoric often rejected globalist ideals, his administration skillfully
framed US actions through moral and strategic necessity narratives. This
dual-purpose approach, combining ethical justification with geopolitical
calculation, is likely to reemerge in a second term, albeit shaped by the
challenges of a more contested international order. Such dynamics of
US-China relations provide a critical lens to examine the intersection
of humanitarian interventionism and great-power competition. Recently,
China has continued to assert its influence on the global stage, while
the USA faces the challenge of maintaining its leadership role in an
increasingly multipolar world. Heightened tensions over trade, human
rights, and regional security characterize an evolving rivalry. Trump’s
first term laid the groundwork for an intensified economic confrontation,
exemplified by the trade war and efforts to decouple critical sectors of
the two economies. Simultaneously, the administration sought to project
strength in the Indo-Pacific region, reinforcing alliances and countering
China’s assertive actions in contested areas such as the South China Sea
(Harding 2019; Pant and Parpiani 2020).

The analysis commences by examining the factors that justified
military interventionism during the unipolar era, exploring how the US
utilized its dominance to shape global security policies. It then explores
US-China relations during Trump’s second administration, considering
potential policy trajectories and their implications for bilateral ties.
Security dynamics are also addressed, with a particular emphasis on
military tensions and their influence on the strategic postures of both
nations. Finally, the paper contextualizes these themes within the broader
framework of global stability, contemplating the lessons that contemporary
powers like China might draw from US behavior in the unipolar era as
they navigate the complexities of a multipolar world.

JUSTIFYING MILITARY INTERVENTIONISM
POLICY DURING UNIPOLARITY

Within the unipolar era, typically framed between the fall of
the Berlin Wall and the global economic crisis of 2009 (Schweller and
Pu 2011), military interventions were predominantly justified through
liberal arguments, emphasizing the protection of human rights, the fight
against terrorism, and the safeguarding of US national security interests
worldwide (Sullivan and Koch 2009). At their core, these policies often
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involve the unilateral use of force, with geography playing a pivotal
role in determining strategic regions of interest, such as those rich in
resources or critical for trade routes. Dominant superpower — the USA,
frequently invoked the principle of hegemonic stability (see more in
Kindleberger 1974) to justify interventions, framing them as necessary
for maintaining international order, while economic motivations — such as
securing resources or markets — often underpin these actions (Kavanagh
et al. 2019). Charles Kindleberger’s (1974) contribution to hegemonic
stability theory argued that a stable global economy requires a hegemonic
power to provide public goods, such as liquidity and a stable monetary
system, to prevent economic crises and disorder. Components of military
interventions also include them as tools for asserting the power and
status of great powers on the global stage, reinforcing perceptions of
strength and influence. Strategic objectives, including deterring rivals
and protecting allies, are particularly evident in US-led interventions.
Additionally, the internalization of domestic conflicts, where internal
state crises attract external involvement under the pretext of regional
stability, highlights the pragmatic use of interventionism (Steki¢ 2021).
Geopolitical codes further shape interventionist decisions, aligning
military actions with broader foreign policy priorities. In the unipolar
era, humanitarian justifications, such as protecting human rights or
preventing atrocities, have been employed to legitimize interventions,
often blending ethical narratives with strategic aims (Steki¢ 2021). Finally,
the promotion of democratization has been pragmatically exploited as
a foreign policy tool, serving as both a justification for regime change
and a means to expand influence, revealing the dual-purpose nature of
interventionist policies. The justification for humanitarian intervention
has continuously operated at the intersection of ethical imperatives and
strategic interests. Post-Cold War interventions such as those in Yugoslavia
(1999) and Libya (2011) were underscored by humanitarian crises but
also reflected geopolitical calculations. For instance, armed aggression
against Yugoslavia highlighted NATO’s resolve to assert dominance in
Europe, while Libya illustrated the challenges of regime change under
the guise of human rights protection. These precedents shaped the
discourse around R2P, which sought to provide a moral and legal basis
for intervention. Steki¢ (2021) identifies the following explanations for
the justification of military interventions: the geography of interventionist
politics, hegemonic stability, lucrative motives for military interventions,
the power and status of the intervening actor, and strategic reasoning
behind military interventions.
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Under Trump’s leadership, the justification for military interventions
takes on a distinctive character. Though his administration did not
commence any open war, they often employed securitized narratives,
emphasizing the defense of US national interests over abstract principles
of global governance (Trump 2017). However, this does not preclude
using humanitarian rhetoric as a veneer for interventions driven by
geopolitical competition (as stated in the US National Security Strategy
adopted in 2017). For example, the Trump administration’s rhetoric on
China, including criticism of its approach to Uyghur Muslims and the
situation in Hong Kong, has been leveraged to justify interventions
aimed at limiting Beijing’s growing influence. These actions reflect the
assertion in the National Security Strategy that “China and Russia want
to shape a world antithetical to US values and interests” (White House
2017), revealing a strategic narrative designed to bolster US dominance.
Trump’s transactional worldview also positions economic and strategic
gains as critical components of interventionist policies. In regions where
China has made significant inroads, such as Africa and Southeast Asia,
the US might frame interventions as both a moral imperative and a
countermeasure to Chinese expansionism. The intertwining of ethics
and strategy thus becomes a hallmark of US interventionism in an era
of heightened great-power rivalry.

PROSPECT OF US-CHINA RELATIONS
DURING TRUMP 2.0

The first Trump administration’s foreign policy was notable for
its focus on recalibrating US global commitments while intensifying
efforts to counter perceived threats to national security. Although at
least 65 active-duty US troops lost their lives in hostile actions during
Trump’s first term, mainly due to operations against ISIS in Iraq and
Syria and targeted airstrikes, such as those on Syria following a chemical
weapons attack (The Kessler 2024), the administration refrained from
initiating a new large-scale military conflict. This restraint departed
from previous administrations and underscored Trump’s preference for
leveraging economic and strategic tools over direct military engagement.
However, this may not be true for his second administration in January
2025. The USA is expected to adopt more assertive measures to defend its
superpower status, especially in response to the rising influence of China.
This shift suggests a potential intensification of strategic competition,
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where geopolitical pressures could challenge the restraint shown during
Trump’s earlier term. During his first term, Trump pursued an aggressive
stance toward China, marked by trade wars, military posturing in the
Indo-Pacific, and attempts to counter China’s Belt and Road Initiative
(BRI). These actions were underpinned by a broader strategic goal of
containing China’s rise and preserving US dominance in key regions.
Humanitarian interventions could emerge as a tool in this strategic
competition. For instance, the US might escalate its rhetoric on human
rights violations in Xinjiang or Myanmar, using these issues to justify
actions that challenge China’s regional influence. Similarly, in the South
China Sea, where China’s assertiveness has heightened tensions, the US
could justify its military presence as a protective measure for smaller
nations facing coercion (Scobell 2018). Andrew Scobell (2018) argues
that the South China Sea represents a theatre where a security dilemma
unfolds between the two powers, yet neither side appears willing to
acknowledge this dynamic (223) openly. China’s response to such
interventions would likely be shaped by its principle of non-interference
and its growing assertiveness on the global stage. Beijing has consistently
opposed interventions that undermine state sovereignty, mainly when
such actions appear to target its strategic interests. However, China’s
behavior, including its policies to the militarization of the South China
Sea, complicates its position, potentially exposing it to accusations of
double standards. Trump’s second term could exacerbate these tensions
as both powers seek to leverage humanitarian narratives to advance their
geopolitical objectives. The US might emphasize China’s alleged human
rights abuses to delegitimize Beijing’s leadership role, while China could
counter by highlighting the inconsistency of US interventions and their
often destabilizing effects.

The trajectory of US-China relations during Donald Trump’s new
administration in 2025 is poised to deepen the strategic competition that
marked his first term. Economic protectionism, military posturing, and
selective diplomacy will likely characterize the bilateral relationship,
further entrenching the rivalry between the world’s two largest economies.
Some scholars argue that China’s recent development strategy, designed
to safeguard its domestic economy from external disruptions, has yielded
remarkable results (Stanojevi¢ and Zaki¢ 2023). The significant shift
in China’s development paradigm—centered on domestic production
to meet internal demand and supported by internal financial resources

— has reduced the share of international indicators within the Chinese
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economy (2023, 80—81). Despite Trump’s aggressive rhetoric, there may
still be opportunities for selective diplomacy (Russell 2024). Historical
patterns suggest that Trump is willing to negotiate when he perceives a
transactional benefit, as seen in his first-term trade negotiations (Russell
2024). Potential areas for dialogue could include climate change, public
health, or counterterrorism, where mutual interests align. However,
Trump’s unpredictable approach to diplomacy and tendency to undermine
traditional alliances could weaken the broader US position in Asia. For
instance, his isolationist tendencies may alienate regional partners,
allowing China to strengthen its influence through economic incentives
and multilateral frameworks like the BRI. Moreover, Trump’s inconsistent
messaging and unilateral decision-making may erode US domestic and
international leadership confidence. This could embolden China to adopt
more assertive policies, particularly in Southeast Asia, Africa, and the
Middle East, where Beijing’s influence is already expanding.

The security dimension of US-China relations is likely to grow
increasingly volatile. Trump’s administration is expected to maintain its
hardline stance on Taiwan, reinforcing commitments under the Taiwan
Relations Act and continuing robust arms sales to the island (Hsiao
2024). The US military presence in the Indo-Pacific, particularly through
freedom of navigation operations in the South China Sea, is anticipated
to escalate as a counterbalance to Chinese territorial claims. Beijing’s
response to these actions could include intensified military drills near
Taiwan, increased patrols in contested waters, and enhanced military
coordination with Russia. The strategic partnership between China and
Russia, already bolstered by shared opposition to US hegemony, may
present a dual-front challenge to American security interests. According
to Russell Hsiao, this trajectory signals continuity from the Biden and
first Trump administrations, further aligning Washington and Taipei
(Hsiao 2024). The potential for miscalculation is particularly acute in
this volatile setting. Heightened military interactions between US and
Chinese forces significantly increase the risk of unintended confrontations,
especially in critical flashpoints like the Taiwan Strait (Hsiao 2024).

In their article published in 2016, Saunders and Bowie explored
the prospects for Sino-US military-to-military relations, arguing that
while there has been a more positive stance from the People’s Liberation
Army (PLA) toward such contacts, this shift reflects a tactical rather than
strategic change. The PLA’s approach is driven by a desire to stabilize
relations with the US rather than fundamentally altering its long-term
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military strategy. Saunders and Bowie (2016) caution that if efforts to
establish a “new type of major power relationship” fail, the corresponding
military relationship will also likely falter. They emphasize that several
factors contribute to a pessimistic outlook for sustained and productive
military-to-military cooperation. One key challenge identified is the
increasing military competition between the United States and China in
critical strategic domains such as space and cyber capabilities. The PLA
views these domains as essential for achieving information dominance
in modern warfare, paralleling the US military’s assessment of their
importance. Chinese investments in counter-space technologies, such
as anti-satellite weapons, and the PLA’s perceived targeting of US
military vulnerabilities in cyberspace exacerbate mutual distrust. US
policymakers see these actions as threatening, while Chinese denials
of such operations fail to provide reassurance, further eroding trust
(Saunders and Bowie 2016).

William Matthews (2024) contends that Trump’s “America First”
foreign policy will likely accelerate China’s pursuit of global leadership.
He argues that China’s primary objectives will be setting norms in
emerging technologies and leveraging its artificial intelligence and
telecommunications dominance. Ultimately, Matthews emphasizes
that China’s most significant influence will continue to arise from its
trade and technological capabilities, where it has already secured a
leading role (Matthews 2024). The second Trump administration’s key
challenge concerning China, Matthews suggests, will be its “reduced
global commitments”. This withdrawal could enable Beijing to advance
its Global Security Initiative (GSI), spreading Chinese security norms
while protecting its economic interests (Matthews 2024).

Chase et al. (2018) argue that China’s military modernization
poses two significant and interconnected challenges to the United States
military in the Asia-Pacific region. First, maintaining a technological
advantage has become increasingly difficult in an era characterized
by rapid innovation and globalization of the technology base. The
traditional US superiority in high-quality weapons systems is eroding
as China leverages advancements in the commercial sector, which has
democratized access to cutting-edge technologies. This development has
created an environment where China can effectively mimic or compete
with US advancements, challenging the long-standing US dominance in
military technology (Chase et al. 2018). Second, the modernization of the
PLA has bolstered China’s anti-access/area-denial (A2/AD) capabilities,
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which are designed to deter or complicate US military intervention in
the region. Chase et al. (2018) note that China’s geographic proximity
to potential conflict zones provides a strategic advantage, allowing it to
project power and counter US operations more effectively. For instance,
retired Rear Admiral Yin Zhuo asserts that geographical advantages
would make Chinese forces formidable despite overall US military
superiority in conflicts near China’s periphery.

Moreover, advancements in Chinese missile systems, air defenses,
and naval platforms have significantly enhanced its ability to contest
US operations and protect its regional interests (Chase et al. 2018).
Finally, Saunders and Bowie (2016) highlight declining US confidence
in the value of military contacts as a tool to influence Chinese military
behavior. While the US has traditionally seen such engagement as a
means to build understanding and manage crises, the rigid structure
of the PLA and its officers’ limited decision-making autonomy have
minimized the operational benefits of these interactions. Consequently,
US policymakers are increasingly sceptical about the efficacy of military-
to-military engagement in shaping China’s strategic behavior (Saunders
and Bowie 2016).

The evolution of US-China relations under Trump’s new
administration will likely reinforce the trend toward strategic decoupling
and great-power competition. Several key dynamics are worth noting.
The contest over emerging technologies, particularly in artificial
intelligence, semiconductors, and 5G, is expected to intensify as the
Trump administration expands restrictions on Chinese tech firms and
increases domestic investments in critical technologies to maintain US
dominance. This technological rivalry intersects with broader economic
fragmentation, as escalating trade disputes and the potential revocation
of the most favoured nation status accelerate the decoupling of the US
and Chinese economies. Such developments risk creating fragmented
global markets, placing smaller nations reliant on both superpowers in a
precarious position as they attempt to navigate an increasingly polarized
economic and technological landscape. Russell (2024) contends that the
president-elect’s proposed tariff measures — ranging up to 60% on imports
from China and 20% on goods from other nations — pose significant
risks to global economic stability. These actions could disrupt trade
flows, exacerbate inflationary pressures, and necessitate tighter monetary
policies, ultimately hindering global economic growth (Russsell 2024).
Second, the intensifying US-China rivalry will exert significant pressure
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on Asia-Pacific nations, compelling them to align with one of the two
powers. This dynamic is particularly pronounced in Southeast Asia, where
both Washington and Beijing are actively vying for influence. Third, the
competition extends to the technological domain, with a growing contest
over emerging technologies such as artificial intelligence, semiconductors,
and 5G. The Trump administration is expected to expand restrictions
on Chinese tech firms while increasing domestic investments in critical
technologies to preserve US dominance. Simultaneously, this rivalry poses
serious challenges to global governance, as the antagonistic relationship
between the two powers undermines multilateral institutions and norms.
The prioritization of unilateral actions over cooperative solutions risks
complicating collective efforts to address transnational challenges
such as climate change, pandemics, and cyber threats. Moreover, the
convergence of economic, military, and ideological conflicts heightens the
risk of broader confrontation, necessitating effective crisis management
mechanisms to prevent escalation and safeguard regional stability.

DISCUSSION

The correlation between humanitarian interventionism and great-
power competition, as two main variables, raises critical questions about
the future of global governance. In a multipolar world, where power is
increasingly distributed among multiple actors, the unilateralism that
defined the unipolar era faces significant challenges. The United States,
despite its relative decline, remains a formidable actor, capable of shaping
international norms and policies. However, its actions are increasingly
contested by emerging powers like China (White House 2017), which seeks
to redefine the rules of engagement. This paper explores the possibility
that, in a second term, the Trump administration might further integrate
security considerations into humanitarian discourse, aligning moral
justifications with strategic interests. While Trump’s first-term foreign
policy was primarily guided by national interest, as reflected in the
‘America First’ doctrine, instances such as military aid to Venezuela and
selective interventions in Syria suggest that humanitarian narratives were
occasionally employed in ways that reinforced U.S. strategic objectives.
Thus, rather than arguing for a fundamental shift, this paper examines
how humanitarian interventionism, when securitized, could still serve
national priorities. Such an approach risks deepening global divisions as
interventions become arenas for great-power rivalry rather than genuine
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efforts to address humanitarian crises. The implications for Sino-American
relations are profound, with each intervention potentially escalating
tensions and undermining prospects for cooperation on global challenges.
Lessons of the unipolar era underscore the complexity of interventionism
in a changing world. While R2P provides a normative framework, its
application has often been inconsistent, shaped more by power dynamics
than ethical considerations. The challenge for policymakers lies in
navigating these issues while maintaining a commitment to global
stability and human rights. Future research should, as suggested by
some studies, explore alternative models of intervention that prioritize
multilateralism and local agency, reducing the dominance of great-power
interests (Smith 2007; Rauta 2020; Dawson 2022; Jansen and Kramer
2023). Comparative studies on different administrations’ approaches to
interventionism could also provide valuable insights into the evolving
nature of global governance.

During Trump’s first term, his administration adopted a distinctive
approach to military interventions. While traditional humanitarian
justifications were occasionally invoked, they were frequently
overshadowed by narratives prioritizing US national security and
economic interests. This pattern suggests that under Trump, humanitarian
rhetoric served as a pragmatic tool rather than a guiding principle, often
used to legitimize actions aimed at countering geopolitical competitors
like China. During the first term, the Trump administration’s policies,
characterized by aggressive trade measures and military posturing in the
Indo-Pacific, highlight a willingness to leverage human rights narratives
for strategic purposes. Issues such as the alleged treatment of Uyghurs
in Xinjiang and the political unrest in Hong Kong, which America and
its EU partners bring to the international agenda, exemplify areas where
humanitarian concerns could be instrumentalized to challenge China’s
influence (Miti¢ 2024). China, however, adheres to a longstanding
principle of non-interference in state sovereignty, a stance central to its
foreign policy identity. Yet, its actions — such as the crackdown in Hong
Kong and assertive manoeuvres in the South China Sea — complicate
this position, exposing Beijing to accusations by the USA. As both
nations utilize humanitarian discourse to bolster their strategic goals,
the potential for heightened tensions and strategic miscalculations grows.

Economic confrontation further intensifies the rivalry between the
two powers. Trump’s first term saw the imposition of tariffs on Chinese
goods, framed as measures addressing national security concerns. Such
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actions escalated trade tensions and laid the groundwork for possibly
decoupling the two economies. Should Trump pursue even more drastic
measures, such as revoking China’s Most-Favored-Nation status, the
resulting disruptions to global supply chains could reverberate across
the international economic order. In response, China has sought to
reduce its reliance on US markets through initiatives like the Regional
Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP), signalling a potential
reconfiguration of global trade networks. In the security realm, US-China
relations have grown increasingly volatile. Trump’s staunch support for
Taiwan and expanded freedom of navigation operations in contested waters
reflect a hardline stance that risks provoking aggressive responses from
Beijing. China’s ongoing military modernization further complicates
US strategic calculations, challenging its dominance in the Asia-Pacific
region. This military rivalry, characterized by growing capabilities on
both sides, heightens the risk of unintended confrontations that could
destabilize the region.

What could further complicate the security situation are potential
areas of overlapping interests. In his paper Steki¢ (2022) provided a
detailed analysis of the Pentagon’s institutional perspective on China’s
military and security developments over the past two decades. This author
focused on four critical areas that underscore the strategic complexities
of contemporary global geopolitics. He argues that initiatives like the
Quadrilateral Security Dialogue (QUAD) and the AUKUS pact illustrate
the US’s attempt to counter China’s rise, albeit through fragmented
and poorly coordinated strategies. The QUAD, revitalized during the
Trump and Biden administrations, remains an informal alliance with
limited cohesion. Similarly, AUKUS, centered on technology, submarine
development, and information sharing, lacks the defense depth to function
as a robust containment mechanism. Steki¢ (2022) views these initiatives
not as rational foreign policy moves but as instruments of securitization,
legitimizing efforts to portray China as a global threat. Taiwan emerges as
a pivotal element in the US’s Indo-Pacific policy, with military support for
the island framed as a deterrent against China’s ambitions. However, such
actions risk provoking Beijing, which could justify military intervention
under the pretense of safeguarding sovereignty. The withdrawal of US
forces from Afghanistan further complicates the geopolitical landscape,
leaving a power vacuum that China cautiously engages with through soft
power initiatives under its Belt and Road Initiative. While Afghanistan
remains critical for China’s terrestrial New Silk Road, Beijing has yet to
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establish significant military or investment commitments under the Taliban
regime. Additionally, the Arctic region becomes a novel battleground,
where China’s ambitions to secure trade routes have drawn sharp criticism
from the US, potentially escalating tensions in this resource-rich region.
Given the modern international system’s complexity, these fragmented
US policies reflect an outdated Cold War mindset, unlikely to succeed in
containing China. Thus, some authors outline two possible trajectories
for global power dynamics: prolonged tripolarity involving the US, China,
and Russia, or a soft bipolarity where China dominates Eurasia while
the US controls the Rimland (Steki¢ 2022). These scenarios reveal the
reactive and often disjointed nature of US strategic planning.

The interplay between US and Chinese officials’ statements on
key geopolitical issues during Trump’s second term also sheds light on
the evolving dynamics of potential military engagement. In 2024, the
Secretary of State, Antony Blinken, highlighted the importance of China’s
influence over North Korea, particularly in curbing military activities that
could exacerbate regional tensions (US-China Economic and Security
Review Commission 2024). This reflects a broader US strategy to enlist
China’s cooperation in maintaining stability in the face of rising global
uncertainties. In parallel, US National Security Adviser Jake Sullivan
emphasized the critical need for military engagement with China to foster
mutual understanding and reduce the risk of miscalculations, especially
in the context of heightened tensions over Taiwan and other contentious
issues (Lin and Liao 2024). These perspectives underscore the dual
approach of seeking collaboration on shared concerns while managing
strategic rivalries. Chinese officials, conversely, have consistently framed
US actions as destabilizing. Lin Jian, a spokesperson for the Chinese
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, accused the US of political manipulation
in the South China Sea, asserting China’s commitment to peace and
stability through partnerships with ASEAN nations (Ministry of Foreign
Affairs The People’s Republic of China [MFA PRC] 2024). This narrative
portrays China as a stabilizing force countering perceived US interference,
reflecting Beijing’s broader regional security strategy. The intersection
of human rights concerns and geopolitical strategies is another critical
dimension of Sino-American relations. During a statement at the Universal
Periodic Review of China, US officials condemned human rights abuses
in Xinjiang and other regions, linking these issues to broader diplomatic
priorities (US Mission to International organization in Geneva 2024).
The US stance highlights the interplay between moral imperatives and
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strategic interests in its foreign policy. The US seeks to challenge China’s
international standing by spotlighting human rights while reinforcing
its global leadership role. China’s response to such criticisms reflects its
emphasis on sovereignty and non-interference. Geng Shuang, China’s
Deputy Permanent Representative to the UN, dismissed allegations of
Chinese involvement in the Ukraine conflict, reiterating Beijing’s support
for immediate peace talks (Ministry of Foreign Affairs The People’s
Republic of China [MFA PRC] 2024). This aligns with China’s narrative
of prioritizing mediation over intervention, thereby positioning itself as
a responsible global actor.

The issue of sovereignty remains a cornerstone of Sino-American
relations, particularly concerning Taiwan. President Xi Jinping’s
reaffirmation of China’s sovereignty over Taiwan and rejection of foreign
interventions underscores Beijing’s unwavering stance (Lin and Liao
2024). This non-negotiable position is central to China’s domestic and
foreign policy narratives, serving as a rallying point for national unity
and resistance against external pressures. From the US perspective, its
engagement on Taiwan reflects a balancing act between supporting a
democratic ally and avoiding confrontation with China. This delicate
equilibrium is further strained by military dialogues aimed at managing
tensions, as articulated by Jake Sullivan (Lin and Liao 2024). The US
approach to Taiwan exemplifies its broader strategy of competing with
China while avoiding escalation. Despite Trump’s broader isolationist
tendencies, there remain opportunities for selective diplomacy that could
mitigate tensions. Trump’s transactional approach to foreign relations
suggests a potential willingness to negotiate if perceived benefits align
with his administration’s priorities. However, this unpredictability risks
alienating traditional allies, potentially weakening US influence in Asia.
Meanwhile, China continues to consolidate its regional presence through
economic initiatives such as the Belt and Road Initiative, leveraging
multilateral frameworks to expand its influence at the expense of US
leadership. The intensifying rivalry between the United States and China
during Trump’s second term would have profound implications for global
stability. As both nations navigate their competing interests, the ethical
dimensions of humanitarian interventionism will likely remain intertwined
with strategic calculations. This interplay will shape bilateral relations
and influence broader trends in international governance, economic
dynamics, and security architecture. Understanding the complexities of
humanitarian interventionism within this geopolitical landscape is essential
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for anticipating its impact on US-China relations. The convergence of
ethical considerations and power politics underscores the challenges of
managing great power competition in an increasingly multipolar world.
These developments warrant careful analysis, as they hold significant
implications for the future of global stability and governance.

CONCLUSION

The paper argued that over the next five years, key security focal
points in strategic competition will include regions characterized by
political and security vacuums, such as Afghanistan, Syria, and post-
conflict zones like Ukraine. Additionally, areas in the Middle East,
particularly the Gaza Strip and Lebanon, where post-conflict reconstruction
is urgently needed, will also gain prominence. A second category of critical
spaces will emerge, shaped by the evolving dynamics of Sino-American
strategic competition during this period. Examining humanitarian
interventionism in the context of Sino-American relations during Donald
Trump’s first presidential term reveals a complex interplay between ethical
imperatives and strategic interests. The evolution of this dynamic reflects
broader shifts in global governance from a unipolar to a multipolar world,
where the motivations behind interventions are increasingly intertwined
with geopolitical competition. Humanitarian intervention, particularly
under the framework of the R2P, has historically served as a mechanism
for dominant powers to assert moral leadership while pursuing national
interests. For instance, the interventions in Yugoslavia and Libya illustrate
how humanitarian crises can be leveraged to justify actions that align
with strategic objectives. In the Trump administration, this dual-purpose
approach is likely to persist, with humanitarian narratives potentially
employed as justifications for interventions to counter China’s influence
in regions critical to US interests.

As Trump embarks on his second term, the US-China rivalry is
poised to intensify. The administration’s aggressive posture towards
China, characterized by trade wars and military posturing, suggests that
humanitarian rhetoric may increasingly be used to frame US actions in
response to alleged human rights violations in regions such as Xinjiang
and Hong Kong. This tactic not only seeks to delegitimize China’s
leadership but also serves as a means to reinforce US dominance in the
Indo-Pacific. The potential for military confrontations in contested areas
like the South China Sea and Taiwan remains high, mainly as both nations
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engage in heightened military posturing. The risk of miscalculation could
lead to unintended escalations, drawing regional allies into conflicts that
destabilize the broader Indo-Pacific region.

Economically, Trump’s “America First” agenda complicates trade
relations with China, with tariffs serving as tools for domestic political
goals and broader strategic aims. This economic confrontation risks
creating a bifurcated global trade system where the USA and China
operate in increasingly isolated spheres, undermining the foundations of
international trade and cooperation. Moreover, the selective engagement
strategy adopted by Trump during his first mandate raises questions
about the future of American leadership in Asia. While there may be
opportunities for dialogue on shared interests like climate change and
public health, Trump’s isolationist tendencies could alienate regional
partners and embolden China to expand its influence through initiatives
like the BRI. Thus, the intersection of humanitarian interventionism and
great-power rivalry underscores a critical juncture in global governance.
The trajectory of the relations between the two most dominant superpowers
will significantly shape global stability, necessitating careful consideration
of how interventionist policies are framed and executed in an increasingly
multipolar world.

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Abstract

States achieve their foreign policy goals and intentions in different ways,
including methods contrary to the norms of international law. Namely,
suppose one wants to destabilize a country’s economic, political, security
and social-social system to implement one’s own will, intentions, and
interests. In that case, subversive activity is one of the most effective
mechanisms. Such activities often cause and maintain various crises,
including coups, which aim to impose one’s own will on other countries
and direct their socio-political flows according to national interests.
Countries that carry out coups and other secret actions implement them
through their intelligence institutions, which is why the target countries
must have strong security and counterintelligence organizations which
will prevent such activities. States that seek to maintain their sovereign
domestic and foreign policies often become the target of coups and other
subversive activities. Therefore, their security apparatus must continuously
detect and stop such activities with preventive and repressive methods.
Accordingly, the security services have always been a decisive support
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factor in realising internal political goals and protecting the holders
and institutions of state power. Bearing that in mind, the subject of this
paper is the research and analysis of the role of the security service
as an important segment of the state’s security-intelligence system in
opposing subversive activity towards the home state with an emphasis
on preventing a political coup. The paper examines the ways and means
of the security services that oppose political coups.

Keywords: security services, counterintelligence services, political
coups, national values and interests

INTRODUCTION

States try to obtain their own foreign policy goals and intentions
differently. If the goal is destabilising the constitutional order in a country
to implement one’s own will, intentions, and interests, one of the most
effective mechanisms is certainly subversive activity. These activities
often cause and maintain various crises, where coups are included. The
goal of the coup is to impose one’s own will on other countries and direct
their socio-political flows according to their national interests. Countries
that carry out coups and other secret actions implement them through
their intelligence institutions, which is why the target countries must
have strong security and counter-intelligence organizations which will
prevent this type of activity.

The dynamics of the emergence of modern challenges, risks
and threats impose a demand for developing the security services’
methodological, technological and personnel capacities, which will
be ready to respond to the increasingly numerous and increasingly
dangerous forms of threats. Also, the dynamics of the emergence and
development of modern challenges, risks and threats, as well as global
socio-social, political and security events, led to the reorganization of the
security system in most countries of the world so that a new structure of
intelligence and security services was established, as well as authorities
in charge of coordination, control and direction of services, whose task
is primarily to fight against non-military threats. Capacity development
is not only related to the need to protect institutions and holders of the
highest instances of state power but also requires greater engagement
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in protecting the most important, vital values of the state and society,
which are directly threatened by subversive activities.

DEFINITION AND ROLE OF SECURITY SERVICES

Security services are part of every security intelligence system of
the state, which is most generally defined as a normative, organizational,
structural and functional unit of interrelated and dependent elements
whose task is to follow the strategic guidelines and instructions of the
highest authorities of the state, to ensure the conditions for the realization
of political, security, economic, technical-technological and energy
interests and goals, to provide timely, relevant and accurate security-
intelligence knowledge and to create and maintain an affirmative security
regime while acting by the positive legal order of the state.

Observing the security services through the prism of the
organization and position of state institutions, the security services
represent state administration institutions with the status of a legal
entity, whose activity is the most interesting and sensitive part of the
state administration, with secrecy as one of its main principles of work,
which is why it is imperative that the security services by this nature of
work, they ensure respect for the principles of transparency and publicity
of their work, through regulatory mechanisms of internal and external
monitoring, whereby administrative activity is of particular importance
(Labovi¢ 2019, 106).

The security services have the task of preventing security-
threatening phenomena, which threaten the constitutional order, national
security, territorial integrity, independence and sovereignty, and providing
security and counter-intelligence protection to the most important state
institutions. When talking about threatening phenomena, the greatest
danger is represented by organized crime and more serious forms of
crime, cybercrime, subversion, diversion, sabotage, terrorism, violent
extremism, assassinations, political murders, political coups and anti-
constitutional conspiratorial activities. Security services, as a broader
term, include counterintelligence services, which use specific means and
methods to deal with opposing foreign intelligence services. Specifically,
counterintelligence activity represents planned and controlled activity
of counterintelligence and other state authorities to detect, warn and cut
intelligence and subversive activities of foreign services, organizations
and persons (Ronin 2009, 13).
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The security services aim to collect timely, accurate, reliable,
credible, complete and expedient information using various forms for
the services of characteristic techniques and methods. One of the most
frequently applied methods, which the services rely on the most, is the
collection of data from human sources. These sources are not sufficient
in terms of data collection. However, the information provision must be
based on other methods to create a comprehensive picture and to know the
merit of the research object. In this connection, data collection methods
from public sources (OpenSource Intelligence — OSINT) mainly include
official documents from state and public institutions and private entities.
Modern information systems are a significant public information source,
among which the Internet stands out. Information is also collected using
technical means (Sigint, Comint), that is, listening to radio communications,
mobile/landline phones, and other communication channels and means.
The secret monitoring method stands out among the unique methods,
where a stationary object is observed, or an individual or a group is
monitored. In these situations, operational technical means are also
applied as secret eavesdropping on conversations (Ronin 2009, 29-56).
Often in use is the method of cooperation with foreign services. In this
way, they get information of importance for the security of the state and
society and their political interests and intentions.

POLITICAL COUPS

Political coups are a no-go zone in almost all world legislation,
and preparatory actions for their execution are also punishable. Political
coups are a field of illegal political struggle and can manifest in many
different forms; due to their highly complex structure, some coups cannot
be fully defined precisely because, in their being, they contain several
different elements that constitute them so that they are not only that,
instead, they represent a certain sublimate of illegal political activities
(Parezanovi¢ and Zeljski 2019, 412). Even though we do not have a
universal and generally accepted definition of the term political coup
and its manifestations, there is a relatively broad academic consensus on
what these terms represent. The terms, however, are widely used outside
academic circles. To a certain extent, they are controversial both because
of their political abuses and because of many normative and practical
implications (Marsteintredet and Malamud 2019, 11).

A coup is an illegal change of the existing law, which results in a
change of political power. It is a complex form of politically motivated
violence, which does not necessarily include the use of force. In contrast,
the mere presence of force, even if it is a last resort, is a conditio sine
qua non for successfully ending the coup. The most common forms
of coup are coup d’état and putsch. In the case of a coup d’état, the
change is carried out by the head of state or persons at the top of the
state government, and in the case of a putsch, persons in lower positions
in the state organization or even outside it (Parezanovi¢ 2013, 117).

Coup d’état is spatially narrow, on the center of political power, that
is, on the seat of power, a limited, violent, conspiratorial, military-political
action, which is carried out by a sudden unconstitutional, totally aberrant
change in the position of the holders of supreme executive power in a
country, carefully planned and in a very short period, it is carried out by
a limited number of selected actors from the ranks of state power holders,
without the actual participation of the masses, and with a pronounced
tendency to survive the revolutionary action within the framework of
the existing socio-political association, and even its protection despite
regime changes (Simeunovi¢ 2009, 111). The word putsch is believed
to be a German word meaning ,,blow”. It is a particularly militant form
of coup d’état carried out, not by foreign interventionist or mercenary
troops but by the national armed forces (Simeunovi¢ 2009).

A coup d’état and putsch are characterized by a conspiracy
(Simeunovi¢ 2002, 174). The conspiracy stems from the nature of political
coups, that they are planned and organized in strict secrecy and carried out
with lightning speed to achieve the effect of surprise. Coups necessarily
include a conspiracy core, which makes the most important decisions
related to the planning, preparation and implementation of the coup, as
well as those concerning establishing a new socio-political order if the
coup itself is successfully carried out. The core is tasked with finding solid
and reliable positions among members of the military, political, economic
and security-intelligence institutions necessary to implement the coup
successfully. The core also prepares a psychological and propaganda
basis for recruiting a critical mass, which the coup apologists later use
to gain broader social support. Foreign intelligence services, whose goal
is to carry out a coup, most often form their agents among the members
of the conspiracy core. In such circumstances, foreign intelligence
services provide the core with the necessary personnel, material-financial,
technical-technological and advisory support.
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Accordingly, the possible causes of the appearance of political
violence, which can certainly increase in intensity and favorably influence
the creation of suitable conditions for the execution of a political coup,
are: 1) sharp opposition, insufficient realization or impossibility of
authentic expression of the interests of large social groups; 2) insufficient
ability to affirmatively organize and exercise power; 3) insufficient
organization of the economic system; 4) pronounced social differences;
5) prevalence and semi-legality of socially harmful phenomena, such as
corruption, relationships, etc.; 6) non-repression, impunity and toleration
of negative phenomena (it necessarily encourages the manipulation of
one, and reduces faith in the system among others); 7) the possibility
of public and permanent action of anti-systemic forces; 8) existence
of strong anti-systemic organizations or institutions; 9) constant and
strong political, material or military support from outside to opponents
of the system, located in the country; 10) diverse, economic, political
and military-security undermining of the system from the outside from
several directions; 11) conflicts between the political elite and interest
groups at the top of the political apparatus of a country; 12) military forces
and security structures that are uncontrolled, insufficiently reliable or
insufficiently loyal to the political elite (Simeunovi¢ 1989, 61).

Therefore, every political coup negates the positive legal order
because it always appears as an illegal and illegitimate means of struggle,
attempting to overthrow the current and enthrone a new set of authorities.
As anegation of the legal system and order, the political coup is defined
in every legal system as an unlawful act, often a criminal offence. The
above represents a connection between criminal law and national security
policy, which can be viewed in the broader context of the relationship
between means and ends. Suppose the security of the state and society
is designated as national security policy priorities within the strategic-
doctrinal and normative documents framework. In that case, the connection
between the state as an expression of the ,,general interest” and criminal
law, i.e., legal provisions on political criminal offences, can be viewed
through the hypothesis of criminal law as a means, i.e., an instrument
of the state’s reaction to political criminality (Bodrozi¢ 2024, 32).

They are most often anti-democratic in their orientation (the
coup of General Franco in 1939 in Spain or General Pinochet in 1973
in Chile), but sometimes they can also be democratic in orientation (the
coup of General Ataturk in 1919 in Turkey, General Nagib in 1952 in
Egypt or the colonel in Portugal in 1974) (Mitrovi¢ 2013, 38). The theory
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of democratically oriented coups is supplemented by the hypothesis
that successful coups within authoritarian regimes should increase
the likelihood of democratization (Thyne and Powell 2016, 199). The
aforementioned hypothesis is often subject to political manipulation and
relativization, and therefore, in a specific socio-political environment and
specific example, it is often taken only as a justification for achieving
foreign policy goals by causing coups in other countries.

THE ROLE OF THE SECURITY SERVICE
IN PREVENTING POLITICAL COUPS

From the perspective of protecting vital national values and interests,
every state seeks to detect and prevent any activity that could lead to
the organization of a coup d’état. Therefore, one important question is
how coups can be prevented and blocked (Sharp and Jenkins 2008, 19).
Political coups remain a pressing concern for governments worldwide,
and the mechanisms through which coup prevention works are still not
sufficiently researched and theorized (Bruin 2017). Security services,
accordingly, have the task of systematically, comprehensively and in as
much detail as possible studying each case and each attempt to implement
political coups, given the multidimensionality of this phenomenon. The
influence and ability of security services to prevent a political coup
crucially depends on the power and influence of the coup core and the
logistical and material-technical support that the coup plotters have (Kim
and Sudduth 2021). Also, success in preventing political coups depends
on the financial-technical, personnel and experiential factors that the
security services have and on the strategic directions that the services
take from strategic-doctrinal acts and positive legal norms.

Intelligence and security institutions also play a role in political
upheavals, which have frequently occurred in international processes
and movements in the last few decades. Thus, the role of intelligence
and security services should be viewed from two angles: internal
intelligence and security institutions and the role of foreign intelligence
and security services. Internal intelligence and security services protect the
constitutional order and security of the state and society from subversive
actions through timely detection, documentation and prevention of
threatening activities, whether outside or within the state. On the other
hand, internal intelligence and security institutions have, in specific
historical examples, played an important role in the realization of the coup
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processes themselves, i.e., thanks to the capacities, subjects and forces
of the intelligence and security services, which joined unconstitutional
activities, the successful realization of political coups was made possible
(Parezanovi¢ 2013, 277-280).

In every state, security services are among the most important
bodies tasked with creating and maintaining the foundations for the
smooth functioning of its most important vital functions. Their position in
the state administration, their powers and legally defined tasks represent
the foundation of successful functioning to protect the government from
political coups. Any obstruction of the lawful work of these bodies can
lead to poor functioning of the state and, consequently, to failure to fulfil
legally defined tasks (Konarski 2017, 49).

Political upheavals often come suddenly and latently, and the
resulting uncertainty leaves very little room for security services to react.
Consequently, the task of security services is to use unique methods and
means, analyze information and knowledge, to timely recognize the
intentions and goals of potential coup forces, about which they immediately,
clearly, reliably and precisely inform political decision-makers, thereby
creating the conditions for a timely response by the political leadership.
Any untimely action or information by security services brings the coup
forces one step closer to their goal (Abrams 2024).

A crisis is caused by the organized activities of political opponents
(most often directed and led by the intelligence services of the aggressor
states) using internal objective difficulties and subjective weaknesses,
aiming to destroy the existing constitutional order. In order to cause a
crisis, it is necessary that there are organized enemy forces in the country

— the victim of aggression, and that the existing circumstances in it are

conducive to causing a crisis. In the attacked country, there must be
organized (or can be organized) political forces under the leadership of
the foreign intelligence service of the aggressor state. Forces organized
in this way try to cause a crisis, using even some banal excess as an
excuse. The aggressor state’s intelligence service manages the crisis’s
development and directs it in the direction of its exacerbation and
approaching the goal (Parezanovi¢ 2011).

A unique challenge for security services is counter-coups, which will
be done using artificial intelligence. Although this topic has not received
significant attention in scientific research due to the still uncertain role
of artificial intelligence in implementing political coups, it is clear that
artificial intelligence can design and conduct psychological and propaganda
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operations. Attacked states will sooner or later defend themselves and
will have to rely on the services of artificial intelligence. States (primarily
great powers) will participate in these hybrid wars, beginning in the digital
space. Due to their capacity and right to legislatively restrict specific
actions, states will remain the most important actors in international
relations and, generally speaking, in political processes (Prorokovi¢ and
Parezanovi¢ 2023, 27).

The role of counterintelligence and security services in preventing
political coups is very intertwined, and in many cases, we cannot
determine a clear and precise distinction between their competencies.
Usually these are services that have both security and counterintelligence
components present in their organizational structure. On the other hand,
if they exist as separate organizational units, the fight against political
coups requires their close cooperation, exchange of information and
coordination of joint efforts by the competent state bodies.

The role of counterintelligence services

As for the role of the counter-intelligence service in preventing
political coups mainly refers to opposing the intelligence and non-
intelligence activities of foreign intelligence services, which are aimed at
fulfilling the regional or global goals of their state. Most often, as already
mentioned, the intelligence services participate in their implementation
through their strategic positions, that is, strategic agencies. A key role
is played by agents of influence who are in the highest structures of
state or political power or represent persons of high public reputation
and influence in the armed forces, leadership of intelligence or counter-
intelligence services. It is a fact that intelligence services do not have
many footholds in terms of quality and level because it is challenging
to reach the right people and create influential agency positions in their
country (Bajagi¢ 2015, 458).

Bearing in mind the consequences that these events can cause,
the state’s actions should be proactive to prevent “color revolutions”
because they are a more discreet type of coup d’état. When we say
proactive action, we mean monitoring and registering the activities of
foreign intelligence services, their activities on the ground and recruiting
both people outside the state system, especially those within it; special
emphasis should be placed on non-governmental organizations, media
and universities. Knowing that subversive groups cannot achieve their
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goals and operate on the ground without large amounts of money, the
first segment of counterintelligence protection should monitor the
money flows of extremist groups whose goal is to overthrow the regime
(Purkovi¢ 2020).

Counterintelligence works continuously to prevent intelligence
services, political movements and foreign-controlled groups, often
supported by intelligence services, from infiltrating state institutions, the
armed forces, and civilian security and political departments to engage
in espionage, subversion or sabotage. In this regard, counterintelligence
activity consists of offensive and defensive protection measures. Defensive
measures are the examination and verification of one’s civil servants
and officials through investigations, monitoring of known or suspected
agents and surveillance activities to detect and neutralize the presence
of foreign intelligence services. Offensive measures are carried out by
the counterintelligence service by comparing information about foreign
intelligence services and their modus operandi, by recruiting agents
and launching operations to penetrate, disrupt, deceive and manipulate
for their benefit (Geneva Centre for the Democratic Control of Armed
Forces [DCAF], 2003, 16).

In order to realise political coups as successfully as possible, the
intelligence services want to establish control over important information
systems for marketing propaganda and indoctrination content, regardless
of whether it is in traditional or digital forms. Information systems are
used to consolidate and gain new support and exchange information
and instructions among coup members. In addition to the mentioned
information and propaganda activities, there are other forms of non-
intelligence activities of the intelligence services that are used to support
political coups: political operations, economic operations, paramilitary
operations (Trbojevi¢ 2017, 327), and where cooperation is necessary and
where the responsibilities of security and counterintelligence elements,
or services, overlap.

The task of the counter-intelligence services is to use specific
methods. It means to detect and monitor the activities of the intelligence
network members who are directly or indirectly involved in subversive
activities. More specifically, through methods and means such as secret
escort, secret surveillance of communications or secret surveillance
and inspection of the interior of counterintelligence facilities, they can
obtain information about the foreign intelligence agents who form the
network, about the persons engaged as collaborators and the nature of
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their engagement, and about potential targets in the structures of state
power or administration. Once counterintelligence services have reliably
identified the members of an intelligence network and its creators, they
choose different counterintelligence tactics, most often opting to disrupt
subversive activity and prosecute the actors.

According to specific theories, activities that lead to the
destabilization of the state or the overthrow of the government in it to
establish a new, changed state that disrupts the established balance of
power in international relations in order to achieve one’s interests are
directed at the organs and bearers of state power (Lind et al. 1989, 26). By
the above, counterintelligence services in the context of the fight against
political coups also protect the highest organs of state power, other state
institutions and important information stations (Purkovi¢ 2020, 323).

The role of security services

An external factor as a participant in political coups can be a
generator or catalyst of subversive and psychological propaganda actions
against political, economic, security and judicial institutions, where the
goal is to cause social tensions, destabilization of the economic, energy,
security and public-administrative system, as well as political and legal
uncertainty. The security services have the task of timely detecting and
preventing these forms of threatening activities, in order to preserve
peace and political stability in the country and protect the most important
values of society and the state.

Security services are increasingly paying attention to cyber security
threats as a new field of preventive combat against coups. Exploiting social
media by subversives represents one of the most significant challenges in
cyberspace, as the most damaging and divisive disinformation campaigns
are often aided and amplified by social media platforms (Cunningham
2021). Therefore, in the modern intelligence and security system, it is
difficult to imagine the successful and efficient functioning of preventive
security apparatuses without a security service specialising in combating
cyber threats or at least one organizational unit within the service which
will be engaged in these tasks. Security services, following cyberspace,
analyse and evaluate the intentions and future actions of the participants
of the political coup, thereby creating a basis for timely action. Also, many
security services about cyber threats have developed mechanisms for
responding to an incident in the form of a cyber-attack, where in addition
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to their capacities and forces, they often provide security protection
for the following systems: 1. the highest state authorities and other
institutions of state administration, 2. elements of critical infrastructure:
national information and telecommunication networks, national traffic
infrastructure, energy systems, electricity, water, etc.

Security services protect organs and institutions vital for the
state’s functioning and are often the target of political coups. Security
protection consists of measures and activities to ensure timely and
preventive action if members of subversive groups or persons associated
with them initiate threatening activity against persons and objects that
are the subject of protection.

Security services focus their interest in the context of the fight
against political coups with unique methods and means to collect,
analyze, and evaluate information about coup activity. Information is
of key importance for preventive action and can relate to the intentions
of the coup plotters, available forces, organizational structure, influence
of foreign factors, etc. Collecting information about financial flows is
also important, especially foreign ones. Money can be delivered to
the country legally and illegally. Therefore, constant and coordinated
activity of state authorities is necessary to prevent this. We live in the
age of digitization; it is common knowledge how much the Internet and
social networks play in daily information. They can serve revolutionary
groups to mobilise, coordinate and connect them in the field, making this
information more important than the classic ways of informing through
printed newspapers and TV. That is why monitoring the Internet becomes
an important segment of security protection, and if it is necessary to
temporarily shut down certain services on the Internet, as China, Russia,
and Turkey do. It is known that during the elections in Montenegro in
2016, the “Viber” application was shut down as one of the most popular
communication applications (Purkovi¢ 2020).

FINAL CONSIDERATIONS

States strive to protect themselves from possible threats, including
political coups, with all available mechanisms. Therefore, political coups
are part of every criminal legislation as a specific incriminating activity.
The problem that the legislator has in this case is the inability to foresee
all the manifest forms of this threatening phenomenon. From a security
perspective, the problem of recognizing the manifest forms of political
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coups, no matter how pronounced, is the responsibility and task of the
security services, to which the holders of political power give very little
room for error. The role of security services in preventing political coups
is primarily focused on preventive action, where security services, using
unique means and methods, observe all security-interesting factors,
circumstances and phenomena to respond promptly. The initiators and
direct perpetrators of political coups seek to create a political and security
environment that will enable them to replace the ruling party or change
the constitutional order. This is why counterintelligence and security
services have a wide field of action and increasingly broad tactical and
strategic directions. Although the roles of security and counterintelligence
services in preventing coups can be viewed as separate categories in
actual circumstances, and due to the influence of numerous inclusive
carriers and forms of threat, preventing political coups is not possible
without the synergy of these two security segments.

Security and counterintelligence services are also complicated by
the increasing role of modern information and communication technologies
in the preparation phase of political coups and their implementation.
Therefore, security services must monitor and prevent all activities in
this area, regardless of whether information technologies are used for
cyber-attacks and disruption of essential functions of society and the
state or to spread propaganda content and recruit new supporters of the
coup. Cyber threats, as an important support for political coups, are
becoming increasingly sophisticated and destructive, and their application
is increasingly intensive and widespread, this area of security services
requires permanent organizational, personnel and planning adjustments.

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THE NEXUS BETWEEN HYBRID WARFARE
AND CONTEMPORARY TERRORISM

Resume

The paper’s topic is to examine the depth of the connection between
terrorism and hybrid warfare. Regardless of the current disagreements
among theorists as to whether ‘hybrid war’ is a modern form of warfare
or an ‘old phenomenon in a new guise,’” the fact is that this phenomenon
involves the application of various elements and components of hard
and soft power, through various non-violent and violent content, which
certainly includes terrorism, to destabilize the legal order, cultural and
value foundations of the attacked state and society. Considering that
previous research has considered terrorism only at the level of actors in
hybrid warfare and taking into account the complexity of the effects that
terrorist activity has on the state and society to which it is applied, there
is a need for a deeper examination of the place and role of this form of
political violence in hybrid warfare. In this regard, the research question
of this article relates to the connection between these two phenomena,
not only considering the actors but also the dimensions and phases
of the conduct of hybrid warfare. Hybrid warfare seeks out a state’s
weaknesses in the political, military, economic, social, infrastructure,
information, and other domains and conducts activities within these
dimensions using appropriate actors and tools. Terrorism, due to its
complex nature and wide-ranging effects, is a suitable activity carried
out by the state. Non-state actors of hybrid warfare, applying it with an
adequate degree of escalation in the phases of preparation, destabilization,
and coercion as the final phase, attacking critical infrastructure and other
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facilities with which they threaten the national economy, carrying out
operations as proxy forces, exploiting socio-cultural divisions in societies,
inserting themselves into migrant flows, placing and spreading specific
messages and proclamations in the media, the effects of which spill
over into various spheres of the attacked state. Through which forms
of manifestation and through which dimensions of conducting hybrid
warfare terrorism will be applied will depend on a multitude of different
circumstances. It is important to emphasize that this phenomenon cannot
be considered hybrid warfare without synchronization with other hybrid
content, primarily psychological propaganda, information actions, and
economic and political pressures. Only in synchronization with other
hybrid content does terrorism achieve its goal, which is reflected in the
weakening of defense capacities, the financial exhaustion of the country,
and the creation of a social crisis in society, i.e., as part of preparatory
operations for upcoming armed operations of a conventional nature.
Ultimately, it can be concluded that there is a deeper connection between
these two phenomena, not only through the well-known position that
terrorist organizations can be one of the actors of hybrid warfare and
that there is a possibility of common goals with other actors, but that a
more profound connection is achieved through numerous dimensions
and phases of conducting hybrid warfare.

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AUTHOR GUIDELINES

The academic journal The Policy of National Security publishes articles
that result from the latest theoretical and empirical research in the
field of political science. Authors should refer mainly to the results of
scientific research published in academic journals, primarily in political
science journals.

Manuscripts should be submitted in Serbian (Cyrillic script) with a
mandatory English translation or in English.

The journal is published three times a year. The deadlines for submitting
the manuscripts are February 1%, June 1%, and October 1*.

Two consecutive issues cannot contain articles written by the same
author, whether single-authored or co-authored.

Papers are submitted to the Editorial Board by uploading them to
the CEON platform using the following link: https://aseestant.ceon.
rs/index.php/pnb/login.

Authors are obliged to submit a signed and scanned declaration of
authorship when submitting their works. The declaration form can
be downloaded from the journal’s website: https://www.ips.ac.rs/
uputstvo-za-autore.php?id=5.

All submitted manuscripts are checked for plagiarism or auto-plagiarism.
Various forms of chat boxes and other artificial intelligence software
cannot be (co)authors of the papers under consideration. These tools can
only be used for stylistic language editing, not for writing sections of the
paper, and authors who use them are obliged to specify the purpose of
using such tools at the point where they are used.

Authors are required to provide their ORCID numbers along with their
(preferably) institutional email addresses, which they include in the
manuscript text in a footnote alongside their names and surnames.

Research articles can have up to 40,000 characters with spaces, including
footnotes. When counting the characters leave out the reference list.
Exceptionally, a monographic study can be larger in scope in accordance
with the provisions of the Rulebook on procedure, method of evaluation,
and quantitative presentation of scientific research results.

Reviews can have up to 15,000 characters with spaces.

Book reviews can have up to 10,000 characters with spaces.

CITING AND REFERENCING

The journal The Policy of National Security uses a partially modified
Chicago style of citation (17th edition of the Chicago Manual of Style),
which implies specifying bibliographic parentheses (brackets) according
to the author-date system in the text, as well as a list of references with
full bibliographic data after the text of the paper.

Data in bibliographic parentheses and the list of references should be
written in Latin script.

Below are the rules and examples for citing the bibliographic information
in the reference list and in the text. For each type of source, a citation
rule is given first, followed by an example of citation in the reference
list and bibliographic parenthesis.

The bibliographic parenthesis is usually set off at the end of the sentence,
before the punctuation mark. It contains the author’s surname, the year
of publication, and page numbers pointing to a specifically contextual
page or range of pages, as in the following example: (Mearsheimer
2001, 15-17).
