Critical infrastructure that ensures the functioning of
the state and society and ensures that the basic needs
of the population are met is increasingly exposed to
the effects of climate change, which is a particular
problem given its importance. Extreme climate
phenomena, land degradation, and environmental
disasters are increasingly leading to serious social
consequences, with critical infrastructure being
extremely vulnerable. Disruptions in the supply
of electricity, water, and food, the need to invest in
repairing the damage caused, increased risks to the
security of both the infrastructure itself and the wider
environment, and reduced community resilience
are just some of the consequences of endangering
critical infrastructure. In light of climate challenges,
investment in the protection and strengthening of the
resilience of critical infrastructure must be an integral
part of environmental policy, as a set of regulations
and measures aimed at protecting and preserving
the environment. The paper analyzes the correlation
between environmental policy and the resilience of
critical infrastructure from the perspective of climate
change, starting from the theoretical foundations of
environmental policy and the concept of resilience.
Special emphasis is given to assessing the vulnerability
of critical infrastructure in the context of climate-
related natural disasters, as well as the interdependence
of infrastructure systems that can lead to cascading
effects and systemic disruptions. The paper examines
the development of environmental policy, from
its institutionalization to the contemporary global
and European normative, strategic, and operational
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framework, including the 2030 Agenda, the Paris
Agreement, the Sendai Framework, and relevant
European Union policies. Through the analysis of
examples of good practice from different countries,
the paper highlights the importance of integrated and
preventive measures in the planning, construction,
and adaptation of infrastructure to climate risks. It
concludes that strengthening the resilience of critical
infrastructure is an effective instrument for reducing
risks, ensuring the uninterrupted provision of
essential services, and strengthening the security and
stability of society, and that it must be systematically
integrated into environmental policy and sustainable
development strategies.

ENERGY SECURITY AND SUSTAINABILITY IN
THE WESTERN BALKANS: CHALLENGES ON
THE PATH TOWARD GREEN TRANSITION

Abstract
Energy security, as an essential dimension of national
security, is deeply intertwined with economic, social,
and geopolitical dynamics and represents one of
the most pressing challenges facing the Western
Balkan region at both national and supranational
levels. At the national level, energy security is
strongly connected to political stability and economic
resilience, while at the supranational level, it is
tied to the region’s ongoing process of European
integration. The Western Balkans face a complex
and interdependent set of challenges in achieving
energy security and sustainability, situated within the
broader context of the European Union’s Green Deal
and the Green Agenda for the Western Balkans. This
paper examines the evolving relationship between
energy security, environmental sustainability, and
regional cooperation, noting how certain structural
and institutional limitations within the Western
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Balkan countries may slow the pace of the green
transition. The study identifies key vulnerabilities in
national energy systems while assessing the degree
of alignment with EU climate objectives and the
2050 carbon neutrality target. The findings reveal that
despite modest improvements in renewable energy
integration, the Western Balkan region remains
highly dependent on fossil fuels, particularly coal, and
vulnerable to fluctuations in energy imports, which
together hinder progress toward decarbonization
and long-term stability. Strengthening regional
cooperation mechanisms, alongside transparent and
predictable regulatory frameworks, emerges as a
prerequisite for advancing both energy security and
sustainability. The paper concludes that achieving the
2050 climate neutrality objective will remain highly
challenging for the Western Balkans unless regional
cooperation is significantly strengthened and aligned
with broader European efforts.

INTRODUCTION

In contemporary society, energy security and sustainable
development stand out as two essential pillars of global stability
and economic progress. According to the International Energy
Agency (2023), energy security refers to the uninterrupted
availability of energy sources at an affordable price, encompassing
both short-term resilience to supply disruptions and long-term
investments in sustainable energy infrastructure. Distinctly,
the concept of sustainable development, as defined in the
Brundtland Report (1987), emphasizes meeting the needs of the
present without compromising the ability of future generations
to meet their own, integrating three interdependent dimensions:
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environmental protection, economic viability, and social equity
(World Commission on Environment and Development 1987).
Thus, these two concepts are inherently connected: achieving
energy security through clean, low-carbon technologies is a
prerequisite for ensuring long-term sustainability in a climate-
constrained world. It is crucial to accentuate that the global
climate crisis is no longer a distant threat and, without immediate
action, the world risks failing to meet critical temperature targets.
Nonetheless, the international community still has the capacity
to accelerate climate action if it chooses to (United Nations
Environment Programme 2025).

International responses aimed at climate issues have
evolved over time, from the 1992 UN Conference on Environment
and Development and its emphasis on sustainable development
and prevention principles, to the 1997 Kyoto Protocol, which
introduced binding commitments but failed to achieve global
consensus due to non-ratification by key emitters (AreZina 2025,
220-224). The 2015 Paris Agreement marked a turning point,
establishing a legally binding framework for limiting global
temperature increases to below 2°C, with aspirational efforts
toward 1.5°C, and requiring all countries to submit nationally
determined contributions. Building on these global efforts, the
European Green Deal (European Commission 2019) elevated
climate ambition further, aiming to make the European Union
climate-neutral by 2050 through comprehensive policy integration
that decouples economic growth from greenhouse gas emissions.
This, in turn, directly influenced the formulation of the Green
Agenda for the Western Balkans, which represents a regional
adaptation of the European Green Deal.

To be exact, the Agenda seeks to align the region’s
environmental and energy policies with EU standards while
promoting sustainable development through the integration of
ecological, economic, and social dimensions, providing a strategic
roadmap for decarbonization and eventual EU integration
(European Commission 2020). However, empirical data indicate
that meeting these goals by 2050 will be particularly challenging
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for the Western Balkans. Persistent structural obstacles, including
high per capita CO: emissions and heavy reliance on coal,
continue to hinder progress (Vukadinovi¢ 2025). Furthermore,
limited institutional capacity and the slow modernization of
energy systems exacerbate the gap between policy commitments
and implementation. Ergo, these challenges highlight the
complexity of the region’s energy transition, demonstrating that
achieving both energy security and sustainability requires not only
technological solutions but also coordinated policy, institutional
reform, and regional cooperation.'

Thus, this paper examines the interrelated challenges
of achieving energy security and sustainability in the Western
Balkans within the broader framework of the green transition. By
analyzing the structural, institutional, and geopolitical dimensions
of this process, this paper attempts to identify key barriers and
policy opportunities, emphasizing the dual imperative of ensuring
energy reliability and environmental sustainability in a rapidly
changing regional and global context. The qualitative analysis
conducted in this research aims to highlight the complex obstacles
that hinder the Western Balkans’ progress toward sustainability.
The paper also seeks to indirectly appeal to political decision-
makers in the Western Balkans, emphasizing the necessity of
regional cooperation to achieve the ambitious goals of the Green
Agenda. The structure of this paper is divided into three sections:
the first examines structural and institutional barriers to the green
transition; the second explores the energy security dilemma; and
the third focuses on regional cooperation, including the social
dimension, with particular attention to the evolving discourse on
the just transition.

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STRUCTURAL AND INSTITUTIONAL BARRIERS TO
GREEN TRANSITION

In a time of global energy shifts and growing environmental
challenges, this region finds itself at a critical juncture. The
transition to a sustainable energy system is not merely a technical
or economic issue; it is a question of regional stability, economic
resilience, and social justice. While all countries have formally
adopted national energy and climate plans aligned with EU
objectives, enforcement remains inconsistent.? Serbia exemplifies
these challenges, as its progress reflects both meaningful steps
forward and areas where further alignment and enforcement
are still required. One of the meaningful steps forward are
depicted in the article “The Importance of Security Analytics
for Preserving Environmental and Energy Security”, where Vera
Arezina notes that the 2009 National Security Strategy situates
environmental protection within the sphere of general social
concerns, acknowledging its growing relevance primarily in the
context of post-conflict degradation and resource exploitation,
while the 2019 Strategy, integrates environmental issues into
the core of national security policy (Arezina 2025, 220). These
changes in national strategies indicate Serbia’s alignment with
contemporary global and European understandings of security,
where environmental risks are no longer peripheral but constitute
a fundamental component of national stability and long-term
development.

Moreover, Serbia has made progress in aligning with EU
renewable energy policies, notably through the Renewable Energy
Directive (RED II), by introducing mandatory certification for

2025a, 94). Furthermore, key institutional structures and strategic
oversight mechanisms, such as the Project Steering Committee and
Technical Advisory Bodies, remain underdeveloped, highlighting
a persistent gap between operational outputs and sustainable
governance necessary for full alignment with EU environmental
standards (United Nations Climate Change 2025).

The energy sector remains a central component of economic
development in the Western Balkans, yet it is largely dependent on
lignite-fired thermal power plants and aging hydropower facilities.
This structural reliance contributes to high carbon emissions, low
energy efficiency, and significant environmental pressures and
according to Knez, Strbac, and Podbregar (2022), the region’s
energy systems are particularly vulnerable to climate-related
impacts, such as reduced river flows, higher water temperatures,
and extreme weather events, all of which can disrupt electricity
generation, increase maintenance costs, and strain outdated
infrastructure. The authors also highlight that adaptive capacity
varies considerably among Western Balkan countries, reflecting
differences in governance effectiveness, economic stability, and
institutional strength, and point out that the transition toward
sustainable and secure energy systems in the Western Balkans

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remains constrained by deep-rooted structural and institutional
challenges (Knez, Strbac, and Podbregar 2022).

Despite growing political commitment to decarbonization,
the region continues to rely heavily on fossil fuels (particularly
coal) as the dominant energy source and cities such as: Novi Pazar,
Serbia (38.8), Bijelo Polje, Montenegro (32.4), Sarajevo, Bosnia
Hercegovina (30.8), Tetovo, North Macedonia (29.3) frequently
rank among the world’s most polluted, with outdated coal plants
and household heating systems exacerbating the issue (World Air
Quality Report 2024, 25)*. Despite pledges to reduce emissions,
tangible progress has been limited, and economic constraints
pose significant barriers to transitioning away from coal. On
another note, it is important to highlight that the challenges
of applying a universal decarbonization monitoring model
represent a significant institutional barrier to the green transition
in the Western Balkans. Radovanovi¢, Filipovi¢, Vukadinovi¢,
Trbojevi¢, and Podbregar (2022) emphasize that country-specific
conditions, governance structures, and economic contexts mean
that standardized EU monitoring frameworks may misrepresent
progress, potentially leading to unfair assessments, misallocation
of funds, and flawed policy decisions. Clearly, this is a real
problem: without adaptive governance and robust institutional
capacity, monitoring cannot accurately reflect national realities or
effectively support decarbonization efforts.

The Western Balkan countries face a challenging energy
transition, as previously noted, their electricity and heat
production still rely heavily on coal, making electricity-sector
reform a key priority, while renewable energy generation remains
low (Hribar et al. 2021). Moreover, several Southeast European
countries have not yet met the targets outlined in their strategic
documents. The former EU 20-20-20 targets (aiming to reduce

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emissions by 20%, increase the share of renewables to 20%, and
improve energy efficiency by 20%) illustrate the nature of these
commitments, though they have now been succeeded by the
EU’s 2030 climate and energy objectives (European Commission
2025b). Furthermore, Knez, Simi¢, Milovanovi¢, Starikova,
and Zupani¢ (2022) argue that increases in coal prices have the
largest negative impact on energy sustainability, that increases in
solar energy prices have the smallest effect (implying that price
changes affect developing countries more strongly), whereas
a country’s status as an energy exporter does not significantly
influence outcomes. Importantly, the authors highlight that
excessive increases in energy prices can push domestic consumers
into energy poverty, a factor that undermines sustainable energy
development and must be considered in policy design (Knez et
al. 2022).

On the other hand, Bojovi¢, Mrkonji¢, and Vukeli¢ (2024)
highlight that the Western Balkans possess substantial forest and
agroforestry resources with significant potential for clean energy,
yet these resources remain largely underutilized, and argue that
institutional barriers, including insufficient policies, planning, and
infrastructure for systematic biomass collection and utilization,
hinder the region’s transition to sustainable energy (Bojovic,
Mrkonji¢, and Vukeli¢ 2024, 68). Environmental finance in Bosnia
and Herzegovina is heavily concentrated in a few sectors, while
areas such as biodiversity, resource management, and chemical
safety remain largely neglected; moreover, nearly 40% of funding
comes in the form of loans, increasing the country’s indebtedness
and highlighting institutional and financial barriers to sustainable
development (Causevic et al. 2022). Additionally, projected
reductions in precipitation and the increase in the number of dry
days underscore how existing structural weaknesses (especially
inadequate water-resource governance, limited agricultural
resilience, and insufficient institutional preparedness) amplify
the Western Balkans’ exposure to climate risks. As Zupani¢,
Radi¢, and Podbregar (2021) emphasize, these climatic pressures
further threaten both biodiversity and the economic stability of
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agricultural communities, demonstrating that without stronger
alignment with EU policies, improved local risk-management
mechanisms, and more robust regional cooperation, institutional
barriers will continue to impede the region’s green transition
(Zupani¢, Radi¢, and Podbregar 2021).

Despite EU support and ambitious plans, the deployment
of renewable energy in the Western Balkans has been hindered
by administrative obstacles, outdated networks, unstable markets,
and limited technical readiness. Small hydropower plants, which
have received most EU funding, dominate new investments,
while (except for Albania) no large hydropower projects have
been completed in recent decades (Pavlakovi€ et al. 2021). This
underscores the need for structured decision-making frameworks
and stronger institutional capacity’. To overcome barriers and
accelerate the green transition in the region. Large segments
of the population in coal-dependent regions rely on traditional
energy industries for employment and local revenue, and as a
result, governments are frequently hesitant to phase out coal due
to potential social unrest, rising unemployment, and increased
energy poverty. Without comprehensive just transition measures
(including worker retraining, social protection, and targeted
regional development), the shift toward clean energy risks
deepening socioeconomic inequalities (Velicu and Barca 2020,
265).

THE WESTERN BALKANS ENERGY SECURITY
DILEMMA

Energy transition has become an arena of geopolitical
competition as much as an environmental necessity, while the
global reconfiguration of energy supply chains and the growing
asymmetry between developed and developing economies have
complicated the realization of green agendas (Blank 2022, 63).
The energy crisis of recent years has exposed the risks of over-
reliance on imports and the limitations of domestic production
capacities; hence, the success of green reforms depends not only
on domestic commitment but also on the stability of external
partnerships and the predictability of global energy markets
(BariSi¢ 2025a, 124). These challenges demonstrate that the
region’s transition cannot be isolated from broader geopolitical
realities. Thus, the Western Balkans occupy a vulnerable position,
caught between competing geopolitical influences and dependent
on external energy sources and technologies.

The European Union’s diversification strategy® represents
a central pillar of its broader vision for sustainable energy
security. By promoting renewable energy, reducing dependence
on external suppliers, and investing in interconnectivity, the EU
seeks to ensure both decarbonization and resilience (De Rosa et.al.
2022). For the Western Balkans, this strategy offers a long-term
framework for energy transition, but it also reveals a structural
paradox: while integration with the EU’s energy system is
intended to enhance security and sustainability, it simultaneously
exposes the region’s economic and technological vulnerabilities.
The adoption of the EU’s nineteenth sanctions package against the
Russian Federation, which includes a complete ban on Russian
liquefied natural gas (LNG) imports by 2026, carries profound

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implications for the Western Balkans (Council of the European
Union 2025). According to the text of the Decision, the Union
will “impose a prohibition on the purchase, import, or transfer,
directly or indirectly into the Union, of liquefied natural gas
originating or exported from Russia”. While this measure aligns
with the EU’s long-term objectives of energy independence and
climate neutrality, it simultaneously intensifies regional energy
insecurity (Barisi¢ 2025b).

The Western Balkans, which remain heavily dependent on
Russian gas and domestic coal, now face a strategic dilemma:
without access to affordable transitional fuels such as natural
gas, the region’s decarbonization process risks stagnation. In the
absence of viable alternatives, states may be compelled to increase
coal use as a short-term stabilization measure, undermining
both the Green Agenda for the Western Balkans and the EU’s
broader decarbonization goals. This dynamic highlights a critical
paradox at the heart of the EU’s diversification strategy. While
designed to enhance collective energy security, it inadvertently
exposes and deepens structural vulnerabilities within candidate
and neighbouring states that lack sufficient capacity for rapid
energy diversification. Even before the adoption of this sanctions
package, the Western Balkans’ energy landscape was already
marked by fragmentation and insufficient coordination. Equally,
as one of the EU’s most consequential climate policy instruments,
the Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism (CBAM) significantly
affects production costs and market access for Western Balkan
economies, creating strong incentives for alignment with the EU
Emissions Trading System (ETS) or the development of similar
carbon-pricing frameworks, an adjustment that is politically
sensitive, economically demanding, and institutionally complex
(Carbon Market Watch 2025).

This complex interplay between European integration
and regional fragility defines what may be termed the “Western
Balkans Energy Security Paradox”. Integration with the EU
energy framework is both necessary and destabilizing, necessary
because it provides access to long-term stability and modern
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energy governance, yet destabilizing because it exposes systemic
weaknesses rooted in the region’s economic and institutional
structure. Some states have taken modest steps toward aligning
with EU energy and climate objectives, while others have made
little to no progress in developing concrete decarbonization
pathways. Therefore, the EU’s latest Decision further complicates
the already fragile landscape. By restricting access to Russian gas
(a resource that still plays a stabilizing role in regional energy
systems), the measure not only undermines short-term national
strategies but also intensifies the ongoing collective action
problem among Western Balkan states.

Building on the discussion of the EU’s diversification and
regional energy security paradox, this section examines how the
Western Balkans’ energy transition is shaped by the structural logic
of the Prisoner’s Dilemma. It explores how dependency, limited
resources, and asymmetrical integration within the European
energy framework produce a systemic trap that hinders collective
progress toward sustainability. To be precise, the contemporary
energy predicament in the Western Balkans can be interpreted as
a geopolitical and economic version of the Prisoner’s Dilemma
(Axelrod 1984; Soroos 1994; Noll 1997; Stigka, Paravantis, and
Mihalakakou 2014). Each state in the region (Serbia, Bosnia
and Herzegovina, North Macedonia, Montenegro, and Albania)
faces the same strategic choice: to cooperate in the collective
transition toward sustainable energy sources, or to prioritize short-
term national stability by maintaining reliance on fossil fuels,
primarily coal and imported gas. The rational choice for each
actor, given economic and political constraints, is often to defect
rather than to cooperate. Yet, when all actors choose defection,
the regional outcome is suboptimal: prolonged dependence,
environmental degradation, and further delay in EU integration
processes.

The analysis in this paper draws on a review of (previously
addressed) relevant documents and available data, providing a
structured qualitative perspective on the implementation of the
Green Agenda across Western Balkan countries. To facilitate
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comparison, a Scoring Legend was developed, evaluating three
key parameters: (1) National Green Effort, which considers the
strategies and policies each country has adopted toward the
Green Agenda; (2) Risk of Defection, reflecting a game-theory
perspective and the likelihood that a country may prioritize
national interests over collaborative regional strategies; and (3)
EU Integration Process, measuring the level of progress in aligning
with European Union energy and environmental standards.

In the first section of this paper, the assessment of national
efforts across the Western Balkan countries relied on insights
derived from recent academic research, which served as indicative
measures of each state’s progress in key areas of the green
transition. In contrast, the analysis of EU integration trajectories
is grounded in the framework of the Reform and Growth Facility
for the Western Balkans’, which provides a systematic and policy-
relevant basis for evaluating each country’s alignment with EU
requirements (European Commission 2025b).

The scope of energy security in the Western Balkans is
exceptionally broad and can be examined through multiple
analytical lenses. One possible approach, adopted in this paper,
is the use of the Prisoner’s Dilemma as a conceptual framework
for understanding strategic behavior among states. Although the
limited scope of this study does not allow for a full mathematical
application of game-theoretical modeling, the logic of the
Prisoner’s Dilemma nevertheless provides a valuable foundation
for future research on regional energy security and sustainability.
Regarding the results for the National Green Effort parameter,
none of the Western Balkan countries achieved the highest score
of 5. As demonstrated in the first section, all states face significant
structural and institutional barriers that constrain progress in the
green transition. Broadly speaking, most countries converge
around a score of 3, reflecting the fact that their efforts to date have
been driven primarily by formal alignment with EU legislative
and regulatory requirements. However, as highlighted earlier,
some states exhibit slightly more substantial advancements in
specific areas, indicating differentiated but still moderate levels
of commitment and implementation across the region. In short,
the conceptual scoring underscores that without strengthened
trust, shared governance mechanisms, and targeted EU support,
the Western Balkans are likely to remain trapped in a suboptimal
equilibrium, one marked by limited green progress, high
vulnerability to external shocks, and delayed decarbonization.

The qualitative interpretation of the energy security
dilemma demonstrates that addressing energy security and the
green transition in the Western Balkans requires both structural
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reforms and processes of meaningful deliberation. The solution
proposed to address this problem draws on Jiirgen Habermas’s
theory of communicative action, and it is subsumed by the concept
of deliberative legitimacy, understood as the ‘“non-coerced
commitment of an actor to obey a norm adopted on the basis of
the criteria and rules reached through a process of communicative
action” (Bjola 2005). Habermas’s framework introduces two
key concepts: first, communicative rationality, which critically
examines assumptions while resisting purely instrumental
reasoning; and second, a two-level model of society that links
the “lifeworld” with the “system” (Chriss 2022). Drawing
on Habermas’s theory of communicative action, it becomes
evident that sustainable solutions depend not only on technical
and economic measures, such as investing in renewable energy
and improving efficiency, but also on creating mechanisms for
deliberative legitimacy, in which actors commit to shared norms
through reasoned, non-coerced dialogue.

Advancing the Green Agenda in the Western Balkans
requires a perspective that goes beyond national energy security
to encompass broader sustainability challenges. Habermas’s
framework of communicative action highlights that meaningful
progress depends on aligning institutional systems with the
lifeworld: policies and regulations must be informed by inclusive
dialogue, regional cooperation, and shared understanding
among stakeholders. Climate change, resource scarcity, and
environmental degradation present challenges that cannot be
addressed in isolation; the region’s transition toward renewable
energy, circular economy practices, and sustainable development
must be coordinated and collectively implemented. Overcoming
this paradox requires building credible mechanisms of trust and
reciprocity among Western Balkan states, supported by consistent
EU engagement and investment. Only through a cooperative
approach, one that recognizes mutual interdependence rather
than competition, can the region move beyond the logic of the
Prisoner’s Dilemma and approach a genuinely sustainable and
secure energy future.
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But then again, it could be argued that within the regional
dynamics of the Western Balkans, the persistence of the Prisoner’s
Dilemma exemplifies a predominantly /-/#* Orientation, where
states relate to one another as instrumental entities within a matrix
of strategic calculation and conditional trust (Wittwer 2025).
Such interactional logic, rooted in self-interest and securitized
rationality, inhibits the emergence of genuine regional solidarity.
Here is where Martin Buber’s dialogical philosophy offers a
critical reconfiguration of this paradigm: the [~Thou relation
introduces an ethical dimension of reciprocity that transcends
utilitarian exchange and acknowledges the intrinsic worth of
the other (Mendes-Flohr 2025). Applied to inter-state relations,
this framework implies that durable cooperation cannot be
achieved solely through institutional incentives or rational choice
mechanisms, but through the cultivation of mutual recognition and
dialogical trust. In this sense, the /-Thou encounter represents not
a utopian ideal, but a necessary ontological shift, from a logic of
strategic coexistence to one of relational coexistence, capable of
reorienting the Western Balkans toward authentic and sustainable
integration.

REGIONAL COOPERATION AND THE SOCIAL
DIMENSION OF THE JUST TRANSITION

Achieving a sustainable green transition in the Western
Balkans requires not only technological and infrastructural
investment but also a socially inclusive approach that mitigates
the economic and social costs of decarbonization. The European
Union has reinforced this approach through several strategic

funding mechanisms, which serve both as incentives and support
structures for countries in the region. For example, recent revisions
to the InvestEU programme have focused on strengthening its
financial and administrative effectiveness. The revised Regulation
increases the size of the EU guarantee by €2.9 billion, raising
it from €26.2 billion to €29.1 billion, while also facilitating
the combined use of the InvestEU guarantee with remaining
capacity from legacy instruments, including the European Fund
for Strategic Investments, the Connecting Europe Facility debt
instrument, and the InnovFin debt facility supporting research
and innovation. In addition to reinforcing financial capacity, the
revised framework seeks to reduce the administrative burden
for implementing partners, financial intermediaries, and final
recipients, with estimated cost savings of approximately €350
million. This simplification is achieved, inter alia, through a
revised definition of small and medium-sized enterprises and a
reduction in reporting requirements for small-scale operations not
exceeding €300,000 (Council of the European Union 2025).

The Just Transition Mechanism (JTM) emphasizes the need
to support communities dependent on carbon-intensive sectors
during the shift to cleaner economies (Komljenovi¢ 2022). As
Komljenovi¢ (2022, 5) notes, “in 2020 the Polish coal region
provided the initiative to ensure that those affected by the transition
are socially included, as well as repurposing post-industrial and
post-mining regions with new environmental purposes”. This
example illustrates that institutional mechanisms and targeted
financial support are crucial for managing structural and social
vulnerabilities in energy-dependent regions, a lesson directly
applicable to the Western Balkans. Furthermore, the importance
of integrating social equity into climate and energy transitions
was recently reaffirmed in the Doha Political Declaration (United
Nations 2025), that a socially just transition requires robust
measures to ensure decent work, equitable access to education and
skills development, and comprehensive social protection systems,
highlighting the importance of labor rights, gender equality,
and social dialogue as key mechanisms to foster inclusion and
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cohesion during economic and environmental transformations.
Therefore, by integrating these social dimensions, the Declaration
underscores that a Just Transition must balance environmental
sustainability with the protection and empowerment of all
members of society. The shift toward a low-carbon economy
necessitates a focus on social justice, ensuring that workers
and communities dependent on fossil fuel industries are not left
behind. However, the development of green jobs in the Western
Balkans has been slow. The region’s economic constraints and
delayed implementation of National Energy and Climate Plans
(NECPs) have hindered the creation of sustainable employment
opportunities in renewable energy sectors. For instance, as of
December 2024, only Serbia had adopted its NECP, while other
countries lagged, reflecting a lack of political will and strategic
planning essential for fostering green job growth (Todorovié
2024).

No country can achieve energy transition in isolation.
Hence, regional cooperation is crucial in optimizing energy
production, enhancing grid connectivity, and fostering cross-
border investment in renewable energy. Strengthening energy
networks and market integration will contribute to energy security,
affordability, and resilience against external shocks. For example,
the Open Balkan Initiative’ and other regional platforms could
provide a foundation for enhanced collaboration in energy policy.
However, these efforts must be reinforced with concrete action,
shared commitments, and aligned national strategies. The EU’s
flagship investments in renewable energy, coal transition, and
digital infrastructure under the Green Agenda further highlight
the necessity of joint efforts. For the Western Balkans, these
mechanisms provide a financial and policy framework to support
national initiatives in energy efficiency, renewable energy

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deployment, and green infrastructure. However, the effectiveness
of these instruments is contingent upon regional coordination and
adherence to agreed objectives. As highlighted in the previous
section of this paper, the fragmented nature of national strategies in
the region perpetuates the Prisoner’s Dilemma, where individual
countries may hesitate to invest or coordinate without assurance
that neighbours will reciprocate.

In this sense, a just transition in the Western Balkans is
both a technical and political challenge: it requires leveraging
EU financial instruments, fostering regional cooperation, and
balancing short-term national interests against the long-term
collective benefits of a sustainable and socially equitable green
transition. While structural and institutional barriers hinder the
green transition, addressing the social dimension is equally critical
to ensure a sustainable and equitable outcome. The concept of
Just Transition emphasizes minimizing the social and economic
costs of decarbonization, particularly for communities historically
dependent on fossil fuel industries. In the Western Balkans,
coal-dependent regions in Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, and
North Macedonia face significant employment risks, economic
disruption, and potential energy poverty (Jelisavac TroSi¢
and Arnaudov 2023, Mufti¢ Dedovi¢ et al. 2025, Trbojevic,
Jovanovi¢, and Purdevi¢ 2024). Without targeted policies, these
communities could bear the brunt of the transition, creating
political and social resistance to sustainability initiatives. Energy
justice complements the notion of just transition by framing energy
access, affordability, and environmental impacts as matters of
social equity. In other words, a successful transition is not solely
a matter of decarbonization; it must integrate energy security,
sustainability, and social equity, ensuring that no community or
state is left behind.

CONCLUSION

This paper highlights that one of the region’s most pressing
issues is its continued reliance on fossil fuels. The energy mix
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in the Western Balkans remains heavily dominated by coal,
which not only harms the environment but also limits economic
diversification. Transitioning away from fossil fuels requires
substantial investments, policy reforms, and a clear strategic
vision. The region remains heavily reliant on coal for energy
production, contributing to severe air pollution. As previously
mentioned, cities in the region frequently rank among the
world’s most polluted, with outdated coal plants and household
heating systems exacerbating the issue. This pollution not only
endangers public health but also hampers prospects for European
Union membership, as adherence to stricter emission standards
is a prerequisite for accession. Despite pledges to reduce
emissions, tangible progress has been limited, and economic
constraints pose significant barriers to transitioning away from
coal. Namely, due to internal economic and social constraints,
it is not in actuality cost-effective for any of the Western Balkan
countries to fully implement EU green policies. More specifically,
consistent implementation of the EU Green Agenda could inflict
a substantial blow on the long-term standard of living of the
broadest segments of the population. The Western Balkans faces
challenges not only related to employment in coal-dependent
industries, but even more so in private households that rely on
cheap and low-quality coal, even if members of such households
may work in the green economy. This predicament constitutes an
additional dilemma, which could possibly be addressed in one of
two ways: either the EU drastically increases funding to support
poor Balkan households in transitioning to cleaner, albeit more
expensive, energy sources, or the Balkan countries themselves
(or in coordinated regional efforts) raise the standard of living of
their populations to a level that reduces dependence on polluting
energy sources.

In a perfectly cooperative framework, regional states and
the EU would coordinate a just and gradual transition, sharing
technological resources, financial mechanisms, and risk-
mitigation strategies, except that the asymmetry of capabilities
and obligations incentivizes unilateral survival strategies. The
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risk of each country, acting in its own perceived best interest,
could undermine the collective goal, and the aggregated outcome
is regional stagnation: no actor moves significantly forward, and
all remain bound by inherited vulnerabilities. At a deeper level,
this structural entrapment reflects the tension between agency
and constraint described in contemporary social theory. This
situation strikingly resembles the classic film My Dinner with
André, in which André Gregory metaphorically likens New York
to a “self-built prison” of routine and comfort. The resemblance
is remarkable, as the film vividly illustrates how individuals
can become trapped in habitual patterns, mirroring broader
sociological and philosophical perspectives on modern constraints
(see also Habermas 1984; Giddens 1991). Effective transition to
sustainability requires trust in institutions, in regional cooperation,
and in the fairness of European mechanisms. Yet, as illustrated by
the Prisoner’s Dilemma in this paper, “trust” is precisely what is
lacking: rational choices favor self-preservation over collective
action. The Western Balkans’ path toward a green transition is
thus caught between necessity and aspiration, dependence and
autonomy, fear and freedom. It is a regional system that behaves
like André’s dinner table conversation: intellectually aware of the
prison it inhabits, yet unable to escape it without a shared “leap of
faith”. The resolution of this dilemma, whether through renewed
investment, deeper integration, or new forms of regional mini-
lateral cooperation, will determine whether the Western Balkans
remain observers of Europe’s green future or become active
participants in its realization.

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Resume
The authors of this paper examine the ways in which
the media in Serbia have reported on environmental
issues, with the aim of identifying their frequency,
content structure, and dominant themes in the
headlines of print newspapers and online news portals.
The relevance of the selected topic is grounded in
public opinion research, which has consistently
demonstrated a growing level of public interest in
issues related to environmental degradation. In other
words, environmental problems, climate change,
and energy transitions — albeit in different forms
and to varying degrees — have gained increasing
prominence within the Serbian public sphere.
Accordingly, a content analysis was conducted on a
sample of articles published in various print media
outlets and online portals over the period from 2015
to 2025. The selected time frame enabled insight into
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the longitudinal relevance of these issues for mass
media, reflected in the number of headlines, but also
a better understanding of the broader ecological and
economic context (the planning of mini-hydropower
plant construction, air pollution, the announcement of
various mining projects, etc.). The analysis is limited
to headlines as the primary carriers of information,
given their role in directing readers’ attention in
line with their interests. A mixed-methods approach
combining quantitative and qualitative analysis
was employed in order to capture a broader range
of characteristics of media discourse, such as the
representation of various environmental issues, the
style of reporting, and its informational value, and the
presence of critical or sensationalist framing.

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SOCIO-POLITICAL FACTORS IN THE DEVELOPMENT

OF GREEN POLITICAL PARTIES IN SERBIA

Resume
This paper examines how institutional (electoral)
design, in interaction with party strategies and the
broader social context, shapes the parliamentary
affirmation of green political parties in Serbia. Drawing
on contemporary approaches that do not interpret
the development of issue-oriented parties through
institutional determinism, but rather through the
interplay of structural rules, strategic positioning, and
social mobilization, the study analyzes the role of the
proportional electoral system as one of the dominant
factors of their political relevance. Particular attention
is devoted to the elements of electoral engineering
in Serbia—a single nationwide electoral district,
the electoral threshold, the D’Hondt formula, and
closed party lists—and their cumulative effects under
conditions of post-transitional party competition. The
empirical analysis covers electoral processes and key
reforms of electoral legislation in the period 1990-
2023, with particular emphasis on the introduction
of the proportional representation system in 1992.
The methodology combines quantitative analysis of
disproportionality and party system fragmentation
(the Gallagher Index and the Effective Number of
Parties Index) with qualitative analysis of coalition
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strategies, processes of institutionalization, and
contextual social conflicts that enabled the political
articulation of green issues. The findings indicate that
the proportional electoral system in Serbia provides
structural opportunities for the entry of green political
parties into parliament, but that their sustained
parliamentary relevance depends on the ability of
green actors to strategically consolidate support
and politically articulate social and environmental
conflicts. The paper thus demonstrates that the rise
of green actors is the result of the interaction between
institutional rules, their quantitative effects, and
strategic agency within a specific social context.

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Resume
This paper examines whether the perception of a
Russian threat can serve as a unifying force for the
European Union (EU) in the field of security and
defense. Triggered by Russia’s invasion of Ukraine,
European political discourse has increasingly framed
Moscow as an aggressive and expansionist power
posing a continental-scale danger. This narrative,
vividly articulated by French President Emmanuel
Macron’s depiction of Russia as an “ogre at Europe’s
doorstep,” has been used to justify accelerated
militarization, deeper defense integration, and
renewed calls for European strategic autonomy
independent of the United States. The paper critically
reassesses these assumptions. The central argument
is that emphasizing the Russian threat is insufficient
to generate a cohesive and unified European defense
policy. The analysis proceeds along two main lines.
First, it questions the credibility of portraying Russia
as an existential threat to the entire European security
architecture. Second, it demonstrates that Russia’s
actions do not generate uniform levels of concern
across EU member states due to divergent threat
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perceptions and particular interests. The theoretical
framework is grounded in realism, primarily Stephen
Walt’s theory of the balance of threat and Randall
Schweller’s theory of the balance of interests. The
balance of threat approach highlights that states
respond not simply to power but to a combination of
aggregate capabilities, geographic proximity, offensive
capabilities, and perceived intentions. Applying these
criteria shows that while Russia remains a major
power with significant military capacity — especially
in nuclear weapons — its overall resources lag
behind the combined economic, demographic, and
military capacities of the EU. The war in Ukraine has
further exposed the limits of Russian conventional
power: despite four years of fighting, Russia has
failed to secure a decisive victory, indicating that
its offensive capabilities were widely overestimated
prior to the invasion. Consequently, Russia does not
constitute a potential European hegemon comparable
to the Soviet Union during the Cold War. Threat
perception within Europe also varies significantly.
States geographically closer to Russia often perceive
Moscow as a far greater danger than Southern and
Western European countries. Public opinion data
confirms that proximity strongly correlates with
threat perception, undermining the idea of a shared,
continent-wide sense of existential danger. In the
absence of'a unifying threat of hegemonic proportions,
divergent interests within the EU become more
salient. Here, Schweller’s balance of interests theory
is particularly useful. The paper argues that several
EU member states and political movements behave
as “jackals”: actors dissatisfied with certain aspects
of the status quo but unwilling to accept the costs
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and risks of radical change. This dynamic is visible
in the rise of sovereigntist and populist forces that
resist further supranational integration, especially in
sensitive areas such as defense and security. These
trends weaken political support for a genuinely
integrated European defense. At the same time,
uncertainty about the future of transatlantic relations
complicates European strategic choices. Although
concerns about declining U.S. commitment —
especially after Donald Trump’s return to the White
House — have intensified calls for autonomy, most
European states still prioritize preserving the NATO
framework and American security guarantees over
assuming full responsibility for continental defense.
The paper concludes that the war in Ukraine has not
fundamentally transformed the EU into a cohesive
strategic actor. Russia represents a serious but limited
challenge rather than an existential threat to Europe
as a whole. Without such a unifying danger, internal
divisions, competing national interests, and continued
reliance on the United States will continue to obstruct
the development of a unified European defense and
genuine strategic autonomy.

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Abstract
The article examines how the European Union’s
post-2022 security approach and discourse redefine
the meaning of peace through the emergence of what
i1s conceptualised in the paper as strategic peace.
Building on critical peace scholarship, the article
argues that strategic peace represents a discursive
synthesis of peace and deterrence, in which peace is
no longer understood as the opposite of militarization
but as something sustained through it. Through a
content analysis of major EU strategies and the
discourse within them, the article shows how Russia
was framed as an existential threat to European
stability despite its arguably limited direct military
risk, legitimizing increased defense spending, NATO
expansion, and thus a further militarization of the EU.
This reframing of peace allows EU member states to
militarize while maintaining a positive self-image of
normative peacefulness, presenting military spending
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and strategic alignment as peace-preserving. Strategic
peace is conceptualized as a broader transformation
from liberal, cooperative notions of peace toward
a deterrence-based understanding that normalizes
militarization as necessary for European peace and
security.

INTRODUCTION

The European Union’s (EU) security and defence policies
have experienced a notable transformation after 2022, marked
by a rapid increase in militarization and a corresponding change
in the way peace and security are framed in official discourse.
These developments emerged and are justified in response to the
perceived threat posed by Russia, as well as to a more general
context of increased geopolitical instability. In such a context,
the EU has increasingly presented military preparedness, defence
integration, and strategic alignment as necessary and responsible
measures for preserving peace in Europe. Rather than being
portrayed as a departure from its established identity as a peace-
oriented actor, this turn has been discursively framed by the
EU as a continuation of its commitment to peace and stability.
Furthermore, in such a framework, militarization is not presented
as an alternative to peace but as its precondition, with peace
increasingly articulated not as pacifist neutrality or as a product
of norms and cooperation but as something that must be actively
sustained through deterrence, readiness, and strategic alignment.
This leads to a research puzzle of how increasing militarization
is being reconciled with the EU’s continued self-presentation
as a peaceful actor. This leads to the question of how peace is
reframed in EU military security discourse so that it can persist
alongside militarization. The expectation is that peace would
be increasingly framed in high-level EU strategic and security
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discourse as dependent on military deterrence and capacity, so that
militarization will be justified as peace-affirming and necessary
without fully abandoning earlier framings of the EU’s peaceful
character.

In the article, this transformation is examined through the
framework of critical peace theory by analysing how official EU
strategic documents redefine peace and its conditions, focusing
on the emergence of what is conceptualised in the paper as a
»Strategic peace®. Unlike liberal peace which prioritises civilian
cooperation and institutionalised norms (Mac Ginty 2025), or
explicitly militarised peace which is based on military dominance
(Richmond 2025b), strategic peace is conceptualised here as a
discursive synthesis in which peace remains a normative goal
while being framed as dependent on military deterrence and
strategic alignment, allowing militarisation to be justified while
preserving a self-image of normative peacefulness. Therefore, the
analysis that the article provides focuses on whether and how peace
language is coupled with defence and deterrence language in major
EU strategic documents, and through which increased defence
spending, closer military cooperation, and strategic alignment are
framed as peace-preserving acts. Peace thus becomes established
through strategic and military means, diverging from the EU’s
traditional liberal internationalist approach centred on cooperation
and normative diffusion. Militarisation is understood in the article
as the increased normalisation of defence spending and references
to the increasing need for military power, examined through the
content of EU strategic texts rather than actual military capacity.

The EU’s turntowards geopolitics has already been examined
in the scientific literature, and leading EU politicians are urging the
Union to develop into a geopolitical power (Macron 2026). Less
attention has been placed on how peace itself is being redefined
in order to legitimise these developments. By focusing on the
content of the EU’s strategic documents and policy frameworks
and their relation to peace in the current geopolitical context, the
article contributes to debates on the EU’s geopolitical role and to
critical peace scholarship by conceptualising strategic peace as a
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framework through which militarisation is made compatible with
a peace-oriented identity, and by which this peaceful identity is
even maintained through recourse to militarisation. The concept
of Strategic peace is developed in the article in order to examine
this change of the EU’s policy and normative approach, emerging
through a synthesis of recent critical peace scholarship and an
interpretative analysis of EU strategic texts. The empirical section
consists of a qualitative content analysis of EU strategic documents
and policies over the past decades, interpretatively examining
how peace is conceptualised and framed in relation to defence
and deterrence, and conducted within a critical peace framework.
The article starts with a literature review on the EU’s changing
geopolitical role and its presentation of this change, followed
by a theoretical framing on the problems and questions raised
by the paper through the lens of critical peace theory, followed
by a conceptualisation of the concept of Strategic Peace and an
empirical section which provides evidence for its existence.

THE EU’S CHANGING GEOPOLITICAL ROLE AND
THE TRANSFORMATION OF ITS PEACE IDENTITY

The focus of the following review is the examination of
scholarship on the EU’s evolving geopolitical and security role,
with particular attention to how the Union’s peace-actor identity is
treated in this literature. The recent evolution of EU security and
defence policy has been conceptualized by Hoeffler et al through
the notion of a prolonged polycrisis, conceived as a sequence of
overlapping economic, political, and security shocks that have
gradually reshaped EU competences in uneven ways. They note
that the EU has faced successive crises, but that earlier security
shocks failed to generate a shared perception of an existential threat
across the Union as member states disagreed on how to respond,
resulting in paralysis within its security decision-making. They
argue that the initial conflict in Ukraine in 2014 enabled increased
EU security and defence competences through the framing of an
external existential crisis, which produced a shared perception of
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threat and enabled increased defence spending and coordination
(Hoeffler, Hofmann, and Mérand 2024). Costa and Barbé mark the
2022 deterioration as a turning point, after which the EU adopted
unprecedented measures in defence cooperation and military
assistance, forcing a change from crisis management and external
stabilization toward territorial defence. They note that even in
this increased focus on military defence, strategic autonomy
was portrayed as unrealistic due to the EU’s security reliance
on NATO, which was reaffirmed as the primary framework for
defence (Costa and Barbé 2023). This would make the outbreak
of conflict in Europe the initial justification for a transformation
of the EU’s peaceful self-presentation.

Cross et al treat the conflict in Ukraine as a critical case for
the EU exercising power under conditions of international crisis
and within an international system marked by growing instability
and a weakened liberal order. They noticed that the conflict
marked a strong influence of external structural conditions on
EU decision-making, which had to overcome its fragmentation to
exercise power coherently and together with a peaceful normative
framing (Cross and Karolewski 2016). Helwig likewise frames
the conflict in Ukraine as exposing the gap between EU ambitions
for strategic autonomy and continued military dependence on
NATO, considering autonomy to be the capacity to act within
interdependence rather than full independence. He argues that
the conflict revealed both structural constraints and a need for
increased EU agency, such as expanded defence cooperation,
which resulted from it (Helwig 2023).

Hékansson connects the increasingly geopolitical role of
the EU to European integration and institutional consolidation,
which have historically advanced through crises. He argues that
the conflict in Ukraine should produce far-reaching defence
integration, while accelerating an ongoing process through
which the European Commission has expanded its political and
practical role and emerged as a more explicitly geopolitical actor.
He describes the crisis as creating an opportunity that enabled
the Commission to strengthen its mandate in relation to defence-
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related initiatives, despite defence remaining a sensitive policy
area (Hakansson 2024). Bosse focuses on the evolution of member
states’ security interests, also noting that while the 2014 conflict
in Ukraine did not fundamentally alter security preferences, the
2022 escalation caused a significant reformulation of interests,
enabling consensus on unprecedented measures framed through
values-based norms, including international law, sovereignty,
solidarity, and responsibility toward Europeans, marking a change
toward a more community-based understanding of EU identity
(Bosse 2022). This transformation of the EU’s self-presentation
as a more defensive and active actor was enabled by an internal
transformation of public opinion, which increasingly supported
defence-related policy and investment, providing motivation for
a continuation of this approach (Thomson et al. 2023).

Browning argues in relation to the EU’s geopolitical identity
thatitshould notbe understood as anaive or post-geopolitical actor,
but as one that has, in fact, long engaged in geopolitical practices
aimed at ordering space beyond its borders through non-military
means. He places its geopolitical role in the ability to influence
political, economic, and normative alignments, and connects these
practices to the EU’s pursuit of ontological security, understood
as the need to maintain a stable sense of self-identity and order.
He notes that Russia is presented by the EU as an ontological
challenge as it rejects the EU’s universalist claims and advances
a competing geopolitical vision (Browning 2018). Sperling and
Webber consider the EU to have used the crisis emerging from
the conflict in order to consolidate and expand policies designed
to mitigate perceived threats and reinforce security governance.
They focus on how the EU legitimises collective responses by
threat framing, allowing it to implement security and defence
policies across internal and external domains, supported by its
official discourse, which reframes the EU as an active actor in
security and defence governance (Sperling and Webber 2019).

Wagnsson and Hellman examine this change in self-
presentation by linking the EU’s normative power not only
to policy choices but to modes of communication, arguing
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that representing others in non-antagonistic terms is central to
maintaining a normative role. They argue that the EU’s response
to Russian official discourse generated a tension between a
discourse emphasizing unity and dialogue, articulated by the
High Representative, and a more antagonistic and security-based
discourse associated with its strategic communication, reflecting
a shift toward a defensive posture (Wagnsson and Hellman
2018). The evolution of the EU’s peace narrative into a peace
and security narrative required military security practices to be
embedded within an established peace identity to sustain internal
cohesion and external legitimacy. This logic was formalized in
the Treaty of Lisbon, which described peace as both an internal
condition and an external objective grounded in international
law, and enabled its instrumentalization in EU foreign policy
through strategic narratives (Chaban et al. 2017). Smith argues
that the EU’s earlier pursuit of peace through peaceful means was
caused by its general avoidance of strategic approaches, but that
the Global Strategy marks a departure from these earlier civilian
and normative self-conceptions by foregrounding defence and
military capability in a more pessimistic and security-oriented
assessment of the international environment (Smith 2017).

Tocci notices that EU policymakers increasingly recognized
that the EU could no longer assume a benign international
environment or rely solely on norm diffusion and Europeanisation,
but that they increasingly turned towards increasing the Union’s
resilience He presents resilience as a pragmatic middle ground
between over-ambitious liberal peacebuilding and narrowly
defined stability, allowing the EU to retain normative objectives
related to peace, democracy, and rights while acknowledging
the inevitability of crises, although in practice the concept has
often been associated with a more security-focused foreign policy
(Tocci 2019). Hékansson also examines how earlier geopolitical
crises had already expanded the EU’s role in security and defence
cooperation, and that increased support from member states
enabled the Commission to gain influence in a traditionally
intergovernmental policy field and to mobilise greater resources
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for the purposes of defence (Hakansson 2021). Tian et al note
that the post-2022 period has accordingly seen unprecedented
increases in European military expenditure, with shifts in
threat perception being a key cause of this. He argues that the
sharp rise of European militarisation is often justified through
narratives of deterrence, NATO burden-sharing, and fundamental
changes in the security environment (Tian et al. 2023). Pogodda
et al. also argue that the earlier EU standard response to crises,
which was aimed at management and normative peacebuilding
ambitions, was shifted towards containment, stabilization, and
military-security oriented approaches (Pogodda, Mac Ginty, and
Richmond 2021).

Maurer, Whitman, and Wright describe the EU’s response
to the 2022 conflict as unusually rapid and coherent, sustained by
a shared norm of collective responsibility that obliges member
states to act together despite differences in capacity and national
constraints. This norm enabled the use of the European Peace
Facility for large-scale military support, framed as a foreign
policy decision rather than a defence commitment (Maurer,
Whitman, and Wright 2023). This further shift towards a greater
focus on military security and a geopolitical role appears to have
persisted alongside earlier normative commitments, at least
nominally. In relation to that, Cardwell and Moret argue that
the EU has begun to translate its economic power into political
influence and to use this power more directly in order to achieve
its goals related to peace and security (Cardwell and Moret
2023). Schimmelfennig connects this change to the process of
European integration, which he frames within a changing external
environment, arguing that military vulnerability and geopolitical
instability have generated pressures toward stronger borders. He
argues the EU uses more assertive geopolitical discourse and
increased investment in border control and defence cooperation,
while leaving the direction of integration open (Schimmelfennig
2021). Anghel and Dzanki¢ likewise connect the policy changes
caused by the conflict to changes in EU enlargement, arguing that
the renewed momentum on enlargement followed a security logic
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whereby enlargement became a process related to security rather
than normative alignment. They argue that enlargement itself
has become a geopolitical process that maintains EU security,
prioritising stability over transformation (Anghel and Dzanki¢
2023). These changes imply that increased interest in geopolitical
power achieved through military security increasingly permeates
all aspects of EU foreign policy.

Tocci considers that the approach of principled pragmatism
has been inherent in EU strategies since 2003, whereby the
EU began to prioritize its own internal security rather than
prioritising normative convergence, recognizing that the
existence of existential threats requires a more actionable and
implementation-focused strategy that integrates defence and
strategic communication while avoiding the language of robust
military intervention (Tocci 2017). Helwig and Sinkkonen
examine the EU’s increasing focus on strategic autonomy within
a changing international environment characterised by great
power rivalry, the weakening of the rules-based international
order, and intensified economic competition, presenting it as
the principal framework through which the EU now articulates
responses in foreign, security, and defence policy. They note
that the resulting increased defence spending carries the threat
that a more hardened EU risks undermining its normative appeal
(Helwig and Sinkkonen 2022).

Hékansson connects this to ambitions to strengthen
European defence cooperation and protect Europe militarily,
showing how security developments enabled its executive to
expand its role by increasing its activity, building coalitions,
and incorporating NATO standards into EU frameworks despite
internal contestation (Hékansson 2023). Bergmann and Miiller
likewise frame these developments within a longer pattern of
incremental reform in the EUys security and defense policy,
arguing that repeated crises generated functional pressures that
led to increased funding for military equipment outside the EU
budget while preserving strong safeguards due to persistent
member state divisions (Bergmann and Miiller 2021). This
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would imply that increased defence spending and prioritization
of military security have been ongoing even before the conflict
in Ukraine, but that it provided a normative justification for
it post hoc. Genschel argues that the absence of an existential
security challenge historically constrained centralisation in areas
such as defence integration in the EU, which the conflict in 2022
provided. He argues that this external threat reduced opposition
to increased defence integration and muted internal conflict. He
adds that these dynamics depend on the symmetry and immediacy
of perceived threat (Genschel 2022).

CONCEPTUALIZATION OF “STRATEGIC PEACE” IN
THE TRADITION OF THE CRITICAL PEACE THEORY

Building on the literature on the EU’s changing geopolitical
role, the following section examines how peace has been
conceptualised in critical peace and security scholarship, using
this literature to situate the EU’s militarisation turn within
broader shifts in which peace itself is increasingly understood
through military security rather than liberal internationalist
transformation. If the EU is perceived as a liberal organization, as
its norms would suggest, the changing of the international order
affects it significantly. Richmond has argued that the international
peace architecture has increasingly transformed from normative
and transformative ambitions toward stabilisation and military
security-oriented practices. He notes that EU states have
increasingly prioritized security and containment, moving away
from normative and transformative goals and focusing on conflict
management (Richmond 2021b). Mac Ginty similarly argues
that the traditional liberal peace approach no longer functions
as a dominant framework, describing the international system as
hybrid and fragmented, and as one in which states increasingly
privilege stabilisation, military security, and containment
over democratisation or transformative peacebuilding, while
selectively applying international norms (Mac Ginty 2025).
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Ikenberry likewise notices the crisis of the liberal
international order, marked by internal fragmentation and the
weakening of liberal democracy. He considers that liberal
internationalism is no longer managing to reconcile sovereignty
with cooperation and to provide adequate military security and
stability, but that no better alternative yet exists (Ikenberry
2018). With a less optimistic view, Lawson and Zarakol focus
on legitimacy challenges arising from accusations of hypocrisy,
arguing that there is a gap between universalist claims and
selective application, which provoked resentment, particularly
when powerful actors combine norm violation with moral
condemnation (Lawson and Zarakol 2023). Finkenbusch argues
that the crisis of liberal internationalism was worsened by the
increased critiques aimed at it, which lowered the ability of liberal
actors to formulate guiding norms for collective action, producing
a governance stance centred on caution, risk aversion, and harm
avoidance rather than transformation (Finkenbusch 2021). In
relation to this transformation, Richmond and Pogodda argue that
within the liberal order, peace was embedded within relatively
coherent alignments between international institutions, leading
states, and normative frameworks, allowing it to be articulated
through shared references to law, cooperation, and institutional
mediation. They argue that in the emerging multipolar order, this
alignment is weakening and producing fragmentation among
institutions and states, while increasingly associating peace with
national sovereignty, stability, and strategic positioning, and
normative coherence declines (Richmond and Pogodda 2024).

Richmond further argues that peacebuilding increasingly
reaches stalemates, preserving surface stability while diluting the
substantive content of peace and weakening the legitimacy of the
international order. He notes that insecurity is managed rather
than resolved, and that peace is instrumentalized for stability’s
sake (Richmond 2025a). He relates this to the changing of the
international structure of norms and practices related to peace,
which he conceptualizes as the international peace architecture. He
describes it as fragmenting and becoming more fragile, as peace is
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increasingly becoming directly concerned with military security
and conflict-management rather than with norms (Richmond
2021a). He argues that an authoritarian international order is
emerging, characterised by multipolar rivalry, militarisation,
and the normalisation of violence, in which peace is closely tied
to control, containment, and geopolitical balancing (Richmond
2025b). Within such an environment, it is reasonable to expect
that the approach of the EU regarding keeping peace would
change towards military security and defence integration.

Richmond, with Pogodda and Visoka, argues that there is
a broader fragmentation of the international order, marked by
reactionary nationalism, weakened normative frameworks, and the
reassertion of extra-legal sovereignty, with conflict and violence
increasingly reclaimed as political tools. Such processes obstruct
and dilute peace, managing insecurity rather than addressing the
underlying roots of conflict (Richmond, Pogodda, and Visoka
2025). Grimmel and Strasheim bring these transformations and
their consequences to the EU, arguing that the promotion of peace
and security is central to the EU’s political identity and external
role, and that this self-understanding has come under increasing
strain as the context in which the EU operates has fundamentally
changed. They note that policymakers increasingly emphasise
resilience, stability, and order over democracy promotion
and societal transformation, and that armed conflict in its
neighbourhood and the transformation of the global order have
strained its capacity to act as a peace and security actor while
sustaining its normative self-image (Grimmel and Strasheim
2021).

Rieker and Riddervold perceive a tension between long-
term normative commitments and short-term military security
responses, arguing that while the EU continues to promote
peace, multilateralism, and rule-based cooperation at the
level of overarching strategies, it adopts more interest-driven
and security-oriented practices when confronted with crises
perceived as urgent. From this, they argue that military security
is increasingly prioritised without the formal abandonment of
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normative principles, which remain embedded in its identity as
outwardly presented (Rieker and Riddervold 2022). In this way, it
would appear that the EU is attempting to maintain its image as a
peaceful organization while increasingly militarizing, producing
a different conceptualization of the maintenance of peace in
response to changes in the international order

From this foundation, it is possible to build a theoretical
framework and conceptualize Strategic peace. Focusing on
military security, this conceptualization is meant to explain
how peace is discursively framed by the EU in relation not to
its traditional normative and liberal positions, but in relation to
military preparedness, deterrence, and defense policy within the
Union’s strategic documents. Strategic peace is conceived of in
the article as a discursive configuration in which peace remains
the stated normative objective, but is defined as contingent upon
military deterrence, defense readiness, and strategic alignment. In
this way, the EU’s increased militarization, focus on defense and
military security, and its increased military spending are justified
through peace language and framed as a way to preserve peace,
which is a break from its earlier discourse. Strategic peace can
be distinguished from other conceptualizations of peace by its
combination of normatively and nominally liberal language with
a justification of peace pursued through military power, whereby
peace is invoked as a normative objective, but the instruments
through which it is expected to be secured are based on military
security and defense.

The concept itself is original and developed through
a synthesis of insights from critical peace scholarship and
an interpretative reading of EU strategic documents. The
conceptual foundation is provided by theoretical literature
on the transformation of liberal peace, the weakening of the
international liberal order, and the prioritization of stabilization
and security within the contemporary international order. The
concept can therefore function as an analytical category used
to identify and interpret the EU’s discursive configuration and
justification as found in its strategic documents. The empirical
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analysis is focused on the existence of such a Strategic peace in
EU strategic documents, and it does so by examining whether
peace is discursively constructed as dependent upon military
security and defense capacity, if peace language is consistently
linked to deterrence, and whether militarization is framed as a
necessary and responsible instrument for preserving peace.

The method used is qualitative content analysis, which is
based on a corpus of select major strategic and policy documents
issued by all EU institutions between 2016 and 2025. The
analysis systematically examines how peace is defined, framed,
and connected to defense and military security within official
EU discourse in these documents, in which the EU institutions
define, formalize, and communicate the Union’s positions
on peace, security, and defence. Therefore, it is the content of
these strategies and policy directives that is analyzed, and
within them, the discourse related to peace, military security,
defense, deterrence, readiness, defense spending, and integration,
and related terminology observed in relation to peace and in
justification of its achievement. The analysis identifies the patterns
of the EU’s institutional discourse, which define the conditions
by which peace can be preserved or maintained, the patterns of
where it is connected directly to military security and defense, and
the methods by which the EU institutions justify and legitimate
defense investment and implicit militarization as necessary for
maintaining peace. These patterns and the discourse are expected
to be presented as ordinary and necessary, rather than as a break
with previous practice and discourse, in an attempt to maintain
a normatively peace-oriented self-presentation while justifying
militarization. The analysis, therefore, attempts to answer how
peace is defined or described in EU strategic documents, what
instruments are presented as necessary for achieving or preserving
peace, and how defense-related measures are framed in relation to
the EU’s identity as a peace actor.
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THE EUROPEAN UNION’S STRATEGIC
DEVELOPMENT AND ITS RECONCEPTUALISATION
OF PEACE

Having thus established a framework, the empirical analysis
examines how peace is described and contextualized in major
EU strategic and policy documents in order to examine what
understanding of peace emerges, and if militarization is presented
as a necessary condition for its preservation. The 2016 Global
Strategy signified a major change from the earlier approach
and discourse of the EU, and it presents the EU as existing in
an increasingly unstable, contested, and insecure international
environment in which challenges to the European security order,
particularly to the east, have direct consequences for the safety of
EU citizens. Peace and security are defined in it as core interests
of the Union and are directly linked to developments beyond EU
borders, with increased ambition and strategic autonomy being
framed as important for the EU’s ability to maintain peace and
safeguard security within and beyond its borders. It states that the
security of the Union depends on its ability to prevent conflict,
manage crises, and promote stability in neighboring regions,
yet also that the EU must be ready and able to deter, respond to,
and protect itself against external threats. The strategy adds that
European security and defense must become better equipped to
build peace, guarantee security, and protect human lives while
engaging more systematically in defense and security matters.
It explicitly says that peace and stability are no longer a given
in Europe after the emergence of open conflict in Ukraine, and
it essentially introduces principled pragmatism as the guiding
approach of EU external action, combining values-based
commitments with a realistic assessment of power, threats, and
constraints. It declares that the EU must take greater responsibility
for its own security, act as a responsible global stakeholder, and
strengthen its capacity to act, with security and defense framed
as central to its credibility. The more established liberal forms
of cooperation are still referenced as important for maintaining
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peace, and increased strategic and defence cooperation is defined
as urgent and is prioritised in the text (European Union 2016,
3-23).

The Council of the European Union’s conclusions then
defined a new level of ambition for security and defence, arguing
that Europe’s security environment requires a strong European
Union, able to promote peace and guarantee the security of its
Member States and citizens. It expressed a commitment to the
Union’s ability to act as a security provider and to enhance the
Common Security and Defence Policy (CSDP), which is defined
as an essential part of the Union’s external action, especially in
reference to external conflicts. Security is described as indivisible
among Member States, making solidarity and mutual assistance
obligations that require credible, deployable, and interoperable
civilianand military capabilities. Defence investment, cooperation,
and capability development are framed as necessary responses
to an interconnected threat environment, while cooperation with
NATO is presented as complementary and reinforcing (Council
of the European Union 2016b, 1-7). It linked the promotion
of peace to the EU’s capacity to guarantee its security in an
evolving threat environment, presenting security challenges as
requiring a concerted and cooperative response at the EU level,
making regular deliberation on security and defence a political
necessity. Strengthening the Union’s role as a security provider
and enhancing its ability to act autonomously when necessary are
framed as essential to the EU’s global role. Peace was explicitly
linked to building defence capacities and coordination, resilience
to instability, and stabilization beyond EU borders (Council of the
European Union 2016a).

This logic was reinforced by the European Defence
Action Plan, which framed defence cooperation and industrial
capacity as prerequisites for protecting the EU. The Commission
argued that the EU must be able to defend itself, using that to
justify increased defence cooperation and the establishment
of a common defence fund as necessary responses, urging for
increased defence integration in order to maintain collective
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security (European Commission 2016). Soon after, the European
Commission produced a Reflection Paper on the Future of
European Defense, which reiterated the EU’s self-perception and
image as a project historically associated with peace, while at
the same time arguing that in the changing defense and security
environment, peace could no longer be taken for granted. It
frames peace and European security as contingent on defense
and argues that security and defense must play a more prominent
role in EU policy, urging member states to cooperate more
closely in the development of military capabilities leading to a
Defense Union (European Commission 2017, 7-13). In 2021,
the European Council also framed the EU as being in a context
of heightened global instability, growing strategic competition,
and complex security threats, reaffirming its commitment to
the rules-based international order while further emphasizing
the need for the Union to take greater responsibility for its own
security. Peace and security were linked to the EU’s capacity to
act, with increased autonomy in defence framed as necessary for
protecting its interests and values and for contributing to global
peace and security. Cooperation with NATO and the transatlantic
relationship was reaffirmed as central. Security was increasingly
connected to deterrence and the management of external threats
(European Council 2021).

The Commission’s communication on the EU Security
Union Strategy had similar discourse and framing, considering
the EU to be in such a complicated and dangerous international
environment that security had to be addressed at the EU rather
than the national level. It urged members to continue increasing
their defense-related capabilities and to increase their cooperation,
framing European values as being threatened and requiring
protection through a Security union, and justifying it by what it
defined as a rapidly changing European security threat landscape
(European Commission 2020, 2—6). The Council of the EU then
established a European Peace Facility to finance its foreign policy
actions, framing the goal as being the preservation of peace,
preventing conflicts, and strengthening international security.

The established financial structure enabled military operations,
military assistance, and capacity-building, which were framed as
necessary for maintaining peace in the EU’s vicinity (Council of
the European Union 2021). This framing was further consolidated
in the Versailles Declaration, which was given in response to the
conflict emerging in Ukraine, and which presented the security
environment as having undergone a fundamental rupture. It
explicitly connected peace and stability to the EU’s responsibility
to protect its citizens and values, and connected this responsibility
to taking more responsibility for security through further decisive
steps towards European sovereignty. It connected the preservation
of peace and stability with substantially increased defense
expenditure, collaborative defensive capability development,
incentives for joint projects, and cooperation in defense. It
focused directly on security rather than on peace, putting attention
on what it called growing instability, strategic competition, and
security threats, urging for more responsibility towards bolstering
joint defence capabilities (European Council 2022b, 1-5). Peace
was therefore increasingly being presented as achieved through
defense and the EU’s ability to provide military security, moving
away from normative language and liberal cooperation and
towards hard power.

This framing was consolidated and formalized in the
Strategic Compass, which presented the EU as operating in a
security environment fundamentally altered by the return of high-
intensity interstate conflict, with European security described as
facing its most serious challenge since the end of the Cold War.
Peace was more explicitly linked to the Union’s capacity to deter
threats, protect itself, and act decisively, with security defined
as a prerequisite for prosperity, stability, and the protection
of EU citizens and values. While reaffirming commitment to a
rules-based international order and multilateral cooperation, the
document emphasized that power politics, coercion, and strategic
competition increasingly shape the international environment,
requiring a more assertive EU posture, especially in the fields
of defense. It included explicit calls for an increased strategic
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autonomy and greater defense readiness and industrial capacities,
framing it as necessary conditions for maintaining peace,
alongside solidarity and mutual assistance among Member States
(Council of the European Union 2022, 17-25). The European
Council later emphasized increased defense spending, deeper
defense integration, and sustained military support as essential
for protecting peace, democracy, and the European security
order. It called for substantial enhancement of the EU’s foreign,
security, and defence policy, and called for the establishment of a
defence union and implementing the Strategic Compass as a basis
for common defence. It framed EU security and defence policy as
serving the protection of peace, democracy, and international law
(European Council 2022a, 1-8). The normalization of military and
defense language, therefore, continued, with calls for a Security
union becoming calls for a Defense Union, and with peace being
constantly connected to defense and capabilities

The European Parliament’s recommendations on how to
accept the new discourse and frame Russian actions in Ukraine
as an attack on the European peace order itself, arguing that it
undermined the foundations of the Union’s foreign, security,
and defence policy. It called for the EU to use determination
and resolve to protect and defend the Union, its values, and the
rules-based international order. Peace was explicitly framed as
requiring protection and defence against military aggression,
and was directly linked to deterrence, preparedness, and the
availability of adequate military and financial capabilities, with
military assistance presented as a legitimate instrument for
defending peace (European Parliament 2022, 2-9). This framing
was reinforced in the following year, when peace was framed
in relation to the need to respond effectively to military security
threats. The absence of sufficient deterrence and preparedness
prior to the emergence of conflict in Ukraine was presented as
a contributing factor to the outbreak of conflict, and the EU’s
credibility was directly connected to its ability to act decisively.
It was security that was continually referenced rather than
peace, which itself was framed as simply the product of military
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security, requiring sustained military support, deterrence, and
the development of credible defence capabilities and readiness.
Urgent calls were made for additional defence capacity building,
while calls for deeper cooperation with international organisations
were framed in relation to maintaining security and referenced
with regard to the EU’s security and defence policy (European
Parliament 2023, 7-14).

The 2024 parliamentary resolution consolidated this by
accepting a new urgency for the EU to strengthen its defence
capabilities, including by building on what was described as an
unprecedented investment in the defence fund and peace facility.
The maintenance of peace was framed as contingent on military
investment, with increased military strength necessary for a
secure Europe. The protection of European citizens, values, and
interests was repeatedly linked to the strengthening of defence
rather than international cooperation or the maintenance of the
international order, which itself was referenced together with
effective implementation of the common defence policy (European
Parliament 2024, 6-14). The Council of the EU continued to
describe the Union as facing an unprecedented amount of threats,
with the rules-based international order increasingly challenged
by revisionist powers. It framed security and enlargement within
a single geopolitical logic in which defence capacity, strategic
alignment, and resilience against external threats became central
to the EU’s approach (European Council 2023, 1-6).

The Council’s conclusions described Russia’s actions
as posing an existential threat to European security, while the
continuing conflict in Europe was presented as requiring the
large-scale availability of defence products, substantial increases
in defence expenditure, and greater investment undertaken jointly
at the EU level. Strategic autonomy and defense readiness were
emphasized while commitments to multilateralism, conflict
prevention, and peace mediation were reaffirmed in connection
to them rather than as ends in themselves (Council of the
European Union 2024, 1-4). The European Defence Industrial
Strategy likewise defined defense readiness as crucial in the
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protection of EU citizens and their values, justifying military
assistance to Ukraine as an investment in peace. This was framed
in relation to geopolitical competition and increased insecurity
for the Union (European Commission and High Representative
2024). The European Council continued these developments in
framing and discourse, stating in 2025 that defense was a core
element of the EU’s emerging geopolitical role, and framing it
as necessary due to the existential challenge of conflict on the
continent. Defense was presented as requiring increased strategic
autonomy, preparedness, and responsibility across the EU’s entire
strategic environment, calling for a substantial increase in defense
expenditure and wide cooperation to address defensive and
military limitations (European Council 2025a). Defence was now
treated as a central element in EU policy, and as a way to maintain
peace and security, with discourse related to maintaining peace
through liberal institutions and dialogue being framed in relation
to military security.

The Council demanded that the EU must achieve defence
readiness by 2030 through accelerated implementation of
capability development, framing security as contingent on military
strength, and noting that it needed to strengthen its eastern flank.
It emphasized the importance of joint capability development,
standardization, and large-scale procurement, supported by EU
financial instruments, alongside strengthened political oversight
and coordination within EU defence governance structures. Urgent
calls were made to strengthen the European Defence Agency and
to increase the European defence industry’s capacity and direct
defence investment towards joint development, production, and
procurement. Cooperation was stressed only in relation to those
partners who share the EU’s foreign and security policy goals
(European Council 2025b). In its strategic document on major
threats, the Black Sea region was framed by the Commission as a
space of increased geostrategic importance due to the conflict in
Ukraine. In the strategy related to its security, peace was directly
presented as inseparable from security guarantees, deterrence, and
defense cooperation. The Commission used the strategy to call
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for full alignment of members with the EU’s foreign, security, and
defense policy, including military support (European Commission
and High Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs and
Security Policy 2025b). Calls for dialogue and conflict resolution
were thereby framed within a strengthened security framework
rather than treated autonomously.

The EU further updated its strategic documents in 2025,
defining rapid and large-scale movement of forces and equipment
as a prerequisite for effective deterrence and crisis response. In
relation to this, peace was again explicitly linked to the EU’s
ability to ensure deterrence through defensive capability, with
military mobility framed as essential for safeguarding security
(European Commission and High Representative of the Union
for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy 2025a). The strategic
compass continued to guide strategic thinking, with the High
Representative asserting that the international security situation
had worsened, demanding that an increased operationalization
of the strategy had to occur. Defense readiness was framed as a
priority for the protection of the EU, normalizing military security
as the primary way of maintaining international peace and security
(European External Action Service 2025, 8-10, 19-20). With this
development, the EU strategic discourse normalized the framing
that peace depends not only on norms and values, legal principles,
or diplomatic engagement, but on the EU’s capacity to project
and coordinate military power. This completed the consolidation
of strategic peace as an organizing logic of EU security policy,
treating peace no longer as a normative foundation of EU foreign
and security policy, but as an outcome to be actively gained
through increased defensive capacity and cooperation. This move
was conducted while under the normative orientation towards
peace, nominally preserving earlier framing and discourse, yet
the path towards achieving peace was changed towards military
power.
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CONCLUSION

Driven by an interest in how the EU continues to maintain
its peace-oriented normative framework, which is constitutive of
its identity, while increasingly orienting itself towards defense and
military power, the article provided an examination of its discursive
transformation. The analysis showed that the transformation
towards a language of defense underlining the language of peace
had begun years before the outbreak of open conflict in Ukraine
in 2022, as peace was progressively repositioned inside security
policy rather than treated as its external objective. Peace remains
a central normative basis for the EU at all levels, yet it is no
longer conceptualized primarily as the outcome of international
cooperation or liberal norm diffusion, but rather as dependent on
military deterrence and power. In such a framing, peace is not
assumed as the effect of cooperation but is described as something
that must be protected and actively sustained, making security
provision part of what peace is taken to mean. Militarization is
not positioned as an alternative to peace but as the responsible
and legitimate means through which peace can be preserved in an
unstable and competitive international environment. It is worth
noting that the EU’s discourse and strategies are not deprived
of references to cooperation and international law; the change
is rather that international cooperation is increasingly treated as
secondary to military security and defence. Peace itself is framed
no longer as achieved through cooperation, as would be expected
in the liberal international order, but rather as achieved primarily
through military strength.

The article’s arguments are based on critical peace studies,
introducing the concept of strategic peace to capture this discursive
transformation. Strategic peace is a framework in which peace
continues to be discursively invoked as the desired goal, while
being framed as achievable only through military strength.
Strategic peace combines the language of peace, stability, and
responsibility with a security logic that is framed as necessary for
the maintenance of peace in a world of geopolitical competition.
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This enables the EU to expand its military role while preserving
its self-understanding as a peaceful organization, not abandoning
peace but reframing it in a way that makes militarization
compatible with it. The analysis illuminated how, in the EU’s
policy and strategic documents, this compatibility is produced
through the repeated coupling of peace-language with military
deterrence and defensive preparedness, so that increased defense
spending and military support are framed as peace-maintaining
measures rather than as departures from its peaceful identity.
This redefinition of peace appears to have become normalized
across the EU’s institutions, becoming part of its general strategic
approach. The analysis shows that peace is constantly described as
something that must be defended, protected, and secured through
strength, becoming enabled through strategic means.

Strategic peace, therefore, is a reframing of the EU’s
normative commitments to peace, democracy, and international
law as subject to a dominant organizing logic of military security
and defense. The analysis showed that the transformation reveals
not an abandonment of peace language or peace as a normative
goal, but rather that defense and deterrence have been built into the
definition of peace as necessary for it, rather than being treated as
instruments that support it. Therefore, a peace identity can remain
publicly intact while militarization is normalized as ordinary and
necessary, being justified by the peace itself. This implies that the
EU actively attempts to justify its militarization through peace-
oriented language, creating the danger that it would lean further
into the process and further normalize its new power-based
geopolitical role, losing its earlier normative and peaceful appeal
and becoming less inclined to pursue peace and security through
cooperation and mediation. The concept thus contributes to the
literature by demonstrating how peace can remain normatively
central while being substantively transformed in practice,
surviving discursively through the concept of strategic peace.

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Resume
The Balkans’ geographic position at the crossroads of
Europe, Asia, and Africa makes it a key geopolitical
hub. The subject of this paper is the analysis of the
Eurasian geographical characteristics of the Balkan
Peninsula and their repercussions on the geopolitics
of major world powers (USA, Russia, EU, China)
and powerful regional actors in the Balkan Peninsula,
without a detailed examination of the individual and
mutual geopolitical relations of the Balkan countries
themselves. Through the lens of balkanization, this
study investigates how geographical and political
differences in the Balkans shape its history and
contemporary geopolitical relations. Some of the
historical geopolitical processes that dominantly
shaped the Balkans include the influence of the
Ottoman Empire and the breakup of Yugoslavia.
Contemporary  geopolitical processes in the
Balkans, with a focus on NATO and EU integration,
demonstrate how geographical features and the
strategic interests of major powers (especially the
USA and Russia) shape the region. At the end, the
possibilities for preserving stability, fostering further
connections, and shaping the region’s perspective are
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considered, which are directly related to the Balkans’
geographical and strategic position in the Eurasian
context.

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Resume
In this study, the author, drawing on relevant
literature and employing a comparative-historical
method, analyzes sporting events across different
cultural and historical periods. The text examines
the relationship between sport, culture, and time in
the context of the postmodern era, with particular
emphasis on distinguishing physical, social, and
technological time.It is shown that in the era of global
technological acceleration, sport has become a mirror
of contemporary society, which evaluates individuals
based on records, results, and media exposure, rather
than the virtue and spirit of the game advocated by
the ancient Greek Olympians. Unlike them, the
modern athlete becomes a media hero and a magnet
for the global entertainment industry, representing
a continuation of the Roman circus tradition in a
postmodern form. Drawing on Spengler’s theory
of the cycles of culture and civilization, the author
demonstrates that modern (mass) man, from the
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industrial age to the present, has lost a sense of
historical duration, living in ahistorical time, trapped
inthe “cage” of the present moment. This phenomenon
is also reflected in sport, which increasingly loses
its original meaning. Technological progress and
media spectacularization condition the gradual
disappearance of sport’s humanistic dimension.

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Abstract
The adoption of Family Law in Serbia in 2005 marks a
fundamental change in how the state governs domestic
life. By introducing the marriage contract, the state
embraced neoliberal individualism, transferring
regulatory power to private actors while maintaining
institutional oversight through notary procedures. This
movement functions as a biopolitical mechanism that
integrates market logic into the private sphere, eroding
the collective protective mechanisms characteristic
of the socialist era. Despite the formal emphasis
on freedom of contract, structural barriers continue
to undermine equality between spouses. Moving
beyond the myth of absolute autonomy, this study
identifies a persistent “dilemma of choice” shaped
by ideological illusions and gender-sensitive power
imbalances. Through critical discourse analysis, the
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paper demonstrates how the neoliberal framework
rebrands systemic economic risks as individual
responsibilities, leaving the socio-economically
weaker spouse vulnerable. The Serbian family thus
remains at a critical crossroads, caught between
persistent patriarchal frameworks and the atomizing
pressures of globalized neoliberalism.

INTRODUCTION

The relationship between the state and the family is one of
the most important issues of political power and social order. In
the past, the law recognized the family as the fundamental unit
of society, treating this collective bond rather than the isolated
individual as the core of the community. As Maine (1897, 126)
observes, this focus allowed the state to manage domestic life
as a way of maintaining social stability. Within traditional legal
systems, marriage functioned as a ““status” where the state acted
as the ultimate guardian of the family unit (Stanimirovi¢ 2006).

The modern era has moved away from a rigid model of
status toward contractualism. The Republic of Serbia formally
recognized this transformation with the Family Law from 2005,
which introduced the marriage contract. The introduction of the
marriage contract into the Serbian legal framework is not a simple
technical update, but a reflection of a profound transformation of
the country’s political and social structure. This reform marks the
moment when the state let market logic and private autonomy
enter the traditionally protected domain of the family. Such a
change served as a strategic response to the economic and political
realities of a society in transition (Stjepanovi¢ 2021, 8).

The significance of this evolution lies in the break with the
socialist legacy of collective solidarity. This transition from state-
guaranteed security to individual responsibility reflects broader
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post-transitional processes where old models of protection recede
before new market demands. The rise of contractual freedom
creates what scholarship identifies as the “dilemma of choice”.
This dilemma highlights the conflict between honoring a person’s
freedom of contract and protecting them from the harmful
consequences of power imbalances within an “unequal field”
(Hadfield 1995, 337).

In this paper, we explore the tension between the state’s
regulatory role and this liberal freedom. On one hand, the state
promotes the marriage contract as a tool for empowerment. On
the other hand, the state maintains a biopolitical presence by
imposing strict formal requirements through public notaries.
Current Serbian legislation limits the notary’s role to a simple
notification of consequences, which often fails to protect the
“weaker” spouse. This suggests that while the state claims to grant
autonomy, it remains concerned with managing the economic
life of its citizens through procedural oversight. The marriage
contract thus acts as a clear indicator of Serbia’s current position
as a country navigating a path between its socialist foundations
and a neoliberal future.

CONTRACTUALIZING INTIMACY

Legal history reveals a persistent move away from collective
social structures toward a legal framework defined by individual
autonomy. In traditional legal systems rooted in collective
property, marriage was seen as a “status” through which the state
set out the rights and duties of the parties. Contemporary legal
frameworks moved away from this concept by treating marriage
more like a private agreement. The introduction of the marriage
contract in Serbia reflects this broader change in how the law
governs personal relationships. As Maine (1897, 126) observed,
the movement of progressive societies has been a transition from
status to contract, where legal obligations arise from individual
agreement instead of social position. In the earlier stages of social
development, the legal position of an individual depended on their
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place within a predetermined hierarchy, such as the family or the
tribe. Status was not chosen but was inherited. These assigned
roles defined the rights and obligations that governed a person
throughout their life.

With the rise of liberal legal systems, this rigid structure has
been replaced by the principle of contract. Under this framework,
the individual is seen as an autonomous actor who creates their own
legal obligations through voluntary agreement. This move toward
individual autonomy is particularly visible in the institution of
marriage. The marriage union has evolved from a religiously or
socially mandated status into a private arrangement between two
autonomousindividuals. Serbia provides acomplex example of this
transition, which remains an ongoing process (Stjepanovi¢ 2021,
8). In the past, the Serbian family was organized as a communal
unit - zadruga, where the welfare of the group always took
precedence over the interests of the individual. In this traditional
system, collective priority meant that family stability and survival
were far more important than personal choice. Such a structure
functioned as a social instrument with a high level of adaptability
to economic problems, ensuring survival through redistributive
justice and solidarity (Rajkovi¢ and Mileti¢-Stepanovi¢ 2014,
86). However, this communal legacy is not merely a relic of the
past. In modern Serbian society, these traditional household forms
regain their importance during periods of social and economic
crisis (Rajkovi¢ and Mileti¢-Stepanovi¢ 2014, 83). As a result,
the contemporary Serbian marriage exists in a state of tension
between the neoliberal demand for individual contract and a re-
traditionalized reality where kinship networks remain essential
for survival.

The influence of global neoliberalism and the harmonization
of domestic law with European standards have accelerated the
contractualization of marriage (Stjepanovi¢ 2024a, 66—68). This
change is not only a technical change in law but represents a
biopolitical transformation. Biopolitics, as defined by Foucault
(1978, 139-140), refers to the ways in which the state manages
and regulates the biological lives of its citizens. Marriage
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remains a central site of biopolitical intervention because it is the
primary mechanism for the reproduction of the population and
the socialization of future citizens. Even as the state allows more
autonomy through marriage contracts, the legal system continues
to exercise power by setting the limits of that autonomy.

The introduction of marriage contracts is often seen as a
triumph of individual freedom. This approach suggests that
a contractual model empowers individuals to organize their
relationships based on their specific needs and personal values.
However, this narrative of progress often ignores the structural
inequalities that persist within the domestic sphere. When marriage
is treated as a contract, the state assumes that the parties are
equal bargaining agents, operating as neutral and rational actors
(Stjepanovi¢ 2024b, 256). Yet the reality of marital life is often
characterized by significant power imbalances. This creates the
“dilemma of choice”, a conflict between promoting autonomy and
protecting the “weaker” party from harmful consequences arising
from power imbalances (Hadfield 1995, 337). The transition from
status to contract thus creates a new set of challenges for the state,
which must determine when to intervene in private agreements to
ensure substantive fairness.

The biopolitics of modern marriage in Serbia operates
at the intersection of socialist legacy and neoliberal pressure.
In balancing the demand for individual autonomy with family
stability, the state facilitates a transition that is far from neutral;
instead, it frequently masks the marketization of the most intimate
human spheres. The institutionalization of marriage contracts
relies heavily on the neoliberal myth of the “sovereign individual”
- an actor portrayed as operating independently of state influence.
This narrative replaces the humanist vision of morally autonomous
individuals with the colder logic of Homo economicus, where
communal living and societal integration are reduced to utility
calculations and competitive selection. This framework suggests
that domestic relations have been successfully removed from
the public sphere and placed into the hands of autonomous
individuals. In reality, however, this process describes a strategic
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marketization of private life rather than its true liberation, as it
strips the family unit of its collective protections and reframes
systemic vulnerabilities as mere individual choices.

By treating marriage as a negotiable agreement, the legal
system applies a commercial logic to personal bonds, transforming
the home into a space of economic calculation where rights
and duties are weighed like assets in a business transaction.
This transition from status to contract is deeply embedded in
the ideology of neoliberalism. Brown (2015, 31) argues that
neoliberalism acts as a normative order of reason that economizes
every sphere of human existence. One of the most pervasive myths
is the belief that all human interactions, including those within
the family, can be reduced to market-like transactions. In this
worldview, the individual is reimagined as a market-driven actor
who enters into a marriage contract to maximize personal utility
and minimize risks. This marketization of domestic relations
fundamentally alters how society understands love, commitment,
and social responsibility, replacing relational bonds with the cold
efficiency of the contract.

The neoliberal myth of the “autonomous individual”
suggests that everyone is equally capable of navigating the legal
and economic landscape. This move toward autonomy cannot,
however, ignore the persistent realities of social stratification
and resource inequality. (Stjepanovi¢ and Raji¢ Cali¢ 2025,
485) When the state promotes the marriage contract as a tool
of “freedom”, it simultaneously privatizes the risks associated
with family life. If a marriage fails, the consequences are treated
as a private failure of the contract rather than a social problem
requiring state support. This reconfiguration allows the state to
withdraw from its role as a provider of social welfare, placing the
burden of care and financial stability entirely on the individual.
Spouses often exhibit “bounded rationality,” making them unable
to make truly autonomous choices regarding distant and uncertain
events like divorce (Eisenberg 1995, 251).

The biopolitical dimension of this marketization is evident
in the way the state encourages “responsible” family planning
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through contractual mechanisms. The marriage contract regulates
the property and financial obligations of spouses, which in turn
influences decisions regarding childbearing and career paths. By
framing these decisions as “choices” made by rational actors, the
state obscures the biopolitical pressures that shape those lives.
For instance, the lack of affordable childcare and the persistent
gap between male and female earnings in Serbia create a context
where women are often forced to “choose” to prioritize family
needs over their professional development (Blagojevi¢ Hughson
2011, 102).

This illustrates why the “myth of the small state” is so
misleading. Foucault (2008, 77) noted that the modern state does
not actually withdraw from public life, but rather turns toward
new techniques of power that regulate the population through
more subtle means. The state no longer dictates the terms of
marriage through moral mandates, but manages the family
through the legal regulation of contracts and the biopolitical
management of the labor market. In Serbia, the state’s biopolitical
presence is maintained through the notary, whose role is currently
limited to a formal notification of legal consequences. This level
of counseling is considered an insufficient system of protection
because it fails to address power imbalances (Stjepanovi¢ and
Raji¢ Cali¢ 2025, 491). The marriage contract thus becomes an
instrument of neoliberal governance that aligns private life with
the requirements of the global economy.

THE SERBIAN FAMILY AT A CROSSROADS

The Serbian family is in a state of transition that is described
as being “at a crossroads” (Covi¢ 2019, 360). This period is
defined by the tension between traditional patriarchal values and
the modern demands of an individualized society. On one hand,
many Serbian citizens still view marriage as a communal or sacred
bond. On the other hand, the increasing economic precarity and
the influence of Western legal models have made the marriage
contract an attractive option for those seeking to safeguard
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individual assets. This move toward contractual relations aligns
with what Rose (2009, 61-97) describes as “governing through
choices”, where the state manages the population by encouraging
individuals to act as self-governing actors.

This transition also involves spatial fragmentation and a
miniaturization of domestic life, a phenomenon driven by new
technologies and the changing nature of work (Jevtovi¢ 2025).
The traditional extended family has largely been replaced by the
nuclear unit, which itself is becoming increasingly fragmented
as members retreat into virtual spaces. Such technological
“evolution” carries profound biopolitical implications. The
individualization of modern life forces people to seek private,
biographical solutions to systemic contradictions (Beck and
Beck-Gernsheim 2002, 22). In this context, the family is no longer
a stable entity, but a dynamic network that must be constantly
renegotiated within a “new technoculture” (Jevtovi¢ 2025).

The crossroads also involves a conflict between competing
sources of authority. While the state has updated the Family
Act to allow for greater autonomy, religious institutions in
Serbia continue to play a significant role in defining the moral
parameters of family life. In many cases, the religious ceremony
carries more weight than the civil contract, creating a duality in
how citizens perceive marital obligations (Covi¢ 2020, 10). This
creates a complex biopolitical landscape where the state operates
alongside traditional religious norms, both of which contribute
to the governance of citizens’ intimate lives. This interplay
between secular and traditional authority is further complicated
by the presence of contemporary political myths. Modern myths
differ from classical ones because they belong to the realm of the
profane and often function as ideological illusions (Stojadinovié¢
and Duri¢ 2017, 59). In the context of Serbian family law, the
marriage contract can be seen as a “false myth” or an ideological
illusion of absolute sovereignty. While the law presents the
contract as a tool for personal freedom, reality often contradicts
this ideal by exposing the individual to systemic economic risks.
This mythologization masks the state’s biopolitical objective of
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shifting social responsibility onto the atomized individual. To
fully deconstruct this illusion, it is necessary to employ Critical
Discourse Analysis (CDA), which views language not as a neutral
tool but as a form of social practice deeply embedded in power
relations. As Pesi¢ (2022, 91) observes, discourse does “ideological
work” by representing historically transient and exploitative forms
of social organization as natural, inevitable, or rational. From
this perspective, the neoliberal focus on “contractual freedom”
in the domestic sphere functions as a discursive hegemony. It
“naturalizes” the economic vulnerability of the weaker spouse
by framing systemic risks as private, autonomous choices. By
“demystifying” these discourses, as PeSi¢ suggests through the
lens of Norman Fairclough’s approach, we can reveal the “hidden
power” behind the discourse of family law. This power shapes the
“orders of discourse” that define what is considered a legitimate
marital agreement, often marginalizing relational and protective
concerns in favor of market-oriented logic. Consequently, this
transformation is not a neutral legal development, but a part of a
broader trend of ideological controversies that require a rigorous
gender-sensitive approach to be fully understood. In this light,
contemporary social phenomena must be analyzed through a lens
that accounts for how these shifting narratives impact the role and
safety of women, particularly when structural risks are reframed
as individual choices (Pori¢ 2023, 72). By masking the state’s
biopolitical objective of shifting social responsibility onto the
atomized individual, this myth exposes the most vulnerable to
systemic economic risks. In order to prevent this, legal theory
must rediscover the balance between individual autonomy and
the protective “status” inherent in family life.

The marriage contract cannot be treated as a standard
commercial contract because it operates within a framework
where the state has a legitimate interest in preventing exploitation
and ensuring a fair distribution of burdens (Bix 2006, 375). By
reintroducing the concept of “status” into the contractual debate,
it becomes possible to justify judicial interventions that protect
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the weaker party without completely negating the principle of
private autonomy.

In the transitional phase that Serbian legislation is
currently in, the traditional boundaries of state intervention are
being redefined. While excessive state involvement is often
dismissed as paternalism, a policy of minimal intervention
allows traditional inequalities to persist behind the thin veil of
“freedom of contract”. Current global crises and social protests
further highlight the fragility of the domestic sphere in the
face of political instability (Jevtovi¢ 2025). In this uncertain
environment, the marriage contract is often perceived as a source
of personal stability and legal certainty. However, this certainty
is an illusion, as the transition from status to contract remains a
contested and fragmented process where new models have yet to
prove themselves fair or sustainable.

The concept of the autonomy of the will serves as the
primary legal justification for the marriage contract. This
principle suggests that individuals possess the right to determine
their own destiny through the exercise of free will. Within the
Serbian legal system, the Family Law represented a significant
recognition of this ideal. Yet, applying this principle to marriage
is problematic because the domestic sphere differs fundamentally
from the commercial arena (Stjepanovi¢ 2024b, 253-256). Unlike
a business transaction, where parties are expected to be detached
and self-interested, marriage is a relationship built on trust and
emotional interdependence. Pateman (1988, 2) observes that
the idea of a “contract” often presupposes an abstract equality
that ignores the historically rooted power imbalances within the
private sphere.

There is a fundamental “dilemma of choice” inherent in
the conclusion of marriage contracts, where autonomy is legally
presumed to exist in the absence of overt fraud or duress. In many
cases, however, the “choice” to sign a contract occurs within a
context of emotional pressure or social expectation. A spouse
might agree to disadvantageous terms simply to avoid appearing
distrustful or to preserve the relationship (Stjepanovi¢ 2024b,
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256). In such instances, autonomy becomes a legal fiction that
masks deep relational vulnerability. The law should focus on
“vulnerability” rather than the myth of the “autonomous liberal
subject”, as all individuals are inherently dependent on social and
relational structures (Fineman 2004, 8).

The biopolitics of the autonomy of the will involves the state
using the concept of choice to limit its own responsibility for the
welfare of the spouses (Foucault 2008, 77). By accepting every
contract as a valid exercise of free will, the state can ignore the
substantive inequalities produced by such agreements. It is argued
that this approach particularly harms women, who are statistically
more likely to sacrifice economic interests for the sake of the family
unit. The presumption of autonomy thus becomes a mechanism
for the state to validate the exploitation of the “weaker” party.
From a biopolitical perspective, the state is not withdrawing but
instead delegates the management of inequality to the individuals
themselves. This reality necessitates a reconsideration of the
limits of state intervention. The autonomy of the will is not an
abstract absolute but a principle requiring a careful balance with
the necessity of substantive equality (Stjepanovi¢ and Raji¢ Cali¢
2025, 483). This necessitates a move beyond purely procedural
reviews toward a fairness-based assessment of contracts. The
state maintains a biopolitical interest in ensuring that marriage
contracts do not lead to social exclusion or impoverishment.
Consequently, the autonomy of the spouses must be bound by
mandatory rules that protect the essential interests of the family.

The principle of the autonomy of the will in Serbian family
law remains in a state of tension. The state must decide whether to
continue treating marriage like a standard commercial agreement
or to recognize its unique biopolitical nature by providing
specialized protections for the spouses. Relational contract theory
offers a vital counter-narrative to the rigid individualism of modern
legal frameworks. Originally developed by Macneil (1980) to
explain long-term commercial cooperation, this theory suggests
that the text of an agreement cannot be understood in isolation
from the relation between the parties. In a marriage, individuals
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are not merely contracting for property, but constructing a shared
life over decades. The relational context encompasses emotional
bonds, shared investments, and the fluctuating needs of the
spouses, all of which defy the static logic of traditional contract
law.

Relational contract theory challenges the conventional
view of a contract as a fixed agreement to be enforced according
to its literal, original terms. Instead, it posits that a contract is
a dynamic framework that must adapt to the evolving reality of
the partnership. Since most marriage contracts are signed during
an initial period of optimism, parties often find it impossible to
predict the hardships that may lie ahead. Over time, however,
circumstances can change dramatically, whether through illness,
unemployment, or the decision to prioritize childcare over
professional growth. If the original agreement is then strictly
enforced without accounting for these changes, it can produce
outcomes that are fundamentally unfair and entirely detached
from the parties’ initial intent. The biopolitics of relationality
suggests that the state should view the family as a unit of
interdependence rather than a collection of atomized individuals.
Within this perspective, the role of the state extends beyond merely
enforcing a transactional agreement. The state must actively
safeguard the stability and fairness of the relationship itself.
This requires a formal recognition of “relational vulnerability”,
a concept that arises when one spouse becomes dependent on the
other through non-financial contributions such as homemaking
(Gordon-Bouvier 2018, 54). A marriage contract that ignores this
vulnerability fails as a biopolitical instrument, as it undermines
the social function of the family as a primary provider of care and
mutual support.

The Serbian legal system should implement mechanisms
allowing for the dynamic review of marriage contracts, ensuring
that legal agreements adapt to the evolving realities of family
life. Such reforms could involve periodic reassessments of the
agreement or granting judges the authority to modify terms that
have become unconscionable due to altered life circumstances.

This approach would align Serbian law with the relational reality
of marriage, moving away from the rigid and often oppressive
contractual model favored by neoliberal ideology. By embracing
relational theory, the state can better navigate the limits of its
intervention, respecting the autonomy of the spouses while
fulfilling its biopolitical duty to protect citizens from the risks of
an unjust contract.

THE DYSFUNCTION OF THE CONTRACTUAL MODEL
UNDER ASYMMETRIC RISKS

The transition from status to contract in marriage carries
specific implications for gender equality that are often regressive in
practice. In Serbian society, where traditional roles remain deeply
entrenched, the negotiation and execution of marriage contracts
are never neutral processes; these agreements inevitably reflect
and formalize existing power asymmetries. The phenomenon
of the socio-cultural imperative of care, where domestic labor
is expected as a natural obligation, serves as a primary driver
of domestic inequality in the Serbian context, where the state
overlooks the systemic labor and professional opportunity costs
borne primarily by women (Stjepanovi¢ and Raji¢ Cali¢ 2025).

This structure encourages a model of social identity where
individual value is derived through domestic self-sacrifice.
As Federici (2012, 16) has argued in a broader context, this
idealization of sacrifice serves to obscure the fact that domestic
labor is, in reality, uncompensated reproductive work that sustains
the entire economic system. This imperative directly undermines
the substantive fairness of marital agreements. An individual
socialized within this framework is statistically less likely to
demand an equitable distribution of assets, often perceiving
such legal assertions as being at odds with the relational
commitment. The biopolitical pressure to maintain the role of
“primary caregiver” inevitably leads to career interruptions and
a significant depreciation of human capital. When individuals in
these circumstances accept a formal separation of assets, they
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effectively institutionalize their own economic dependency by
forfeiting claims to wealth generated during the partnership. In
the event of a dissolution, the contract becomes a mechanism
that translates years of domestic specialization into long-term
economic insecurity. This is exacerbated by the biopolitics of the
Serbian labor market, where structural inequalities ensure that
many women enter into such agreements froma position of inherent
weakness. Fraser (2016, 112) describes this as the “crisis of care”,
where neoliberalism demands total professional availability
while simultaneously dismantling the social supports necessary
for family life. In this environment, the marriage contract does
not facilitate genuine autonomy; instead, it formalizes economic
subordination through the appearance of a voluntary agreement.

Within a neoliberal framework, the marriage contract
is often presented as a sophisticated tool for “calculating” and
“managing’ risk. Yet, this calculation fundamentally fails because
it treats marital risks as if they were purely financial and easily
severable. Relational vulnerability is not a variable that can be
easily quantified or hedged like a market asset. When a spouse
decides to prioritize domestic stability and childcare, they are
making a non-diversifiable and often irreversible investment in
the relationship. If the union dissolves, that investment frequently
results in a total loss of market-based professional capital. The
law must find a way to “value” these relational contributions,
protecting those who are most vulnerable to the externalization
of these risks.

In many Serbian marriages, the burden of unpaid labor falls
disproportionately on women, while their professional capital
diminishes the longer they remain outside the workforce (Shehaj
2022,23). Amarriage contract based on a “separation of property”
model effectively assigns the entirety of this economic risk to the
provider of care. Viewing the family as a rational factory of utility,
as suggested by the “New Home Economics”, masks the inherent
power imbalances produced when market power and domestic
specialization are divided between partners (Becker 1991, 30).
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The state’s biopolitical role should be to redistribute this
risk more fairly. This could be achieved through compensatory
mechanisms or through the recognition of a “relational interest”
in the future earnings of the higher-earning spouse, ensuring that
domestic dedication is not translated into personal economic
failure. The calculation of domestic risks must also account
for the “biopolitical tax™ paid for reproducing the population.
As Fraser (2016, 112) and Federici (2012, 16) demonstrate, the
neoliberal state benefits immensely from unpaid labor yet avoids
offering systemic compensation by framing this work as a private,
emotional duty.

This allows the state to withdraw from social welfare, while
the “separation of property” model ensures that the economic risk
of this labor remains a private burden. The marriage contract thus
becomes the site where this systemic imbalance is formalized.
By intervening in these agreements, the state recognizes and
compensates for essential social labor, which is not merely a
matter of fairness between individuals but a question of social
justice and long-term sustainability.

Achieving substantive equality necessitates a critical
re-evaluation of the biopolitical conditions that sustain these
domestic structures. This requires moving beyond formal legal
updates toward a regulatory framework that addresses the
structural imbalance of domestic responsibilities. Rather than
viewing caregiving through a purely gendered lens, the legal
system must recognize care as a fundamental social utility. If the
state incentivizes a more balanced distribution of caregiving roles,
it reduces the systemic dependency that currently compromises
the bargaining power of the vulnerable spouse.

At this point, the state must decide whether to remain a
passive enforcer of private agreements or an active protector of
the relationship’s internal fairness. While a mandatory pooling of
all assets could be interpreted as a disproportionate infringement
on property rights, allowing individuals to “contract into poverty”
represents a failure of the social contract. In order to resolve this,
a middle path is needed - a mandatory minimum of protection that
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functions as a biopolitical safety net. This mechanism ensures
that the essential socio-economic security of a spouse cannot
be waived through a private contract. Without such structural
safeguards, the marriage contract risks functioning merely as a
modern label that formalizes archaic inequalities under the guise
of contemporary legal autonomy.

THE LIMITS OF STATE INTERVENTION AND THE
GERMAN MODEL

The debate over marriage contracts is ultimately an inquiry
into the legitimate boundaries of state intervention. While a liberal
democracy typically mandates that the state remain distant from
the private lives of its citizens, the family remains far from a purely
private institution because the family unit performs vital social
and biopolitical functions. When a marriage terminates and leaves
a spouse in poverty, the burden of social assistance falls upon
the state, creating a clear public interest in ensuring that marital
agreements are equitable. Therefore, legal frameworks must
prevent the production of a class of economically marginalized
citizens. Just society must be structured so that its rules do not
disadvantage the most vulnerable, especially in institutions as
fundamental as the family. When a marriage contract allows for
the total externalization of relational risks onto one spouse, it
fails this primary test of justice. Within the “original position”, no
rational individual would agree to a legal framework that permits
“contracting into poverty” without a mandatory safety net (Rawls
1971, 75). Therefore, the state’s intervention is not a violation of
autonomy, but a prerequisite for a just contractual environment.

Defining the limits of state intervention requires balancing
three competing interests: individual autonomy, relationship
stability, and social welfare. Current legal trends in Serbia
appear overly focused on a narrow, almost atomized conception
of autonomy, often at the expense of social cohesion. By
allowing spouses to contract away essential rights, the state
effectively erodes the social safety net and promotes a model of
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disproportionate wealth accumulation within domestic life. The
law should be interpreted through a prism of integrity, where
individual rights are not seen as isolated, absolute priorities, but
as part of a coherent moral framework that values every citizen’s
life equally (Dworkin 1986, 190).

Biopolitical intervention should therefore be guided by
the principle of proportionality. When parties are genuinely
equal, and the contract is fair, intervention should be minimal.
Yet, when a clear power imbalance exists or when the contract
threatens the well-being of the family unit, robust state action
becomes a necessity. Establishing rigorous standards for contract
formation, such as a mandatory review by a specialized authority,
would ensure that both parties fully comprehend the long-term
ramifications of their choice. These limits are also profoundly
shaped by the rights of children, who often constitute the
unrepresented third parties in inequitable marital agreements. In
this context, the biopolitics of child protection must override the
absolute autonomy of the parents, as the state must ensure that
no private agreement can waive the fundamental obligation to
provide for the best interests of the child (Stjepanovi¢ 2021, 73).
Necessity for intervention mirrors the ongoing legal struggle to
reconcile the “status” of the family with the “contractual” nature
of modern marriage. The challenge for contemporary family law
lies in seeking a balance between these two paradigms - ensuring
that private agreements do not erode the essential protections that
the legal status of marriage is intended to provide (Bix 2006, 375).
To overcome this, a turn toward feminist relational contract theory
is required. This theory rejects the image of spouses as atomized
market actors, recognizing instead that marriage contracts are
embedded in long-term, interdependent relationships where risks
and contributions are fundamentally asymmetrical (Thompson
2018, 620). By adopting this relational lens, the law acknowledges
that an agreement which seemed fair at its inception may become
unconscionable over time due to the evolving lived reality of the
domestic partnership.
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This theoretical shift finds its most robust practical
application in the German legal system. The German tradition
is unique in its ability to balance private autonomy with the
protective function of the state (Zweigert and K&tz 1998, 330).
This is operationalized through a dual review process where the
court first assesses the procedural fairness at the time of signing
and subsequently applies “effect control” (Ausiibungskontrolle).
This second phase is a direct manifestation of relational fairness,
allowing courts to adjust contracts based on the principle of good
faith (Treu und Glauben) when unforeseen changes—such as
those arising from traditional gender expectations—render the
original terms unjust (Stjepanovié¢ and Raji¢ Cali¢ 2025, 494).
The German model distinguishes between the procedural fairness
of contract formation and the substantive fairness of the terms
through a rigorous two-phase evaluation process. The initial
validity review (Sittenwidrigkeitspriifung) assesses whether a
contract was signed under a structural power imbalance, such as
extreme emotional dependence or a lack of legal guidance, which
would render the agreement null from its inception. Furthermore,
the German approach acknowledges the dynamic nature of
marital life through “effect control”. This allows courts to adjust
contracts when unforeseen fundamental changes (such as those
arising from traditional gender expectations) render an originally
valid contract unconscionable (Stjepanovié and Raji¢ Cali¢ 2025,
494). Based on the principle of good faith (7reu und Glauben,
§ 242 BGB), the court maintains the power to intervene if one
partner’s domestic specialization facilitated the other’s career
growth, ensuring that domestic dedication does not result in
personal economic failure.

This relational approach directly addresses the rigidity found
in the Serbian system. Implementing similar mechanisms, such as
mandatory independent legal counsel and a dual review system,
would ensure that the state remains a guarantor of fairness in the
domestic sphere. The German model demonstrates the possibility
of respecting individual autonomy while maintaining the strict
biopolitical safeguards necessary to prevent the “autonomy of the
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will” from becoming a tool for its own negation. By adopting
this framework, Serbian law could move toward a “middle path”
that protects the socio-economic security of the vulnerable spouse
without a disproportionate infringement on property rights.

CONCLUSION

The transition from status to contract in Serbian marriage
law reflects the broader biopolitical transformations of modern
society. While the introduction of the marriage contract was a
necessary step toward recognizing individual autonomy, it has
simultaneously created a new landscape of risks and structural
inequalities. The analysis conducted throughout this research
suggests that autonomy of the will often functions as a legal
fiction, masking systemic power imbalances and the atomizing
myths of neoliberalism. This reality places the Serbian family at
a crossroads, necessitating a choice between continuing down the
path of total marketization of family relations and embracing a
more relational and equitable model of marital life.

To address these challenges, the Serbian legal system must
move toward a substantive fairness review of marriage contracts,
empowering judges to set aside or modify contracts that violate
fundamental equity or result in profound economic disparity.
Implementing this substantive review ensures that freedom of
contract does not become a license for the economic exploitation
of the more vulnerable party. The German legal framework
illustrates the necessity of acknowledging the dynamic nature of
marital life, allowing courts to modify agreements if a change in
domestic roles, such as one spouse transitioning into a homemaker
role, renders the original separate property regime inequitable
upon divorce. However, legal updates alone are insufficient, and
the state must also address the root causes of domestic imbalance
by closing the wage disparity between genders and providing
adequate support for childcare. Without these structural changes,
the marriage contract will continue to formalize pre-existing
social disadvantages rather than alleviating them.
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Acknowledging these systemic imbalances necessitates
a re-evaluation of the state’s role. Therefore, the biopolitics of
modern marriage should not revolve around the withdrawal of
the state, but rather its re-engagement as a protector of the public
interest. The limits of state intervention should be defined not
by market ideology, but by the principles of dignity, equality,
and relational fairness. Marriage remains more than a mere
transaction, representing a shared community of life that requires
a legal framework capable of recognizing such emotional and
social complexity. Serbia has the opportunity to lead in this area
by fostering a model of relational autonomy - one that respects
individual freedom while ensuring that no citizen is left behind
by the cold logic of the commercial contract.

The movement from status to contract must not signify a
return to a “state of nature” where the strong dominate the weak.
Instead, it should represent a transition toward a more democratic
and egalitarian form of personal life. This requires the state to
remain vigilant against neoliberal myths and to serve as a guarantor
of justice within society’s most intimate institution. The future
of the Serbian family depends on our ability to find a balance
between the “freedom of the will” and the ethical “responsibility

for the other”.

IN SERBIA™

Resume
Education for members of national minorities
represents one of the most important topics in
contemporary political theory with a specific
attention dedicated to concepts of multiculturalism
and interculturalism as reality in most of ethnically
diverse societies. In such societies, the protection of
minority rights becomes a key indicator of democratic
maturity, integration and social cohesion, which
makes education a crucial factor for accomplishing
and maintaining political stability. Albeit the fact that
there is no universal model of successful education
for national minorities, high level of international
standards and mechanisms guide the preservation
of linguistic and cultural rights of minorities. At
the theoretical level, liberal political thought views
education as a form of soft power essential for
democratic development. Interculturalism is often
seen as a dynamic exchange between cultures and thus,
more effective than sole multicultural coexistence,
as it requires genuine dialogue, acceptance and
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solidarity. In the past 25 years, Republic of Serbia has
developed a unique legal and institutional framework
for minority protection and for the preservation
of education for minorities through domestic
legislation, ratification of international documents
and special institutional mechanisms. Despite this,
challenges in implementation remain, highlighting
the need for continues policy improvement to
ach ieve the proclaimed ideal of interculturalism.
Contemporary theorists such as Kymlicka, Talyor
and Bennett emphasize the crucial role of education
in safeguarding collective identity, language and
culture, as well as fostering interethnic dialogue and
social cohesion. The main aim of modern debates
is to reach the fine line and find a balance between
minority identity preservation and integration into
wider society, navigating between multicultural and
intercultural models. The system designed in Serbia
offers three different models of minority education:
full instruction in minority language, instruction in
Serbian with minority language and culture as subjects
and bilingual education (in Serbian and minority
language). The first model prevails in practice, but
faces various obstacles and challenges, such as lack
of qualified teachers, textbook, financial resources
and complex procedures. In Serbia (and in many
other Western Balkan countries) educational reforms
reflect a gradual shift from ethnocentric models
toward intercultural approaches. Educational policies
are designed to cultivate solidarity and understanding,
reduce ethnic distance and strengthen the feeling of
belonging. Overall, the paper underscores that quality
minority education is indispensable for democratic
governance, successful diversity management and
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societal stability. It argues that the way forward for
Serbiais within strengthening intercultural educational
policies and practical implementation, with the main
aim of upholding identity differences while promoting
shared belonging and inclusive citizenship. The paper
is primarily based on a theoretical approach and a
descriptive analysis of relevant scientific literature,
statutory and bylaw acts, as well as research in the
field of public education and national minorities.

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AUTHOR GUIDELINES

The academic journal Political Review publishes articles
that result from the latest theoretical and empirical research in
the field of political science. Authors should refer mainly to the
results of scientific research published in academic journals, pri-
marily in political science journals.

Manuscripts should be submitted in Serbian (Cyrillic
script) with a mandatory English translation, or in English.

The journal is published four times a year. The deadlines
for submitting the manuscripts are February 1%, May 1%, August
I’ and November 1*.

Two consecutive issues cannot contain articles written by
the same author, whether single-authored or co-authored.

Papers are submitted to the Editorial Board by upload-
ing them to the CEON platform using the following link: https://
aseestant.ceon.rs/index.php/polrev/index.

Authors are obliged to submit a signed and scanned decla-
ration of authorship when submitting their works. The declaration
form can be downloaded from the journal’s website: https://www.
ips.ac.rs/uputstvo-za-autore.php?id=4.

All submitted manuscripts are checked for plagiarism or
auto-plagiarism.

Authors are required to provide their ORCID numbers
along with their (preferably) institutional email addresses, which
they include in the manuscript text in a footnote alongside their
names and surnames.

Research articles can have up to 40,000 characters with
spaces, including footnotes. When counting the characters leave
out the reference list. Exceptionally, a monographic study can be
larger in scope in accordance with the provisions of the Rulebook
on procedure, method of evaluation, and quantitative presenta-
tion of scientific research results.
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Reviews can have up to 15,000 characters with spaces.

Book reviews can have up to 10,000 characters with spac-
es.

USE OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE (AI) SOFT-
WARE

Various forms of chat boxes and other artificial intelli-
gence software cannot be (co)authors of the papers under consid-
eration, nor can it be cited as an author in the References section.
These tools can only be used for stylistic language editing, not
for writing sections of the paper, and authors who use them are
obliged to specify the purpose of using such tools. The use of Al
tools in the research on which the paper is based must be scien-
tifically justified and described in detail in the Methods section
or an analogous part of the body of the paper. In addition to the
Methods section, the most appropriate place in the paper to pro-
vide this information is at the end of the body of the paper (imme-
diately before the References section). A description of the use of
Al in the Methods section is necessary when it comes to atypical
use or borderline (contra)indications for the use of Al tools. A
detailed description implies that the name of the Al tool, the date
of access, the query used (prompt) and the purpose of use must
be stated.

Authors may use Al tools exclusively to create Al-assist-
ed, but not Al-generated content. This practically means that the
use of Al tools is permitted only for limited linguistic and techni-
cal interventions in the text of the manuscript:

« grammar and spelling correction,

* stylistic refinement of the author’s text,

« formatting assistance,

* technical assistance.

It is prohibited to use Al tools for:

* generating a large part of the content of the manuscript,

* creating scientific ideas, data, results or interpretations,
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* editing images, tables or graphs (including graphical
summaries), data or references.

Unequivocally established impermissible use of Al will
result in rejection, correction or withdrawal of the work.

CITING AND REFERENCING

The journal Political Review uses a partially modified
Chicago style of citation (17th edition of the Chicago Manual
of Style), which implies specifying bibliographic parentheses
(brackets) according to the (author year, page) system in the text,
as well as a list of references with full bibliographic data after the
text of the paper.

Data in bibliographic parentheses and the list of referenc-
es should be written in Latin script.

Below are the rules and examples for citing the bib-
liographic information in the reference list and in the text. For
each type of source, a citation rule is given first, followed by an
example of citation in the reference list and bibliographic paren-
thesis.

The bibliographic parenthesis is usually set off at the end
of the sentence, before the punctuation mark. It contains the au-
thor’s surname, the year of publication, and page numbers point-
ing to a specifically contextual page or range of pages, as in the
following example: (Mearsheimer 2001, 15-17).

General guidelines for writing the manuscript
