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TOWARDS THE OVERCOMING OF ISLAMISM
AND POPULISM: FROM INTERNATIONAL
RELATIONS TO INTERRELIGIOUS DIALOGUE

Abstract
This study aims to critically examine the thesis of the “clash of
civilizations” and to explore whether such a clash is inevitable
when the Eastern-Muslim and Western-Christian worlds meet,
as well as whether the mutual fear between them is justified
and how it is generated and mobilized. In the introductory
section, we will provide an overview of the historical relations
between these “two worlds” to identify the factors that opened
the possibility for the emergence of radical attitudes stemming
from concepts such as I[slamism and Populism. After that, we
will address the question of which factors contributed to their
sudden “revival”, with particular focus on one of the most
frequently cited causes: the refugee crisis. We will examine
how this crisis emerged and the nature of the reactions it
provoked, specifically the politicization of otherness. In the
subsequent analysis, special attention will be given to Western
Populism and its Islamophobic policies. Finally, we will explore
the concepts of constitutional patriotism, Euro-Islam, and
human (universal) brotherhood as potential pathways toward
overcoming the negative dichotomy inherent in the notions
of [slam and the West, particularly in the context of the role

INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Concepts such as political Islam, also known as Islamism, and
Western or European Populism have gained prominence around the
same period. What these phenomena share is their reliance on a clearly
and negatively defined “other” for their existence. For political Islam,
this “other” often consists of the “corrupt Christian West”” Europe, and
the American and Jewish spheres. For Western Populism, it is typically
framed as “Muslim terrorists” or Muslim refugees, who are perceived
as potential threats. In both cases, Religion is instrumentalized for
political purposes and projected in a distorted form onto the international
stage, often manifesting as overt xenophobia. Such dynamics create
ample space for fear through the demonization of the other, propagated
via political rhetoric and actions, and give rise to conflicts that, in
Huntingtonian terms, assume a civilizational dimension (see Huntington
2011). The “clash of civilizations” thesis, which gained traction in post-
Cold War international relations, has been widely critiqued. Scholars
have demonstrated its limitations and inconsistencies. As Jonathan Fox
observes: “This theory has been highly controversial. However, limiting
the discussion to actual analyses of Huntington’s arguments focusing on
whether (1) Islam is more violent than other religions and (2) whether
inter-civilizational conflict is in fact more common, the results show
that with some important qualifications, neither of these propositions
are supported by the evidence. Studies which have actually accumulated
lists of conflicts across the world and tested Huntington’s predictions
against reality found inter-civilizational conflicts to be less common than
conflicts within civilizations [...], that civilization is not a good predictor
of conflict [...] and, most violence by Muslims is directed against other
Muslims. This higher incidence of intrareligious conflict as opposed to
inter-religious conflict is also true of conflicts involving Christians [...]”
(Fox 2018, 44).
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This paper aims to examine how Huntington’s thesis, despite
its empirical shortcomings, continues to shape encounters between
Eastern-Islamic and Western-Christian worlds — particularly through
the frameworks of political Islam and European Populism — as a tool
for politicizing otherness, generating fear, and mobilizing identity.
Accordingly, our research question is: How does Religion participate
in the politicization and depoliticization of otherness, and what are
the implications for international relations? This leads to our central
hypothesis: Interreligious dialogue, understood as a consensus around
fundamental universal values, can most effectively contribute to
depoliticizing otherness and mitigating the conflicts it generates on the
global stage. In the introductory section, we provide a brief historical
overview of interactions between these “opposing subjects” and highlight
the conditions that foster radical positions within these two paradigms.
We then analyze the concepts of Islamism — as political Islam — and
Western Populism, while exploring the factors that have triggered their
renewed prominence. Among these, the refugee crisis stands out as a
particularly influential catalyst, warranting focused attention due to
its profound consequences and its exploitation for the politicization of
otherness. This study is anchored in the work of German-Iranian author
Navid Kermani, particularly his book Who Are We? Germany and Its
Muslims (see Kermani 2013). Kermani examines the interplay between
identity politics and the environments that shape both Muslim and
European identities. Central to his inquiry is the question of how these
identities can coexist. Drawing on his personal experience as a German
Muslim, Kermani illustrates the challenge of simultaneously embracing
one’s Muslim identity while fully participating in European society.
The tension inherent in this dual identification epitomizes the core
problem of the politicization of otherness. Kermani’s analysis highlights
that Islam should not be understood as a closed theological or strictly
national phenomenon, but as a politically engaged, transnational reality
that inevitably raises questions regarding encounters with otherness.
Situating this study within the framework of international politics is
therefore essential. Following the September 11, 2001 attacks, Islam
— once primarily considered a religious teaching — suddenly became a
central subject in global affairs, prompting increased attention to the
intersection of Religion and international relations.

The post-9/11 emergence of Islam on the international stage
contributed to the perception of widespread Islamophobia within the
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Euro-Atlantic sphere, a trend that became particularly pronounced
in the U.S. by 2004. Initial steps toward mutual understanding were
largely bypassed, and both the “War on Terror” and subsequent
diplomatic engagements with the Taliban represented a plunge into
uncharted territory. Scholars such as John Mearsheimer (University
of Chicago) and Stephen Walt (Harvard University) have highlighted
U.S. failures in adequately understanding Islamic societies during this
period, emphasizing the consequences of such misperceptions. The
repercussions of these misunderstandings were also felt in Europe,
where they exacerbated pre-existing fears and generated new anxieties
— a phenomenon analyzed by scholars such as Dominique Moisi and
Zygmunt Bauman, the latter of whom titled his work Strangers at Our
Door (see Bauman 2018). Our focus will center on the complex question
of what kind of “foreigner” Islam represents for the West, and vice versa,
drawing in particular on the scholarship of John Esposito (Georgetown
University), editor of The Oxford History of Islam. Finally, the study
explores the European response through the lens of Populism. Bulgarian
political scientist Ivan Krastev’s characterization of the refugee crisis
as “Europe’s September 11” underscores its transformative impact.
In conclusion, we examine potential pathways toward depoliticizing
otherness, highlighting approaches such as Jan-Werner Miiller’s concept
of constitutional patriotism (also endorsed by Kermani), Bassam Tibi’s
notion of Euro-Islam, and Pope Francis’s vision of universal fraternity.
Throughout, we argue that while the post-9/11 global order has often
politicized otherness, Religion possesses significant potential to facilitate
its depoliticization.

ISLAM AND THE WEST: ONGOING COMPLEXITY

The historical relations between the Islamic and Western
worlds demonstrate a persistent complexity, marked by continuous
interconnection as well as recurring distance. This interconnection
primarily manifested on a religious level, as the three monotheistic
religions — Judaism, Christianity, and Islam — share the Abrahamic
tradition, providing a foundation for potential cooperation. Nevertheless,
historical and, above all, political circumstances created far more space
for conflict. As John Esposito notes: “Ancient rivalries and modern
conflicts have so accentuated differences as to completely obscure
the shared theological roots and vision of the Judeo-Christian-Islamic
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tradition. Both sides have focused solely on and reinforced differences,
and have polarized rather than united these three great interrelated
monotheistic traditions” (Esposito 1999, 23).

In this paper, our focus is not on the historical development of
Islam as a religion, whose dynamism and success certainly challenged
Western Christianity, but rather on its social and political dimensions.
Islam, given the environment of its emergence and expansion, did not
differentiate sharply between the sacred and the profane, the private
and the public, or Religion and politics. Muhammad was understood
simultaneously as God’s messenger and as a political leader — one who
judged, organized, and guided the community. The Prophet embodied the
full complexity of the faith he conveyed to those who submit: “Religion
was integral to the leadership, life, and fabric of society, providing
norms for worship (duties to God) and social life (duties to society).
If Islam means submission to the will of God, the Muslim is one who
submits, that is, follows or actualizes God’s will in both individual
and community life” (Esposito 1999, 27). After the Prophet’s death,
no consensus existed on how God’s will should shape the organization
of the Islamic community, as the Prophet left no detailed guidance on
political matters. This led to divergent views on succession. One faction
argued that senior followers should select leadership, while another
maintained that it should remain within the Prophet’s family. These
differences gave rise to the enduring Sunni-Shia split. Politically, the
Sunni approach prevailed, establishing a caliphal system that would later
evolve through centralization, imperial expansion, and the establishment
of dynastic rule. The Islamic community’s political organization ushered
in a period of territorial expansion. From initially fragmented Bedouin
tribes, Muslims unified and projected their presence onto the stage
of international politics, defeating empires such as the Byzantine and
Persian. Submission to God and the principle of jihad served as the
“wings” on which Islamic armies advanced, instilling fear within
Western Christendom.

The concept of jihad is multifaceted. While a detailed analysis
exceeds the scope of this study, it is crucial to note that jihad fundamentally
differs from the interpretation offered by Islamic fundamentalists
or Western populists. It is not merely a “holy war against infidels”
or the “spreading of the faith by the sword”. Instead, it is first and
foremost a spiritual struggle of the believer against Satan and oneself.
Only secondarily can it involve preaching, teaching, or armed conflict,

understood in the context of the inter-tribal struggles of the early Arab
world. For Christians who witnessed Muslim expansion, the readiness
to sacrifice life for faith generated fear and contributed to a distance
from another Abrahamic religion: “Ancient historical and theological
affinities went unnoticed as the Christian West, Church and State,
faced the onslaught of an enemy which it found easier to demonize
and to dismiss as barbarian and infidel than to understand” (Esposito
1999, 36). Despite military conquests, Islam did not erase the other two
monotheistic religions. There is ample evidence of Islamic tolerance
toward the “People of the Book”, Jews and Christians, although this
tolerance was conditional. Non-Muslims could secure protection under
Muslim rule but lacked full religious rights. Resistance could provoke
conflict and lead to the acceptance of Islamic authority. A pivotal moment
occurred in the 11th century, when Christian forces felt compelled to
defend Jerusalem, which had been conquered by Muslim armies in the
7th century. The ensuing Crusades (11th-13th centuries), sanctioned
by Pope Urban II, sought to reclaim the city but ultimately resulted in
extensive destruction with limited strategic success. Conflict soon turned
intra-Christian, as Latin forces targeted Orthodox Christians, prefiguring
the eventual fall of Constantinople in 1453 to the Ottomans.

Under the Ottoman Empire, Constantinople became a major
political and cultural center, while Islamic power was halted at Vienna
in 1683. Thereafter, Western dominance began, and Islam came under
sustained European scrutiny. Negative stereotypes of Muslims, many of
which persist today, can be traced to this period. Memories of Crusades
and European colonialism, coupled with the subjugation of Muslim
lands, contributed to a perception of Muslim “civilizational incapacity”
in organizing society. Esposito summarizes Muslim perspectives on
this historical context: “Muslim views of the West and responses to its
power and ideas varied from rejection and confrontation to admiration
and imitation. However, the prevailing mood was one of conflict and
competition. For many, colonialism conjured up memories of the
Crusades; the European challenge and aggression was but another phase
of militant Christianity’s war with Islam; Europe was the enemy that
threatened both the faith of Islam and the political life of the Muslim
community. The political crisis precipitated by European colonialism
was accompanied by a spiritual one: ‘The fundamental spiritual crisis in
Islam in the twentieth century stems from an awareness that something
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is awry between the religion which God has appointed and the historical
development of the world which He controls’” (Esposito 1999, 49).

MOBILIZATION OF ISLAMIC IDENTITY: ISLAMISM

The response to crises in the Islamic world took the form of so-
called political Islam, or Islamism. At the beginning of the 20th century,
some Muslims recognized the necessity for Islam to become an actively
engaged faith in both national and international politics. This urgency
arose primarily because the Islamic world faced threats both internally
and externally. Internally, threats came from those who distorted the
faith, while externally, they came from Israel, the United States, and their
Western European allies. Consequently, the phenomenon of political
Islam emerged, which can be broadly defined as follows: “Political
Islam can be broadly defined as the mobilization of Islamic identity in
pursuit of particular objectives of public policy, both within an Islamic
society and in its relations with other societies. At that level of generality,
political Islam is neither new, nor transient, nor necessarily negative. In
fact, the mobilization of Islamic identity toward such goals can be seen as
integral to the legitimate right of Muslim peoples to self-determination”
(An-Na‘im 1999, 103).

Although this definition emphasizes that political Islam is not a
novel phenomenon, it gains new significance when considered in the
context of modern political developments and identity mobilization. In
particular, global events — such as the legacies of colonialism and military
defeats at the hands of Israel, backed by the U.S. — had a profound
impact on the Islamic world. Ideologically, the Muslim world was caught
between Marxism and socialism (both associated with atheism) and
liberalism (vastly reduced to capitalism), creating a vacuum that political
Islam sought to fill. As Ruthven observes: “On the political level; the
collapse of communism and the failure of Marxism to overcome the
stigma of ‘atheism’ makes Islam seem an attractive ideological weapon
against post-colonial regimes perceived as corrupt and authoritarian and
sometimes tyrannical” (Ruthven 2012, 21).

Kermani complements this perspective by highlighting an internal
crisis within orthodox Islamic teaching itself: “Fundamentalism did not
emerge within orthodox teaching, but arose as a response to the crisis
in which it found itself. Orthodox teaching could no longer provide
answers, and thus political Islam emerged among urban populations
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within the middle class” (Kermani 2013, 69). At the core of political
Islam lies identity politics. This is the central point of Kermani’s analysis,
as reflected in the title of his book Who Are We? His understanding
of identity encompasses two critical dimensions: distinctiveness and
tolerance. Drawing on historical examples of parallel societies, he notes:
“In the Habsburg monarchy or the Ottoman Empire, until recently in
cities such as Samarkand and Sarajevo, and even today in Isfahan or Los
Angeles, parallel societies were not, or are not yet, a terrifying vision
but a way in which minorities managed to live relatively undisturbed,
preserving their language and culture. Without such parallel societies,
there would likely no longer be Christians in the Middle East, and their
current exodus is largely connected to the fatal pressures to enforce
unity and abandon cultural distinctiveness. Such pressure is sometimes
exerted by the majority, sometimes by the authorities, and sometimes
by a few hundred terrorists” (Kermani 2013, 10). Kermani emphasizes
that if identity politics lacks either distinctiveness or tolerance, it
becomes exclusive and conflictual, transforming political identity into
Fundamentalism. The space for such radicalization stems from the deficit
of clearly defined identity in the modern world, or what could be termed
modern Islam: “Fundamentalist ideas are attractive precisely because
they provide people with what is most lacking in the modern, globalized
world: clarity, binding rules, and lasting group membership — in a word,
identity” (Kermani 2013, 12). Identity inherently implies particularity,
raising the crucial question of self-definition: who are “we” and who
are “they”?

Regarding Islam, one may ask whether a Muslim today is solely
one who fulfills the Five Pillars of Faith, or whether someone can be
considered Muslim while simultaneously living their religious identity
alongside, or in harmony with, another identity. Kermani argues for
the latter approach, which involves broadening the self rather than
narrowing it: “It is therefore entirely natural to identify with one thing
or another, but it becomes dangerous when a single identity is given
absolute importance, when a person becomes only Christian, Muslim,
German, Iranian [...]. The pragmatic simplification inherent in any
identification, in such cases, becomes a narrowing of the personality.
Even more dangerously, the acceptance of a particular identity is always
based on opposition to other identities” (Kermani 2013, 20).

From this perspective, fanatical Muslims may object, fearing
that broadening the self could dilute Islam. Historically, debates on
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secularization and Westernization within Islam have reflected similar
concerns. The appeal of Western modernity and European education
was strong for some Muslims to the extent that confident thinkers openly
advocated for an Islamic reformation. Politically, two issues dominated
these discussions: Islam’s relationship with national identity and its
independence. Accordingly, attitudes toward the West developed along
two lines: embracing achievements such as the French Revolution and
liberal nationalism, or rejecting Western imperialist ambitions.

The mobilization of Islamic identity, as manifested in Islamism,
is in part conditioned by a pervasive culture of humiliation. This sense
of humiliation emerges from the conviction that an external Other will
dictate the course of one’s life, politics, economy, culture, and society
(see Moisi 2009, 73). Within a framework shaped by the authoritative
discourses of scholars and religious authorities, it becomes readily feasible
to construct the Other as an entity intent on subjugation and degradation.
Consequently, any personal or collective failures are projected onto the
Other rather than acknowledged internally. The operative logic positions
the self invariably within the realm of the good, while relegating otherness
exclusively to the domain of the malign. Among specific segments of the
Muslim faithful, the West is construed as the Other whose ambition is the
control of the Islamic world. While this perception may have contained
elements of truth in specific historical contexts, such a stance is not only
epistemically flawed but also profoundly perilous. It is precisely upon
this mindset and the accompanying culture of humiliation that Islamism
has arisen — as a politicized and ideologically instrumentalized distortion
of Islam — producing profound ramifications both within the Islamic
world and across the broader field of international relations.

THE POLITICIZATION OF OTHERNESS

Political Islam, despite being a highly diverse movement composed
of varying and sometimes opposing ideologies, has consistently directed
its political focus toward two central elements: identity and otherness.
These elements are equally significant for both conservatives advocating
the full implementation of Sharia law and for those inclined toward
representative democracy and human rights. While we have already
explored the concept of identity, we now turn to the notion of open
otherness. Kermani situates Islam and otherness in the following way:
“For Islam, the West is otherness — something from which some distance
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themselves, while others use it as a reference point to determine their
own position and population. Upon closer examination, we see that the
debate essentially concerns Islam itself, that is, its own society, rather
than the West. [...] Like everyone else, Western Europe needs otherness
to define itself. This role is not reserved exclusively for Islam, yet it is
currently the most significant otherness for Western Europe. It is no
coincidence that in Germany the debate on multiculturalism practically
comes down to a discussion about Muslims, and it should be emphasized
that it is not a discussion with Muslims, but mostly about them” (Kermani
2013, 25-28). Kermani’s framework requires careful unpacking to allow
a critical response. However, before doing so, it is essential to consider
the international circumstances that brought these “othernesses” into
confrontation once more. September 11, 2001, arguably represents one
of the most consequential moments in contemporary global politics.
The attacks aimed to terrify the “corrupt Euro-Atlantic world”, leaving
lasting consequences not only for those directly affected but also for
anyone living under the threat of terrorism for years to come. Ironically,
the most significant damage inflicted on Islam itself — far exceeding that
caused by external attackers — was perpetrated by radical Muslims.

In the immediate aftermath, U.S. President George W. Bush
announced a “War on Terror”, followed by invasions of Iraq and
Afghanistan. Both sides offered strong justifications. Malise Ruthven
links these attacks directly to U.S. involvement in the region: “The
Islamist attack on America, organized and facilitated by the Islamist
al-Qaeda group under the leadership of Osama bin Laden, was largely
inspired by the presence of US troops on the sacred soil of Saudi Arabia.
This was itself a response to the threat to US oil supplies posed by
the Iraqi leader Saddam Hussein’s 1991 invasion of Kuwait. 9/11 and
the logic of George W. Bush’s ‘war on terror’ resulted in US-led wars
against the Taliban regime in Afghanistan and the Saddam regime in
Iraq” (Ruthven 2012, 4).

In this case, otherness was perceived as an enemy to be re-
educated, whether it was the “corrupt West” or the “Islamic terrorists.”
The Western method, however, resembled a modern-day crusade,
advancing against an enemy that was poorly understood: “What is
amazing is that so many American policymakers and pundits were
confident they could fundamentally alter the political landscape in a
host of Middle Eastern countries and turn them into democracies. The
United States was intervening in countries it knew astonishingly little
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about — few government officials even spoke Arabic or knew that Sunni
and Shi’a were different branches of Islam — and its violation of those
states’ right of self-determination was bound to generate resentment”
(Mearsheimer 2018, 169).

The consequences of this Western intervention were catastrophic.
Two decades after the “War on Terror” was declared, U.S. forces have
intervened militarily in Afghanistan, Iraq, Somalia, Yemen, Pakistan, the
Philippines, Libya, and Syria. Despite billions of dollars spent, the Taliban
have regained power in Afghanistan, and Al-Qaeda maintains cells not
only in the Middle East but also in Europe, North Africa, the Sahel, and
Central and Southeast Asia. Guantanamo Bay, opened four months after
the attacks, costs U.S. taxpayers approximately $7.5 million per prisoner
annually. In total, 7,000 American soldiers and 8,000 contractors have
died, while half a million civilians — primarily in Iraq, Afghanistan,
and Pakistan — have been killed. As Mearsheimer emphasizes, Western
powers intervened in countries they knew remarkably little about, failing
even to grasp basic divisions within Islam. This exclusive perception of
otherness carried enormous global costs. Today, more than twenty-one
million people are refugees or internally displaced. Harvard professor
Stephen Walt captures the essence of this strategic failure: “Designing
an effective foreign policy strategy requires anticipating how others
will react, yet government officials — not to mention the broader public
— often know very little about the countries whose behavior they are
trying to influence” (Walt 2020).

This disregard for understanding the Other opened the door to
further crises, producing immense suffering both within the Islamic
world and globally. Conflicts in the Middle East, the Arab Spring, and
the failed revolutions in Syria and Libya, coupled with the collapse
of U.S. diplomacy, catalyzed the rise of religious Fundamentalism.
Radical rhetoric spread quickly through networks, enticing young people
from affected regions and Europe to join ISIL. Years of conflict and
competition for resources fueled the rise of Islamic extremism. For
decades, international politics assumed that the Peace of Westphalia
had confined Religion to the private sphere. Peter Berger, however,
challenged this assumption in The Desecularization of the World:
Resurgent Religion and World Politics: “My point is that the assumption
that we live in a secularized world is false. The world today [...] is as
furiously religious as it ever was, and in some places more so than ever”
(Berger 1999, 2).
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Meanwhile, drone strikes under President Barack Obama, often
hitting civilians, contributed to the growth of Populism in affected
regions. Miiller insightfully explains the dynamic: “Populists in office
continue to polarize and prepare the people for nothing less than what is
conjured up as a kind of apocalyptic confrontation.” (Miiller 2017b, 42).
These apocalyptic confrontations unfolded from September 11 onwards
across Europe — in France, Belgium, and the United Kingdom — fueling
European populists’ defense of a supposedly “Christian” Europe.

All of this has culminated in the politicization of otherness — a
phenomenon that accompanies both Islamism and Populism, which,
by instrumentalizing Religion, seek to demonize the Other in terms of
difference and alterity, portraying them as the source of every threat. A
deeper theological examination reveals that religions such as Christianity
and Islam, in their essence, do not endorse division. Religious teachings
aim to affirm diversity, yet diversity and division are not synonymous.
Diversity is inherently positive and inclusive; it signals authenticity
and distinctiveness while inviting the recognition and acceptance of
the authenticity and uniqueness of the Other. In contrast, division
is detrimental and exclusive, as it fosters fear and conflict, erecting
boundaries that transform “us” versus “them”. Within this dialectic of
diversity and division lies the core of the politicization of otherness as a
source of religious misuse, which frequently carries direct implications
for international relations.

THE MOBILIZATION OF CHRISTIAN IDENTITY:
POPULISM

The West once again became fearful of Islam. Following a series
of terrorist attacks, Islam increasingly became associated with negative
connotations in Europe. Drawing on Kermani’s study, Dominique
Moisi observes: “Identity is strongly linked with confidence, and in turn
confidence, or the lack thereof, is expressed in emotions — in particular,
those of fear, hope, and humiliation” (Moisi 2009, 12). In the dynamic
between Islam and the West, fear, hope, and humiliation intermingled
on both sides. For Muslims living in Europe — many of whom had
embraced the achievements of European democracies — life suddenly
became precarious. As Malise Ruthven notes: “Yet Muslims living
in the West and in the growing Islam areas of the Muslim world that
come within the West’s electronic footprint understandably resent the
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exposure that comes with the increasing concerns of outsiders. Islam,
they would argue, is a religion of peace: the word Islam, a verbal noun
meaning submission (to God), is etymologically related to the word
salam, meaning peace. The standard greeting most Muslims use when
joining a gathering or meeting strangers is as-salaam ‘alaikum — ‘peace
be upon you’. According to a widely held view, people who accuse Islam
of being a violent religion misunderstand its essentially pacific nature”
(Ruthven 2012, 1-2).

Fear is thus understandable — both as a psychological reaction to
terrorism and, according to some scholars, as an instinctive response
of the “behavioral immune system” to perceived external threats (see
Aarge, Petersen and Arceneaux 2017). Terrorists exploit this fear, but
other actors also benefit from it. Kermani rightly emphasizes that: “Once
again, however, it has become clear that many Muslims do wish to live
in the modern world, but have not yet grasped the rules of the game that
govern it. In the modern world, one can boycott someone’s products,
write articles, spend money on media campaigns, or lobby, but no one
has the right to attack embassies or threaten people with death” (Kermani
2013, 35). The problem arises when this lack of understanding provokes
reactions —not only from frightened citizens or those showing solidarity
with stigmatized Muslims, but also from politicians and religious figures,
such as Germany’s CDU or Pope Francis. It is also exploited by those
who link terrorism and the refugee crisis in the most negative terms,
using the discourse of threatened European and Christian identity
as a tool. As Kermani notes: “The discourse of identity always and
everywhere appears under the guise of self-defense and the struggle for
self-preservation” (Kermani 2013, 39).

The refugee crisis has been a primary catalyst for this. Bulgarian
political scientist Ivan Krastev argues: “The refugee crisis has
fundamentally changed the state of play in Europe. It can’t be explained
solely by the influx of refugees or labor migrants. It is, among many other
things, also a migration of arguments, emotions, political identities, and
votes. The refugee crisis turned out to be Europe’s 9/11” (Krastev 2017,
19). Just as American democracy was tested after September 11, 2001,
European democracy now faces a critical moment. Democracy itself
has become a malleable concept, allowing populists to fill it with their
own vision, presenting themselves as resolute defenders of European
democracy and European values. Post-communist Eastern European
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countries, refusing to accept refugees, framed this resistance as a defense
of national identity.

Populism, Miiller observes, is inseparable from representative
democracy: “Populism arises with the introduction of representative
democracy; it is its shadow” (Miiller 2017b, 20). European populists
exploit fear of the Other, portraying Muslim immigrants as a
demographic, cultural, and religious threat. Moisi emphasizes: “The
fear of the Other grows out of demography and geography. ‘They’ are
too numerous and without hope where they are. ‘“We’ are too few and so
(comparatively) wealthy where we live. The more we need them for the
growth of our economies (given our low birthrates), the more we reject
them emotionally on cultural, religious, and racial grounds” (Mofisi 2009,
102). Populism is thus a form of identity politics aimed at exclusion. As
Miiller notes: “Populism is always a form of identity politics (though
not all versions of identity politics are populist). What follows from this
understanding of populism as an exclusionary form of identity politics
is that populism tends to pose a danger to democracy. For democracy
requires pluralism and the recognition that we need to find fair terms
of living together as free, equal, but also irreducibly diverse citizens”
(Miiller 2017b, 3).

Although populists present themselves as defenders of democracy,
they are, paradoxically, one of its greatest threats. The question of Islam’s
compatibility with democracy or Sharia’s alignment with international
law is legitimate; the problem emerges when European populists frame
it. Islam, unlike Christianity, lacks a centralized canonical authority,
leaving room for diverse interpretations. As Kermani cites Imam Ali:
“‘The Qur’an is a book between two covers, which does not speak; it is
people who speak with it’. Revelation requires interpretation, and one
can only speak about Islam if different interpretations and their real-
political effects are taken into account” (Kermani 2013, 86).

Tolerance is inherent to Islam. Medieval scholars emphasized the
five purposes (magqasid) of Islamic law: the preservation of Religion,
life, intellect, progeny, and property. Preservation of Religion prioritized
defense, not attack. These principles align with human rights in their
essence, and most Muslims accept the concept, opposing only elements
perceived as Western impositions, such as the freedom to change
Religion. The challenge for the West lies not in Islam as a threat, but as a
call to understand its diversity: “Contemporary Islam is more a challenge
than a threat. It challenges the West to know and understand the diversity
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of the Muslim experience. It challenges Muslim governments to be
more responsive to popular demands for political liberalization and
greater popular participation, to tolerate rather than repress nonviolent
Opposition movements, and to build viable democratic institutions,
while containing violent extremism and terrorism. At the same time,
it challenges Western powers to stand by the democratic values they
embody, distinguish between authentic populist movements and violent
revolutionaries, and recognize the right of all people to determine the
nature of their government and leadership” (Esposito 1999, 270-271).

Nevertheless, the mobilization of Christian identity, embodied in
Populism, is partially conditioned by a culture of fear. This fear stems
from the fact that, for the first time in more than two centuries, the West
no longer holds the decisive voice (see Moisi 2009, 90). Here, too, there
is a substitution of theses whereby the self is held responsible for what
is good, and otherness for what is bad. Unemployment, insecurity, and
other societal hardships in the West are primarily the result of personal
responsibility, rather than being secondary to external influences. Yet,
among segments of the Western public, populist leaders have succeeded
in imposing the perception that the Other seeks to forcibly reshape
their politics, economy, society, and culture. This, in turn, gives rise
to a culture of fear, which is produced and amplified by Populism. It
is necessary, however, to qualify this observation: while it is true that
some individuals who arrived in Europe, defined by an Other identity,
caused problems and even engaged in terrorist acts, this does not grant
anyone the right to stigmatize entire civilizations. Achieving such a
nuanced understanding requires a high degree of discernment and critical
judgment.

THE DEPOLITICIZATION OF THE OTHERNESS

In the preceding discussion, the phrase “commitment to
democratic values” emerges as particularly salient. This prompts a
critical question: Can the West genuinely be considered committed to
democratic values if it permits Hungarian Prime Minister Viktor Orban
to conduct entire political campaigns for his Fidesz party using overtly
Islamophobic rhetoric, claiming that Muslims will inundate Europe and
fundamentally Islamize it? The situation escalated further in Germany,
where, leveraging Islamophobia, the far-right party AfD (Alternative
for Germany) — including elements with neo-Nazi affiliations — secured
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parliamentary representation and entered the Bundestag. Does this
suggest that Islamophobia is politically advantageous in Europe?

It is imperative to emphasize that such fear is initially fueled by
actors “who know Islam well” and have perpetrated terrorist attacks.
However, it would be overly simplistic to halt the analysis there, as
discussed in previous sections. The existence of fear is undeniable; the
central question remains: how can it be addressed and overcome? To
approach this issue, one must return to the foundational concepts of
political life: identity and, concomitantly, otherness. These concepts are
interdependent, much like freedom and responsibility — one cannot be
meaningfully considered without the other. Drawing upon his personal
experience, Kermani advocates for the concept of constitutional
patriotism, stating: “Rarely have I ever felt so proud of Germany as on
the day I received my second citizenship, German citizenship, and that
without any special ceremony — just a simple, warm handshake in the
hall of the foreigners’ office in central Cologne. That act was sober as
an expression of ‘constitutional patriotism’ and astonishingly composed,
just like my understanding of the whole matter” (Kermani 2013, 102).

Within this framework, loyalty is not directed exclusively toward
the nation as an ethnic or historical entity, but toward a community
grounded in shared political values such as democracy and freedom of
thought. The European Union, under this conceptualization, is not an
end in itself but a platform for public deliberation and civic engagement.
Through such a culture of debate, and with respect for the “constitution”
of Europe, it becomes possible to discern what Europe is — or ought to
be. Yet, a potential pitfall exists: the creation of a meta-identity. National,
ethnic, and religious identities must remain in solidarity without being
supplanted by a singular, homogenized European identity, which risks
assuming the characteristics of a “civic religion”. Thus, Europe requires
arigorous re-examination of its own identity through open debate rather
than its marginalization. At its core, constitutional patriotism addresses
the question of how individuals can coexist: “The deepest impulse
animating a normatively substantive account of constitutional patriotism
is the idea of individuals recognizing each other as free and equal and
finding fair terms of living together; in other words, to find enough
common, mutually acceptable grounds to answer the question, ‘How do
want to live together?’ In a sense, you might say, it’s nothing less than
the political question as such” (Miiller 2007a, 52-53).
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Within this framework, it is essential not to undermine the
specificity of religious Identity, particularly for Muslims, for whom
Religion often constitutes a primary identity. Kermani emphasizes that
such identities must remain open both to their own development and to
otherness, understood as the recognition of difference: “The culture of
the West worth fighting for and promoting is special in that it is based on
specificities, unlike religions, which inevitably claim universal validity.
In this way, Europe allows for the specificities of religions and their
pluralism. Perhaps the greatest achievement of Europe, and of the entire
West, is that they have developed a form of governance that not only
tolerates different faiths and worldviews but treats them entirely equally
— or at least should do so — regardless of whether it encourages or limits
them. Western culture would best demonstrate its current superiority
and readiness for a leading role in the world by granting Muslims those
freedoms that Christians in the Islamic world are often denied” (Kermani
2013, 109).

Another proposed solution to the challenges in Islam — West
relations is Bassam Tibi’s concept of Euro-Islam. Tibi begins from the
premise that Religion is a social reality, underscoring its role in socio-
cultural and international relations. He asserts that the politicization of
Religion as a social fact generates fundamentalist ideologies (Tibi 2012,
188). To mitigate Fundamentalism in the encounter between Islam and
the West, Tibi advocates for Euro-Islam, drawing upon Ibn Khaldiin’s
notion of asabiyya, understood as the “civilizational self-consciousness”
underpinning every civilization. Euro-Islam, therefore, must manifest
as a distinct Euro-Islamic self-consciousness, given that “the self-
consciousness of Europe (and of Islam) is facing a challenge” (Tibi
2008, 26). In this framework, there is no “clash of civilizations”; instead,
a shared consciousness emerges with the goal of conflict resolution. Both
Europe and Islam have responsibilities in this process. Europe must
overcome two extremes: the populist-Islamophobic response and the
multicultural approach grounded in cultural relativism (Tibi 2008, 191).
Islam’s contribution, according to Tibi, involves reforming orthodox
practice, which he argues should not be dictated by European norms (see
Tibi 2001, 226). Muslims are called to adopt an “upgraded identity”,
embracing cultural pluralism, diversity, and adherence to fundamental
values and human rights. Tibi articulates this succinctly: “Muslims
themselves must make a choice between the sermon and Kant, or, in
the case of Europe, between a Muslim Europe or Euro-Islam — that is,
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between the Islamization of Europe or the Europeanization of Islam”
(Tibi 2008, 31).

Despite their conceptual appeal, neither constitutional patriotism
nor Euro-Islam has achieved practical success, as both initiate solutions
from the starting point of identity. This presents a dual problem: first,
while identity is not always contingent on Religion, Religion is inherently
tied to identity. Efforts to “upgrade” identity in universalist terms risk
imposing a monopolistic claim on universality, thereby engendering
conflict. Second, both approaches, although emphasizing diversity
and cultural pluralism, fall short in addressing otherness; they stop at
mobilizing identity without engaging its core political dynamics. The
key, therefore, lies in addressing the politicization of otherness. Here,
Pope Francis’ initiatives provide a valuable model. Rather than first
defining “who we are” and then “who they are”, the Pope reverses this
logic, prioritizing an understanding of the other. Moreover, he insists
that such understanding must emerge from dialogue with the other,
rather than unilateral pronouncements. This approach underpinned his
successful diplomatic engagement in the United Arab Emirates in 2019,
where he participated in an interfaith conference promoting moderate
Islam and combating religious extremism. During this visit, he met with
the Grand Imam of Al-Azhar University Ahmed al-Tayeb, resulting
in the Document on Human Fraternity for World Peace and Living
Together (Pope Francis, 2019), which affirms that religions must never
incite war, hatred, hostility, or extremism: “This was no mere diplomatic
gesture, but a reflection born of dialogue and common commitment”
(Pope Francis 2020, 5). A year later, in the encyclical Fratelli tutti: On
Fraternity and Social Friendship, the Pope went further, focusing not
on enhancing identity. Still, on depoliticizing otherness, rescuing it from
populist demonization: “Certain populist political regimes, as well as
certain liberal economic approaches, maintain that an influx of migrants
is to be prevented at all costs. Arguments are also made for the propriety
of limiting aid to poor countries, so that they can reach rock bottom and
be forced to take austerity measures. One fails to realize that behind such
statements, which are abstract and difficult to support, great numbers
of lives are at stake. Many migrants have fled from war, persecution,
and natural catastrophes. Others, rightly, ‘are seeking opportunities for
themselves and their families. They dream of a better future and they
want to create the conditions for achieving it (Pope Francis 2020, 37).
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According to Pope Francis, the politicization of otherness
manifests in the creation of a xenophobic mentality: “Then too, in some
host countries, migration causes fear and alarm, often fomented and
exploited for political purposes. This can lead to a xenophobic mentality,
as people close in on themselves, and it needs to be addressed decisively.
Migrants are not seen as entitled like others to participate in the life of
society, and it is forgotten that they possess the same intrinsic dignity as
any person. Hence, they ought to be ‘agents in their own redemption’. No
one will ever openly deny that they are human beings; yet, in practice, by
our decisions and the way we treat them, we can show that we consider
them less worthy, less important, and less human. For Christians, this
way of thinking and acting is unacceptable, since it sets certain political
preferences above deep convictions of our faith: the inalienable dignity
of each human person regardless of origin, race, or Religion, and the
supreme law of fraternal love” (Pope Francis 2020, 39).

By emphasizing the recognition of every human being as a child
of God, the Pope fosters a framework in which all religions can promote
universal fraternity: “Dialogue between the followers of different religions
does not take place simply for the sake of diplomacy, consideration or
tolerance” (Pope Francis 2020, 271). Instead, interreligious dialogue
should contribute to international relations by depoliticizing otherness
and mitigating conflict and violence. Although some critics have
dismissed this diplomacy as utopian, it has achieved practical results, as
specific Muslim communities have responded positively to the outreach.
Theoretically, it establishes a vital principle: before discussing identity,
one must first understand the processes that politicize otherness, then
seek to depoliticize it. Only subsequently can authentic discussions of
identity occur.

CONCLUDING REFLECTIONS

This study aimed to address the research question: How
does Religion, through the misuse of perception, contribute to the
politicization of otherness, and conversely, how can it, through proper
reception, facilitate its depoliticization? In line with this inquiry, we
formulated the hypothesis that the abuse of Religion can significantly
drive the politicization of otherness. Interreligious dialogue may be the
most effective mechanism for depoliticizing international relations. We
sought to substantiate this hypothesis through an analysis of the complex
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interactions between Islam and the West, both in the broader transatlantic
context encompassing the United States and in the more focused regional
context of Western Europe, which is particularly pertinent to this study.

As our analysis has demonstrated, the role of Religion in
international affairs has historically been underestimated. Following the
Peace of Westphalia, Religion was widely perceived as a relic of a bygone
era, rendered irrelevant primarily to contemporary political practice.
Yet, as sociologists and later political scientists have acknowledged,
such assumptions proved fundamentally erroneous. This widespread
misjudgment led to a profound lack of understanding of Religion as a
dynamic social reality. Conversely, religious actors have consistently
recognized the potency of their soft power, particularly in the realm of
public diplomacy. This creates a critical dynamic: identity is most readily
mobilized through Religion, for Religion is inherently linked to identity,
and identity, in turn, is closely associated with the emotional states of
humiliation, fear, and hope.

As Dominique Moisi has observed, contemporary societies exhibit
deeply developed cultures of these emotional states. Notably, two are
particularly salient: the Islamic culture of humiliation and the European
culture of fear. Both are exploited by actors seeking to mobilize collective
identity for political purposes. On one hand, political Islam or Islamism
harnesses Islamic identity to defend against perceived threats intended
to humiliate the community. On the other hand, European Populism
mobilizes Christian identity to resist an “enemy” that is perceived as
intimidating. The refugee crisis has thus transformed Europe into a
theater in which these two distinct “-isms” intersect.

Efforts to resolve these tensions have traditionally focused on
reconciling conflicting identities. However, we argue that this approach is
fundamentally flawed. Initiatives such as multiculturalism, constitutional
patriotism, and Euro-Islam have failed mainly, or continue to struggle,
because they adopt identity as the starting point. In doing so, solution-
oriented actors, whether consciously or unconsciously, employ the very
logic and mechanisms they purport to counter, effectively attempting to
defend an abstract, constructed meta-identity rather than addressing the
underlying issue.

Through a detailed analysis of various approaches, we have
demonstrated precisely where this error resides. Identity, particularly
when intertwined with Religion, is resistant to modification, given its
deep roots in centuries of doctrine, culture, and tradition. Attempts to
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“upgrade” or adapt it are thus prone to failure. What is amenable to
change, however, is the understanding of otherness. In this context,
Pope Francis’s approach offers a noteworthy model. His diplomacy
does not commence by defining “who we are” and then attempting to
categorize “who they are”. Instead, it inverts this logic, beginning with
a careful inquiry into the identity and dignity of the other. Moreover,
when addressing the question of who the other is, solutions are not
imposed unilaterally; instead, they emerge through dialogue with those
concerned. This methodological innovation underpins the success of his
initiatives, exemplified by his 2019 visit to the United Arab Emirates and
the subsequent promotion of interfaith collaboration.

The imperative, therefore, is to transition from a religion that
politicizes otherness — mobilizing identity in the process — toward
a religion capable of fostering dialogue. Interreligious dialogue, by
actively depoliticizing otherness, holds the potential to generate new
opportunities within international relations. Recognizing and harnessing
this potential may enable the global community to address one of the
most pressing challenges of our time: mitigating the politicization
of otherness and fostering a more inclusive, peaceful framework for
coexistence.

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The paper analyses the foreign policy activities of the
People’s Republic of China in Central Asia and the Balkans,
highlighting the similarities and differences in its engagement
in these geopolitically significant regions. The study adopts a
comparative approach at the regional level, examining Central
Asia and the Balkans as two parallel arenas of Chinese foreign
policy activity. The comparative framework is structured around
four dimensions: economic, political, security, and social.

A comparative analysis of China’s foreign policy engagement
in Central Asia and the Balkans reveals how Beijing positions
itself as a global actor with a flexible and pragmatic approach
that relies on economic instruments as the foundation of its
influence while adapting to regional specificities. In both regions,
economic engagement constitutes the dominant pillar of China’s
foreign policy, primarily through the Belt and Road Initiative.
Similarities are also evident in the diplomatic sphere, where
China combines bilateral relations with multilateral formats,
emphasizing the principles of sovereignty, mutual benefit,
and non-interference in internal affairs, consistent with the
concept of a “community with a shared future for mankind”.
Social and cultural dimensions, such as Confucius Institutes,
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scholarships, and media cooperation, serve as instruments of
soft power in both regions.

However, despite these similarities, there are significant
differences that illustrate the adaptability of China’s
strategy. In Central Asia, as a neighbouring region of vital
strategic importance, China demonstrates a deeper and more
multidimensional engagement. This engagement is reflected in
China’s economic dominance, developed trade networks, and
substantial investments; politically, it relies on well-established
institutional frameworks such as the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization (SCO) and the China+C5 format; and in the
security sphere, it is actively involved in counterterrorism
efforts through security cooperation, joint exercises, and
arms sales. This approach reflects the priorities of China’s
national security, particularly concerning Xinjiang and the
Uyghur issue. Another key difference lies in the importance
of energy security, as access to Central Asia’s abundant energy
resources represents one of China’s main strategic objectives. In
contrast, in the Balkans—a more distant region under stronger
influence from the EU, the United States, and NATO—China’s
engagement is more selective and predominantly economic,
focusing on infrastructure projects and access to the wider
European market. Political and security involvement is limited,
being most intensive in Serbia. Although China also invests
in energy projects in the Balkans, such activities are primarily
linked to market access and the potential securing of resources
for its broader needs, rather than to immediate energy security
concerns, as in the case of Central Asia. Central Asia is key
to China’s security and energy needs, whereas the Balkans
function as a strategic gateway to EU markets and a space for
enhancing political influence on Europe’s periphery.

These differences in strategic objectives and operational
approaches point to the pragmatic and adaptive nature of
China’s foreign policy. Its actions are carefully tailored to
the specific geopolitical context and characteristics of each
region. In Central Asia, China acts as a co-superpower, shaping
the regional order through economic, political, and security
instruments, while in the Balkans, it is a secondary but rising
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actor seeking to expand its influence through infrastructure,
loans, and political partnerships, balancing its global ambitions
with the European institutional framework.

Resume
This paper researches the public perception of the European
Union (EU) and the process of European integration in Serbia
amid the context of large-scale student protests that began in
November 2024 and the major tragedy in Novi Sad, as well
as the ongoing lithium crisis associated with the controversial
“Jadar” project. The aim of the study is to explore how the
project “Jadar” and the student protests have affected the
EU’s reputation and position within Serbian public opinion,
to identify the social groups in which attitudes toward the
EU are deteriorating, and to assess the potential long-term
implications for the European integration process. The
theoretical and methodological framework is grounded in
literature emphasizing stability as a central point in the recent
past of the EU’s approach to the Western Balkans — often
at the expense of democratic principles — and incorporates
data from a quantitative public opinion poll conducted on a
nationally representative sample. Findings indicate that both
the student protests and the lithium mining controversy have
adversely influenced public attitudes toward the EU. Notably,
this decline in support is observed even among pro-EU citizens,
particularly in response to the EU’s official stance on the
protests. Public opinion remains highly sceptical regarding
the perceived (economic or developmental) benefits of the
“Jadar” project, with environmental concerns and doubts over
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compliance with ecological standards prevailing. Moreover, a
considerable portion of citizens critical of the EU’s role in the
lithium mining process are individuals who already oppose
Serbia’s EU accession. Regarding the student protests, the
majority of the public expresses dissatisfaction with the EU’s
reactions — some perceiving them as too mild, while others
regard them as excessively explicit and critical.

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Abstract
The article examines the concept of green soft power with a
focus on the unique example of the European Union (EU).
As one of the global leaders in combating climate change, the
EU mobilizes its green soft power to shape the environmental
changes internationally through non-coercive means. The
article recognized environmental diplomacy, global climate
leadership, sustainable culture, and green normative framework
as key resources in projecting EU green soft power. Using
regulatory authority, the EU complements its soft power
with conditional mechanisms, making the Union adopt a
hybrid form of soft power. The paper argues that the EU
combines domestic ecological transformation, exemplified
by the European Green Deal, with external instruments such
as Chapter 27 of the enlargement process and the Global
Gateway initiative, to project environmental norms globally. It
further analyzes the EU strategy in recent international climate
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negotiations (COP26-COP28). Finally, the paper examines two
important factors in international relations that limit the EU’s
capacity to perform and achieve environmental objectives in
the international arena — the problematic withdrawal from the
Paris Agreement by the United States, and complex evolving
relations with China.

INTRODUCTION

Today, environmental concerns represent one of the crucial
factors that shape the political, economic, and social structures around
the world. As a pioneer in ecological transition, the European Union
(EU) has, in recent years, played an important role in advocating for a
sustainable future. In order to achieve its ecological objectives, the EU
has developed a diverse toolbox that enables it to bolster transitions and
impose its influence globally. In doing so, the EU mobilizes its green
soft power, a key instrument for projecting environmental norms, values,
and policies domestically and internationally.

Despite the fact that over the past decades, environmental concerns
have begun to change the international global governance, the current
literature regarding soft power has rarely explored and defined its green
dimension. The existing academic work on green soft power is mainly
dedicated to the rising green soft power of China and its activities in
global economic and diplomatic initiatives, especially presented in the
Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) (Duarte et al. 2021; Nitza-Makowska
et al. 2024). The EU, as one of the leaders in ecological transition and
environmental responsibility, has remained largely unexplored.

This article aims to fill this gap by examining the EU’s green soft
power, identifying its sources, instruments, and strategies, while also
assessing its effectiveness both domestically and internationally. It argues
that the EU combines domestic ecological transformation, sustainable
leadership, environmental enlargement policy, and global green investment
strategies to project its influence in the environmental domain. By analyzing
key instruments such as the European Green Deal (EGD), Chapter 27
of the accession process, and the Global Gateway (GQG) initiative, the
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paper highlights how the EU navigates international dynamics, including
competition with China and unstable United States (US) climate policies.

DEFINING GREEN SOFT POWER

In order to define green soft power, it is important to first analyze
the classic theory of soft power introduced by Joseph Nye at the end of
the 20th century. Using a similar structure, the article will specify what
could be defined as green soft power.

Joseph Nye coined the definition of soft power and established
the theoretical foundation for the development of the theory of soft
power in the field of international relations. In his book Soft Power,
Nye defined soft power simply as the power of attraction (Nye 2004, 6).
Unlike hard power, which is based on the use of force or payment, ““soft
power rests on the ability to shape preferences of others” (5) through
shared values that others consider desirable and attractive. According to
Nye, soft power arises in world politics from three different sources -
culture, political values, and legitimate foreign policies (11). Following
Nye’s theory, we come to the conclusion that instruments used for the
enhancement and promotion of soft power are especially present in
the form of multilateral and bilateral diplomacy, promotion of certain
values at home and internationally, and finally, the level of internal social
cultivation of these values.

One should understand Nye’s conceptualization of soft power in
the most general sense. Soft power can be narrowed to a specific thematic
form, emphasizing a particular domain of attraction. For example, the
Global Soft Power Index report recognizes eight pillars of soft power and
thirty-five nation brand attributes through which states exercise their soft
power in world politics (Brand Finance 2024, 28). The pillars serve as
proof of “linkage” between soft power and its specific domains, like, for
example, education, business, culture, etc. Through such a framework,
different elements are linked together as integral parts of soft power.

Similarly, the linkage between soft power and the green or
environmental domain could be established. Such linkage had already been
explored by Nitza, Longhurst, and Skiert-Andrezjuk in the context of the
green soft power of China. Following Nye’s theory, the authors recognized
foreign environmental policy as one of the key aspects of green soft power,
with the focus on green foreign multilateral and bilateral diplomacy (Nitza
etal. 2020, 19-20). The role of a state in global environmental diplomatic
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arrangements significantly contributes to the reputation and image of
a state as a leader and credible actor in tackling global environmental
challenges. Thus, environmental diplomacy, understood as “efforts aimed
at sustaining cooperation and reaching agreement on the governance
of the natural environment” (Masters 2018, 4), was placed as the most
important aspect of green soft power. Additionally, the state’s extent
of being “outwardly pro-environment or motivated by green concerns
gives rise to positive perceptions and reputational benefits” (Nitza et al.
2020, 19-20). The role of China in international climate negotiations,
alongside careful environmental adaptation of the Chinese foreign
investment strategy, illustrates this perspective. In particular, the Chinese
environmental diplomacy practiced over the last thirty years during the
Conferences of the Parties (COPs), and announcement of the Green BRI,
correspond to the Chinese leadership image and demonstrate the intention
to achieve environmental goals.

While Nitza, Longhurst, and Skiert-Andrezjuk mainly explored
foreign policy as the most crucial source of green soft power, the authors
have failed to recognize cultural aspects and promotion of certain
values as equally important sources. Besides active stances towards
environmental issues in world politics, the level of incorporation of
sustainable culture in the state’s educational programs, national identity,
and social practices immensely contributes to the reputation of the
state, raising its attractiveness. Furthermore, these practices cherish
and actively promote certain values, such as sustainability, biodiversity,
circularity, environmental justice, and responsibility — all of which are
deeply embedded into the collective identity and individual lives of
citizens. A state with an environmentally responsible society alongside
sustainable governance projects a far better image than just a state that
has developed environmentally diplomatic activities, contributing solely
to global efforts regarding climate change and environmental challenges.
Hence, we should regard the level of implementation of green culture, the
presence of environmental governance, and promotion of environmental
values (domestically and internationally) as equally important sources
from which the state can generate its green soft power.

Additionally, going back to the Global Soft Power Index
report, one of the pillars highlights a sustainable future, in which four
key national attributes are included — investment in green energy,
sustainable cities and transport, environmental protection, and global
effort combating climate change (Brand Finance 2024, 28). Here we
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can see that domestic efforts for green transition and environmental
responsibility are recognized as equally important aspects of green soft
power, alongside support for global diplomatic efforts. Japan has been
rated the highest in the sustainable future pillar, scoring two gold medals
in green energy investment and sustainable cities, with Germany and
Norway following closely behind in the same categories (42).

In conclusion, green soft power could be defined as the ability
of a state to shape the environmental preferences of others through
non-coercive means using the instruments of foreign environmental
diplomacy, cherishment of sustainable culture, and promotion of green
values at home and internationally.

In relation to Nye’s conceptualization of soft power, green soft
power relies on three traditional sources of soft power — foreign policy,
culture, and values. Where it differs is in the fact that green soft power
encompasses a specific thematic form of soft power — environmental
domain — and further deepens its understanding.

EUROPEAN UNION’S GREEN SOFT POWER

Expanding upon the theoretical foundation of soft power and its
linkage to the environmental domain, the case of the EU offers a unique
example of how green soft power operates in practice. The conventional
instruments used by the EU often rely on the conceptualization of green
soft power examined above. However, due to the unique nature of the EU
as a soft power giant and the use of unconventional instruments, it sparks
the need for further examination, adding layers to the theory of green
soft power and soft power in general. The article will further explore
the nature of the EU green soft power, emphasizing its critical sources.

European Union’s Green Soft Power and Classical
Understanding of Soft Power

Starting from the aforementioned theoretical foundation of
traditional sources of soft power, in one part, the EU green soft power
has demonstrated an approach that appropriately follows this theoretical
framework, mirroring its critical sources.

One of the primary sources of green soft power — sustainable
culture — has often been overlooked in the case of the EU. Generally,
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this happens because the EU traditionally lacks cultural identity of its
own, while its soft power is often recognized as not originally cultural.
However, when it comes to sustainability, the green culture is almost
universally shared among different cultural identities, acting in symbiotic
relationships with them. For example, environmentalism in the EU has
become a substantial part of everyday life for citizens regardless of
their national or cultural identity, having effects on individual consumer
choices, school curricula, innovation, science, waste management, and
even dietary habits. Hence, this development of somewhat universal
green culture among nations strengthened the EU’s international
image as an environmentally responsible society and facilitated its
attractiveness, contributing massively to its green soft power. This source
is complemented by environmentally responsible governance, as we
could see in the case of Horizon Europe Program and the EGD, having
positive effects on the development of the sustainable culture across
multiple areas, including education, science, agriculture, etc.

Moreover, another critical source of green soft power is the
promotion of green values. For the EU, these values constitute an
integral part of the domestic normative framework. The environmental
acquis — into which the EU has incorporated several major international
conventions, such as the Kyoto Protocol and the Paris Agreement —
plays a central role in shaping the Union’s environmental credibility
and attractiveness.

Manners theoretically deepened and conceptualized this
perspective through his understanding of the EU as a normative power.
He argued that the EU is grounded on a normative basis which comprises
the acquis communautaire, and includes a number of norms and values,
among which one is sustainable development (Manners 2002, 242-244).
According to Manners, the EU holds the ability to also diffuse these
norms in international politics. In other words, what Manners refers to
here is conceptualized as internal and external promotion of values in
the classical theory of soft power. Thus, one should not look at Manners’
theory of normative power Europe as something opposite to soft power,
but in fact as a complementary element that analyzes one aspect of soft
power in detail — that being external and internal promotion of values.
Besides the central role values play in these theories, similarities are
present in the shared approach they have towards hard power. Manners
specifically rejects “the assumption that normative power requires a
willingness to use force in an instrumental way”, placing normative
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power in line with the basic principle of the theory of soft power — no
coercion involved. If one focuses specifically on the norm of sustainable
development, the concept of green soft power and normative power,
Europe also ends up being complementary, analyzing the single element
— green values — from different theoretical perspectives. A clear example
of this dynamic is the way the EU promotes climate neutrality as a value
in its external and internal relations.

Lastly, the EU’s leadership role in global climate governance
further contributes to the development of its green soft power, as it
represents the final elementary source. The Union’s proactive stance
in multilateral and bilateral diplomatic arrangements has reinforced
its reputation as a credible actor in addressing global environmental
challenges. As Landaburu notes, the EU has strengthened its international
influence by assuming leadership in critical policy areas, particularly
climate change and sustainable development (Landaburu 2006, 30-33,
cited in Nielsen 2013, 730). These achievements significantly enhance
its attractiveness as a partner and a model for green transformation,
boosting its potential to achieve reputational benefits. The example of
EU engagement in the recent COP illustrates a multilateral dimension
of this approach.

While Nye’s concept of soft power could be used to appropriately
describe the EU leadership through environmentally diplomatic efforts
or the normative basis that incorporates environmental values and
sustainable culture, this framework does not fully capture the rest of
the environmental resources that the EU uses to influence the outcomes
it wants without necessarily using force. To analyze the entirety of the
EU green soft power toolbox, it is necessary to add new layers to our
theoretical foundation, examining further the idea of the EU possessing
certain mechanisms that contain a form of conditionality, through which
it assures compliance and accountability.

Conditionality — an Element Deviating from the Classical
Understanding of Soft Power

The status of the EU as primarily an economic and political
supranational entity significantly shaped its hard power dynamics,
limiting its ability to perform military power, while at the same time
orienting it towards humanitarian interventions (Nielsen 2013, 729).
Due to the absence of consensus among Member States and the lack
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of institutionalized military structures, the EU developed a number
of mechanisms through which it seeks to ensure compliance with its
political and environmental standards, while also creating a form of
accountability. Taking this into consideration, the EU (green) soft power
is not entirely non-conditional, but rather contains a so-called /ard edge,
which places it somewhere between soft and hard power. The article will
proceed to analyze the hybrid character of EU green soft power, for the
purpose of having a clear definition that will encompass the entirety of
the EU green soft power toolbox.

Conditionality is an integral part of two EU green soft power
instruments: enlargement policy (through harmonization with EU
environmental standards) and global green investments that demand
alignment with basic EU principles.

In the enlargement policy, the accession process is based on
several conditions that need to be fulfilled in order to progress and
eventually become a member state of the EU. The accession process
is often described through the “sticks and carrots” approach in
international relations, which, according to Nye, translates into threats
and inducements, both signifying hard power (Nye 2004, 5). When put
in the context of the EU, carrots are presented in the form of financial
assistance during the negotiation process and final membership benefits,
while sticks are defined as suspension of such financial assistance and
ultimately suspension of accession talks (Bonelli 2017, 175-176). Hence,
one could not describe the enlargement policy as a process that does not
hold any accountability or risk of sanctions. On the other hand, Petrovski
highlighted the voluntary nature of the accession process, arguing that
the enlargement policy projects soft power through non-coercive means,
where the only sanction is suspension of the membership (Petrovski
2015, 2-3). Furthermore, analyzing the EU’s involvement in the directing
of civil society activities in member states through project funding and
financial aid, Petrovski underscored that “legitimate mutual benefit”
places these tools in line with soft power, and distinguishes it from the
concept of bribe which is affiliated with hard power according to Nye (8).
Additionally, the generating force of enlargement policy is essentially
based on initial attraction established between the candidate state and
the EU, underscoring the important role soft power plays in the process
before the negotiations begin. When put in the context of green soft
power, candidate states are obliged to undergo a complex ecological
transformation, since climate norms and sustainable values form an

integral part of the acquis. This transformation is primarily directed
through Chapter 27 on environmental protection, where the EU requires
legal, political, social, and economic reforms to harmonize with its
standards before being admitted to the Union (Todorovi¢ Lazi¢, 2022).

Almost identical logic is following the EU’s investment in
sustainable development globally — setting conditions to align more
closely with the European normative framework, before providing
the financial means necessary for environmental reforms, placing this
resource in line with the conditional element of the EU’s soft power. As
Heldt noticed, “the EU links spending on global infrastructure programs
with conditionality rules, including democratic values, good governance,
transparency, equal partnerships, and sustainability” (Heldt 2023, 223).
The Global Gateway Fund presents a good example, since it pairs EU
sustainable investment with conditionality, making it more than just a
mere financial support, but rather one of the key EU foreign policy tools
(Borrell 2022, 253).

To fully understand the additional two elements (the sustainable
development aspect of enlargement policy and global green investments)
necessary for understanding the entirety of the EU green soft power
resource toolbox, it is important to reshape the classic understanding
of Nye’s soft power. What initially comes to mind is the theory of soft
power with the hard edge. The concept was first mentioned by the former
EU High Representative for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy and
Vice President of the European Commission, Catherine Ashton, in her
speech in front of the University of Budapest in 2011. She addressed
the EU’s approach to foreign policy, highlighting the specific nature of
the EU soft power, describing the concept as “more than the power to
set a good example and promote our values, but less than the power to
impose its will” (European Commission, 2011).

Goldthau and Sitter further analyzed the nature of soft power with
a hard edge in the context of energy security and economic power. They
gave the concept a solid theoretical structure, while also connecting it
empirically. The concept of soft power with a hard edge was depicted as a
“situation where attractiveness (e.g., of the EU’s large market) is coupled
with a targeted and conditional policy that controls and restricts access
(e.g., the Commission’s regulatory governance)” (Goldthau and Sitter
2015, 10). It was presented as an attempt of the European Commission
to “explore and perfect the various types of soft power instruments,
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including the type of soft power that comes with conditions and requires
third parties to comply with EU rules and regulations”.

This framework serves as a solid theoretical basis for further
development of the concept of EU green soft power. While this model
is created to describe economic power and energy security, it also
appropriately complements the theoretical structure of EU green soft
power, helping it clarify specific conditional instruments and capturing
the entirety of the EU green soft power toolbox. This understanding
recognizes the existence of an environmental dimension within the
theory of soft power with a hard edge. In this sense, the EU green
soft power concept should be considered wider in scope compared to
soft power with a hard edge, as it encompasses not only conditional
instruments, but also standard sources — environmental diplomacy,
sustainable culture, and green norms.

Taken together, the mentioned observations contribute to defining
EU green soft power as a distinct analytical concept. The EU green
soft power draws from classical soft power theory through the idea
of attractiveness of the EU’s critical resources — sustainable culture,
promotion of green values internally and externally, and global climate
leadership through environmental diplomacy. The concept is additionally
supported by the theory of normative power Europe, since green values —
incorporated in the EU environmental acquis and diffused internationally
— represent the central sources of credibility of the EU. Finally, the
conditional dimension expressed through enlargement policy and global
green investments contains mechanisms that hold a hard edge to them,
which means the EU possesses the ability to assure compliance of
others through the use of different variations of sanctions and economic
leverage, while also maintaining a non-coercive character and mutual
benefit. In this sense, the EU green soft power theory also draws from
soft power with a hard edge concept.

INSTRUMENTS OF THE EUROPEAN UNION’S GREEN
SOFT POWER

The European Green Deal Internal Dimension
The introduction of the EGD in 2019 signified the beginning of

a new era in European environmental politics. As a response to a great
number of global environmental challenges, the European institutions
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decided to start the process of transformation into “a fair and prosperous
society”, while contributing to a more efficient and modernized
competitive economy in which one of the main goals will be lowering the
emissions of greenhouse gases (GHG) (European Commission 2019).
This means the introduction of a number of ambitious, environmentally
responsible, and sustainable objectives that are capable of becoming
political reality and completely changing the existing social, political,
and economic structures within the EU. The ambitions were set high with
Von Der Leyen announcing the immaculate zero net GHG emissions by
2050 — creating a first carbon neutral continent.

As it touches on several fields, including industry, food and
agriculture, taxation, social benefits, and many more, the EGD has the
potential of getting deeply embedded in the social processes and vastly
contributing to the expansion and diffusion of sustainable-oriented
practices among the citizens, raising the Union’s green attractiveness.
Positioned between economy and society, the EGD (in close relation
with other EU programs) brings several positive contributions to two
important aspects of green soft power — development of sustainable
culture and domestic promotion of environmental values and norms.

First, the EGD brings important contributions to the positive
changes in the social domain, affecting the development of sustainable
habits and positive behavioral changes. Hadjichambis emphasized the
positive effects the EGD and Horizon Europe programs have on the
promotion of environmental citizenship, arguing that the transformation
of education, research, science, and innovation will enable people to
achieve the necessary skills and behavior to actively engage in practicing
environmental duties (Hadjichambis 2022, 1-3). As highlighted in the
Europe Horizon document, the Commission recognized the active role
citizens play in addressing climate change, specifically emphasizing the
importance of “strengthening environmental awareness of the young
generation through education and other forms of youth engagement”
(European Commission 2021a, 1). Nevertheless, recent research has
noted that the EGD documents tend to approach behavioral, social, and
cultural aspects in a limited way, often through the lens of economics
(Urios etal. 2022, 28-29). Deeper concerns such as citizen empowerment,
participation, and ownership have been raised more sporadically, mainly
in Horizon Europe mission documents. However, one cannot say that
Horizon Europe should be regarded as something irrelevant to the EGD,
since five of its mission areas directly support this framework, among
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which one is adaptation to climate change and societal transformation
(Hadjichambis 2022, 1-3). Second, the EGD serves as a solid normative
framework, aligned with the conceptualization of normative power.
(Bireselioglu et al. 2024, 101) This shapes the EU identity as a promoter
of sustainable norms, by making them the heart of the EU policies. In
this sense, the EGD strengthens the facilitation of environmental values
through its normative basis. More importantly, as part of the normative
basis, the European Green Deal has the potential to be further expanded
internationally (94). Finally, if successful, the European Green Deal
makes the Unions a leader in ecological transitions (101).

The results of domestic implementation of the EGD have been
steady so far. According to the European Commission Joint Research
Center report, in 2024, out of 154 estimated targets, 32 are on track while
64 need further progress to fit in the determined timeframe (Marelli et al.
2025, 13). The rest of the targets were either labeled as not progressive
or still have no data available. While these results suggest that the
transition is still incomplete, it is important to view the EGD as a long-
term transformative project, with its final implementation scheduled for
2050. Despite its unfinished nature, the EGD already functions as an
important part of the EU’s environmental and normative identity.

The European Green Deal External Dimension

Beyond shaping domestic structures, the EGD is also designed
as a tool of external action. Since the global environmental challenges
demand a global response, the EGD places strong emphasis on
environmental diplomacy and global leadership in combating climate
change, both signifying important resources of green soft power.

The ecological transformation of the EU will have effects on third
parties, bringing consequences to the trading partners connected to the
European market (especially in the domain of energy). Additionally, the
neighbouring countries who do not conduct an ecological transition will
have negative effects on the EU in the form of carbon leakage, referring
to transfer of the companies from the EU to other states with less strict
climate policies or EU products being replaced by more carbon-intensive
imports (European Commission 2021b, 1) It is in the interest of the EU to
not only successfully implement the transformation domestically, but also
to support transitions in other partnering countries, maximizing its own
ecological and economic efficiency and pushing for global sustainable
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development. The Commission stated that “the EU can use its influence,
expertise and financial resources to mobilize its neighbors and partners
to join it on a sustainable path” (European Commission 2019). One of
the main instruments in achieving the sustainable goals globally is the
European Green Deal diplomacy. The Green Deal diplomacy focuses on
sponsoring efforts of others in the promotion of sustainable development,
“by setting a credible example and following up with diplomacy, trade
policy, development support and other external policies”. In this regard,
the Commission has recognized Western Balkans, G20, China, and
Africa as key areas in which the EU can mobilize its efforts.

There are many positive outcomes of the European Green Deal
diplomacy. One of the examples is the case of Turkey, a candidate state
for the membership in the EU, which adopted the “Green Deal Action
Plan”, ratified the Paris Agreement in 2021 and announced its aim at
reaching net-zero emission by 2053, all of which was closely monitored
and addressed in the EU reports, (Karakir and Kaya 2025) signifying an
ongoing influential approach of the EU Green Deal diplomacy.

In an attempt to reduce the risk of carbon leakage, in 2021, the
Commission introduced the Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism
(CBAM) — an instrument that supplements the Emission Trading System
(ETS) (European Commission 2021b, 2) while also representing the
extension of the EGD. As carbon leakage occurs in relation to third
parties, the CBAM will serve as a tool directed at bolstering industrial
decarbonization in partnering states, while also ensuring that carbon
leakage will not “seriously undermine EU and global climate efforts”.
Currently, a transitional phase is in effect, and carbon pricing is
imposed on a limited number of sectors, while the definitive regime
will commence on the 1st of January 2026, and it will capture more than
50% of emissions in ETS-covered sectors (European Commission n.d.).

Contemporary European Climate Diplomacy

One should understand European Green Deal diplomacy as part
of the broader, long-standing EU diplomatic strategy that dates back to
the 1990s, with its peak in the adoption of the Kyoto Protocol in 2007
and the Paris Agreement in 2014 (Todorovi¢ Lazi¢, 2019). The ability
of the EU to shape the agendas for the upcoming negotiations through
advocacy actions for certain environmental objectives reinforced the
image of the EU as a critical actor in global environmental diplomacy.
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The main objectives of the EU ahead of Paris consisted of
demanding even and quantifiable mitigation commitments by all
parties, advocating transparency, and pushing for the inclusion of a
review mechanism (Oberthiir and Groen 2017). In addition, the EU
emphasized greater ecological finance by “advocating for widening
the circle of contributing countries as well as shifting focus to broader
private investment streams”. The EU’s contemporary diplomatic position
reflects these goals, as they remained a central part of negotiations during
the 2021 COP26 in Glasgow, 2022 COP27 in Sharm el-Sheikh, and 2023
COP28 in Dubai.

Ahead of COP26, the EU called upon parties to enhance global
ambition in mitigating GHG emissions, advocated for transparency
through completion of the Paris Rulebook, and reconfirmed its
commitment to contribute to the delivery of the 100 billion USD
climate finance goal (Council of the European Union 2021). At COP27,
these priorities were carried forward with specific emphasis on the
enhancement of adaptive capacity and resilience, which was reflected in
the form of the Loss and Damage Fund (Council of the European Union
2022). At COP28 in Dubai, the EU promoted the first Global Stocktake
—a collective review of ecological progress, while also making phasing
out of fossil fuel subsidies one of its priorities (Council of the European
Union 2023). Most of the aforementioned points were adopted, including
the finalization of the Paris Rulebook, Loss and Damage fund, and
Global Stocktake (United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change 2021; UNFCCC 2022; UNFCCC 2023). This illustrates the
ability of the EU to influence international conventions using its agenda-
setting abilities and environmental credibility.

The EU diplomatic strategy during these negotiations also
included certain activities pointed towards mediation between great
powers and developing countries, while also advocating for coalition
building and leadership, initiating green transformations, and pushing
for specific timelines. The concept of the EU as a “lediator” (Parker and
Karlsson 2013) (combining leader and mediator) emerged as a product of
such diplomatic behavior. Karakir and Kaya noted that the EU employed
its (green) soft power through these coalition-building processes, while
above all served as an attractive model (Karakir and Kaya 2025). This
image was further reinforced by the fact that the EU represented the
biggest international donor in combating climate change (Council of
the European Union 2024).
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As a result, the Commission welcomed the “encouraging signs”
of EU partners: the USA under the Biden administration planned to
mobilize over 360 billion USD by 2032; Japan planned to raise 20 trillion
JPY for the purpose of green transition, and India showed efforts in
enhancing competitiveness in clean technologies (European Commission
2023).

Enlargement Policy — Chapter 27: Environmental and
Climate Change

The environmental dimension of enlargement gained significance
in the 1990s, following the growing relevance of global environmental
trends and accession of the Nordic countries, which raised the Union’s
overall ecological standards. In the early 2000s, the environmental policy
formally entered the accession negotiations process, with Chapter 27 —
Environment and Climate Change — becoming its permanent component.

Containing some of the most demanding conditions, Chapter 27
perfectly aligns with the concept of (green) soft power with the hard
edge, as it encompasses conditions in the form of structural political,
economic, and social reforms. With over 200 major legal acts, Chapter
27 covers a wide range of environmental and climate areas, including:
water and air quality, waste management, nature protection, industrial
pollution control and risk management, chemicals and genetically
modified organisms, noise, forestry, and climate change (Todorovi¢
Lazi¢ 2022).

The Commission has a crucial role in monitoring the country’s
commitments, as it tracks the implementation of chapters through regular
reports, emphasizing both the country’s progress and regress, while also
including recommendations. In the area of environmental protection and
climate change, the report typically refers to the institutional weaknesses,
suggestions for administrative and institutional reforms, and upgrading of
the capacity of environmental inspectors and sub-national governments
(Baker 2015, 386). Petrovski highlighted the role reports play in the
projection of soft power, emphasizing the lack of sanctions for states if
they choose not to fulfill the demands, and the informative character of
the document (Petrovski 2015, 5): “The state builds its policy according
to the directions given by the European Union; shaping its behavior in a
way desired by the EU and all of that on a voluntary basis”. However,
Petrovski failed to mention the Commission’s ability to informally
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rank the countries based on their commitments, labeling them as either
“leaders” or “laggards” among themselves (Baker 2015, 386; Todorovi¢
Lazi¢, 2023). Grabbe described this strategy as an attempt to “embarrass
applicant governments into making dramatic changes” (Grabbe 2001,
1021). In this way, reputational competition replaces formal sanctions,
while the Commission imposes a form of indirect conditionality. The
end goal is a balanced, non-coercive strategy that relies on guidance,
competition, and persuasion.

Chapter 27 is considered one of the most complex and expensive
chapters to implement. For example, in the case of Serbia, the estimated
cost for implementation is around 27 billion euros (Bednar 2025).
Additionally, Chapter 27 not only demands financial means but also
requires a large capacity of administration, expertise, and institutions
(Duraku and Agolli Nasufi 2023, 57). The case of Albania illustrates this
complex network with more than 28 institutions and 75 representatives
included in the process. What further complicates the implementation
is the fact that environmental acquis is constantly evolving, adding
new layers to climate legislation and environmental targets, while the
new-coming green technology further raises costs. The example of
EGD proves this point, as it represented a massive wave of new EU
environmental legislation and standards that were adopted in the EU
environmental framework in 2021.

The adoption of a new methodology for accession negotiations in
2019 had created further challenges in the implementation of Chapter
27. The EU introduced clusters for negotiations, grouping several
chapters into one cluster, while also introducing benchmarks, and adding
roadmaps and action plans for chapters. Chapter 27 became a part of
the Cluster 4 — Green Agenda and Sustainable Connectivity, connecting
it together with Chapter 14 — Transport Policy, Chapter 15 — Energy,
and Chapter 21 — Trans-European Networks. This raised the intensity
of the conditional approach, adding new layers and demands to the
environmental dimension.

The results of this approach are steady and slow transformations
of environmental governance in the candidate states, or at least
in those that had commenced the process of alignment with the EU
environmental acquis under the new methodology. The states that started
the process experienced a gradual transformation with the appearance of
environmental institutions and the adoption of national climate strategies.
Chapter 27 has traditionally been one of the last chapters to be opened
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and one of the last to be closed, which one could conclude will extend
to Cluster 4 under the new methodology.

Currently, candidate states that have managed to open Chapter 27
are Serbia and Montenegro (if we exclude Turkey), while Albania recently
started the opening of Cluster 4 under the new methodology. This means
that a majority of candidate states have yet to commence the opening of
Cluster 4 and within it Chapter 27, which will signify an acceleration of
the harmonization process in the environmental domain. Montenegro,
a proclaimed front-runner in EU integration, opened Chapter 27 back
in 2018, before the introduction of a new methodology. At the moment,
Chapter 27 still remains open. In the most recent 2025 Commission
report, Montenegro showed “some level of preparation”, joining the
EU’s LIFE program — a major funding environmental instrument — and
adopting EU waste-management legislation (European Commission
2025). On the other hand, Montenegro still needs to fully align with
the EU acquis on monitoring, reporting, verification, and accreditation
(MRVA) of GHG emissions and expand the coverage of ETS and carbon
pricing mechanisms.

Global Gateway

Throughout the years, the EU managed to develop a number of
environmental international funds, in which it proceeded to financially
support green infrastructure projects abroad and in coordination with
other international and regional initiatives (like European Fund for
Sustainable Development Plus, and the Neighborhood, Development
and International Cooperation Instrument). In recent times, the one
that really stands out as the most ambitious and politically strategic
is the Global Gateway (GGQG), introduced in 2021. The goal of the
GG strategy is to mobilize over 300 billion euros in favor of global
sustainable development in the period between 2021 and 2027 (European
Commission 2021c). Key areas of investment present: climate and
energy, digital technology, transport, health, research, and education.
The GG partnerships are based on six principles, among which three
are: support of democratic values, promotion of good governance and
transparency, and green and clean development. Through this approach,
the EU placed an emphasis on the importance of demanding high EU
standards before deciding whether to invest. This is because, “without
proper transparency, good governance and high standards, projects
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can be badly chosen or designed, left incomplete, or be used to fuel
corruption”. With these conditions in mind, the EU mobilizes financial
instruments to achieve a gradual, sustainable, democratic, and transparent
transformation, while mobilizing its soft power.

What differentiates the GG from other EU global funding activities
is its strategic geopolitical character. At the beginning, the EU primarily
focused its investments on the African continent, but also stated a clear
intention to extend its reach in Asia and Latin America. With the already
existing Chinese presence in the African continent through the BRI,
Heldt argued that the rise of China as a global infrastructural investor,
“led the EU to play a stronger geopolitical leadership role to counter
Chinese influence in the African continent and beyond” (Heldt 2023,
225). Hence, the GG is presented as an attempt of the EU to geopoliticize
foreign economic policy, in which it can mobilize “its economic and soft
power into strategic leverage”.

Still, the GG is still financially incomparable to the Chinese BRI.
It is estimated that the BRI is a trillion-dollar project, capable of reaching
over 1.3 billion USD by 2027 — less than a quarter per cent of what
the EU is able to raise in the same period. On the other hand, what
Chinese projects are currently lacking is respect for ecological standards.
According to Politico, there were several reported cases where local
groups were mobilized against Chinese projects since they did not bring
the same level of ecological standards (Lau and Tamma 2021). This was
further facilitated by the fact that China has been a major financier of
overseas fossil-fuel infrastructures. Between 1999 and 2020, coal power
plants accounted for 58% of the installed capacity funded by Chinese
development institutions (Wang et al. 2024). However, recent studies
suggest an environmental shift in Chinese foreign investments. In 2021,
Xi pledged to stop building new coal power plants abroad, while also
increasing renewable energy engagement, marking a new era in Chinese
foreign environmental policy. And while the GG at the moment seems
like a more appropriate instrument for green soft power, giving the EU
the advantage in the environmental domain, this will potentially change
in the upcoming years, with the GG becoming not only financially, but
also environmentally, inferior to the BRI.
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CHALLENGES TO THE EUROPEAN UNION’S GREEN
SOFT POWER

Implications of the US Withdrawal from the Paris Agreement

From a standpoint of international relations, there are two most
important factors one must take into account when analyzing EU green
soft power in contemporary politics: the dynamic transatlantic relations
with the US, and the evolving partnership-rivalry with China.

In January 2025, after a successful election, Donald Trump
signed an executive order named “Putting America First in International
Environmental Agreements”, which obliged the US Ambassador to
the United Nations to submit a formal written notification of the US’s
withdrawal from the Paris Agreement (The White House 2025). The last
attempt to withdraw from the agreement was made in 2017, although
unsuccessfully, since it was denounced by the Biden administration
only 77 days after being signed. With the US being the second-largest
CO2 emitter and the largest economy in the world, the decision to exit
the agreement will have consequences on international environmental
governance and global climate leadership. When analyzed from a
perspective of EU green soft power, Trump’s decision represents a
problem for the EU’s environmental objectives, as it undermines its
advocacy actions in developing countries and creates a vacuum in
international environmental leadership. “The USA withdrawal may
encourage other nations to weaken or delay their climate commitments,
citing the disengagement of one of the world’s largest economies” (Swain
et al. 2025, 4). Similar to the existing EU efforts to support ecological
transitions in third countries connected to the European market, the
decision of the US to push in a completely opposite direction will
undermine the EU efforts to support ecological transitions in developing
countries. Furthermore, as being one of three powers to lead the global
negotiations on climate change, alongside EU and China, the US’s exit
from the Paris Agreement produces fragmentation in global climate
leadership, which “weakens the collective effort needed to tackle climate
change and creates a leadership vacuum that other nations, particularly
China, may seek to fill” (Swain 2025, cited in Swain et al. 2025). This
should be regarded both as an opportunity and a challenge for the EU,
as it will expose the limits of the EU’s capability to act independently
and explore the depth of potential cooperation.
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European Union and China — Environmental Cooperation
and Contestation

In this political landscape, the China-EU relations evolved into
complex ties with elements of both positive and negative rivalry. The
complex nature of this relation was best described by the European
Commission in 2019, framing China across multiple policy areas as a
simultaneous cooperating and negotiating partner, economic competitor,
and systematic rival (European Commission and HR/VP 2019). The
latest Chinese expansion into the European electric vehicle (EV) market
illustrates this duality. Through projects and manufacturing operations
of Chinese companies in the EU, the EVs accounted for 70% of Chinese
foreign investments in Europe by 2023 (Kratz et al. 2024). This led to
a reconfiguration of economic ties that, according to Borras, “helped
to establish more positive relationships between Chinese companies
and authorities and the European governments” (Borras 2025, 2). On
the other hand, the situation shows weaknesses of the EU, harming its
credibility as being partially dependent on foreign interference, making
the EU look more like a follower than a leader, while also exposing the
limits of its environmental capacity.

In the context of the upcoming COP30, Trasi emphasized the
potential of China-EU cooperative green investments in third countries,
highlighting that the opportunity lies in the joint efforts towards co-
financing, sharing of expertise, and coordination in multilateral
adaptation frameworks (Trasi 2025). With this in mind, Trasi frames
the problem of “leadership vacuum” as an opportunity for positive
cooperation, especially with the aforementioned shift in Chinese foreign
environmental policy. The platforms like the Ministerial on Climate
Action, founded in 2017, and the High-Level Environmental and Climate
Dialogue, established in 2020, provide the necessary institutional
infrastructure for dialogue between China and the EU. However, despite
these mechanisms, there have been no major cooperative projects or
joint financing frameworks between the two powers. Cooperation has
so far remained within the borders of broad and vague declarative and
procedural documents, which underscores the cautious and strategic
nature of this relationship.

Ultimately, both the rise of China as a green industrial power and
the US shift from environmental policies reveal the fragility of the EU’s
environmental influence. One could conclude that the ability of the EU
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to shape environmental outcomes depends on the responsiveness of other
major actors. Changes in global climate leadership continue to challenge
the EU’s ability to achieve its environmental objectives.

CONCLUSION

The article examined the concept of EU green soft power by
analyzing its domestic and international dimensions. Building on Nye’s
conceptualization of sources of soft power, it defines green soft power
as the ability to shape environmental preferences through non-coercive
means, primarily by using the instruments of foreign environmental
diplomacy, cherishment of sustainable culture, and promotion of
green values at home and internationally. The unique nature of the EU
complements these sources with conditional mechanisms, producing a
hybrid model that often relies on conditionality, giving a hard edge to the
instruments such as enlargement policy and global green investments.
The article then proceeded to explore the EU green soft power toolbox,
highlighting the important role EGD plays in the internal and external
dimensions of the EU green soft power, as it promotes green values and
cherishes the sustainable culture back home, while also contributing
to the diplomatic efforts and affecting other states to pursue ecological
transition. This was also analyzed from the perspective of a long-standing
EU diplomatic environmental strategy, which includes a combination of
leadership, mediation, and agenda setting. Additionally, the article also
explored the instruments that revolve around conditionality, such as the
Global Gateway Fund and its geopolitical significance, and Chapter
27 on environmental protection of the EU enlargement policy. Finally,
the article also explored two main factors in international relations
that challenge EU green soft power — the consequences of the USA
withdrawing from the Paris Agreement on global climate leadership and
evolving partnership-rivalry with China.

The article contributes to the emerging academic debate on the
concept of green soft power and draws attention to its future potential
despite the fact that the concept still lacks wider acknowledgement.
While at the moment, the scholarly work has been heavily centered
on China, this article argues that the case of the EU illustrates another
interesting example and provides further diversification of the concept.
Future research could help expand the existing theoretical and practical

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Resume

James Burnham, a 20th-century American conservative thinker,
is best known for his concept of the “managerial revolution,” as
presented in his 1941 work of the same name. Burnham identifies
a new managerial elite, emerging from the owners’ need for
experts capable of managing complex, international processes,
as the successors of previous capitalist and socialist structures.
In line with their growing social role, Burnham examines the
influence of the managerial elite in both the public and private
sectors, analyzing the consequences of this transformation
for the democratic system. Although Burnham’s work did
not find a place in the ideological mainstream, his thought
has had a particular influence in contemporary conservative
and populist circles. This paper aims to provide a critical
reflection on the concept of managerialism and its impact on
the transformation of social elites, power relations, and the
nature of democracy.

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IDENTITY INTERSECTIONS AND IDENTITY
POLITICS AFTER THE 2023-2024 CENSUS IN
MONTENEGRO

Resume
The results of the population census conducted in Montenegro
in December 2023 show several important indicators. First, a
clear division into several national communities: Montenegrins,
Serbs, Bosniaks, Albanians... Second, the Montenegrin people
have retained the status of the majority people in Montenegro.
This majority, however, is only relative (only 2 out of 5 residents
of Montenegro belong to the Montenegrin nation). Montenegro
is officially a multinational community, without a majority
of people. Third, the Serbs have retained the position of the
second largest national group in Montenegro. There are 4.2%
more Serbs than in the previous census in 2011. Every third
resident of Montenegro is a Serb by nationality. Fourth, the
Bosniaks have increased their population at the expense of
Muslims. They now make up 9.2% of the population. Now,
a part of Bosniaks, who previously declared themselves as
national Montenegrins, have returned to the Bosniak national
corps. Fifth, the number of Albanians has remained within
the expected limits (around 5%). The census results reveal
the following identity intersections: Montenegrins in the
majority want Montenegro as a civil community of national
Montenegrins, to which all national-ethnic groups in the country
should belong. Supporters of this idea see Montenegro in the
regional environment of the European Union and NATO.
On the other hand, the majority of the Serbian people in
Montenegro see the future in closer integration of Montenegro
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with Serbia and Bosnia and Herzegovina (Republika Srpska).
The majority of Serbian political entities in Montenegro do
not oppose membership in the European Union, but advocate
non-aligned military neutrality, and see Montenegro outside
the NATO pact. Finally, there is a third, middle option of
residents who declare themselves Montenegrins, but who
also preserve part of their Serbian identity: they speak the
Serbian language, or at least attend the canonical church — the
Serbian Orthodox Church. This population remains committed
to the “democratic values” of EU and NATO membership,
but wants to achieve closer relations with Serbia and Bosnia
and Herzegovina (Republika Srpska). The government of
Milojko Spaji¢, his political movement (PES) in coalition
with the Democrats of Montenegro, forms the backbone of
this commitment. Montenegro is seen as a community of equal
citizens but also of the peoples who live in it: Montenegrin,
Serbian, Bosniak, and Albanian. The idea is that all ruling
parties, with the opposition political movement URA of Dritan
Abazovi¢, build a reference political framework for control
and changeability of power. This would avoid the danger of
the return of former Montenegrin President Milo Pukanovi¢’s
DPS to power. The defense of democratic mechanisms and
the defense of multinational stability remain the core values
of these political processes.

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“SECURITY SENSITIVE AREA” AS A REASON
FOR RESTRICTING FREEDOM OF ASSEMBLY

Resume

A security-sensitive area represents a defined area around
buildings of the highest authorities, buildings of special
importance for the security of the state, and certain institutions
whose basic purpose is to provide undisturbed work of the state
bodies by applying a specific regime of public assembly in the
area. After the introductory exposure, the issue of assembly
location has been processed from the jurisprudential point
of view, after which a legal history and a comparative law
analysis of protected areas as a way of restricting assembly were
performed. In the fourth part, restrictions on assembly locations
in the Republic of Serbia were analysed by applying the legal
dogmatics method. The author concludes that applying a specific
legal regime of assembly in a protected area has constitutional
justification, but only if such a regime implies a relative ban
on assembly, along with applying the proportionality principle.
Under the constitutional law, a protected area cannot represent
a justifiable reason for restricting freedom of assembly per se,
but it has to be directly related to some of the international
law or the constitutional law grounds for restricting freedom
of assembly. Law on Public Assembly in the Republic of
Serbia prescribes restrictions on assembly locations, including
locations which, according to the comparative law experiences,
may be considered a protected area, but the constitutionality of
some of the restrictions may be questioned for valid reasons
since they are defined in advance by the law, and they are
also general and absolute.

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LOCAL ELECTIONS IN ZAJECAR AND
KOSJERIC, 2025

Resume

The regular local elections in the city of Zajecar and the
municipality of Kosjeri¢, held on June 8, 2025, represented
the first vote of Serbian citizens in the two local governments
mentioned above, in the changed socio-political circumstances
caused by the Novi Sad tragedy on November 1, 2024, in which
sixteen people died after the collapse of a canopy at the Railway
Station, and which culminated in student demonstrations that
began at the end of the same month, first by students and
professors of the Faculty of Dramatic Arts, and then by other
faculties and universities in Serbia, which gained momentum
in early 2025 and culminated with a protest in Belgrade in
mid-March that gathered several hundred thousand people.

The involvement of students (or as we will call the student
movement in the text) significantly changed the political
landscape of Serbia — through, as public opinion polls have
shown — a decline or even stagnation in the popularity of the
ruling party, but also of opposition parties, with a sharp increase
in the popularity of the student movement as a potential future
political force. The first opportunity to demonstrate the new
balance of political forces was the regular local elections in
Zajecar and Kosjeri¢, scheduled for June 8, 2025. Although
the opposition lists, with the support of the student movement,
failed to win, their success turned out to be far more significant
than in previous elections in these local governments.

The academic journal Political Review publishes articles that result
from the latest theoretical and empirical research in the field of political
science. Authors should refer mainly to the results of scientific research
published in academic journals, primarily in political science journals.

Manuscripts should be submitted in Serbian (Cyrillic script) with
a mandatory English translation, or in English.

The journal is published four times a year. The deadlines for
submitting the manuscripts are February 1%, May 1%, August 1 and
November 1.

Two consecutive issues cannot contain articles written by the same
author, whether single-authored or co-authored.

Papers are submitted to the Editorial Board by uploading them
to the CEON platform using the following link: https://aseestant.ceon.
rs/index.php/polrev/index.

Authors are obliged to submit a signed and scanned declaration
of authorship when submitting their works. The declaration form can be
downloaded from the journal’s website: https:/www.ips.ac.rs/uputstvo-
za-autore.php?id=4.

All submitted manuscripts are checked for plagiarism or auto-
plagiarism. Various forms of chat boxes and other artificial intelligence
software cannot be (co)authors of the papers under consideration. These
tools can only be used for stylistic language editing, not for writing
sections of the paper, and authors who use them are obliged to specify
the purpose of using such tools at the point where they are used.

Authors are required to provide their ORCID numbers along with
their (preferably) institutional email addresses, which they include in
the manuscript text in a footnote alongside their names and surnames.

Research articles can have up to 40,000 characters with spaces,
including footnotes. When counting the characters leave out the reference
list. Exceptionally, a monographic study can be larger in scope in
accordance with the provisions of the Rulebook on procedure, method of
evaluation, and quantitative presentation of scientific research results.

Reviews can have up to 15,000 characters with spaces.

Book reviews can have up to 10,000 characters with spaces.

CITING AND REFERENCING

The journal Political Review uses a partially modified Chicago
style of citation (17th edition of the Chicago Manual of Style), which
implies specifying bibliographic parentheses (brackets) according to the
author-date system in the text, as well as a list of references with full
bibliographic data after the text of the paper.

Data in bibliographic parentheses and the list of references should
be written in Latin script.

Below are the rules and examples for citing the bibliographic
information in the reference list and in the text. For each type of source,
a citation rule is given first, followed by an example of citation in the
reference list and bibliographic parenthesis.

The bibliographic parenthesis is usually set off at the end of the
sentence, before the punctuation mark. It contains the author’s surname, the
year of publication, and page numbers pointing to a specifically contextual
page or range of pages, as in the following example: (Mearsheimer 2001,
15-17).
