In Serbian historiography, which is still, essentially, dominated by positivistic
approach to studying the past, with themes and methodological approach where central
spot is taken by processes, events, and personalities that are important for political,
military and diplomatic past of Serbia and the Serbian people, Vladimir Jovanovics
manuscript The glow and misery of small-town life presents a true refreshment and novelty.
Taking marginal groups as a paradigm of his view of the past (prostitutes, alcoholics,
bums, convicts...), as well as state apparatus’ repressive measures in suppression of deviant
and, in terms of public moral, unwanted behaviour of individuals and groups, Jovanovi¢,
with this book, gave a unique ,,look from above® on 19th century society. The book is
interesting and attractive, not only for historians, but also for sociologists, ethnologists
and anthropologists, because with his unique research and methodological approach,
Jovanovié dispells a deeply rooted notion of integrity of Serbian society in the 19th century
(»a poor man’s paradise’, as it was seen by an English travel writer Herbert Vivian, at the
end of the 19th century (Herbert Vivian, 1897)).

Other than representing a thematical novelty, Jovanovic’s manuscript is interesting
because of the delicate style in which it was written. It doesn’t have pretentious fact stating,
which is characteristic of historiographic literature but is primarily an image of a society.
Calling on Michel Foucault’s thesis exposed in ,,Security, territory and population” (2014),
by which Western European states in 18th century developed mechanisms of ,,protection
of state treasure’, ie ,,subjects in mass’, Jovanovi¢ emphasizes that Serbia too, in the process
of state emancipation during the 19t century, by simply taking over legal solutions from
neighbouring Austrian monarchy, implemented the model which, instead of solving the
problem, enlarged the number of those returning to the margin. He concludes that a
»certain deviation that is inevitably caused by processes of modernization, such as those
started in Serbia, like urbanization, development of civil elitism, as well as new breed
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elitism” (Jovanovi¢, 2017, p. 13). One should bear in mind that Serbian society quickly
transformed from a rigid Ottoman feudal society into a specific peasant one, with
small estates. By canceling feudal relations in 1835. and legislating the inviolability of
individual’s private property with the constitution of 1838, and especially with Civil Code
of 1844, preconditions were set for property differentiation, first in small towns, and then
in villages. In the middle of 19th century, the degree of inequality among the small town
residents in the Principality of Serbia was not conspicuous enough and was characteristic
of pre-industrial societies. For example, in the 1860s there was less than 3% of rich
households in small towns in Serbia. By the end of the 19% century, property and class
differentiation in small towns becomes bigger, which inevitably lead to social inequality.
Therefore, social differences are not in Jovanovics focus, but the appearances of social
deviations and state intervention aimed at its suppression. That makes the booK’s structure
dichotomous: The forms of apostate and marginal behavior and State’s reaction and
consequences. The first part contains the following sections: Juvenile crime, Prostitution
in Belgrade, Alcohol - a pleasure, a habit or a vice, Homosexuality and Serbian Society,
Apostasy and Apostates. The second part contains these: Police and the individual, Doctors
and patients, Persecution of bums as a measure of urban space control, Health and body
care and prisons in Serbia. Jovanovi¢ writes: “As a unifying point, the very phenomenon of
discarded and marginalized individual was used, as well as tendencies of conflict escalation
and enlargement of that phenomenon. Pointing at a scission inside, at a first glance,
unified community and a seemingly monolithic society was carried out by analyzing the
position of some of the key actors of that process. Pointing at a possible and probable
faith of a marginalized individual - juvenile criminal, prostitutes, bum or incorrigible
alcohol consumer. Discovering the sad fate multitude of terminally ill, in contrast to the
completely different attitude of the state and society towards the appearance of rare and
unusual forms of social apostasy, such as homosexuality in the patriarchal Serbia of the
19th century” (Jovanovi¢, 2017, p. 14).

As a splendid historian and a connoisseur of historical resources, Jovanovi¢ based
this historiographical-sociological study on numerous and diverse sources (archive
documents, memoirs, newspapers, journals...), which were complemented by literary
works of Serbian realists (Laza K. Lazarevi¢, Radoje Domanovi¢, Stevan Sremac...). At
the same time, theoretical postulates, first of all, the aforementioned Foucault, but others
too, give this manuscript the necessary depth and width. Jovanovi¢s minutes research
work and ascribed make this manuscript a real page-turner.

This is a valuable, multilayered scientific work, which will be accepted equally, with
joy and curiosity, by expert and wider reading audience.
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
