Abstract: The authors point to the contribution of Bozo Milogevic’s to Serbian socio-
logical thought, through his scientific papers published in the journal Socioloski pregled/
Sociological Review, since the end of the 1980s until today. His contribution is mostly
reflected in the advancement of the theoretical foundations of the Sociology of Work,
without neglecting any other sociological topics necessary for essential understanding of
contemporary social processes and relations.

Keywords: Bozo Milosevi¢, Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review, sociology of
work, professionalization.

Owing to intellectual potential, more than expert miscellany, Serbian sociology has
managed to free itself from misconceptions, but it will take a long time for it to free
society from illusions and the sad reality seeking these illusions (Milo$evi¢, 2007, p. 32)
- those are Bozo Milo$evi¢’s thoughts that best describe his intellectual character and
strife towards essential understanding and humanistic improvement of social processes
and relationships, as well as the foundation of sociological thought freed from ideology
and illusion. In his work, sociology is a critic and a critical analyst of everyday social
problems.

Bozo Milosevi¢ has, continuously, for more than four decades, actively participated
in almost all scientific meetings of Serbian sociologists (as well as many in the former
Yugoslavia). Hence, his knowledge of Serbian as well as former Yugoslav sociology has
largely embodied the transmission of its achievements to the younger generations of so-
ciologists. At the University of Novi Sad, he participated in the formation of the Depart-
ment of Sociology and was its first head, while at all other Serbian universities, he was at
a point engaged as a guest lecturer, or as a research scientist. His non-utilitarian approach
to spreading sociological knowledge in teaching outside of his native faculty (Novi Sad),
at the sociology departments of the universities in Pristina/Kosovska Mitrovica, Banja

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Luka, and East Sarajevo, left a deep trail and a valuable knowledge base for their future
thorough study of sociology. His noteworthy participation in scientific research projects
at the Faculty of Philosophy in Nis, and also with colleagues from Belgrade and Niksi¢, is
not negligible either.

As a member or the president of professional associations and their organs, Milosevi¢
has been fighting for true professionalization of Serbian sociology for decades, ignoring
many of the unfavorable socio-political circumstances and the limits of “experts” for its
development.?

Since Milosevi¢s student beginnings in sociology, to this day, his highly notewor-
thy professional activity has taken place, and with it, his content-diverse scientific activ-
ity. Our intent is of a very modest scope when it comes to analyzing the contribution of
this Serbian sociologist, and it pertains to the presentation of only a small number of his
scientific papers, with the remark of its “suitable” character related to the significant an-
niversary of Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review in which, in the last three decades, he
published seven scientific papers, two reviews. These themes were published along with
about 150 authors’ works, belonging to multiple sociological disciplines, in other journals
and collections from national and international scientific meetings. Papers published in
Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review are characteristic for the fact that they were then
thematized in special books. As B. MiloSevi¢ emphasizes in introductory reviews of his
books, this is a way of achieving credibility and an ethically correct attitude towards his
own results of research and analysis, because each of the works is “checked” previously
in communication with the sociological community, so that, after possible correction, it
is left to the evaluation of the wider public, to whom authorial books are more accessible
than scientific journals. (Milosevi¢, 2016, p. 11)

MiloSevi¢ left his first “trace” in relation to Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review in
an oral presentation on the topic Theoretical Pluralism in Sociology, as part of a scientific
meeting on the occasion of the thirtieth anniversary of the journal, which took place on
November 11 and 12, 1988 in Belgrade.

In the paper entitled Work and Time (Milo$evi¢, 1994), the author points to changes
in the relationship between work and time, as well as sociological challenges for typol-
ogy, classification and measurement of the entire time available to man. The relationship

In addition, B. MiloSevic¢ was
a member of the two most important juries of the Serbian Sociological Society: the first jury for
Vojin Mili¢ award (2013-2014) and the jury for the award for lifetime achievement Radomir Luki¢
(2016-2018).
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between work and time is especially important from the aspect of sociology of labor, if
reductionism is to be avoided. The paper emphasizes the importance of understanding the
conditionality of time spent in and out of work with the existing form of division of labor
in society and, consequently, the degree of unequal redistribution of social power, wealth
and reputation. Through a historical cross-section of the relationship between time spent
in and out of work, it is clear that in the conditions of natural division of labor, work was
adapted to time, whereas with the development of the market economy the concept of
the category of work has changed. Profit has become its main purpose, and efficiency the
measurement of value. In trying to explain the structure of the available time, the author
encounters the problem of determining it, and, emphasizing the necessity of typology as
a methodological basis in science, gives an overview of the theoretical thought of Weblen,
Dumazedier, Mol and Parker on the issue of these categories. He concludes that there is
no perfect theoretical concept for the classification and morphology of free time, since all
the models considered so far have been directly dependent on a number of sociocultural
factors of specific societies, technical and technological work conditions, the level of edu-
cation of the individual, his/her social origin and individual characteristics in the groups
that were subject of sociological analysis.

In the following year, Milo$evi¢ publishes three articles in Socioloski pregled/Soci-
ological Review. In the first one titled The Paradigmaticity of Bravermania in Sociology
(Milosevi¢, 1995a), he explains a new cognitive breakthrough made by “Bravermanists”
critically valorizing extensive research by Harry Braverman, an American sociologist, on
the process of work and the impact of technology on the structure of contemporary “mo-
nopolistic” capitalism. Milo$evi¢ is critical of Braverman’s reductionist approach in which
he argued that capitalist social relations destroyed the traditional understanding of arts,
leaving the actors in the process of work with a completely simplified understanding of
arts as skills, and identifying traditional arts with craft skills. Explaining two views on the
relationship between technology and society, the first one being that technology is a value
in itself and the determinant of all social changes, and the second one being that it repre-
sents the unity of objective reality and subjective creative possibilities of man, MiloSevi¢
points to new aspects of a possible analysis of the structure of contemporary societies. By
analyzing the basic ideas of Braverman and his “followers” about skills, arts, knowledge of
work and management and their influence on the social power of classes, the author sees
Bravermania as a contribution to the theoretical development of sociology of work.

In the same issue (3), there was also a review entitled Out-of-Systematic View on
Actual and Potential Problems of Mankind (Milo$evi¢, 1995b), in which the author sub-
limates ideas from the study Sociology and Futurology by Miodrag Rankovi¢, as a plea to
“global sociology” - which should be focused on worrying about current problems and
expectations of people on a planetary scale with its “superior” approach compared to fu-
turology.

At the time of the socio-economic crisis - in Serbian society that was under the influ-
ence of war conflicts, international sanctions, chronic shortages, economic monopolies,
and struggling with elementary forms of survival - Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review
publishes two Milosevi¢s papers in which he writes about the professional and practical
functions of sociology in the context of the development of entrepreneurship, management
and marketing. In the paper entitled Marketing Communication and Professionalization of
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Sociology (Milosevi¢, 1995c¢), Milosevi¢, with his unique critical approach, is the first among
Serbian sociologists to recognize the importance of sociological research for marketing
analysis as a developed business concept in entrepreneurial societies and its consequences
for society. The author’s contribution to sociological thought in this paper is reflected in his
sobriety and realism by emphasizing the importance of sociological research on marketing
communication as a contribution to the realization of genuine human needs that empow-
ers man as a worker, without pandering to the taste of the average consumer, which is posi-
tive not only from the economic, but also from the human aspect. For Milo$evi¢, marketing
communication is not only a means of mass production, but also a special sphere of social
relations. Moreover, he advocates the necessity of preparing sociologists during studies for
professionalization in this field, which will become even more important with the re-devel-
opment of the market mode of business in Serbian society.

Towards the end of the epoch of the nineties, with a degree of suspicion about the
court of public opinion and the pointlessness of the topic in the circumstances of war
in the surrounding areas, in the paper Eco-Management: Between Economy and Nature
(Milosevi¢, 1996) Milosevi¢ emphasizes the importance of eco-managers and their role
in modern society. Somewhat visionary for Serbian sociology, the author sees an eco-
manager as a “specialist of universal mind’, a manager who “walks firmly on both feet’, i.e.,
who relies on the practical skill of managing work processes, as well as the knowledge and
self-awareness of the necessity of a harmonious relationship of life in peace with nature.
Such a manager is seen as an opposite to a corporate manager who focuses on product
placement, market and manipulation of human resources. Milo$evi¢ sees the traditional
virtues of culture and the traditional attitude towards work in Serbian society as an ad-
vantage for the development of eco-management in relation to the more economically
developed societies, and emphasizes the widespread tailorist organization of work in en-
terprises as a basic obstacle. We can express a kind of fear when it comes to the success of
an eco-manager as a calling and the understanding of his role in society, even today, more
than two decades after the author’s writing on this subject.

Approaching problems from the perspective of society as a totality, in the paper Mod-
ernization Potential of Urban Multiculturalism: Beyond the Regionalism (Milosevi¢, 2002),
Bozo Milosevi¢ writes about the problem of regionalization in the context of moderniza-
tion. The author, among other things, proposes the necessary indicators that would help in
realizing the real need for regionalization, while respecting the sociocultural relationships
and relations of a certain society. Modern urban multiculturalism is not determined in
this paper in its classical sense but as a “hinterland of regionalization” (MiloSevi¢, 2002,
p. 180), since it encourages the expression of cultural specificities that are more easily
transmitted by cultural processes to individuals or social groups for the purpose of inter-
cultural connectivity. In addition, he does not regard regionalization as a political, state or
territorial problem, but also explains it from the perspective of entrepreneurial business,
networking in the world market, the development of civil society, through complex so-
ciocultural indicators which make it possible to critically evaluate regional opportunities
to mediate the needs of man and modern societies. This paper is a kind of a theoretical
elaboration on his own research on urban culture in the cities of AP Vojvodina.

In the paper Sociology of the Village-Bonded Society, Sreten Vukosavljevic: the Impor-
tance of the Primary Experience for Understanding the Village and Peasants (Milo$evic,
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2012), published in Issue 1 of Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review in 2012, Bozo
Milosevi¢ (again) actualizes Vukosavljevi¢’s thoughts on the characteristics of the “vil-
lage-bonded society” and explains his contribution to the establishment of sociology of
the village, as one of the first widely recognized disciplines in Serbian sociology. Regard-
ing Vukosavljevi¢’s analysis of the Serbian village, although based primarily on primary
experience and written in a simple and concrete language, the author states that it is sci-
entifically founded and that, at the time it was written (before the Second World War),
it significantly contributed to the later “separation” of Serbian sociology in the sphere of
scientific knowledge.

Milosevic¢ justifies the epithet of being a Serbian sociologist by dealing with the prob-
lem (of the whole) of the Serbian society, as well as its specific units. In this regard, he
publishes the paper Work Strategies of Households in the Transition of Post-War Society: the
Example of the Republika Srpska (Milosevi¢, 2011). In this paper, based on the collected
primary empirical data, the challenges encountered by this social space are explained,
along with identifying specific strategies of households and families in the post-war pe-
riod that were developed and used in order for its members to survive economic misery
and all traumas which followed them in the immediate past. As a significant factor in pos-
sible strategies, the group/family social and cultural capital is emphasized as a “refuge” for
their members and as a basis for socio-economic security in the (medium-term) future.
In this way he empirically confirms the prevailing view in Serbian sociology that this time
of Serbian society is “the time of family”.

In the end, we will also present one characteristic review of the book written by a
Macedonian sociologist Petre T. Georgijevski, Sociology as a Critique of the General Edu-
cational and Cultural Change, which, like most of the reviews published by Milosevi¢, has
the character of a thorough critical theoretical and methodological review on the basis
of which the reader can become acquainted with the purpose and scope of a consistent
sociological approach to social phenomena. This review is titled Critical Sociological The-
matization of Sociocultural Changes in Macedonian Society (Milosevi¢, 2012). This review
does not only address the possibilities and limits of socio-cultural changes in transition
societies (such as Macedonian), but also indicates how the initial theoretical and meth-
odological idea can be adequately operationalized if a researcher simultaneously develops
and experimentally documents and explains it. In this way, MiloSevi¢, as in all his works,
especially highlights those virtues of sociological analysis, of any social problem, which
successfully integrate the theoretical and empirical aspects.

In the shortest, we can conclude that in the above works of Bozo Milo$evic (as well),
authorial sociological originality is reflected, both in the choice of topics and problems of
research and the cognitive approach to them, and in the manner of their analysis and ex-
planation. There is almost no significant area of sociology about which Bozo Milo$evi¢ has
not written at least one scientific paper, always with a clear theoretical approach, consis-
tent methodological operationalization and valuable scientific argumentation. Going one
step further from conceptualization, in his papers he additionally refines the definitions
and characteristics of the categories he studied such as work, out-of-work time, marketing
communication, “Bravermania’, etc. Among them, there are theoretical and methodologi-
cal discussions and critical essays on problems from the sphere of work and its organiza-
tion, culture and politics, social development (especially of Serbian society), transition
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and globalization, rural life and urban culture, household and family, on gender relations
and the position of women in society, on media and democracy, as well as on the cogni-
tive contribution of some important Serbian sociologists. His scientific contribution is
particularly reflected in his efforts to explain social phenomena and problems by means of
a clear methodological concept, distancing himself from the prevailing ideological beliefs.
The author critically recounts some previous thoughts on the process of transition, with
a special emphasis on its specificities and accompanying phenomena in post-Yugoslav
societies, which can be a landmark for further study of this problem. By analyzing the
papers published in Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review, one can gain an insight into
the author’s continuity in selecting specific scientific themes, a broad familiarity with rel-
evant literature, and an outstanding autonomy in writing. We can systematize them into
papers dealing with theoretical, methodological, and professional problems of sociology,
with special attention being paid to “innovating” sociology of work, entrepreneurship and
working creativity. Also, they address the general sociological problems of modernization,
globalization and socio-cultural transition of contemporary societies, multiculturalism
and urban culture. In all these themes, Bozo Milosevi¢ approaches problems and analyzes
them in an openly critical, dialectical manner, making his explanations very inspiring
for the creation of a research framework that would have a truly cognitive-sociological
character.
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
