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The volume provides a unique scientific contribution to a research area which in the
recent years has drawn growing attention from researchers and policy makers and which
stands at the crossroads between research on human capital formation and research on
gender equality. An increasing number of empirical studies have established that early
years investments in formal and informal education are a key for skill formation (Heck-
man 2006). At the same time, generous and gender-equal childcare arrangements and
policies are seen as a necessary condition to sustain female labor supply and labor market
attainment (Del Boca and Vuri 2007).

Despite the relevance of the topic for the persistence of social inequality, sociolo-
gists and social scientists have so far partly overlooked this crucial phase of individuals’
development. This book is among the first examples of a sociological large-scale analysis
of the topic and it is not an overstatement to say that it redresses an important shortcom-
ing in sociological and social policy literature. It does so by, first, providing a systematic
appraisal of extant literature and, second, by collecting a substantial number of new em-
pirical studies from various countries. The cross-national comparison turns to be very
informative in this field, considering the very different national policy contexts.

One of the most valuable ‘assets’ of this book is indeed its comprehensive approach.
The editors seek - and succeed - to systematize existing knowledge and literature and to
frame the empirical contributions contained in the book into three main areas of interest.
These three areas are: (i) social background and the patterns of early education and care;
(ii) social background and parental care; and (iii) consequences of early non-parental edu-
cation and care on children’s later educational outcomes and inequality.

Within the first area, the editors look at social background and patterns in the use of
childcare education. Given the blurred distinction that exists between preschool, child-
care, and the different mixes of these models across countries, the editors distinguish be-
tween formal (i.e., institutional, group-center-based childcare) and informal (e.g. babysit-
ting, grandparents) childcare. The editors also stress the importance of the timing and
the intensity of childcare exposure during the different phases of child development (i.e.,
infancy, toddlerhood and pre-school age) and - building on previous research - argue that
the expected benefits of formal/informal care vary across ages. Moreover, the book at-
tempts to identify some ‘indicators’ of the quality of formal childcare by considering both
structural and process features.

Concerning the second area, the book places an especial focus on the quality and
quantity of parental care. The latter is the predominant choice of childcare, especially in
the early months of a child’s life, and research has shown that combination of material
resources and time-interaction makes a good environment for child development. Con-
sidering the wide social disparities in the possession of educationally-relevant resources at
home, the implications for social inequality are prominent.

Within the third area, the book asks which are the consequences of early non-paren-
tal education and care on children’s later educational outcomes and the related implica-
tions for social inequality: Does childcare mitigate social inequality? Which features or
attendance patterns of childcare have a greater effect on a child’s individual achievement?
Does attending formal childcare make a difference? And, are the effects long-lasting?

To address all these questions, the book takes up a cross-national comparative per-
spective. Cross-national comparisons are particularly welcome in this area, given the very
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different welfare regimes, institutional and cultural settings, as well as the different levels
of public spending on childcare across countries, even within the European Union. The
editors bring together almost 40 scholars to undertake country studies to systematically
approach these key questions. Altogether, the volume covers 11 countries: Denmark, Fin-
land, Germany, Ireland, Italy, the Netherlands, Norway, Russia, Sweden, the United King-
dom, and the United States. Most of the studies employ recent longitudinal datasets on
early education. In addition, a cross-national study based on PIRLS and PISA data is also
provided to look at the correlation between childcare attendance and later educational
performance.

The volume is very well structured, facilitating readers in navigating and comparing
the different chapters. The country chapters are grouped into the three main themes of re-
search described above. Each individual country study contains an overview of the respec-
tive institutional context of childcare (such as, for example, organizational arrangements,
regulations, funding); a section with hypotheses; a section on data and methods; results;
and discussion. Particularly useful are the very well-structured and comprehensive intro-
ductions and the rich discussion sections.

Coming to the main substantive results of the book, the empirical contributions in
the first area show that more affluent/educated families have a higher use of ECEC, which
may be explained by the higher labor market participation, or the prevalence of gender-
egalitarian attitudes. For example, this is what the authors found in empirical studies con-
ducted in Italy and Russia. The contributions also show that social background correlates
with patterns of attendance of ECEC. In this regard, a common finding is that higher-
social background families tend to bring their children more often to formal childcare
and to do so earlier than lower-social background households. At the same time, one
very interesting finding comes from the Swedish case, where evidence shows that socio-
economic advantage also permits families to keep their children at home until attending
formal childcare is ideal for their children’s development. This is because they face weaker
work-related constraints and enjoy better contractual conditions. In sum, the book sheds
light on the complex link existing between social background and ECEC attendance
pointing out that a higher social background allows parents to choose the optimal timing
and intensity of ECEC attendance for their children.

Concerning parental care, findings from a unique German dataset point to small - if
any - social disparities in children’s development in the very early months of life. However,
the authors find that some non-cognitive skills such as attention to objects and activity
level are positively influenced by social status of the parents, and that these may possibly
explain the social disparities on a wider set of skills that are known to manifest in later
stages of child development. Indeed, the chapter on Ireland shows the existence of so-
cial disparities among children aged three, which are to be partly attributed to the home
learning environment (chiefly, educational material possessed at home). Yet, the authors
conclude that home environment does not account for all observed achievement gaps, but
that external childcare and unobserved parent characteristics play a role.

The largest number of empirical contributions included in the book investigates the
consequences of non-parental childcare for social inequality in child development. Taken
together, the empirical studies provide some support for the hypothesis that attending
ECEC/pre-school is positively correlated with later child outcomes (for example mea-
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sured via standardized tests such as PIRLS and PISA). This finding is consistently found
in most countries, although in some countries the association is insignificant. This may be
explained by the different quality /accessibility of ECEC systems across the countries and,
in some cases, also by methodological reasons - as the editors comprehensively discuss.
Also country-specific results from Denmark and Germany find positive correlation be-
tween ECEC participation - in terms of intensity and time of access - and later educational
outcome of children. Positive effects of high-quality ECEC attendance are also detected
when analyzing a large-scale childcare program implemented in a very different context
such as the United States.

The studies also aim to assess the heterogeneous impact of ECEC on child outcomes,
depending on family social background. Overall, the collected evidence points to ECEC
effects that are larger for children coming from less privileged backgrounds, in line with
the theoretical expectations. Yet, the book concludes that formal childcare can only have
a limited impact on social inequality, because the largest part of variations in child out-
comes is due to home environments.

Finally, the empirical chapters address the question of quality in formal childcare, and
its connection with children’s future outcomes. This is a very much appreciated effort of
the book, as it tries to dig into the channels through which external intervention can both
support child development as well as redress social disparities, and hence provide valuable
and usable information to inform policy making. Indeed, the book provides empirical
evidence supporting the hypothesis that higher-quality childcare is more beneficial. For
example, evidence from Norway points to the importance of pedagogical approaches that
include cognitive aspects of development in increasing children’s vocabulary at later ages,
especially among children of low-educated mothers.

To conclude, beyond systematizing extant scientific knowledge and providing new
and sound evidence in a comparative fashion, the volume overturns a naive understand-
ing of ECEC. It does so by trying to dig into the very different modalities of ECEC, the
optimal timing of ECEC attendance and by exploring the mechanisms reproducing social
inequality and the channels through which formal ECEC can boost child outcomes and
redress social disparities. If I had to find a limitation in this work, I would say that it does
not address other sources of inequality — other than social inequality - that are wide-
spread in today’s societies. In light of the sizeable share of children with an immigrant
background, I would have expected the authors to dedicate more space to this issue. It
is true that social and immigrant-background inequality often overlap, but it is also true
that some migration-specific factors (such as the mastery of the host country language or
the different value attached to preschool education) play a significant role in immigrants’
children’s schooling. Future works in this field should try to investigate this topic more
in depth. A further area of improvement would be a more systematic effort on assessing
“what works” in ECEC with the aims of reaching a higher understanding on the mecha-
nisms of skill formation and deriving useful, practical lessons to inform policy making.
