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SOCIOLOGY IN THE POCKET

Every contribution to the popularization of sociology is welcome and significant. A
large number of sociologies have been written around the world and in our country, but
there are rare examples (and probably the only one in our country) of sociology written
in the way thet Professor Dragoljub B. Pordevic did in his Pocket Sociology for Begin-
ners. His rich research experience suggests that sociology is “not a failed enterprise” and
that the manuscript of his Pocket sociology can encourage someone to study this science,
which has always been regarded as “subversive”. The content of Pocket Sociology for Be-
ginners consists of twenty-three chapters on a total of 175 page, with 15 cm format. In the
two editions so far, 1000 printed copies have been sold out. Each of the chapters has been
selected and done with great care in which the intention of the author is reflected in the
professional and serious topics that sociology deals with in a way popular to the wider
audience. On this occasion (and due to limited space) we chose three chapters in order to
bring them closer to the readers.

In the first chapter “The Core of Sociology - R. Mils, Sociological Imagination; E.
Goftman, Where’s the Action? “ D. Dordevic explains to us the origin of sociology, the
era in which it emerged. Then he draws attention to modern sociology, characterized
by turbulent history, conflicts of different theoretical directions, and three key contra-
dictions: “the disparity between theory and empiricism, the dispute over neutrality and
engagement, and the conflict of theoretical trends” (Pordevi¢, 2017, p.10). The author
devotes special attention to the notion of “actions, to which he approaches analytically,
with a warning that sociology must avoid the possibility of being used and misused for
ideological purposes, because any approach of sociology to such a position and” socializ-
ing “with ideology is detrimental to its theoretical and practical scientific dignity. Berger
and Kelner particularly pointed out that “the most vulgar deformation is when a sociolo-
gist, who is more or less a part of a technocratic organization, consciously or (probably)
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unconsciously adjusts its findings to the wishes of that organization” (Berger & Kellner,
1991, p. 135).

“Precarity: what is it?” Is the name of the sixth chapter, which points to the danger of
occurrence of the Precarity. When an intellectual who originates from a nation does not
give up on it, then he feels the pain that plagues ordinary people, and today in Serbia, one
of the greatest troubles of most ordinary people is precarity. Hence the author warns us -
“Serbia is a precarious society!” (Pordevic, 2017, p. 49).

The seventh chapter “Village Burns - the Cities Spreads” testifies the author’s con-
cern for the survival of the village, the forgotten rural idyll, the focus of modern sociol-
ogy mainly on the study of cities, because, as Kuvaci¢ puts it, “the village sounds more
like a comparison for the city than a study subject” (according to Pordevic, 2017, p. 56).
Professor Dordevi¢ seems to have found the right measure in how to be modern and at
the same time respect the tradition of the people to whom we belong. The conteporarity
of the research subject implies the setting of constantly new issues relating to transforma-
tion of society, changes in the structure of society, new forms of sociality and great world
processes, such as globalization. Of course, Professor Brka, a respected sociologist from
Nis, knows very well (and respects it in his opus) that the research subject both in general
sociology and in new, special sociological disciplines must have continuity with previous
research. For this reason, he successfully makes a synthesized overview of the most impor-
tant theoretical views of classical and contemporary theory, and only then presents new
views and attitudes that correspond with the new experience.
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
