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Faculties of law in Belgrade and Subotica professors’ contribution to the establish-
ment of sociological periodicals between the two World Wars

(Translation In Extenso)

Abstract: The first sociological journals in Serbia appeared in 1920, Drustveni Zivot
(Social life), and in 1938 Socioloski pregled (Sociological review). The key role in initiation
and publication of these journals have had professors of faculties of law in Belgrade and
Subotica, led by professors Mirko M. Kosi¢ and Dorde Tasi¢. In addition to these journals
important role in this area had also “Biblioteka javnog prava” (Series on the Public Law),
series “Politika i drustvo” (Politics and Society) and a paper Napred (Forward), edited by
professor Mihailo Ili¢. These professors, together with their colleagues from Belgrade’s
Faculty of Law, have given a substantial contribution to the development of sociological
periodicals in Serbia. By acting in this way they have invested a substantial effort in es-
tablishing sociology in Serbia, on the theoretical heritage of French and, to a significantly
smaller extent, German sociology.

These sociological journals and series would cease to be published after a few years
due to lack of financial resources, war, and post-war rigid rule of the Communist party
manifested in lack of support for science and periodical publications. Now liberated coun-
try saw a dark period for all social sciences. This situation had specifically affected sociol-
ogy and sociological periodical which had practically vanished. Despite that, the heritage
left by Kosi¢, Tasi¢ and Ili¢ and their associates (with two professional sociological jour-
nals, two acclaimed book series, and one progressive paper) have been useful in the sixties
of XX century to their successors at the University of Belgrade as a solid foundation for
constituting sociology as a scientific and academic discipline in Serbia.
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Introduction

The first sociological journal in Serbia has appeared relatively late. The journal
Drustveni Zivot (Social life) began with publishing in 1920 and Socioloski pregled (Socio-
logical review) in 1938. Before these sociological journals have appeared sociological pa-
pers were being published in literary and legal journals. In some literary journals such as
Letopis Matice srpske, Brankovo kolo, Srpski knjizevni glasnik, Delo, Savremenik and others,
sociological topics were not presented regularly but rather in passing.

Sociological papers were, as a rule, published in legal journals. The first such journal
was Arhiv za pravne i drustvene nauke (The archive for legal and social sciences). It was
started in 1906 as a journal of the Faculty of Law in Belgrade. It had a separate sections for
social sciences in which sociological issues and development of sociology as a scientific
discipline were covered and published. Besides the Arhiv sociological issues were occa-
sionally published in other legal journals: Brani¢, a publication for legal and state sciences,
Pravna misao (Legal thought), a journal for law and sociology and others.

Between the two Wold Wars period saw a rise of Serbian periodicals. During that time a
large number of high quality journals in different areas of science, culture and arts was being
published. Those journals had gathered a large number of associates and had print runs of
several thousand units. At that time at the faculties and other institutions of science, educa-
tion and culture employed were authors educated at prestigious European universities. They
were striving to implement the highest periodical publishing standards of the time in respect
to conceptual approach, editorial policy, editorial board practice, publishing frequency and
similar. Apart from the common research-scientific and informative-educational missions
these journals have in Serbia paved the way for new scientific and university disciplines
which at the time were at their peaks in in France, Germany, Great Britain and USA.

In that historically-specific and ideo-theoretical context one group of teachers from
the Faculty of Law in Belgrade and Faculty of Law in Subotica was clearing the way towards
institutionalization of sociology and its disciplines. Most prominent among them were
Mirko M. Kosi¢, Dorde Tasi¢, and Mihailo Ili¢. With support from Slobodan Jovanovi¢,
Zivojin Peri¢, Toma Zivanovi¢ and few other younger colleagues they have established the
first sociological journals, libraries and papers publishing sociological works and covering
topics form general sociology, sociology of law, sociology of village, political sociology
and other sociological disciplines.

By coincidence, Kosi¢, Tasi¢ and Ili¢ have begun their careers at the Faculty of Law in
Subotica, which role has often been neglected?. Tasi¢ and Ili¢ have continued their later
careers at the Faculty of Law in Belgrade.

In this paper a contribution of professors form the faculties of law in Belgrade and
Subotica is analysed in respect to pineering and editorial work for sociological journals

2 The Faculty of Law in Subotica was founded by a Decree about Faculty of Philosophy in Skopje
and Faculty of Law in Subotica dated February 2, 1920 (Sluzbene novine Kraljevine Srba Hrvata I
Slovenaca, No 27, February 7 1920, pg. 25). The faculty was accepting around 200 students from
the whole of the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenians, later Yugoslavia. Esteemed Serbian
teachers were working there: Miodrag A¢imovi¢, Milorad Nedeljkovi¢, Cedomir Markovi¢, Mirko
M. Kosié, Dorde Tasi¢, Mihailo Ili¢, Mihailo Konstantinovi¢, Fedor Niki¢ and others. In addition,
an important role also had Russian professors: Georgije Diméenko, Sergije Troicki, Mihailo
Cubinski and Petar Struve (Simié, 199:137).
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in Serbia between the two World Wars, book series “Javno pravo” (Public Law), “Politika
i drustvo” (Politics and Society) and paper Napred (Forward). The focus is on exploring
a role of the leading professors (primarily Mirko Kosi¢, Porde Tasi¢and Mihailo Ili¢) in
reception and popularisation of dominant sociological-legal achievements in the Serbian
periodicals between 1920 and 1941.

Drustveni Zivot journal

1. - The first Serbian sociological journal Drustveni Zivot was founded and edited by
Mirko M. Kosi¢ (1892-1956). He is also the most significant Serbian sociologist between the
two World Wars. He was the first one to comprehensively lay out the most important epis-
temological questions of sociological method, relying on Max Weber, and also on the main
principles of Durkheim’s positivistic method (Mitrovi¢, 1982:154). He is the writer of the first
textbook and sociological monographies in Serbia (Vojnovi¢, Bogdanovi¢, 2013, p. 476).

In Belgrade in August 1920 Kosi¢ has founded and throughout publishing edited the
journal Drustveni Zivot — socijalni naucni casopis za politiku, ekonomiju, zakonodavstvo
i socijalne nauke (Social life - social scientific journal for politics, economy, law and social
sciences), as a first step towards establishment of Sociological society in Belgrade, which in
Zagreb already existed since 1919. The journal was the fist specialised sociological journal
in Serbia which was up to the highest standards and practices of the European periodicals
of the time, where Kosi¢ as the lead editor and author of articles has defined concept and
profile (Vukoti¢, 2013, p. 343).

The journal’s goal was to publish discussions and reviews from domestic and inter-
national professionals in social sciences. On that job Kosi¢ has been already co-operating
with Dorde Tasi¢ (1892-1943) and Fedor Niki¢ (1897-1989). The lead editor, from the first
until the last issue, the publisher and financier was Mirko M. Kosi¢; Dorde Tasi¢ was a
member of the editorial board, and Fedor Niki¢ the secretary of the journal (Niki¢, 1981,
p. 139).

The journal was conceptualised on the base of German and French journals in social
sciences area. Implementation of the concept included permanent sections: Discussions
and articles, Evaluations and reviews, Political review, Economic review, Legal review,
Books review, Journals review, Bibliography, Notes, Marginalia.

Kosi¢, Tasi¢ and Niki¢ had planned to establish a Sociological society together with
the publication of the first issue of the journal. Alongside research as the main task of this
professional association, a publication of twelve works of domestic and international social
scientists within the “Biblioteka Socioloskog drustva” (Series of Sociological Society) edi-
tion was also planned (Niki¢, 1981a:164). The authors would some of these topics publish
later in the Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review journal. Although they did not manage to
establish a sociological society they have succeeded in gathering numerous and very com-
petent authors and in publishing four issues of the journal during the 1920-1921 period.?

3 The first three issues of the journal Drustveni Zivot (Year 1, book 1, 2 and 3 for 1920) were printed
in the printing house of Jovan Radak in Velika Kikinda. The plan for the journal to be published
quarterly had not came to fruition because of lacking support from Jovan Radak’s print house
which was in financial and technical difficulties. The fourth issue of the journal was printed in 1921
as a publication of bookstore Napredak in Stamparija Miroto¢ivi in Belgrade (Niki¢, 1981, p. 157).
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The authors of the contributions were, besides Kosi¢, Tasi¢ and Niki¢, Serbian most
renown academics, university professors and public service workers.* The main articles
and studies published in the journal were from the fields of sociology and other social
sciences. The program of the journal Drustveni Zivot was: “to introduce to our environ-
ment as much knowledge as possible from social and cultural sciences, as much clarity as
possible about social and economic issues, and as much as possible social observation of
social phenomena, and finally, to approach in an integrated way our social life in special
sociographic monographies. Drustveni Zivot, aside from its purely scientific character, and
scientific approach to social life, also concieves a practical-critical work with development
of socio-political views and creation of practical maxims” (Niki¢, 1981, p. 119).

Besides this, the journal covers numerous then acute cultural-educational, social
and economic issues and offers some solutions (for example, to Serbian agrarian reform,
socialization, educational policy, and many other questions). Also published in the jour-
nal were translations of works of many contemporary foreign authors, critical book and
magazine reviews in the area of “sociology, social psychology, ethno-psychology, national
economy, history, cultural history, science about state, law, politics, religion. Most frequent
topics for authors writing book reviews were: contemporary economic and political issues
(United European states, European co-operation and customs policy, free trade principles
in the world after the war, trade politics of the Baltic states), contemporary political sys-
tems (fascism, bolshevism, crisis of democracy and parliamentarism). Particularly large
is the number of evaluations regarding critique of Marxism and bolshevik social order”
(Vukoti¢, 2013, p. 335).

2. - After publishing the fourth issue, the Journal Drustveni Zivot has in 1921 seized to
be published. Kosi¢ was facing increasing problems securing funds for publishing. Apart
form financial and technical problems the journal Drustveni Zivot was facing additional
problems. When Dorde Tasi¢ and Mirko Kosi¢ became elected to the positions of associ-
ate professors at the Faculty of Law in Subotica, they experienced increasing difficulty in
working as editors of the journal based in Belgrade, without a permanent office space. The
government of the time was looking with suspicion at the work of the journal because
DPorde Tasi¢ and Fedor Niki¢ were considered to be “too progressive, democratic and left
leaning” personalities. In addition, it soon became obvious that Mirko Kosic¢ is intolerant
and repulsive, which resulted in ever narrowing circle of associates. Also, the editorial
board considered that there is no reason or need for further publication of the journal
which was foreseen as the journal of the Sociological society which was never formed
(Niki¢, 1981, p. 158).

4 The journal associates were: Slobodan Jovanoviee PhD (1869-1958), professor of the Faculty of
Law in Belgrade and SANU (Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts); Zivojin Perize PhD (1868-
1953), professor at the Faculty of Law in Belgrade and SANU member; Toma Zivanovize (1884-
1971) professor at the Faculty of Law in Belgrade and SANU member; Mihailo Avramoviee (1864-
1945), professor at the Faculty of Agriculture in Belgrade. Also printed were translations of the
foreign authors: Max Rubner, 1854-1932, German physiologist, founder of nutrition research,
Emil Lederer, 1882-1939), German economist and sociologist, Franz Oppenheimer, 1864-1943,
German sociologist and economist, Leonhard Ragaz, 1868-1945, Swiss theologue and Rudolf
Goldscheid (Vukoti¢, 2013, p. 334).
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Nine years later, in 1930 in Novi Sad, Marko Kosi¢ together with Mihailo Kon-
stantinovi¢, professor at the Faculty of Law in Subotica, has renewed the journal Durstveni
Zivot. The journal was printed in the Print house Jovanovi¢ i Bogdanov in Novi Sad. In this
renewed journal apart from Mirko M. Kosi¢ contributors were also: Milo§ M. Milosevi¢,
Slavko Stani¢, Vladislav D. Stani¢, Mihailo Konstantinovi¢, Danilo J. Dani¢. The plan was
for the journal to be published monthly, and six issues were released - in February, March,
April, May, June and July. Issue number seven, planned for October 1930 was never print-
ed. And that concludes the publication of the first Serbian sociological journal.

Unsuccessful attempts to organise a sociological society and closure of the journal
Drustveni Zivot, as well as an attempt to develop an academic career at Belgrade’s Faculty
of Law were hard for Kosi¢. After all these failures he begun to direct his academic and
scientific efforts outside of Serbia. From 1922 he was teaching at the Faculty of Law in
Ljubljana and has moved the focus of his activities towards international co-operation.
Apart form that, he was increasingly more engaged in Matica srpska, Commercial bank
and later in politics.

Generally speaking, Drustveni Zivot was the first and only sociological journal of
this kind in Serbia. It had filled a noticeable gap in professional literature of the time and
gathered the best and the most renown social and cultural professionals, to systematically
and through co-operation examine Serbian social life, social and cultural policy (Trkulja,
2013, p. 47).

Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review journal

1. - Although preparations for establishment of the Sociological society during 1920-
1921 were successful and response of potential members excellent the establishment never
happened. Unlike Kosi¢, Dorde Tasi¢ was not discouraged by the initial failure. He contin-
ued with the work on preparing conditions for setting up a sociological society and a new
sociological journal in Serbia. He succeeded in establishing a Society for philosophy of law
and sociology in 1935 first. The following year, 1936/1937 Tasi¢ spent on academic visit in
Paris and Brussels. On that occasion he studied work of Solovyov institute for sociology in
Brussels and participated with reports at several sociological conferences. Upon return to
Serbia Tasi¢ was trying to implement the principles and work approach of Solovyov’s in-
stitute in Serbia. At his initiative the Society for philosophy of law and sociology changed
in 1938 its name into Society for sociology and social sciences.

According to the first members and associates, the Society was the main initia-
tor and animator in establishing and developing sociology in Serbia. In that respect
Bozidar S. Markovi¢ reminds that “in the mid thirties of the last century a sociological
wave has reached Serbian shores, hence majority of our younger members and associ-
ates at the time had an inclination towards sociology. That’s how the name of our Soci-
ety changed to become a Society for sociology and social sciences” (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢,
Janidijevi¢, 1978, p. 11). Apart form theoretical work of its members the Society has
established first serious research works in sociology. One of such works dealt with
exploration into sociology of villages and peasantry in Serbia. The initiator for the
research was professor Tasi¢ together with Sreten Vukosavljevi¢, who was also the field
research leader (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janiéijevi¢, 1978, p. 8).
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Within the Society Tasi¢ had in 1938 started publishing a journal Socioloski pregled/
Sociological Review. Unlike Drustveni Zivot journal, which conceptually and in format was
following German publishing standards, Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review was under
strong influence of the French periodicals and particularly Durkheim’s school. The first
issue was published as a collection of texts in B5 format and on 436 pages, and it was a
thematic publication.

The main theme of this issue was relationship of sociology with particular sciences.
The introduction at the beginning (pp. 3-12) was most likely written by the lead editor
DPorde Tasi¢, but signed by the “Editorial board”. The text claims that with this journal the
Society “has began a new job: publication of society’s members and associates (friends)
works, and to an extent reports from meetings” (p. 3). These meetings of the Society were
held at the Faculty of Law in Belgrade, at first in the old building in Kosancic¢ev venac, and
then moved to the new building (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janicijevi¢, 1978, p. 10).

After the introductory text there are four thematic units. The first one, and the
largest is dedicated to the topic “Sociology and social sciences” (pp. 13-174) and con-
tains contributions of seventeen authors: Slobodan Jovanovi¢, Dorde Tasi¢ (two contri-
butions), Borivoj Milojevi¢, Sini$a Stankovi¢, Nikola Vuco, Slobodan Popovi¢, Dusan
Popovi¢, Jovan Dordevi¢ (two contributions), Radomir Zivkovi¢, Borivoj Panjevac,
Slobodan Draskovi¢, Dragoslav Todorovi¢, Ljubomir Dukanac, Bozidar S. Markovic,
Branislav Nedeljkovic.

In the second thematic unit titled “Development and contemporary state of sociology”
(pp. 175-284) six contributions were published authored by: Mihailo Avramovi¢, Nikola
Vuco, Aurel Pampu, Ivan Esih, Porde Tasi¢ and Mihailo Konstantinovi¢. In the third part
titled “Means and teaching” (pp. 285-330) the authors of the contributions have tried to con-
vey experiences in regard to teaching methods in sociology internationally, teaching curri-
cula, textbooks and manuals, grading practices and similar. These topics were covered by Jo-
van Pordevi¢, Dragoslav Jankovi¢ (two texts), Porde Tasi¢ (two texts) and Nikila Mirkovié.

At the end of the book there is “Critical book review” (pp. 331-420). On ninety pages
over twenty authors have reviewed 128 books! At the very end there is introduction and
abstract in French language (pp. 421-436).

The authors in their works were discussing the key issues for sociological science:
the subject, tasks and relations towards other social sciences. They were representing the
standpoint of sociology as the synthesising and general science about society “which de-
nounced its former ‘imperialistic ambitions’ and emphasised the principle of mutual co-
operation of all sciences about men and society”. A few authors have also pointed out that
itis very hard to draw clear lines between general sociology and so called separate sociolo-
gies, because their relationships are interrelated in many ways.

In addition to analytical character, the texts from this first issue had also a program-
matic character. It was clearly stated that the journal will “primarily be interested in issues
such as: relation of nation versus state, different social powers versus political forms, posi-
tion of specific social groups, strata, classes and professions in society. Their exploration
in the context of given “social and economic foundations” should reveal illusionary nature
of all romanticist, nationalistic or racist directions coming from theories which claim that
the only thing needed is to “want and be aware of own uniqueness, psychological and ethi-
cal, and everything is already achieved” (p. 4).
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We can, therefore, see the aim of the editorial board and the authors is for the topics
of their work to be contemporary, relevant in theoretical and methodological sense and
solid. A number of authors have been successful in this.

2. - On the other side, there are some serious objections that can be made about this
first issue of Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review. The lead editor while conceptualising the
issue have manifested too much of beginner’s wandering and lack of substantiation. The the-
matic framework was conceived too broadly and heterogeneously resulting in an “omnibus
book’, a collection of different works, rather than a single issue of a professional journal. In
a number of contributors’ texts a large number of issues relevant for constituing sociology
as a scientific and academic discipline was introduced, but they were not always covered in
a sufficiently analytical way. These works are dominated by descriptive approach as a rule,
while analytical and causal and explanatory approach was an exception. As a consequence
some articles are theoretically and scientifically deficient. They are characterised by disparity
and confusion which leaves an impression that some authors do not understand basic issues
at hand (what is the subject of sociology, what disciplines are part of sociology, etc.).

We can also notice diversing approaches to the same issue in works of some authors.
The editors have missed the opportunity to clearly take a stand in relation to these contra-
dictory approaches and did not offer more solid theoretical and methodological binding
tissue which would connect a broad spectrum of presented ideas and approaches about
sociology and its relationship towards separate social sciences. As a result, the first issue is
burdened with small details, irrelevant and marginal points, dispersion and unacceptably
confusing presentation in some papers.

Generally speaking, this issue of Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review is character-
ised more by enthusiasm and courageous attempt to step towards the new and unknown,
than by competence and professional foundation.

Some authors would later self-critically address and write about these beginner’s weak-
spots of the first issue of Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review. In that sense Nikola Vuco
noted: “The content of this issue is quite complex, with fairly disparate approaches to the
same problem. It had to be that way because at the time none of us was completely formed
as a sociologist. We, in everything we did, were moved by a great excitement, a strive for
trying something new and little known” (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janicijevi¢, 1978, p. 13).

Insufficient scientific foundation of the papers in this first issue was also noted by
Dragoslav Jankovi¢. Using his own work as an example he showed that scarcity in sci-
entific and research aspects had been compensated by literary-sociological means. “My
article ‘Sociological marginalia on Vukadin, when I look at it from today’s perspective
looks somewhat shallow, a combination of sociological with literary” (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢,
Janicijevi¢, 1978, p. 15).

Despite all the weaknesses the first issue of the journal Socioloski pregled/ Sociological
Review had represented a solid platform for future sociological research and establishment
of sociology as scientific and university discipline in Serbia. From the introductory note of
the Editorial board it is clear that their intention was to, with this first issue, open up a whole
panorama of topics and problems about sociology and its separate disciplines, and to re-
approach those topics and problems in subsequent and separate issues gradually, systemati-
cally and comprehensively. Unfortunately, that did not happen due to new unfavourable cir-
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cumstances and war engagement of the country, therefore, the Editorial board was not able
to publish already prepared second issue and the journal ultimately stopped to be published.

3. - In the journal Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review the influence of French so-
ciological school and French sociologists was dominant. That was understandable given
that the authors published in the the journal have been educated in France and linked
to the French science and culture. Outside of their view have remained influences of the
German sociological school. The discourse which due to Mirko M. Kosi¢ was present in
Drustveni Zivot journal was completely missing here.

From this it became clear that Kosi¢ had not participated in TasiCs activities in set-
ting up the Sociological society and the journal Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review.
Also, up until today the question why Kosi¢ as the first educated sociologist with best
scientific references and published sociological studies had not participated in the work
of the Society for sociology and social sciences, nor published works in Socioloski pregled/
Sociological Review reamins.

Opinions on that issue are divided. Some think that Kosi¢ by that time was not in-
terested in sociology and the journal anymore. He, after going through dispute and disap-
pointment at Matica srpska, where he was not elected for the chairman position, and at the
Faculty of Law in Subotica where he was involved in litigation with some of the colleagues
- distanced himself from professional and publishing work and entered political waters.

Sociologist Vojin Mili¢ was of opinion that members of the Society and the associates of
the journal gathered by Tasi¢ were some sort of an ideological group in which there was no
place for Kosi¢ for his alleged conservativism. Contrary to Mili¢, Slobodan Antoni¢ thinks
that Tasi¢’s Society was not in any way some ideological group that repelled Kosi¢, but that
it was more “a community of scientists with a specific sociological, research and popularis-
ing program in which Kosi¢ could definitely have found his own place” They have distanced
themselves from Kosi¢ for other reasons, “by the thirties they already formed a specific scien-
tific community interlinked not only by interest in sociology but also by the place of residence
(Belgrade) and work (Faculty of Law in Belgrade)” (Antoni¢, 2013, p. 406).

Bozidar S. Markovi¢, professor of the Faculty of Law in Belgrade and close associate of
DPorde Tasi¢ is of opinion that “reasons should probably be looked for in individualistic and in-
sufficiently communicative temperament of Kosi¢” (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janicijevi¢, 1978, p. 18).

To these reasons a fact that the group of associates in the Society and Socioloski
pregled/ Sociological Review was made up mainly of French students with non critical at-
titude towards the French sociological tradition should be added. They have, more or less,
ignored German sociological tradition which Kosi¢ was mainly belonging to.

In such circumstances Dorde Tasi¢, professor of theory of law came to prominence
and had a decisive role in setting up a sociological society and a journal. That, most cer-
tainly, would not happen had he not have full support of the leading professors from the
Faculty of Law in Belgrade: Slobodan Jovanovi¢, Zivojin Peri¢, Toma Zivanovi¢ and Zivan
Spasojevi¢. They have had understanding for a young social science and consequently
supported institutionalisation at the university in Serbia. Due to them Tasi¢ had solid pre-
conditions and foundation to begin setting up a sociological society and a journal. In that
way “Everything that had been done in Serbia between 1935 and 1941 in order to promote
sociology as a teaching and scientific-research discipline was mainly linked to his name.
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As his numerous associates mention (...) Porde Tasi¢ has been displaying vivid interest
in all issues of further development of sociology in our society” (Janiéijevi¢, 1978, p. 20).
This conclusion is also supported by Radomir Luki¢, Aleksandar A. Miljkovi¢, Milovan
Mitrovi¢ and Slobodan Antoni¢.

Reception of sociological-legal tradition in book series “Javno pravo’,
“Politika i drustvo” and activities of the paper Napred

In reception of sociological-legal traditions between the two World Wars the key
role have had the above mentioned journals: Drustveni Zivot, Socioloski pregled/ Sociologi-
cal Review, and Arhiv za pravne i drustvene nauke. However, significant and far reaching
role also had then popular book series and papers. The most prominent place belongs to
“Biblioteka javno pravo” and book series “Politika i dru$tvo”. Both these series are linked
to professor Mihailo Ili¢ (1888-1944).

1. - One of the numerous and various activities in which Mihailo Ili¢ had partici-
pated was founding book series and papers. In 1929 he started and then edited “Biblioteka
javnog prava” published by the publishing house Geca Kon. In the editorial foreword of
Woodrow Wilson’s book Ili¢ wrote: “’Biblioteka javnog prava’ takes upon a task to pub-
lish in our language selected foreign works in the area of public law (state, constitutional,
administrative and international). The idea behind is not to promote ideas and views of
one specific school of public law. The only aim is to give at least some chance for access to
international publications to all those who are interested in but for whatever reason can-
not access foreign literature in the area of public law. In doing so this it will be focused as
much on theory as on the systems present in reality” (Wilson, 1939, p. 2).

Hence, the goal of the library was to objectively inform domestic audience about de-
velopments in political and social thought in the world. In the period 1929 to 1941 Bib-
lioteka has published ten seminal works mainly from authors from Anglo-Saxon countries:
The Governance of England by Sidney Low (with foreword by Slobodan Jovanovi¢), Trans-
formation of Public Law by Leon Duguit, Constitutional Government in the United States by
Woodrow Wilson (foreword by R. S. Becker), Modern Democracies by James Bryce, Sociol-
0gy, book 1 and 2 by Pitirim Sorokin, Histoire diplomatique de leurope by Antonine Debi-
dour, A Grammar of Politics by Harold Laski, Political ideals by C. Delisle Burns.

Ili¢ has dedicated a special attention to sociological topics and disciplines. Important
and popular work of Pitirim Sorokin, Sociology, in Northern America considered unique
among works dealing with sociological theories, has caused considerable interest. In the
introductory note written probably by Mihailo Ili¢ one can read: “The Editorial board of
the series wanted to offer to its readers an overview of sociological schools and theories,
as an auxiliary mean for thorough research of public law. The choice has fallen on The
Contemporary Sociological Theories, a well know work of Pitirim Sorokin, professor of
sociology at Harvard University in Cambridge, USA® (Sorokin, 1939, p. 5).

At that time on the merits of lectures and texts of Slobodan Jovanovi¢ about political
sociology, and Porde Tasi¢ about sociology of law, Ili¢ tried to offer results of explorations
within these disciplines in translations of books Transformation of Public Law by Leon
Duguit (with the foreword by Toma Zivanovi¢), Modern Democracies by James Bryce, A
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Grammar of Politics by Harold Laski, (with critical commentary about pluralism by Slo-
bodan Jovanovic).

2. - The main focus of Ili¢’s public and political work was book series ,,Politika i
drustvo” which in 1937 was founded by a group of democracy leaning professors from the
Faculty of Law in Belgrade, together with several lawyers. The main aim of the series was to
»at the end of the 6 January Dictatorship and the onset of the Second World War help, with
its publishing activities, in recovery and democratisation of our political life, transition of
the country and suppression of fascism and violence in the world“ (Miljkovi¢, 1991, p. 4).

The editors of the series were professors Mihailo Ili¢, Bozidar S. Markovi¢ and Milan
Zujovié¢. They have managed to gather prominent names from public life of the time (uni-
versity professors, academics, lawyers, journalists and other public servants) as collabora-
tors and enable them to present their opinions about important social issues or events. The
series was publishing one issue every month, covering one important topic of social life. In
a relatively short time-span, from 1937 to 1941, they have managed to publish 50 books.

According to a testimony by Bozidar S. Markovi¢ the Society for sociology and social
sciences was more active in the first years after founding, from 1935 to 1938. After that a
number of its members became more active in a group of intellectuals gathered around
professor Miahilo Ili¢, and started a well known book series ,,Politika i drustvo* and a paper
Napred. ,We believed that the primary need of our society and the task of intellectuals at the
time was more direct involvement in recovery and democratisation of political life in the
country. In spite of expected differences in understanding between some collaborators, it
can be said that the general orientation of that group as a whole was social-democratic. In
any case, that was a considerable intellectual-social movement at the eve of war that requires
gathering of more closely related evidence” (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janicijevi¢, 1978, p. 18).

Aleksandar Miljkovi¢ in his monography U sluzbi istine i demokratije, Delatnost pre-
dratne Biblioteke “Politika i drustvo” (In the service of truth and democracy: Activities of the
pre-war Book series “Politics and society) has classified books of this series in eight units by
thematic areas : (1) Political discussions, (2) Legal discussions, (3) Socio-economic issues,
(4) Federalism, (5) Our educational system and our cultural policy, (6) Our village and
peasantry, (7) Works on Serbian and Croatian history, and (8) France and other interna-
tional topics.

Understandably, sociological topics were covered in a number of these thematic units,
and systematically and thoroughly in around fifteen books. The associates of the series
covering sociological topics were: Slobodan Jovanovi¢, Dorde Tasi¢, Mihailo Ili¢, Dragoljub
Jovanovi¢, Jovan Dordevi¢, Bozidar S. Markovi¢, Milan Zujovi¢, Slobodan Dragkovi,
Vladimir Simi¢, Milivoje Markovi¢, Zagorka Mici¢, Nikola Kostandinovi¢ and others.

Since the series “Politika i drustvo” had achieved a great success and popularity in
a short period of time Mihailo Ili¢ started in 1938 a Publishing co-operation “Politika i
drustvo”. He was the chair person and the collaborators became associates gathered around
the series. “The Co-operative has gathered a group of people, as they called themselves,
with conviction in power and need for democracy, and with a wish for the spirit of democ-
racy to make a strong mark in our national and social community” (Miljkovi¢, 1991, p. 9).

Over the coming years the Co-operative took over publishing of books from the se-
ries and expanded on its activities. Namely, in June 1938 the Co-operative begun publish-
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ing a paper Napred and few months later as the third activity started publishing the series
“Savremena pitanja’, which would “until the war publish thirteen shorter discussions of
English authors (historians, sociologists, politicians, lawyers) on issues of political and
social problems caused by the outbreak of the Second World War, discussions which are
characterised by democratic and anti-fascist attitudes” (Markovi¢, 1995, p. 88).

3. - The first issue of the paper Napred appeared on June 1, 1938. It was conceived as
a popular weekly publication, “a paper for the people”, taking the opposition stance and
with social-democratic orientation. For that reason it was more than once banned by the
police. Ili¢ was the chairman of the paper and author of almost all editorials. The Editor in
Chief was lawyer Ljubomir Radovanovi¢.

Napred had been published over the course of under three years, from July 1, 1938
until April 2, 1941. In total 95 issues were published. Editors and associates of the paper
were “mainly arguing for democracy and abolishment of the dictatorship, for political
education of population and recovery of contemporary political life, for a federal constitu-
tion of Yugoslavia and for resistance to fascism, aggression and violence in international
relations” (Markovi¢, 1995, p. 88).

The work of Co-operative “Politika i drustvo’, and within it all three publications
(“Politika i drustvo’, “Savremena pitanja” and the paper Napred) was met with broad sup-
port among associates and readers. Ili¢, with his editors, has managed to gather a wide
circle of associates with different ideo-theoretical and political orientations. Their associ-
ates were members of Democratic party Bozidar V. Markovi¢, Ivan Ribar, Radoje Knezevi¢
and Milan Vladisavljevi¢; Republicans Vladimir Simi¢, Ljubomir Radovanovi¢ and Alek-
sandar Vucicevi¢; members of Agricultural party Dragoljub Jovanovi¢ and Porde Tasi¢.
From politically non-aligned or undecided: Slobodan Jovanovi¢, Grgur Jaksi¢, Ivan Daja,
Sinisa Stankovi¢, Mihailo Konstantinovi¢, Mladen i Milan Zujovi¢, Mehmed Begovi¢,
Milos Radojkovi¢, Milovoje C. Markovi¢ and others. Finally, there was also a number
of party dissidents and opposition activists such as Nedeljko Divac, Ceda Plecas, Zivot
Milojkovi¢ (Markovi¢, 1995, p. 89).

Unfortunately, the work of the Co-operative was abruptly stopped by the Second
World War in which, as a victim of the occupying forces one of its founders, professor
Mibhailo Ili¢, has lost his life. In the decades following the liberation and under the com-
munist rule conditions for revival of the Co-operative “Politika i drustvo” were not favour-
able. However, with the work of Professor Bozidar S. Markovi¢ the series was revived in
1991. The renewers of the series have gathered around its principles and used them as
guidelines. Those principles are truth, democracy and interest of the Serbian people. The
series “Politika i drustvo” works under the Editorial board. Editors in Chief were: Mihailo
1li¢, (1937-1941), Bozidar S. Markovi¢ (1991-1996), Miodrag Jovici¢ (1997-1999), Danilo
Basta (2000-2006) and Jovica Trkulja (2007-). In the period from 1991 until 2017 thirty
books were published by different publishing houses. Following the pre-war tradition a
significant number of books published is in the field of sociology.

4. - At the end it is worth mentioning that besides Kosi¢, Tasi¢ and Ili¢ an important

role in establishing sociology and sociological periodicals in the period between the wars
had also other teachers from the Belgrade’s Faculty of Law. In a way the first deep furrow
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in the Serbian sociological field was ploughed by Valtazar Bogisi¢ (Molnar, 1994:446). It
is less known that Slobodan Jovanovi¢ in his voluminous creative opus had established
foundations for a number of scientific disciplines. One of them is sociology (especially
political sociology, sociology of religion), and in his manifoldness he is considered a soci-
ologist with a good reason. In his book Pet likova Slobodana Jovanovica (Five personalities
of Slbodan Jovanovic) Danilo Basta has dedicated the largest part to Jovanovi¢ as a sociolo-
gist. According to his opinion Slobodan Jovanovi¢ was a pioneer and founder of sociology
in Serbia. He has paved the way for what Porde Tasi¢, Radomir Luki¢ and Jovan Pordevi¢
have achieved later (Basta, 2003).

A significant role in popularising sociology and in establishing separate disciplines
in Serbia also had already mentioned Zivojin Peri¢, Toma Zivanovi¢ and Zivan Spasojevi¢.
Under their influence during the inter war period in Serbia a generation of excellent re-
searchers and teachers at the Faculty of Law in Belgrade who systematically approached
sociology and its disciplines (sociology of village, sociology of law, political sociology,
criminology, penology, etc.) became prminent (Miljkovi¢, 1988:199). Some of them have
published solid sociological papers and works: Sreten Vukosavljevi¢ (1881-1960), Drago-
jub Jovanovi¢ (1895-1977), Mihailo Konstantinovi¢ (1897-1982), Bozidar S. Markovi¢
(1903-2002), Milorad Simi¢ (1903-1976), Svetislav BoZovi¢ (1899-1990), Branislav
Nedeljkovi¢ (1907-1989), Jovan Dordevi¢ (1908-1989), Slobodan M. Draskovi¢ (1910-
1982), Ljubomir S. Dukanac (1910-1984), Dragoslav Jankovi¢ (1911-1990).

After the Second World War in Federal People’s Republic of Yugoslavia and Serbia
an authoritarian political system was established with one ruling party and dominance of
its rigid ideas. This has particularly affected sociology and within it particularly sociology
of law which to these days remains marginalised and undeveloped. With that change a
development of sociology and sociological periodicals had been stopped and over decades
that followed prevented.>

Conclusion

Sociological works in Serbia during XIX and the first decades of XX century were
published in literary and legal journals with separate sections dedicated to social issues.
That role was successfully played by the most renown journals Letopis Matice srpske, Srp-
ski knjizevni glasnik and Arhiv za pravne i drustvene nauke. First sociological journals in
Serbia appeared only in the second and third decade of XX century.

5> Acting contrary to this general trend was professor Radomir Luki¢ who deserves huge credits
for sociology in Serbia. He was following the path traced by his professor Porde Tasi¢. In the
years following the Second World War, when dogmatic Marxism and official politics repudiated
sociology as a “bourgeois science”, Luki¢ had courageously and resolutely persevered in the tracks
of Tasi¢: he founded and was the first chairman of the Serbian sociological society (1954-1956),
wrote the first textbook in sociology (1957), contributed to the efforts to introduce sociology
as a compulsory subject (1958) initiated foundation of Sociological institute and Sociology
department at the Faculty of Philosophy at University of Belgrade. Acting in such a way Luki¢ has
contributed to: (1) liberation from ideological dogmas and rigid canons, (2) receptiveness towards
achievements of civic sociology, and (3) establishment of bridges with Serbian sociological heritage
shaped by Valtazar Bogisi¢, Vladimir Kari¢, Milan . Mili¢evi¢, Jovan Cviji¢, Slobodan Jovanovi¢,
Dorde Tasi¢, Mirko Kosi¢, Dragoljub Jovanovié, Sreten Vukosavljevi¢ and others.
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In the origins of sociological periodicals in Serbia a significant role had professors
from the Faculty of Law in Belgrade, and the Faculty of Law in Subotica, which were tan-
gibly involved in setting up and editing of sociological journals , book series and papers.
They have decisively contributed to the establishment of sociological periodicals between
the two world wars.

The first Serbian sociological journal Drustveni Zivot had been published in 1920 and
1921 in Belgrade and revived in 1930 in Novi Sad. The editor and publisher of Drustveni
Zivot was professor Mirko M. Kosi¢, professor at the Faculty of Law in Subotica. After es-
tablishing the Society for philosophy of law and sociology in 1935 and Society for sociol-
ogy and social sciences in 1938 a new sociological journal — Socioloski pregled/ Sociological
Review, edited by Porde Tasi¢ - started with publication. These journals were profession-
ally well defined, publishing articles in sociology and its disciplines.

The main associates of the journal were our most renown lawyers, academics and
university professors. These journals had in Serbia a valuable role in development of a new
social science — sociology - its promotion, explanation of theoretical foundations and at-
tempts to apply sociological knowledge in exploring contemporary society.

Acting in this way Kosi¢, Tasi¢ and other professors of the Belgrade’s Faculty of Law
invested a lot of effort in establishing sociology, and within it sociology of law in Serbia,
based on the theoretical heritage of French sociology. Unfortunately, German and Ameri-
can traditions remained outside of the view, despite at the time being in full bloom which
by the sixties will result in a great success and influence.

Together with these journals important role in this respect had also book series “Ja-
vno pravo’, book series “Politika i drustvo” and paper Napred, which also were initiated
and edited by professors from Belgrade’s Faculty of Law led by Mihailo Ili¢. With periodi-
cally publishing significant international and domestic authors in the above mentioned
series and analytical articles in the paper Napred they have given a significant contribution
to development of sociology and its separate disciplines.

These sociological journals and libraries have, after few years, ceased to be published:
Drustveni Zivot due to lack of funds, Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review and the book
series because of the war and tragic destiny of founders and editors. During the Second
World War Dorde Tasi¢ and Mihailo Ili¢ lost their lives. Remaining members of the So-
ciety for sociology and social sciences and associates of Co-operative “Politika i drustvo”
became withdrawn and lost interest in sociology and sociological topics.

In the liberated country after 1945 there was a dark period for all social sciences, not
only for sociological periodicals. Development of sociology and sociological periodicals
that had started between the Wars was stopped and prevented. In the following decades
sociology will become marginalised, completely overshadowed by dogmatic Marxism and
narrow minded historical materialism.

Despite all the above-mentioned, the renown professors from the Faculty of Law
have left us with heritage of two well defined sociological journals, two reputable book
series and one progressive paper, which to the heirs at the University of Belgrade will give
a solid foundation for establishment of sociology as a scientific and academic discipline in
Serbia from the mid fifties of XX century.
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
