THE FOUNDATION OF
SOCIOLOSKI PREGLED/ SOCIOLOGICAL REVIEW IN 1938

(Translation In Extenso)

Abstract: The apperance of the scientific journal Sociological Review/Coyuonowxu
apeineg in 1938. is an important moment for Serbian sociology. It is the developmen-
tal peak of this scientific discipline in Serbia between the two world wars. At that time,
translations of significant sociological works were printed, the Institute for Sociology was
founded at the Faculty of Law in Belgrade, the teaching of sociology started, and the So-
ciety for Sociology and Social Sciences (1935) was founded - publisher of the first issue of
Sociological Review/Coyuonowxu ipeineg (1938). President of The Society and the main
editor of Sociological Review/Coyuonowku tipeineg, Djordje Tasi¢, has prepared the sec-
ond issue for printing, but the WWII cut the further development of sociology in Serbia.
Only ten years after the war began the restoration of sociological institutions and the fur-
ther development of this scientific discipline in our country.

Keywords: Development of Sociology in Serbia, Sociological Society, Porde Tasic,
Faculty of Law in Belgrade.

The apperance of Sociological Review/ Coyuonowixu tipeineg in 1938. is an important
moment for Serbian Sociology. It is the developmental culmination of this scientific dis-
cipline in Serbia between the two world wars and, at the same time, the basis on which
sociology successtully developed in Serbia after the Second World War.

In the early 1930s the development of sociology in Serbia has risen. First of all the “Gen-
eral Regulation on Universities” (1931) was brought at the institutional level, and it prescribed
the obligatory formation of departments for sociology (with statistics) at law faculties, then the
departments of rural sociology (with the science on agricultural cooperatives) at the agricul-
tural faculties (Mitrovi¢, 1982, p. 120). At the PhD studies of the Law Faculty in Belgrade, since
1926 there has been a Seminar for Statistics and Sociology (Kandi¢, 2002, str. 411). Sociology
at elementary studies has not yet been introduced, but Slobodan Jovanovic holds a course titled
“A Review of Recent State-Legal and Sociological Literatures” (1922-1928) (Kandi¢, 2002, p.
207), and then on the doctoral studies hold a course of the same name (1929/1930). Within
this course he exposes, among other things, contemporary sociological theories.
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The foundation of Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review in 1938

At the session of the Council of the Law Faculty, on January 17, 1930, Slobodan Jovanovi¢
(1869-1958) will officially ask that the subject of Sociology is introduced in the curriculum
(Kandic¢, 2002, p. 74). However, faculties were not autonomous in passing curricula, but they
were regulated by the General Regulation on Universities for the whole country. That is why
the Faculty of Law in Belgrade proposed to adopt the General Regulation on Universities,
which would classify the subject “Sociology with Statistics” as a compulsory subject for all
legal faculties in Yugoslavia (Kandi¢, 2002, pp. 76-77). Such a regulation, as we have said, was
adopted, coming into force in December 1931. In November 1932, the Faculty of Law intro-
duced the Department of Sociology and Statistics, although not yet the subject of Sociology as
a compulsory element in basic studies, because of a dispute between teachers.

Namely, there was a conflict among teachers about the omission of some mandatory
subjects from the list, in need for space to be given to the new ones (Kandi¢, 2002, pp. 82-
89). This dispute lasted for years, and only the adoption of the Common Regulations of
all law faculties, from December 1938, would accelerate the introduction of Sociology as
a subject on basic studies. Namely, this regulation foresaw that at all legal faculties, under
the compulsory Department of Sociology and Statistics, the following subjects are studied:
General Sociology, Economic Sociology, Legal Sociology, Political Sociology and Statistics
(Kandi¢, 2002, p. 90), whereby General Sociology and Statistics were compulsory subjects,
and the rest were optional. By adhering to this regulation, the Council of the Faculty of Law
put General Sociology as a compulsory subject in the first year of basic studies (Kandic,
2002, p. 93), anu je IPOILIO jOLI TOAVHY faHA [0 IPBMX IIpefjaBamba U3 OBOT IpeMeTa.
Nevertheless, students who enrolled the faculty in 1940/1941 had General Sociology as a
compulsory subject, and the lectures were held by Porde Tasi¢ (Kandi¢, 2002, p. 215). The
war prevented Tasic from completing the lectures, and the students from taking this exam.

However, for years, lectures from sociology at doctoral studies have been held at the Fac-
ulty of Law. Slobodan Jovanovic holds courses: “A review of recent state-legal and sociologi-
cal literature” (1929/1930), “Historical Materialism” (1932/33), “Formal Sociology” (1936/37,
1938/39, 1939/1940), “Sociology of Religion” (1938) and “Examples of Political Sociology”
(1940). Lectures with three of these courses Slobodan Jovanovi¢ will then publish as books
(Formal Sociology, 1937; Sociology of Religion, 1938 and Examples of Political Sociology, 1940).
Jovanovic holds lectures at the Sociological Seminar for PhD students (1936/1937), then a
special course in Sociology for PhD students (1937/38), as well as a seminar in Sociology for
PhD (1937/38) and a seminar in Sociology and Philosophy of Law for PhD students ( 1938/39
and 1939/1940, together with . Tasi¢ and J. Dordevi¢ (Kandi¢, 2002, pp. 364-365).

Also, Djordje Tasic and Jovan Djordjevic jointly hold a seminar in Sociology and the
Philosophy of Law for PhD students (1940/1941), Tasi¢ holds a course titled “American
Sociology” (1939/1940) ? and Djordjevic teaches “Introduction to Sociology” (1936/1937),

2 After 1937, Porde Tasi¢ turned to intensive sociological work, through the Sociolosko drustvo/
Society for Sociology, Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review and Institute of Sociology, at the Fac-
ulty of Law. This turning to sociology has not yet been manifested in books, even articles published
by him, but he started the work “on one theoretical introduction to sociology” (M. Mitrovi¢, 125),
which was supposed to be the crown of the creation of the pre-war Belgrade school of lawyer-
sociologists. Removing from the University (1941), intervening in the Banja Luka camp (1943) and
his tragic and premature death (1944) prevented Tasic from completing the work on this important
book. “In our sociology he was primarily a pioneer (...), the founder of a sociological school (...)
which, unfortunately, could not have developed further from the very beginning” (R. Lukic).
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“General Sociology” (1937/38) and “General Issues in Sociology” (1940/1941; Kandi¢,
2002, pp. 371-2; 389) 3. After attending the Faculty of Law (1940), Radomir Lukic will
join them with his specialist course “Review of Modern Legal and Sociological Literature”
(1940/1941; Kandi¢, 2002, pp. 372) 4.

Along with the founding of university teaching in sociology, a whole series of socio-
logical books have been published. After the translation of the Georges Palante’s “The Basis
of Sociology” in 1925, a two-volume book by Pittirim Sorokin (ITuiupiim Anexcangposuy
Copoxun) on sociological theories (1932-1933) was published “and caused a wide interest
both with domestic and wider audiences, especially younger ones” (Mili¢, 1997). Since
Mihajlo P. Vukovic in his Introduction to Scientific Sociology (1927), advocated the in-
troduction of mathematical methods into sociological research, Aleksandar Krugkovi¢
proclaimed sociology as “synthetic science” and “the crown of social sciences’, in “The
Problems of Sociology” (1934) (6). Dusan J. Popovic, our first historical sociologist, after
the historical-sociological study About Cincars (1927), publishes a two-volume study On
Haiduks (1930-1931). Finally, Mirko Kosi¢ in the same year (1934) published his two most
important sociological books: Introduction to General Sociology and Problems of Contem-
porary Sociology (Antoni¢, 2013).

At that time, Serbia received the first active’ sociological association - “Society for
Sociology and Social Sciences” (1935-1941). Djordje Tasic, one of the three initiators of
Kosic’s Sociological Society (1920-1921), was the organizer of this new breach. Firstly,
Tasi¢, in May 1935, founded The Society for Legal Philosophy and Sociology. He became
his president, while the secretary was Milorad V. Simic (Lukic, 1959, page 106). When

3 In his doctoral dissertation, Les Rapports entre la Notion d’Etat et La Notion de Classes Sociales
(1933), Jovan Dordevi¢ dealt with the relationship between the state and classes in order to hold
a series of lectures in sociology in the school year 1934/35 at Kolarac University (there was also
a lithographed text, of 237 pages). They were then upgraded as a book of the Fundamentals of
Sociology, and handed down the manuscript to the Commission, which elected him as an associate
professor in 1940. But because of the war and, and the aversion of the post-war authorities
towards sociology, the manuscript has never been published. Yet, in this period, Djordjevic
published a series of sociological articles: “A Review of Contemporary French Sociology” (1937),
“Psychoanalysis and Sociology” (1937), “Sociology and History” (1938), “Sociology and Law”
(1938) “The value of Durkem’s sociology for scientific sociology” (1938), “Dositej Obradovi¢ as
a sociologist” (1940), etc. So, before the war, Djordjevi¢ developed strongly in the sociological
direction, and he would probably continue his career as a sociologist, only if there was no war and
post-war antisocial mood. After the war, however, the new government will engage Dordevi¢ to
build a legal system, and he will completely abandon sociology and devote himself exclusively to
public law.

The sociologist of the village, Sreten Vukosavljevi¢ (1881-1960), came to the Faculty of Law, as
a part-time associate for Sociology (1939, according to Kandi¢, 2002, p. 255). With Slobodan
Jovanovi¢, who retired (1940), but who was immediately elected as a full-time professor at the
Law Faculty, he remained in the classroom, thus creating a sufficient “critical mass” of teachers-
sociologists at the Law Faculty. This “critical mass” could have led not only to the theoretical
and research ascension of Serbian sociolgy, but also to a strong institutional movement towards
the creation of the first Department of Sociology, at some of our faculties. Thus, the Faculty of
Law and not the Philosophy, could become the place where professional Serbian sociologists are
formed today. But the Second World War brutally cut all these processes.

5 Kosi¢’s Sociological Society has never started working (Antoni¢, 2013).
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Radomir Lukic, after the war, renews the Sociological Society (Antonic, 2015), Simic will
join, holding lectures (1957) and working in the Supervisory Board (1959-1960). In ad-
dition to Simi¢, “most of the young researchers who joined this Society were French stu-
dents and former Tasi¢’s students” (Miljkovi¢, 1988).

In the official name of this association, sociology was still in second place. Until then,
Tasi¢ saw himself primarily as a legal philosopher, and only secondarily as a sociologist.
Crucial for his strong turn to sociology, however, was going to be studying in France and
Belgium. Namely, in order to expand his knowledge in sociology, he did not mind asking
for and receiving a scholarship from the Rockefeller Foundation, even though he had been
a regular professor for more than a decade (Kandi¢, 2002, 98). He used it in the school
year 1936/1937, and while staying in Paris and Brussels he studied, among other things,
the work of Solvey’s Institute of Sociology (Institut de Sociologie Solvay). In the first book
of Socioloski pregled/the Sociological Review (1938), Tasi¢ will publish a special report on
the work of this institute (page 303-305), and next to it will be the article by Dragoslav
Jankovi¢ on the publications of Solvey’s Institute of Sociology (pp. 305-306). In his So-
ciological Review (pp. 314-321), Tasi¢ will also publish a report on the sociological life of
France in 1937, to which he was a witness during his study visit, beginning with sociologi-
cal conferences (in which he also participated with the press releases) , to discussion at the
Sociological Institute, about the teaching of sociology in France.

Upon returning to the country, Tasi¢ will completely turn to sociology and the cre-
ation of the first true sociological society in Serbia. Within that, he will change the name of
the association in 1938, so sociology in the title comes first. From then on, it will be called:
Society for Sociology and Social Sciences (Drustvo za sociologiju i drustvene nauke). In
the same year -1938, the Society published Socioloski pregled/the Sociological Review - a
collection of 436 pages, “arranged according to the yearly discourse of the Di Année Soci-
ologique” (Mili¢, 1997) - and thus was presented to the public in the best light®.

In the editorial of Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review, it is said that the Society
for Sociology and Social Sciences “started scientific work in several directions in a short

6 We do not know the exact composition of the members of the Society, but we can make a
conclusion on the basis of the authors who published their contributions in the collection. In
addition to Porde Tasi¢ (1892-1943), there were also teachers and associates of the Law Faculty
- Slobodan Jovanovi¢ (1869-1958), Jovan Dordevi¢ (1908-1989), Slobodan M. Draskovic
(1910-1982), Ljubomir S. Dukanac (1910-1949), Bozidar S. Markovi¢ (1903-2002), Mihailo
Konstantinovi¢ (1897-1982) and Branislav Nedeljkovi¢ (1907-1989), then Dragoslav Jankovié
(1911-1990) who will soon come to the Faculty of Law (1940), then the sociologist of the
cooperatives - Mihailo Avramovi¢ (1865-1945), a historical sociologist Dusan C. Popovic (1894-
1965), ethnologist Radomir Zivkovi¢, statistician Borivoj T. Panjevac, Professor of Sociology at
the Economic and Commercial High School in Belgrade Dragoslav B. Todorovi¢ (1909-1964),
historian and economist Nikola Vuco (1902-1993), economist Nikola Mirkovi¢, psychologist
Slobodan Popovi¢, as well as biologists from the Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade, Borivoje
D. Milojevi¢ and Sini$a Stankovic (1892-1974). Among the listed associates and members,
the Management Board of the Society was Mihailo Konstantinovi¢ and Bozidar S. Markovi¢
(Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janidijevi¢, 1978, pp. 9; 16). So, Tasi¢ managed to bring together practically
the majority of people who were interested in sociology at that time in Serbia. The absence of
Mirko Kosi¢ comes to mind. “The reason for this should probably be sought primarily in his
individualistic, insufficiently communicative temperament,” says Bozidar S. Markovi¢ (Baki¢,
Miljkovi¢, Janidijevié, 1978, p. 18).
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time” and that “it started a new job with this book: the publication of works by members
and associates (friends) of the society, and papers held at meetings “(page 3). From this it
can be seen that the Society held meetings, on which statements were made, which were
partially included in this book, and in the footnote for the article by Slobodan Popovic,
“A Contribution to the study of the relationship between sociology and psychology’, it is
explicitly stated that this work is in fact, a copy of the lecture held at the Society on May 1,
1936 (page 69). Jovan Djordjevi¢ remembers these meetings held in the Society:

“Its meetings attracted a considerable number of progressive intellectuals and
students of that time, and the discussions at these meetings were not only alive and
tolerant, but also guided as dialogues and confrontations. The membership in this So-
ciety was, in most cases, understood as an intellectual obligation and a way of contri-
bution to the development of scientific thought and truth, even though it was outside
and against the ruling system. The greatest merit for all this belongs to prof. Djordje
Tasi¢, the animator of sociological thought in Serbia, and the man who wanted and
was able to deal with the doctrine without any dogmatism and to gather for that pur-
pose, without any sectarianity, representatives of different, as well as opposing philo-
sophical and ideological perceptions” (Bakic, Miljkovic, Janiéijevi¢, 1978, p. 9).
Society meetings were organized at the Faculty of Law in Belgrade, first in the old

building on Kosan¢i¢’s venac, and then in the new one. Members of the Society also held a
series of lectures on the sociology of the village at Kolarac National University (memories
of Mihailo Konstantinovi¢, see Bakic, Miljkovic, Jani¢ijevi¢, 1978, p. 10). Journals Apxus
3a ipasHe u gpywiitiserne Hayke/Archive for Legal and Social Sciences and IIpasna mucao/
Legal Opinion, as well as the newspaper Napred (published 1938-1941, owner Mihailo Ilic,
professor at the Faculty of Law, Miljkovic, 1983, p. 160), wrote about the activity of the
society.

After the first volume of Socioloski pregled/Sociological review, dedicated to the rela-
tionship between sociology and separate humanities, other volumes were annnounced,
first of all the one ,,dedicated to the sociology of the village, for which we have already
prepared the significant part of the material® (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janidijevi¢, 1978, p. 10). It
should be known that Dorde Tasi¢ himself was the initiator of experiential sociological
research in the Serbian village, with the use of ,,common questionaire, based on the work
of Jovan Cviji¢. “He organized multiple visits of professors and students for sociologial
research of the most remote Serbian villages” (Kandi¢, 2002, pp. 99-100). The “program
of field research in the villages of Podrinje and Ma¢va in November of 1935. (...) Upon
returning from the villages, we have sorted our reports for publication in the separate vol-
ume of Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review, which was supposed to be published soon”
(memoirs of Nikola Vuco, Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janidijevi¢, 1978, p. 12) Based on the struc-
ture of the contributors engaged in the Institute for sociology, economics and statistics
(founded in 1939. on the Faculty of Law), where Tasi¢ was the first Head of the Sociology
Department, and from 1940. Headmaster of the Institute, it is clear that the main direc-
tion of the Institute was experiential research of the village and villagers (around 75% of
Serbian citizens of that time were farmers). Only war and occupation of the country pre-
vented Tasi¢ from finishing the preparation for the manuscript publication and printing
the the next announced volume of Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review dedicated to the
siociology of the village. “The manuscript was ready for publication just before the war”,
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recalls Bozidar S. Markovi¢ (Baki¢, Miljkovi¢, Janidijevi¢, 1978, p. 17). “I don’t know what
was it’s fate afterwards”.

In the editorial of the first Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review it is also assessed
that “our sociology is neglected more that in many other countries” so “the Society has
a modest ambition to help as much as it can, according to the ability of its members and
possibilities of work in our country, and the advancement of humanities in it’, firstly by
“conveying the methods of work which have already won globally” (Editorial board, 1938,
p-3). “For us, sociology represents our consciousness about ourselves, the fullest, the
most complete, afluent and truthful and richest: for us, it becomes our consciousness” say
DPorde Tasi¢ and other members of the Society in the editorial (Editorial board, 1938, p. 4)
of the first volume of Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review which, partly, has a function
of program manifest of the Society. They point to the significance of sociology for under-
standing of the society the live in, and specially for understanding its burning questions.
“Agriculture is in peril - is there a way out and help for this agricultural country? The fate
of our people depends on that, as well as the fate of our cultural development and, you may
say, our existence. Being silent about this, and not seeing this today equals with uncocien-
tiousness (...) So we, lead with the knowledge that only through sociology one can reach
a clear picture of social reality, and lead with consciousness that we owe our debt to our
people and society, have, parallel with theoretical work, started practical work on studying
our society, and, before all, our village” (Editorial board, 1938, p. 4).

The massive work of the Sociological society on establishing and spreading of this
science through Serbia, is visible through a large number of systematic book reviews,
magazines, even reviews of sociology articles (mainly for the period of 1935-37), as well
as reviews of foreign sociology textbooks, magazines, institutes and departments, pub-
lished in Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review in 1938. (pp. 285-419). This systematic work
on introduction of Serbian scientific community with sociology in the most developed
countries (France, England and USA - and for Germany it was said that special atten-
tion will be devoted to it in the next volume of Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review), as
well as work on thorough reporting about the latest sociological production home and
abroad, was possible only as a collective feat of the members of the Society for Sociology
and Humanities. Of course, the initiator of this whole endeavor was Dorde Tasi¢ himself,
who wrote a large part of those reports and overviews, published on 134 (thick) pages of
Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review.

Exceptional engagement by Porde Tai¢ on other intitutional fields, in upcoming
years, was interrrupted by the Society — which “has worked intensively during its exis-
tence, until World War II” (Luki¢, ibid) - to manifest the results of his work as greatly as he
did with Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review from 1938. Nemaly, Tasic¢ will take the duty
of Dean of the Faculty of Law in the autumn of 1938. Hauwme, (Kandi¢, 2002, p. 374), and
later, in December of 1939. he will take the position of principal editor of Archive for legal
and social sciences. But, most importantly, the biggest part of Tasi¢’s sociological energy, in
the coming years, will go into founding and work of the first real sociological institute in
Serbia - Institute for sociology, economy and statistics (1939).

Namely, in December of 1938. The Common Directive of all Faculties of Law in the
Contry was brought, in which it was envisioned that institutes can be founded as parts
of the faculties (Kandi¢, 2002, p. 424). Because the Faculty of Law in Belgrade already
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had the Criminological Institute (1927) and the Institute for International Studies (1938),
it was decided to start the foundation of Institute for sociology, economy and statistics
(1939). The institute consisted of three sections: sociological, economical and statistical,
and its main task was “gathering and ordering of material from the areas of sociology,
economy and statistics and studying of our conutry” (Kandi¢, 2002, p. 451). The first
headmaster of the institute was Slobodan Jovanovi¢, and Dorde Tasi¢ was chosen as a
headmaster of the Sociology department. However, when Jovanovi¢ retired (1940), he was
replaced by Porde Tasi¢, who remained headmaster of the Sociology department (Kandi¢,
2002, p. 452). His assistant became Jovan Dordevi¢ (Kandi¢, 2002, p. 453). The institute
was financed from the tuitions of Phd students, from the budget of the Faculty of law,
and significant material aid to the Institute was given by the Foundation of Luka Celovi¢
Trebinjac (Kandi¢, 2002, p. 453).

“The institure started working very seriously. Namely, beside permanent teachers
who worked in the institute, a large number of part time ones was hired, too” (Kandic¢,
2002, p. 452). Based on the structure of the associates’, it was clear that the main research
ambition of the Institute was in the sociology of the village - as well as of the Society for
sociology and social sciences, as was declared in the Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review.
Tasi¢ switched his research energy from the Society to the institute, obviously intending
to realize his research ambitions through Institute, which the Society took upon itself. We
can only assume in which manner, and in which mutual relations, further work of the
Society and Institute would have evolved. Would materials gathered by the Institute have
been published in the Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review? Or would there be a divi-
sion of labor, in that the Institute would have taken over the research of Serbian agrarian
society, and the Society the development of sociological theory and methodology, and
the job of further popularization of sociology as a science? We cannot tell for sure. But
we do know that Sociological Society, Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review and Institute
for Sociology, were all brainchildren of Porde Tasi¢ and represented the peak of pre-war
development of sociology, not only in Serbia, but in all of Yugoslavia.

But in those couple of years before the war, even outside the Faculty of Law, a rapid
ascent of Serbian sociology took place. New sociological magazines are lounched, like
First Thought: the Magazine for Law and Sociology (1935-1941), then two magazines by
Milan J. Komadini¢ The Life of the Village: Paper for Sociological Research of the Village
(1936, seven numbers in total) and Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review: Paper for Socio-
logical Research (1937, one number), and Miroslav R. Dordevi¢ launches Archive for Soci-
ology and Literature (1939-1940, five volumes). In the magazine XX Century (magazine for
“literature, science, art and society”, published in 1938-39, edited by Ranko Mladenovi¢),

7 Among them were: biologist Sini$a Stankovi¢ (1892-1974) and geographer Sima Milojevi¢
(1894-1969), both professors of the Faculty of Pholosophy in Belgrade; economist Mijo Markovi¢
(1898-1963), then a professor of High economy-commerce School in Belgrade; sociologist of
the village Sreten Vukosavljevi¢ (1881-1960); architect Branislav Koji¢ (1899-1967), assistant
professor of Technical faculty and researched of countryside coonstrucion in Serbia; dr Dobrivoje
Drobnjakovi¢ (-1961), director of Ethnographic Museum; dr Slobodan Popvi¢, professor of
Higher school of Pedagogy; dr Borivoje Ponjevac, higher advisor to the Minister of the Interior;
Dragoslav Jankovi¢ (1911-1990), then an official of Commercial Agrarian Bank (later a professor
of the Faculty of Law).
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there is a regular rubric “Sociological Overview”. Also, Dragoslav B. Todorovi¢, sociology
professor on Eonomy-Commerce High School in Belgrade, publishes Sociology Lectures
inspired by Durkheim (1941).

We can only assume in which direction would the further development of Serbian
sociology, as well as Society for Sociology, go if there wasn’t for World War II. The war
has, however, completely ruined everzthing that had been done until then in the field of
scientific and institutional development of sociology. After the war, most of the leading
sociologists was not in Serbia or on the University: some were killed by the occupators
(Porde Tasi¢), others emigrated (Slobodan Jovanovi¢ and Mirko Kosti¢), whereas some
were completely disenfrenchised (Dragoslav B. Todorovi¢). The Society for Sociology and
Social Sciences didn’t continue with its work, and neither did pre-war sociological maga-
zines (the attempt to restore Legal Thought: Magazine for Law and Sociology ended after
the first issue — April 1945). Institutions that represented the foundation for sociological
research were also shut down - such as Faculty of Law Institute for Sociology. Moreover,
sociology as a science will become politically dubious and unwanted, “the creation of the
bourgeoisie and false science, from which nothing can be lernt” (Luki¢, 1959, p. 110), ie
“a typical expression of ideology of civil society, unscientific and in whole conservative
thought” (Sociological lexicon, 1982, p. 646).

A whole decade passed after the war for, then still few in number, sociologists to
come out from “illegality”, gather and finally create their more permanent vocational orga-
nization — Serbian Sociological Society (Antoni¢, 2015), and five years after that sociology
started being taught and Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade. Sociology in Serbia was again,
as in 1938, on a highway of scientific development.
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
