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INFORMATION ABOUT A ROUND TABLE ON THE ISSUE OF
THE STATUS OF SOCIOLOGY IN SECONDARY SCHOOLS

(Translation In Extenso)

Serbian Sociological Association (SSD) and Association of Sociology Teachers of
Vojvodina (UNSV!) have organized a round table on the issue: The status of sociology
in secondary schools. The convention took place on Saturday March 17, 2018 in Novi
Sad, in “Svetozar Markovi¢” gymnasium. There were 40 participants including second-
ary school teachers, university teachers (except from the Sociology Department from
Belgrade) and sociology students. Also invited were representatives of the Ministry of
Education, Science and Technological Development of Republic of Serbia as well as the
Ministry’s Working group on reform of gymnasium curricula, but they did not show

up.
In the introductory part of the program prof. Jasmina Petrovi¢, president of SSD,

Zorana Maticevi¢, president of the SSD’s Section of sociology teachers, and Milan Stani,
president of UNSV have addressed the participants.

These three presenters have given the main reasons for having a gathering such as
this:

- There is a necessity to promote sociology as a science and to do more on making
sociological profession, so far not recognized in the real sense of the word profession, be-
come more visible and present more widely, especially in the school curriculum. It would
be misleading to believe that a science that is not adequately presented and popularised
in secondary school curricula would achieve recognition through university programs.
Under those conditions it is impossible to inspire interests for this science into the minds
of future students.

- Direct reason for the gathering is a concern in relation to the proposed changes of
the gymnasium curricula which assume a conflation of two teaching subjects (Sociology,
and Constitution and civic rights) into one, as it was already done in other secondary
schools branches. It is already obvious that in this way conceived “hybrid” subject gener-
ates serious problems: content related above all - missing knowledge from both subjects,

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since the number of hours gets reduced and curricula of both subjects get compressed into
that smaller number of hours; pupils get deprived of necessary knowledge for taking entry
exams (law, sociology, general culture, and general knowledge). Also, in this way the status
of sociologists and the prominence of the profession gets affected. A trend of declining
number of new students has already been observed, and it can be expected, unless profes-
sional reasons get acknowledged, for this trend to continue.

It is particularly important to emphasise that in this way, contrary to proclaimed
goals, results of education and intended competences of students, the students will be
deprived of knowledge and skills required for active and responsible civic participation,
while the school will be producing politically illiterate citizens.

A Working group has been set up to represent sociology teachers at the institutions
responsible for reforms of school curricula. The Working group members are: prof. dr.
Jasmina Petrovi¢, Milan Stani¢, Zorana Matievié, prof. dr Srdan Sljuki¢, Mitro Nikola, and
also proposed is prof. dr Vladimir Vuleti¢ (being absent he will need to confirm /accept
the position)2. The Working group should represent demands articulated during discus-
sion:

# We are opposed to the conflation of Sociology and Constituion and civic rights into
one teaching subject.

# We request the name of the subject to be Sociology.

# Sociology is a teaching subject taught in gymnasiums in the fourth/final year - the
shortest year with the smallest number of hours; it should be taught in the third year
which allows for more pupils to develop interest in this science, where more students may
decide to write the final paper in sociology, participate in a competition, etc. It is very hard
to motivate pupils in the fourth year, given that they have already chosen what they want
to study in the future based on what was offered to them up to that point through other
subjects taught.

# We demand accreditation for professional seminars.

# We ask that professional associations get treated as partners in designing new
school curricula and to participate in decision-making in regard to the content, goals and
outcomes of education.

# We ask for sociologists to have professional associates status in schools.

# We ask that guide books regulate which subjects can be taught by sociologists, par-
ticularly in relation to foreseen non-compulsory subjects.

In the concluding part of the meeting a suggestion was made to create a petition in
order to mobilise colleagues’ and professional public’s support, and that the next meeting
in order to increase attendance, be held in Belgrade in June this year, in co-operation with
universities of Belgrade, Novi Sad, Nis and Kosovska Mitrovica.
