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Abstract: The paper discusses the actuality of the messages from the Communist
Manifesto (1848) and their dealing with the practice of the functioning of the contempo-
rary Left in the world.

The focus of the author’s problematization is - the position and crossroads of the Left
in countries in transition. Open to criticism is the phenomenon of “Americanization” of
the contemporary Left, its accommodation, integration and instrumentalization by the
agents of the global capital in the context of the modern development of societies of the
periphery capitalism. A particular field of research is devoted to the possibility of renewal
of the alternative Left, as an organon of resistance and radical power encounter of the
modern working world against capitalism.

In the end, the author exposes his plea on the role of science and intellectuals in the
fight for an alternative direction of development of modern society in the service of hu-
manization of social relations and human emancipation.

2 Anniversaries in the life of peoples, movements and institutions do not exist merely “to monument”
and for the sake of the culture of memory; they can also be a symbolic lighthouse, a feast, which
prompts us to analyze the effects in the realization of certain ideas and the reach in the operation
of social actors. It is an opportunity to consider the current problems, challenges, crossroads and
alternatives by the power of the critical mind. In this case - the fate of ideas and messages from the
Manifesto of the KP. Writing this article for the thematic issue of the journal Sociological Review,
on the occasion of the 170th anniversary of the first edition of the Manifesto, I must remind you
that twenty years ago (from May 13 to May 17, 1998) an international scientific conference was held
in Paris on the occasion of the 150th anniversary. The conference was organized by the Theoreti-
cal Center of the French Communist Party, gathering about 500 prominent scientists, researchers
and leftists from around the world. From the territory of the former SFRY, Zagorka Golubovi¢,
Milos Nikoli¢, Stipe Suvar, Ljubisa Mitrovi¢ and the President of the Slovenian Green Party partici-
pated in this gathering. The gathering was opened at the National Library, and finished in a packed
large hall of Sorbonne, singing the Internationale. Fifteen volumes/proceedings were published in
French and other languages, including mine (Mitrovi¢, 1998a). Revised and partly supplemented
translation of this text was published in the Serbian language (Mitrovi¢, 1998b).

Introduction: The Left between the Rise of Prometheus
and the Fall of Icarus

In the middle of the 19th century, Marx (Karl Marx) and Engels (Friedrich Engels)
wrote the Communist Manifesto (1848) for the account of the International Workingmen’s
Association and reported that “A spectre is haunting Europe - the spectre of communism’,
therefore marking a new era of the working class and communist movements struggle for
the workers’ right on emancipation and social proletarian revolution (yes: “the emancipa-
tion of the working class must be the work of the working class itself”). Today, 170 years
later, the world lives in a different historical context. In the modern times, we are dealing
with the hegemony of the new world order, the globalized predatory capital that doesn’t
recognize any limits: the “global beast’, in its own predatory odyssey of conquering and
controlling the world. At the same time, the workers are in the position of Prometheus
bound, divided and hugely exploited, as their parties became garbage parties at the service
of big businesses and domestic comprador bourgeoisie.

After 1989, with the Fall of the Berlin Wall and the implosion of socialism, anticom-
munist hysteria ensued, as well as the fashion of criticism of Marx, socialism and com-
munism - as a source of totalitarianism and every other evil in the world. In this context,
neoliberals and neoconservatives — embraced Popper’s (Karl Raimund Popper) concep-
tion of the “open society” as a trademark that in practice will be implemented as another
ideological illusion.

Today, following the crisis of the neoliberal growth and transition model with no
social responsibility, the masks have slipped off the faces of the “new liberators’, the forces
of globalism and participants of the neoconservative restoration. The black sheet revealed
the true face of “disaster capitalism” (Klein, 2008) and the destructive role of “professional
reformers”, “hitmen of economy’, as an extended arm of IMF and the “Big Brother” in
the globalist Orwellian world, as well as the domestic comprador bourgeoisie and petty-
political pseudo-elites as executors of others’ works in national economies of the former
socialist societies, that have now become new colonies of the globalized capital.
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On target of these Thermidorians and protagonists of the neoconservative restora-
tion/anti-revolution, was not only the economy, but other industries, institutions/organi-
zations, parties and movements as well. Within this context, a true ideological and po-
litical hunt and terror arose against the participants of the Left, the unions and national
liberation movements. They should all, in the name of modernization, transition and re-
form, be abolished or “rearranged/tamed”, according to the interest of mega-capital and
the emerging comprador bourgeoisie, in her alliance with the petty-political pseudo-elite,
as participants of lumpen politics and lumpen growth in the emerging dependent societies
of the new European and world periphery.

Questions arise: what happened in the society ontology of the world and how the
proletarians are enslaved again and instead the corporate-plutocratic-technocratic pirates
spread their power (the owners of big businesses, bankers, managers, technocrats) who
sold their souls to God Mammon, becoming the architects of the fake progress? what kind
of metamorphosis happened in the modern world? what caused the implosion of social-
ism? what is the fate of the workers’ and communist movement today and in the future?

1. The Promethean Mission of the Communist Manifesto — the enduring
value of its messages

Big ideas never rot; they have the power of a phoenix/rebirth, when their times come.
Victor Hugo (Victor Marie Hugo) was right when he wrote: “Nothing is more powerful than
an idea whose time has come!” Starting from this thesis, we want to share a few reflections
on the fate of the ideas of the Communist Manifesto.

Karl Marx is an ingenious thinker of the revolutionary change of the world and the
informer of the future that has begun. He proved his ingenuity in the example of dialectic
analysis of capitalism in Capital. His ingenuity lies in the scientific-philosophical meth-
odology of capitalism research, which he demonstrated. It is thanks to this work that he
gained fame that lasts even today, not thanks to the Communist Manifesto.

From the ideological, theoretical and paradigmatic viewpoint, the Communist Mani-
festo was written based on the new/militant materialism. He offers an analysis of the rela-
tionship of social-class forces (bourgeois and proletarian), exploitation and sharp social
contradictions during the time of liberal capitalism. The relationship between the prole-
tarians and communists was also pointed out, particularly emphasizing that “the Com-
munists do not form a separate party opposed to the other working-class parties. They have
no interests separate and apart from those of the proletariat as a whole.” as well as the
need to form the proletarian movement led by communists. With the power of theoretical
understanding of the circumstances of the fight, the laws of the dynamics in capitalism,
they would lead the way not only with avant-garde awareness, but also with radical social
militancy within the union and working movement, aiming to “form the proletariat into
class, abolish the bourgeois reign, winning the political power by the proletarians”; as well
as paving the way through the socialist proletarian revolution of abolishment of capitalism
and establishing an association in which “the free development of each is the condition for
the free development of all”3 The critique of the socialist and communist literature (reac-

3 Some authors suggest that in the Communist Manifesto there is a contradiction between the idea
of association of free producers and state socialism. This is true. However, if you take into account
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tionary socialism, conservative or bourgeois socialism and critical-utopian socialism and
communism) is given in the third part of the Communist Manifesto, whilst the particular
attitude of communists towards various opposition parties.

The Communist Manifesto points out the significance of science and the revolution-
ary theory for the movement: bringing awareness to the proletarians regarding the partici-
pation in class fights and fights for socialist alternative. Historical experience shows that
the effect of the messages from the Communist Manifesto on the workers’ and communist
movement in the 19" and 20% century was huge. Under the influence of these ideas - in
1864. the First International was formed; in 1871. the first socialist revolution in the form
of Paris Commune took place; and in 1917. the October Revolution. After World War II,
the workers’ and communist movements started to grow stronger worldwide, as well as
national liberation movements fighting to decolonize the world.

Marx foresaw that the revolution will first occur in most industrially developed west-
ern countries. However, the October Revolution emerged in specific internal and interna-
tional conditions: sharp relations and contradictions among a small number of industrial
proletarians and conservative class and political forces in Russia, in the context of inter-
national fight against the imperialism during the Great War era. Naturally, from the social
context and balance of power many limitations derived, which determined the centraliza-
tion of the Bolshevik mode in the communist party, in terms of such a semi-feudal and
semi-capitalist country such as Russia was. All of this will have influenced the bureaucra-
tization of the first socialist system and the phenomena of Stalinism, as well as converting
the dictatorship of the proletariat to the dictatorship of the bureaucracy over the proletari-
at.? This affected many deformations in the international communist movement. The phe-
nomena of oligarchization and bureaucatization of the party occurs, which mirrors on the
organization and functioning of the Comintern, up untill the appearance of the “theory
of the limited sovereignty” and the effort of inflicting the single-mindedness, the one path
in the fight for socialism and the organization of the socialist system. With their criticism,
Rosa Luxenburg (Rozalia Luxenburg, in her critique of the bureaucratic centralism), Leo
Trotsky (Jles Oasuposna Tporxuii, in his critique of the revolution betrayed) and Milovan
Djilas (Milovan Dilas, in his critique of the new bureaucratic political class).

the whole of Marx’s work (eg.: Critique of the Gotha Program, in which he exposes the idea of
two stages in the fight for a classless society: the first one socialism as a transition period, which
is a part of the dictatorship of the proletariat, and the second/higher one, where class society is
replaced by the association of free producers), then we can see that, as a dialectician, Marx - real-
istically looked at the possibility of achieving the goals of the proletarian social revolution as the
epochal process of class and universal human emancipation in social practice.

4 Of course, Marx’s concept of the dictatorship of the proletariat differs from the dictatorship of the
proletariat of Lenin. Lenin sees in it “unrestricted power of the working class’, which in practice
may imply the totalitarian role of the state, rather than based rule of law, and dictatorship of the
proletariat may lead to the dictatorship of the bureaucracy over the proletariat, as it happened in the
era of Stalinism. Hence the need for the rehabilitation of some institutions of bourgeois democracy:
such as multiparty system, parliamentarism, the principle of division and autonomy of the various
“pillars” of government, rule of law and participatory democracy; and particularly the importance of
self-government of producers and citizens, development of local and regional goverthe significance
of the self-government of producers and citizens, development of local and regional self-government
for the democratization of the political system and citizens’ effect on the process of managing changes.
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One-party type of socialism and development of the process of democratization will
eventually lead to internal blockages, crisis and implosion of socialism (1989). Its col-
lapse was also generated by the external geostrategic action of capitalistic powers. In short,
socialism collapsed and was broken as a result of three factors: bureaucratic-statistical
powers, nationalist counterrevolution and geostrategic action of the world capitalist right-
wing. Its implosion opened a process of neoconservative restoration in the world.

With his work, Marx demystified history. According to him, history is not a work
of gods or rulers, but of people, classes and movements — which, in practice, with their
creativity as opposed to nature and each other, produce society and build their own his-
tory. Emphasizing that the history of the class civilization is the history of class wars, Marx
pointed out to key instruments, tools in creating history under the circumstances which
people encounter and that they change with their action. Within that context, he par-
ticularly emphasized the importance and role of participants of new production powers
in social dynamics and revolutionary change of the world, as well as the role of science/
revolutionary theory and revolutionary movement. Key categories in his philosophy are:
dialectics, revolutionary practice, type of production, class war and revolution, liberty and
communism, as a classless association of free producers in which “the freedom of each is
the condition of the freedom of all”.

In his work dialectics is a method of learning and new materialism — a new sociologi-
cal paradigm, while - social-proletarian revolution is a historical instrument of class and
universal human emancipation in the epochal social transgression from class to classless
civilization.

Marx defined the social-proletarian revolution as an epochal and integral change and
meta-political term, as a transgression of history from the political into the social plane of
its course/development; as a form of class, social, political, cultural and universal human
emancipation. As a dialectician, he was not a utopist. He thought that the revolutionary
epochal shift will in socialism, as a transitional period, claim many mediations in the pro-
cess of its realization, as well as use of politics as an organized power of the working class
(“the dictatorship of the proletarian”), because one can seldom escape the barbarianism
without the use of barbaric tools against exploiters and tyrants.

Explicating the functioning of the laws of class fight throughout history, Marx writes
about politics as a necessary, but not sufficient tool, instrument in building history. In new
productions powers Marx saw the main participant of the making of the new classless
community for the “jump from the realm of necessary to the realm of freedom”. Revolu-
tions, he wrote, are a kind of an engine of history. They are a form of resolving the con-
tradictions in the way of production between the productive powers and relations of pro-
duction. They are opening a new space for the new course of productive powers and new
forms of creation of people, groups, classes. But, in contrast to all the previous revolutions,
the proletarian revolution is par excellence social and universal human. It is based on the
unity of class and universal human emancipation, its realization demolishes the bases of
class civilization and paves the way to communism as a classless community.

It should be said that Marx and Engels didn't fetishize the organizational issue, nor
did they claim that communists should represent new jacobins/blancists, who bring the
revolution down to messianity of the minority. The goal of the avant-garde action is to
help in the processes of class self-awareness of the industrial proletariat and its growing

into an participant in class fights and the proletarian social revolution differs from other
social revolutions in history rather in that it is based on the unity of class and universal
human emancipation. Realizing its big goal, the society steps out from the realm of neces-
sary to the realm of liberty, from class to classless society.

Above all, communism is, according to Marx, a movement of radical changes that
have the power of prevailing the capitalistic civilizations. The message that “one should
remove the shadows of the past from the idea of communism” (Simonovi¢, 2010, pg. 21)
should be understood not only as a request for liberation from all the form of deformation
and misuse of the idea in the current practice of communist parties and regimes that ruled
under that “policy”, but also as a need for rehabilitating everything that is rational and
lasting in the authentic Marx’s thought on communism. According to Marx, communism
is not a utopian ideal we should aim for, but first of all a movement of radical needs and
revolutionary change of the world and the man. In Marx’s original vision/theory - as he
writes — “For us, communism is not a state, which should be established, ideal by which the
reality should be managed. By communism we mean the true movement that removes the
present state. The conditions of this movement derive from now existing assumptions.”
(Marx, Engels, 1961, pg. 358).

With his theory of the “new materialism” Marx relieved the idea of communism
from many eschatological and social-utopian coats and biases (egalitarianism, collectiv-
ism, consumerism and religiousness etc.). He connected that idea with the best achieve-
ments in technology, science and philosophy, giving it the dignity of a scientific theory
about possible scientific-technological and social-humanistic progress of the humanity on
its way from class to classless civilization.

In Marx’s theory, the idea of communism as a movement is organically associated
with the revolution of work, with the immense progress of the productive forces of so-
ciety, with the arrival of the age of workforce of new technologies®, which will enable high
productivity, shorter working hours and increased leisure time. In short, Marx considered
this ontological changes in the development of technology and mode of production, a
key assumption in the ripening of objective conditions of the revolution to jump into
the “realm of freedom” It is only with new ontological radical changes in the heart of the
method of manufacturing that communism can be built, as a real process of de-alienation
of man - a classless association of free producers and citizens, in which, instead of profit
above man, “free and comprehensive personality development will be its own purpose”
and the greatest wealth of the communist way of production.®

In contrast to many utopian Icaria, Marx idea scientifically explained the idea of
communism - as a possible alternative perspective of human development as opposed to

sumption but the previous historical development, that develops this totality, ie. development of
all human forces as such, not measured by some previously given standard, an end in itself? Where
he does not reproduce in its specificity, but is in the absolute movement of becoming? (Marx, in
Petrovi¢, 1973, p. 82).
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capitalism. His idea has nothing to do with the totalitarian conception of society, nor the
political engineering of Machiavellian technologists and power alchemists, who through-
out history ruled in the form of totalitarian one-party regimes and cults of personality
leaders and turned politics into the fate of the nation, the backbone of tailoring history. In
contrast to this mythologisation of politics and history, Marx strived for their demytholo-
gization and “taming” by free associated producers, in order for them to be at the service
of man, the producing class and citizens, in the process of their emancipation.

Finally, summing up, we can conclude: that in the current history communism has not
been achieved anywhere. In practice, there had existed certain forms of socialism with one-
party rule of the communist parties, forms of the social state, and participatory democracy.

Due to a number of objective and subjective reasons and above all, due to a low
development of productive forces and capitalist system of the antagonistic distribution of
social power, communism is, at least for now — a delayed future of mankind (see Mitrovi¢,
2016). However, even though the “communist horizon is darkened today,” it is not lost.
“Communism is reemerging as a magnet for political power because it has remained an
alternative to capitalism” (Dean, 2014, p. 15).

Unlike many former Marxists, who, after 1989. became followers of Popper’s ideas
and neoliberals overnight; I am convinced that in the foreseeable future new generations
will rediscover the challenge of Marx’s ideas of communism/"cyber-communism” (A.
Dragicevi¢) and in the revolutionary practice tempts its development-civilizational and
emancipatory power. In this new historical context of struggling for the post-capitalist
alternative, they will, at the historic “reset of time”, revalue not only the worth of Marx’s
and neo-marxist ideas, but also rehabilitate everything that was national and universal,
development and emancipatory valuable in the history of both civil as well as workers’
and communist movement. Instead of dealing with the bewitching ghosts of the past and
the revision of history, new generations will, using their critical mind, reevaluate the real
contribution of ideas and movements that operated under the banner of communism and
anti-fascism, their effects on the social progress and emancipation of man/humanity.

No matter what neoconservatives, “professional reformers” and their apologists write
today on Marx and communism, as a movement of the revolutionary change of the world,
it should be noted that this giant mind and teacher of Promethean energy most strongly
influenced social changes in the 19 and 20 century. His mission and work will survive
the present age of Thermidors and neoconservative restoration (which is filled with crises,
transitional chaos, revision of history, expansion of neo-imperial powers of “global preda-
tors” of the mega-capital, uncontrolled exploitation and defensive Left) and achieve the
meeting with the new social movements in the 21t century, new generation of protago-
nists of productive forces and participants of progressive struggle for a socialist alterna-
tive/perspective of humanity.

2. Rise and Fall of the Modern Left in the World

Structurally speaking, the formations of the Left after the World War II consisted of:
communist, socialist, social-democratic, labor and national liberation parties and move-
ments. The common denominator of their action is: fighting for social-class emancipation
of the world of work and decolonization of countries, ie. national liberation mission. As a
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result, significant results were achieved in the fight for social emancipation, social devel-
opment, peace and stability. The rise of socialism as a world process that played a revo-
lutionary emancipatory role in the development of mankind was getting more and more
visible: in the development of Western Europe based on the social-democratic model,
through a kind of social partnership for development and peace; in the largest countries
in the world: China and Russia — flowed the process of building socialism under the lead-
ership of the communist parties, as well as in many other countries: Yugoslavia, Cuba,
Vietnam, the countries of Eastern and Central Europe... In the so-called Third World
countries, national liberation movements arose and significant processes in the field of
decolonization, modernization and development of these countries were achieved. The
Non-Aligned Movement was formed (1961), which played a progressive role in the fight
for peace and the promotion of active and peaceful coexistence among the states and na-
tions of the world.

In Yugoslavia the self-governing socialist model of social development has developed,
which, unlike the one-party model of “heavy socialism’, represented the path of the demo-
cratic development of the country, through forms of participatory/direct democracy of
producers, citizens and peoples in the development and management. It was a role model
for many progressive movements in the world, because it represented a model of social-
ism with a human face, an alternative to the two blocs: the real socialism in the East and
capitalism in the West.

Unfortunately, the implosion of socialism and global geo-strategic realignment after
the fall of the Berlin Wall and the bipolar world order, led to a radical turnaround. The
forces of the neoconservative restoration cleared the way to a worldwide anti-revolution
in the form of a neo-liberal model and asymmetric globalization, ie. victory of forces of
globalization as a new form of “liberal totalitarianism” / unipolar new world order. Its rise
and expansion led to the destruction of complex socialist countries (the Soviet Union, Yu-
goslavia and Czechoslovakia), the collapse of socialism in Eastern and Central European
countries, to the defensive of the Left and the tide of the struggle for socialism in the world
and the restoration of capitalism.

European social-democratic parties have become “centrist” and turned their backs to
the workers’ movement. With the process of Americanization, they became opportunistic
forces and hangers-ons to center and the center-right parties. Accepting the Anglo-Saxon
model of development on the platform of the “Third Way” (Anthony Charles Lynton Blair
/ Gerhard Fritz Kurt Schroeder), these formations become pro-capitalist, an extended arm
to Clinton (William Jefferson Clinton), the Democratic Party and its neo-imperial inter-
ventionist policy in the world. With the lead of USA and NATO alliance, under the name
of the ideology of human rights, the “export of democracy” and the “color revolutions”
has begun, the overthrow of regimes and socialist systems worldwide. That process of
restoration of capitalism (with soft and hard assets, “fire and sword”) and redrawing the
geopolitical map of the world has not stopped to this day.

The Left in transition countries not only experienced water mark, but began to op-
portunistically transform itself into “liberal” and “populist” parties. Changing the “party
shirts” was met with a kind of proselytism. As such, it has turned its back to the marginal-
ized working class and started to “feed” itself more and more on nationalism in order to
make ends meet and survive in power (albeit as an “orderly” coalition partner). Integrat-
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ing itself into the emerging capitalist order, it has become an instrument of nomenclature
and comprador bourgeoisie in their restoration neoconservative mission in society.

Critical sociological and political analysis shows all the hypocrisy and Machiavellian-
ism of the political elite of the proselyte Left. It has become a real “minx” acting in the politi-
cal processes based on the principle of “left turn signal - right turn”! In real sociopolitical
life, most of these parties in Southeast Europe — implemented in the transition process a
neo-liberal program of “transition without social responsibility’, ie. a strategy of capitalist
reforms that have paved the way to an enormous exploitation of the working class, spread
of precarity and marginalization of productive layers of society. In this context, in countries
in transition the political Left / pseudo-Left found itself at odds with the growing social/
existential Left (Sartre). Tacit or openly accepting, under the guise of reform and modern-
ization, the program of restoration of capitalism, this “Left” has not only played a “traitor”,
but also a counter-modernization role. Numerous sociological studies today point out to
the black balance of post-socialist transition, that this society / country introduced not only
in peripheral capitalism, but also paved the way for their rebalkanisation and africanisation,
in terms of the level of sub-development, quality of life and conflict (cf. Vidojevi¢, 1999;
Antoni¢, 2002 Mitrovié, 2009; Vratusa, 2012; Suvakovié, 2014, Obradovié, 2017).

Sooner or later, the crisis of modern capitalism and the sharpening of contradictions
between labor and capital in transition countries — will open the question of reviewing the
ruling development strategy, but also the question of identity and political legitimacy of the
participants of social changes. In this context, I expect that there will be critical problema-
tization of the issue of the contemporary Left, its role in modern day battles for the transfor-
mation of society and the renewal of socialism as an alternative project of the post-capitalist
civilization. In this domain, not only will the effects and the legacy of the traditional Left be
reconsidered, but also the current theory and practice of the contemporary Left, including
the countries in transition. I believe that there will be significant theoretical synthesis that
will allow the redefining of a number of categories and concepts of political sociology and
the sociology of social change. In this context new programs of the post-post-Left will be
redefined, as well as alternative projects of the post-capitalist development. This year’s an-
niversary of the Communist Manifesto in an occasion and opportunity for such reflections.

The contemporary crisis of the neoliberal model of development and the practice of
totalitarian globalism, as the ideology of neo-imperial hegemonism and interventionism,
show that capitalism is in deep crisis, for which progressive removal requires active partici-
pation of the Left in contemporary social struggles, rather than its mere passiveness. Unlike
the powers of political conservation of the status quo, the Left needs to program and actively
work as a participant in the awakening of history and fight for a new alternative. It must, from
the perspective of the new paradigm and an epochally new social development of the emerg-
ing post-industrial civilization of the “third wave’, develop its program and methods, acting
as a pluralistic democratic participant on the platform of the single strategy of anti-capitalist
reforms and social revolution. As a party and large format movement, the Gramscian “col-
lective intellectual’, due to the power of cultural hegemony and principled militancy, should
in practice strive to achieve the ideals of the unfinished civil revolution (liberty, equality,
fraternity) and its universalization in the horizon of the formation of the socialist revolution,
as a form of social-class and universal human emancipation. That kind of Left, compared to
the capitalist and every other authoritarian and exploitative order, must always and again act
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as an alternative force that has imagination and power of transcending the existing order;
because “utopian realism” combines vision opening of the window to the future (Giddens,
1998, p. 168) with the fight for immediate goals of the movement in the present; with deep
transformation of society, that requires not only dreams, but also the involvement of new
generations in order to make the world better, fairer and freer.

The contemporary Left should build its program orientation based on the key issues
of the modern world: life of the working class, ecologically sustainable development, as
well as the fight for democracy, human rights and peace in the life of mankind. Therefore,
it must rehabilitate the values and institutions of a legal and social state, direct democracy,
local and regional government, advocating the implementation of the processes of re-
gional and European integration and the globalization with a human face.

The new strategy of the contemporary Left must successfully link long-term and im-
mediate interests of the world of work, the unity of the direct/participatory and represen-
tative democracy. The contemporary Left has to establish a living relationship with the
unions, the young generation and new social movements, as well as develop a strategy for
regional and global connectivity, but also for local action: working simultaneously as a fac-
tor of class awareness and principled social militancy in the service of producer class and
citizens. In short, it should build its dignity and political legitimacy based on a platform of
fighting for class, national and universal human emancipation.

In this sense, the contemporary Left must be organically linked with science and uni-
versities. Open to the results of scientific research, theoretical work, and especially to the
humanities and social sciences. Based on their results, it must constantly innovate, mod-
ernize and build up its program and strategy of action.

Based on the role that the new “third wave” technologies have, and especially the
Internet and mass media, the contemporary Left should use their power for objectively in-
forming the citizens, but for preliminary action and fight in the sphere of symbolic power
as well. In doing so, unlike the conservative and right-wing parties, the Left should not
manipulate. The Truth and nothing but the Truth can and must be its flag in the service
of developing critical public and principled fight for the goals of the labor movement and
humanity. In this sense, the contemporary Left must develop a fruitful theoretical and re-
search work, thanks to which it will constantly arm its personnel, strengthen their aware-
ness for today’s and tomorrow’ battles. The goals of the authentic Left are turned not
only to the present, but also to the future that has already begun. Hence, the Left is always
striving for alternatives to social development. Because, as Palmiro Togliatti once pointed
out: “We're going from afar, looking away.”

3. The new/undogmatic reading of Marx, planetary networking and
renewal of the Left and progressive social movements — as a way of
redefining the project and the strategy of the fight for post-capitalist
alternative
Despite the neo-conservative rejection of the thoughts of Karl Marx, the defensive

and opportunistic integrations/Americanization of the contemporary Left; I believe that
ahead of us lies a time of profound structural crisis of capitalism as a global system. It is
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long-term and its dismissal will occur in overcoming internal contradictions and limits of
this system. In the predictions of Iinmanuel Wallerstein, such an outcome and the transi-
tion of capitalism to a new historical system will take place by mid-215 century.

However, that transition from one system to another will not be achieved by the logic
of automatism, but will require moral and political stakes/fight from new generations, as
the protagonists of new productive forces and new cultural orientation, sociability and
social militancy.

We believe that a new reading of Karl Marx is necessary from the perspective of the
IT paradigm of social development, as a philosophy of sustainable human development
and emancipatory anthropology, pan-humanism and transhumanism in the context of the
emerging post-industrial civilization and the multipolar globalization of the world.

In this epochal world transformation the relations between labor and capital will
radically change. Of course, this will require a long battle of the participants of new pro-
ductive forces, new internet generation, new social movements of liberated labor and citi-
zenship, global civil society - for the new society.

On this basis — new strategies of the forces of the Left and the progressive movement
(social, national liberal, green, feminist, peace, the young generation, etc.) will be built.
There will be a planetary unification of these participants, who will develop projects and
strategies of regional and global action fighting for the interests of forces of the modern
world of work and the broadest group of people. Only with such integrations of progres-
sive forces and the internationalization of their fight, with the globalization of solidarity,
in all cells of national and global societies, will the new Left, working with the power of its
ideas, cultural hegemony, will be developed into a real sociopolitical power of the demo-
cratic transformation of the world and civilization - from class to classless.

Unlike the traditional Left, which operated on the platform of one-party socialism
and single-mindedness / hard organizational centralism, new renewed formations of the
alternative Left will have a pluralistic being and will establish democratic coalitions, re-
spect different ways in fighting for socialism and in their battles combine the strategy
of unity anti-capitalist reforms and revolution, as a form of radical change. At the heart
of its program and methods of operation: there will be the liberation of labor and man,
the emancipation of people, the rehabilitation of society and democratic autonomy of its
parts; the antagonistic participation and self-govern of people/nation - as instruments of
struggle for post-capitalist alternative, the quality of life of all people, democracy of the
nation for the nation, the subordination of politics and the state - in the service of citizens,
their rights and freedoms.

And no matter how much it seems that global capitalism has no alternative, that it
is the master of the world, it should be noted that the modern practice of its function-
ing - which is marked by asymmetric globalization, neo-imperial permanent war and
recolonization of the world, exposes another face of it. It is a system in crisis, which must
constantly expand in order to sustain itself, leaving behind chaos, social tsunami, enor-
mous exploitation, generating geopolitical conflicts and global media manipulation - as
instruments of power and survival. The crisis of the neoliberal model of financial colonial-
ism and anarchic globalization (2007-2008) reveals the fragility of this model. The return
to the practice of protectionism and the renewal of interventionist militarism in the US -
will only deepen the crisis of global capitalism and expand its contradictions to a number
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of areas. The crisis is, at the same time, challenging for many social participants, as well as
for the Left-wing.

In diagnosing our time we can agree with the assessments of sociologist Pierre Bour-
dieu (Bourdieu, 1999) and Immanuel Wallerstein (Wallerstein, 2004) — that we are in the
epoch of the historical neo-conservative restoration, but also the ripening contradictions
and crisis of capitalism, as well as the establishment of participants of global transition of the
world system. However, Marcuse’s conclusion from the 1980s (in his study The Criteria of
Time) that “the transition to socialism today is not on the agenda, because we live in a period
of preventive counterrevolution” (Marcuse, 1978, p. 49), and that the forces of capitalism are
ready for civil war and imperialist war (for the preparation and execution of new wars and
interventions around the world), should be taken as a warning for the powers of the Left
and peace, in building contemporary strategies and tactics of political fights. The rise of the
powers militarist interventionism of the “new world order” shows that “late capitalism has a
low level of tolerance” (Marcuse, 1978, p. 50), and that the social battles of the Left and other
progressive powers — will first have to take place in the forms of battling for civil democracy
and the ‘cultural revolution”; and through the strategy of anti-capitalist reforms, perspec-
tively pave the way to the radical socialist transformation of society. Meanwhile, the Left will
in parallel have to work on the expansion of potential subjects/participants of the revolution
(the new social movements, trade unions, anti-globalists, anti-fascists, peace movements,
the womenss liberation movement, the student movement, marginal groups, etc.).”

The contemporary crisis and interventionism of the power of the global Right, its
increasing aggressiveness, indicate deep contradictions in capitalism; and that this struc-
tural long-term crisis cannot be resolved within the capitalization as a global system. The
sharpening of these contradictions will lead to an increase in reactionary-aggressive ten-
dencies in late capitalism and the conflict between powers of progress/socialism and fas-
cism. In this regard, Marcuse once said: “The classic alternative — socialism or barbarism
- is more topical than ever before”

I think that the challenges of the contemporary crisis will provoke, above all, the
Left in the most developed countries to reconsider their strategy of action and to develop
new programs of methods of operation in modern times. It seems to us that Gramsci’s
(Antonio Gramsci) messages about the western road in the battle for socialism will gain in
importance, on a platform of unity of parliamentary and extra-parliamentary methods
of fighting, the strategy of anti-capitalist reforms, antagonistic participation and radical
forms of social struggle.

In this context, the fight will occur on several fronts: from union activity, through
the work of the modern Left-wing party, to cultural activities in the field of media and

7 In modern times, when with the power of capital and the practice of functioning of the capitalist
mode of production - the working class is fragmented and dehomogenized, destructed and
neutralized of its class awareness, the question is whether it can be the subject of revolution.
Therefore, it seems that this question should again be problematized and reaffirm the thesis on
the extension of the concept of revolutionary subject, as well as introduce the use of the concept
of the new working class — Serge Mallet (Serge Mallet) and the Internet generations as new social
groups and new social movements as participants of social change. In fact, with all due respect for
the protagonists of the modern world of work, it should be noted that there are no monopoly and
privileged subjects of the revolution and the emancipatory potential of the revolutionary process.

symbolic power. A special area of operation, which is gaining in importance, is social
networking / Internet, Facebook, blogs, etc. Therefore, the issue arises: fighting for a new
social awareness and cultural orientation of the young generation. And that turns the fo-
cus to the question of education, the role of schools and universities.

The role of universities is not only important in terms of professional education, but
also in scientific research and the forming of the critical spirit of the young generation and
its training for critical thinking and active participation in public life and social battles.
In this regard, Jean Ziegler emphasizes the important role of universities: “The University
is now one of the last refuges of creative and critical thinking. Therefore, this free space must
be preserved at all costs.” (Ziegler, 2017, p. 105) University autonomy is a precondition
for freedom of research, creative work and innovation; for the development of critical
thinking in the service of development of democracy, sustainable development and the
emancipation of man/humanity.

Instead of a conclusion

Great ideas are like phoenix, they have the power of self-renewal and transcendence.
History is not over. There comes a time of new utopias and new fights for the liberation
of Prometheus.

The time of dreaming/utopia is not gone. The new generations as participants as the
new productive forces have the right and duty - to their choices and their fight for a
revolutionary change of the world. “Professional reformers” and neoconservatives would
like to write off the concept of revolution and “retire” history, announcing its end and the
victory of powers of the new world order/new Orwellian world.

In contrast to current processes of the neoconservative restoration and domestication
of humanity into “sweet robots”, willing servants of capital and eternal “march through the
institutions” of the new world disorder; I expect that ahead of us lies the time of rebel-
lion, the awakening of history, through mass initiative from below - the oppressed/injured
people, class and nation; who using their right to self-liberation want to become masters
of their own destiny and future creators.

I believe in the audacity of imagination and courage of the new young generation of
rebellious and freedom-loving people, whose time is coming. Ahead of it is not only the
thorny path of misery and exploitation, but also the possibility of choice and experiencing
the freedom, to oppose and firmly say NO to the current order of exploitation and man-
agement, fighting for a more just and truly freer world.

In this new historical context, the revaluation of Marx’s ideas and the building of a
new paradigm in the synthesis of liberalism and socialism will occur, that would turn the
Fromm-like revolution of hope not only to hoping of a revolution, but also the revolution-
ary practice of its implementation. On that background, an authentic pluralistic move-
ment of the Left will be renewed, as the power of the revolutionary post-capitalist alterna-
tive, whose principles will live forever until they go round the whole world and become
an organic part of social progress, humanization of the world and emancipation of man/
humanity.
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
