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Abstract: This paper aims to contribute to better understanding the reception and
criticism of the Manifesto of the Communist Party through its turbulent history. Debates
and controversies about its significance and topicality are raging still, since its very pub-
lication in 1848. Some have accepted it, praised it and seen it as the single best written
political text and programme document relevant in today’s neoliberal globalization. The
others have disputed and rejected it, since it was turned into a criminal ideology and prac-
tice that can be blamed for over 100 million deaths in the 20t century.

The author of this text critically evaluates these two extreme points of view. First he
assesses the impact of the Manifesto on social movements and political struggles since
mid-19™ century until the end of the 20t century, followed by the analyses of limitations
and contradictions of some of Marx’s concepts from the Manifesto that led to a crisis and
rejection of Marxism in late 20 century, as a conceptual and theoretic platform for the
action of the working-class and other emancipation movements. In the conclusion, the
author points out that the attitude towards the Manifesto has largely depended on the rise
and fall of working-class and other emancipation movements in Europe and worldwide.
The said work is still significant today for theoretical research and social and political
reconsideration. Many of its concepts and formulations are outdated indeed, but their
overall spirit has not lost its relevance, making the Manifesto of the Communist Party still
an impetus for progressive powers in their struggle for more humanist world.

Political Document in the Maelstrom of History

1. — The Manifesto of the Communist Party or the Communist Manifesto is the official
programme of the first communist political organization, the Communist League, formed
(from the League of the Just) in 1848, as a result of Marx and Engels” action. At the Com-

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munist League’s Second Congress held in late 1847, the two of them were assigned the
task of composing a manifesto for the organization. The Manifesto of the Communist Party
was originally published in the German language in London on February 21 1848, as a
30-page pamphlet. The final recension of the Manifesto was preceded by Engels’s work The
Principles of Communism, discussing in general the issues that were latter entered into the
Manifesto. Marx revised Engels’s text, penned the final draft and named it the Manifesto of
the Communist Party (Marx, Engels, 1974d, p. 385).

Marx and Engels were renowned activists and champions of labour rights. Although
very young (Marx was almost thirty and Engels twenty-eight), they were widely supported
by highly divided working class movements in France, Great Britain and Germany, thanks
to their extraordinary education and the knowledge of theory from various fields of knowl-
edge. On top of that, the duo took an active part in political, economic and spiritual struggles
directly leading to the decisive epoch of European history and the revolutionary year of 1848.
Finally, they possessed a rare gift of translating complex theoretic concepts into simple ideas.
They were capable of writing a booklet that was easy for everybody to read and understand.

The Manifesto emerged under complex, controversial and highly unfavourable cir-
cumstances. In the 1940s, the objective and subjective conditions for the emergence of the
new society were only just beginning to ripe. Capitalist production was only just starting in
industrial oases of feudal Europe. Capitalism of the time was rudimentary, unstable, local
and fragmentary. Working class movement and other social and political movements that
articulated the interests of the exploited and the subordinate were learning their first lessons
in political organization and action. They existed in only a few most developed European
countries, but were disunited and conflicting over the fundamental principles of organiza-
tion and course of action. There was confusion in their theories, ideologies and programmes.

Amids such tumultuous events and political strife, the school of thought Engels
called “critical communism” had taken shape, the standpoint characterized by its unique
strategy and tactics, by the unity of revolutionary movements and revolutionary theory.?

In the Manifesto, written with a precise aim and concrete tasks over a very short pe-
riod of time, amounting to several months, the authors managed to summarize the results
of their years-long research, as well as the findings of the most important theorists and
leaders of the working class movement.

2. — The Manifesto of the Communist Party is the first text to present the fundamen-
tal ideas of historic materialism on social development and its shift towards socialism in
communism, in concise, systematic and accessible form.

2 “Critical communism’ is not a theory aimed at ‘reforming the world, but primarily a theoretical
result of the epochal striving of the most advanced proletariat movement in the most developed
countries of West Europe. In its creation, in summarizing their revolutionary experience, several
groups took part, namely English chartist, French socialists and German revolutionary democrats,
to which Marx and Engels directly belonged. On the other hand, the strategy and the theory of
the ‘critical communism’ were built on the experience of liberation and democratic movements,
in which the Poles, the Italians and the Swiss played significant roles, and which served as an
explanation for Marx and Engels’s idea of parallelism of historical agents” (Tadi¢, 1974, p. VII)

In particular, from Marx’s text The Poverty of Philosophy, Engels’s The Principles of Communism,
and about forty shorter works the two of them published on various occasions since May 1846
until February 1848 (Marx, Engels, 1974a, pp. 3-375).
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The principal ideas promoted in the Manifesto are as follows: “that economic produc-
tion, and the structure of society of every historical epoch necessarily arising therefrom,
constitute the foundation for the political and intellectual history of that epoch; that con-
sequently (ever since the dissolution of the primeval communal ownership of land) all
history has been a history of class struggles, of struggles between exploited and exploiting,
between dominated and dominating classes at various stages of social evolution; that this
struggle, however, has now reached a stage where the exploited and oppressed class (the
proletariat) can no longer emancipate itself from the class which exploits and oppresses
it (the bourgeoisie), without at the same time forever freeing the whole of society from
exploitation, oppression, class struggles.” (Engels, 1974, p. 481)

Shortly after its publication, the Manifesto gained wide popularity and became one
of the most famous and most influential programme document ever. From March till July
1848 it was serialized in Deutsche Londoner Zeitung, a democratic newspaper for German
emigrants. The very same year it was published in London in the form of a 30-page pam-
phlet. Marx and Engels used this 30-page edition as the basis for all future authorized edi-
tions of the Manifesto. In 1848 the Manifesto was translated to several European languages
(French, Polish, Italian, Danish, Flemish and Swedish). It was published in France on the
eve of June Days Uprising of 1848.

The attitude towards the Manifesto largely depended on the rise and fall of working-
class and other emancipation movements in Europe and worldwide.

3. — The idea of association of workers regardless of national borders around com-
mon interests is directly derived from the finishing slogan of the Manifesto: “Working Men
of All Countries, Unite!” The foundation of the first international association of workers
was initiated by British and French syndicalist groups. The First International, established
in London, on Septembre 28 1864, united socialist and anarchist political groups from
13 European countries and the US. It acted on the principles of the Communist Manifesto.
Through his engagement in the organization’s General Council, Karl Marx directly par-
ticipated in the struggle for international solidarity of workers and association of their
forces. He also penned the Inaugural Address and the Provisional Rules of the Associa-
tion, adopted at the General Council’s first meeting in London in 1865. The First Inter-
national managed to unite conceptually and organizationally different labour movements
and groups from different countries, and through conceptual struggle to provide their
gradual shift towards the positions of Marxism. However, the fall of the Paris Commune
in 1871 marked the beginning of persecution of the members of the International. The
supporters of Karl Marx came into conflict with the adherents of Mikhail Bakunin and the
International finally dissolved in 1876.

In all those clashes, the Manifesto was used as a conceptual, theoretical and pro-
gramme platform. For the reason the renewed editions kept coming out. The first was the
Russian edition, published in Geneva in 1869. It was translated by Mikhail Bakunin, who
also altered certain points in it.* About that time the first Serbian text of the Manifesto ap-
peared in the magazine Pancevac in Pancevo in 1871 (Marx, Engels, 1871a; see[Photo nol

4 This Russian edition of the Manifesto was published by Kolokol (Bell), a revolutionary Russian
magazine published in Geneva from 1965 to 1967, which had a significant role in spreading the
revolutionary movement in Russia.
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[1).5 Next year, in 1872, the new German edition was published, with some amends made
by the authors and with Marx and Engels’s preface. At the end of the preface they wrote:
“The Manifesto has become a historical document which we have no longer any right to
alter. A subsequent edition may perhaps appear with an introduction bridging the gap
from 1847 to the present day; but this reprint was too unexpected to leave us time for that”
(Marx, Engels, 1974b, p. 478).

The very same year, 1872, the Manifesto was published in New York in the weekly
newspaper Le Socialiste. Ten years later a new Russian edition, translated by Plekhanov,
was published in Geneva, and in 1888 an English edition appeared in London, translated
by Samuel Moore, who also translated a major part of Marx’s Capital.

In the 1870s rapid development of capitalism intensified new social contradictions.
The way out of the crisis was the transition from pre-monopoly to monopoly capitalism,
with cartels and trusts that would open new perspectives for development of the capital.
Those processes caused and incited new reaction of the proletariat and with it the renewal
and strengthening of the working class movement. Under such conditions, social demo-
cratic parties inspired by Marxism were founded in several European countries. That was
the time of creation and/or strengthening of labour parties, which after several futile at-
tempts, initiated by the socialist parties of Germany and France, established the Second
International in Paris, on July 14t 1889.

Unlike the First International, which Marxism had only started to permeate, sup-
pressing the then dominant currents (anarchism, Proudhonism and similar), the Second
International was founded on Marxism. It was expresses in the 1891 Erfurt Programme of
the Social Democratic Party of Germany. That document in its introductory part reiter-
ated basic theoretical positions of Marx and Engels on capitalism. However, unlike Marx
and Engels, the authors of the Erfurt Programme (Karl Kautsky and Eduard Bernstein)
reduced their main political demands to improving economic conditions for workers and
legally guaranteeing general social rights and freedoms for all citizens. The programme, in
fact, substituted revolutionary and critical orientation of Marxism with the idea of peace-
ful transformation of capitalism into socialism. That is the reason why in it there was no
mentioning of the working class coming into power by revolutionary means, no mention-
ing of the dictatorship of the proletariat, withering away of a state and similar fundamental
Marxist categories as summarized in the Manifesto.

Even though the majority of the Second International members abandoned revolu-
tionary positions and principles of the Manifesto and took the opportunistic reformation

5> The Pancevac is the oldest Serbian magazine in the Balkans. It was founded in Panéevo in 1867
as a weekly. Its ideological creator, founder and editor was Jovan Pavlovi¢. Because of its autono-
mous and free-thinking editorial policy, the paper was frequently censured and confiscated. The
Pancevac serialized the Manifesto of the Communist Party in several issues without publishing the
name of the translator. Some assume that it was Svetozar Markovi¢ (1846-1875), a member and
an associate of the Slavic section of the First International. He did not sign it at that time because
he was involved in several court proceedings because of his critical texts against the government,
published in his newspaper Radenik. Others presume that the text was translated by Vladimir
Ljoti¢ (1846-1912), an emigrant who belonged to Markovi¢s circle and on whose suggestion he
translated the Manifesto for the Pancevac. That same year the Manifesto was published as a pam-

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path, several editions of the Manifesto were published at that time: two German editions
(1883, 1890), and one French (1885), English (1888), Polish (1892), and Italian (1993)
(Marx, Engels, 1974c, pp. 477-492).

4. — Apart from the official orientation of the Second International, the existent thin
left adopted a totally different attitude towards Marxism and the Manifesto. Their ideas
found articulation in the works of V. I. Lenin. After the October Revolution of 1917 in Rus-
sia, numerous communist and other revolutionary parties, organizations and groups that
had been forming quickly after the World War I in Europe and worldwide, were critically
imbued by those ideas. The fundamental principles in their programmes were taken from
the Manifesto, and complemented with the positions of the Russian Bolsheviks: the collapse
of capitalism, establishing the dictatorship of the proletariat, and the foundation of the
international Soviet republic. These principles acted as a basis for the association of com-
munist and other revolutionary parties and organizations in Moscow on March 6% 1919
in the Third International (the Communist International, popularly called Comintern).6

Between the two world wars, the influence of the Communist International increased
to turn it into one of the largest and most powerful international organizations in the
world. On the eve of World War II it included more than 70 labour parties and organiza-
tions, with the Communist Party of the Soviet Union having the complete conceptual and
organizational advantage. It means that all the parties of the Communist International
relied for their concepts and programmes of action on the Manifesto of the Communist
Party, innovated and complemented with the experience of the Russian Bolsheviks.

Lenin emphasized that in the Communist Manifesto a new view of the world was out-
lined with brilliant clarity and cleverness, with consistently applied materialism and dialec-
tics, as well as the theory of the class struggle and the world-historical role of the proletariat.
Contrary to the reformers of the Second International, Lenin sought to reaffirm and effec-
tuate revolutionary issues of Marx’s social theory. The elements of Lenin’s theory became
a bone of contention for his contemporaries, and those clashes have persisted until today.
Non-critical and dogmatic apologists lead by J. Stalin valorized those positions, such as the
so-called Leninism, as “sacred”, the most valuable in Marxism, and held them side by side
Marx’s works. In the Communist International, Lenin and Stalin were promoted as classics
of Marxism and their names were continually used with the names of Marx and Engels.
Their works State and Revolution (Lenin), Foundations of Leninism (Stalin) and other, were
regarded as being at the same level as the works of Marx and Engels.

It is clear that in the Communist International and among its members, there was
no space for different approaches, especially by those who strove to systematically dispute
theoretical validity of Leninism and Stalinism. Many people saw these “new classics of
Marxism’, Lenin and Stalin, as robbers and murderers who saw no further than guns. For
they essentially remained political pragmatics of Machiavellian type, who substituted the
ultimate aims of revolutionary venture the Manifesto speaks about for direct goals of con-
quest and maintenance of power (Milosevi¢, 1985).

Regardless of the fact that the Communist International was dissolved in 1943 as
Stalin’s concession to his war allies, these principles of the strategy and operation tactics of

6 At the founding Congress of the Communist International, 52 delegates from 30 countries, repre-
senting 35 communist and left organizations and groups, formed an Executive Committee and a
five-member Executive Committee Bureau.
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communist organizations were adhered to until Stalin’s death and the XX Congress of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union in 1956.

5. — In such conditions, between 1919 and 1956, the Manifesto became “the holy
scripture” — the handbook of every true revolutionary. Lenin and his supporters pointed
out that “this little book is worth many volumes. Its spirit has inspired and excited the
whole organized and fighting proletariat of the civilized world to this day” (Efimov, A.
V., 1947, p. 92). That is why the Comintern and all the states in which communist parties
were in power spared no effort to publish numerous editions of the Manifesto in enormous
number of copies. Thanks to it, the pamphlet was published in hundreds of editions and
million-strong print run at the time.

It is less known that Comintern was engaged in very intense publishing and propa-
ganda activities through the International Edition Publishing Cooperative, which trans-
lated and published numerous books in languages of the Comintern members. A glance
at the internet bibliography system and world book catalogue reveals that the Manifesto
of the Communist Party was one of the most commonly translated and published books
of the Publishing Cooperative. It, for example, translated the Manifesto to Serbo-Croatian
and published it in 1934 in Moscow and Leningrad (Marx, Engels, 1934).

Similar publishing houses were established after World War II in the Eastern Europe-
an countries in which the communist parties came to power. In the communist Yugosla-
via, that post was held by the publishing house “Kultura’, which operated in Belgrade and
Zagreb, and published mainly Marxist literature. The first editions of the Manifesto pub-
lished after the WWII in Federal People’s Republic of Yugoslavia were translated by Mose
Pijade, and put on market by “Kultura” in Belgrade and Zagreb in 1947.7 The Manifesto
was afterwards circulated in different collections, which makes it difficult to determine the
exact number of editions and print runs.

The critical edition on the Manifesto of the Communist Party was produced in the
collected works of Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels, published by the Institute for Interna-
tional Labour Movement and the publishing house “Prosveta” in Belgrade (Marx, Engels
1974d, pp. 377-405).

This substantial volume contained the works of Marx and Engels written between
May 1846 and March 1848. The text of the Manifesto was based on the German edition of
1932. Beside the text itself, it contained prefaces to its numerous editions published be-
tween 1872 and 1893, penned jointly by Marx and Engels, or solely by Engels after Marx’s
death. At the end there were relevant documents, notes, and indexes. The whole volume,
containing this critical edition of the Manifesto, was compiled according to the highest
organizing, editorial and publishing standards.®

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The largest number of the Manifesto’s editions in SFRY was published from 1975 to
1990. Numerous publishers from Yugoslav republics circulated several dozens of editions
(separately or in collections), in the total print run of 100,000 strong.

In the decades following the break-up of Yugoslavia, the Manifesto was rarely pub-
lished. According to the data of the National Library of Serbia, from 1990 till 2017 there were
only three editions of the Manifesto published.” In one edition, the Manifesto was published
together with Benito Mussolini’s The Doctrine of Fascism (Marx, Engels, Mussolini, 2012).

New Strategies in the Struggle for Socialism and Denounciation of the
Manifesto of the Communist Party

1. - The Socialist International was established in the wake of the World War II, and
since 1951 it existed as an international organization of social democratic and socialist
parties. It was envisaged as a loose association of social democratic and socialist parties
whose Declaration advocated democratic socialism and opposition to communist single
party systems in Eastern Europe and USSR. Since 1959, the leading social democratic
parties have excluded Marxism from their programmes and abandoned its principles of
political action. The parties of this orientation strive to moderately reform capitalism in a
democratic way, through institutions, by resorting to legal measures and regulations, and
by creating conditions for reducing extremes and injustice imposed by the model of liberal
capitalism. They consider the Manifesto of the Communist Party to be obsolete and build
their ideology and political action on different principles.

After the fall of communism in early 1990s, numerous social democratic, socialist
and democratic parties founded in Eastern and South-East Europe joined The Socialist
International.

The process of destalinization of communist parties in certain countries of Western
Europe began in 1950s. These processes, accelerated by 20" Congress of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union that was held in 1956, and the tendencies to surpass the theory
and practice of the Third International, paved the way for a new strategy of the European
left. An important factor for that strategy was Eurocommunism, which was highly influ-
ential within the communist movement from the end of 1960s to early 1980s.

These were the major decisions of the Eurocommunist strategy: 1) power cannot be
won by revolution, nor with old programmes and out-dated ideologies; 2) communists
alone cannot become a dominant force of an essentially left-oriented wing in the Western
society and 3) Eurocommunism is developed from the necessity to express the specificity
of the Western communism not only through criticism of notions and political practice
of real socialism, but to actually reach a new concept that will reflect the specific character
and provide a new identity to Western communist parties (Berlinguer, 1977).

As aresult, among two ways paved for the international labour movement by Kautsky
and Lenin within the Second International, which steered the contemporary socialism to-
wards completely different directions, Eurocommunists laid the foundations for the third

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path (Klarin, 1988, p. 288). For them, the ideological positions and principles of struggle
formulated in the Communist Manifesto were unacceptable.

Following the initial ascend and the peak that was reached in mid 1970s, from 1978
onwards Eurocommunism sank into lethargy and decadence. Over the following years,
from late 1970s to mid-1980s, not a single Eurocommunist party won elections, which
resulted in great disappointment and defeat. This created conditions for the backdown of
the left in Europe and the creation of the world that will face a catastrophic defeat after the
fall of the Berlin wall in 1989.

During 1970s, an important role was played by the appearance of “Thatcherism” and
“Reganism” (see. Trkulja, 1988, p. 48) which coincided with the dissolution of the “welfare
state” and transfer to the neoliberal concept of capitalist development. The European so-
cial model began to decline and was severely affected by the global financial crisis and the
concept of austerity measures and “cutting costs” that ever since then have been imposed
by international corporations led by IMFE. By the late 20t century, foundations were laid
for the dawn of the era of neoliberalism, followed by liberalism, privatization, and deregu-
lation — processes that are in stark contrast to those advocated by Marx in the Manifesto.

2. — Over the course of 1980s, amid the efforts to theoretically articulate the conflict-
ing tendencies present in modern societies and numerous discussions on revolutionary
theory, a dominant position was held by the thesis that argued about the crisis of Marx-
ism, and claimed that it was out-dated and incapable of providing answers to modern-day
questions. In these discussions, the main culprit was Marx himself, as the historical father,
co-creator of Stalinism, Gulag, and perpetrator responsible for death of millions of people,
for military invasions in numerous countries, for shattered hopes and expectations. The
witness stand was taken by Marx’s former followers: Kolakowski, Gorz, etc, who declared
complete bankruptcy of Marxism. Kolakowski writes that Marxism was the greatest fan-
tasy of our time (Kolakowski, 1985; Gorz, 1982, p. 177).

Events that followed in 1990s hastily added charges against Marxism and accumu-
lated new evidence, making the verdict utterly predictable. Amidst the general euphoria
and uproar in the wake of the fall of the Berlin Wall in 1989, the verdict was not passed
by the “judgement of history” but by the people in the streets of the Central and East-
ern Europe holding the banners saying “Death to socialism, freedom to the people” and
“Working people of all countries, we apologize!” A range of former socialist countries tore
down monuments of Karl Marx, while the Manifesto of the Communist Party and other
books and symbols of Marxism were even publicly burned at the stake. The pendulum of
history swung from one extreme (uncritical and apologetic glorification of socialism and
Marxism) to the other: indignant denunciation of everything related to these ideologies.

Instead of Marx’s criticism of capitalism, the world was taken over by glorification
of capital and absolutism of capitalism, instead of class struggle and proletariat interna-
tionalism, the end of 20™ century saw the internationalization of (multinational) capital
- globalization and globalism were ushered in instead of destruction of all relations where
a man is humiliated, oppressed and despised, a new world order was established, founded
on exploitation, domination and oppression.

The decision makers and creators of post communism, globalism and new world
order rejected Marx’s crucial ideas and chose free market, democracy and human rights,
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making liberal and democratic values fostered at the turn of the 21% century the “political
axis” that the entire planet revolved around.

Therefore, the fall of the Berlin Wall and the definite end of the real socialism were
seen as the end of history. The reason for this is the fact that the departure of the real social-
ism from the historical scene marked the final victory of democracy over totalitarian sys-
tem - “the end point of mankind’s ideological evolution and universalization of Western
liberal democracy” (Fukuyama, 1996). Dramatic conflict of good and evil and ambiguous
plots of history have finally come to a happy ending: after Coca-Cola, Hollywood movies,
rock culture, computers and the Internet, political (liberal democratic) patterns of West-
ern civilization have finally joined them in conquering the world!

It is even observed by the leading sociologist of the present day, Mr. Anthony Gid-
dens, that “final discrediting of Marxism” is an indisputable fact and that “socialism and
communism have passed away, yet they remain to haunt us” (Giddens, 1999, p. 7, 10). That
is why he is proposing a third way as a solution to overcome “old social democracy” and
neoliberalism (Giddens, 1999, p. 33).

This was the point when the final judgement to Marx and Marxism was passed. Marx
was either completely disregarded or despised and denounced. He and his work were
mentioned only as a subject of criticism and ridicule. It seemed as if the Manifesto of the
Communist Party will end up in the dustbin of history.

Significance and Topicality of the Manifesto of the Communist Party

The previous analysis has shown that the Manifesto of the Communist Party in its long
history since 1848 till present day has not left anyone disinterested. It has provoked all kinds
of different reactions of almost all ideological and cultural movements and socio-economic
trends during 19t and 20t centuries. Over the last decade, the discussions about the forgot-
ten Manifesto of the Communist Party have sprung back to life and the debates and conflicts
regarding Marx’s social theory are more and more frequent. This has escalated this very year
during the arguments about the Manifesto on the occasion of celebrating 170 anniversary of
its declaration. The debates have been grouped around the following questions and dilemmas:
to what extent is the Manifesto of the Communist Party topical today? Is there a modern day
alternative to the Manifesto? What does it mean today and how to read it? What is its future?

When providing answers to these questions, at one end there are those who fiercely
criticize and dispute any value and significance of the Manifesto. On one hand, they ques-
tion the motives and intentions that lie behind this proclamation: (1) there are claims that
Marx’s school of thought expressed in the Manifesto was actually created by Illuminati,
which were formed in 1776 by disappointed Jesuits with the aim of creating Novus ordo
seclorum (The New Secular Order); (2) that the Manifesto is a programme of a secret labour
association The League of the Just; (3) that behind the appealing revolutionary rhetoric of
this political programme there actually lies the agenda to enslave and economically destroy
certain peoples and world regions; (4) that Manifesto was written as a “scientific” and oper-
ational manual for enslaving and destroying Russian and other Slavic peoples, as “non-his-
torical people” of the capitalist periphery; (5) it is questioned why the ideas and principles
of the Manifesto were not implemented in developed countries of Europe and Northern
America (as envisaged by Marx), but were introduced in less developed countries instead.
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On the other hand, these critics dispute and discredit the key thesis in the Manifesto
of the Communist Party: (1) abolition of private property and common use of all instru-
ments of production, (2) dying of rights and the state as “the instrument” in the hands of
the ruling classes, (3) abolition of the family, (4) abolition of countries and nationalities,
(5) abolition of religion as the “opium of the people” (6) anachronous concept of prole-
tariat dictatorship, (7) attitude towards communist party as the supreme avant-garde of
the working class, (8) attitude to the working class as the agent of emancipation must be
replaced by the idea of great social associations and new historical alliances, (9) Manifesto
is the predecessor of the criminal ideology and practice that killed over 100 million people
in the 20t century, (10) it served to those who have intended to create a New World Order
for their own profit (its previous forms were: communism, imperialism, fascism and Na-
zism while today it is shaped as interventionism, globalism and mondialism).

These approaches dominated the public discourse during the first two decades after
the fall of the Berlin wall and completion of the cold war.

On the other end, there are those who support Marx and the Manifesto, despite criti-
cism and disapproval. They hold the Manifesto to be one of the best ever written political
programmes that has not been surpassed nor out-dated until the present day.

Today, when the exploitation of production classes, the development gap, inequality and
unbalanced division of wealth take us back to the 19t century, in Marx’s time when wealth
was concentrated among a small number of individuals and when the economic elite was
comprised of wealthy heirs — we realize that in his analysis displayed in the Manifesto and the
Capital, Marx speaks about us and our society. We re-discover the forgotten truths that capital
brings about economic inequalities and that they are inherent to capitalism as a socio-eco-
nomic system. For in his theory on capital, Marx discovered and clearly presented the striving
for “reproduction of capital” and the “maximization of profit” that come as a consequence of
the relentless exploitation of labour and nature by capitalists in the capitalist society.

Despite their numerous weaknesses, Bolshevik and Communist revolutions that were
fomented in 20t century exerted pressure on capitalist elites to conform to social and tax
reforms. Owing to this, most contemporary countries have implemented some of the ideas
advocated in the Manifesto, such as graduated income tax, introduction of central banks,
public education for all children, elimination of discrimination, abolition of child labour, etc.

However, under the circumstances of the current global crisis, the state is progres-
sively organizing itself and functioning based on a corporate principle, leaving no room
for social functions. The state’s detachment from its social responsibilities results in po-
larization between a handful of super-rich and the masses of impoverished citizens. The
richest ten per cent control 86% of the globe’s total wealth (Dusani¢, 2014, p. 23).

Amidst the dominance of the myth on the system convergence, de-ideologization, har-
mony between labour and capital - The Manifesto is helping us to debunk this ideological ma-
nipulation, to understand why there is always a conflict between capital and labour, why the
classes exist only in the form of class struggle and why the communism produces conditions
for its destruction. Such conditions have brought us to the extreme exploitation of labour and
nature, to great inequality and class separation. This uncontrolled and unrestrained separa-
tion is a significantly limiting factor for the sustainable social development (Piketty, 2015).
What is more, there are numerous indicators that prove Marx’s thesis that capitalism is built
on genuine injustice. Wealth is concentrated among a handful of people, a small group of
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oligarchs catered to by bankers and politicians. We are forced to live in a world of neoliberal,
globalized capitalism that displays: seizure for the purpose of exploitation and dominance,
uni-dimensionalism of people, repressive tolerance, preventive counterrevolution, escape
from freedom, dictatorship over needs, industry of consciousness and voluntary slavery.

The Manifesto is calling upon the fight against exploitation and alienation, “a radical
criticism of ‘absolute capitalism, i.e. that peculiar structure that has been taken on by eco-
nomic fanaticism since 1989 by colonizing every cell of the real and symbolic, exceeding
all boundaries that might suppress it. Such criticism is essentially based on the Marx’s be-
liefs after they are re-read through the work of Hegel and Fichte” (Fusaro, 2016, p. 9-10).

Even though today’s economists and strategists of capital support the neoliberal doc-
trine which claims that “everything should be private, everything should be determined by
private preferences, nothing common should exist since anything common would jeopar-
dize private freedom’, there are still many people who disagree and share Marx’s belief that
common values do exist as well as things that should be common (Milutinovi¢, 2014, p. 9).

Until 1989, one in four citizens lived in countries that applied principles of the Mani-
festo. This text is still used as a principal document of the extreme left, both in authoritar-
ian regimes (China, Cuba, Northern Korea, Vietnam, etc.) and in other countries where
this kind of the left is striving to find an alternative to the existing order.

Let us emphasise that Marx’s theory of exploitation and social inequality, which is the
foundation of the Manifesto, is also applicable to the countries in transition, including Serbia.
Despite the ideological and political dominance of neoliberalism, several economists have
pointed out that uncritical and unsuitable introduction of the neoliberal concept of capital-
ism has turned our country into “wild Balkan capitalism” and “reveller casino economy’, a
society without legal state and rule of law plagued by robbery of privatization and systemic
corruption. As a result, we have ended up in an authoritarian system of a one-party state
where socialism has been replaced by nationalism, middle class has been lost to oligarchy
(“tycoons”) and the rule of law has given way to the rule over law (Dusani¢, 2014, p. 9).

Not many of our economists have anticipated, based on Marx’s analyses, that the applica-
tion of neoliberal model on the countries in transition will be a failure, that it will result in the in-
crease of international inequality and that the virtual economy centred on hypertrophied stock
market activity, unlimited emission of US dollars, uncontrolled liberalization and unparalleled
corporate greed will lead to the world economic crisis. That it will discredit the theoretically
dominant modern direction of the neoclassical-neoliberal school of economic thought and ex-
pose it as the ideology of the rich and powerful for the global supremacy (Dusani¢, 2014, p. 11).

In terms of education, the Manifesto is a precious text because it interprets the com-
plex economic, social and legal-political concepts in a simple way and presents them in a
clear, easily understandable language. Thus, it enables workers, the poor, the marginalized
and the underprivileged to take part in the political life. His slogans and lines, such as “A
spectre is haunting Europe - the spectre of communism” are frequently and readily cited
even today. Many see Shakespearean strength in these lines.

Overall, the Manifesto of the Communist Party, as a work of political literature, has
not been surpassed to the present day. No political document was more successful in
achieving its purpose. The importance of this work is evidenced by the fact that, despite
everything, it has been read and analyzed for 170 years, that it has seen over a thousand
publications and was translated to about one hundred languages.
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That is why this work is still topical and significant for theoretical research and social
and political revisions. It is apparent that some of its concepts and formulations are obso-
lete and unsustainable today, but their general essence has not lost its importance, which
is why the Manifesto of the Communist Party still serves as the source of encouragement to
the progressive forces in their struggle for a humanistic change of the world.
