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Abstract: The paper analyzes the attitudes of Serbian citizens towards the Socialist
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, expressed during the period of gradual stabilization of
the capitalist order. The analysis is based on the data collected in 2012 on a representative
sample of population in Serbia, within a project of the Institute for Sociological Research
of the University of Belgrade — Faculty of Philosophy. Research findings showed that, in
the period of accelerated transformation of society, positive opinion about socialist Yu-
goslavia was very pronounced among Serbian citizens. However, there are statistically
significant differences in the level of agreement with pro-Yugoslav attitudes among differ-
ent social groups, as respondents’ age, social class and value orientations are identified as
important factors.

Introduction

The subject of analysis in this paper is the way Serbian citizens remember the So-
cialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia. The collapse of this country, after more than four
decades of its existence, was due to a series of economic crises and unsuccessful eco-
nomic reforms, long-term tendencies of decentralization, the interests of the ruling elites,
the rise of nationalisms, international and other factors (Lazié, 1994; Jovic, 2001; 2003;
Miladinovié, 2009; Bakié, 2010; 2011). The socioeconomic transformation of the former
Yugoslav republics implied, among other things, distancing from immediate Yugoslav his-

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tory in the official narratives of the new nation states. The collective memory of the way
of life in the SFRY does not arise, however, only under the influence of official politics of
memory and/or oblivion, but also in a nostalgic, somewhat idealized, form spontaneously
developed in the consciousness of ordinary people during the post-socialist period.

Serbia is an interesting case for studying memories of the socialist past because, after
the breakdown of socialism, it has undergone a very turbulent and long-lasting period of
systemic transformation. The rapid economic decline and the drastic fall in the standard
of living of the population were accompanied by political crises related to war conflicts
in the post-Yugoslav territory, acceptance of refugees, international sanctions and isola-
tion, and NATO bombing. In a strong contrast to the war and the crisis period of “the
nineties”, citizens remember socialist Yugoslavia as a country that enjoyed international
reputation and as a society of social security, opportunities for permanent employment
and advancement, and of “normal life” in general. Serbia is also specific in terms of its
official memory politics, as it has been balancing between the Yugoslav and nationalist
frameworks of memory of the SFRY during the last decade of the 20t century, as the legal
successor of the former state, in order to conduct an official revision of the socialist past a
whole decade later compared to other former Yugoslav republics.

Recollections of past times almost always contain some kind of reflection and criti-
cism of the current social order. The conditions of life in Serbia in the period of acceler-
ated post-socialist transformation are significantly different than those that the citizens
remember from the time of socialist Yugoslavia. Therefore, the aim of the analysis in this
paper is to examine, based on a research from 2012, what kind of memories Serbian citi-
zens nurture towards the SFRY, how they assess the individual elements of social life in
that country, and among which social groups are pro-Yugoslav views most widespread.

The theoretical and hypothetical framework

Forms of memory of socialist Yugoslavia

One of the many “shifts” that changed social sciences and humanities in the second
half of the 20th century is certainly the so-called memory boom, reflected in a growing
interest of the academic community to view the culture of memory from different per-
spectives.”> At the same time, there was a politicization of memories in the public sphere,
especially after the fall of the Berlin Wall, when the integration of former socialist societies
into the capitalist order required the change of official narratives about socialism.

The collective memory of socialist Yugoslavia can be viewed through several lay-
ers that interact and confront each other. The most important are: 1) the political use
of the past (the official memory politics), 2) the scientific analysis, and 3) the memory

In the decades after the Second World War, the notion of memory has become the subject of study
of many sciences, and an interdisciplinary field of memory studies has been gradually developing
nowadays. The social context of the memory boom is the exceptional scope of violence and wars
characteristic of the 20th century; the commemoration of victims and calls for dealing with the
past; an increased awareness of celebrating anniversaries; the end of the Cold War; the industrial-
ization of memory (heritage tourism); new musealization of memory in the context of multicul-
turalism, etc. (Bajovi¢, 2012; Blight, 2015).
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of ordinary people (Kulji¢, 2011, p. 235). The agents of collective memory can be in-
stitutional (the state apparatus, education system, media, political parties, religious
communities) and non-institutional (the family, peer groups, friend circles, informal
groups) (Kulji¢, 2006, p. 9). This paper analyzes the non-institutional memory of Yugo-
slav socialism, the memory of the “ordinary people”, which is in a complex relationship
with the official memory, and often confronted to it - in the form of nostalgia. Both
types of memory are selective and view the past from the present, bringing new values,
meanings and frames of interpretation. Certainly, with the flow of time, the influence
of immediate experience and communicative (oral) memory weakens, and the role of
cultural (indirect) memory in shaping the way citizens remember the former society
grows (Kulji¢, 2011).

The official memory?® of socialism is most often articulated in nationalistic and liberal
anti-totalitarian frameworks, which is expected, since former socialist republics, after the
fall of the Berlin Wall, found themselves with a task to build new collective identities and
find new bases of the political legitimacy of the national state order (Spaskovska, 2017).
They have mostly done so - by drastically abandoning their “totalitarian” pasts and restor-
ing or building new national historical narratives.

The center of ethnocentric revisions of the socialist past is the attainment of national
statehood and discursive consolidation of the nation, which in the case of the SFRY comes
in the shape of Yugoslavia being the “dungeon of nations” and the age of national and
ideological enslavement (Kulji¢, 2011, p. 78). Although the ethnocentric framework pre-
vailed, Serbian state memory politics in the first period after the breakdown of the SFRY,
during the 1990s, was characterized by balancing between the Yugoslav and nationalist
discourses.” The political regime at the time relied on a strategic combination of Serbian
nationalism and a maintained continuity with the socialist past® (Jansen, 2005; 2008),
making radical interventions in the politics of memory slowed down or delayed.

Anti-totalitarian and liberal revisions of history came to the center of official mem-
ory of the SFRY in Serbia only after 2000. The new official narrative has since crystal-
lized through the abandonment of Yugoslav socialism as a “totalitarian” order, in which
political disorder and violations of human rights ruled (Milosevi¢, 2015). In Serbia, the
dominant paradigm has been approaching the European framework of memory with re-

¢ The state, formal or official memory is constituted by institutional flows, most important being
the laws, public holidays, street and institution names, historical textbooks, museum setups, state
events, monuments and commemorations.

7 In unofficial historiography, there was a strong nationalist and anti-communist momentum al-
ready emerging, in which communism and Tito were presented as enemies of Serbs and democ-
racy (Kulji¢, 2002, p. 478).

8 One of the reasons for the effectiveness of this discourse lies in the characteristics of socialist
Yugoslavia in which nationalism was viewed as an anti-systemic political position, but Yugoslav-
ism did not necessarily exclude national loyalty, which was also grounded in the state structure

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gards to the countries of real socialism.’ The post-socialist transformation is interpreted
as a defeat that communism suffered by both liberal democracy and capitalism, which
makes these forms of social and economic order “essentially non-parallel and, above all,
‘natural’ paradigms” (Milosevi¢, 2015, p. 170), while the time before the fall of the Berlin
Wall has been reduced to a deviation from the normal course of history (Spaskovska,
2017, pp. 503).

At this point, one should mention the distinction between the official and social
memories which is why the image of the SFRY is different in the official revisions of the
past, according to which it is necessary to remember crimes and violations of rights in a
totalitarian communist state, compared to the memory of ordinary people who have not
forgotten the way of life in a socialist society based on the principles of social security, the
modernization character of Yugoslav socialism and the achieved vertical mobility (Kulji¢,
2011; Petrovi¢, 2010). In the analyses of this form of memory, whose actors are ordinary
people, the term “Yugo-nostalgia” is often used.

Yugo-nostalgia - a review of previous research

Over the past two decades, the notion of nostalgia has become the subject of nu-
merous studies in contemporary social theory, especially when it comes to authors deal-
ing with post-socialist societies (Boym, 2005; Todorova & Gille, 2010). In this period,
the term gradually lost negative connotations and began to be understood as a positive
memory of the past, in opposition to the negatively assessed present, although nostalgia
is always symbolically shaped from the perspective of the present social context (Kulji¢,
2011, p. 134). In recent interpretations, it is emphasized that it is wrong to identify nos-
talgia with a passive longing for the past and “better times” that never existed (Petrovi¢,
2012, p. 120), that should be viewed as an insight into citizens’ attitudes about the present
society and about possible visions of the future. According to this view, it is assumed that
nostalgia serves as a basis for developing critical consciousness towards the social order
and designing strategies for a more just society. Nostalgia is an analytically productive
notion because it enables a better understanding of the gap between the “proclaimed post-
socialist paradise and the real experience of citizens in ‘transitional’ societies” (Spasic,
2012, p. 578).

The greatest disagreements among the authors dealing with the memory of social-
ist Yugoslavia are in relation to the emancipatory potential of Yugo-nostalgia. Although
the “disciplinary” division should be understood conditionally, the prevailing position in
sociological studies is the one in which Yugo-nostalgia cannot be politically active until
there is a political subject that would articulate it (Kulji¢, 2011; Spasi¢, 2012; 2013). From
this perspective, Yugo-nostalgia remains at the level of sentimentality that is easier to pro-
cess for commercial needs (Kulji¢, 2011; Vol¢i¢, 2007) than for subversive activity. On the
other hand, there is more optimism among anthropologists and culturologists about the
role of people’s memory of the SFRY in potentially emancipatory policies in the region
(Petrovi¢, 2012; Boskovi¢, 2013). According to these standpoints, Yugo-nostalgia takes on

9 In the second half of the first decade of the 21st century, the rhetoric of the EU institutions was
becoming more severe, and they were increasingly using the umbrella term “totalitarianism” to
bring fascist and communist regimes into the same line, thus making anti-communism part of the
official platform in the politics of EU memory (Milo$evi¢, 2015).
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the characteristics of counter-memory, on the basis of which the critique of the current
socio-political circumstances can be articulated.!

In recent studies, a distinction between a “restorative” and a “reflexive” nostalgia is
often drawn (Boym, 2005). The restorative nostalgia evokes and consolidates the national
past, turns it into national myths and regrets the loss of unity and cohesion. It also implies
a desire to rebuild what has been lost in the past. In Serbia, this type of nostalgia primarily
occurs in the memory of the pre-socialist past of the civil national state (Petrovi¢, 2010),
while the memory of Yugoslav socialism is generally designated in research as an example
of another type of nostalgia. This is reflexive nostalgia, which accepts the past as some-
thing that ended, and views is critically taking ambivalences into account.

A number of predominantly qualitative studies (Jansen, 2005; 2009; Volc¢i¢, 2007;
Palmberger, 2008; Velikonja, 2010; Petrovi¢, 2010; 2012; Kulji¢, 2011; Boskovi¢, 2013;
Spaskovska, 2017; Popovi¢, 2017; Archer, 2018) showed that the memories of life in so-
cialist Yugoslavia are very vivid among the inhabitants of all former Yugoslav countries
(though not equally) and that they take on the characteristics of Yugo-nostalgia. Thus, the
findings of a sociological research from 2011 pointed to the existence of Yugo-nostalgia
in contemporary Serbia (Spasi¢, 2012; Spasi¢ & BireSev, 2012).!! The respondents talked
about socialist Yugoslavia as a society that was characterized by material welfare, social
security and dignity of workers, employment opportunities, free health care and educa-
tion.!? In addition, they also referred to the feeling of communion and solidarity, as well
as the “moral universe” that existed in the SFRY, as opposed to the “general downfall” that
occurred during the 1990s!3 (Spasi¢, 2012, pp. 582-585).

This was confirmed by the findings of two research surveys from 2010, which examined
the attitudes of the citizens of Serbia. In a study by the Center for Social Democracy Studies

10Tn the former Yugoslav republics, Yugo-nostalgia expresses a critical distance in relation to post-
Yugoslav political discourse and the symbolic geography of dividedness, dominant after the
breakdown of the SFRY (Lindstrom, 2005). Yugo-nostalgia offers resistance to nationalist dis-
courses that have dominated the period after socialism, as well as to hegemonic narratives about
the progressive character of post-socialist transformation, posing a challenge to the ruling elites
in these countries (Jansen, 2005; Palmberger, 2008; Velikonja, 2010; Petrovi¢ , 2010; Boskovi¢,

context, economic collapse and the drastic decline in the standard of living of the population. On
the other hand, even a nationalist narrative could not easily provide the framework of a new nor-
mality, since Serbia emerged as a symbolic loser from the breakdown of Yugoslavia.
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and CESID, when asked “When was this country best?”, as many as 81% answered that it was
at the time of socialism (Mihailovi¢, 2010, p. 25). At the same time, in the Belgrade Center for
Human Rights survey, 82% of respondents said that they lived better at the time of socialist
Yugoslavia than at the time of the survey, 64% said that they remembered Tito as a great states-
man, and 69% said that they regretted that Yugoslavia disintegrated. Those who expressed
regret over the failure of the federation, most often, reasoned that Yugoslavia provided a better
and easier life, peace, travel opportunities (40%), that the SFRY was a large, strong, stable and
respected country (17%), that equality, harmony and understanding prevailed (10%), and they
emphasized emotional attachment and nostalgia (4.5%) (Manojlovi¢ Pintar, 2010, pp. 99-101).

In the studies of Yugo-nostalgia, two motives are emphasized: 1) recalling the nor-
mal/better life, and 2) the international reputation of the state. In addition to the socioeco-
nomic well-being, a good life focused on consumption (Patterson, 2011), the golden era
of popular culture (Jansen, 2005), the memory of Yugoslavia often included “geopolitical
dignity” (Spaskovska, 2017). This aspect of Yugo-nostalgia highlights the favorable posi-
tion of the SFRY in the world, the open borders (“red passport”) and the international
reputation of Tito as statesman (Jansen, 2008; 2009; Petrovi¢, 2010). Serbia spent most
of the first two decades of post-socialist transformation in international isolation, which
made the contrast to the time of the international reputation of the SFRY and the cosmo-
politan practices of the population even more powerful.14

The memory of Yugoslav socialism has been formed under the influence of the
official framework of memory, but it is also conditioned by affiliation with certain
social groups, as well as the current social situation of individuals, comparing their
own social, and especially financial situation in the capitalist order, in relation to what
it was in the era of socialism (Kulji¢, 2011). When it comes to identifying factors that
contribute to a greater degree of nostalgia towards the socialist past, Todorova high-
lights the rural/urban distinction, age, gender, and political orientations (Todorova,
2010). The tendency to feel nostalgic for socialism is also influenced by affiliation to
social classes that were most affected by economic recategorization, impoverishment
and the loss of employment or employment security.!®> All of these factors should be

14 Many citizens of Serbia articulated their anti-nationalist orientation during the 1990s precisely
through recalling the cosmopolitanism they were deprived of after the breakdown of the SFRY
(Jansen, 2008). Apart from cosmopolitanism, this aspect of Yugoslav identity was sometimes able
to take on the characteristics of “cultural superiority” (Spasi¢, 2013, p. 210). Socialist Yugoslavia
encouraged the feeling of superiority in relation to the societies of lager socialism, based on the
level of equality and self-management, designated as the most complete democracy and an unfin-
ished project constantly pursuing to better itself (Kulji¢, 2011; Spasi¢, 2012). In contrast, in today’s
Serbia Yugo-nostalgia relies on the motto of the “lost future”. Unlike the empty and depressing
present, ordinary people remember the SFRY as a society in which they could look forward to the
future and plan their own life (Spasi¢, 2013; Kulji¢, 2011).

15 This paper does not follow the discourse on the so-called “losers of transition”, appearing in the
public sphere and part of the scientific literature, within which (Yugo-)nostalgists are regarded as
passive, incompetent individuals who have failed to adapt to the demands of new capitalist societ-
ies and “take the fate into their own hands”. By contrast, when interpreting the influence of the
social status on the tendency for Yugo-nostalgia, this paper examines the influence of class and
financial inequalities, taking into account the basic interests of the social groups that individu-
als belong to. The same approach applies to the analysis of the influence of value orientations on
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taken into account in order to better understand the social condition of remembering
socialism.

Research hypotheses

Based on the theoretical framework and the findings of previous research, three
research hypotheses were identified. Starting from the fact that nostalgia is a positive
memory of the past, formed in relation to the negatively assessed present, it was assumed
that Yugo-nostalgia is widespread among the citizens of Serbia. The long and turbulent
systemic transformation has led to citizens dissatisfaction with the overall situation in
the country, intensified by the negative consequences of the global economic crisis during
the period of the survey, and expressed in the presidential elections of that year and the
changes that followed on the political scene. On the basis of the above, the initial assump-
tion is that most citizens remember the socialist Yugoslavia in a positive light.

Further, the influence of certain sociodemographic and socioeconomic characteris-
tics of individuals, as well as their value orientations, on the acceptance of pro-Yugoslav
attitudes was examined. Therefore, it is assumed in the second hypothesis that people
whose structural position has changed after the systemic transformation of the society
(the elderly, women and respondents from the village)'®, i.e., the people whose economic
status has drastically gone worse (parts of the working class, people of lower economic
position and the unemployed) would be more inclined towards Yugo-nostalgia. When
it comes to value orientations, it is expected that those citizens who are more prone to
political and economic liberalism, as well as nationalism, are less present among Yugo-
nostalgists, because these three value orientations are the backbone of the criticism of the
former state. The opposite finding is expected when it comes to authoritarianism and pa-
triarchalism, in so far as the values of law and order, despite the modernization character
of socialist organization, were still widespread in the former Yugoslavia.

Finally, the analysis is aimed at examining whether and to what extent the citizens of
Serbia make a distinction between Yugoslavia as a state and socialism as a socio-economic
system. It was assumed that the share of citizens who support the idea that Yugoslavia
and socialism should not have collapsed would be smaller than the share of those who

Older citizens, or those who had a longer direct experience of living in socialist
Yugoslavia and could compare it with the period of post-socialist transformation, at a later stage
of their lives became one of the categories the new social system takes less care of - the reform
of the pension system and a reduction in retirement payments are just some of the indicators
of a change in attitude towards the oldest population. On the other hand, the shortcomings in
institutional support for the harmonization of the professional and family sphere and the smaller
allocation of budget funds for the social protection system in the post-socialist period have ad-
versely affected the position of women, and they feel a greater burden compared to the period of
Yugoslav socialism (Ghodsee, 2004). Also, at the time of socialism, the social status of peasants
was relatively favorable, because the private sector of land ownership remained predominant in
the villages, and the possibilities for social mobility of their children were higher.
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are pro-Yugoslav. At the same time, it was expected that citizens would justify the col-
lapse of socialism rather than that of Yugoslavia, because the socialist way of regulating
socio-economic relations is considered to be outdated in the current capitalist order and it
represents a stronger anti-systemic element than the supranational entity.

Research results with discussion

The paper analyzes the data obtained by the Institute for Sociological Research of
the University of Belgrade — Faculty of Philosophy, within a research survey conducted in
the period April-June 2012 on a representative sample of the population of Serbia.!” The
multi-stage stratified sample consisted of 2,500 adult citizens from more than 80 munici-
palities across Serbia (excluding Kosovo and Metohija).

The questionnaire contained six questions related to socialist Yugoslavia. The respon-
dents were first tasked to assess the extent to which they agree with each of the five offered
statements describing the various aspects of social life in the SFRY on a five-step Likert
scale!8, and then, in the context of the sixth question, it was necessary to further clarify
their attitude towards the collapse of the state and the social order.!”

A statistical analysis of the collected data was performed using several techniques,
the most significant being the correlation analysis, variance analysis, factor and regression
analysis. The comprehensiveness of the questionnaire enabled the identification of factors
with which Yugo-nostalgia has not been linked until now.

The prevalence of Yugo-nostalgia

Serbian citizens’ memory of socialist Yugoslavia was examined using five value state-
ments [Table 1]. Two were positive and referred to the quality of life and the good stan-
dard of living, as well as the favorable international position of the state at the time. These
two elements - a normal life and reputation - represent the two most valued and most
often emphasized aspects of life in former Yugoslavia. It is not surprising that more than
80% of Serbian citizens agreed with these statements, with as many as half of them fully
accepting these statements as their point of view. The proportion of those who disagreed,
who were undecided or did not know what to answer is negligible in relation to the num-
ber of those who supported the claims, indicating that the citizens highly agreed that
socialist Yugoslavia was more successful in terms of these dimensions than Serbia was at
the moment of research.

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The remaining three statements were formulated to express well-known motives of
post-Yugoslav memory politics: one brings Yugoslavia into confrontation with Serbian
national interests, the other extends criticism taking into account the position of all con-
stituent peoples, and the third emphasizes the undemocratic nature of the SFRY on the
grounds of respecting human rights. These variables illustrate the liberal (anti-totalitari-
an) and nationalist positions in the memory of socialist Yugoslavia, developed in Serbia
in the post-socialist period. However, more than half of the citizens (50-60%) disagreed
with critically oriented statements. The proportion of those who were undecided or did
not know what to respond is twice as high as in the case of positive statements, and the
standard deviation is somewhat higher. The negative attitude towards socialist Yugoslavia
was supported by less than one quarter of citizens. Even regarding the claim which rep-
resents a frequently repeated thesis of a nationalist revision of history - that Yugoslavia
is the biggest misconception of the Serbian people - it was shown that a relatively small
percentage of respondents showed a tendency toward an anti-Yugoslav attitude, although
a somewhat larger number of respondents agreed with this statement compared to the
other two. From this, it can be concluded that the anti-Yugoslav discourse is not recep-
tive to the citizens of Serbia, and it also does not present the basis for polarization on
ideological grounds.

Although the factor analysis showed that these positive and negative statements are
grouped around two latent factors - pro-Yugoslav and anti-Yugoslav - other statistical
analyses have confirmed that they are actually two opposing poles within the same dimen-
sion, and not two independent components.?’ The reliability of the scale was confirmed by
the Cronbach’s alpha coefficient, which is 0.771. By adding all five statements that repre-
sent the same direction, so that higher values express a positive attitude towards socialist
Yugoslavia, the index of Yugo-nostalgia was formed and reduced to decimal values from
1 to 5 for easier interpretation®!. At the same time, a new discrete variable was created in
the form of a five-step ordinal scale, where the data show the following distribution: the
prominent (28.1%) and moderate (48.8%) pro-Yugoslav attitude was expressed by more
than three-quarters of Serbian citizens, less than one fifth was neutral (18.7%), while the
prominent (0.6%) and moderate (3.8%) anti-Yugoslav attitude was expressed by less than
5% of the population. This means that the hypothesis of a widespread prevalence of Yugo-
nostalgia among the citizens of Serbia has been confirmed. Although other findings could
be expected, on the basis of official memory politics, it is evident that the dissatisfaction
with the living conditions at the time of the survey was a strong motive for socialist Yugo-
slavia to be re-established as a synonym for normal life.

Factors that influence Yugo-nostalgia

The text below analyzes the prevalence of Yugo-nostalgia among members of vari-
ous social groups in order to determine factors that contribute to the agreement with
pro-Yugoslav statements. In accordance with the theoretical framework and the findings
of earlier research, it is assumed that those individuals whose social status has changed or

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worsened during systemic transformation would be more prone to Yugo-nostalgia. For
this purpose, individual factors were first checked, such as age, gender and the type of set-
tlement in which someone lives (rural/urban), as well as class-layer affiliation, economic
position and employment. Also, consideration is given to value orientations: political and
economic liberalism, nationalism, patriarchalism and authoritarianism.

First, the assumption that it is more likely that older citizens, women and people liv-
ing in villages would feel Yugo-nostalgic was tested. When it comes to the influence of age,
this assumption is confirmed by correlation analysis - the years of life are in a statistically
significant relationship with the agreement with pro-Yugoslav statements (r = 0.188; p =
0.000). The older the respondents were, the more likely they were to exhibit Yugo-nos-
talgia of higher intensity. Additionally, Tukey’s honest significance test according to age
categories reveals that pro-Yugoslav orientation is very prominent in people aged 45 years
and older [(Table 2. Persons under the age of 30 are least prone to pro-Yugoslav orienta-
tion, although their mean value on the index is higher than the theoretical average. On
the other hand, the data according to the gender of the respondents show that differences
in the attitudes toward socialist Yugoslavia between men and women are not statistically
significant (r = 0.042; p = 0.064). In the end, the data of this research survey only partially
confirmed the assumption that the pro-Yugoslav orientation is more pronounced in the
rural compared to the urban environment. Differences by type of settlement are statisti-
cally significant, but the connection is too weak to speak of the actual correlation (r =
0,100; p = 0,000).

The analysis of the differences in attitudes towards socialist Yugoslavia continued
by examining the impact of class-layer and financial inequalities and the employment
status on the culture of memory.2? Tukey’s honest significance test of the Yugo-nostalgia
index according to social classes or layers showed that there are some structural
differences that lead the respondents to accept or reject value propositions related to so-
cialist Yugoslavia. Differences between individual social layers, especially those that can
be grouped in the same class, are not always statistically significant, as all social layers
have relatively high average scores on the scale. However, it is quite clear that there is a
statistically significant difference between those at the top of the social hierarchy; in this
case, small entrepreneurs and professionals in the middle class, and those at the very bot-
tom of the social hierarchy, that is, small farmers, unskilled and semi-skilled workers as
a lower stratum of the working class, who have proven to be most inclined to agree with
pro-Yugoslav attitudes. When the same statistical procedure is applied to the differences
in economic position, a very similar distinction is observed between subjects with a lower
economic position and those with a high and high-medium economic position

22 The differences in the degree of Yugo-nostalgia between the social layers were analyzed: 1) small
and micro entrepreneurs, directors of lower rank and large farmers; 2) professionals, also the self-
employed, free professions and managers of lower rank with university education; 3) clerks and
technicians, also self-employed, free professions and managers of lower rank without university
education; 4) skilled workers and highly skilled workers; 5) small farmers; 6) unskilled and semi-
skilled workers.

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The Pearson correlation coefficient confirms the statistically significant correlation be-
tween financial inequalities and the degree of agreement with pro-Yugoslav attitudes
(r =-0,161; p = 0,000). The lower the economic position, the greater the likelihood that
the attitude towards socialist Yugoslavia would be particularly positive. The employment
status does not have a statistically significant influence on the degree of Yugo-nostalgia
when employees and the unemployed are compared (r = 0.047; p = 0.121).

A more sophisticated analysis of the factors determining the degree of Yugo-nos-
talgia among the citizens of Serbia was made possible by applying a standard multiple
linear regression [Table 3). An appropriate regression model was formed, which, apart
from the previously tested independent variables??, included several additional factors.
We assumed that the attitude towards socialist Yugoslavia is shaped by a set of value
forms that a person is inclined to, so the influence of basic value orientations such as
political liberalism (as opposed to authoritarian collectivism), economic liberalism (as
opposed to redistributive etatism), nationalism, patriarchalism and authoritarianism
was examined.?

Such regression model explains a total of 13.7% of Yugo-nostalgia variance as de-
pendent variables. It was again shown that the age of the respondents (p = 0.119; p =
0.000) and affiliation with the lower working class (unskilled and semi-skilled workers) (
=0.085; p = 0.019) have a statistically significant influence on the agreement with pro-Yu-
goslav attitudes. The finding that relates to a set of value orientations predicting whether
Yugo-nostalgia will be more or less pronounced is particularly interesting. Values ranging

23 The influence of affiliation with social layers was examined by taking professionals as a reference
category, since they represent a more numerous layer of middle class.

24To this end, statistically reliable scales comprised of standard Likert-type batteries were used.
Values ranging from authoritarian collectivism to political liberalism were mea-
sured by the following statements: 1) Full freedom of speech leads to the disorganiza-
tion of society nowadays.

Patriarchalism was measured by the following statements: 1) If only one spouse is employed, it is
more natural to be the man. 2) Most household chores are by their nature more suited to women. 3)
Men are more prone to public and women to private activities. 4) It is good that women and men are
equal in marriage, butitis generally better for the man to have thelast word. Cronbachsalpha=0.772
Authoritarianism was measured by the following statements: 1) Without a leader, every nation
is as a man without a head. 2) There are two main types of people in the world, the strong and
the weak. 3) The most important thing regarding children is to teach them obedience to parents.
Cronbach’s alpha = 0.543
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from redistributive etatism to economic liberalism are statistically significant and have
the greatest impact compared to all other factors (B = -0.207; p = 0.000). Namely, the
respondents who advocated the values of redistributive etatism remembered socialist Yu-
goslavia in a more positive light than those who were prone to economic liberalism. Also,
the more respondents were inclined to authoritarianism ($ = 0.160; p = 0.000), and less to
nationalism (p = -0.148; p = 0.000), the more likely they were to show a higher degree of
Yugo-nostalgia, while the influence of patriarchalism was very weak (f = 0.074; p = 0.016).
Values ranging from authoritarian collectivism to political liberalism are not statistically
significant and show that the attitudes related to the character of the political subsystem
(freedom of speech, the independence of the judiciary and the media) have no impact on
the formation of memories of socialist Yugoslavia.

Nostalgia for Yugoslavia and/or socialism?

The analysis of the next issue enabled a deeper understanding of Yugo-nostalgia
among the citizens of Serbia, comparing the attitude to the dissolution of Yugoslavia as a
federal state and the collapse of socialism as a social and economic order. The respondents
were asked to answer whether or not Yugoslavia and/or socialism should have collapsed.
In spite of the widespread Yugo-nostalgia, it was presumed that the reflective moment is
more present than the restorative one, and that the share of citizens who believe that nei-
ther Yugoslavia nor socialism should have collapsed is significantly lower than the share
of those who agree with pro-Yugoslav statements.

Although the way questions are formulated does not indicate the desire to re-es-
tablish the Yugoslav and/or socialist order, it is striking that only 13.7% of the citizens?
believed that Yugoslavia and socialism should have collapsed, that less than one-seventh
of the respondents agreed with the historical act of the breakdown of socialist Yugoslavia.
All others considered that the state or the social order of the SFRY should have survived,
with more than half of the citizens (58.1%) believing that neither socialism nor Yugoslavia
should have collapsed .

Almost a quarter of citizens (24.2%) thought that it would be better if the federal
state had survived, and that only socialism had failed, having proved to be insufficiently
efficient in the context of the hegemonic capitalist mode of business. In this regard, one
should not ignore the fact that as much as 82.3% of citizens considered that the federal
state should not have collapsed, despite the post-Yugoslav politics of consolidating the na-
tion and the nationalist revisions of history.

Only 4% of citizens thought that the federation should have collapsed as opposed
to socialism that was supposed to be retained. This means that a total of 28.2% of citi-
zens made a clear distinction between the state and the social order, with many more
complaining about the collapse of Yugoslavia than that of socialism. This finding can be
considered an indicator of the influence of official memory politics, with the global an-
ti-totalitarian framework of remembering socialism as an outdated form of social order
showing itself more influential than the nationalist framework of remembering Yugoslavia
as the “dungeon of nations”. Nevertheless, a large proportion of respondents considered

25 This, however, is a significantly higher percentage than the share of respondents with anti-Yugo-
slav attitudes (4.4%). It is evident that, with the introduction of a new category - the socialist social
system - citizens attitudes were somewhat altered.

it would be better if socialism had not collapsed, in the old or in the new state (62.1%),
supports the fact that the impact of the memory politics has a limited range, because the
dissatisfaction with the current systemic transformation, on the model of capitalist coun-
tries, is widespread.?®

Conclusion

The memory of socialist Yugoslavia that Serbian citizens have, recorded in the period
of a rapid transformation of society, is very positive, which can be understood as a con-
sequence of a dissatisfaction with the conditions of life in the post-socialist period. The
prevalence of Yugo-nostalgia, that is, the fact that more than three-quarters of citizens
agreed with pro-Yugoslav attitudes, is somewhat surprising. The respondents’ answers
polarized on none of the claims related to different aspects of social life in the SFRY. In
addition, four-fifths of the interviewed citizens believed that Yugoslavia should not have
collapsed, and almost two-thirds believed that socialism should not have collapsed. Based
on the above, it is suggested that the official memory politics and the institutional review
of history have not had far-reaching effects.

Memories of socialist Yugoslavia are to a great extent conditioned by sociodemo-
graphic and socioeconomic characteristics of individuals and the mix of their value
orientations. The combined effect of factors such as age, low class-layer position, pref-
erence for redistributive etatism and authoritarianism, and a distance from national-
ism, determines how individuals will evaluate the living conditions in socialist Yu-
goslavia compared to the present situation. It is no coincidence that Yugo-nostalgia
is more felt by members of social groups affected by systemic changes, as well as all
those who recognize the importance of social security, solidarity and redistribution of
resources to society as a whole, gradually abandoned in the period of the stabilization
of the capitalist order. A dissatisfaction with the quality of life caused by the economic
consequences of post-socialist transformation, but also the global economic crisis felt
in Serbia with some delay, is the main reason Yugoslavia is perceived as the last strong-
hold of decent life.
