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Abstract: This research paper is the result of the research of the print media KnjiZzevne
novine, Knjizevna rec, Pravoslavlje, NIN and Duga in the course of 1986/1987 by using the
method of content analysis. The research was conducted on the complete available mate-
rial for the years 1986 and 1987. In some parts of the text and in the context of events,
the analysis included printed media that are outside of the timeline of this research. By
analysing the content of the abovementioned periodicals, the author concluded that the
Serbian intelligentsia was homogenous in protecting Serbian national interests in Kosovo
and Metohija. This can largely be attributed to complex social and political circumstances
in which the population of Serbs, clergy and monks, as well as the sacral property of the
Serbian Orthodox Church in Kosovo and Metohija, were exposed to constant violence
by the Albanian majority. Under such conditions, the Kosovo myth served to the Serbian
intelligentsia as the cultural foundation for the homogenization of national conscious-
ness. In addition, according to the legal restrictions imposed by the 1974 Constitution, the
Socialist Republic of Serbia was politically powerless to resolve the evident issues arising
in Kosovo and Metohija. The Serbian intelligentsia, namely journalists, writers, artists,
scientists, academicians and clergy of the Serbian Orthodox Church, tried to make up for
such political vacuum. By highlighting the Kosovo myth and raising the Serbian national
question, the public opinion in Serbia was created that it was necessary to redefine the
national position of Serbs in the SFRY.
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Introductory Notes

Social circumstances in Serbia in the mid-1980s were quite complex. With the 1974
Constitution, Serbia became a kind of “hostage” of its autonomous provinces, which, in
addition to certain state symbols (flag, hymn, coat of arms) had de facto and de jure ele-
ments of statehood (see Basc¢arevi¢, 2013). In that way, Serbia was in a confederal position
in relation to its autonomous provinces. The provinces had their own political bodies,
Assembly, government, independent judicial organs and, to a certain extent, police force
(especially the Autonomous Province of Kosovo, in which police officers were dominantly
ethnic Albanians), and most importantly, the right to veto. That right made it so that no
political decision in the central part of the Republic of Serbia could be adopted without
the consent of its autonomous provinces. On the other hand, taking advantage of their
independent position, extremist Albanians in the territory of the Autonomous Province
of Kosovo strove to ethnically homogenize the territory of Kosovo and Metohija, system-
atically, through various forms of pressure and violence against the Serbian population.
In fact, when the Constitution was changed, i.e. from the latter half of the 1970s, and
especially after the Albanian protests in 1981, Serbs in settlements with mixed population
in Metohija and central Kosovo started first gradually, and later more intensively, to sell
their estates, houses and flats, and to move to the central part of Serbia. Of course, all of
that could not have gone unnoticed. As a result, numerous committees created by the de-
cisions of the Serbian Government and independent bodies testified that the migration of
the Serbian population was caused by numerous forms of pressure and violence (inability
to get a job, threats, intimidation, property theft, verbal and physical assault, murder, rape,
etc.) perpetrated by the majority Albanian population. Individual complaints of Serbs to
provincial judicial and executive bodies yielded practically no results due to obstruction
at all levels, from police investigations to court proceedings and verdicts. Besides Serbs’
private property, the property of the Serbian Orthodox Church was also targeted by the
attacks, most commonly centuries-old Serbian sacred structures (monasteries in Meto-
hija were threatened the most: Devi¢, Zociste, Decani, Patriarchate of Pe¢), the clergy
and monks. The pattern of violence was identical: verbal and physical assaults against the
clergy and monks, desecration and robbing of churches and monasteries, usurpation of
monastery grounds, cutting of forests, burning of crops, etc. The Government of the Re-
public of Serbia responded sharply. On numerous occasions in 1986/1987, political lead-
ers of the Republic of Serbia visited Kosovo and Metohija, warning the political leaders in
the Autonomous Province to take a more intensive stance to protect the rights of Serbs.
However, due to the restrictions imposed by the 1974 Constitution, the Serbian leader-
ship was unable to provide Serbs with any concrete support past its rhetoric. On the other
hand, Albanian political representatives in Kosovo and Metohija took advantage of this,
reacting mildly, often negating the obvious violence, whitewashing and covering up vio-
lent events, and sometimes even directly protecting the Albanian perpetrators. The public
in Serbia was thoroughly informed about everything via electronic and print media, and
reacted very strongly. Journalists, particularly those of the weekly NIN and biweekly Duga,
meticulously and factually reported on every kind of violence against the Serbian popula-
tion and property and clergy of the Serbian Orthodox Church in Kosovo and Metohija. In
addition to journalists, Serbian intellectuals gathered in the Association of Serbian Writ-
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ers, Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts and Serbian Orthodox Church took a decisive
stance to protect Serbian national interests. Periodicals Knjizevne novine, Knjizevna re¢
and Pravoslavlje published numerous texts dedicated to the analysis of the circumstances
in Kosovo and Metohija, reviews of the consequences of the 1974 Constitution, migration
of the Serbian population from Kosovo and Metohija, violence and pressure, and by plac-
ing emphasis on the Kosovo myth, endeavoured to spark the Serbian national conscious-
ness and direct the Serbian social, political and cultural public and public opinion towards
the protection of Serbian national interests (see Bas¢arevié, 2017).

1. On the sample, method and technique of the research

The research was conducted on the complete available material of print media: the
weekly NIN and bimonthly Duga, along with Knjizevne novine (Literary Papers) — maga-
zine of the Serbian Literary Cooperative, Pravoslavlje (Orthodoxy), the print medium is-
sued by the Serbian Patriarchate and KnjiZevna re¢ (Literary Word), the journal of the
Literary Youth of Serbia for literature, art, culture and social issues, in the period from
January 1, 1986 to December 31, 1987. In addition to content analysis, we also used the
analysis of the historical context in which the texts subject to content analysis were cre-
ated; this analysis entails the placement of the discourse in the appropriate social and
historical context. In some parts of the text and in the context of events, the analysis in-
cluded print media that are outside of the timeline of this research. Using quantitative
analysis, we have first established 1) the total number of texts dealing with the events in
Kosovo and Metohija during the 1980s, 2) the diversity of their topics, 3) the timeline of
their publishing, 4) the significance given to them based on the number of the page where
they were printed, i.e. their positioning in the print medium that indirectly suggests the
topic’s significance. On the other hand, a qualitative approach was used to gain insight
into 1) the content of the text, 2) the author’s position, 3) the message sent to the reader-
ship by such a text, and 4) the extent to which the content itself explicitly and implicitly
points to the author’s need to incite the awakening of national consciousness, its strength-
ening and later mobilization. The unit of analysis was every text that covers the social,
political, cultural and economic circumstances in Kosovo and Metohija, whose actors are
individuals or entire social groups, regardless of their ethnicity, religion and social mark-
ings (gender, age, place of residence, etc.). First of all, we believe that the selected period
under review (1986 — 1987) best illustrates the actions and role of the Serbian intellectual
elite in Socialist Yugoslavia and its engagement in the promotion of national interests,
with the Kosovo myth being the primary tool and cohesive factor in homogenizing the
Serbian national consciousness. Also, if research conducted thus far is any indication, the
systematic censorship of media content left insufficient room to actualize any ideas that
would disrupt the official political concept. For this reason, the selection of material for
the content analysis had to be restricted to the print media whose editorial policies found
a way to strike a balance between the requests of the official policy, on the one hand, and
critical intellectuals, on the other. The selection of print media used in the content analysis
also factored in their reputation, contemporaneity and reach, which was best seen from
their circulation. Namely, even though these print media were uneven in terms of page
volume (e.g. the weekly NIN and biweekly Duga were printed on an average of 70 pages
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throughout the entire observed period, while the other biweeklies averaged the following
number of pages: Pravoslavlje - 16, Knjizevne novine - 20 and KnjiZevna re¢ — 28 pages),
we believe that their impact on the formation of opinions of the Serbian intelligentsia, and
the public opinion in Serbia, was very significant.? shows the results of the total
number of units of analysis and the overall volume of pages in which the units of analysis
are located, by year of issue and the print medium in the period 1986 — 1987. During this
period, there were a total of 400 units of analysis with the total volume of 802 pages. By
individual print medium, the results are as follows: in NIN - 169 units of analysis, volume
450 pages; in Duga, 52 units of analysis, volume 166 pages; in Pravoslavlje - 66 texts that
constituted a unit of content analysis, on as many pages; in KnjiZevne novine — 40 units of
analysis, volume 47 pages; and in KnjiZzevna re¢ — 73 texts that were the subject of content
analysis, on as many pages (see[Table 1.

Also, the total number of units of analysis located on the initial pages (1-6) of all
of the observed print media in the period 1986-1987 equalled 24%, of which the ma-
jority was in Knjizevna re¢ (63.5%), followed by KnjiZevne novine (28.85%), Pravoslavlje
(17.3%), while the equal percentage (11.54%) of texts was located in the weekly NIN and
biweekly Duga (see[Table 2].

2. Serbia in the second half of the 1980s. Analysis
of research results

In addition to the total number of texts and their volume of pages, and the numera-
tion of the pages where the texts were published, the quantitative content analysis also
included the topics of texts, where the code of categories was created after multiple read-
throughs of the texts. In this regard, we highlighted: 1) texts concerned with the criticism
of the 1974 Constitution, 2) the 1981 protests of Albanians, 3) texts covering individual
events in Kosovo and Metohija (various forms of violence and pressure against individu-
als and social groups, various forms of violence and pressure against the property and
clergy of the Serbian Orthodox Church, migration of the population from SAP Kosovo,
personal accounts as experiences of individuals concerning various forms of pressure and
violence). Also analysed were 4) texts offering an institutional solution in Kosovo and
Metohija (positions of certain political officials at the federal, republic or provincial level
in relation to the political situation in Kosovo and Metohija and the resolution of the crisis
in this Province, the opinions of the intelligentsia from other Yugoslav republics in rela-
tion to the political situation in Kosovo and Metohija, and the resolution of the crisis in
this Province). Finally, the quantitative content analysis specified 5) various forms of artic-
ulating the topic, as follows: texts based on the poetic/literary, historical or demographic
discourse, texts from various journalism genres: research and analyses, interviews, re-
ports on specific events, etc., texts whose discourse is: cultural, educational or economic
circumstances in Kosovo and Metohija. In this regard, by topic of the texts in the period
1986-1987, we may conclude the following: the majority of the texts (76 in total, 19%)
covered the various forms of pressure and violence to which the Serbian population in
the Autonomous Province of Kosovo was exposed. At the same time, a total of 57 texts

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(14.25%) covered the emigration of the Serbian population from Kosovo and Metohija,
while 50 (14%) reported on the various forms of pressure and violence against the clergy
and property of the Serbian Orthodox Church. The effect achieved in the public by these
topics was accentuated by personal accounts and testimonies of the Serbian people who
were victims of pressure and violence. Specifically, there were 31 personal accounts of
individuals (7.75%). Further, 21 texts (5.25%) presented the views of the intelligentsia in
other Yugoslav republics, 8 texts (2%) covered the 1981 protests of Albanians in Kosovo,
while 5 texts (1.25%) conveyed the opinions of the political elite at the federal, republic
and provincial level. Also, a total of 4 texts (1%) directly addressed the shortcomings of
the 1974 Constitution (see [Table 3.

During the same period, in addition to the political discourse through which each of
the topics of units of analysis was expressed, the texts were articulated as follows: a total of
85 texts (21.25%) were expressed as reports on various topics, informing about the events
in Kosovo and Metohija. A total of 70 texts (17.5%) strove to substantiate the thesis of the
continuous Serbian sacrifice in Kosovo and Metohija through a historical discourse, aim-
ing to present the current situation in this manner. The poetic/literary discourse, in which
a total of 50 texts (12.5%) were articulated, largely promoted the Kosovo myth, which,
as has been mentioned, aims to be the cultural basis for the homogenization of the Ser-
bian national consciousness. A total of 21 texts (5.25%) explained the political situation
in Kosovo and Metohija through analyses and research, and the same number of texts ad-
dressed the culture, education and economy in this autonomous province, while 15 units
of analysis (3.75%) were interviews (see[Table 4).

The content analysis of the print media KnjiZzevne novine, Knjizevna re¢, Pravoslavije,
NIN and Duga in the period 1986/1987 found the following: 1) firstly, the entire Serbian
intelligentsia gathered in the Association of Serbian Writers, Serbian Orthodox Church, and
Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts was mobilized so as to resolve the problems of Serbs in
Kosovo and Metohija; 2) Serbian intellectuals strove to mobilize the entire Serbian public
through the media; 3) the Kosovo myth was the basis for the awakening of the patriotic feel-
ings of the Serbian people, and the main marking of Serbian national identity; 4) it was un-
derlined that the national position of Serbs in the territory of the Republic of Serbia, includ-
ing the autonomous provinces, must be redefined; 5) the Autonomous Province of Kosovo
must be returned to the jurisdiction of the Republic of Serbia; 6) the events in Kosovo and
Metohija were the political trigger of such views. Namely, the Serbian population and Serbian
cultural heritage in Kosovo and Metohija were constantly exposed to various forms of pres-
sure and violence. This resulted in dissatisfaction, insecurity, existential risk, migration and
protests against such unsustainable condition. On the other hand, a feeling of empathy and
solidarity grew in the Serbian public. At the same time, the cultural basis for the patriotic
feelings was the Kosovo myth, as the centuries-old pattern of the homogenization of the
Serbian national consciousness, and one of the markings of Serbian national identity. In this
way, through the “awakening” of the Serbian national consciousness, the basis was being
created to redefine the position of the Serbian national community in the SFRY. In late 1985
already, and more explicitly in 1986, Serbs in Kosovo and Metohija endeavoured to draw the
attention of the Serbian and, ultimately, Yugoslav public, to the evident problem in SAP
Kosovo, which, as we have said, gained de jure elements of statehood by the 1974 Constitu-
tion. In September 1985, a petition of 2016 Serbs from Kosovo and Metohija was organized,

which gathered around 80,000 signatures more in a few months. The petition was also print-
ed in Knjizevne novine, issue 700-701 of December 15, 1985, so as to acquaint the wider
public with it.* Despite the evident political will in the Republic of Serbia, the appeals of
Kosovo Serbs were largely futile, mostly due to the limited jurisdiction of the Republic gov-
ernment. As of that moment, the intellectuals in Serbia strove to act as a “cooperative” op-
position to the ruling elite. To be more exact, the intellectuals said everything that the repub-
lic political leaders in Serbia had to keep quiet about for the sake of political correctness and
labelling that took place under the veil of “Greater Serbian nationalism”. In addition to jour-
nalists, particularly active were some members of the Association of Serbian Writers, Serbian
Orthodox Church, and Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts. Soon after the petition orga-
nized by Serbs in Kosovo and Metohija, another petition followed, signed by 211 Serbian
intellectuals in January 1986. This petition was important for two reasons. First, it showed
the resolve of the Serbian intelligentsia to accept the role of an alternative political force and
secondly, the text declared the aims of the radical political change in Kosovo and Metohija.
The main request was to introduce the rule of law and the observance of democratic prin-
ciples. The petition made mention of the centuries of sacrifice of the Serbian people through
the creation first of its national state and then the two Yugoslavias. The petition invited the
federal and republic authorities to put a stop to the Albanian aggression against the Serbs in
Kosovo and Metohija, and to qualify the Serbian emigration from this province as centuries-
old genocide. It also criticized the 1974 Constitution, which imposed a subordinate position
on central Serbia relative to its autonomous provinces. In this way, the entire system of
changes proposed by the Serbian intelligentsia entailed the return of jurisdiction of the Re-
public of Serbia over its provinces, i.e. its centralization in terms of political organization.
The list of petition signees surpassed all previous individual efforts to mobilize the “Serbian
national corpus” for the defence of Serbs in Kosovo and Metohija, both in terms of numbers
and significance. The signees included: university professors, scientists, members of the Ser-
bian Academy of Sciences and Arts, attorneys, architects, artists, writers, actors, directors,
musicians, journalists, retired Yugoslav army generals, and bishops of the Serbian Orthodox
Church. The petition was represented by all currents, as a matter of speaking, that would
later crystallize within the Serbian intelligentsia, and go on to become leaders or members of

4 Namely, “the requests of 2016 Serbs from Kosovo and Metohija” were presented in 15 points:
1) guarantee of the exercise of fundamental human rights guaranteed by the SFRY Constitution;
2) FR Serbia should get the same status as the other Yugoslav republics; 3) all Greater Albania
nationalists should be excluded from the ruling bodies of SAP Kosovo; 4) the names of the cre-
ators of the project of genocide of Serbs in Kosovo should be publicly released, regardless of their
position in the SFRY; 5) hospitality should be denied to immigrants from the People’s Republic of
Albania arrived after 1941, of which there are around 260,000, as they say; 6) all purchase and sale
agreements relating to Serbian estates in Kosovo sold so far should be annulled; 7) Serbs expelled
from Kosovo should be returned; 8) supervision of court bodies in Kosovo should be conducted;
9) Serbian should be introduced as the official language in Kosovo and Metohija; 10) the Albanian

be taken into consideration as early as possible in 1986” (KnjiZzevne novine, 1985, p. 3).
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newly formed political parties after 1990. These facts support the existence of a consensus
among the Serbian intelligentsia of the time that it is necessary to support Serbs in Kosovo
and Metohija. The liberal emphasis of this petition was sufficiently strong to keep together
this huge and, ultimately, unstable coalition (Dragovi¢ — Soso, 2004, p. 209). In mid-1986,
more intense protests of Serbs began in Kosovo Polje, a settlement in central Kosovo near
Pristina, which was designated as the seat of the movement for the protection of the rights of
Serbs in Kosovo and Metohija, along with constant trips to Belgrade so as to present the re-
quests for the resolution of Serbs’ problems in the southern province before the republic and
federal assemblies. At the same time, the strong support by the Serbian intelligentsia was
seen in the texts published in print media and TV reports. During this period, scientific
studies were written dealing with the analysis of the historic relations between Serbs and
Albanians, such as Knjiga o Kosovu (The Book on Kosovo, 1986) by Dimitrije Bogdanovi¢,
along with literary and artistic works focused on the alternatives to the predominant and
commonly accepted history. Examples include Knjiga o Milutinu (The Book of Milutin, 1986)
by Danko Popovi¢, Ruski konzul (The Russian Consul, 1987) by Vuk Draskovi¢, and the col-
lection of poems Izgon (Exit, 1985) by Milan Komneni¢. Dusan T. Batakovi¢ wrote a text
entitled Kosovo in the historical awareness of our time, an interview with Dimitrije Bogdanovié
published in Knjizevna rec, issue 272 of February 16, 1986, which conveys the following
positions of this author, who, speaking about Serbian-Albanian relations, said that: “many
things were turned upside down, many politically very relevant facts regarding Serbian-Al-
banian relations were supressed or forgotten. As if everything began a day or two ago, no
further than the Balkan War in 1912 and the creation of Albania in 1913. It is therefore
necessary to provide people with reliable historiographic information so as to learn about
the true extent of the problem, and so that as a people and a multinational community we
may defend ourselves from fallacies and mystifications, from half-truths and unfounded
complexes that are methodically planted on us precisely from those sources” (Bogdanovic,
1986, p. 18). D. Bogdanovi¢ reached a conclusion that “there is no doubt that in the history
of the Serbian people, Kosovo and Metohija are a central area with the greatest concentration
of the Serbian population, with extremely high economic potential in all economic branch-
es, with developed cities and such artistic achievements, without which the culture of the
Serbian people could not be imagined. This is why Kosovo is a symbol of Serbian statehood
and culture, something akin to a holy land of the Serbian people. It is made holy in particular
by the living, unforgettable memory of the Battle of Kosovo on Vidovdan (which is, com-
ment by LB.), in the series of great battles of European peoples (along with Thermopylae,
Poitiers, Kulikovo and others), a symbol of commitment to the values of a fully-fledged civi-
lization, a symbol of the national identity of the Serbian people” (Bogdanovi¢, 1986, p. 18).
In the same issue of Knjizevna rec, an overview of Knjiga o Kosovu by Dimitrije Bogdanovi¢
was printed, prepared by Rado$ Ljusi¢. The author of the overview believes that this is a book
“about the struggle of Serbs and Albanians for Kosovo and the incessant migration to the
central part of the Balkans and from it. One would say, a centuries-old problem. The reader
will only be imposed the fundamental idea, which is that the Serbian people may be weary
from the centuries of battle against not just Albanians, but also Turks, Bulgarians, Austrians,
Germans and various other visible and invisible forces, and that lately they have been low in
spirit. As opposed to the Serbs, the Albanians neither had that many opponents, nor did they
spend their physical and spiritual strength in the creation of their national state. Not ex-
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hausted by that struggle, the Albanians expressed all the strength of national romanticism in
the socialist period” (Ljusi¢, 1986, p. 25). The case was similar with the collection of poems
Exit by Milan Komneni¢, which also attracted the interest of the Serbian public. First,
Knjizevne novine, issue 683 of March 1, 1985, p. 2 published parts of this book of poetry,
which was conceived to speak about the expulsion of the Serbian people from Kosovo and
Metohija. Also, Knjizevne novine, issue 700-701 of December 15, 1985 printed the Selection
from the collection of poems Exit, in particular the poems Lab and Sitnica, Zal za Metohijom
(Yearning for Metohija), Dakovica. Knjizevna rec, issue 294 of 10 February 1987, p. 13, print-
ed Milan Komneni¢, excerpts from the collection of poems Exit: Jesenji rasvit u Podujevu (Au-
tumn dawn in Podujevo), Musutiste, Strasni sud u Gracanici (Last Judgement in Gradanica),
Ridanica (Tearjerker). In Knjizevna rec, issue 300 of May 1987, Milutin Sreckovi¢, in a text
entitled Ridanice o Kosovu (Tearjerkers about Kosovo), expressed his belief that “in the col-
lection of poems Exit by Milan Komneni¢, the poems are about the reality of the Serbian
people in Kosovo, their ancient hearth, about the genocide committed against them by the
Albanian separatists (who want, comment by LB.) an ethnically pure Kosovo, and with that
aim commit terror whose soullessness is unmatched in the ethical and legal experience of
European peoples. It is one of the most horrifying screams in our literature, one that comes
from the depths of history, from the sorrow of many Kosovo centuries, from these days”
(Sre¢kovi¢, 1987, p. 25). Further, in KnjiZevne novine, issue 740 of October 15, 1987, Slobo-
dan Rakiti¢, in a text entitled Songs about the exodus - a collection of poems Exit, underlines:
“As if the entire history of Serbs is one large exodus, one escape and constant search for a
place for a cradle and a grave. That Serbian escape has been happening for several centuries
as the only national continuity. Certain parallelisms impose themselves in the reading of
Exit. In the church SamodreZa the Serbian army took part in communion on the eve of the
Battle of Kosovo. Today, SamodreZa is the symbol of one of the most tragic events in recent
Serbian and, if you will, European history — the murder of a son before the mother’s eyes. > Is
Kosovo our destiny?” (Rakiti¢, 1987, p. 13). An incentive to a review of history came due to
the escalation of the conflict in Kosovo and Metohija and the increasingly more noticeable
physical violence against the Serbian population. The most striking example was the

5> This concerns the murder of Danilo Milin¢i¢ from the village of SamodreZa, near Vucitrn in Kosovo,
on June 2, 1982. In Pravoslavje, issue 367 of July 1, 1982, in the text entitled The Milinci¢ family has
not left Kosovo, there is a detailed description of Milin¢i¢’s murder according to the testimony of his
mother Danica Milin¢i¢, which was televised (in the show “Monitor” broadcast on TV Belgrade on
June 10, 1982, Danica, with her younger son, answers reporters’ questions and talks about the event).
Atanasije Jevti¢ says in this text: “Unfortunately, young people were also involved in the brutal and
insidious murder of Danilo Milin¢i¢ in the village of SamodreZa. Danilo’s grieving mother tried in
vain to protect her son with her own body, getting wounded in the hand with which she had protected
his son’s heart. The poor woman, widowed a long time ago — her husband had been killed fifteen years
ago (the perpetrator has not been found yet, certainly from the same surroundings!) — remained with
her widowed daughter-in-law and Danilos infants (one of the children has not even been born yet),
she stayed sobbing and crying; we also witnessed those tears. She came to us for help and protection.
“This is the Albanian country of Enver Hoxha”, fumed Ferati (the murderer), said the old lady, only
to be stopped by tears. It is difficult, but it’s better for them to leave. We ourselves left Samodreza four
years ago. We left behind a large estate, a new house, halfway built. We could not resist the pressure we
were experiencing. We had complained, but received no help, said Sofija Stojanovi¢ (70), who came
from Belgrade to take in her neighbours, the Milin¢i¢ family” (Urosevi¢, 1982, p. 3).

“Martinovi¢ case“® In Knjizevna rec, issue 292 of January 10, 1987, Milovan Danojli¢, in a
text entitled The Martinovi¢ Case, provides an overview of the book by Svetislav Spasojevi¢,
The Martinovié Case, and in short describes in the text the event and what occurred later in
hospitals across the country and in court. He further concludes that, according to the court
report, B. Martinovi¢ was “neither wrong nor right, neither wronged nor committed a
wrong’, and asks how that is possible. According to the author, those guilty were among the
leadership of the state that hoped, by concealing the crime, to equalize the intolerance among
the peoples and conceal the actual condition in Kosovo and Metohija (Danojli¢, 1987, p. 5).
According to a large part of the Serbian intelligentsia, this event was a symbol of the suffering
of Kosovo Serbs. In his collection of poems Exit, Milan Komneni¢ dedicated a poem to “The
bottle of Porde Martinovi¢”. Mica Popovi¢ painted a work entitled “May I, 1985”. The paint-
ing shows Dorde Martinovi¢ on a cross being raised by Albanians with a glass pointed to-
wards him, while members of the police are standing around and silently watching it happen
(NIN, 1989, p. 43). A very dramatic image of the suffering of D. Martinovi¢ was put forth by
academicians of the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts, creators and signees of the fa-
mous unfinished Memorandum of 1986:” In their opinion, the “Martinovi¢ case” was sig-
nificant not only because of the extreme, unprecedented violence evocative of the darkest
times of Turkish impalement, but also because of the stubborn refusal to establish and admit
the truth in a regular court procedure. Instead of this serving as a cause for the confirmation
of the supreme worth of the law and human rights, the case was seen in Kosovo as an op-
portunity to put to the forefront the sovereignty of the province, and to impose on FR Serbia
the principle of “not meddling with the internal dealings of the province, as if the relations
between them were transnational or international” (Memorandum of the Serbian Academy

¢ Dorde Martinovi¢ from the vicinity of Gnjilane was allegedly impaled on a bottle in May 1985. The
case was never resolved. Findings by Pristina doctors reported that B. Martinovi¢ had hurt him-
self while stimulating himself, while the findings of Belgrade and international doctors pointed to
severe physical injuries caused by multiple persons. The federal authorities accepted the Pristina
findings and published them as the official version of the events, which led to an even greater
confrontation with the Serbian intelligentsia, and to negative consequences in the Serbian public.
Also, in other Yugoslav republics, this event served as a cause for another wave of cynicism. The
Croatian weekly Danas, in an article signed by the editor himself, states that D. Martinovi¢’s claims
of having been assaulted by the Albanians were an attempt to avoid the badge of shame of his
surroundings and conceal his own homosexual tendencies. The weekly Vjesnik published a text
in a similar tone, saying that the self-injury of . Martinovi¢ was an attempt to use the growing
hysteria against Albanian nationalism, and is as shameful an act as is the act of which the Albanian
nationalists are being accused. However, the “Martinovi¢ case”, due to all the controversy that
accompanied it, caused unprecedented interest by the public, and was a turning point towards
“reigniting” the Kosovo myth and the rise in the national and patriotic sentiment of Serbs (see
Spasojevi¢, 1986).

The draft document was published to the public in the daily Vecernje novosti in two editions, on
September 24 and 25, 1986. The memorandum immediately sparked strong reactions in the SFRY,
due to its views on the state of the nation and the requests for a thorough reorganization of the
country. Its main claim was that decentralization leads to the disintegration of Yugoslavia, and
that the Serbs are discriminated against by the Yugoslav Constitution. A large part of the public,
political and cultural elite of the former SFR Yugoslavia, Serbia included, saw this document as an
expression of “Greater Serbian nationalism”, which it of course was not.
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of Sciences and Arts (draft), 1986). In 1986, Serbs from Kosovo and Metohija started to in-
tensively come in massive numbers to the Yugoslav capital. In KnjiZevne novine, issue 708 of
April 15, 1986, Biserka Mati¢ in the text People from Kosovo speak, conveyed the statements
of Serbs in Kosovo and Metohija about their suffering, which they had stated in the SFRY
National Assembly on February 26, 1986, and in Sava Centar in Belgrade on April 7, 1986. It
is estimated that around a hundred of them came to the National Assembly, while 550 of
them were counted in Sava Centar (Mati¢, 1986, p. 1). Also, Milorad Vucelié, in the same
issue, in a text entitled Kosovo - a drama of power and responsibility, reported extensively
about the past events in which Serbs from Kosovo and Metohija participated, from the peti-
tion in 1985 up to their arrival to the federal and republic Assembly and Sava Centar in mid-
1986, criticizing the media of other SFRY republics, mainly Slovenia and Croatia, for their
lack of activity and indecisiveness to see the Kosovo problem as a Yugoslav problem and, as
such, resolve it in the proper way (Vuceli¢, 1986, p. 3). Further, in KnjiZevne novine, issue
713-714 of July 1, 1986, Svetislav Spasojevi¢, in the text Yugoslavia, save us, reports that a
column of around 3,000 Serbs of all ages started for Belgrade from Kosovo and Metohija, but
were stopped on the road between Kosovo Polje and Pristina. This was evidenced by the
photograph on the front page of Knjizevna rec, issue 292 of January 10, 1987, which TAN-
JUG proclaimed the best photograph of the year 1986. Incidentally, these people were the
inhabitants of the village Batuse near Kosovo Polje, who were joined by the people from
other villages in the province. Everything happened in the night between June 19 and 20,
19868. The reason for their protest was the fact that four Albanian families had moved to this
village since 1981. Until then, the entire village had exclusively been populated by Serbs. This
emotional and harrowing text describes the entire event (Spasojevi¢, 1986, p. 3). At the time,
news from Kosovo and Metohija came on a daily basis, about individual criminal acts against
the Serbian population, the rising percentage of Serb emigration, attacks against their prop-
erty, and the property, clergy and monks of the Serbian Orthodox Church.” A consensus

8 In Knjizevna re¢, issue 321 of May 10, 1988, the journalist Radosav Stojanovi¢, accompanied his
text entitled Photo from Kosovo stopped TANJUG tradition with a “contentious” photo of the
events that took place on June 20, 1986. The photo showed a police cordon preventing a group of
Serbs from the central part of Kosovo and Metohija from moving towards Belgrade. In between
the cordon and the citizens there is an older person lying on the ground, a Kosovo villager wearing
a traditional Serbian hat called sajkaca (his name was Boza Markovi¢). The author of the photo-
graph entitled No comment was Dragan Jovanovi¢. It was pronounced the best photograph of 1986
by the TANJUG jury. However, for political reasons, the author did not receive the award, and
TANJUG stopped organizing such contests (Stojanovi¢, 1988, p. 2). In the magazine Pravoslavije,
issue 507 of May 1, 1988, Radivoj Papi¢ wrote that Boza Markovi¢ had died. On two occasions, Mr
Markovi¢, known as Uncle BozZa, had led the Serbs from the Kosovo village Batuse to the SFRY
assembly and Congress Centre “Sava”. Incidentally, as the author of the text goes on to explain, the
photograph of this man lying in front of a police cordon preventing Serbs from Batuse from mov-
ing towards Belgrade, was pronounced the best photograph of the year 1986 by TANJUG (Papic,
1988, pp. 10-11).

Duga, issue 330 of October 18-31, 1986, published a text by Dragoljub Golubovi¢ entitled The
children were playing, where he says, among other things: “We are still receiving news of rape
from Kosovo. Some are reported, some are concealed out of fear of humiliation, and even out of
pointlessness of saying anything at all. Sometimes the stories are overblown, which also shows
that the separatists managed to sow fear in Serbian and Montenegrin families through violence

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among the Serbian intelligentsia regarding the question of Kosovo and Metohija is con-
firmed by the statement of Dusan Kovacevi¢, reported by Vanja Buli¢, in a text entitled The
writer is not an avenger, published in Duga, issue 329 of October 4-17, 1986, as an interview
with Dusan Kovacevi¢. Asked by the journalist about his opinion concerning the Kosovo
problem, D. Kovadevi¢ answers: it is the same as that of all other powerless and worried
people. We will not resolve Kosovoss fate in bars and our homes. When you see three people
talking in Belgrade, you can be certain they're talking about Kosovo. When you see four
people sitting down in silence, know that they talked about Kosovo and are now sick. This
morning again I opened the newspaper, afraid I might find in it another rape, arson or des-
ecration. When there are no murders - it’s great. I am finding something that is impermis-
sible in today’s Europe. What I'm finding in the newspaper today is how I was taught in
school that Nazism begins” (Kovacevi¢, 1986, p. 37). D. Kovacevi¢ goes on to emphasize that
those people down there, called irredentist, which everyone knows is a falsified name for
something much more severe, know very well that raping someone is much more than a
physical attack against one person. That is an attack on the morale and psyche of an entire
people. They know this and that is why they do it. How do we respond to that? Only with
heart attacks, ulcers, stress and huge amounts of tranquilizers. The Kosovo leadership says
things are getting better. Five years ago there was no knowledge of it, and in these five years
you've been getting reports of things repeating every day. So how and what is improving
now?” (Kovacevi¢, 1986, p. 38). The consensus on the “Kosovo question” in the Serbian in-
telligentsia was confirmed by a series of literary evenings held in June 1987, entitled On
Kosovo - for Kosovo. The initiator of these literary evenings was the Association of Serbian
Writers. KnjiZevne novine, issue 732 of May 15, 1987, entitled On Kosovo for Kosovo — print-
ed a notification in the form of a text stating that the presidency of the Association of Serbian
Writers had adopted a decision to organize literary evenings dedicated to Kosovo on their
premises, in which way the writers would support the efforts to overcome the tragic situation
in Kosovo as urgently as possible. 1 (Knjizevne novine, 1987, p. 2). Further, in Knjizevne
novine, issue 733 of June 1, 1987, the Association of Serbian Writers, in a text entitled On
Kosovo for Kosovo reported that the 9 consecutive evenings from May 15 to 23 had been
visited by great numbers of interested people, and that the literary evenings were an excellent
illustration of the disposition of the writers and the audience. At the final evening, Aleksan-
dar Petrov informed all participants that literary evenings would be held every Friday until
June 28. Also, the writers were invited, within their sections in cities across Serbia, to orga-
nize similar evenings, and an invitation would also be sent to the Association of Writers of
Vojvodina and Kosovo Writers’ Association. It was announced that the collection On Kosovo

They will be held continuously,
including on Saturday and Sunday” (Petrov, 1987, p. 2)
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for Kosovo would be printed. In conclusion of the ninth literary evening, Dobrica Cosi¢
stated “These days, our language is witnessing the birth of truly new, tragic poetry in the best
tradition of Serbian and European poetry, which means: in the spirit, where all man’s strug-
gles start and end, we have begun a struggle for a free Kosovo. Kosovo is again moving into
poetry, and that means into eternity” (Cosi¢, 1987, p. 4). KnjiZevne novine printed the most
prominent speeches given on literary evenings On Kosovo - for Kosovo, as a show of support
for the resolution of Yugoslavia’s greatest problem — the problem of Kosovo and Metohija.
Those literary evenings, which were attended by great numbers of people, were also frequently
visited by Serbs from Kosovo and Metohija (the victims of Albanian terror) and their represen-
tatives. For example, one protest evening was attended by Kosta Bulatovi¢, one of the leaders of
Kosovo Serbs, who was accompanied by a fourteen-year-old boy from a Kosovo village, whose
father had been murdered in 1982, and who was brutally beaten only a few months before.
Also in attendance was Dorde Martinovic’s attorney, who talked about Martinovi¢s suffering
and persecution by the authorities (Dragovi¢-Soso, 2004, p. 211). KnjiZzevne novine, issue 734
of June 15, 1987 printed the conclusions of the Assembly of all members of the Association of
Serbian Writers, held on June 7, 1987 in Belgrade. Specifically, the Assembly expressed its pos-
itive opinion about all literary evenings On Kosovo for Kosovo held thus far, emphasizing their
high degree of creativity, and appealed with the Yugoslav public to resolve the Kosovo problem
as urgently as possible. Further, the Assembly of all members of the Association of Serbian Writ-
ers “expressed its deepest concern due to the unchanged position of the Serbian people in
Kosovo and Metohija. Even after six years, the authorities continue to send out the same state-
ments that avoid naming any criminals and punishing those guilty. False symmetries are being
set up, and accusations target the press, literary forums, the independent public, victims of
misdeeds. All of this indicates powerlessness and is used to cover up crimes” (Knjizevne no-
vine, 1987, p. 2). The conclusion adds: “We are astounded that, despite of everything, to this
day, not a single resignation has been proposed in Kosovo and in SFR Yugoslavia, which would
indicate a feeling of responsibility and awakened consciousness. We are addressing the Yugo-
slav public with the request to face those responsible for genocide in Kosovo with unanimous
denunciation” (Knjizevne novine, 1987, p. 2). In Knjizevna rec, issue 303-304 of July 1987,
Aleksandar Petrov presented the Programme principles of the Association of Serbian Writers.
These programme principles were to support the political decisions already formed at the time,
to change the constitution of FR Serbia and return SAP Kosovo under the republic’s jurisdic-
tion so as to stabilize the situation in the province and rectify the unequal position of FR Serbia
in relation to other SFRY republics caused by the 1974 Constitution (see Petrov, 1987, p. 5).
Soon after, on March 28, 1989, political conditions were created to change the constitutional
amendments, and the jurisdictions of the autonomous provinces were revoked. In that way, the
Republic of Serbia gained control over the entire territory.

In place of a conclusion

Through the content analysis of print media NIN, Duga, KnjiZevne novine, Knjizevna
re¢ and Pravoslavlje, the author concluded that in the period 1986/1987 the Serbian intelli-
gentsia was homogeneous in terms of the protection of Serbian national interests in Kosovo
and Metohija. This was largely contributed by the complex social and political circumstances
in Kosovo and Metohija, in which the Serbian population, clergy and monks, and the re-
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ligious structures of the Serbian Orthodox Church, were exposed to constant violence at
the hands of the majority Albanian population. In such conditions, the Kosovo myth was
the cultural basis for the homogenization of the Serbian national consciousness. In addi-
tion, the legal restrictions arising from the 1974 Constitution rendered FR Serbia politically
powerless to resolve the problems apparent in Kosovo and Metohija. Serbian intellectuals,
more precisely journalists, writers, artists, scientists, academicians and priests of the Serbian
Orthodox Church made efforts to make up for such political vacuum. By emphasizing the
Kosovo myth as one of the factors for the homogenization of the Serbian national conscious-
ness, and by opening the Serbian national question, the opinion that it is necessary to rede-
fine the national position of Serbs in the SFRY gained support in the Serbian public. In the
period 1986/1987, the following was noted: 1) firstly, some members of the Association of
Serbian Writers, Serbian Orthodox Church and Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts were
mobilized to resolve the problem of Serbs in Kosovo and Metohija; 2) Serbian intellectuals
strove to mobilize the entire Serbian public through the media; 3) the Kosovo myth was the
basis for the awakening of the patriotic feelings of the Serbian people, and the main marking
of Serbian national identity; 4) it was underlined that the national position of the Serbian
people in the territory of the Republic of Serbia, including the autonomous provinces, must
be redefined; 5) the Autonomous Province of Kosovo must be brought back under the ju-
risdiction of the Republic of Serbia; 6) the events in Kosovo and Metohija were the political
trigger of such views. The work of the Serbian intelligentsia made up only a part of the politi-
cal action already formed at the time to change the constitution of FR Serbia and return SAP
Kosovo!! under the republic’s jurisdiction so as to stabilize the situation in the province and
rectify the unequal position of FR Serbia in relation to other SFRY republics caused by the
1974 Constitution. In 1989 already, the conditions have been created for the adoption of the
constitutional amendments, and the jurisdictions of autonomous provinces that do not be-
long to them, which are characteristic only of the states — federal members — were revoked.
In this way, the Republic of Serbia gained control over the entire territory.
