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Abstract: The text is a critical review of the study written by Dusan Ckrebi¢, the last
living highest party and state official of the SFRY and Serbia, on the role of the Comintern,
the CPY and Josip Broz Tito in the breakdown of Yugoslavia. The author’s main thesis is
that the foundations of the breakdown of Yugoslavia were laid at the Fourth Congress of
the CPY in Dresden in 1928, in line with the Comintern directive. In the book, the author
also presents his role in the attempt of the state leadership of Serbia in 1977 to amend
the Constitution of 1974, which proclaimed the autonomous provinces of Kosovo and
Vojvodina as constitutional elements of the federation.

The study written by Dusan Ckrebi¢, The Comintern. Turbulent events and their
consequences for the SFRY and Serbia published by the Serbian State Publisher of
Textbooks, Belgrade (Zavod za udzbenike Beograd) in 2018 represents a first-class
historical testimony to the controversial and largely hostile attitude and influence of
the Comintern, the most important international communist organization, towards the
Yugoslav state, the CPY, and Serbia both before and during World War II. On the other
hand, this study is also an excellent assessment of the humiliating constitutional and legal
position of Serbia in the SFRY immediately before, during and after the adoption of a
disastrous confederal Constitution of the SFRY in 1974, acting as fuel and a light motive
for the separatist and chauvinist forces of the second Yugoslavia for their work on the
disintegration of the state and the civil war that broke out at the beginning of the 1990s.
The last two chapters of this interesting monograph, dealing with the Serbian question
and attitude of Josip Broz Tito towards Serbia and the Serbian people, in methodological
terms represent small scientific studies, author’s observations and a recapitulation of his
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insights into the turbulent and, at moments, tragic fate of the Serbian people in the short,
but extraordinarily turbulent 20th century.

The biography of Dusan Ckrebi¢, the author of this study, a direct participant in some
of the most significant historical events of the 1970s and 1980s, which are the subject of
analysis in this book, and the last living supreme state and party official of the Socialist
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and the Socialist Republic of Serbia is truly impressive and
dynamic. A soldier in the third Kragujevac battalion of the elite First Proletarian Brigade,
a volunteer on the Srem front, an aeronautics student and a graduate electrical engineer, a
politician performing the most important and most responsible state and party duties in
the former Yugoslavia and Serbia: the president of the Serbian government and assembly,
the President of Serbia, the President of the League of Communists of Serbia, a member of
the highest party leadership of the League of Communists of Yugoslavia, a businessman,
the director of the soda factory in Lukavac and the President of the Serbian Chamber of
Commerce. As the holder of the highest state power in Serbia, he was the one responsible
for the rapid economic development of the country. During his tenures as the head of the
Serbian government, assembly and the state of Serbia, construction began and some of
the capital economic, national, school and health facilities were built. The University of
Kragujevac was founded, the Faculty of Pedagogy and Technical Sciences in Cacak was
established, the Belgrade-Batoc¢ina highway was built, as well as the Danube-Tisa-Danube
Channel, the Sava Center, the satellite station Prilike near Ivanjica, the Smederevo-Kovin
bridge and the construction of the Clinical Center Belgrade, Thermal Power Plant “Nikola
Tesla B” and the Hydroelectric Power Plant “Djerdap 2” began. Finally, Dusan Ckrebi¢ is
a true intellectual and a writer. What is little known, as the President of the Presidency
of Serbia, in 1984 he approved the continuation of the construction of the Temple of
St. Sava, the largest sacral Orthodox sanctuary in the Balkans. As a politician and party
official, Ckrebi¢ introduced manners to the Serbian and Yugoslav political scene which
were uncharacteristic of the political-party establishment at the time, such as expertise,
knowledge, calmness and dignity in expression and behavior, composure, intellectual
superiority.

Methodologically, this interesting study printed on 264 text pages contains the
author’s foreword and afterword, and three thematic sections with fifteen chapters. In our
opinion, the central place of this book belongs to the author’s analysis of the relationship
and influence of the Comintern towards the Yugoslav state. Following the anti-Serbian
and anti-Yugoslav path of the Comintern, Ckrebi¢ concludes that, from 1924, the CPY
accepted the disastrous directives of the Supreme Communist League from Moscow that
Yugoslavia was Versailles’ artificial bourgeois creation in which Serbs endangered all
Yugoslav nations and that this creation should be destroyed. According to the Comintern,
the Serbs were considered a hegemonic nation that oppressed all other peoples in the
Balkans. Starting from this dangerous premise, the CPY accepted the Comintern’s thesis
that, instead of the Yugoslav state, it should create new state-republics of the Yugoslav
peoples, victims of the Serbian hegemonic and occupying politics. The only bright spot in
the Yugoslav communist movement, according to Ckrebi¢, belongs to an atypical Serbian
communist Sima Markovi¢, who opposed Comintern’s directive on the disintegration of
Yugoslavia believing, on the contrary, that the Yugoslav state should survive (Ckrebic,
2018, pp. 22-24).
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According to Ckrebi¢, the crown of the anti-Yugoslav action of the Comintern and
the CPY was the Fourth Party Congress held in Dresden in 1928, when a decision was
made on the necessity of the breakdown Yugoslavia and the formation of independent
republics of Croatia, Slovenia, Macedonia, Montenegro, Albania, while also mentioning
the possibility of creation of independent Vojvodina. This Congress was also the highlight
of the Comintern’s influence on the CPY and its subordination to Stalin. The Dresden
Congress was a kind of program manifesto of the breakdown of Yugoslavia, which all
its enemies blindly followed until the disintegration of the Yugoslav state seven decades
later. The thesis that the Fourth Congress of the CPY and its decisions represented an
anti-Serbian and anti-Yugoslavian Bible, the source of the destruction of Yugoslavia, was
also given by Dr. Borisav Jovi¢, the last president of the Presidency of the SFRY, in his
books. Ckrebi¢ rightly made a historical parallel between the decisions of the Dresden
Congress on the breakdown of Yugoslavia and the dramatic events of 1991/92 and 2006.
His conclusion that Yugoslavia ceased to exist in 2006, in accordance with Comintern’s
past desire and effort, is fully well-founded.

In the second section of this book, we emphasize the chapter in which the author
writes in detail about the so-called March negotiations in 1943, taking place between the
Partisans and the Germans about the exchange of prisoners from prisons and concentration
camps, which continue to produce controversial assessments and represent a white stain
in domestic historiography. The Comintern was notified about the negotiations by Tito
only after their completion, although Tito had had the habit of informing Moscow about
all important political and military issues regularly, and often asked for their opinion. The
Comintern and Stalin’s reactions to this move were negative, especially to the German
proposal for direct talks between Tito and the Germans. Stalin harshly criticized the
negotiations, demanding detailed information from Tito and the Supreme Staff. Tito and
the Partisan side also sharply responded by expressing disappointment over Stalin’s and
the Comintern’s suspicions of the National Liberation Movements intentions. After that,
further discussion on the topic was discontinued, but the bitter feeling remained because
of the great differences of ideologically like-minded people. Ckrebi¢ here criticized Tito
for hiding the whole thing from the Yugoslav public, and only publicly speaking about it
for the first time during the celebration of the anniversary of the Battle of Neretva in 1978.

The third part of Ckrebi¢s study deals with the analysis of fateful events that
preceded or were the introduction to the disintegration of the SFRY, whose direct
participant and witness he was: constitutional changes from 1969 to 1974, the adoption
of the confederal Constitution in 1974; The Blue Book and the unsuccessful attempt of the
Serbian leadership in 1977 to change the unfavorable constitutional position of Serbia; the
unfinished Memorandum of the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts, which presented
a scientifically based diagnosis of the disadvantage of Serbia and the Serbian people in
the SFRY, and the economic lag in relation to other Yugoslav republics, the adoption of
constitutional amendments in 1989 when Serbia regained its sovereignty over the entire
territory.

Ckrebi¢ presents the basic thesis that the intention of the constitution-makers from
1974, especially Kardelj and Bakari¢ (faithful followers of the Comintern directives), was
to reduce Serbia to the so-called “narrow Serbia’, that is, to a state without statehood in the
provinces, and to grant the status of republics to the provinces, in which they succeeded.
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Although part of the expert, intellectual and political public was against constitutional
amendments and changes, Serbian liberal leadership led by Marko Nikezi¢ and Latinka
Perovi¢ either did not have the strength or considered that the constitutional and legal
equalization of Serbia and the provinces was at that moment a minor issue and did not
pay it much attention. According to Ckrebi¢, their response to the greatest challenge
of the moment was not appropriate. Therefore, for him, the 1974 Constitution was an
anti-Serbian act adopted with the aim of debilitating and disrupting Serbia over a long
period of time. On the basis of that Constitution, Serbia ceased to exist as a whole, as
a sovereign republic, it was practically divided in three parts, that is, it became a state
without statehood in two thirds of its territory. A similar argument that the Constitution
of 1974 paved the way for the dissolution and weakening of Yugoslavia and Serbia was also
pointed out by A cademician Cedomir Popov (Popov, 2007, p. 303).

The author presented an interesting dilemma on whether federal Yugoslavia would
be so scattered and functionally incapacitated by the constitutional provisions of 1974 if
some other Yugoslav republics, besides Serbia, had provinces in their composition, citing
the example of Croatia and the advocacy of Puka Cviji¢, one of the leading Croatian
communists between the two wars, for the Serbs from Glina to Glamo¢ and from Prnjavor
to Plaski to be recognized the right to self-determination and secession, that is, the right
to create their autonomy, or that BIH was differently regulated at the Second Session of
AVNQ] in 1943.

We also emphasize out the significance of the third subchapter in the third section of
the book, where the author argued and thoroughly analyzed one attempt by the Serbian
leadership, lesser known until recently, to launch an initiative in 1977 to amend the
Constitution of SR Serbia and change the impossible and almost degrading constitutional
and legal position of Serbia. The author himself was the initiator and immediate participant
in this important event, which makes this part of the book even more important. The
issue of the revision of the constitutional and legal position of Serbia was preceded by the
issuance of the so-called Blue Book, a professional study authored by the most famous
connoisseurs of constitutional and legal issues at the time: Prof. Najdan Pasi¢, Prof.
Radoslav Ratkovi¢, Prof. Miodrag Zecevi¢, in which the constitutional and legal position
of Serbia after the adoption of the 1974 Constitution was analyzed, and where specific
problems in the everyday constitutional functioning of Serbia were enumerated. The
book contains numerous examples of opposition and obstruction by both provinces that
hindered Serbia from exercising its already modest powers under the 1974 Constitution.
The Blue Book was supposed to serve as the basis for a public debate in the Presidency of
Serbia on its unbearable constitutional and legal position.

Although, according to the author, the Blue Book did not question or change the
constitutional position of the provinces within the federation, but exclusively advocated
that the provinces function as socio-political communities, and not actually as republics
or independent states, it found itself under terrible scrutiny and a fierce criticism by
provincial officials from Vojvodina and Kosovo who saw this study as Serbia’s attempt to
abolish the provinces and affirm the Greater Serbian project of hegemony and unitarism.
The most severe critics were Radovan Vlajkovi¢, Stevan Doronjski, Dusan Popovi¢, Dusan
Alimpi¢, Nandor Major, Xhavid Nimani, Kolé Shiroka, Fadil Hoxha, and Serbian officials
Milo$ Mini¢, Zivan Vasiljevi¢, Dusan Risti¢, Moméilo Dugali¢, who even requested a
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party responsibility for Dragoslav Markovi¢ and Dusan Ckrebi¢ as the initiators of the
Blue Book, the debate on the constitutional position of Serbia and the need to amend
the Constitution. Owing to their pressure on Josip Broz Tito and the omnipotent Stane
Dolanc, the debate on changing the constitutional and legal position of Serbia was forcibly
ended and postponed until 1989. According to him, it is a pity for that the whole thing
about constitutional changes was not solved in 1986 in direct talks with Azem Vllasi
and Dorde Stojsi¢, Presidents of Provincial Committees of SK Kosovo and Vojvodina,
initiated by Ivan Stamboli¢, then President of the Serbian Presidency. However, in 1989,
the historical injustice done to Serbia in 1974 was corrected.

In a separate essay, as an integral part of the book, the author discusses the Serbian
national question in the 20th century and notes that it was derived from the Eastern
question, although, for the Comintern, the Serbian question did not exist as a special
national issue, but it was in the service of the realization of the rights of other Yugoslav
peoples to self-determination and secession. It is interesting that Ckrebi¢ expressed his
agreement with the opinions of Stojan Novakovi¢, one of the most daring Serbs at the end
of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century, that Serbian national interests can be
successfully defended by culture, education and science.

Finally, Ckrebi¢ also referred to Tito’s attitude towards Serbia in the form of 13
questions - controversies that give the impression of his attitude towards Serbia and the
Serbian people being ambivalent and negative. We list some that are most characteristic:
inadequate representation of Serbia and its delegates at the Second Session of AVNO] in
1943; Allied bombing of Serbia in 1944; numerous executions of Serbian citizens after
the liberation of Belgrade in 1944; the massive death of Serbian youth on the Syrmian
Front in 1945; the ban on the return of Serbian colonists from Kosovo and Metohija and
Macedonia to their homes in 1945; ordering the formation of the camp on Goli Otok in
19438; a negative attitude towards the work of the most prominent Serbian officials (Dilas,
Neskovi¢, Penezi¢, Rankovi¢, Koc¢a Popovi¢, Nikezi¢); opposition that Serbs in Croatia
obtain autonomy; assigning the preparation of the Constitution in 1974 to Kardelj and
Bakari¢; opposition to constitutional changes in Serbia in 1977; supporting the concept of
a negotiated economy.

This book represents a critical and self-critical perspective of the person who
participated in several key events marking the end of Tito’s Yugoslavia. Written in a
clear language, supported by numerous documents, relevant literature and an excellent
memory of the author, it is a testimony to the long-term historical processes and events,
personalities and institutions that marked the origin, existence, but also the end of the
second Yugoslav state.
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
