Summary: The text is a critical review of the book by Srdan and Marica Sljuki¢, au-
thors who point out that the contribution of sociology and sociologists in conflict resolu-
tion is rather underestimated and reduced only to the notion of Marx’s class struggle. It
is this neglect of sociological insights into conflicts that has led the authors to devote part
of their scientific activity to this topic. In their study, the authors presented the ideas of a
significant part of thinkers, most of which do not belong to the mainstream of sociology,
but also investigated certain social conflicts in ways that were available to them in the
given circumstances.

The study Society and Conflict, by Srdjan and Marica Sljuki¢, published by the Serbian
State Publisher of Textbooks in 2018, is a work that abounds in the analyses of theoretical
insights about social conflicts, as well as their connection with the specific problems of both
Serbian society and all contemporary societies. The value of this book lies in the re-affirma-
tion of sidelined theorists such as Simmel, Coser, Sorokin, Spengler, Toynbee, Michels, whose
contribution to a better understanding of social conflicts should not be ignored. Reducing
social conflicts to Marx’s study of the phenomenon of class struggle is an extremely reduced
approach and the narrowing of the cognitive-sociological framework, thus weakening the po-
tential for a substantial understanding of conflicts and their successful resolution. For the sake
of better explaining and understanding this complex social phenomenon, the authors point to
important ideas from certain thinkers. There is Simmel’s understanding of conflict as a form
of sociability, then the sociological imagination of Mills, as well as discussions on the functions
of social conflict given by Coser, an introduction to the ideas of Sorokin and his sociocultural
dynamics and contflict, that is, the understanding of life as a struggle according to Spengler,
conflict as a companion of all civilizations according to Toynbee, not leaving out even Michels,
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or his idea of the iron law of oligarchy. The authors point out that almost all mentioned think-
ers do not belong to the mainstream of sociology, that is, their ideas stand in the second or
third order of interest of the scientific community. This observation of the authors is important
for drawing attention to the nature of the neglect of the aforementioned ideas, and it does not
come from the fact that these ideas are scientifically outdated and inadequate to the challenges
of the modern world, but the reason is that they are not compatible with the ruling scientific/
value paradigm dominated by ideas about the progressivist movement of human history and
conflict as something which is a priori bad, destructive and dysfunctional. Thus, the disagree-
ment with and the questioning of current, governing values, rather than inadequacy, make
these ideas problematic, that is, unfairly discarded. Ideas that challenge the conviction of the
linear, progressivist movement of human history, which compete with the imposed view of
conflict as a priori bad, destructive, and dysfunctional, which respond to the predetermined
pacifist attitude with in-depth analyzes pointing to the root causes of social conflicts that call
into question the power of the ruling elites and globalization as one harmonious process, raise
many tricky questions. However, we know that asking the right questions is the only way to
come up with valid answers. Just because something is popular or imposed does not mean that
itis right. Closure within a scientific paradigm leads to a stagnation of scientific knowledge. On
the other hand, it is precisely the conflicting scientific viewpoints that increase the objectivity
and growth of scientific knowledge. Conflicts that have been going on in the modern world for
many years are becoming increasingly complex and challenging for sociology, and the ruling
theories are clearly unable to provide explanations and understanding. The usefulness of the
theories offered above in explaining contemporary conflicts cannot be answered by labeling,
but only by studying, that is, by considering and testing them in the challenges of social reality.
The contents of the book Society and Conflict are divided into three sections, preceded by
a Preface given by the authors themselves. In the introductory part, Srdan and Marica Sljuki¢
emphasize the neglect and underestimation of sociology and sociologists in the study of so-
cial conflicts, that is, the reduction to Marx’s notion of class struggle, and the turn of much
of the scientific community to the newly formed disciplines of Conflict Resolution or Conflict
Management. This state of affairs has led the authors to devote part of their many years of
scientific work to presenting the ideas of a number of significant, neglected thinkers in an at-
tempt to contribute to illuminating this extremely complex and sensitive social phenomenon.
Second, the authors have, through their specific research work on particular social conflicts,
offered a rounded whole in the hope that they will contribute at least a little, an successfully
so our opinion, to understanding and explaining current problems in contemporary society.
The first section begins by emphasizing the importance of the book The Sociological
Imagination by C.W. Mills, with the help of which it is possible to overcome problems in the
study of social conflicts, such as the many involved interests of conflicting parties, which are
compromising objective research, as well as the problems of gathering the necessary data
or the issues of applying appropriate techniques in the field. The authors further highlight
the importance of some of the ideas of German sociologist Georg Simmel and author L.
Coser, whom they consider to be most inspirational for sociological imagination necessary
for studying contemporary conflicts. They emphasize Simmel’s claim that a conflict is a form
of socialization, which at first glance might seem paradoxical. However, as they explain: “It
is true that divisive elements accompany conflicts (hatred, envy, desire) - but, once these
impulses arise, the conflict is actually a way to eliminate dualism and come to some form of
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unity, even if one side is destroyed”. An analogy with the symptoms of disease, which often
represent the organisms effort to get rid of a disorder or injury, is offered to illustrate this
claim. “So, a conflict is essentially a resolution of the tension between opposites”. They also
added that a group that would be completely centripetal and harmonious is not only empiri-
cally impossible, but would not show any vitality or stable structure. In this sense, society
requires relations of harmony and disharmony, association and separation, in order to main-
tain a certain form (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 12). They also highlight Simmel’s hostile impuls-
es as important factors. Generally speaking, the hostile impulses merely intervene as ampli-
fiers of conflicts stimulated by material interests, while providing the basis for conflicts. It is
important to mention the explanation offered by Simmel, which the authors point out, that
the hostile impulses of are not in themselves a cause of conflict, but merely reinforce it and
make it possible in some way. These findings can be applied to various levels of society, both
to political parties and to states and other organizations. (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, pp. 16-17).
In the following pages, the authors present an understanding of social conflicts in the
works of an American sociologist of Russian descent, Pitirim Alexandrovich Sorokin. So-
rokin unites culture and society, for him the two cannot be separated. It is this sociocultural
world that is presented to us as a complex and inexhaustible chaos of innumerable, distinct
and seemingly disconnected fragments. In an effort to bring order to this chaos, the authors
highlight two procedures. The first of these is the discovery of cause-and-function formulas
by which we reduce the apparent clutter to a series of understandable systems in which we
can more easily orient ourselves. The same function is served by another procedure, which
Sorokin calls the logico-meaningful method. The essence of this method lies in finding a cen-
tral principle that permeates all components, bringing them together as a whole and creating
a universe from the chaos of disconnected fragments (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, pp. 19-20). What
distinguishes this thinker from the mainstream of sociology is the introduction of a cyclical
understanding of the movement of society. As the authors cite, Sorokin, “observes the exis-
tence of two types of integrated culture, significantly different, each with its own mentality,
system of truth and knowledge, worldview and philosophy; religion, forms of the fine arts and
literature, customs and laws, dominant forms of social relations, political and economic or-
ganizations and, finally, their own type of personality and behavior” (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p.
20). By all the above characteristics, the two types stand in opposition to each other. Sorokin
calls the first type ideational culture and the second type the sensate culture. These cultures in
reality do not exist, nor have they existed, but are hypothetical constructs, that is, ideal types.
There he also introduces a third type of culture, the idealistic type, which actually represents
a balanced synthesis of both pure types (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 20). Sorokin insists on the
term sociocultural fluctuation by which he means processes that are constantly repeated (in-
terchanged) in human history. He gives a reason why change is happening and calls it the
immanent theory of sociocultural change under which he implies the change of sociocultural
systems due to the internal action of the systems themselves, that is, their characteristics and
internal forces. This means that change is inevitable even with unchanged external condi-
tions, which gives external factors secondary importance (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 21). A
similar position is advocated by the contemporary cyclist theoretician Peter Turchin, who in
his theory of group selection sees the altruistic power of solidarity as a decisive factor, which,
in the context of all social conflicts, most influences the ups and downs of human societies
(Turchin, 2006). The interchange of the three basic types of integrated culture, through emer-
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gence, development, culmination, decline, and disappearance, clearing the path for the next
type, produces a threefold rhythm, that is, an interchange of sensate, ideational and idealistic
cultures (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 22). However, as the authors point out, changes between
these cultures are not going smoothly. The transitional periods are followed by numerous
and varied conflicts. Sorokin relates the main causes of conflict to social change, that is, the
collapse of the established crystallized network of social relations between group members
or between groups. The quicker and more fundamental the change, the greater the chance of
conflict, because the speed of change does not allow the emergent network of social relations
and the system of cultural values to rise and crystallize (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 23). Sorokin
also studied the fluctuation of war, stating that in societies and nations the absolute and rela-
tive frequency of war increases in periods of expansion, while in periods of decline, societies
also grow stronger, but to a lesser extent. Also, as the authors state, he opposes the widespread
view that societies with a democratic political order are more peaceful than societies with an
autocratic political order. There is no linear trend, neither war nor peace last forever, but the
curve is constantly changing. He criticizes all previous measures to eliminate war, including
anti-war propaganda. These measures are not and cannot be effective because they do not
touch the true cause of wars which lies precisely in disintegration of cultures, that is, their
replacement (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, pp. 24-25).

Certainly one of the great thinkers, who fell victim to his ideas, not because his ideas were
bad, but because they contradicted the emerging spirit of the times which brought an absolute
triumph to the opinions of liberalism and Marxism, which, though from different positions,
shared the common view of the unprecedented historical progress of mankind, was the Ger-
man theorist Oswald Arnold Gottfried Spengler. The authors point out that the absolute victo-
ry of liberalism over the last two decades of the previous century has not changed things, only
simplified them. Ideologically speaking, could anyone have expected numerous debates about
an author who did not glorify democracy (he claimed that people were only objects while the
most important element was money), who considered parliamentarism a short-lived Western
creation, meaningless and impossible in other cultures, who rejected the usual Western views
of history, who predicted the demise of Western civilization and the rise of Dostoevsky’s Christi-
anity? (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 28). Such attitudes are almost heretical for the ruling paradigm,
and it is no wonder that Spengler’s ideas are still on the Index Librorum Prohibitorum of ideo-
logical unfitness. This only increases the contribution of the authors who, without ideological
fervor, seeking useful knowledge, focused on Spengler’s views on social conflicts, systemati-
cally and concisely exposing them, and comparing them with other sociological insights in
the same field. In order to reach Spengler’s understanding of social conflicts, the authors first
had to identify a large number of fragments concerning conflicts and then systematize these
fragments. In doing so, they reached the topic which concerns the main problem: the issues of
struggle and war in general; the relationship between the West as a culture, struggle and war;
internal conflicts; pacifism and the world myth (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 31).

In the section chapter of the book, we highlight the title Territory and Culture: Towards
an Understanding of the Relationship between Conflicts and Space, where the authors empha-
size the fact that a dispute over territory is the cause of one to three quarters of all wars,
and that disputes of a territorial type are more likely to lead to war than disputes of other
types, they more often include a large number of victims and they more frequently reemerge
(Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, pp. 85-86). They further state that the intensity of the cultural sig-
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nificance of a particular space (territory) comes to its maximum through sacralization, more
precisely, its conversion into a sacred land. “The entire territory occupied by a nation and
referred to as homeland, or parts of it, can be considered sacred” (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, pp.
86-87). What is important to note and what the authors point out and corroborate by many
examples is that each nation has its own sacralized territory which gives that area the highest
place in the hierarchy of values (Sljuki¢, Sljukié, 2018, p. 87). If conflicts occur in the territory
where the identity myths cross paths, then these conflicts turn into long, intense and almost
unsolvable ones. The authors point out that such areas cannot be viewed as merely physical,
but that these areas are culturally distinctive and that they cannot be subject to trade (Sljuki¢,
Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 90). Our time is characterized by the belief that all disputes can be overcome
by agreement, and that eliminating the horrors brought by the actors is a matter of the will of
the actors themselves to resolve the matter peacefully. This faith is also based on a discipline
called conflict resolution, established by Johan Galtung, whose authors say that diplomats,
political scientists, economists, and practitioners of all kinds hold a key figure. It is noted
here that the type of approach that negates any role of actors in social processes and where
everything is attributed to structures against which people (individuals, groups) cannot do
anything by their actions has serious problems explaining social phenomena (Sljuki¢, Sljukic,
2018, p.91). Instead, the authors cite the approach of R. Hassner, who says that there are two
ideal types of this kind of conflict. The first type is called the Hobbesian approach (T. Hobbes),
in which any symbolic significance of a particular space is completely negated and the conflict
is treated as any other that is waged around a territory. The second type is the Huntingto-
nian approach (S. Huntington) in which religion is seen as a mystical and irrational force,
which divides people and cannot be influenced by politics. The Huntingtonian approach is
extremely pessimistic and does not leave room for dispute resolution (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018,
p. 92). Between these two extremes, Hassner proposes a balanced approach, which, unlike
the first one, must eliminate extreme political pragmatism as well as abandon fatalism, which
is characteristic of the second approach. Only in that situation would a genuine chance of
conflict resolution emerge. In an effort to support and substantiate Hassner’s commitment,
the authors point out that values (culture) are a resource, conflicts over territories with special
cultural significance must be considered realistic, which means that they can be resolved. Ne-
gotiations imply that the two parties recognize each other as rational actors with correspond-
ing legitimate interests. As they conclude: “If the realism of the cultural-territorial resource
is not acknowledged and if one of the parties is persistently proclaimed to be “unreasonable”
and “emotional’; then there isn’t really a will to reach an agreement, but an attempt to achieve
victory by denouncing the other side as ‘irrational™ (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 92).

Taking into account the fact that Serbian society has been transforming itself for a
quarter of a century with the aim of “structurally adapting” to the requirements of neo-
liberal ideology, in an attempt to observe the consequences of such changes, the authors
offer the results of empirical research that was implemented on the territory of Serbia using
multiple methods from 2011 to 2013. The research was carried out in six industrial orga-
nizations from different sectors of the industry: textile, chemical, metal, wood, electrical
/ mechanical and food industries (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, pp. 93-94). The results showed,
among other things, that “in a state-owned industrial organization, there are significantly
more employees than necessary, whereas in privately owned industrial organizations the
situation is reversed. The shortage of employees in the private sector of industry causes the
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intensification of overtime work, which is usually not paid” (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 96).
“Heavy workloads, relatively poor working conditions and job insecurity intensified in the
transition period”” (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 97) The authors showed, by analyzing the data,
that there are conditions for cooperation in the studied industrial organizations, but much
more for conflicts. The main features of the industrial work that takes place in them and
which are potential triggers for conflicts are: overtime work, fluctuation, inadequate con-
ditions for displaying knowledge and skills, accompanied with employers’ dissatisfaction
with the knowledge and abilities of employees acquired in the formal education process
(Sljukié¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 104). The authors explain the absence of conflict because of the
fear of losing jobs due to high unemployment, which is characteristic of Serbian society,
and especially for industrial workers. Also, conflicts do not exist or are rare due to the in-
ability of unions to protect the interests of employees, or because of the conviction of em-
ployees that disunited and weak unions cannot protect them (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 105).

The third section of the book deals with the connection between myths and conflicts in
the modern world. In other words, the authors try to point out that the way to understand
longstanding ethnic conflicts is to understand the foundation of the identity of modern na-
tions, which includes a special relationship to a certain territory, that is, the connection of
that territory to a myth. The authors ask the question “is demythologization of politics and
society as a whole possible?” (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 144) They warn that with a simple af-
firmative answer to this question, science would betray itself because it would agree with the
apparent and refuse to search for the latent. They point out that dominant scientific paradigms
are changing, with none of them being completely forgotten or completely suppressed. There
is no absolute, once and forever invariable truth in science (Sljuki¢, Sljukié, 2018, p. 145). On
the other hand, they emphasize the fact that “absolute agreement in a science would certainly
cause a serious delay in its development, since there would be no competing theories to correct
and repair one another, competing with each other in successfully explaining the relevant seg-
ment of reality” (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 146). In fact, the point is that conflict leads to creativ-
ity and creation, both at the level of science and society. As far as the role of myth in modern
society is concerned, it is by no means exhausted. As the authors point out, “myth is repeatedly
reproduced because it performs the functions necessary for every society and every culture:
religion requires miracles; differences in social statuses need exceptions; moral principles must
be confirmed”. In other words: “human ability to use symbolic markers for the purpose of
defining cooperative groups has allowed the evolution of socialization to overcome the con-
straints imposed by face-to-face interaction” (Turchin, 2006, p. 7), thereby actually enabling
self-identification in complex societies, i.e. modern nations, that otherwise, in the absence of
these markers, cultural patterns, and symbols, would be complete strangers. Here, we can state
an example of the Kosovo myth which preserved the identity of Serbs during the Ottoman oc-
cupation. As Bandi¢ states, the fate of Prince Lazar is nothing more than a kind of a metaphor
by which the historical fate of the Serbs is presented. The Serbian ruler sacrificed himself to
save his soul. He accepted the physical to avoid the spiritual death. It can be observed that at
the same time, the spiritual death of an individual is also a faithful description of the “death” of
a nation. The physical destruction of a complete nation is hard to imagine. But the destruction
of the “soul” of the nation, that is, the destruction of its identity, has often occurred throughout
history. Such nations are forever gone from the stage of history. In this respect, the death of
Prince Lazar and the “death” of the Serbian people can be equated. Their victims had the same
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goal. Like their ruler, Serbs suffered and died because they wanted to preserve their identity,
because they wanted to be and remain Serbs (Bandi¢, 1990). Each epoch has its own charac-
teristic myths (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 157). The contemporary myths include the myths of
mass culture, the myth of the trend of equality, the myth of mass consumption, the myth of
the welfare state, the myth of credit cards, the myths of globalization and economic liberalism
(Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 159). The authors state that myths are actually most powerful when
one assumes they are not there. With the development of science and technology, the need for
cultural creations that satisfy the aforementioned social functions is not lost, so claims about a
society without myths become just another myth (Sljuki¢, Sljuki¢, 2018, p. 155).

The book Society and Conflict is written in clear language, with abundant literature
and empirical research to represent a complete form of scholarly work in the field of the
sociology of social conflict, giving a strong impulse to further develop this discipline in
our country. The wide range of theorists, who are connected and discussed systematically
in this book, provide a good basis for understanding contemporary conflicts. It also pro-
vides an opportunity for sociology students to learn important theories in this field and
gain the necessary knowledge for the future understanding of contemporary social pro-
cesses, in order to learn to separate ideological projects which are precisely in the function
of social conflicts, superficiality and ignorance, on the one hand, and a deep understand-
ing of complex social processes, on the other hand.
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
