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INTERNATIONAL JUSTICE AFTER THE COLD WAR:
ESSAYS WITH APPLICATIONS®

(Aleksandar Joki¢, International Justice After the Cold War:
Essays with Applications, New York, Peter Lang, 2018, 405 p.)

The book is inspired by the political
events that followed the fall of the Berlin
Wall. After this historical moment, the
constellation of the international relations
that governed the world’s politics until
then has changed. A new US-dominated
unipolar world emerged in the post-cold
war era. Aleksandar Joki¢ covers the broad
academic background of this topic. The
book is intended to clarify the arguments
for both, the academic community and
the general public. This piece of literature
covers the crucial elements of the topic
of international justice, providing the
necessary scholarly argumentation, under-
lining the essential questions.

The goal is to analyze and evaluate
contributions to the field of international
ALEKSANDAR JOKIC justice after the cold war. Joki¢, whose
academic tradition is in analytical phi-
losophy and argumentation, relies on
this methodology. He questions the model of contemporary military ethics, the right of
the nations to self-protection, ethics of humanitarian activism, the weaponizing of the
genocide discourse, justifications of the economic sanctions as a tool in international
relations and just war theory. With the goal of pointing a new critical light on contemporary
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international relations, his role to the field of research is indispensable. It is more than
useful publication for those interested in inquiring the extensive account of issues arising
from the international justice subject.

Joki¢ opens many questions concerning contemporary international relations and
encourages further research on the matter. He highlights that the recent massive growth
of the use of just war theories in international relations and the existence of only one
superpower can lead us toward global injustice. The book puts in question the morality
and effectiveness of the US foreign policy and argues that under the disguise of human
rights protection, humanitarian intervention or responsibility to protect democracy there
is always some other agenda hidden which aims to decriminalize aggressive political
behavior. He brings his theoretical assumptions directly, clearly and explicitly. We get
the impression that the book is intended primarily for readers in the US and Western
countries and that the final goal is raising awareness of their public.

The content of the book is well organized and systematized into four major parts,
with 24 chapters in total, reflecting the author’s effort to impose thematic order. Each
major part is consisting of a pair of essays and four applications to the topic inquired
and connected with the articles. Major parts have Essays that are philosophically and
theoretically oriented in the approach to the topic. On the other hand, applications
are dealing with recent events, explaining in a way the development of the standpoints
described in the essays. The book provides an extensive overview of relevant issues, its
structure maintains to be scholarly in approach, and that is the real value for the topic of
international justice.

This is an ambitious and enthusiastic book. It comes into sight after a long period
of Joki¢s hard work in disciplines of practical and social philosophy. The additional
quality here is Joki¢’s willingness to provide additional explanations and models, and to
advance his arguments confidently. His competences are undisputed. A broadening of
public’s knowledge regarding questions of international justice and how they are studied
is excellent, and International Justice After the Cold War would be a useful resource for
every scholar whose intention is to deal with that topic.

The book is an essential contribution to the debates that surround ethics and
global relations in the post-cold war international environment. In his work Joki¢
demonstrates the challenge of dealing with the moral phenomenology of international
justice: the place of morality in international politics is the most complex problem in
the whole range of international studies. Author follows the argument of reflexivity
in normativity and starts with the realization that there are at least three different
normative orders - moral, legal and political. This three normative fields with their
regulations and laws are begging for the adequate way of addressing an acceptable way
of arguing in favor of an answer. He cross-examines this concept and brings it to the
absolute clear already in the first chapter of the volume and further in the various parts
of the book.

With the aim to accomplish careful analysis and to reveal the fallacy and the
contradictions within the just war theory defenders, Joki¢ stresses that non-competent
readings of the present-day international relations theorists are not a helping hand in the
political problems and that they are distinct from reality. He correctly uses the literature
sources and defines the problem. In chapter What’s a “Just War” Theorist? Joki¢ considers
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the historical development of the doctrine to the fullness. He guides us through history,
regarding the important thinkers who have dealt with the theory.

After the historical overview of the topic, his line of argumentation criticizes Michael
Walzer’s work and goes to the fundamental standpoints: “Here is not the place to argue
this, but I strongly reject® both the claim that Kant is a “just war” theorist and that there
is anything Kantian in the newly developed so-called “contemporary Kantian just war
theory”” (Joki¢, 2018 p.363) We can find the arguments in Habermas and Williams whose
books are dealing with the subject similarly. Habermas, for example, asks the question:
“Has the jus ad bellum, which constituted the core of classical international law, become
obsolete even in the case of the just war?” (Habermas, 2006 p.101). He continues the
paragraph criticizing Michael Walzer in the same way as Joki¢. Williams has the identical
vision on this argumentation. He says: “In this respect, Kant also differs markedly from
Michael Walzer, who endorses the conception of just war as an act of punishment”
(Williams 2012, p.110)

Finally, Joki¢ reveals the real goal behind the theory is decriminalizing the US war
interventions and concludes: “Whether we see “just war” theorists as some sort of scholars
or simply as activists, in the end, they appear to be just war criminals, both on the count of
aiding and abetting aggression and on the count of inciting troops to commit war crimes.”
(Joki¢, 2018 p.373)

From all the examples shown we can see that Joki¢ is an uncompromising author
who deals with the problems of current international relations with good philosophical
argumentation. He carefully examines every single fact which can deconstruct the
argumentation of his theoretical opponents.

This book is a substantial input to our understanding of the changes involved in
international justice after the cold war, the difficulties, the types of possible solutions,
and the lessons to be learned. The volume is well organized, written in an open-direct
style, especially in the applications. Overall, Joki¢ should be highly praised for producing
a compound, exciting, and continual critique that will be of interest to all scholars in
sociology, social philosophy, political sciences, and international relations. The chapters
offer insight into the moral, legal and political dimensions of international justice. It is
an authentic book that treats the issues of international justice comprehensively. Each
chapter is mainly self-sufficient, so the readers have a choice between the parts dealing
with theoretical issues and those concerned with practical aspects, without having to
cross-check. Readers interested in philosophical approaches to political theory will
gravitate towards the essays, and those who are more interested in daily politics will find
their piece of argumentation in the applications. It is a very well-ordered piece of ethical,
political philosophy and international relations and anyone who seeks to grasp the open
questions of contemporary political theory should read it.
