For many years, demographers have published articles in Socioloski pregled/Sociologi-
cal Review. One of the reasons is that the journal was published in collaboration with the
Institute of Social Sciences, so the associates of the Institute’s Center for Demographic
Research were focused on publishing papers in it. As a result, demographers from other
institutions did so as well. This seems not to be the case in recent years. However, I be-
lieve that the decision of the Editorial Board to have a demographic block in the issue of
Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review that is before you will bring demographers and the
journal together again. This is indicated by a willingness of a number of researchers to
respond to the journal’s invitation to publish their research in this issue.

We assume that the Editorial Board has decided on the demographic block in
Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review bearing in mind serious population problems of
Serbia, the need to share and interpret more recent research results on demographic chal-
lenges with the scientific and professional community relevant for political decision-mak-
ing and to enable greater public visibility of its researchers. This is one way to highlight the
social and political usefulness of demography. The link between demography and sociol-
ogy is strong. Especially so in Serbia, because the beginnings of founding the population
science in our country are related to 1959 and the introduction of Demography as a sepa-
rate course in the study program of sociology at the Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade at
the initiative of Milo§ Macura.

After the review process had been completed, five articles became an integral part
of this issue of Socioloski pregled/Sociological Review. These are: “The population change
in Serbia in the post-Yugoslav period (1991-2017): significant demographic aspects” by
Goran Penev and Jelena Predojevi¢-Despi¢, “Is the overturn of gender stereotypes the key
to fertility increase in Serbia?” by Ankica Sobot, “Nonmarital fertility in Serbia: an under-
researched phenomenon” by Biljana B. Stankovi¢, “Ageing in Serbia: perceptions and ex-
periences of nursing home residents” by Vesna Luki¢ and Jelena N. Stojilkovi¢ Gnjatovi¢,
and “Children on the move’ as a vulnerable population” by Dragica R. Bogeti¢ and Alek-
sandar L. Jugovi¢.
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They raised several important topics related to Serbia’s main population challenges,
such as negative natural growth, declining overall population and accelerated and very
advanced ageing of the population, as well as reflecting on the impact of traditional fac-
tors on childbearing in contemporary conditions. New research topics have also been
opened: issues related to nonmarital birth in our country, implementation of the concept
of active ageing in institutions for the elderly and migration of children. Each paper
highlights the role of the state and considers the direction of the measures that should
be pursued, meeting the expectations set today by researchers focusing on population
problems.

Thus, synthetically, the importance of implementing different policies is highlight-
ed, from those important for encouraging changes in gender patterns within the family,
through the implementation of a range of social, health and educational policies in the
function of the well-being of single-parent families or the concept of active ageing re-
specting the heterogeneity of the elderly population, to migration policy, not only focused
on the problem of emigration from Serbia, but also on greater immigration from other
countries, and in particular the multisectoral approach in mitigating the vulnerability of
forced children migrants.

Published articles give insight into the demographic situation in Serbia. They dem-
onstrate its connection with data, its openness to sharing methodology, theories and em-
pirical findings with different social sciences, as well as changing the character of research-
ers’ work in the area of demography from being highly quantitative to being qualitative
as well. They demonstrated not only the interdisciplinary character of demography, but
also the ability of demographers to gather collaborators from other scientific disciplines to
consider population challenges and respond to them.

We remind that the status of the discipline, but also the foundation of demogra-
phy and the perspectives of population science were discussed in the works of Mirjana
Rasevi¢, “Development of Demography in Serbia’, published in the issue of Socioloski
pregled/Sociological Review dedicated to marking one hundred years of sociology in
Serbia in 2012 (Rasevi¢, 2012) and “Serbian Demographers on Demography” pub-
lished in Stanovnistvo, issued on the occasion of fifty years of publication in 2013
(Radevi¢, 2013). The articles published in this issue of Socioloski pregled/Sociological
Review confirm and illustrate a number of the thoughts expressed in these papers. At
the same time, they are additions to the last published collection in this sphere entitled
Towards a Better Demographic Future of Serbia, jointly published by the Serbian Acad-
emy of Sciences and Arts and the Institute of Social Sciences in 2018 (Kosti¢, Puki¢
Dejanovi¢, Rasevi¢, 2018).
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
