Abstract: The text investigates the prevalence of neoconservatism among the population
of Serbia, as an assumption enabling a political conservative turn. Having in mind that the
evaluation of the prevalence of a phenomenon is a relational category, here the prevalence
of neoconservatism has been measured, on one hand, in relation to the period of ten
and/or fifteen years ago and, on the other hand, in relation to the current prevalence of
other ideologies among the population of Serbia. The comparative framework has been
constructed and measuring instruments have been adapted to secondary data collected
within other studies.

Keywords: neoconservatism, social democracy, neoliberalism, capitalism, globalization,
Serbia.

This text relies on the text “Global Neoconservative Turn” (Vuletié, 2019). It offers a
theoretical-hypothetical framework within which the following analysis has been conducted.
The basic idea is that the neoconservative turn is a response to the crisis of the contemporary
capitalist system, and not its cause.

Neoconservatism in Serbia is not an unfamiliar political position. In the first decade
of the 21st century it was advocated by the Democratic Party of Serbia/G17 coalition. If
neoconservatism, as it has been postulated, represents a symbiosis of cultural-political
conservatism and economic neoliberalism, in this coalition the Democratic Party of Serbia
advocated political and cultural conservatism, while G17 advocated economic neoliberalism.
It was these two dimensions - conservatism and economic neoliberalism - that were unified
by the Serbia Progressive Party by filling the political space taken by these two parties>.

Although the ideological preference of voters and the party that is voted for do not
need to be directly related, because the decision of voters regarding the party they will
support is affected by a whole series of different factors, the starting assumption is that the
population must have, if not a direct and conscious commitment, at least certain sensibility
for ideological orientations advocated by political representatives of different parties.

3 Here there is no space for answering the question about the connection between de facto disap-
pearance of these two parties and the appearance of the Serbian Progressive Party, but, briefly speak-
ing, the political defeat of the Democratic Party of Serbia/G17 coalition in the 2008 election opened
up the space for the appearance of a strong neoconservative party.
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We are completely aware of the value inconsistency existing in Serbia, not only in
the attitudes of citizens (Lazi¢, 2011; Pesi¢, 2017) but also in the political party programs.
However, we think that value consistency is a theoretical construct, i.e. an ideal type, so to
say — a landmark for interpreting reality which is always characterized by a higher or lower
level of ideological inconsistency. That is why we think that it is a normal situation for
citizens to accept mutually exclusive attitudes. In other words, it is completely possible that
there is simultaneous strengthening of mutually opposed ideological positions and that at
the same time citizens accept mutually contradictory value attitudes.

It is important to emphasize that the domination of a certain political position does
not necessarily entail that its ideological background is dominant, but it should exist to
an extent enabling its dominance. For example, if in a population there are fifty percent of
people who accept key liberal values and sixty percent of people who accept conservative
values, while only twenty percent of people accept socialist values, the dominant political
position will probably be taken by a liberal or conservative party and not by a socialist party.
Ideology is only one of the conditions necessary for a certain political position to dominate.
Moreover, some other conditions are required, such as the party infrastructure, a charismatic
leader, international support etc. In other words, ideological dominance is a necessary but
insufficient condition for the dominance of a certain political position.

Here we will not deal with the above-listed elements, but instead the focus is on the
ideological prevalence of neoconservatism*. For that purpose a neoconservative matrix has
been formed and its prevalence will be examined against the data of the survey conducted
by the Institute for Sociological Research of the Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade in 2018.
Based on those data the prevalence of other ideological matrices will also be established in
order to examine the assumption about the dominance of neoconservatism. In that respect,
a question arises whether ion the part period there has been a neoconservative turn in
the conscience of the population — which may be expected taking into account the global
neoconservative turn and the fact that the ruling party in Serbia is the one we believe to suit
most closely the neoconservative matrix — we will compare current data with those collected
six and/or fifteen years ago by the same instrument.

Research goals

The neoconservative approach to the world is present both in the ruling party and in
other (smaller) parties that represent either its coalition or opposition. Furthermore, the
ruling party is not voted for only by those citizens with a neoconservative worldview. The
choice of a party is a much more complex problem including numerous elements that are
not exclusively ideological, although they are of primary interest to us in this text.

Therefore, the answer to the question about the extent of the prevalence of
neoconservatism in today’s Serbia could not be derived from the data about the support
enjoyed by the ruling party in the electorate. That is why the answer to that question will be

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searched by forming a neoconservative matrix which will be tested against the data of the
survey conducted by the Institute for Sociological Research of the Faculty of Philosophy in
Belgrade in 2018. Having in mind that prevalence is a relative notion, it should be compared
with the prevalence of other ideological-value matrices. In order to answer the question
whether there has been a neoconservative turn in the conscience of the population - which
may be expected with the global neoconservative turn and the fact that the ruling party in
Serbia is the one we believe to suit most closely the neoconservative matrix - the current data
will be compared with those collected six and/or fifteen years ago®. Lastly, it will be examined
what population categories are most susceptible to the influence of neoconservative ideology,
In short, the above-listed research goals can be summarized in four points:

1. establish the extent to which the neoconservative worldview is prevalent in Serbia;

2.in that respect, establish the extent to which neoconservatism is prevalent in relation
to other ideological orientations in Serbia;

3. establish if and when the neoconservative turn occurred in the values of the Serbian
population;

4. establish the population categories that are most receptive about accepting
neoconservative ideologies.

Methodology

The data this paper relies on were collected in 2003, 2012 and 2018 by the instrument
developed within the project of the Institute for Sociological Research for the purpose of
examining the changes in Serbia’s social structure.

For the purpose of this text, neoconservative matrices have been constructed, as well as
those other ideologies we assume to affect the electorate and citizens in Serbia. It is important
to emphasize that here the focus is not on researching values, although they have the essential
importance in the constitution of ideologies. Since ideologies are political constructs, they
do not need to be consistent in order to be active. In that respect, different ideologies put
forward various goals and manners of their achievement. For certain ideologies, economic
goals are more important, while for others those are political or cultural goals. Moreover,
in some cases the emphasis is more on the method of acting than on the goals. In the end,
some ideologies insist more and some others insist less on the exclusivity or consistency of
goals, as well as on their long-term character.

The data available to us, i.e. the instrument for their gathering has not been constructed
for the purpose of this research, so here the already existing indicators, which have been
adjusted to these goals, are used. The limitations of this paper partly originate from that
fact. The most important limitation refers to the fact that the existing data have affected
the dimensions of some ideologies which should be put forward. However, there was a
sufficient number of available variables, so that the most important dimensions of all
assumed ideologies have been highlighted.

The operationalization of the above-listed theoretical claims and the construction of
the neoconservative model constituted the starting step in the analysis. The second step
was the construction of other ideological matrices. Taking into account a large number

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of variables that referred to citizens attitudes to various topics in the 2018 research, it was
necessary to set aside an equal number of those that most adequately represented different
ideological matrices. In some cases it was easier, and in others it was more difficult. Speaking
of neoconservatism, it was not difficult, but a larger problem was posed by the fact that the
same variables had not been used in the previous instruments, and that is why two matrices
of neoconservatism were made — one for the current comparison to other ideologies, and
another for the diachronous comparison to the prevalence of neoconservatism in the
previous years.

Neoconservatism accepts those elements of tradition that are generally accepted in
public, while rejecting those that are unpopular or historically obsolete (Habermas, 1983;
Ofte, 1987). So, for example, it rejects gender inequality, chauvinism, relying on peasantry
etc. For that reason, the variables referring to these dimensions that are closer to classical
conservatism were not used for detecting neoconservatism. On the other hand, although
not opposing the elements of political liberalism that have become generally accepted
standards in present-day societies, such as division of power, multi-party system and free
elections, they do not define the essence of neoconservatism and therefore were not taken
into consideration.

Having these reasons in mind, the most important variables for determining
neoconservatism were those referring to the strength of the leadership in relation to the
achievement of national interests:

- “In present-day circumstances, a firm hand in power is necessary to protect national
interests.”

- “Serbia always fared better when it had a capable leader in power who assumed
responsibility for making the most important decisions.”

- “Without the leader, each nation is like a man without the head”

Although these three variables were originally constructed to measure authoritarianism,
here they served as basic characteristics of neoconservatism in which the authoritarian
form of power is not necessarily opposed to representative democracy, but represents an
expression of expectations to overcome inefficiency and corruption of the elite observed as a
problem by the ordinary man, unable to understand its sources. In that respect, none of the
above-mentioned variables speaks of blind obedience to the authority, but sees the respect
for authority as a prerequisite for efficient realization of collective goals.

The following three variables refer to nationalism. It is not a distinctive characteristic of
conservatism because, as a “supplementary ideology” (Billing, 1995) it can be interwoven in
every ideology, but if it is observed through the characteristics such as tradition, significance
of origin and deflection from multiculturalism, nationalism understood in that manner
represents significant characteristics of conservatism. These three characteristics are
operationalized through three variables:

“Common origin of the members of our nation is the foundation of our mutual trust””

“The past of our people should be sacred”

“It is best when all the members of our nation live in their national state”

The variables used for the identification of other ideologies, which are assumed to have
a significant influence among population, are listed in below.

Neoliberalism has been a hegemonic ideology since the beginning of the 1980s
worldwide, and in Serbia after the political changes in 2000. Strongly promoted in the
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academic community and the media, it gave legitimacy to economic and political processes.
Privatization, liberalization, deregulation, antiegalitarianism and economic growth as the
ultimate social goal represent basic dimensions of this ideology to be operationalized
through the variables listed in the table above.

Social democratic ideals in different versions were significantly undermined by the
neoliberal turn at the end of the 20™ century, but they are still strongly supported in public
today. Economic and political dimensions of social democracy remain crucial, through the
principles of social justice, government intervention in market economy, redistribution of
wealth in favour of lower strata, emphasis of common interests before private ones.

Apart from these two system ideologies, there are also more radical requests for the
transformation of the existing system that can be recognized as a response to the overall
social crisis both in Serbia and worldwide. Left-wing radicalism insists on economic
transformation towards the abolition of capitalist relations, whereas right-wing radicalism
tends to emphasize more the need for political transformation leading to the suspension
of the democratic political system in favour of decisionism and the creating of conditions
ensuring order, work, discipline and protection of national interests at all costs. Left-wing
and right-wing radicalism are here labelled as communism and fascism, despite substantial
inaccuracies. These notions can be operationalized only partially by the existing data, but
the above-mentioned variables sufficiently suggest the pre valence of radical left-wing and
right-wing worldviews.

Results

The studies so far have indicated a high level of value inconsistency among the Serbian
population (Lazi¢, 2011; Pesi¢, 2006; Pesi¢, 2017). That insight warns that it is not possible
to expect surgically separated ideological positions. That is why we did not search for
individuals with consistent ideological attitudes but we instead tried to establish the extent
to which different ideologies are prevalent in the population despite being simultaneously
accepted by the same people. In other words, the unit of observation is not an individual but
an ideological orientation. Therefore, the following data testify more about the acceptability
of different ideological attitudes and less about the acceptance and commitment of
individuals to different ideologies.

shows the number and share of those who strongly or partially accept or
reject the key elements of the five above-mentioned ideologies®. Social democratic and
neoconservative ideas have the greatest support in Serbia today, while the extreme right-
wing ideology is most strongly rejected.

6 According to the variables listed in Table 1, the collective index was constructed for each of these
ideologies. Afterwards it was established which part of the population refers to those attitudes, and
the extent of it. Since the acceptance of attitudes is expressed on the scale from 1 to 5, where 1 and
2 mark complete or partial rejection of attitudes, and 5 and 4 mark complete or partial acceptance
of attitudes, the minimum number of points is 5, while the maximum number of points is 30. All
those who had between 30 and 24 points (it is assumed that they agreed completely or partially with
all 6 attitudes) are considered to reject one of the ideologies. For all others who do not reject all and/
or do not accept all attitudes are considered to support the given ideology partially. Taking into ac-
count that the substantial number of respondents did not clearly express their opinion about certain
attitudes, they were considered separately in the rubric — without attitude.
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It is interesting that, despite long-term media promotion, strong support to
neoliberalism may be recognized in less than ten percent of the population, whereas almost
the same level of support is also given to extreme right-wing ideas with no access to the
mainstream media. Equally interesting is the fact that, despite strong media promotion,
almost one third of citizens have no definite attitude to the neoliberal ideology. Such a
degree of indifference is present only in relation to communism. It would be interesting to
investigate the factors affecting the formation of ideological attitudes, but we cannot deal
with it in this text.

Neoconservatism is strongly or partially supported by two thirds of citizens, while it is
opposed by every fifth citizen. It makes it the second most popular ideology.

Since the neoconservative ideology not only accepts but also defends economic
liberalism, it would be important to establish whether there is any relation between those
two ideologies in the minds of citizens. In other words, in order to confirm our theoretical
construction, it is necessary to show that neoconservatism and neoliberalism stand in
a positive correlation, i.e. that the acceptance of neoconservative attitudes also implies
the acceptance of neoliberal attitudes. It is shown exactly by the bivariate correlation
results. There is a poor, but statistically significant relation between the acceptance of
neoconservatism and neoliberalism of 0.01 (p = .072, sig - .006). On the other hand, there
is no statistical significance between the acceptance of social democratic and neoliberal
values (p = -.055, sig 0.32), while there is no significant relation with the acceptance of
either left-wing or right-wing radical ideologies.

Social democratic ideas are by fire the most widespread. Almost 9 out of 10 citizens
agree strongly or partially with social democratic attitudes, which means that social
democratic goals are accepted by those who accept other ideologies as well.

Radical left-wing ideas are accepted by almost one half of the citizens to a larger or
smaller extent, while only one third can more or less identify with radical right-wing ideas.
An equally large number of citizens have no attitude towards these ideologies.

In order to answer the question about the occurrence of the neoconservative turn,
i.e. the substantial increase in the acceptability of neoconservative ideas, it was necessary
to compare the data from three waves of research. Unfortunately, the variables used for
the operationalization of neoconservatism in its comparison to other ideologies were only
partially present in previous studies. That is why for time comparison only those variables”
were used that represent the neoconservative worldview and that could be found in all three
studies.

The data listed in provide quite interesting and somewhat contradictory
findings. When observing only the respondents who completely agree with neoconservative
attitudes, it may be seen that this ideology constantly strengthens, while it dramatically rises
in the past six years. However, if the focus is extended to all those who agree and/or disagree
with neoconservative attitudes, it is possible to observe a slight decrease in neoconservatism

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in Serbia during the past fifteen years. Although the percentage is high in all three time
points, it decreases from 72.2% in 2003, over 70.4% in 2012 to 69.4% in 2018.

The third interesting finding is that, with the constant slight increase in the disagreement
with neoconservative ideas - from 22% in 2003, over 22.8% in 2012, to 25.2% in 2018 - in
the past six years there has been an abrupt increase in the number of those strongly opposing
them. A conclusion may be derived that there has been a sharp polarization among Serbia’s
population towards the neoconservative ideology in the past six years. Namely, while in 2003
and 2012 only one third of respondents took extreme positions towards neoconservatism,
in 2018 more than half of respondents declared extreme positions.

The last question posed in the introduction is what segment of the population is most
firmly committed to neoconservative ideas. For that purpose, the binary variable was made
of those who had the scores of 24 to 30 on the conservatism scale, i.e. of those who were
most firmly committed to this ideology. Two models were made in order to investigate
separately the importance of the class position and education taking into account their mutual
correlation. Independent variables in the model are the place of residence, sex, age, material
position of the household where the respondent lives (consisting of the property, all income
and consumption), the class position of the respondent’s household (expressed through
the dominant principle) and the respondent’s education. In short, neoconservatism has the
strongest foothold among rural population. The acceptance of neoconservatism increases with
age and it decreases with the improved material position, going up on the class ladder and the
increased degree of education.[Table 4 shows that villagers are twice more often committed
to neoconservative ideas than town people, while farmers tend 4.3 times more to accept
neoconservatism than experts, and that those with only primary school education tend 2.6
times more to accept neoconservatism than those with the university degree.

Interpretation and discussion

Neoconservatism in Serbia is politically dominant despite the fact that it has no
ideological hegemony. Neoconservatism constitutes an attempt to preserve the existing
system of economic relations within the democratic political system. The predominant
request of social democratically oriented public asking for redistribution of realized income
and a larger influence of the state on economic and social politics has no significant support
of voters when it is articulated by social democratic political parties. The reasons for it are
numerous. The history of social democratic parties in power embodied in the Socialist Party
of Serbia during the 1980s and in the Democratic Party during the first decade of the 21st
century (2001-2004; 2008-2012) shows that social democratic parties are unable to resist
globalization and achieve their ideological goals. Despite its struggle, Socialist Party of Serbia
was unable to resist globalization, while the Democratic Party pursued the politics typical of
the “third time”, reflected in social democratic rhetoric and neoliberal practice. Essentially,
the reason for it is that those who have money do not want to invest it in political parties
and movements truly advocating redistribution of wealth.

The data of this study show that neoconservative politics has managed to use the
basic support through conservative ideas existing in the population, but has not managed
to expand that base. In fact, it is possible to notice a long-term trend of slight deflection
from conservative attitudes. Since the substantial relation between the acceptance of
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neoconservatism and the degree of education has been established, the observed trend can
be interpreted by increasing the average degree of education.

In contrast, the strengthening of neoconservatism reflected in the abrupt increase in the
number of citizens who strongly support neoconservative attitudes may be interpreted, on
one hand, by the organized institutional and media appearance of political actors advocating
neoconservatism and, on the other hand, by objective circumstances in which there is a
growing concern and feeling of threat among a substantial part of the population asking
for a strong and uncompromising neoconservative response to real political and economic
problems.

Alternative ideological and political responses have small support in public. Only 20%
citizens were reported to support the radical change in the economic system as the one
advocated by extreme left-wing political ideologies, while even a smaller number of citizens
- only 12% — were reported to support the radical change in the political system as the one
advocated by extreme right-wing. Neoliberalism has worn off and, regardless of that, or due
to the fact that it has no consistent ideology, neoconservatism has managed to dominate
the political scene of Serbia.

Citizens who do not accept neoconservatism are far from radicalism of any kind, but
tend to be more ideologically oriented towards the right wing than the left wing. With the
deepening of the global crisis of capitalism which will reach the countries like Serbia, the
pressure for redistribution of wealth and social justice will increase, while the ability of the
system to respond to those requests will decrease. In such situation, neoconservatism as
a political response to the crisis will face a huge challenge. If it fails to respond to it, it is
increasingly likely that radical responses to the crisis will become stronger. Liberalism is
not supported by the electorate, while socialist ideas are difficult to realize at the national
level in the globalization conditions.
