SCIENTIFIC AND POLITICAL LEGACY
OF IMMANUEL WALLERSTEIN (1930-2019)

Immanuel Wallerstein, worldwide renowned
and influential sociologist and economic historian,
interdisciplinary researcher of the emergence,
functioning and structural crisis of the polarised
world system of capitalist economy, as well as radical
intellectual who closely related scientific analysis and
political action of antisystemic movements, died on
August 31 2019 when he was 88 years old.

Wallerstein himself offered to his readers
bio-bibliographic data relevant for the better
understanding of his scholarly and political
trajectory in the introductory chapter of his book Essential Wallerstein (Wallerstein, 2000).
Wallerstein testifies in it that he grew up in a politically conscious family that emigrated from
Poland to US when Hitler came to power in Germany. From the high school years in New
York he participated in political rallies against fascism and nacism long before the attack
of the Japanese aviation on the USA military base in Pear]l Harbour. He also experienced
and read a lot about the split on the left between communists and social democrats. The
social-democrats convinced Wallerstein about the faults of etatism and unprincipled
swerving of the communist party line in USSR and on the international level, while the
Communists convinced him that Social Democrats give incredibly weak opposition to
capitalist nationalism, polarization and racism. He soon concluded that both parties were
oriented principally on debates within pan-European world.

Wallerstein reports that ever since his high school years he had keen interest in the
writings and anticolonial practice of Mahatma Gandhi. After receiving a master’s degree
at Colomba University in 1954 with a thesis on McCartysm, he decided not to make
political processes in the USA his prime arena of intellectual quest. Already in 1952 he
participated in youth congress in Dakar, Senegal. There he found himself amidst the turmoil
of independence movements. He decided to make Africa the focus of his research interests
and solidarity efforts. In 1955 he obtained a Ford Foundation African Fellowhip which
facilitated his research and writing of a dissertation comparing the Gold Coast (Ghana) and
the Ivory Coast in terms of the role of voluntary associations in the rise of the nationalist
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movements for independence from colonial rule. Twenty years he researched social and
national movements in Africa before and after reaching independence and wrote two
influential books, Africa: The Politics of Independence (Wallerstein, 1961), and Africa: The
Politics of Unity” (Wallerstein, 1967).

Research experience in Africa led him to the conclusion that the most important issue of
the 20t century world was the struggle to eliminate the colonial and neocolonial control by
the Western capital of the rest of the world. At the McGill University in Montreal Wallerstein
continued inclusion of the finding of his studies in Africa that Eurocentrism, racism and
polarisation are inherent to capitalist worldwide accumulation, into the theoretical and
methodological framework of his major scholarly contribution to social sciences, historic
world capitalist system analysis.

The first of for volumes in which Wallerstein exposes and implements the world system
analysis of the capitalist world-economy and its superstructure of nation states of unequal
political, social cultural and military power, focuses Capitalist Agriculture and the Origins
of the European World-Economy in the Sixteenth Century (Wallerstein, 1974). The contents
of the second volume, mercantilism and the consolidation of the European world-economy;,
1600-1750 (Wallerstein, 1980), Wallerstein explored at the State University of New York in
Binghamton, where he founded the Fernand Braudel Center. In the third volume Wallerstein
focused the second great expansion of the capitalist world-economy from 1730 to 1840 ‘s
(Wallerstein, 1989). The fouth volume in which Wallerstein researched the thiumph of
centrist liberalism from 1789 to 1914 (Wallerstein, 2011a), he wrote at Yale University where
he resided as a senior research fellow from 2000 until his death, visiting as the invited lecturer
numerous university centers in the entire world.

The main characteristics of Wallerstein’s world system analysis is that it does not focus
a particular country or society or ethnic group as a unit of analysis, as it was mostly the
case in social sciences, but takes a historical social system as the unit of analysis. Wallerstein
points out that we can not understand processes in particular society withouth situating
that society within a world framework of modern capitalism.

Vollerstein argues that the world capitalist economy presents a single system
interconnected by a worldwide unequal and spacially hierarchical division of labor in the
center, semiperiphery and periphery of the system. The political superstructure of world
capitalist economy system presents the hierarchy of nation states unequally capable to
support the endless capital accumulation against the resistence of direct producers as well
as against competing capitals attempting to impose the price structure according to their
interests in domestic and the world market. In the center of the world capitalist economy
are concentrated the higher level of capital intensity of production processes, higher level
of wages of unqualified workers and higher percentage of employed who manage direct
producers in the interest of capital, than it is the case in the semi-peripheral and peripheral
zones The hegemonic nation state disposing of the monopoly of productivity, strong army
and cultural influence in the hiuerarchical interstate system in a givin period, ensures
relatively stable social conditions required for profit-making. United Dutch provinces
played this role in the mid-17th century, tbe United Kingdom in the mid-19th century,
United States in the mid-20th century, after the Second World War in the expansive
phaze of the Kondratiev economic cycle. World political right took advantage of the
world-economic stagnation and the crisis of the political left since the 1970s to launch a
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neoliberal globalisation counter-offensive, dismantling the welfare state limitations to capital
accumulation. The precipitation of the US hegemony decline marked the military defeat in
Vietnam in 1975 (Wallerstein, 2003).

Wallerstein analyses these midium term (50-60 years) cycles of expansion and
stagnationa of capital accumulation within the framework of the longterm structural
crisis of capitalism (Wallerstein, 2011b). Causes of structural crisis include rising costs of
production and falling rate of profits from selling products on the market. Profit seeking
leaves productive investment and turnes to financiasl speculation, fostering payment
capable demand via indebtedness to banks in an unprecedented scale. The relative economic
rise of Asia undermines further the capitalist system. It over-extends the distribution of
surplus-value and rises production costs (personnel, inputs, taxes), thus reducing overall
accumulation of profit for individual capitals as a secular trend, and not just cyclical one.
Spaces into which capital can relocate production and externalize its production costs
(lower wages, dumping toxic waste into public space) have been almost exhausted due to
the universalisation of commodity production, deruralization of the world’s workforce,
depletion of unrenewable resoruces and rising costs of economic, political and cultural
infrastructure maintenance. Taxation, namely, diminishes the payment capable demand
of the population, on the one side, as well as the coefficient of the profitability on the other.

Wallerstein acknowledges his intellectual debt to Karl Marx and Latin American
development of underdevelopment theorists, who all shared the premisse that historical
social systems are exploitative and pervaded by internal contradictions, while capitalism
differs by the realization of the expropriated surplus value on the market. The exploitation
gives birth to class, racial, national, ethnic and other antisystemic social movements for
liberation. Among theoretitians he personally new, the most impact on modifying his line
of argument according to Wallerstein had Frantz Fanon, black psychiatrist , the voice of
the wretched and the oppressed of the earth in their cleim for recognition and justice,
who joined Algerian movement for independence; Fernand Braudel, economic historian
who explored the social construction of the long term historical time and space in the
Mediteranean region; Ilya Prigogine, physical chemist, who formulated the dissipative
structure theory in the quest for knowledge in a world without certainty.

Wallerstein further elaborated his world system analysis through a fertile debate
with simmilarly thinking researchers Samir Amin, Andre Gunder-Frank and Giovanni
Arrighi. In cooperation with them he wrote in 1982, Dynamics of Global Crisis (Wallerstein,
I, Amin S., Gunder-Frank, A, Arrighi, G., 1982). They all pointed out that the conjunction
of the cyclical depression, the rise in costs of production and the extra pressure on the
capitalist system of Chinese (and Asian) growth, induce reemergence of the antisystemic
movements fighting against capitalist globalization and for the more just successor world
system (Wallerstein, I, Amin S., Gunder-Frank, A, Arrighi, G., 1990).

The positivist critics of the world capitalist system as an historically specific, integrated,
complex and contradictory whole, dispute it not on historical factual grounds, but on the
grounds of epistemological ommission of Wollerstin to formulate his research paradigm
as a falsifiable proposition.

Wallerstein therefore paid great attention to the epistemological issues of the world
system analysis in the attempt to forge new research tools for the analysis of the long-
lasting and simultaneously changing structures of the world capitalist system. He described
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the world-system analysis as a protest against neglected research and political issues and
deceptive epistemologies. He primarily criticized the premises of nineteenth century social
sciences, above all their disciplinary, methodological and epistemological boundaries based
on the erroneous supposition that the economic, the political and the social cultural arenas of
collective human action are autonomous and have separate historiographic and nomothetic
»logics® Wallerstein’s main conclusion is that all social science must be simultaneously
historic and systemic, conscious of its political assumptions and implications: Unthinking
Social Science-The Limits of Nineteenth Century Paradigms (Wallerstein, 1991) and The End of
the World as We Know It. The Social Science for the Twenty-first Century (Wallerstein, 1999) .

Structural crisis of capitalist world economy Wallerstein (2010) interprets as the
opportunity for collective action of the new social movements in order to influence in this
time of bifurcation, the direction of the system transformation. The outcome is unpredictable
and depands on activity of antisystemic movements and counteractivity of world capital
in the next 20 to 50 years. Wallerstein suggests engagement in both short term political
activity which immediately diminishes the pain of the most opressed part of the population,
constructing alternative decommodified modes of ecologically sustrainable production,
on the one hand, as well as in reflection on longterm possibilities and organization of the
struggle for the elimination of fundamental class, gender. race/ethnicity, religion and other
polarizations inherent to capital accumulation.

Wollerstein connected quest for knowledge and for the orientation in everyday political
practice also through analysis of current events in the light of their long term world systemic
significance.In 500 commentaries he published twice monthly from 1998 to 2019 on the
website of the Univeristy in Binghamton, Wollerstein applied world system analysis as a tool
to explain and understand concrete events in concrete time and space, like elections and
putsches arround the world, wars, political and economic turmoils, struggle of conservative,
liberal and radical social movements and ideologies, the ascent of Russia, India, China,
Brasil and Soputh Africa, situating them in the context of global structural crisis of modern
capitalism.

One part of these commentaries Wallerstein dedicates to the analysis of the antisystemic
movements gathered within the World Social Forum, open space for the exchange of
experiences of resistance and for the common construction of alternatives to the world
capitalist system. These new social movements according to Wallerstein are not concentrating
their struggle against inequality of classes, races, gender, ethnic and religious minorities,
native people, peasants without land and other victims of the world capitalist system, only
on the siezing of state power and economic growth, like the old left had been doing since
1848 in the mostly unsuccessful attempt to transform the world within one country or group
of countries. The new left movements orient their long term activity also on the struggle for
civilizational transformation of the production of merchandises for profit into production
of use values for “good life” and on building self-managing democratic political structures
from the bottom up in numerous regions world-vide.

Already during their first gathering in Porto Allegre in 2001, more than 10000 activists
in majority coming from the semi/periphery and periphery of the world capitalist system,
formulated the programatic slogan ,,The another world is necessary and possible®. This
slogan is the expression of the rising worldwide protest against the slogan of the ideological
representatives of the world capital that ,,there is no alternative (TINA)“ to free movement of
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capital. The corporate and banking oligarchy namely repeated in numerous variations this
neoliberal slogan since 1971, during its police protected meetings of the World Economic
Forum in exclusive resort in Davos, Swiss. Porto Allegre is on the contrary the city in
Brasil in which the mayor, member of the Workers Party headed by Luis Inacio de Silva
(“Lula”), the first presidential candidate of native origin, in an attempt to diminish great
social inequalities, introduced collective decission making of local population in managing
of the communal budget.

The place of the gathering of the World Social Forum after three years in Porto Allegre
moved to numerous places in Asia, Africa even in North America (Canada), confirming
the world character of its anticapitalist ,,spirit“ This spirit reminded Walerstin the most of
the worldwide revolutionary rebellion of 1968 against US imperialist aggression in Vietnam
and for the renewal of the founding principles of the socialist revolution. He experienced
the rebellion in the tenth year of his teaching at Columbia university. It exerted important
influence on his way of thinking and acting. It helped him in his own words to expunge from
his thinking both the lingering illusion of liberalism and the rosy view of the antisystemic
movements. He analyzed the importance of this experience in the book University in
Turmoil: The Politics of Change (Wallerstein, 1969).

Wallerstein in his commentaries also adresses the main dilemmas of the World
Social Forum, from its accesibility to the most opressed in the world to the question of
the horizontal and/or the vertical organisation of the various movements, needed for the
coordination of their different struggle priorities when they pass from the defensive to the
offensive stage of the struggle for the change of fundamental structure of the world capitalist
system (Wallerstein, 2016).

The last of planned 500 commentaries can be considered as his intellectual and political
testament to the future generations of researchers and activists: ,,I have indicated in the past
that I thought the crucial struggle was a class struggle, using class in a very broadly defined
sense. What those who will be alive in the future can do is to struggle with themselves so this
change (of the world capitalist system in structural crisis) may be a real one...I think there
is a 50-50 chance that we’ll make it to transformatory change” (Wallerstein, July 1 2019).
