profession, renew the role of intellectuals and form a new European social movement. Al-
though he thought that today “it is not always easy to achieve the ideal of the collective in-
tellectual”, which he aspired to identify with, Bourdieu hoped that his critical reflections
and polemical interventions, as the “lit signals of lights”, may “serve as a useful weapon to
all those who are trying to resist the neoliberal scourge... if not hoping to move a mobili-
zation... at least to destroy the impression of unanimity that constitutes the essence of the
symbolic picture of the dominant discourse” (Bourdieu, 2019, pp. 41-42).

Key words: sociology, neoliberalism, globalization, symbolic power, intellectuals, Eu-
ropean social movement, Pierre Bourdieu.

Modern sociology, for numerous subjective and objective reasons, underwent a
fundamental crisis at the end of the last millennium. That crisis was not partial but complex
because it covered many dimensions - from the subject determination, paradigmatic
perspective, to the position and role of this science in the modern society. This crisis is
not routine and cannot be removed or resolved by the technical perfection of the research
method, but by critical and radical re-examination of the situation in modern sociology,
as well as by searching for new answers.

According to this crisis, two eminent sociologists in modern science formulated
fundamentally different attitudes. Peter Berger (Berger, 1992) writes about the
obsolescence and doom of sociology and the need to recall the profession because
sociology has not proved to be able to predict key events, tendencies at the end of the

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20 century, or to point to the perspectives of further social changes. In contrast to such
defeatism, French sociologist Pierre Bourdieu expresses his plea for the rehabilitation
of the critical-cognitive and social-humanistic and emancipatory role of sociology. He
does it tracing Mills’s tradition on reflexive radical sociology, emphasizing that sociology
is a “martial discipline”, and that, contrary to the positivist-functionalistic integrity of
modern science and integrity of intellectuals before the power forces in the key of political
correctness, sociology and sociologists must not only resist these tendencies, but also
advocate alternative emancipatory sociology, able not only to criticize the existing society,
but to construct alternative projects and replies to modern civilization-developmental
challenges as well.

The sociological essays published by Pierre Bourdieu in the period from 1991 to 2000,
the French titles Contre-feux, Propos pour servir a la résistance contre l'invasion néo-libérale
(1998) and Contre-feux 2, Pour un mouvement social Européen (2001), and in our country
published in a single book entitled Signals of Lights ~ Signals of Lights 2, illustrate in the
best manner his attitude and response to the situation not only in sociology, but in social
sciences as well, in the search for their engaged and alternative role in modern-day era.

Pierre Bourdieu (1930-2002) is a French sociologist and intellectual of an exceptional
format, who ranks among the most original thinkers of contemporary world sociology and
social sciences and humanities of the 20" century.

Of plebeian social background and of aristocratic spirit, Bourdieu is a humanist in
his social orientation.?

“He is the founder of a new paradigm in modern sociology: genetic structuralism/
constructivist structuralism and radical-reflexive sociology in the spirit of Mills’s and
Giildner’s tradition. As a creative spirit, he also developed new concepts and notions
in modern sociology, had influence on its epistemology, methodology and praxeology.
Among those Pierre Bourdieu’s new conceptual tools, which represent a theoretical novelty
(novum), the following should be emphasized: the notion of practice, habitus, social field,
economic, social, cultural and symbolic capital and symbolic power” (Mitrovi¢, 2019, pp.
11-12), which are explicitly or implicitly determined in his different studies.

Although the central place in his research is dedicated to the problems of sociology
of education and sociology of culture (particularly social inequalities in education and the
significance of cultural capital in social reproduction), in his late years Bourdieu focuses on

2 1In his Draft for Auto-socio-analysisin the key of sociology, Pierre Bourdieu indicates to the influence
of primary socio-cultural experience on the formation of his habitus, on intellectual development,
theoretical discourse and sociological reflections. Among other things, he writes that his father
was the son of a wage worker who spent his life as a poor clerk (postman) in a provincial village.
In addition, he says: “He used to teach me, with no empty stories and with his overall behaviour, to
respect “small people”, to whom he belonged, as well as their struggles. “He admired great figures
in politics, such as Robespierre, Zhores Alferov and Léon Blum, who were the embodiment of the
republican ideal, which he wanted topass on to me as well... He was a member of the union in a
rural and conservative world and he always voted for the left wing” (Bourdieu, 2019a, p. 76). And
this is what Pierre Bourdieu says about himself: “I was not a communist when most intellectuals
were communists and I did not go in for anticommunism to which they were frequently susceptible
when they stopped being communists” (Bourdieu, 2019a, p. 93).
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the questions of political sociology (social movements) and sociology of media. However,
what they have in common is that he always considers the place and role of sociology and
intellectuals in modern social changes.

His book Signals of Lights ~ Signals of Lights 2 contains Pierre Bourdieu’s polemical
texts written in the 1990s (from 1991 to 2000) about key problems of the modern Fren-
ch and world society, which are problematized by this author through critical sociological
reflection, advocating an engaged role of sociologists, humanist intellectuals and the new
European social movement.

Bourdieu realizes that, in the epoch of globalization and informatics revolution, the
symbolic power of media has an increasingly important role in the action of social actors
and modern social transformations, and that is why he opposes the idea of the passivi-
ty of scientists/researchers, emphasizing the necessity of public interventions, the need
that “those who have an opportunity to dedicate their lives to the exploration of the social
world, cannot be neutrally and impartially aside from the struggles in which the future
of that world is at stake” (Bourdieu, 2019, p. 143). Unlike value neutrality which is wron-
gly identified with scientific objectivity, scientists and intellectuals should, in his opinion,
use the results of their research in order to get involved in public debates about impor-
tant social problems. As a matter of fact, advocating is directed at finding a new type of
relationships between researchers and social movements in present-day social struggles,
which is aimed at the democratic transformation of the European society. In that respe-
ct, the collage of Bourdieu’s debates from “Signals of Lights” represents an excellent ill-
ustration of the polemic ardour with which Bourdieu participated in the struggles of
the time in the function of mobilizing civil public and democratic transformation of the
modern society.

If we make a brief review of the mosaic structure of the publication before us, we will
observe that the book Signals of Lights contains “ruthless critique” of the neoliberal para-
digm which “establishes the struggle of all against all, and cynicism as a norm of all pra-
ctices” (Bourdieu, 2019, p. 135)°, the critique of neoliberal globalization as a myth “ju-
stifying” exploitation unlimited by borders, which is the “main weapon in the struggle
against the achievements of the welfare state” (welfare state) (Bourdieu, 2019, p. 71) and
which represents an important obstacle to the protection of the rights of European wor-
kers, the critique of precarity* and critique of mass media, particularly television, for
being put into the function of large capital. Accordingly, Signals of Lights, although they
cannot lack an actionist component, represent Bourdieu’s diagnosis of the situation in
the society.

4 “Precarity is integral part of a new-type mode of dominance, based on the establishment of general

and permanent state of insecurity aimed at forcing workers into subordination and acceptance

of exploitation”. For that mode of dominance, which reminds largely of the wild early capitalism,

Bourdieu considers the term flexo-exploitation to be suitable and clear (Bourdieu, 2019, str.121)
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The natural sequel’ is the book Signals of Lights 2 as a special therapy for exiting from
the crisis. That is where Bourdieu is not only a radical critic of neoliberalism and destru-
ction of the “welfare state” in Europe, but also a staunch advocate of the new European so-
cial movement,

“a rational utopia that would offer hope for the true social Europe, that could provide
the unions and the left wing with a wide activist base to and new internationalism in rela-
tion to thinking and forms of action” (Bourdieu, 2019, p. 155).

That European social movement should contain the critique of the American neolibe-
ral globalization model which is no longer based on the principle divide et impera, but on
the idea “Unite and rule” (Bourdieu, 2019, pp. 203-214) and its effects on the modern so-
cial development. The lines written by Bourdieu in Signals of Lights 2 represent his plea for
engaged knowledge, an alarming indication that culture is in danger, for the unmasking of
the ambiguous meaning of globalization, the plea for uniting researchers and activist, for
new politicization and new internationalism. Bourdieu asserted that

“the neoliberal symbolic counterrevolution was produced by long-term acting of a
brain trust and numerous media, economic and political lobbies which managed to produ-
ce a paradoxicaldoxa which, almost conservative, passes itself of as progressive and which,
although it is the restoration of the past, shows such going backwards and return to old
practices as a reform or revolution” (Bourdieu, 2019, p. 165).

Therefore, engaged scientific workers should step forward with new internationali-
sm with the

“strength that is truly international” and ready to “come to grips with the problems such
as environmental issues, air pollution, holes in the ozone layer, non-renewable energy sour-
ces or radioactive clouds, which are inevitably “global” because they do not know the bor-
ders between nations or classes. The same refers to the problems which are more directly
related to economy or “culture’, such as the issue of the debts of the developing countries or
the effects of money on production and expansion of culture” (Bourdieu, 2019, pp. 165-166).

Starting from Spinoza’s thought that “a truthful idea has no strength in itself”, Bour-
dieu believed that

“everything should be done to make knowledge leave the scientific town, that a new
type of relationships should be found between researchers and social movements; a new
form of organization should be conceived that could gather researchers and activists in
collective critical and zealous work that would lead to some new forms of mobilization,
politicization and action” (Bourdieu, 2019, p. 145).

Bourdieu does not advocate the myth about value-neutral/”pure” science. In that res-
pect, he is absolutely clear that

“vocabulary of sociology cannot be neutral as long as there are classes, and that is why
“neutralization” often expresses escaping from important problems. .. essentially, sociology
is a critical science both towards itself and towards other sciences, but it is also the critique
of power, including the power of science as well” (Bourdieu, 1984, p. 49).

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In his essays, critical interventions and contributions in Signals of Lights ~ Signals of
Lights 2 Bourdieu alerted intellectuals, warning them about the human values which are
endangered today. as well as about the role of science, free-thinking people, researchers in
the filed of symbolic power, for the purpose of reaffirming permanent principles of Liberty,
Equality/Justice and Fraternity in the struggle for the new society, sustainable development,
humanization of the world and emancipation of man.
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
