Abstract: The article “Deviant behaviour in Republic Srpska” by Biljana Milosevi¢
So3o, represents a scientific contribution to the study of sociopathological phenomena with
special reference to the societies in the transition process. The monograph is a synthesis
of the most important theoretical approaches in sociological pathology and empirical in-
dicators of the most common forms of deviant behaviour in Republic Srpska. The author
expresses her critical attitude towards the existing social-value system, which is a deter-
minant for the emergence and development of specific forms of sociopathological behav-
iour in the society in Republic Srpska.

Keywords: deviant behaviour, social conditioning, Republic Srpska

The monograph Deviant behaviour in Republic Srpska by Biljana Milogevi¢ Soso, writ-
ten on 118 pages, is part of the results of the scientific research entitled Social Changes in
Republic Srpska from 2016 and 2017. The book represents the author’s study on the factors
of deviant behaviour in Republic Srpska, as well as social conditions which have an effect
on the emergence and expansion of deviant behaviour. Besides the Preface, Introduction
and Conclusion with appropriate references and the summary translated into English, the
book also contains a theoretical and conceptual framework for understanding the prob-
lem and empirical research presented in tables.

In the Introduction, the author familiarizes us with the main subject of the research,
the deviant phenomena in Republic Srpska, pointing out the complexity of interactions be-
tween the individual and the society, as well as the conditioning of such phenomena by the
society. A need is emphasized for a multidisciplinary approach to this problem but consid-
ering individual approaches to psychology, criminal law, and sociology of crime, in order
to support social practices for the prevention of different forms of pathological behaviour.
At the very beginning, such attitude indicates that the author approaches the problem in
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an adequate and systematic way and that the results of the research will be very significant
for the community that seeks preventive action.

The first chapter “Theoretical-conceptual framework for understanding the problem”
starts from the definition of deviance with the indications that something qualified as "de-
viant” oscillates in different periods of time within a particular society. The author consid-
ers the notion of deviance based on the teaching of the most significant sociologists, such
as Durkheim, Merton, Lemert, and Becker, as well as from the aspects of our local sociolo-
gists. The notion of deviant is completely explained by presenting the results of the empir-
ical research in the second part of the monograph. “Deviant behaviours are specific indi-
cators which show structural social disorders — where individuals tend to fulfil their needs
or satisfy their urges in a socially unacceptable or less acceptable way” (Milo3evi¢ Soso,
2013, p. 38). Besides the determination of the term, there are also the most important cri-
teria for determining deviance, including Fromm’s criteria. Fromm divides them into nor-
mative, reactive, valuative criteria and the criterion of human needs. Pointing out Fromm’s
conclusions that the cause of deviance can be found in class inequality and in such social
conditions in which an individual feels insecure, we can conclude that our society is also
in the conditions where individuals manifest behaviour characterized as deviant. It is im-
portant to emphasize that the author has also approached the criteria from the aspect of
criminology and psychology, thus ensuring that the approach in studying deviance is not
unilateral and incomplete.

Apart from defining the criteria for determining deviance, the author states the typol-
ogies of deviant behaviour, the most significant of which are those offered by the school
of positivism and functionalism, but also our national sociologists such as Puri¢, Jankovi¢
and Pesi¢, Jugovi¢, and Spadijer-Dzini¢. The significance of sociological theories is em-
phasized in order to demonstrate the social influence on deviant behaviour, in this case
in the society of Republic Srpska. The most influential theories include the French school
and its representatives (Gabriel Tarde, Emil Durkheim), the German school of sociology
and its representatives (Franz von Liszt, Gustav Aschaffenburg), the Chicago school and its
representatives (Shaw and McKay, William Thomas and Florian Znaniecki, Louis Wirth,
Edwin Sutherland, Daniel Glazer). Also, the author gives advantage and significance to the
contemporary sociological theories for studying deviance, especially the theory of anomie,
the theory of subcultures, and the theory of differential opportunities. At the end of the
first part, the author points out the social significance of studying the contemporary so-
ciopathological phenomena, starting from the contributions to studying by Plato, Aristot-
le, Cicero and Seneca from the Ancient period, through the Age of Enlightenment, to the
emergence of Positivism, with the outstanding importance of Lombroso.

“It can be concluded that the social significance of studying sociopathological prob-
lems is evident throughout history and that its intensity does not weaken even today”
(Milogevi¢ Soso, 2018, p.34). Next, there is the author’s explanation of the influence of the
environment on deviant behaviour, with an emphasis on the importance of socialization,
in this case, unsuccessful socialization. It is rightly stated that education, science and cul-
ture have a great influence on shaping the consciousness and that unsuccessful socializa-
tion contributes to destabilization of the social and value systems.

The second part of the book entitled “Empirical Research” primarily presents the aims
and tasks of the research. The task is to determine the existence of deviant phenomena
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in the society of Republic Srpska, as well as the influence of sociocultural factors on the
emergence and development of deviant phenomena. The aim is to establish determinants
which affect the development and expansion of deviant phenomena in Republic Srpska.
After setting a hypothetical framework that deviance is the outcome of the impossibili-
ty of cultural accomplishment, a field survey was conducted by using the quota sample of
220 respondents in seven municipalities of Republic Srpska from October 2016 to Janu-
ary 2017. By presenting the socio-demographic characteristics of the respondents, as well
as other research findings, the author shows excellent methodological knowledge and re-
sourcefulness when processing and analyzing data, which are also presented in the tables.
The empirical indicators lead to the conclusion that deviant behaviours are, among other
things, the consequence of war events which took place in the territory of former Yugosla-
via, starting from the 1990s, and they manifest themselves in the form of crime, corrup-
tion, destruction, self-destruction of personality and a shattered value system. The results
of the research show that the most common forms of deviant behaviour in the society of
Republic Srpska are crime (91.4% of respondents consider crime as the most common form
of deviant behaviour) and corruption (89.5% respondents believe that corruption in the
form of bribery is the most pronounced in the society of Republic Srpska), whereas unem-
ployment and poverty are among the biggest problems in that society (98.6% of respon-
dents agree that unemployment is the biggest social problem, and 91.8% claim it is pover-
ty). As the author states, certain “newfangled” social values are imposed on the individual
and a large part of the population in the society of the Republic Srpska, and their behav-
iour of the individual will depend on the choice of such values. “The most severe forms of
deviant (including criminal) behaviour are expressed in the societies with pronounced so-
cial inequalities, as well as in the societies with high rates of poverty and unemployment”
(Milogevi¢ So3o, 2018, p. 47). Based on the obtained results of the empirical research, we
notice that poverty and unemployment are seen as a very common phenomenon in tran-
sition societies, such as the society of Republic Srpska.

By studying the influence of post-modern values on the development of deviant
behaviours, the author properly states that material needs have become dominant, thus
changing the individual’s value system, which is utilitarian-oriented. The results show that
traditional values are under the attack of the new ones, which can lead to a crisis of con-
sciousness, and consequently of the society. Through the presentation of the results of the
research, we can notice the author’s critical attitude towards the phenomena present in the
society of Republic Srpska, such as corruption, emergence of precariat (as a consequence
of insufficient adaptation of individuals to new trends and pressures of globalization), re-
lying on Standing’s interpretation of precariat and precarity, which can cause deviant be-
haviour of individuals, and even suicide. The results have shown that gambling, as a form
of deviant behaviour, could represent a basic source of income, which also brings along
other forms of deviant behaviour, where as many as 17% of the unemployed respondents
have confirmed that they play games of chance on a daily basis. Also, the results have shown
that even paraphilias, as a form of sexual deviance, are not excluded from this society, and
the same refers to violence through different forms, where 15% of respondents have con-
firmed that aggressive behaviour is present in their families, and that disagreements and
quarrels are more present with unemployed spouses (42.8%) and between unemployed
parents and their children (43.8%). This empirical research shows that more than a half
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of young respondents are unemployed and thus remain on the trail of Merton’s concept of
anomie, because social conditions prevent them from acquiring material income, thus from
adopting certain cultural values, such as status and success. The maladaptation of individ-
uals and certain social groups to modern globalization changes, is another condition for
the expansion of deviant phenomena. In that respect, the research confirmation of the au-
thor Biljana Milosevi¢ So%o of the social conditioning of deviant behaviour is a contribu-
tion to science for “awakening” the community and pointing to the measures for improv-
ing the social situation and the adoption of an adequate value system.

In the concluding remarks, the author points out the importance of studying socio-
pathological problems, and the sociocultural factors which are important for their spread
in the society of Republic Srpska. The author also lists adequate measures to strive for the
development of a “healthy society”, through the change, not only in the behaviour of the
individual, but also in socioeconomic relations, by establishing regularity and legality in
the sphere of economiy and politics, adopting “healthy” values and interpersonal relations.
The appendix in the book, in the form of a plea, about the sociopathological features im-
pacting the digital sphere, shows that the analysis of the deviant in modern society is com-
plete. First, the shortcomings of cybercrime in Republic Srpska are cited (it is a problem
that often crosses national borders). We are witnessing an era of information revolution,
technology development, social networking, and therefore mass communication. Based on
that, cybercrime is definitely an unavoidable problem in modern societies. By looking at
the research results, the author concludes that “new technologies have become inevitable
and have successfully ‘infiltrated’ all the segments of everyday life” (Milosevi¢ Soso, 2018,
p. 104). Based on the empirical research, the obtained results show negative statistics of
victims of cybercrime, where as many as 1.8% of the respondents answered that they were
very often exposed to this form of violence, whereas 4.5% were sometimes exposed to it.
The results show that respondents who use social networks on a daily basis are exposed to
cybercrime, such as personal information or identity theft, credit card theft, profile abuse,
prostitution. Presenting the results of the research, the author states that such delinquent
activities should be prevented on time, especially among younger people. Thus, she advo-
cates social awareness when it comes to these forms of pathological behaviour.

We can conclude that the book Deviant behaviour in Republic Srpska contributes to
better understanding of pathological behaviours, with various causes of such social phe-
nomena, as well as to the broader perception of the problem of deviant behaviour, not only
in our society, but also beyond. By closely looking at the problem itself, i.e. deviant phe-
nomena, we have a valuable and empirical material for sociology, but also an incentive for
further research of pathological phenomena in Republic Srpska.
