The conclusion is that the monograph represents a contribution to
contemporary sociology of social change.

The monograph written by Ljubisa Mitrovi¢, PhD, Professor Emeritus at the Faculty
of Philosophy in Nis, and entitled Sociological Marginalia on Contemporary Topics (Reviews
on Contemporary Sociology), is the result of many years of work on the project Tradition,
modernization and national identity in Serbia and the Balkans in the European integration
process which is realized by the Centre for Sociological Research of the Faculty of Philosophy
in Ni$. Although this is the monograph containing sociological reviews and debates
presented at scientific gatherings in the country and abroad in the past few years, with its
subject, theoretical-methodological approach and intentions it constitutes a coherent whole.

Apart from the author’s preface, the monograph encompasses three thematic
wholes: the first one, entitled “Contemporary social and humanistic sciences — between
marginalization and restoration of their critical-emancipatory role’, consists of five chapters;
the second whole entitled “Crossroads and alternatives of the contemporary left”, contains
three chapters, while the third one “Sociological marginalia on contemporary topics’, is
made up of nine chapters.
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In the first thematic whole, the author primarily points to the basic characteristics,
tendencies and challenges in the development of contemporary sociology at the beginning
of the 21* century, and then the crisis of social and humanistic sciences. He starts from
the assumption that the contemporary social crisis is connected with the rise of the
neoliberal global development. Such development leads to the social Darvinizing of social
relations, re-colonization of the world, spread of the consumer society values, increasing
unemployment, expansion of the precariat, exploitation, subordination of social logic
(solidarity, righteousness etc.) to economic logic, as well as increasing social and regional
inequalities. These tendencies in the society and economy are also reflected in the manner
of the university functioning: “There has been visible subordination of science and the
university to the profit logic of capital/capitalism, which includes subordination of key
education reforms and metamorphosis of the university function and identity (Mitrovi¢,
2019, p. 89). The university is commercialized and subordinated to the needs of the
contemporary division of labour and market. However, the university is important not
only in respect of professional education but also in the formation of the critical spirit of the
young generation and its enabling for active participation in public life — which is neglected
by these changes. Sciences are atomized, fragmented and in a state of disciplinary chaos.
Within this context, the author criticizes the Bologna reform for being “in the service of
particular interests of the powers of global capital and contemporary corpocracy” (Mitrovi¢,
2019, p. 92). There is a special overview of the state in contemporary sociology that is losing
its critical role in the society. It should not be apologetic but “contribute both to diagnosing
the cause of contemporary problems and to the creative affirmation of alternative projects
of further development of humanity” (Mitrovi¢, 2017, p. 175). Therefore, sociologists
should not be satisfied with the description of social phenomena but must search for
alternative social development.

Starting from the assumption that the restoration of social and humanistic sciences
and the resolution of the social crisis require a humanistic approach of the engaged
intellectuals, the author dedicates respective chapters to P. Bourdieu and Lj. Tadi¢ as
examples of such intellectuals. The critical role of intellectuals is marginalized nowadays.
And there is “no true democracy without a true critical counterbalance; an intellectual is a
counterweight of the greatest importance” (Bourdieu, 2019, p. 49). The chapter dedicated
to Bourdieu is Mitrovi¢’s preface to the new edition of Bourdieu’s book Contre-feux ~
Contre-feux 2, in which Bourdieu researches key problems of the contemporary French
and world society: neoliberalism as a paradigm and ideology, the globalization process,
the abandonment of the welfare state, the spread of exploitation, the precariat, poverty, but
he also makes a plea for a European social movement, for the unification of researchers
and activists, for new internationalism (Bourdieu, 2019) - in fact, everything that that a
critically engaged intellectual should do.

Speaking of Lj. Tadi¢, the author particularly emphasizes the up-to-date quality of
Tadi¢’s criticism of normativism in social sciences, the criticism of populism, distinction
between legality and legitimacy in politics and the legal system, and the significance of
the autonomy and role of the university in the development of the critical spirit (Mitrovi¢,
2019, p. 78).

In the second thematic whole (Crossroads and alternative of the contemporary left),
the position and role of the left is problematized in the contemporary society. Perhaps, as
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underlined by the author, the most important event for the future of the left in modern
times is the 1968 student protests which constituted the reaction to the crisis caused by
contradictions of the capitalist order in the West and the bureaucratic counter-revolution
of the red bourgeois in the East. However, the failure of the student protests to grow into
a revolutionary process led to: the strengthening of the conservative powers in the world
system both in the West and in the East; suppression of Marxism as an ideology and
its replacement with other forms of counter-culture; integration of the left wing into the
capitalist order etc. (Mitrovi¢, 2019, p. 123).

The period after the fall of the Berlin Wall and the implosion of socialism was followed
by the dominance of neoliberalism. This ideology led to the destruction of the welfare state,
increasing exploitation, unemployment, class and regional conflicts etc. Because of that,
the left wing found itself on the defensive. The author believes that it is time “to remove
the anticommunist stigmas of conservatives and the contemporary right wing which
prematurely announced the death of Marx, socialism and communism, while rehabilitating
numerous notions and methods from his research workshop” (Mitrovi¢, 2019, p. 47). He
points out that great ideas never fail. The same refers to Marx’s idea of communism which
has not been realized in history so far (there have only been certain forms of socialism
with the one-party rule). The author predicts that in the context of the struggle for a
post-capitalist alternative there will be the revalorization of the values of Marx’s and neo-
Marxist ideas. The contemporary left wing should play an important role in the social
transformation and construction of an alternative project of the post-capitalist civilization.

The third thematic whole contains sociological marginalia on several important topics
in the contemporary society: digitization, humanization and emancipation, opportunities
for the demographic renewal, the rhetoric as a socio-cultural phenomenon, Kosovo and
Metohija as a meta-political issue, the personality and works of academic Vladeta Jeroti¢
etc. The form of this paper does not allow a more detailed presentation of all texts, so we
will focus on some of the most important and most current contributions, in our opinion.
In his writing about digitization, humanization and emancipation the author attempts
to point to the social aspects of the rise of new technologies and their consequences, the
nature of the emerging networked society and the potential of the social movements in the
struggle for sustainable development, humanization of the society and human emancipation
(Mitrovi¢, 2019, p. 143). The changes in the contemporary world, caused by the neoliberal
development model and the asymmetric globalization, lead to increasing regional and class
inequalities. Contemporary technological development is characterized by the absence of
social solidarity, so the opportunities for technological progress are frequently abused with
respect to new forms of manipulation. The author reminds that such technological changes
may also lead to the emergence of new social movements as a social actor.

When it comes to contemporary Serbia, the most important topics dealt with in the
monograph refer to the demographic problems and Kosovo and Metohija.

In the chapter “Geopolitical and socio-cultural aspects of the destruction of the
Serbian population in the 20" century and opportunities for the demographic renewal’,
the author indicates that the demographic issue is a crucial existential, national and
developmental issue in Serbia. He reviews two stages in the development of the Serbian
society: the period of socialism and the period of post-socialism transition. The first
stage of development witnessed the radical industrialization that intensified village-town
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and agriculture-industry shifts of the population. These processes led to the destruction
of peasantry and patriarchal families. The second stage of development was dominated
by the neoliberal transition without social responsibility leading to the destruction of the
welfare state and the restoration of peripheral capitalism, as well as further demographic
devastation of the village and the destruction of towns. “There are ongoing processes of
further depopulation, decreasing growth of population, intense aging/senilization, the
spread of this process into urban agglomerations, severely falling birth rates, the slow
process of getting married, intensification of the external migration process” (Mitrovi¢,
2019, p. 166). Therefore, negative demographic trends initiated in the first stage were
continued and intensified in the second: in the first stage, the village was devastated while
the second also included the destruction of towns. Due to such processes, the author
indicates that it is necessary: to prepare a new national development strategy, to implement
the policy of balanced regional development, and to build a new approach to the intellectual
diaspora (Mitrovi¢, 2019, p. 170).

One of the most important topics in Serbia is the issue of Kosovo and Metohija,
and Mitrovi¢ contributes to the debate about this problem in the text “Kosovo and
Metohija as a meta-political issue”. First of all, it is stated that a simulated dialogue serves
nothing but self-deception while a true dialogue constitutes the culture of tolerance and
diversity of arguments of numerous actors. The author points to the differences between
contemporary politics and politics in the period of ancient Greece — today it is reduced to
the Machiavellian doctrine and has become an instrument of geoeconomics and geopolitics
of redistribution and control of resources. Politics has lost its humane aspect and become
a form of alienated rule over people and resources. Militaristic interventionism is restored
in this context. After the fall of the Berlin Wall, a new world order was created — a unipolar
world system of globalized capital. The political map of the world was recreated and
multinational and multiconfessional states were destroyed. “A NATO-style state was created
in Kosovo as a ‘colonial experiment’ (Hoftbauer) on that neo-imperial predation, but
numerous so-called ‘colour revolutions’ also occurred in East Europe, the north of Africa
and the Middle East” (Mitrovi¢, 2019, p. 177). The problem of Kosovo and Metohija is
among the most significant ones for today’s Serbia and its resolution is impossible without a
citizen referendum, as well as the wise measurement of long-term consequences of different
solutions on vital developmental and national interests of our country. The author indicates
that we must not turn a blind eye to the issue of Kosovo, but that it must not be hastily
resolved either. One of the difficulties compounding the resolution of this problem is that
the power relations in are not too favourable today’s world, i.e. they are such that they do
not suit us (Mitrovi¢, 2019, p. 178). Accordingly the author concludes that, if there is no
rational compromise, it is better to freeze the conflict than solve it to the detriment of
national interests and future generations.

The monograph Sociological Marginalia on Contemporary Topics is a significant
contribution to contemporary sociology of social change. It deals with major current
topics, the problem fields of contemporary sociology of social development which are
synthetically dealt with by the author on the basis of the analysis of empirical research and
theoretical problematization, thus contributing to contemporary science. As the author
himself emphasizes, this book remains open for new supplements in the key of Touraine’s
permanent sociology.
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
