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A CONTRIBUTION TO THE SOCIOLOGICAL
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Abstract: The paper presents a review of the textbook Population in the Sociological
Context by Professor Suzana Markovi¢ Krsti¢, PhD. At the beginning, the importance of the
sociological study of population is indicated, as well as the necessity of multidisciplinary
and interdisciplinary approaches in studying this topic. Then the structure of the textbook
is given, with the analysis of the key matters of the sociological study of population the
author deals with.

Keywords: population, sociology, demographics, socio-demographics, demographic
and social development.

Population largely affects the functioning of the society, and that is why it has been
the subject of interest of many thinkers ever since antiquity: Plato and Aristotle in Greece,
Confucius in China, Cicero in Rome etc. Naturally, such interest in population has not
been lost over time, so in the Middle Ages it was in the centre of attention of many authors,
among others, Saint Augustine and Ibn Khaldun, and subsequently utopian and social phi-
losophers Thomas More, Tommaso Campanella etc. Of particular importance is Thomas
Malthus’s An Essay on the Principle of Population from 1798, when population became “the
subject of broader research that constituted and introduction to the formation of basic
theoretical viewpoints about its components and laws of development” (Rasevi¢, 2007,
p- 587). Nowadays it is the subject of research of a number of sciences (primarily social):
demographics, sociology, economics, psychology, ethnology, geography etc. Among these,
of special relevance is demographics, which
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“deals with measuring the number of inhabitants and explaining its increase or
decrease [...] Demographics is commonly considered a branch of sociology because the
factors affecting the level of the born or the deceased in a given group or society, as well
as migratory movements of population, are largely social and cultural” (Giddens, 2003,
p. 617).

However, having in mind the connection between demographic flows and social and
economic development of the society, it is clear that it is necessary for different sciences
to cooperate, i.e. to have multidisciplinary and interdisciplinary approaches in the study
of the population movement and structure. Therefore, it is indisputable that sociology
can also contribute to the analysis and understanding of this complex subject of research.

“In sociology, population is studied in a broader theoretical-methodological context,
in terms of the relevance of population movements and structures for social development,
i.e. for the functioning of social group and social institutions, for the quality of social
relations and social action, as well as for social intervention in this area through adequate
measures of the population and social policy” (Markovi¢ Krsti¢, 2021, p. 22).

That is why there is an emerging need for the cooperation of demographics, econom-
ics, politics, psychology, anthropology, ethnology, sociology and other relevant sciences in
the study of population, i.e. the problem analysis and development planning.

Before us is the textbook Population in the Sociological Context by Suzana Markovi¢
Krsti¢, published by the Faculty of Philosophy, the University of Nis, which is the result
of her years-long teaching, scientific and research work in this area. The topic the author
deals with is presented in eight chapters: I. Introduction; II. Population as the subject of
scientific research; III. Methodology of population research; IV. Theoretical approaches
to population research; V. Natural movement of population; VI. Mechanical movement of
population; VII. Population structures; and VIII. Population policy. In addition to these
chapters, the textbook also contains the excerpts from reviews, the author’s foreword, the list
of used references (bibliography), the name register and the note about the author. As the
author herself emphasizes in the foreword to the textbook, when outlining and structuring
the textbook, she was oriented towards the needs of the readership, first of all students of
faculties of philosophy (in particular sociology and social work) and other faculties of hu-
manities, then of experts interested in population issues and population policies, the public
interested in objective scientific understanding and sociological explanation of insufficient
population birth rate and renewal, as well as of researchers dealing with this topic.

In the introductory part, the author explains the textbook structure, as well as the
theoretical-methodological approach to demographic problems she deals with. Since this
textbook is primarily intended for students of basic academic studies of sociology, and basic
academic studies of social policy and social work at the Faculty of Philosophy in Nis, in the
subject Socio-Demographics, the textbook structure is harmonized with the content of this
subject. She also points to the importance and justification of the sociological approach
in the study of population: since population is an important factor of social development,

“studying population size, movement and structure requires multidisciplinary and
interdisciplinary approaches [...] In that respect, the author starts from the idea that
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demographic processes are under the direct influence of economic and social factors,
and that changes in the birth rate, mortality and natural population increase, as well as
in demographic and economic-social structures, represent a reflection of social processes
and relations..” (Markovi¢ Krsti¢, 2021, pp. 15-16).

In order to understand this social conditionality of demographic processes, it is also
necessary to rely on some sociological theories and methods (which will be further dis-
cussed below).

In the second chapter (Population as the subject of scientific research), first there is
a brief overview of the history of population research since antiquity, via the classics of
sociology — Marx and Durkheim, to contemporary authors. Then the author indicates the
course of the establishment and development of the population science and the relation-
ship of demographics with other sciences (sociology, economics, population geography
etc.). The author also determines the tasks of sociological research of population: study of
demographic development (including factors and causes conditioning that development),
the use of demographic research for outlining plans and implementing certain activities
in different spheres of social life, monitoring tendencies and regularities of population
movement, population structure in settlements etc.

The third chapter entitled Methodology of population research is dedicated to the meth-
od of social demographics as an appropriate thinking and technical instrument that serves
“for researching laws and development of certain phenomena and processes” (Markovi¢
Krsti¢, 2021, p. 55). Here the author gives an overview of methods of demographic research,
pointing, first of all, to the relevance of statistical methods, as well as other quantitative and
qualitative methods. In addition, she speaks of data sources regarding population, defines
observation units (person/inhabitant, marriage, family, household and settlement) and
determines population features (biological and socio-economic).

The following chapter (Theoretical approaches to population research) completes the
whole that is necessary for constituting a science/discipline. After defining the subject
and methods, the author also speaks of theoretical approaches in the study of population.
She first gives a historical overview of the attitudes of important theoreticians who have
studied population from the period of old Chinese and ancient philosophers, via thinkers
of the Roman Empire and the Middle Ages, to classical and modern theoretical perspec-
tives oriented towards demographic problems. Special attention is dedicated to Malthus’s
theoretical approach to population, neo-Malthusians, the contribution of Karl Marx and
Friedrich Engels to the theory of population, the theory of demographic transition, as well
as theoretical explanations (which have not gained the status of systematic and completed
theories) regarding the decrease in fertility: demographic-sociological, sociological and
economic. theory of demographic transition is dealt with in greatest detail, where after
pointing to the basic postulates of this theory, the periodization of demographic transition
is given (pre-transition stage, demographic transition stage and post-transition stage/late
transition stage), with the review of the course of this transition in developed and devel-
oping countries.

The following two chapters are dedicated to natural and mechanical movement of
population as basic forms of total movement of population. Speaking of natural movement,
fundamental concepts for understanding this process are defined - birth rate/fertility and
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mortality, as well as patterns for their calculation. The author indicates that natural move-
ment of population has been formed under the influence of biological, socio-economic,
cultural, educational, psychological and other factors, and that is why these factors are
further considered in detail. There are also examples properly illustrating determinism
in demographic movements of population. When it comes to mechanical movement of
population, once again the author starts from defining fundamental concepts necessary
for understanding this process, while making a clear distinction between spatial mobility
and social mobility. Since spatial mobility is divided into two broader categories: migration
and circulation (changeable/circular movement), the author dedicates more attention to
them. This chapter also shows some theoretical views of migrations, migration factors,
migration typology, data sources regarding migrations, basic indicators and methods of
migration analysis and, in the end, the chapter speaks of spatial mobility transition from
pre-modern to modern societies.

The seventh chapter of the textbook is dedicated to population structures, where the
importance of sociological interpretation of demographic movements is most evident. At
the very beginning, naturally, the concept of population structure is defined, but there is also
an indication to the factors affecting the formation and change in population movement.
It is followed by the analysis of the most important population structures. The starting
point is the age-gender structure and its definition; then determinants of this structure
are explained, with the list of relevant data and examples that often refer to the population
of the Republic of Serbia (using age-gender pyramids, biological index, aging index etc.).
Then other relevant population structures are analyzed: marital (nuptiality and divorciality),
economic and socio-economic (economic activity, trade activity, occupation) and cultur-
al-anthropologic (educational, ethnic, structures based on language, religious and race).

The textbook ends with the chapter about population policy that is determined as a
system of measures and actions via which impact is made on demographic processes (par-
ticularly on natural and mechanical movement of population) with the aim of achieving
certain movement of population that is in line with the current aims (economic, healthcare,
social, political and others). It is pointed out that “nowadays the general aim of implement-
ing a population policy in developing as well as in developed countries is to improve the
quality of life or to achieve the well-being of population” (Markovi¢ Krsti¢, 2021, p. 290).
The author shows the criteria on the basis of which it is possible to make the typology of
population policies and gives an exhaustive review of three types: expansive, restrictive
and redistributive policies, while listing interesting and relevant examples. Finally, the
relevance of population development management is emphasized within the policy of
socio-economic development.

The textbook Population in the Sociological Context is an important contribution to
the sociological study of population. It is the result of the author’s years-long lecturing,
research and scientific work in the area of socio-demographics. In the textbook, the author
deals with the key issues of studying population, while consulting relevant domestic and
foreign literature. The textbook presents definitions of the key concepts used in Socio-
Demographics, various theoretical viewpoints, methodological approaches, empirical data,
as well as explanations of numerous demographic phenomena. Having in mind that the
textbook structure has been outlined in such a manner as to follow the study programme
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of basic academic studies of sociology and basic academic studies of social policy and so-
cial work at the Faculty of Philosophy I Nis, it is clearly intended primarily to students of
this Faculty attending the subject Socio-Demographics. However, taking into account the
relevance and current quality of demographic problems Serbia is faced with, the textbook
may definitely be useful to experts and researchers who are interested in population issues
and population policy.
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
