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A VALUABLE CONTRIBUTION TO THE RESEARCH
OF THE HISTORY OF SOCIOLOGICAL METHODOLOGY
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Contributions to the History of Sociological Methodology.
Skoplje: Matica makedonska, 417 pp.

The book Contributions to the History of Sociological Methodology is the work by out-
standing Macedonian sociologist, Petre Georgievski, one of the founders of the Department
of Sociology of the Faculty of Philosophy in Skoplje and the lecturer of the methodology
of sociological research, sociology and sociology of education, the eminent researcher of
a number of important social phenomena, the participant of many national, regional and
foreign conferences, the reviewer of national and regional sociological publications. The
book is dedicated to the analysis and discussion of key theoretical-methodological insights
of “sociological classics and their more influential followers” (p. 13) that significantly af-
fected the development of the methodology of sociological research, as well as profiling
modern scientific-research work ion this science and related social-humanistic disciplines.

The author finds the justification for dealing with the history of sociological meth-
odology not only in the words of outstanding American sociologist Robert Merton who,
for the sake of professional education suggests that sociologists should study the works
of the classics of sociology and eminent followers of their ideas. Such attitude is justified
by the fact that the research of methodological solutions enables perceiving not only how
methodology developed, but also observing that some of them have become a permanent
integral part of sociological methodology (such as, for example, Durkheim's advocacy for
the multi-variant analysis or Marx's idea of using complementary sources for researching
social phenomena). To know the history of a discipline also means to have an insight into
the tendencies of neglecting and/or misinterpreting original ideas that are often uncritically
taken from other researchers (p. 13). Studying history of sociological methodology also
makes it possible to observe complex cognitive and non-cognitive factors leading to the for-
mation of certain methodological viewpoints, and to recognize and observe, for educational
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purposes, the success level of connecting sociological theories and methodological solutions
applied in research (p. 15). Although the above-listed argumentation is more than sufficient
to point to the significance of studying the history of sociological methodology, the author
also refers to meta-theoretical discursive, as well as heuristic reasons for which sociologists
should draw on the history of methodological ideas (pp. 15-16).

The text of the book is organized into three segments. The first one, entitled Methods
of research of classical sociologists and their current value and influence, discusses the meth-
odological ideas of three classics of the sociological science: Karl Marx, Emile Durkheim
and Max Weber, and the choice of focusing on these three classics comes not only from the
measurable factors of their influence, but also from the whole network of the sociologists
who used the ideas of those classics as foundations for creating respectable methodological
programmes that have deservedly become decent material for educating new generations,
as well as the model of methodological paradigms in modern sociology. Their viewpoints
are discussed both in the context of the research they conducted and from the perspective
of key components of methodological programmes (ontological, epistemological, method-
ological elements and models for scientific explanation and understanding), with clearly
drawn lines of influence on the constitution of sociology as a science and on the research
work of the latter sociologists. In addition, certain theoretical-methodological solutions
have been discussed in detail, some of which are still present in modern methodological
debates of sociologists (methodological individualism vs methodological holism; social
nominalism vs social realism; explanation vs understanding; factual vs value judgments etc.).

The segment of this lengthy study, entitled Research methods of influential American
sociologists, refers to the contribution of sociologists Paul Lazarsfeld, Robert Merton and
Charles Wright Mills to the development of sociological methodology, as well as the discipli-
nary and academic foundation of sociology. The development of the quantitative approach
in sociology, the application of the principle of complementary sources for studying social
phenomena, the perfection of surveys through the network of variables, the development of
the multi-variant analysis and empirical sociology in general (Lazarsfeld); the development
of the theory model of medium scope and paradigm for the functional analysis, and the
introduction of the focus-group interview as a legitimate method in sociological method-
ology (Merton); the distinction of key methodological concepts and the epistemological
critique of abstract theories and pure empiricism as its opposite (Wright Mills) — these are
only some of the contributions and ideas of the above-listed sociologists whose influence
extends beyond the boundaries of the USA.

Finding a common thread in the research work of three contemporary European
sociologists, Pierre Bourdieu, Henri Mendras and Jézef Obrembski, in the third segment
of the book the author presents the current character of their research method, trying
to demonstrate their contribution to modern methodology through the analysis of the
most important research works, while at the same time exploring the threads connecting
them with the classical sources. Excellent innovations, brought by these researchers by
thoughtfully using complementary sources of data for their research, show how sociological
observations and regularities can be also be documented by sources that are not primary
in sociological science (such as visual ones). Combining the sources typical of ethno-
graphic, anthropological and common sociological sources of data, as well as methods and

techniques of data collection and different logics of their analysis, the above-mentioned
authors did not only contribute to the study of small local communities (studied by all three
of them), but also left valuable research of important sociological problems as their heritage
to sociologists, such as social selection, social changes, cultural practices etc., while empha-
sizing the significance of the whole picture of the research subject created from different
standpoints, with the application of the comparative approach and the typological method.

Finally, at the very end of the book there is a text systemizing methodological findings
about action research. The text gives an overview of different interpretations of action re-
search, and also lists and clarifies the most important characteristics of such action research
based on the communities, and potential models of drafting that research. Moreover, it is
shown in what manner the use of various methods and techniques may contribute to the
achievement of goals in this type of research. As a matter of fact, this text draws the attention
of sociologists and representatives of other related professions to the applicative aspects of
the scientific method when planning an intervention for resolving different social problems.

Each contribution presented in this book is systematically and structurally consistently
rounded: it begins by listing important biobibliographical data from life and professional
trajectories of the above-mentioned sociologists and, by clearly emphasizing the goals of
such presentation, there is an analysis of key theoretical attitudes and concepts, followed by
the presentation of methodological consequences. This precisely draws the lines of theoreti-
cal and epistemological foundation of the analyzed methodological viewpoints. The applied
procedure actualizes in the best possible manner Merton's idea of the reciprocal relation
between the theory and research (more in Merton, 1998, 18, 189-228). The contributions
are completed by concise concluding summations. The reader is given a substantial and
comprehensive overview through the vivid text with clear points, which makes it suitable
for being classified in the literature for methodological subjects in the studies of sociology
and other related disciplines. The competent and thorough debate about the development
of sociological methodology, through the review and comparison of certain methodolog-
ical ideas and concepts, may be inspiring for the initiation of insufficiently explored topics
in this field, both to experienced researchers and for students at all levels of studies, and
that is why, apart from the scientific importance of the book, we also stress its heuristic
importance. Due to everything mentioned above, we believe that the sociological public
in Macedonia and the region will be quite interested in this publication.
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
