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CHINA'S SOFT POWER AND THE BALKANS
-Example of Serbia-

Abstract: The People’s Republic of China, along with the United States and the Russian
Federation, has become a great power in international affairs as a result of its significant
economic expansion in recent decades, as well as the strengthening of its military force
and pronounced political influence. What distinguishes China in the global order is its
developing soft power, which profiles it as a desirable partner for cooperation. In other
words, China is economically and politically “present” in every corner of the world, and
in the last decade, more than ever before in the Balkans. China’s relations with the Balkan
countries are improving and becoming more substantial, and they are most developed
with Serbia. The paper will explore the elements of China‘s “soft power” and how it is used
in cooperation with the Balkan countries, as well as the reasons that set Serbia apart in
cooperation with China in relation to other Balkan countries. An attempt will be made to
answer the questions about the benefits of the Balkan countries’ cooperation with China,
why the US and the EU have a negative attitude towards China‘s cooperation with the
Balkan countries, and whether such a relationship is motivated solely by economic reasons
or other geopolitical interests.

Keywords: soft power of states, China, Balkan countries, Serbia, interstate cooperation

Introduction

The question of the various forms of states’ power, soft power resources, and the order
of great powers in relation to the types of power they possess, is the object of interest to
the scientific community and the strategy of state development. The People’s Republic of
China has always been a vast country, in terms of territory and population, but its influence
in international relations has been primarily focused on its “natural environment”, Asia.
The founding of the new China, the People‘’s Republic of China, opened a new page not
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only in China‘s development but also in its global placement as a major power. China’s
opening to the world, which began in the late 1970s, signaled not only the start of a period
of rapid development but also the deepening of ties with Western economies and China's
worldwide position.

In the last decade, in the framework of international cooperation, China has launched
several development projects at the level of one or more regions, or even between continents,
first in Europe and then globally. In 2012, at the summit in Poland, the beginning of the
realization of the Project of Cooperation between China and the countries of Central and
Eastern Europe was marked, which included the countries of the Balkans (Process 16+1).
The following year, China started the implementation of the “Belt and Road” Initiative, a
major development project, connecting areas, countries, and peoples along the maritime
and territorial routes of the “old Silk Road” between China (Asia), Africa, and Europe,
making the Cooperation Process 16+1 an integral part of the “Belt and Road”. The results
achieved in the realization of these development projects have positioned the People‘s
Republic of China as a leader in global development and significantly improved China’s
soft power resources.

The cooperation of the People’s Republic of China with the Balkan countries has
gained a new institutional dimension through the 16+1 Cooperation Process. Numerous
projects in the fields of infrastructure, energy, etc., have been jointly implemented, both
within the Balkan countries and between the two or several countries in the Balkans. Among
all the Balkan countries, the People‘s Republic of China has the highest level of relations
with the Republic of Serbia - the level of “comprehensive strategic partnership”

China’s cooperation with the Balkan countries, especially with Serbia, did not meet
with the approval of the European Union and the United States. Although this cooperation
is primarily of an economic nature, Western countries see China as a strategic adversary
in the Balkans who should be disabled, regardless of the Balkan countries® benefits from
cooperation with China.

States® soft power and China

The issue of states‘ soft power has become more important in the new international
environment in a multipolar world. The military power of states is constrained by the
possibility of destroying the globe. Economic development is dependent on dwindling
natural resources and solutions to various security and other problems that the international
community faces. Soft power has, therefore, become an important element in the place
and role of the states in international relations. The People‘s Republic of China has gained
the status of a great power and a desirable cooperation partner thanks to its ability to put
its resources into the function of global development. In that way, China has succeeded
in changing, in a positive sense, the perception of the importance of states® soft power
resources for their position in the international community.

According to renowned American scientist Joseph Nye, a state’s power is “the ability to
achieve the desired outcomes and, if necessary, change the behavior of others to achieve this”
(Nye, 2004, pp. 23-24). Power can be hard (military and economic) or soft. The simplest
explanation of soft power, according to Nye, is “to persuade others to do what you want”
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(Nye, 2004, p. 29). A broader explanation is given in the context of the opposition to the
hard power of a state. While military and economic power, as examples of hard power, can
be used “to lead others” to change their attitudes, soft power rests on the ability to set the
political agenda in a way that shapes the preferences of others (Nye, 2004, p. 29). The soft
power sources of a state are based on three resources: “its culture (where it is attractive to
others), its political values (when they are adhered to at home and abroad), and its foreign
policies (when others see them as legitimate and as bearers of moral authority)” (Nye, 2012,
p- 111). To these sources, Nye adds the economic resources of a state, which can be both
elements of soft power and hard power of a state (Nye, 2012, p. 112).2

In an explanation of his theoretical assumptions about the soft and hard power of
states in international relations, i.e., the soft power capacities of individual states or re-
gions, Nye points out that the United States has the largest soft power resources, followed
by Europe and Japan (Nye, 2004, p. 88). In the table of world leaders and their resources
of power, the United States is defined as the leading country in the 21st century, and its
power resources are “technological leadership, military and economic power, soft power,
and the center of transnational communications” (Nye, 2004, p. 34).> Nye considers China
(as well as India) as an Asian giant (but not a global one) with indicators of expanding soft
power resources. He sees the limitations of China’s soft power on the global level in the
authoritarian character of its political system, the low attractiveness of the official commu-
nist ideology, the significant lag in economic development in relation to the United States,
the damaged reputation in international relations due to problems with Taiwan, and other
issues (Nye, 2004, p. 89). Because of these and other limitations, Nye believes that China
will unlikely become a serious competitor to the United States on a global level, but that it
can still pose a threat to the United States in East Asia (Nye, 2012, p. 142).*

2 At the level of international politics, the resources that produce the soft power of the state, ac-

cording to Nay, “derive in part from the values the state expresses in its culture, in the examples
it sets with its internal practices and policies, and in the way it manages its relations with others”
(Nye, 2012, p. 8).

The leading countries in the world from the 16th to the 21st century were: Spain in the 16th
century, the Netherlands in the 17th century, France in the 18th century, Britain in the 19th
century, and the United States in the 20th century. In the 21st century, as the leading state, Nye
“sees” the United States (cited by: Nye, 2004, p. 34).

Similar views on China’s soft power are shared by Wangfa Zhang, an American scientist of Chinese
descent who analyzed the importance of soft power for China‘s development and its position in
the international community. Until the end of the 1990s, China’s soft power was in the function
of internal development and aimed to “provide a stable environment for its development’, after
which it “moved” to the international level with the aim of “raising China’s international image”
as a peaceful, cooperative, and reliable partner in the world” (Zhang, 2007, pp. 113-115). China's
soft power resources that strengthen its position in the international community include its long
history and tradition (Chinese civilization is one of the oldest in the world and has existed for
more than 5,000 years), cultural influence on neighboring countries (both in Southeast Asia and
beyond), economic success as a model of development for other countries (primarily for third
world countries), the Chinese diaspora in the region and their economic influence, the benefits
of connecting subcultures, and a stronger economy. However, there are barriers to strengthening
China's soft power, such as the political system (elements of which contradict the global trend of
democratization and liberal values), the failure of the international communist movement, the
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Soft power is a topic of interest in China at the highest state level. At the 17th Congress
of the Communist Party of China held in 2007, former President of the People’s Republic
of China Hu Jintao pointed out the need to strengthen the soft power of the Chinese state
and, in that context, emphasized the importance of culture as an important resource of soft
power (Simi¢ and Zivojinovi¢, 2013, p. 13; Nye, 2012, p. 115). With the promotion of the
“Belt and Road” in 2013, President Xi Jinping gave a new dimension to China’s economic
cooperation at the international level, as an element of the soft power of the state. Such a
large and important project could be realized only with the ability of China to get involved
in international economic flows, that is, economic globalization. President Xi explained the
position of China and the positive effects of its involvement in globalization at the World
Economic Forum in Davos in January 2017 and at the 19th Congress of the Communist
Party of China in October of the same year.

The growth of the total power of the People’s Republic of China at the beginning of the
21st century, and especially in the last decade, was followed by the increase of the soft power
resources of the Chinese state in almost all areas. Chinese writers Gao Xingjian and Mo Yan
won the Nobel Prizes for Literature in 2000 and 2012, and scientist Tu Joujou was the first
female citizen of the People‘s Republic of China to receive the Nobel Prize in Medicine in
2015. China successfully organized the Summer Olympic Games in Beijing in 2008. Chinese
athletes were second at the last Olympic Games in Tokyo with 88 medals won, after the
United States, which won 113 medals. That China has become a world sports power, but
also a very successful organizer, is confirmed by the decision of the Olympic Committee
to hold the next Winter Olympic Games in Beijing in February 2022.° Chinese is not only
the United Nations® official language, but it is also taught all over the world thanks to a

Taiwan problem, the historical export burden of communism, conflicts of interest with neighboring
countries, and Western countries’ fear of the rise of China (Zhang, 2007, pp. 120-123). China's
future and its position in the international community will depend on how it uses its soft power
resources, because without them, “the country will never regain its historic place and rise to the
status of a great power in our time” (Zhang, 2007, p. 115).
*> In his address in Davos, Xi stressed that China should “adapt to economic globalization and direct
it to amortize its negative impact” and make sure that “its benefits reach all countries and peoples.”
He believes that China should act “proactively” and manage the process of economic globalization
“in an appropriate way in order to achieve its positive development (since globalization also has
negative consequences - remarks by Z.0.) and balance its course” (Jinping, 2019, p. 71). At the end of
the year, in October, at the 19th Congress of the Chinese Communist Party, President Xi announced
China’s intention to become a global leader by the middle of the 21st century in terms of national
strength and international influence (Jinping 2017, p. 25). At the same time, President Xi called on all
countries of the world to work together to build a “common future community” and thus undoubt-
edly announced a further strengthening of China’s soft power resources at the international level.
On December 16, 2021, the United States announced a decision to “diplomatically boycott” the
upcoming Beijing Olympics from February 4 to 22 in Beijing due to the “genocide” in Xinjiang
and other human rights violations. They were joined by Canada, Great Britain, and Australia. The
goal of this decision and the boycott of some Western countries is clear, and that is an attempt to
diminish the international publics positive impression of the People’s Republic of China as the
host of this great sports gathering. (China also announced a boycott of certain countries at the
Winter Olympics: “They directed and performed a farce” 2021)
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significant number of “Confucius” Institutes that have been established in many countries.
Chinese students are present in leading universities around the world, and a large number
of foreign students study in China. The fact that Chinese universities are high in the pres-
tigious rankings of higher education institutions also contributes to this. Leading TV and
radio stations (CCTYV, Xinhua, China Radio International, China Daily) can be seen and
heard in a huge number of countries around the world. Chinese cinema is also becoming
increasingly present around the world. China is at the top of the countries in the number
of tourists who visit this Asian, tourist-attractive country. On the other hand, millions of
Chinese citizens have become welcome guests in numerous tourist destinations around the
world, especially in Europe and the United States. According to 2018 forecasts (before the
COVID-19 epidemic), 500 million Chinese tourists were expected to travel abroad in the
next five years. China's traffic area is intersected by a network of highways and railways used
by trains whose speeds reach 350 km/h. In the fields of architecture and construction, China
has become a symbol of the new, innovative, and grand in the world. Chinese companies are
among the world's leaders. In 2020, among the 200 largest companies in the world, a quarter
of that number (50 companies) were from the People’s Republic of China. In the field of
telecommunications, the Chinese mobile phone companies Huawei and Xiaomi were among
the leading brands in the world in 2021. In the field of the automobile industry, China is no
longer a country where the cars of Western auto giants are produced. Chinese car models are
slowly but surely conquering the world market. The last but also clear indicator of China's
soft power was its reaction to the COVID-19 pandemic. Although the virus itself originated
in China (Wuhan) and then spread around the world, China was the first country to bring
COVID-19 under control and “bring life back” to normal. In addition, China has shown
solidarity with a large number of countries affected by this dangerous virus. China has sent
large quantities of medical equipment and medicine to those countries, and Chinese doctors
have shared their experiences in the fight against COVID-19 with doctors all over the world
via direct visits or video conferences. Eventually, when China produced a vaccine against
the new virus (recognized by the World Health Organization), the vaccine was available
to a large number of countries, thus halting the spread of the virus and saving many lives
(Fortune, 2020; Neimarevi¢, 2013; Nye, 2012, p.88; Yiwei, 2018, p-47).

An important, perhaps the greatest soft power resource of modern China is the
promotion and realization of the “Belt and Road” Initiative.” Since its inception in 2013,
the “Belt and Road” project, which aims to connect China (Asia), Africa (Africa), and
Europe via maritime and territorial routes along the old Silk Road, has piqued the interest

7 The Belt and Road Initiative aims to connect areas, states and people. The main goals of integration

are: political communication (through dialogue, the member states should agree on strategies
and measures for economic development); infrastructure connectivity (in the field of transport
infrastructure, port infrastructure, energy infrastructure, cross-border fiber optic cables, and main
communication network circuits); trade links (removal of trade and other barriers to investment
and trade cooperation); capital flow (to establish financial integration), and understanding among
people (in order to promote cultural cooperation as a driving force for cooperation between coun-
tries along the roads) (Yiwei, 2018, pp. 51-53). All these “connecting factors” represent the great
potential of China‘s soft power resources in the coming years. The “Belt and Road” exemplifies
China‘s worldview: “it begins with the economy and ends with culture” as a significant resource
of soft power (Yiwei, 2018, p. 147).
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and expectations of many countries, who see the project as an opportunity for economic
and social development. Initially, “Belt and Road” included 65 countries, including China.
This project covered a total area of 51,491,201 km2 and a population of nearly 4.4 billion
people (Obradovi¢, 2018, p. 189). Meanwhile, the project has been formalized through
the hosting of two meetings (in 2017 and 2019), and the number of nations interested in
participating in the “Belt and Road” has grown. By the end of January 2020, 138 countries
and 30 international organizations had signed 200 documents on cooperation with China
in the implementation of the “Belt and Road” ( Yongliang, 2021, p. 50). In 2017, Chinese
President Xi Jinping announced that he expected the value of this project to be over a
thousand billion dollars, which would create jobs for several million people (AreZina, 2021,
p- 100). The realization of the “Belt and Road” was supported by numerous international
organizations, including the United Nations, but also the G-20, Asia-Pacific Economic
Cooperation, and the Shanghai Cooperation Organization ( Yongliang, 2021, p. 55).
Although Nye's thoughts on soft power theory in the context of China cannot be
deemed totally true, the premise concerning the prospective transition of economic hard
power into enormous soft power potential can undoubtedly be considered proven. In the
previous decade, China has developed its soft power resources faster than projected, par-
ticularly in the economic field. China has become synonymous with the new, innovative,
vibrant, and global. The “Belt and Road”, given that its realization in various areas will take
decades, is becoming the “tip of the iceberg” of China’s soft power. The “Belt and Road”
promotes China as a leader in the global world not only in the field of development but also
in caring for the future of humanity (“communities of a common future”). The economy
“opens the door” for China‘s cooperation with other countries (who want it) with “benefits”
for all, and culture will contribute to a better understanding of China with other countries,
strengthening mutual trust and enhancing tolerance and respect for civilizational diversity.

China and the Balkans

The interstate relations between the People‘s Republic of China and the Balkan coun-
tries were mostly relations of equals, regardless of the differences that existed between these
states in the size of territories, population, or character of the political system. In the begin-
ning, cooperation had an ideological dimension, but since the last decade of the twentieth
century, the basic principles of cooperation between states have been voluntariness and
mutual benefit. The People‘s Republic of China was the first great power to offer the Balkan
countries unconditional cooperation under the 16+1 Cooperation Process.® This was in
stark contrast to previous great powers’ behavior in the Balkans throughout the last two
centuries, which was primarily concerned with their own interests rather than the needs

8 Since its establishment in Poland (Warsaw) in 2012, in addition to the People‘s Republic of China,

the China Cooperation Process with Central and Eastern European countries has included: Estonia,
Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Montenegro, Serbia, Bulgaria, Romania, Macedonia, and Albania. At the 8th summit
in Croatia (Dubrovnik), Greece was accepted as a full member of the Cooperation Process, so the
number of members was increased to “17+1”. In May 2021, Lithuania made the decision to leave
the Cooperation Process, so it again has “16+1” members.
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of the Balkan countries. As the 16+1 Cooperation Process became an integral part of the
Belt and Road Initiative, the countries of the Balkans were automatically involved in the
implementation of this global development project.

The relations between China and the Balkan countries can be divided into three
phases: The first, which dates from the end of World War II and the founding of the People‘s
Republic of China (1949) to the late 1980s and early 1990s, in which the ideological crite-
rion was the basis for the quality of interstate relations between China and the Balkans.’

The second phase covers the period up to 2012. The number of countries in the
Balkans has increased from six to eleven. Political changes took place in all other countries
except for Greece and Turkey. However, this was not an obstacle to cooperation with China,
which was very intense with almost all Balkan countries due to the need for international
affirmation and promotion of their statehood.*

The third phase started in 2012, with the inclusion of the Balkan states into the Process
of Cooperation of China with the Countries of Central and Eastern Europe (Process 16+1)
and, since then, the cooperation with China has received an institutional framework."!
Four 16+1 Cooperation Process Summits were held in the Balkans: Romania (Bucharest)
in 2013, Serbia (Belgrade) in 2014, Bulgaria (Sofia) in 2018, and Croatia (Dubrovnik) in
2019. Centers (Association for Certain Areas) have been opened or proposed as part of
institutional cooperation in the 16+1 Process member states to assist the implementation
of planned projects.'? All the Balkan countries have concluded several agreements on the

®  The countries in which the Communist Party was ruling (Yugoslavia, Albania, Bulgaria, and

Romania) had special relations with China. All communist countries recognized the People's
Republic of China immediately after its founding in 1949, while Turkey did so in 1971, and
Greece a year later, in 1972. The quality of inter-party cooperation was the main criterion for
the level of interstate relations. During this period, China had special relations with Albania
and Romania because the communist parties of these two countries opposed Moscow (Arezina,
2018, pp. 279-284, 287-292). For ideological reasons, China's relations with the SFRY were at a
standstill at one point, only to move upwards after the 1970s. China’s relations with Greece and
Turkey, where parties of opposite ideological orientation were in power, were less developed.
The former republics of the former SFRY became new states, which very quickly established dip-
lomatic relations with China. Political changes have taken place in Bulgaria and Romania. In all
these countries, multi-party systems and a liberal model of society have been introduced. This was
not an obstacle to cooperation with China. All Balkan countries where political changes have taken
place have had intensive cooperation with China at all levels. The exception is China’s cooperation
with BiH, which has been very modest. Between 1999 and 2001, China’s relations with Macedonia
were severed due to Macedonia's cooperation with Taiwan. China’s relations with the FR Yugoslavia
also stalled for a short time after 2000 due to the behavior of the then Yugoslav government, which
ignored the financial obligations of the FR Yugoslavia towards China. By the way, the People‘s
Republic of China was the first country that, immediately after its proclamation, in April 1992,
internationally recognized the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and its continuity with the SFRY.
Within the 16+1 Cooperation Process, the Secretariat for Cooperation was established in
September 2012. In addition, the Development Fund (with a credit capital of 10 billion dollars)
was established, and it was agreed that annual cooperation summits would be held in the member
states, including the Balkan countries.
Thus, the seat of the Association for the Promotion of Agricultural Cooperation is in Bulgaria,
the Association for Transport and Infrastructure Cooperation is in Serbia, the Association for
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implementation of projects in various fields. Many have been completed, some are in the
implementation phase, and there are those that have yet to begin. A highway from the
South Adriatic to the border with Serbia is under construction in Montenegro. In BiH, the
thermal power plant in Stanari has been completed, and the realization of several more
energy projects is planned. In Serbia, several projects in the fields of infrastructure and
energy have been completed or are being implemented. One of the most important projects
is certainly the construction and reconstruction of the high-speed railway between Budapest
(Hungary) and Belgrade (Serbia), which is underway, and which should be extended to
Thessaloniki and thus connect several countries in the Balkans. The Peljesac Bridge was
built in Croatia, connecting the southernmost part of Dalmatia with Croatia. In Romania,
Huawei opened a European Design Center. The Chinese company Cosco became the owner
of the port of Piraeus (Greece). A factory for Chinese vehicles was opened in Bulgaria.
Albania gave concessions for the Tirana Airport until 2027 to a Chinese company. A bus,
as well as televisions and other technical items, are jointly made in Slovenia. The project
for the hydroelectric power plant on the river Vardar is being realized in Macedonia.*
Confucius Institutes have been opened in several Balkan countries to strengthen cultural ties
with China." In addition, scientific gatherings and conferences in the fields of education,
science, culture, information, tourism, ecology, etc. are held in the member states every
year. A special feature of the cooperation within the 16+1 Process is the implementation
of numerous projects in the fields of infrastructure, energy, or others.

Part of the cooperation between the Balkan countries and China included the pur-
chase of medical equipment and vaccines against COVID-19. Among the Balkan countries,
Serbia, Montenegro, and North Macedonia received Chinese vaccines, which were impor-
tant for protecting the health of the citizens of these three countries.

The Balkan countries® partnership with China is extensive and crucial to them.
Through the 16+1 Process, the Balkan countries have been given the opportunity to im-
plement infrastructure, energy, and other projects that improve their economies and the
living standards of their citizens. At the same time, interstate relations with China have
significantly improved. An important segment of the Balkan states’ relations with China
is that it supports the orientation of the Balkan states towards EU membership and does
not interfere in the internal affairs of the Balkan countries. The exception to that is China’s

Cooperation in Forestry in Slovenia, the Center for Dialogue and Cooperation in Energy Projects
in Romania, the Association for Small and Medium Enterprises in Croatia, the Coordination
Center for Cultural Cooperation in Macedonia, the Veterinary Scientific Center for Cooperation
in BiH, and the Association for Environmental Protection in Montenegro. The Community
Institute of Higher Education “moves” to another member state every year (Ping and Zuokui,
2017, pp. 4-5).
B The realization of these projects was possible due to the fact that China invested significant
amounts of money in the Balkan countries in the period from 2009 to 2016.

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recent reaction regarding the position of the High Representative in BiH.'* The People‘s
Republic of China also benefits from cooperation. For China, this cooperation is part of
the relationship with the European Union, but also part of the cooperation in the imple-
mentation of the “Belt and Road” Initiative'® in Europe and the Balkans.

At the same time as cooperation with China was strengthening (both within the
Cooperation Process and at the level of the entire European Union), a “resistance front”
against that cooperation began to form. Western countries are increasingly criticizing China
over democracy in Hong Kong, Taiwan, the human rights situation in Xinjiang, and other
topics. The Balkan countries have also been increasingly exposed to the demands of the EU
and the United States to suspend or reduce cooperation with China.”” The EU and the US

1> The PRC respects the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the Republic of Serbia, does not rec-
ognize the so-called independence of Kosovo and, accordingly, supports Serbia both in the United
Nations and in other international organizations in the affirmation of the territorial integrity of
Serbia and the prevention of the so-called state of Kosovo from applying for membership in in-
ternational organizations. In that way, China not only confirms its friendship with Serbia, but also
its concrete commitment to respecting international law and relevant international documents.
China’s response to the appointment of a new High Representative to monitor and implement
the civilian aspects of the Dayton Peace Agreement in BiH was a step forward in China's assess-
ment of the situation in BiH. Namely, China, together with Russia, submitted to the UN Security
Council a draft Resolution on the High Representative for BiH, according to which the Office
of the High Representative would be closed on July 31, 2022 “given the progress made by the
Bosnian side”, but the Resolution was not adopted (Radio Free Europe, 2021a). China did not
stop there, but sent a note to the Office of the High Representative on August 16, claiming that
the appointment of K. Schmidt to the post of High Representative was not legitimate because he
was not elected by the UN Security Council (Radio Free Europe, 2021b). This attitude of China
is based on disagreement with the policy pursued by Western countries in BiH (the US above all),
but also as a reaction to the statement of a number of Western countries, which joined BiH on
June 22 (without the consent of the BiH Presidency member from the Republic of Srpska) on the
violation of the human rights of members of the Uighur minority in China (Kesmer, 2021). From
the Balkans, in addition to BiH, the statement against China was signed by Albania, Bulgaria,
Croatia, Romania, and Slovenia (KeSmer, 2021).
16 In each of the documents adopted at the annual meetings of the 16+1 Cooperation Process, the
provision that cooperation of all members with China must be in accordance with “laws, regulations,
standards ... and EU policy for members and candidate countries” was always clearly stated. The
documents of the 16+1 Cooperation Process from the Fourth Summit, held in Suzhou (China) in
2015, confirm the commitment of the members to “connecting China and Europe via land, sea, and
air through key transport corridors, connections, and projects” The “Belt and Road” Initiative has the
same goal of connecting China and Europe.

The US has pressured Albania not to sell the port of Durres to Chinese companies and Romania
to suspend talks with Chinese companies on building two new nuclear reactors (in addition
to the two existing ones), which both countries have accepted. Croatia has rejected US “pro-
posals” not to use telecommunications equipment from Chinese companies and to suspend
the construction of the PeljeSac Bridge. Serbia was also asked by the US under the Washington
Agreement of September 4, 2020 to suspend the use of 5G equipment, but Serbia rejected this
request (Obradovi¢, 2020a, pp. 176-199).
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have abstracted the economic side of China’s collaboration with the Balkan countries and
see China's position in the Balkans as a geopolitical impediment that they wish to remove.
For their part, the Balkan countries are in a position to independently appraise the value of
cooperation with China for their internal development, as well as potential challenges with
that cooperation in regard to their European Union orientation. For China, cooperation
with the Balkan countries is not only bilateral in nature, but also an integral part of the “Belt
and Road”. Using its economic soft power resources, China has encouraged the economic
development of the Balkan countries, strengthened political relations, and confirmed itself
as a reliable partner. Future cooperation between the Balkan countries and China will be
scrutinized by the EU and the US, and will be heavily influenced by their global relations.

Relations between Serbia and China

Relations between the People‘s Republic of China and the Republic of Serbia have
been at their highest level since the establishment of diplomatic relations between the
two countries. Over the last decade, bilaterally, within the “16+1 Cooperation Process”
or the “Belt and Road” Initiative, the two countries have built relationships of intercon-
nectedness, respect, mutual benefit, support, and assistance. Excellent interstate relations
and economic cooperation have “spilled over” into all other fields, like science, culture,
education, health, tourism, and sports. China‘s cooperation with Serbia best shows how
strong and influential China‘s economic power is, and how many positive effects its use
can produce, from resolving an economic issue to increasing people’s quality of life and
improving interstate relations.

Relations between China and Serbia have their own historical and positive dimen-
sion. (Obradovi¢, 2016). This was also seen during the 1990s, when China supported the
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia on all issues relevant to its international position. China
was against the bombing of Yugoslavia in 1999, and it was itself the subject of aggression
when the Chinese embassy was hit. Three Chinese citizens were killed and more than
twenty were injured.

A new stage in interstate cooperation between China and Serbia began in 2009 when
the Strategic Partnership Agreement was signed. In addition to bilateral cooperation, Serbia
has been actively participating in all activities of this regional project since the beginning
of the China Cooperation Process with Central and Eastern European countries in 2012.

In order to prevent and reduce China‘s influence in the Balkans (more precisely among the
candidate countries), the EU announced an investment plan for the Western Balkans in October
2020 (during the COVID-19 pandemic), which envisages an investment of EUR 9 billion for
projects in the fields of transport, energy, the environment, small and medium enterprises, and
digitalisation, as well as a special program for young people. In addition, the EU wants to invest
another EUR 20 billion as part of a new EU strategy towards the region and Serbia. The fact that
the investment plan for the Western Balkans aims to suppress China’s presence and influence is
confirmed by statements by Ursula Gertrud von der Leyen that the “Western Balkans is a part
of Europe” and not a station “on the Silk Road”. On the intention to suppress China’‘s presence
in Serbia, the EU Enlargement Commissioner said that “the EU has a better offer” (than China
- remark by Z.0.) (Obradovi¢, 2020b, pp. 9-42).
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In 2014, Serbia (Belgrade) hosted the Third summit of the 16+1 Cooperation Process.
Serbia has emerged as the most active participant in the Process, with the most completed
and ongoing initiatives. With the beginning of the implementation of the “Belt and Road”
Initiative, of which the 16+1 Cooperation Process is an integral part, Serbia is becoming an
important and reliable partner of China in this part of Europe. In the meantime, interstate
relations are moving to an even higher level. The strategic partnership was first expanded
in 2013, and then reached a new level — the “comprehensive strategic partnership” in 2016.
A characteristic of the relations between Serbia and China is the large number of meetings
of the highest state representatives, which contributes to strengthening the cooperation
between the two countries.

Cooperation between Serbia and China is taking place in all areas, from the econo-
my, culture, education, etc., and its content is very broad. Serbia was the first country in
Europe in which a Chinese company built a bridge (on the Danube). Serbia was also the first
country in Europe to abolish visas for citizens of the People’s Republic of China. Serbia is
one of the few European countries to offer Chinese as a subject in primary and secondary
schools (Obradovi¢, 2020, p. 243). Two Confucius Institutes have been opened in Serbia, in
Belgrade and Novi Sad. The two countries have opened the following cultural centers: the
Cultural Center of China in Belgrade and the Cultural Center of Serbia in Beijing. China
was the guest of honor at the 59th International Book Fair held in 2014 in Belgrade. A large
number of books by authors from China and vice versa are printed in Serbia. Cooperation
also exists in the fields of science, education, information, and sports.

In order to speed up the implementation of signed and new projects as part of the
cooperation of the 16+1 Process, the Center for Cooperation in the Field of Transport
and Infrastructure was established in Belgrade. Traffic and infrastructure are the best and
most visible indicators of the projects realized by Chinese companies and their importance
for the development of Serbia. Aside from the Danube bridge, Chinese companies are
working on or have completed a number of infrastructure projects in Serbia, including
the reconstruction and construction of the Belgrade-Budapest high-speed railway in the
section leading up to the Serbian-Hungarian border; several sections of the Belgrade-South
Adriatic highway; the section from Pozega to the Montenegrin border; the construction
of a bypass around Belgrade; and various sections on various traffic routes. In the field of
energy, the revitalization of Unit 2 of the Kostolac Thermal Power Plant and the new Unit
3 were completed, the Drmno surface mine was revitalized, the construction of a power
plant for the production of electricity from waste was agreed upon, the renewable energy
project was started, etc. In addition, agreements were concluded on the construction of a
heat transmission line between Obrenovac and New Belgrade, and for the treatment and dis-
posal of wastewater from the central parts of Belgrade, etc. (Obradovi¢, 2018, pp. 157-175).

A special segment of relations between China and Serbia is cooperation in the field
of the economy. An important issue for Serbia was the fate of two large companies, the
Smederevo Ironworks and the Bor Mining and Smelting Basin. These were the compa-
nies that received state subsidies and employed about 10,000 employees. The Smederevo
Ironworks was bought by the company “Hestil”, and RTB “Bor” by the company “Zijiu
Mining”, which had a great positive impact on the budget and economy of Serbia. The
purchase of these two companies and the planned investments are the best examples of
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how economic power (China) becomes a means of strengthening the overall power of the
state and brings benefits to both parties (see Bozi¢ Miljkovi¢, 2021).** Another example of
the soft power effects of China happened at the beginning of the outbreak and during the
COVID-19 pandemic. Serbia received medical equipment and medicines from China need-
ed to treat people infected with the virus. In addition, medical teams from China who had
experience in the fight against COVID-19 came to Serbia and passed on their observations
to their colleagues from Serbia. When China made the vaccine against COVID-19, Serbia
was among the first countries to ask for and receive the necessary vaccines from China. By
December 2021, Serbia had received about 6 million doses of vaccines from China, greatly
enabling the protection of the health of its population. In addition, Serbia, together with
the United Arab Emirates, is building a vaccine factory for the Chinese company Sinofarm,
of course with the consent of the Chinese state.

Serbia has highly developed relations with the People’s Republic of China, more than
any other country in the Balkans. Serbia is the most active member of the 16+1 Cooperation
Process and thus an important part of the “Belt and Road” Initiative. Despite criticism
from Western countries for cooperating with China, Serbia continues to develop mutual
relations. This is greatly helped by the fact that Serbia, as a candidate for EU membership,
makes autonomous decisions about its foreign policy partners. Serbia‘s good relations with
China ensure support for its sovereignty and territorial integrity, as well as for settling the
Kosovo problem at the United Nations and other international institutions. For China, co-
operation with Serbia is not only a confirmation of excellent interstate relations but also the
best example for other countries that each country can achieve benefits from cooperation
and friendly relations with the People’s Republic of China.

Conclusion

J. Nye‘s concept must be viewed through the lens of the time period in which the
value system Nye supported was developed. That was a time when the United States was
the world's leading power and China was just beginning to show its soft power resources.
The significant expansion of China's soft power and its influence as a desirable partner for
cooperation objectively puts to test Nye's view that China can threaten the United States
only in East Asia but that it is unlikely to become a serious competitor to the US globally.
Confirmation or denial of the stated position can be expected in the current decade, start-
ing primarily from the dynamics of the development of all forms of China’s power, and
especially its soft power.

It is indisputable, however, that China has, so far, and especially in the last decade,
made a great leap in its development and significantly improved all forms of its power, espe-
cially soft power resources. In addition to “classic” soft power resources, primarily related to

but also part of the investment within the “Belt and Road” Initiative. If we add investments in the
automotive industry (Zrenjanin, Loznica, and Aleksinac), the electrical industry (Valjevo), and
the wood and furniture industries (Ruma) to the investments in the Smederevo Ironworks and
RTB “Bor”, in which several thousand employees work, then the positive effects of cooperation
between Serbia and China and the importance of China's soft power resources can be understood.
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culture, China has developed the soft power aspect of the economy in international relations
more than any other country before. By implementing development projects like “Belt and
Road” at the global level or the 16+1 Cooperation Process at the regional level, China has
shown how the economy can be in the function of development, connecting countries and
improving people’s quality of life, but also an important resource for strengthening the overall
power of a state (China) internationally. The number of 138 countries and 30 international
organizations that have signed agreements on cooperation with China in the implementation
of the “Belt and Road” undoubtedly confirms this, as do the results achieved in cooperation
with the Balkan countries within the 16+1 Cooperation Process.

China’s presence in the Balkans and its cooperation with the countries of this region
have a predominantly economic dimension without pronounced geopolitical aspects. The
People‘s Republic of China offered cooperation to the Balkan countries not only through the
implementation of specific projects that benefited both the participating countries and the
region as a whole, but also by connecting two or more countries in the region (through the
implementation of road and (or) railway projects), which strengthens the Balkan countries’
perceptions of mutual relations and great power behavior.

In the Balkans and Europe, Serbia is a unique example of successful cooperation with
China in all areas. Numerous projects in the fields of infrastructure, transport, energy, etc.,
have been implemented or are being implemented, which strengthen the economic and
social development of Serbia. In addition, cooperation in education, science, culture, in-
formation, etc., strengthens ties between the two countries. China supports the sovereignty
and territorial integrity of Serbia and supports Serbia regarding the “Kosovo issue”. Among
the Balkan countries, Serbia is China‘s most important partner, with the largest number
of signed, started or implemented projects. Serbia received vaccines, medical equipment,
and medicines from China, which was a key moment in the fight to stop the spread of
COVID-19 and protect the health of the citizens of Serbia. China, for its part, using soft
power resources, primarily the economy, bought two large Serbian companies threatened
with bankruptcy, founded several new companies in Serbia and thus helped the country's
economic development. Such a character of bilateral relations is met with a negative reaction
from the European Union and the United States, which are trying to reduce or terminate
Serbia‘s cooperation with China through various measures, but without success. Serbia
and China do not allow that. On the contrary, cooperation between the two countries is
growing, and interstate relations are getting stronger.
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
