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FREELANCER - “THE SPIRIT OF THE GLOBALLY

Abstract: The review of the work “Working from Home - Economic, Legal and
Socio-Psychological Aspects of Working from Home” lists the features of the culture and
history of work that may be considered a map of information capitalism, although work
from home can be traced back to not so modern or recent epochs. However, what is in
the focus of this “research reformation” of the team of authors are definitely new models
of (self)employment that, as it can be clearly seen in the authors’ statements, arise or have
arisen as independent paradigms in relation to the COVID-19 pandemic. On the other
hand, the pandemic encouraged the conduct of a number of compatible studies whose so-
cio-psychological comparisons are used by the authors as a basis to justify their originality.
The monograph clearly emphasizes the demarcation claims of working from home, as well
as other “horizon of information existence’, or a new entrepreneurial culture. Therefore,
apart from the ever more present work culture that is reflected in working from home in
informatic capitalism, our task is also to show the results of indicating the possibility of
legal, economic and socio-psychological development of freelancers as an entrepreneurial
layer in the Serbian society.

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In the apprehensive expectation of the end and simultaneous perception of overcom-
ing existential frameworks of the virus pandemic, which has, by all criteria, paralyzed the
possibility and faith of the global society to leave the state and status of an “apolide” (Fusaro,
2020), Italian philosopher Diego Fusaro would agree with us. Namely, in our research circle
(although even this word no longer reflects trust to be entitled to any claim, not even the
linguistic one), a valuable and notable study has been written by three eminent researchers
who, in the previously separated climate of pandemic confusion, identified the strength of
responsibility for the development of a special branch of innovativeness they found - sur-
prising to some reviewing “opticians’, and to zealous connoisseurs of sociological angles
and theoretical traditions, an expected (the word being repeated for a reason) necessity of
the global society recognized in increasingly more dispersive working from home. At first
sight, if the reader were to resort to the former habit of carefully and passionately searching
for authors’ notes or their biographical data, he would notice and encounter yet another
“rhetorical review” that would refer towards the empirical experience of the above-men-
tioned “empirical triumvirate”. With this we do not help much to the ever “more sluggish
literary seeker”, whose character and taste have been indoctrinated by dogmatism and
monotheization of “statistical esotericism’, but it seems that in this studious example it is
necessary to make a “detente” with the authors’ intentions due to their empirical structure
of the work. In this study, the reader will not find only the results obtained during the
COVID-19 pandemic, but also a whole collection of research citations that are frequent
but, due to it, also suitable not only to the authors in order to reflect their being engaged
and well-informed, but also to a broader audience that belongs to different traditions of
valorization and passion for the guise of empirics. In order not to be too lengthy and neglect
every thoughtful and research part of this study, we will direct our review framework towards
the most important toponyms of identifying the role of the “freelancer” in the postmodern
era, with an emphasis on the Serbian society, although the study presents a picture with
the evident broader cultural and historical framework of working from home that led to
the emergence of freelancers, and that is why we find their primogeniture permeation a
reasonable citation in this review.

Having in mind (as the author of this review concludes, “impertinent and arbitrary”)
pledge of Manuel Castells who, within the globalization theories, is recognized as one of the
more discerning sociologists of the postmodern era, or the “logic of the information age”
that with its emergence announced a new era of global economy, the authors of this paper,
as implied in the following text, have contributed significantly to the research of information
economics or such information capitalism in our research tradition. The team of authors,
formed not only by the primary profile guise, or traditions they come from, but also by an
aspiration to pacify the borderline rigidity of sometimes sovereignly autistic disciplines,
economics, sociology, law and psychology, in their attempt to recall the above-mentioned
relapse they rehabilitate the interdisciplinary space only in which it was possible to conduct
such comprehensive research. Their theoretical and research diligence dates to the estab-
lishment of historical examples of working from home, which the authors find in epochal
borders and overlaps but also the need to avoid blurring this type of work, regardless of
the subsequent dynamics of industrial capitalism, but to keep it an open and mapped page
of labour history. Their manner is not exclusively advocated positivistically but, on the
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contrary, in this type of methodologically given data, the authors confirm, not so loudly
but still engagingly, this branch of psycho-geography (Coverley, 2006) or a mental citation
that is rooted as a special, and for freelancers (still not established entrepreneurs) sense in
the recognition of available existential and innovative resources during the pandemic. The
authors correctly repeat the rooted infantilism of socialism, as well as its relicts of comfort
that, with the majority of the population in post-socialist societies, governs their cognitive
ideological abilities, which means that other forms of (self)employment are reduced to the
enviable level of distrust. That is why, in a certain history of the reviewed movement of the
authors of this work, there is a sensible observation that “the role of the freelancer [...] is
neglected” (Radovi¢ Markovi¢, Radulovi¢, Pukanovi¢, 2021, p. 21).

So, who are actually freelancers? After the selected literature, the authors “proposed
[...] abroad definition of freelancers that includes ’all self-employed worker and managers
of enterprises with no employees. It is important that the amount of the freelancer’s earnings
depends on the company he/she works for on the project” (Ibid, p. 22). By this, it is insisted
on reasonable ventures and innovative boldness of those entrepreneurs whose nature and
horizon of activities are connected to consulting services, whose rootedness continues
through the ever more evident frequency of working from home, which is proved by the
team of authors through separated statistical parameters obtained in focused and compared
branches of economy (see in: Radovi¢ Markovi¢, Radulovi¢, Bukanovi¢, 2021). In a grouped
logic of justifying “business from home2, the authors mention the apparently expected, but
quite encouraging and characteristic spirit of satisfaction for starting own business, reflected
in a type of “material savings, and flexibility and freedom, adaptability etc, which creates
the networked cohabitation of innovativeness and courage to step into the unknown world
of own “conquistadorship” (Ibid, pp. 34-36). Their sortie from economic everyday routine
and advocation of an entrepreneurial venture that is not so encouraging, at least not in our
circumstances, takes us to the style-related problem that also confirms the justification of
the subject of analysis in every study. Namely, the authors of this study also emphasize the
set of those performances that may monitor the compatibility of working from home as
a starting idea and its sorties into the expected world and colours of the present passion
for the original plan. In the seemingly excessively and sharply observed needs and, at the
same time, mistakes that, like age spots, appear on freelancers’ faces, the authors rightfully
undermine and question the conscience of these “economic apatrides” who, at least in our
environment, have no recognizable territory and missionary trajectory. This does not im-
ply the authors’ naive apologetics that these types of employment and professions should
be given indisputable trust, but that each slightly more courageous entrepreneur faces
endogenous and exogeneous deficiencies of this vocation, which is proved by the authors
through professional, financial and, above all, family problems categorized according to
their dysfunctionality.

Some of the more appealing chapters and analytical passages are definitely those
speaking of the “Global GIG Economic Index”, of realized “freelancers’” earnings”, accord-
ing to which “Serbia ranks in the tenth place in the world by the fastest growing market
of ’gig economy’, with the growth of 19% in the total freelancers’ earnings, immediately
after Russia” (Ibid, p. 78). However, this information is only one side of Two-faced Janus
because freelancers in Serbia encounter an autistic voice and the need for this occupation
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to be recognized by the state (see in Radovi¢ Markovi¢, Radulovi¢, Pukanovié, 2021). Based
on this deficiency, the authors list those basic conditions to be fulfilled I order to bring the
status and role of working from home closer and put it at the same equilibristic level with
other forms of work. What must be emphasized in this introductory part is understood
with the cultural prolegomenon of working from home is the clear separation of working
from home as a more comprehensive model of employment than those case studies iden-
tified and surveyed by the authors through freelancing culture (see in Radovi¢ Markovi¢,
Radulovié, Bukanovié, 2021).

Having in mind that the authors present themselves independently in three thought
and research columns or, rather, in three mutually connected angles of considering work
from home and freelancers, or the freelancers’ work culture, the authors almost approach the
idea of the alienation accompanying the world of freelancers. The technological revolution
has not only conditioned or encouraged the wisdom of modern business operations, but it
has also encouraged the dynamics of alienation and social atomization of those individuals
who have opted for such existential and professional attitude towards work and towards their
own being. Here, experiments of the deprivation are increasingly present, arising from ever
more isolated “pilgrimage” of those who commit to the sacralization of their occupation.
In the past few years, the corroboration of these deficiencies and vulnerabilities of working
from home in European developed countries has been “regulated in the provisions of labour
legislation, whereas in certain countries its content is a matter of agreement between the
employee and the employer (Luxembourg, Sweden) or defined in a collective agreement
(Finland)” (Radovi¢ Markovi¢, Radulovi¢, Dukanovi¢, 2021, p. 118).

In the authors’ final conclusions, it is possible to recognize the traces of the sociological
tradition of Jean Baudrillard, Michel Foucault and Zygmunt Bauman, but mainly of the
independent and valuable contribution in the analysis of ever more remote interpretations
of the pandemic. No matter how much it is spoken about the prophylaxis and method of
suppressing mental disorders, all these attempts remain static in the contribution to the
rehabilitation of persons who have suffered some “mental tension” that often resulted in
in the scarce hours of sociability or social emanation (see in Radovi¢ Markovi¢, Radulovi¢,
DPukanovi¢, 2021). To this group of mental vulnerabilities, the authors add “anxiety, social
isolation, helplessness, cognitive burden etc” (Ibid, pp 215-216). Sociologically looking,
these are incorporated results of the postmodern era. One of the more prominent conclu-
sions of this study is definitely the authors’ long-awaited, but not neglected, statement that
freelancers are a product of neoliberal economy;, i.e. an offspring of a euphemistic tractate
that through new occupations will soften the harshness and grimace of the neoliberal ide-
ology (after, admittedly, a positive research image of Serbia, i.e. the removal of hypothetical,
socio-psychological suspicions in the deprivation of freelancers, but primarily their work for
international corporations). It takes us back to the prolegomenon statement that here we are
speaking of modern, Fusaro-style citizens of no city (apolides), who have only apparently
been declared the manifest of market competitiveness that often feeds on such “naive trust”.

“As the authors will lucidly and with an excerpt agreeable to us close this explicatory
review of their work, freelancers are psychologically and socially divided people, ideal
objects for all forms of exploitation in neoliberal economies, which they obediently accept
in order to continue doing their jobs” (Ibid, pp. 228-229).
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This thorough and interdisciplinary consideration of a technological product, recognized
in working from home or “existential part-time work’, encouraged not only the authors of
this superior study from the research aspect, but also its readers, as well as the searcher or
signatory of the concluding notes, that freelancers should be seen as a new phenomenon
of development and entrepreneurial initiation. At the same time, it is an insufficiently
independent historical period that is largely regulated not by legal frameworks, but rather
by neoliberal indoctrinations, which must be an enticement to further feats in the analysis
of huge problems hiding in the recent neoliberal gifts or “capitalist paroxysms” (Fusaro,
20204, p. 20) towards human work.
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
