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BASICS OF THE METHODOLOGY
OF SCIENTIFIC-RESEARCH WORK

Mihael Antolovi¢ and Snezana Strangari¢, Introduction to the Methodology
of Scientific-Research Work: Research Methods and Techniques in Social Sciences:
Basics of Academic Writing. Sombor: Faculty of Education, 2021, 167 pp.

The causes are complex and multi-layered, but it is indisputable that the students
of basic, and even post-graduate studies, often encounter difficulties arising from their
insufficient knowledge of the basics of the methodology of scientific-research work and
academic writing style. Seeing this problem, in 2021 the Faculty of Pedagogy in Sombor
brought out, within its publishing activity (Library Textbooks and Manuals), a textbook
entitled Introduction to the Methodology of Scientific-Research Work: Research Methods and
Techniques in Social Sciences: Basics of Academic Writing, co-authored by Professor Mihael
Antolovi¢, PhD, and Assistant Professor Snezana Strangarié, PhD.

The authors themselves emphasize in the foreword that the methodology of scien-
tific-research work is a neglected discipline, which is “graphically proved by an extremely
scarce number of the titles dedicated to this topic, available in the Serbian language”, so,
having in mind this fact, in their textbook they attempted to offer readers “in a succinct
and informative manner” the most important information about “some of the key elements
of scientific-research work” (Antolovi¢, Strangari¢, 2021, p. 9). In addition, they point out
that the textbook is intended primarily for students of master studies at the Faculty of
Pedagogy in Sombor, as well as that, due to the COVID-19 pandemic, which slowed down
and, on several occasions, interrupted the work on the manuscript, one part was omitted
from the final version of the textbook that was dedicated to philosophy of science and
logics of scientific research.

The textbook structure is precisely divided into two thematic units: Methods and tech-
niques of research in social sciences (Ibid., pp. 11-87) and Basics of academic writing (Ibid.,
pp. 89-167), which substantially contributes to its clarity and functionality. The textbook
is written with a clear and understandable language and an adequate scientific style; the

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authors construct sentences and define thoughts meticulously and with commitment, so
the reader will certainly have no dilemmas when interpreting the text.

At the beginning of the second part of the textbook, the authors provide one of the
most basic categorizations in methodology; division into quantitative and qualitative re-
search, stressing that there is a difference between quantitative and qualitative paradigms,
whereas both paradigms originate from two epistemological orientation: positivism and
historicism. In the following chapters, the research process itself is elaborated, primarily
the formation of the research draft and its basic elements that include posing a research
question, defining the basic set and formation of the sample, selection of methods and tech-
niques for data collection and the preparation of the most suitable research instruments. The
authors exhaustively list and describe data collection methods and techniques: observation,
interview, focus group interview, biographical method etc., as well as the analysis methods:
statistical method, thematic analysis, established theory, interpretative phenomenological
analysis, narrative analysis and discourse analysis.

The second part of the book is dedicated to the basics of academic writing, one of
the subdisciplines of the methodology of scientific-research work, which, according to the
authors, “has not been paid adequate attention until the most recent time” (Ibid., p. 89) in
the Serbian scientific community. The authors mention the works worthy of attention in this
field: Midhat Sami¢’s Manual (Sami¢, 1968), the paper co-authored by Milenko Kundacina
and Veljko Bandur (Kundacina, Bandur, 2007), and manuals written by Marija Kleut (Kleut,
2008; 2020) and Uros Suvakovi¢ (Suvakovi¢, 2010). In addition, the authors point to three
translated textbooks: by Umberto Eco (Eco, 2010), Lee Cuba and John Cocking (Cuba, 2003)
and Martha Boeglin (Boeglin, 2010). However, they conclude that “none of the manuals,
no matter how comprehensive they are, cannot compensate for the importance of reading
the literature from a certain scientific field, which necessarily precedes the writing of one’s
own papers” (Antolovi¢, Strangari¢, 2021, p. 90).

This part of the textbook, besides providing the list of basic types of scientific and
expert papers, as well as their main characteristics, also presents a systematic, concise and
complete procedure of the writing process for a good-quality and studious academic paper:
from the selection of the research topic to the evaluation of the scientific paper.

The authors emphasize that the starting step - the selection of the research topic - is
of particular importance in scientific-research work and that “at least solid knowledge of
a certain scientific discipline” is needed, as well as that one’s own interests should be “the
first and a very important marker when selecting the topic”, but that they “themselves are
not sufficient” (p. 99). After selecting the topic, the researcher begins preparing the prelim-
inary or working bibliography of sources and literature, being directed towards different
types of publications, most often divided into scientific (primary) and secondary literature.

A special overview in this part of the textbook refers to the research work in libraries
as centres of information management and places where reliable and accurate information
can be learnt. One chapter is dedicated to the library classification and catalogization
(Ibid., pp. 116-123), the knowledge of which, at least elementary, is necessary for successful
research in libraries.

Students and researchers may find quite useful, from the informative aspect, the
chapter referring to the digital access to scientific information (Ibid., pp. 123-131). Namely,
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in this chapter, the authors observe that nowadays it is possible to conduct “good part of the
research (at least when literature collection is concerned) from one’s own study room” (Ibid.,
p- 124) and, in that context, they list relevant websites of scientific journals, publishers of
academic literature and scientific institutions, digital library collection, specialized social
media and Internet browsers, pointing out the significance of the KoBSON service estab-
lished in 2002. This service constitutes “a necessary and indispensable connection of Serbian
researchers with the world scientific community by ensuring them access to practically all
relevant scientific publications from all scientific fields” (Ibid., p. 125). Equally instructive
and educational is the chapter that provides the reader with one of the primary elements
of a scientific text — scientific apparatus, and the manners of referring to the sources and
literature and styles of citation/listing literature (Ibid., pp. 143-148).

The authors point out that the process of writing a scientific paper involves active and
critical reading of scientific literature and taking notes (bibliographic and, conditionally
speaking, documentary ones), while a clear logical structure is one of the key characteristics
of a scientific text. Moreover, they also stress the importance of the language and style of
a scientific text because they “largely determine its receipt within scientific circles as well”
(Ibid., p. 149).

In the last chapters of the second part of the textbook, the authors analyze the ethics
of scientific-research work, listing main types of scientific plagiarism, and evaluation of
the scientific paper that, after becoming publicly available, faces the receipt “whose essen-
tial segment is its critical evaluation by relevant experts” (Ibid., p. 161). The final pages of
the textbook cover substantial and detailed literature used by the authors in writing the
textbook, which is yet another indicator of their commitment, professionalism and con-
scientious approach to scientific work.

At the end of this review, it may be concluded in an argument-based and objective
manner, as well as with pleasure, that the textbook Introduction to the Methodology of
Scientific-Research Work does not only represent a reliable, thorough and receptive guide
for students and researchers, but also offers a worthy and valuable contribution to the study
of the methodology of scientific-research work.
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
