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HISTORY OF THE SERBIAN NATION IN THE MIRROR
OF THE “CONSTANTINOPLE HERALD”

Ljiljana Coli¢, “Constantinople Herald” - the Beacon of Serbdom
in the Century-Long Darkness. Belgrade: Institute for Textbooks, 2018, 441 pp.

The contemporary crisis in Kosovo and Metohija, and the related crisis of Serbia’s
statehood, as well as the deteriorating position of the Serbian people in the countries formed
after the break-up of the second and then the third Yugoslav state, is a broader framework
that can be interpreted as an unconscious collective defence mechanism. That is the reason
why the scientific community in Serbia is increasingly interested in researching the position
of the Serbian people in the border regions of Serbia during the 19" and at the beginning
of the 20™ centuries. In the past ten years or so, dozens of monographs, articles and crit-
ically prepared historical sources have been published about that topic. A special corpus
contains the apers about the past of the Serbs in the Ottoman Empire. It is enough to look
at the bibliographies of Milo$ Jagodi¢, Slavenko Terzi¢, Slavisa Nedeljkovi¢., Aleksandra
Novakov, Uro$ Sesum, Biljana Vuceti¢, Vesna Zarkovi¢ and others, which confirm the above
statement. With her dedicated scientific work, orientalist and historian Ljiljana Coli¢ also
enters the circle of committed researchers of the past of the Serbs “in the south”

The printed material such as historical sources and the image of an era are an in-
dispensable segment in researching the past. “Constantinople Herald”, a newspaper of the
Serbian people in the Ottoman Empire, which was published from 26 January 1895 to 10
October 1909, with the interruption in the period from February 1907 to January 1908,
with the calendar “Golub” (“Pigeon’, 1879-1914), significantly contributed to the awakening
and preservation of the national awareness of the Serbian people under the Ottoman rule,
in the so-called “longest century” of the Ottoman Empire.

The monograph “Constantinople Herald” - the Beacon of Serbdom in the Century-
Long Darkness. (Coli¢, 2018) is a versatile overview and expertly conducted analysis of the
writings in this newspaper in relation to the spirituality, education and national politics
of the Serbs in the Ottoman Empire at the turn of the centuries. The monograph title, in
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which we emphasize the word “Serbdom”, and then the author’s explanation in the fore-
word, indicate that the monograph includes those writings referring to “national contents”,
participants and carriers of the preservation of the religious and national identity of the
Serbs. Since the newspaper “Constantinople Herald” was published in the capital of the
Ottoman Empire, under the watchful eye of the censors, the editing policy clearly had to
be quite cautious and sometimes condescending in the public expression of gratitude to
the Sultan and Ottoman authorities. By pointing to that fact and rejecting the obligatory
“fat of the thick yer” from newspaper texts, Ljiljana Coli¢ has uncovered and broadened
the panorama of the rich spiritual, cultural and educational heritage of the Serbian people
in the Ottoman Empire, which acted and persisted despite its dwindling in everyday strug-
gles and temptations. Serbdom, as an affirmative category, in the past for the editors and
contributors of the “Constantinople Herald”, as well as for the author of the monograph
today, despite the different countries in which it existed at the time (Serbia, Montenegro,
the Ottoman Empire, Austro-Hungary) was equally seen as a whole just as today. Guided
by a strong national sentiment, integrated in the motto of the book, which does not reduce
her objectivity, but promotes a clear and defined point of view, the author establishes in
the second chapter of the monograph, entitled “Spirituality”, that Saint Sava Orthodoxy
was exactly “the spiritual foundation and national guide” of the “Constantinople Herald”
and Serbdom in general. The author supports this claim by the reports published in this
newspaper about the celebration of Saint Sava’s Day in 176 places in the Balkans and all
over the world, from Athens to San Francisco, from Gevgelija to Zagreb. The same chapter
gives the analysis of the separate texts that discussed religiousness, the relation between
Orthodox Christianity and Roman Catholicism, the challenges encountered by the Serbian
Orthodox Church in the Ottoman Empire, exposed to the opposing interests of the ecu-
menical (Greek) and exarchic (Bulgarian) Churches. This chapter also mentions Serbian
churches and monasteries, in particular Chilandar (or “Chilendar”, as it was called by the
contemporaries of this newspaper), religious instruction, spiritual lessons and celebration
of red-letter days. The third chapter, entitled “Education’, is a review and analysis of Serbian
schools and broader educational circumstances in the Ottoman Empire. The “Constantinople
Herald” brought out numerous texts about schools, teachers, students and their number,
about curricula and subjects, teaching methods, school funds, the educational role of the
school and, finally, about “education as the guardian of faith, nation and tradition” The
“Constantinople Herald”, especially after the Young Turk Revolution, wrote about the
national politics, which is the title of the fourth chapter in the monograph. Aleksa Santi¢’s
poetic legacy, expressed in his poem “Stay Here”, was manifested in the “Herald” articles
entitled “Not to America’, in which the Serbian people, in similarly inspired other articles,
are invited not to leave their hearths. In one “Herald” article, the following was written:
“The family is the homeland in homeland; it is the homeland of the sweetest memories.
The Homeland is the country of our fathers and forefathers, the country of our spouses and
children” In addition, there were texts about the circumstances in Serbia and Montenegro,
the relations between those two Serbian states, and a gallery of eminent Serbs mentioned in
the “Herald”: Tesla, Njego$, Pupin, Vuk Karadzi¢, Jovan Risti¢, Svetozar Mileti¢ and many
others, whose biography overviews encouraged the national spirit. Special thematic units in
this chapter refer to Serbia’s foreign politics, the position of the Serbs in Turkey, Annexation
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of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as about the Serbs in Croatia, Slavonia, Vojvodina and
Dalmatia. In this manner, the story was evidently completed about a much larger territory
than today, populated by the Serbian people at the end of the 19" and the beginning of
the 20™ centuries. Finally, in the last chapter of the monograph, as dedication and homage
to Stojan Novakovi¢, Ljiljana Coli¢ concludes that the launching of the “Constantinople
Herald” “was largely the result of his personal efforts and devotion” (Coli¢, 2018, p. 412).
Its first editors — Nikodim Savi¢ and Kosta Grupcevi¢ — were close to Stojan Novakovié,
Serbia’s emissary to Constantinople. Even if Stojan Novakovi¢ is considered a conceptual and
spiritual initiator of the “Constantinople Herald”, its rich informative treasure was built by
numerous anonymous contributors who wrote a large number of important texts, depicting
the circumstances in which the Serbs lived. With her book “Constantinople Herald” - the
Beacon of Serbdom in the Century-Long Darkness, Ljiljana Coli¢ widely opens the door to
those past times, presenting it in a convincing manner.
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
