Studying military psychology in Serbia is longer than one century. Probably the first
officer in the Kingdom of Serbia who tried to deal with matters and problems of this psy-
chological discipline in a competent manner was Todor Pavlovi¢, whose early death in
the First World War prevented his leaving a deeper trace in our science (Kajtez, Starcevi¢,
2021). In a brief period between the Second Balkan War and the First World War, Pavlovi¢
wrote and published a book entitled From the Psychology of Combat (Pavlovi¢, 1914). In
the book, this officer with the doctoral degree acquired at Sorbonne and full professor of
military pedagogy at the Military Academy in Belgrade studied the phenomena of fear and
panic, motivation for combat and the effect of belief in victory on the outcome of a battle.
However, from the overview of the development of military psychology among Serbs, it
can be seen that the strength of that development fluctuated. The rapid rise of military
psychology from the era of the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, visible by the large
number of research studies, scientific articles and books, was stopped in the breakup of the
state and the civil war, accompanied by the narrowing opportunities for financing research
and by the decreasing number of psychologists employed in the army. In addition, military
psychology was predominantly studied at military academies, and it is quite logical that the
reduction to one military academy, without a separate department for military psychology,
also largely reduced the scientific potential for dealing with this applied branch of psychology.

The important tradition of military psychology and the understanding of the im-
portance of this subject to the officer profession, however, have persisted. Let us point
only to one reason: according to the classic understanding of war, for example that of
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Prussian General Karl von Klausewitz, war is an act of power, but also a conflict of two
wills (Klausewitz, 1951, pp. 41-44). Since will may be imposed by force, and also destroyed,
weakened, decomposed, reined on the basis of actions intended to cause an effect on people,
their attitudes, feelings and behaviours, it is completely clear why it is important to under-
stand psychological warfare. The information-technological revolution has changed the
society, creating at the junction of new information technologies and new organizational
logic - networks, a new type of society, called information society by Manuel Castells. In the
new type of society, economy, politics and culture are substantially modified, primarily on
the basis of the change in communication (Castells, 2018). These changes and their effect
on psychological warfare have not been systematically studied so far in domestic military
psychology. Jelena Petrovi¢’s monograph Military Psychology and Psychological Warfare:
Achievements and Perspectives, published by the Institute for Serbian Culture Pristina —
Leposavi¢ last year, is the first scientific book in Serbian that relevantly, competently and
systematically considers contemporary phenomena and problems of psychological warfare
in the second decade of the 21* century.

The book has a preface and seven chapters, but it is basically divided into two parts.

In the first part, the author explores military psychology, its definition, goals, tasks,
formation, development in the world and in Serbia, modern trends in military psychology
and its application and achievements in war. Although military psychology deals with a
wide spectre of topics, from professional selection and classification of military personnel,
motivation and social perception to ergonomics and behaviour of man in war, of particular
interest are the author’s observations about psychological warfare. Plenty of time passed
from ancient Taoist wisdom, according to which the enemy should be beaten with no
combat, to the formation of military psychology. In the distant past, the processing of the
enemy’s desire for combat was based on experience, intuition and common sense of rulers,
army leaders and their advisers and associates. In modern times, psychological methods
and techniques are used for this purpose, so (psychological) warfare entails a scientific base.

In the second and more extensive part, the author presents to the reader forms and
specific features of psychological warfare (with a special overview of the types of actions in
psychological warfare), the facts about the possibilities of applying psychological warfare,
as well as the methods of protection from the effects of psychological warfare at individual
and institutional levels. In her opinion, traditional instruments of psychological warfare
(leaflets, posters, billboards, graffiti, slogans), including the tested and well-known forms of
psychological warfare (propaganda, rumours, misinformation) are still present and usable,
but they have also been supplemented, modified and empowered by the development of
new information technologies. In Jelena Petrovi¢’s monograph, space is provided for all the
novelties brought by the information-technological revolution. Those are, to name only the
most important ones: the possibility of applying social media in psychological warfare, the
use of fake news, funny contents from the internet (memes), citizen journalism, spinning
and astroturfing. That is why it is perfectly right to say that this book brings our military
psychology to the present time when it comes to psychological warfare. The author thinks
that modern trends and achievements in geopolitics, military science, informatics, cyber-
netics and psychology are likely to lead to further branching, or even complete separation
of various forms of psychological warfare.
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In this part of the book, the author also explores psychological warfare as a discourse
of the conspiracy theory. This is a rare example in our scientific literature where attention
is dedicated to conspiracy theories as a relatively frequent and resilient narrative with a
great potential “for maintaining or establishing power, even in the form of a primitive myth
about invincibility and the general belief in the strength of an army, state or nation’, as well
as an important social function (Petrovi¢, 2021, p. 191). Based on the relevant literature,
the author’s observations, derived from the facts and guided by strong logic, keep the pro-
vocative power gained from the current feature and nature of the topic.

The publisher did its best to engage seven reviewers for this monograph, including
three reviewers from the ranks of the Serbian Army, which is an excellent recommendation
to the readers who deal with the theory or practice of military science and need findings
about the achievements and perspectives of military psychology for the purpose of devis-
ing new military strategies and tactics. The author’s broad understanding of psychological
warfare, however, is also an invitation to the scientists from other disciplines to delve into
reading this book, and perhaps to perceive the same topic from their own perspectives,
and then publish those observations in some future studies.
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
