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AESTHETIC, COGNITIVE AND EDUCATIONAL
FUNCTIONS OF LITERARY WORK

Miso Dosli¢, Liubomir Nenadovic’s Pedagogical Ideas.
Belgrade: Institute for Textbooks, 2022, 368 pp.

(Translation In Extenso)

Numerous papers, reviews, experiments and books have been written about Ljubomir
Nenadovi¢, the classic of Serbian literature, poet, prose writer and the first modern travel
writer, in the past hundred and seventy years. The pedagogical element of Nenadovi¢’s
work has been evident to many; due to its pronounced didactic character, it was judged
completely differently in terms of value, ranging from negation to praise. Professor Mi$o
Dosli¢, PhD, the author of “Ljubomir Nenadovi¢’s Pedagogical Ideas” started from the
viewpoint that the aesthetic function in a literary work should not be separated from
the cognitive and educational ones, but that they need to be creatively researched on the
whole. In his study, the author simultaneously analyzed the literary work and researched
the educational-pedagogical activity of Ljubomir Nenadovi¢.

In world literature, but also in Serbian pedagogical literature, there is often an idea of
the necessity to analyze the ideas and thoughts of well-known writers and poets. Serbian
educational historiography has not researched to a sufficient extent the pedagogical ideas
of domestic authors (artists and scientists) who through their works (from other fields,
such as sociology, philosophy, history, psychology and particularly literature) expressed,
both intentionally and unintentionally, pedagogical ideas worthy of attention.

In the introductory part, Mi$o Dosli¢ says:

“In modern literature science, the relation between literature and pedagogy has
been neglected. In pedagogy - as well. [...] By analyzing Nenadovi¢’s oeuvre and educa-
tional-pedagogical activities, we have pointed to the rudiments and characteristics of his
literary pedagogy, which has been insufficiently examined in scientific terms, although,
didactically and methodically speaking, it is interesting and of current nature in many
ways” (Dosli¢, 2022, p. 5).
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In Serbian culture, literary has often had other functions other than its primary sig-
nificance. Serbs may be characterized as a “book-centric” nation because many important
messages, meanings and memories, aesthetic and ethical, came from literary works. Due to
the conditions of the development of Serbian culture, we have had fewer accomplishments
in the fields of philosophy, logics, sociology, pedagogy, law and history. Writers are often
outstanding national officials as well, who strive for the revival of the society as a whole.
This tradition in our culture has been present ever since the age of Saint Sava, the first
Serbian writer and educator.

Mis$o Dosli¢ studies the oeuvre of Ljuba Nenadovi¢ as a continuation of what was
formerly achieved by Dositej Obradovi¢, who aspired to add European qualities to Serbian
educational and teaching practice, apart from its traditional values, and to complement it
with modern methods and contents.

Dosli¢ presents data that are useful for many scientific fields, apart from literature,
primarily for pedagogy and Serbian pedagogy history. The author points to the institutions
that were part of the school system during Ljubomir Nenadovi¢’s life and work, and he
contributes to the history of the Serbian society. He also reports about the scientific, social,
historical and cultural circumstances of the epoch to which Nenadovi¢ belonged. The author
presents numerous events, situations and relations regarding Nenadovi¢ and other intel-
lectuals, placed within socio-political, cultural and educational circumstances of the time.

The study has 368 pages. Excluding the introduction, summary, references and the
information about the author, the book has five chapters: The pedagogical personality
of Ljubomir Nenadovi¢, Enlightenment ideas, Didactic orientation, Pedagogical papers,
Educational-pedagogical mission of “Sumadinka”. Dogli¢ succeeds in systematizing ex-
tensive material correctly in analytical, concise and methodological terms, and in showing
his talent for theoretical and critical consideration of thematic concepts. In line with the
pronounced autobiographic character of Nenadovi¢’s work, the author elaborates the prob-
lems opting for the combination of extratextual and intertextual approaches and several
expert-scientific methods.

Before the study “Ljubomir Nenadovi¢’s Pedagogical Ideas”, Mi$o Dosli¢ had also
dedicated his attention to Ljuba Nenadovi¢’s oeuvre. He published “Enlightenment and
Didactics in Ljubomir Nenadovi¢’s Literary Work” (1989), as well as “Ljubomir Nenadovic¢’s
Themes and Poetics” (2019). In this manner, Dosli¢ affirms himself as one of the leading
researchers of Ljubomir Nenadovic’s life and work. He used Ljubomir Nenadovi¢s literary
work as a basic source for his research. The author used “Complete Works of Ljubomir P.
Nenadovic’, the second revised and republished edition in 20 volumes (1882-1895) and
the one-volume edition from 1939. He also founded his research on Nenadovi¢’s works
published in numerous journals, including “Sumadinka” He also studied Nenadovi¢’s works
not included in any edition of his complete works. The author used all the available refer-
ences in his paper.

This study is intended primarily for scientific employees and students of literature
and pedagogy, but also to a wider readership. It may be of importance to those who deal

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with the history of upbringing and education in Serbia. If the study “Ljubomir Nenadovic¢s
Pedagogical Ideas” encourages further and similar research, MiSo Dosli¢ will consider his
efforts purposeful. In the summary at the end of the book, Dosli¢ wrote the following:

“For a more complete insight into the pedagogical work, ideas and the character of
Ljubomir Nenadovi¢’s literary pedagogy, it is necessary to research the archive material
about his studies in Europe (study programs), which was proposed by Pavle Popovi¢ as
many as a hundred years ago, but has not been done yet because it exceeds the individual
abilities of a single researcher or a group of researchers. [...] Ljubomir Nenadovic’s life
and work are a beautiful and inspirational topic awaiting younger people — doctoral can-
didates in pedagogy and methodology of literature teaching” (Dosli¢, 2022, pp. 356-357).
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
