Sljuki¢, S., & Vladusi, S. (eds.) Nation and education, thematic
collection. Novi Sad: Matica srpska, 2021, 377 pp.

(Translation In Extenso)

The collection of works “Nation and education” edited by Srdan Sljuki¢ and Slobodan
Vladusi¢, represents a multidisciplinary approach in the analysis of the eponymous phe-
nomena, i.e., their position and relationship in the modern globalized world. The collection,
published in 2021, is systematized on 377 pages, while the whole is made up of the works
of fifteen authors. In an attempt to present the complexity of the basic problem in the best
possible way, the book is approached from different angles by using theory, comparative
analysis and empiricism. Approaching the process of globalization in a critical way, and
bearing in mind its negative consequences, without compensation with a positive part
(Bauman, 2010), the authors point to the great challenges faced by national education.
The insights given in the collection examine the issue from the perspective of sociology,
philosophy, history, literature, political science, demography and pedagogy.

The collection begins with a foreword by the two editors, Srdan Sljuki¢ and Slobodan
Vladusi¢, Full Professors at the Faculty of Philosophy in Novi Sad. The authors observe
that in the contemporary discourse, the position in which the category of nation is rejected
as irrelevant and anachronistic is extremely dominant, while at the same time an attempt
is made to separate education from the national framework. However, on the other hand,
a kind of national engineering is being implemented to establish desirable postmodern
creations, which recognize and respect nationality and create history from stolen segments
of credible nations. Such double standards are an indicator of a globalist violence against
the self-contained entities of the nation and the necessary nationallybased education.
The aforementioned tendencies are one of the main reasons for the oldest Serbian sci-
entific institution - Matica srpska - to respond to such aspirations in a well-founded and
multidisciplinary way. On the other hand, the authors do not pretend to close numerous
issues surrounding the relationship between the nation and education, but their address

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is actually a call to the wider scientific and general social community that the collection
“Nation and Education” be the beginning of a fruitful discussion about essential challenges
in the modern world.

The hypotheses presented in the papers concern civic education as a means of mar-
ginalizing national education, i.e., the process of universalization of the Western European
model as the only possible direction of development, as pointed out by Zoran Avramovi¢ in
the paper entitled “Some problems of national education in Serbia”. Also, in his essay “The
comprador elite takes over Serbian education’, Slobodan Antoni¢ points to the process of
commercialization of education, specifically the influence of the private sector, where the
public interest is suppressed in favour of a partial one. It is certainly important to mention
the empirical contribution to the topic, i.e., the research entitled “Educational structure of
the population as a demographic factor in the development of society”, with which Daniela
Arsenovi¢ points to a high level of formal literacy, but raises the question of the functional
(iDliteracy of the population. In the collection, the Education Development Strategy in
Serbia until 2030 is also problematized. Namely, in his paper “Identity foundations - the
foundation or fundamental oversight of our education’, Slavko Gordi¢ observes its built-in
and numerous “defects” that undermine the identity self-awareness and creative vitality of
the country. An important segment in the modern world is cyberspace, which in Ljubisa
Despotovi¢’s analysis entitled “Network society, national identity and education” is treated
through the concept of network society, whose definition is that it is an ideal mixture of
created chaos, or creative chaos and hidden hierarchies. On the other hand, Nemanja Rajak
also contributes to the same topic, in his paper “Education in the age of the Internet gen-
eration”, where he writes about the relationship between the Internet and education, i.e.,
points to the negative consequences of the Internet that can lead to a decline in intelligence,
digital dementia and general deterioration of students’ abilities.

The national space in education is also one of the topics in the collection, problem-
atized by Milomir Stepi¢ who notes the suppression of the concept of national space and
its further minimalist, fragmentary, amorphous, incomplete interpretation in the paper
entitled “Educational Neglect of National Space”. The collection also deals with the ideol-
ogy of genderism, where in the essay “Gender mainstreaming or anti-education in Serbia”
Misa Purkovié points to the abuse of gender in order to generate conflict for the sake of
destroying traditional forms of social organization, as well as the indoctrination of children
through biology textbooks.

The analysis also includes the modern family, which in the present era of rather
fast-changing social circumstances, very frequent and often radical changes, is faced with
huge trials and challenges to adequately respond to all these challenges. In this context, in
her paper “Family as a national and educational resource’, Sladana Zukovi¢ draws attention
to the problem of domestic violence, but in the context of insufficiently explained violence
against men. The theme of the nation and education is depicted through the ontological
approach of Caslav Koprivica in the paper “Education of the people as becoming towards the
essence’, and through the term co-intentionality which represents “a common orientation
towards something, some real or imaginary co-intentional object, in a certain, recognizable
way” (Koprivica, 146), as well as auto-essentialization as the very core of education, that is,
the process of separating what is necessary and unnecessary, belonging and not belonging,

to ourselves, that is, to our essence. In addition, the collection also problematizes the re-
lationship between the nation and education, through the necessity to reject the ideologi-
zation of the national idea, and to nurture self-confidence in the spirit of the development
of national education, Saga Markovi¢ writes about this in her article entitled “The national
idea of the Serbs - between self-confidence and self-assurance”. Through the case study
entitled “Nation and education reform. A short study of two cases: Suvar’s and Bologna
reforms”, Ivan NegriSorac analyzes how the two pedagogical reforms were conceived and
functioned in their attempt to ideologize education. In several places in the collection, it
is pointed out that modern education, with the help of the Bologna reform and big capital,
has been reduced to training, which destroys the substance of serious university teaching.
The collection also contains a comparative analysis of civic education in some countries
in the world, specifically in England, France, the USA and China, under the title “The role
of education in shaping and maintaining national cohesion”, written by Srdan Sljuki¢. Of
course, it is also important to mention the testimony of Vladimir Dimitrijevi¢, Professor
of the Grammar School in Cacak, given in the appendix under the title “Upheaval in edu-
cation: reports from the front line”.

The collection as a whole represents an indispensable starting point for further re-
search into the connection between the nation and education in the modern world, which
shape strong technological, social and, above all, value changes. As a result of thorough
reflection, study, and synthesis of various knowledge and methodologies, this publication
draws attention to the importance of national education, bringing this topic closer to the
general public. This approach will most likely stimulate many experts from other fields to
get involved in the work on this fundamentally important issue for the national interest.
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
