Abstract: This book has been reviewed by applying the sociological theoretical-meth-
odological approach in order to: a) point to the socio-historical conditionality and the
scientific reasons of the constitution and development of comparative pedagogy as a sep-
arate scientific discipline; and b) to emphasize the mutual effect of educational systems and
social processes in specific socio-historical, cultural, economic and political conditions.

Keywords: comparative pedagogy, educational systems, education, upbringing

Comparative pedagogy as a result of the development and differentiation of sciences
of education, primarily pedagogy, and national educational systems, which have always
aspired to be perfected and compared to other, mostly more successful educational systems,
has long attracted the attention of scientific and professional public focused on pedagogy.
The result is the production of a number of monograph studies and papers in scientific
journals, as well as the inclusion of comparative pedagogy in university curricula. In that
context, special attention should be paid to the book Comparative Pedagogy by Radivoje
Kuli¢ and Igor Duri¢, eminent professors at the University of Pristina, with the temporary
seat in Kosovska Mitrovica. This book, as the authors indicate, is the second modified,
improved and supplemented edition of the eponymous monograph from 2011. In the
renewed form, it may, even at first glance, be characterized as their capital work because
even by quickly browsing through it, one gets an impression of a very serious and volu-
minous study that presents the research results about two large complexes of pedagogical

thematic units. The first unit basically refers to the basics of theoretical-epistemological
comparative pedagogy, while the second refers to modern educational systems. Moreover,
the book provides abstracts in English and Russian, includes a list of relevant refences con-
sisting of 387 bibliographical items in Serbian, English, Russian and French, the index of
names and terms, as well as the notes about the authors. This book has been reviewed and
recommended for publication by Milka Oljaca, PhD, Professor Emeritus at the University
of Novi Sad, and Vera Spasenovi¢, PhD, Full Professor at the Faculty of Philosophy, the
University of Belgrade.

In the first part of this book, which considers the theoretical-epistemological basics
of comparative pedagogy, Professors Kuli¢ and Duri¢ principally point to its development
course and to various studies of upbringing and education from ancient times to the
beginning of the 21 century. They see the beginning of comparative pedagogy as a sep-
arate scientific discipline in Draft and former views for a paper on comparative education
(1817) by Marc-Antoine Jullien (1775-1848), in the same way as some other authors saw
it (Brickman, 1966, Kaloyannaki and Kazamias 2009, Groux 2002, according to: Kuli¢
and Duri¢, 2021, p. 21). After the overview of the development of comparative pedagogy,
Professors Kuli¢ and Duri¢ elaborate on other matters regarding its constitution, while
paying significant attention to Anglo-Saxon, German, Russian and French ways of under-
standing and concepts of comparative pedagogy. Furthermore, they consider the matters of
the role of comparative pedagogy within the system of the science of upbringing and their
mutual relationship, as well as within the system of humanistic knowledge and sciences
of man and society; they elaborate on the goals and tasks of comparative pedagogy, point
to its university perspectives and methodological frameworks of comparative pedagogical
studies. All these matters are of great importance for the constitution and development of
comparative pedagogy and that is why they are paid adequate attention by Professors Kuli¢
and Duri¢. However, here it should be pointed to their view of the relationship between
comparative pedagogy and other sciences that include upbringing and education in their
research opus, such as philosophy, sociology, history, economics, history, political science
and psychology, because comparative pedagogy is not an isolated island of scientific ex-
clusivity, but it is intertwined and significantly interacts with these sciences and largely
shares with them the same subject of research — upbringing and education. In addition, all
these sciences have also formed their separate scientific disciplines dealing with education
(philosophy of education, sociology of education etc.). Professors Kuli¢ and Puri¢ stress
that comparative pedagogy is oriented towards these sciences and that they are interde-
pendent, but that comparative pedagogy also has its specific features primarily referring
to the comparative analysis, which implies critical valuation of research results in a given
field, from the perspective of other social sciences” (Kuli¢ and Puri¢, 2021, p. 77). That is
the red thread separating comparative pedagogy from other scientific disciplines that deal
with education. From the brief definition, it could also be understood that comparative
pedagogy is a scientific discipline that, by using different methodological approaches
founded on comparison, studies educational-upbringing systems and their structure in
different societies (countries), as well as the problems and tendencies in their education.

Special attention in this thematic complex is given to the matter of the university
perspective of comparative pedagogy, where Professors Kuli¢ and Duri¢ express optimism
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and indicate that the current presence of comparative pedagogy in university curricula
for education, particularly for teaching jobs, “additionally contributes to its establishment
at universities and its future development” (Kuli¢ and Duri¢, 2021, p. 82). Perhaps it is
necessary to be more moderate in such valuation, particularly having in mind that, in the
globalization conditions of all social processes, there are pronounced tendencies of edu-
cation unification at all levels, thus marginalizing all specific features of separate societies
that also determine education, “which entitles increasingly frequent speaking about global
education policies” (Spasenovi¢, 2019, p. 55). Moreover, it can also be seen in the reforms
of higher education through the so-called Bologna process, while reforms at other levels of
education are also going closer to it. In any case, the matter of education reforms and the
unification of educational systems are quite clearly expressed in the development strategy
goals of the European Union (Bazi¢ and Knezevi¢, 2016). If education is increasingly unified
under different external processes and pressures, then the specific features of national edu-
cational systems are also marginalized, which simultaneously affects the subject of research
of comparative pedagogy and leads to the loss of its significance except for the research in
historical retrospection. That is why it is necessary to be more cautious in predicting the
future of comparative pedagogy and to pay more attention to the tendency of change in
modern education and society.

In the second part of this book, Professors Kuli¢ and Duri¢ elaborate on educational
systems. Thy first point to different theoretical definitions and classifications of educational
systems, and then to their structure and organization. The authors’ main starting point is
the understanding of the educational system as a whole that “primarily includes all levels of
education in a country - preschool upbringing (education), elementary school education,
secondary school education, higher education and education of adults” (Kuli¢ and Puri¢,
2021, p. 112), as well as all forms and methods of learning in informal education, as added
by the authors in the subsequent considerations. Furthermore, the authors point out that
“educational systems emerged and were formed in different cultural-historical circumstanc-
es” (Kuli¢ and Duri¢, 2021, p. 112), which is completely indisputable. However, it should
be kept in mind that an educational system also includes a number of other economic and
social factors, such as: financing, management, teaching resources, school staff, school
facilities, employees’ salaries in education, benefits etc. (Rivas, 2023). Professors Kuli¢
and Duri¢ include these factors as well in the analysis of specific educational systems. In
addition, many of these factors of an educational system are the main topics at this year’s
World Educational Summit (WES 2023).

Starting from the above-listed factors, Professors Kuli¢ and Duri¢ consider different
educational systems through a similar methodological matrix. They first point to their
historical development, then consider their structure, models of teacher education and
specialization, education management and the method of financing, as well as the tendencies
of education development. By applying this matrix, they elaborate on modern educational
systems in the United Kingdom, the United States of America, France, Germany, Russia,
Scandinavian countries and in Serbia. After a careful analysis, it can be unambiguously
stated that this book offers new findings about the dominant educational systems in
Europe, which also had a great effect on the formation and harmonization of educational
systems worldwide, especially in the English-speaking area. A common characteristic of
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these educational systems is that they were created in the 19" century, on the ideas of the
Enlightenment philosophy, at the time of the rise of the industrial society and liberalism,
and subsequently they developed in line with new findings and scientific achievements,
specific cultural features, ideological values and the political order, as well as interests of
a certain society, which altogether determined the characteristics of their specific devel-
opment respectively.

Modern educational systems are increasingly becoming current topics in different
contexts of debates about global social development, and that is why various lists are estab-
lished for ranking their success. In that context, special attention of the public is attracted
by the reports of the World Economic Forum in Davos, which are published every year and
assess educational systems worldwide. Many of the national educational systems analyzed
by Professors Kuli¢ and Duri¢ are often among top ten ones in the world (NGS, 2019).

The main conclusion that arises after reading the book Comparative Pedagogy by
Professors Kuli¢ and Puric is that it is a unique scientific text in the Republic of Serbia,
and probably beyond, which offers comprehensive and synthetized findings about the
subject and method of comparative pedagogy, about the dominant educational systems
in Europe, as well as the US educational system. Moreover, the book succinctly presents
the features of the educational system in the Republic of Serbia. That is why the book is
interesting and quite inspirational, so it will be of great use primarily to university teachers
and students studying to become teachers, as well as teachers and professors at all levels of
education, researchers of upbringing and education, people who deal with strategic matters
of development of education and upbringing and, particularly to education policy creators.
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
