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REINTERPRETATION OF RUSSIA
IN THE LIGHT OF THE NEW WORLD CRISIS

(Translation In Extenso)

Without the slightest dilemma, for a long time the Socioloski pregled / Sociological
Review has carefully nurtured the best scholarly tradition of the sociological, as well as
interdisciplinary consideration of the modern and most current topics that simultaneously
appear as the greatest researching challenges. In that light, having in mind not only the
war in Ukraine but, first of all, the long-reaching tectonic changes at the global level, the
need for a special thematic section entitled Reinterpretation of Russia in the light of the new
world crisis has transpired as quite natural and logical - even as specific sine qua non for
understanding the newly-created reality in worldwide terms. Namely, the transformations
in question are multiply manifested as the change of epochs (Koljevi¢ Griffith, 2021), i.e.,
as the “end of the American century” (Hofbauer, 2023) and transition to the new era of
multipolarity. What is more, it is already transparent that this transition is not and will not
be completely peaceful and, since it is about the structural turbulences that will give rise
not only to the new geopolitical map of the world, with new centres of power, but also new
normative patterns and, most likely, completely new forms of social functioning.

This is the main reason why the primary focus of this thematic section is on the issue
of reinterpreting Russia. More precisely, it is not about posing an objective question about
when the world political and social crisis actually began and what its main causes are, nor,
subsequently, about considering the extent of anti-Russian hysteria of the West, which led
to numerous “reinterpretations”. Both these aspects are, naturally, very important and con-
stitute integral part of individual research studies presented here. Yet, as the most relevant
of all, the issue of reinterpreting Russia appears first as an issue of its self-interpretation, i.e.,
its specific rise to the status of a new world power that will largely mark the 21% century.
This specific feature is reflected primarily in the striving to establish a different political,
economic and social system at the global level, whose main guiding idea is equality of the
countries and nations. Moreover, it is the concept centred on opposing any type of political
interventionism, which has been the fundamental characteristic of the theory and practice
of the West in the past three decades (Koljevi¢ Griffith, 2021). Additionally, it also means
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establishing completely different politics from the politics of neocolonialism and neototal-
itarianism. At the same time, the value system that Russia is striving to affirm is founded
on the ideas of freedom and justice, as well as respect for differences and peculiarities as
opposed to global uniformity systematically promoted by neoliberalism and postmodern-
ism. In that light, the inevitable determinants of the emerging new system are definitely
sovereignty and pluralism as mutually permeating and affirming concepts - consequently
also pointing to the building of the “politics of the people” as true democracy.

To an extent in which today’s West — and even the European Union in particular -
further deepen the difference between the “civilized” nations and states and “the others”,
eo ipso turning out to be “barbarians” — the self-interpretation of Russia appears in a more
and more pronounced manner as its real reinterpretation. It means that — as it has been
manifestly shown by the example of the war in Ukraine - the increasingly larger part of
the non-Western, or majority world, refuses to participate in hierarchical divisions and
historical revisionism that has become constituent part of the Western media, public and
often academic discourse. Furthermore, the majority world thus surfaces as the bearer, i.e.,
the subject of its own development and rediscovered enlightenment, i.e., “by using its own
sense’, it starts from the very symbolic, metaphorical, as well as factual reinterpretation of
Russia. Therefore, this issue transpires to be essential for the survival, as well as dignity, of
the larger part of humanity that is currently trying to reaffirm crino in crisis, i.e., a well-
known insight that each crisis bears something that is lifesaving. It is exactly in this that the
irreplaceable role of Russia is recognized in the shaping of modern processes.

Concurrently, all this shows that it is not only a crisis, but also a world crisis par
excellence, with the highest possible stakes because, most importantly, it is the matter of
rebirth of politics as such, exactly on the foundations of the ancient polis whose centre is
agora and whose essence is a free discussion by the equals. Therefore, that is why today’s
situation is infinitely more complex than a mere “regional conflict” or even an attitude
that it is a proxy war between Russia and the West. In essential terms, the entire world has
been converted into a new version of the Hegelian dialectics of the “master” and the “slave”,
while Russia appears as the power that, first of all, defends the right to freedom, or, above
all, to political subjectivity.

Following the above-listed principles, this special thematic section of the Socioloski
pregled | Sociological Review starts from the principle of democracy and the attitude that it is
necessary to discuss and confront different opinions. Accordingly, the texts in this edition
justify completely opposite positions, but starting from the understanding that there is no
logos without dia-logos. At the same time, these are articles that approach the topic from
various viewpoints, in a wide range from political science and sociological considerations,
through to philosophical and historical considerations The texts are also thematically dif-
ferent, thus referring to divergent aspects of the reinterpretation of Russia in the light of
the new world crisis. For instance, the analysis includes the multi-layered crisis of the West,
the war in Ukraine and Russia’s resistance as an example of paradigmatic changes in the
world, i.e., an example of the new geopolitical and “spatial order” (Peri$i¢, Thomann). At
the same time, in the historical-philosophical terms the question is considered of Russia and
the West as conceptual oppositions (Lvov), while from the perspective of the conflict study,
“non-realistic” elements are analyzed in the conflict between Russia and the “collective West”
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(Sunami). Moreover, the question of imposed changes of the political systems is discussed,
starting from Huntington’s paradigm (Bujvid-Kurek, Susolia), while the war in Ukraine is,
on the other hand, also approached from the perspective of the prolonged, consequential
effect that ensued as a result of NATO’s intervention against Serbia. Finally, the articles in
the thematic edition also consider the matters of the “new political Perestroika” (Luki¢)
and include quite specific analyses, such as the reviews of the rhetoric characteristics of the
speeches of Russian President Putin during the special operation in Ukraine (Stanojevi¢,
Mirkov) and the matter of risk of the use of artificial intelligence, i.e., new challenges to the
psychological security in Russia (Pashentsev, Blekanov, Chernobrivchenko).

It goes without saying that, with all these considerations, the issue of reinterpreting
Russia, particularly in the light of the new world crisis, has not been exhausted in the least.
On the contrary, the idea was for this thematic edition to serve as a template for an even
broader dialogue at the national and international level, i.e., to encourage further research
in all social sciences. Last, but not least, the main idea was to point to the relevance of the
analyzed topic and to direct the attention of the entire academic community to the fact
that its key task is to analyze the greatest modern challenges.
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
