Abstract: The paper is a review of the scientific contribution of Russian sociologist,
Professor Zinaida T. Golenkova, PhD, particularly in the field of research of Yugoslav
(and Serbian) sociology in the period of its socialist development, as well as Golenkova’s
personal engagement in the cooperation between (Soviet) Russian and (Yugoslav) Serbian
sociologists in the period from the 1960s to date.

Having in mind the wealth of history of Serbian and Yugoslav sociology, to the research
of which Golenkova largely contributed, the paper pleads for the development of a special
academic, sociological discipline that would deal with the development of sociology in Serbia.

Keywords: Z. T. Golenkova (1939), history of Yugoslav and Serbian sociology, Soviet-
Yugoslav and Russian-Serbian sociological scientific cooperation

Becoming familiar with the roots of the emergence and development of a science is
integral part of the memory culture in the academic community, as well as the basic pre-
supposition for understanding its contemporary controversies and accomplishments. The
same refers to sociology as a science. Unfortunately, insufficient attention is dedicated to
the study of these issues in our country, which is proved by both syllabi and curricula and
by educational practice, i.e., the fact that this matter is systematically dealt with by a small
number of researchers and eminent figures in our academic community. Last autumn saw
the publication of the study, or the monograph by Russian Professor Zinaida T. Golenkova

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entitled A Contribution to the History of Yugoslav Sociology (Golenkova, 2022). This is
the translation of the doctoral dissertation of this outstanding scientist, defended at the
Lomonosov Moscow State University in 1980, originally published in the Russian language
in Moscow (Golenkova, 1984). This valuable study is a testimony about the development
of sociology in our country during the co-existence period in former Yugoslavia. The book
recently published in Serbian is, to a smaller extent, the supplemented translation of the
original Russian (i.e., Soviet) edition, which has been awaited for almost four decades, with
the author’s foreword written specially for the Serbian edition and the afterword about this
study written by Professor Slobodan Antoni¢, PhD (Antoni¢, 2022).

Zinaida T. Golenkova (1939) is an eminent sociologist in modern Russian sociology,
recognized throughout Europe. She got her PhD at the Lomonosov Moscow State University
in the field of problems of the history of the sociology development in Yugoslavia. She has
written a number of outstanding studies and textbooks of sociology. For the greatest part
of her professional career, she worked at the Moscow Institute of Sociology of the Russian
Academy of Sciences, where she also held the position of the Vice Director with several
mandates. Currently she is the head of the Centre for the Study of Social Structure and
Social Stratification in this world-renowned institution. She is a member of the Russian
Academy of Social Sciences and of the Serbian Academy of Education. Several studies
by Golenkova have been translated into Serbian and published in our country, such as:
History of Sociological Thought in Central and Eastern European Countries, co-authored by
Nikolay P. Narbut (Golenkova, Narbut, 2015), and the textbook Sociology for the Faculty of
Philosophy in Kosovska Mitrovica, co-authored by Professor Danilo 7. Markovi¢, PhD, and
Professor Uro$ Suvakovié, PhD (Markovié, Golenkova, Suvakovié, 2009). Moreover, within
the international monograph by L. Peilin, M. K. Gorshkov, C. Scalon & K. L. Sharma (2014),
one chapter was translated into Serbian of the co-author paper by Professor Golenkova and
academician of the Russian Academy of Sciences, M. K. Gorshkov, entitled “Changes in
the Social Structure of Russian Society Within the Period of Transformation” (Golenkova,
Gorshkov, 2014, pp. 21-36).

Zinaida Golenkova actively cooperated with the sociological community of Serbia and
Yugoslavia, and in the past three decades with the Institute / Centre for Sociological Research
of the Faculty of Philosophy, the University of Nis, and with the Faculty of Philosophy, the
University of Pristina in Kosovska Mitrovica. She has presented her works at numerous
scientific gatherings in Serbia, which were published in the proceedings of those gatherings,
and translated the papers of our authors into Russian, while supporting the development of
their cooperation with the Sociological Association of Russia. She actively cooperates with
the Serbian Sociological Society and is a member of the International Editorial Board of the
journal Sociological Review. Her papers have been published in the journal Topics (Teme) of the
University of Nis, in Novi Sad Collection of Matica srpska for social sciences, in the Collection
of works of the Faculty of Philosophy, the University of Pristina in Kosovska Mitrovica etc.

By its structure and the achieved level of sociological analysis and interpretation,
Golenkovas book A Contribution to the History of Yugoslav Sociology constitutes a com-
prehensive monograph about the development of sociology in Yugoslavia. The author first
points to the historical and socio-cultural context of the emergence of social ideas in the
territory of Yugoslavia in the 19 century (contained in the works of Svetozar Markovi¢,
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Vuk Karadzi¢ etc.), and then focuses on the genesis of the institutional development of
sociology in Yugoslavia and creative accomplishments of Yugoslav authors. Golenkova
considers the main stages and tendencies in the development of sociological thought in
Yugoslavia, categorizing them into three periods: the first period, which chronologically
coincides with the last quarter of the 19 century and the beginning of the 20" century (by
1918); the second period from 1919 to 1941; and the third period that covers the post-war
development (after 1945), when from 1960s onwards sociology took its place among social
sciences in our country. The author thinks that the first period of the genesis of sociological
thought in the territory of Yugoslavia is related to the research and scientific activity of
Vuk Karadzi¢, Svetozar Markovi¢, Valtazar Bogisi¢, Jovan Cviji¢ and Dimitrije Tucovié.
The second period refers to the contribution of Mirko Kosi¢, Slobodan Jovanovi¢, Dinko
Tomasic¢, Filip Filipovi¢, Veselin Masle$a, Dorde Tasi¢, Sreten Vukosavljevi¢ etc.

However, Golenkova particularly focuses on the research of socio-economic and cultur-
al-political prerequisites for the development of sociological science after the Second World
War. Pointing to the importance of anti-Fascist and national liberation struggle (1941-1945)
and the socialist revolution in Yugoslavia for the emancipation of the people in this territory,
she stresses the achievements of the socialist revolution: agrarian reform, industrialization and
urbanization of the country, the enactment of the Law on Workers’ Management in Enterprises
(1950) and institutional changes in the field of democratization of social relations and their
implications for the changes in the social structure, as well as for the development of education
and science. Within this context, Golenkova considers both the institutional development of
sociology and the creative work of outstanding figures of sociological science. She particularly
points to the establishment of most important scientific sociological centres in Yugoslavia:
from institutes to study groups and faculties in Belgrade, Zagreb, Ljubljana and Skoplje, as
well as the most active researchers and doyens of sociology in ex-Yugoslav territory, who
dealt both with studying of theoretical and methodological problems and with the initiation
and realization of the programs of empirical research in sociology (Radomir Luki¢, Ante
Fijamengo,Joze Goricar, Vojin Mili¢, Mihailo Popovi¢, Mihailo Puric, Ilija Stanoj¢i¢, Veljko
Rus, Cvetko Kosti¢, Zagorka Golubovi¢, Rudi Supek, Ivan Kuvaci¢, Vladimir Milanovi¢,
Miroslav Pecujli¢, Zoran Vidakovi¢, Josip Zupanov and Danilo Z. Markovi¢).

In this global overview, the author also points to the importance of critical activity
of the group of philosophers and sociologists from Belgrade and Zagreb in the critical
consideration of epistemological-methodological presuppositions for the establishment
of social sciences and sociology as a science in our country, such as the debates at the
famous Bled Meeting of philosophers and scientists in the field of the theory of cognition
or, for example, the activity of the international Korc¢ula School of Philosophy and the
group gathered around the journal Praxis, which influenced the development of social
critique, as well as the affirmation of social sciences and humanities. In this context, there
is a particular emphasis on the additive of Mihailo Markovi¢, Predrag Vranicki, Svetozar
Stojanovi¢, Ljubomir Tadi¢, Miladin Zivoti¢, Gajo Petrovi¢, Milan Kangrga and Rudi Supek.
These institutions and journals, with the participation of many Marxists and sociologists
of different theoretical orientations and from different countries worldwide, “spread active
peaceful coexistence in the field of spirit” and promoted critical thought in Yugoslavia.
Regardless of the fact that the official ideological centres assessed and accused them of the
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so-called breakthrough of “pro-bourgeois tendencies’, these groups indisputably played a
positive role in criticising Stalinism and de-dogmatization of our socio-humanistic sciences.
The second chapter of the book refers to the theory, methodology and methods of
research. In it, Golenkova analyses controversies about the subject of sociology and its place
in the system of social sciences, and key questions of the theory and methodology of estab-
lishing sociological research in our country. This analysis shows that in the consideration
of these matters the author equally follows the macro-theoretical aspects of problemati-
zation, comparatively contrasting them with the elements of methodology and practice of
empirical sociological research. This chapter presents a detailed overview of theoretical
and methodological problems of sociological research in our country, with a particular
emphasis on the organization of empirical research and its result in the scientific analysis
of the socio-class structure of Yugoslav society. The author shows her broad knowledge of
empirical research by our sociologists in the entire territory of Yugoslavia and she writes
respectfully about the contribution of our authors/sociologists in the establishment of
both macro-theoretical concepts and of medium scale theories of researching changes in
the social structure at different levels of social organization, from micro-social structures
(local communities, towns/cities and regions) to republics and the global Yugoslav level.
When comparing the original version of the author’s doctoral dissertation (published
in Russian in 1984) with the Serbian translation, one can see the wealth of innovations in the
text, which shows that even after 1984 the author continued following the development of
sociological science in the territory of Yugoslavia and Serbia. This proves her praiseworthy
professionalism. In this chapter, she particularly analyzes the results of empirical research
regarding the projects implemented in our country: Social Structure and Mobility of Working
Class of Yugoslavia (1963), Changes in the Class Structure of Yugoslav society (1966), and
Social Strata and Social Awareness (1977). Furthermore, the author also points to many
international symposiums and conferences held in Yugoslavia: Socialism and Change in
the Class Structure (1966), Dynamics of the Social Structure and Problems of Humanism in
Socialist Society (1967), Social Structure of Modern Yugoslav Society (1971), Social Conflicts
and Social Development of Yugoslavia (1972), Working Class in Yugoslav Society (1983),
Regional Differences, Development and Global System in Yugoslavia (1984). Within this
context, the author points to the special contribution of certain authors in the analysis of
changes in the social structure of Yugoslav society, emphasizing particularly the importance
of the works by Vojin Mili¢, Radomir Luki¢, Miroslav Pecujli¢, Mihailo Popovi¢, Stipe
Suvar, Oleg Mandi¢, Zdravko Mlinar, Petar Kozi¢, Petar Markovi¢ and Zoran Vidakovi¢.
In the third chapter, Golenkova directs her attention to the consideration of the
development of separate sociological disciplines in Yugoslav sociology, emphasizing their
importance in the development of sociology in the Yugoslav territory. In this part of the
book, she deals with the analysis of research in the field of Suver sociology of labour, which
has become an increasingly important scientific discipline regarding social implications
of the industrialization process, changes in production relations, professional structure,
problems of job motivation and the culture of labour, conflicts at work, and participation in
industrial relations. The author rightfully focuses on the research in this field, referring to its
importance for understanding the dialectics of productive forces and production relations,
and real processes of social emancipation of the working class and employees in modern
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times. She points out that many eminent Yugoslav sociologists actively participate in this
field of sociology of labour, such as Josip Zupanov, Josip Obradovi¢, Vladimir Raskovié,
Danilo Z. Markovi¢, Predrag Radenovié, Veljko Rus, Tomislav Tomenkovi¢, Slobodan
Vukicevi¢, Zoran Bujas and Dusan Cali¢. This chapter also speaks about the phenomenon
of external migration and its implications, with a special emphasis on the research by Zivan
Tani¢ (Tanié, 1974; 1979) and Vladimir Greci¢ (Grecié, 1975).

The author dedicates special attention to the research of the Yugoslav village by con-
temporary sociologies, pointing to the research activity of Cvetko Kosti¢, Petar Markovic,
Stipe Suvar, Veljko Cvijeti¢anin, Svetozar Livada and Vlada Puljiz. In her monograph
book, Golenkova also analyzes sociological research of the problems of youth and educa-
tion in Yugoslavia, pointing to the significant contribution in this field made by Manojlo
Bro¢i¢, Vojin Mili¢, Velimir Tomanovi¢, Petra Georgijevski, Sergej Flere and Aleksandar
Todorovi¢. She stresses that sociology of youth and education has an important place in
modern Yugoslav sociology, underlining the significance of the symposium of Yugoslav
sociologists held under the name Social Position and Problems of Youth (1968), as well as of
the empirical study Yugoslav Students and Socialism. In this context, a particular emphasis
is placed on the activity of the Institute of Social Sciences in Belgrade in the organization
of empirical research and scientific gatherings.

A special thematic area within this chapter is related to the scientific research of the
problems of marriage and family in our country. In this respect, there is an emphasis on
the outstanding activity of the following sociologists: Olivera Buri¢, Marko Mladenovic,
Ruza First, Andelka Mili¢, Ruza Petrovi¢, Zagorka Golubovi¢ and Slobodan Jaksi¢.

The final chapter in the author’s overview of the development of sociology in our
country is dedicated to the research into the role of the mass information means and public
opinion.According to Golenkova, sociologists’ interest in researching the public opinion in
Yugoslavia has increased since the 1960s. The first paper about this problem subject was the
brochure by Jovan Dordevi¢ On Public Opinion (Pordevié, 1957). Afterwards, this problem
was systematically dealt with by the Centre for Public Opinion Research within the Institute of
Social Sciences in Belgrade, which was established in 1964. The author points to the Yugoslav
sociologists who were pioneers in dealing with this problem field: Muhamed Nuhi¢, Fildus
Dzini¢, Ana Barbi¢, Bogdan Osolnik, Svetozar Culibrk, Zlatko Grebo, Dragomir Pantic,
Slobodan Bosni¢, Prvoslav Plavsi¢ and others. In her monograph, she shows how, with the
development of new forms of media technologies, the problem fields broadened in the re-
search of the importance of symbolic power in modern times. In that context, she particularly
emphasizes scientists’ ever-increasing interest in this field, the emergence of new scientific
disciplines, apart from journalism and communicology, and new publications and new re-
search figures. Here she particularly emphasizes the books by Toma Pordevi¢ (Pordevi¢, T.,
1975; 1981) and the collection of papers The Social Trait of Communication (Mestrovi¢, 1978).
This topic has substantially occupied the attention of the new generation of sociologists and
scientists of other profiles, and it is of fundamental significance for the formation of media
literacy of self-managers and citizens, and their participation in public life.

Finally, we must also emphasize the serious afterword by Slobodan Antoni¢, enti-
tled “An Important Book for the History of Serbian Sociology”, which was written on the
occasion of the translation and publication of this monograph (Antoni¢, 2022, pp. i-viii).
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Out colleague Antoni¢ emphasizes that Golenkovas study is of current character today and
that it provides an informative overview of the most important institutional events and
scientific results in the field of sociology in Yugoslavia (1945-1980). We may say that this
is a continuation and supplement to Milovan Mitrovi¢’s book Yugoslav Pre-War Sociology
(1982), which covers the period 1918-1941. AntoniC’s text has a somewhat critical tone
regarding Golenkova’s interpretation of the role of “praxis supporters” in the development
of social sciences and humanist critique in our country.

Zinaida Golenkova’s book, together with the three-volume contributions from the
history of the development of sociology in Serbia, published by the Serbian Sociological
Society in the proceedings of the scientific conference “One Hundred Years of Sociology in
Serbia” as a special edition of the journal Sociological Review (guest editor Antoni¢, 2012),
will be compulsory literature for studying the history of the development of sociological
thought and sociological science in our country. Thus, it will be useful not only to students
and teaching staff of the academic community, but also to those who are interested in the
history of the development of social sciences/humanities and the development of critical
thought in our country.

While praising the Serbian Sociological Society for dedicating significant attention
to the national sociological tradition in the past ten years or so, it should be stressed that
it is high time for introducing a new teaching and scientific discipline in the syllabi and
curricula of the study groups of sociology — History of the development of sociology in
Serbia. It would have a polyvalent function in educating a new generation of professional
sociologists and the affirmation of their vocation that has deeper roots and tradition in
our science and culture.
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
